Madrid, July 18.—A scene occurred in
the Senate to-day. Several delegations
of women having, relatives among the
prisoners in the hands of the Filipinos,
sought an audience with Senor Silvela,
the premier, who had them conducted to
the galleries of the Senate, where Count
D’Almenas drew a lamentable picture of
the suffering of the prisoners, which
caused frequent outbursts of sobbing
from the women. Count D’Almenas
blamed the American authorities and
the Spanish government for the fate of
these unhappy men.

Senot Silvela, in defending the govern-
ment, said that although ' the United
States had first placed objections in the
way they were now endeavoring to assist
in obtaining the liberation of the pris-
oners. For the sake of prudence and in
order not to hamper the negotiations
now in progress, the Premier declined to
say anything regarding the stéps being
taken to accomplish that end.

Washington, July 18.—The following
statement was given out this afternoon
at ‘the state department: The state de-
partment yesterday received from the
Philippine commission an important de-
spatch conveying these facts: *“ By the
co-operation of the military and the
commission, municipal  governments
have been established in seven important
towns in the province of Manila and
Cavite. These are working admirably,
and one good effect of them is-that con-
siderable numbers of the insurgents are
constantly deserting and coming in, and
some of them with arms. The system
will soon be extended to -other towns
which are asking for it-— Continued
success in this direction will mean the
beginning of the .end.”

Despatches from Dr. Schurman: on
his return from his trip through the
southern pamtsof “{he ‘islands welé Jito
the same effect. A disposition to aceept
American sovereignty and to welcome
our troops was everywhere manifested.
The report of Gen. Otis of 26th June, re-
ferred to by Commissioner Denby in
the above despatch, stated that as a
consequence of the rainy season little in-
land campaigning was now possible in
Luzon. *“We occupy,” said Otis, “a
large portion of the Tagalog country.
The insurgent armies have suffered
great losses and are scattered. The
only large force which holds together
is about 4,000 in Tarlach province and
Northern Pampanga. They are scat-
tered forces in- bands of fifty and five
hundred in other portions of Luzon. In
Cavite and Batangas provinces they
could possibly assemble as many as
2,000. They are demoralized from re-
cent defeat. The most of the people
are terrorized by the insurgent soldiers,
but desire peace and American protec-
tion. There has been no recent burning
of towns.

“ The trade with ports not in our pos-
session, the former source of insurgent
revenue, is now interitted. Gen. Otis
doubted the wisdom of this policy, as
people in those ‘ports are now without
supplies and merchants suffering losses.

*The courts are in successful opera-
tion under the direction of able Fili-
Pinos.  Affairs in ‘the other islands are
comparatively quiet, awaiting results in
Luzon.”

Challenger’s Test Wlth the Bri-
tannia Proves Satisfactory
in Every Respect.

——

Behaved Splendidly on Every
Tack and Had 8peed Al-
ways in Resefve.

By -Associated Press.

Southampton, July 18 —There was
 much’ excitement in the Solent to-day
over the Britannia-Shamreck race. From
earlsh morning. - eeowds . watched the
‘préparations on board bot ‘yachts, while
the  whole fleet from Southampton,
Cowes and other points made for Ryde,
The scene at Ryde pier was most ani-
mated. Long before the start crowds
of fashionable visitors had arrived. The
Shamrock was towed from Southamp-

ton, the Erin following with Sir Thomas
Lipton' and a distinguished company.
The Prince of Wales arrived at South-
ampton at 11 o’clock, weaging a yacht-
ing suit, and immediately embarked on
board the Admiralty yacht! Fire Queen.

The course is from Ryie pier head
eastward round Nab lightship, leaving
it on starboard hand; then back past
Cowes to a point on the Solent bank,
rounding- buoy on starboard and finish-
ing at Cowes oppasite the Royal Yacht
Squadron houses. ‘

The yachts Shamrock and Britannia
started punctually at 12 o’¢lock, with a
fresh southeast breeze blowing.

As the starting gun boomed the Brit-
annia almost - immediately icrossed the
line, the Shamrock followihg in a way
to give the impression that she had no
objection to giving the Britannia a
slight lead.. The latter, however, did
not long maintain the adyvantage. It
was & dead heat to windward angd little
distance was covered befote the Sham-
rock, which started on theshort leg to
porf, overhauled her, and -on the follow-
ing long leg to starboard the Shamrock
forged ahead rapidly. It was at once
noticed that she was sailing nearly half
a point nearer the wind than the Britan-
nia. The Shamrock was carrying main-
sail, jib-headed topsail, and jib foresail.
The Britannia carried the same canvas,
but in addition her club topsail.

The Shamrock was half a mile ahead
passing Warner. Hogarth was at the
helm of the challenger. The boat held
up admirably and there was not a drop
of -water ‘on deck. She proved ex-
tremely quick in putting about, only tak-
ing 103 seconds. On rounding the Nab
lightship both yachts set their ‘spin-
nakers for the run back. The only mis-
hap' of the day.was that when the
Shamrock’s began-to filk.tfe top caught
in the cross-treesi The huge canvas
flopped flat and ‘then suddenly burst like
a balloon, and a‘big rent became visible
in the upper part, where a long strip had
been torn out, leaving a hole big enough
for a man to crawl through. The
Shamrock’s speed naturally suffered
somewhat from this accident.

Both boats soon set their topsails and
later their balloon foresails. The yachts
jibbed to port near Ryde. They were
then travelling at such a rate that the
press boat, going at a speed of 11 knots,
was unable to keep pace with the Sham-
rock, though the wind had lightened con-
siderably’ after leaving Nab " lightship.
The Britannia appeared to be holding
her own for a short spell before reach-
ing Ryde, but the Shamrock again crept
slowly ahead, widening the gap. The
scene at this time was an inspiring one.
Both yachts, under their cloud of can-
vas, were gliding on even keels. The
wind freshened after passing Cowes, and
both boats took in their spinnakers and
started on the broad reach to the Solent
buoy. After jibbing around they
reached back, finishing with a short tack
to make the home mark. Experts were
satisfied that the Shamrock will be able
to give a good account of herself in the
contest for the America’s Cup.

Cowes, Isle of Wight, July 18.—It
was the dpinion of those closely watch-
ing the race on the steamers following
the yachts that the Shamrock was never
pushed to her utmost in to-day’s trial,
and that Mr. Fife, designer of. ‘the
yacht, who practically engineered the
contest on behalf of Sir Thomas Lipton,
merely desired to ascertain whether the
Shamrock could show the Britannia a
clean pair of heels. He had no desire,
however, to let everyone into the secret
of the actual speed of the challenge_r.
Confirmation of this opinion is found in
the fact that while the Britannia car-
ried every possible stitch of canvas, ghe
Shamrock was running before the wind
from Nab lightship to the Solent ban}{
buoy and only had jib-headed topsail
instead of club topsail, like the Britan-
nia, and that on-the broad reach home
from Solent Buoy, the Shamrock low-
ered her big topsail, which would have
been of material assistance had her
skippers really wished to show her at
her best.

Mr. Fife and Mr. James were on board
the Shamrock, but Sir James Lipton
followed on the Erin, which with a few
yachts and one solitary but crowded ex-
cursion steamer escorted the racers
round the course. The fresh hreeze that
was blowing at the start fell somewbhat,
but revived sufficiently to bring the
racers home at a good pace .and p_roved
an excellent wind from a racing point of
view, as it enabled the cracks to be
tested as to their points, namely, hgat-
ing to windward, running and reaching.
The Shamrock showed to best advantage
beating to windward and gained six
minutes on theeBritannia in the eight
miles beat to the Nab lightship from
the start, although the beating is con-
sidered one of the Britannia’s strong
points. On the run back to Cowes the
Shamrock’s gain was less perceptible
comsidering the distance—about
miles—but the Shamrock did not set her
club topsail and she did not do her best.
On the reiich home the Shamrock did
better, and tould evidently have done the
distance in much shorterltune if she had
been put upon her mettle.

DON'T USE CANBS.

A Fad That Went Out With the Advent
of the Bicycle.

Probably everyone has not noticed it, but
it is plainly apparent to the careful observer
with a Sherlock ‘Holmes eye that there has
been a great decrease in the use of walking
sticks and canes in the past two years. The
use of pedestrian poles was a great fad a
short time ago, but to see a man with one
now is a thing which seldom occurs,

‘‘The bicycle has been the cause of the
decline in the use of canes,” said H. L.
Salmon, the cigar man, the other day;
“I can think of no other cause. Before

the bicycle came into general use ‘a man
rarely walked along the street without a
stick in his hand, but only those who prefer

to walk to riding a wheel now use a cane|-

to assist in locomotion.

‘“There are many advantages in carrying
a light cane while out walking. It aseists
in keeping the hands out of the pockets,
which is one of the habits few men have
break themselves of whenever they acquire
it; and they are also an evidence of refined
taste and good breeding.

‘“The unsightly large round stick which
was s0 popular about three years ago is no
more, and in its place a Slender natural
wood stick, with sterling silver ornaments
it usual. The woods now most popular are
rose, orange and tea wood, and in many
cases the wood from the locality in which
the stick i1s used is in demand.

““‘Styles seldom change in canes, except
occasionally when a fad breaks out, as
was the case with the large walking sticks,
which was more of a joke than anything
else. A medium-sized cane, from a half
to three-quarters of -an inch in diameter,
will always find a place In polite society.

“The gaudily decorated and engraved
bamboo canes of Chinese and Japanese
manufacture are rapidly going out of style,
and are bought more to be preserved as
souvenirs than for service, But with the
decline of the use of bicycles, the noveity
of which is slowly wearing off, the cane Is
coming to the front again.”

KLONDIKE AT PARIS.

Dawson City is to be represented at
the Paris exposition in 1900, if the ef-
forts of some of the leading citizens of
the gold metropolis come out as ex-
pected. Frank R. Mills, a man who
is well known in this city, and who has
been in Dawson City for over two years,

. was among the passengers arriving on
the City of Seattle. Mr. Mijls is on his
way to Ottawa to interest’ the Cana-
.dian government in the scheme to have
Dawson City represented at the great
exposition, and to endeavor to secure an
appropriation to have the work carried
out successfully.

The scheme is meeting with much en-
couragement in the North and Mr. Mills
said if an appropriation could not be se-
cured from the government the expense
of the exhibit would be paid by subscrip-
tion, as many of the people of Dawson
have signified their willingness to do ev-
erything in their power to make the af-
fair successful.

Filipinos
Not Conquered.

An American Tells of the Con-
ditions in and Around
Manilla.

Invaders Have Not Made an
Advance Since the First
of February.

J. 0. McIntosh, of Winslow, Arizona,
was one of the passengers aboard the
trans-Pacific liner Olympia, which ar-
rived from the Orient Saturday. Mr.
MecIntosh is-returning from a trip to
Manila, where he %vent to look over the
field with a view of going into business
there, but returns thoroughly disgusted
with the outlook.

“ The conditions as they actually exist
are greatly misrepresented by the press
og.thxs country and the United States,”
said Mr. McIntosh to a representative
‘of the Colonist last evening, “and the
war with the Filipinos is no nearer an
end than it was two weeks after the
first United States troops were landed
there.  After reading the glowing ac-
counts of the prosperous condition of
the country which were printed in the
daily papers, I went to Manila at an
expense of over $2,000, with a view of
engaging in business there in any line
whlg_‘h would\be profitable, but after
looking into every detail I have come to
the conclusioh that the Philippine islands
are no placé for a white man. The
Chinese are pouring into Manila from
Hongkong on every steamer arriving
there, at the rate of over a thousand a
week, and the country is decidedly a
qlwup one, although it costs more to
live there than in either Canada or the
United States. . It is not competition,
but cheap labor which is ruining the
place. ¢

“The Americans are making abso-
lutely no progress with the war, and are
not now in possession .of one per cent.
‘of the land of the islands. When the
country was under Spanish rule Spain
had possession of about half the island
of Luzon, but the United States troops
only hold Manila and six miles around
the city—that is all.

* The soldiers-are all getting impatient
on account of inactivity, and have prac-
tically done no fighting since February
1, and have not advanced one foot from
the position they occupied on that date.
They do. not approve of the milk and
water plan on which the war is run now;
they want real fighting, but the com-
manding officers will let them do nothing
but. drill.”

** What is the sentiment of the sol-
diers in regard to the war?”

* Their sentiments will be expressed
when the Oregon volunteers who arrived
at San Francisco the other day are
mustered out of service, and when they
are free to express their opinions the
hopes of many people ‘will be shattered.
The conditions existing there in official
circles and the way the war is being
conducted is beyond condemnation.

“ This idea of human warfare among
savages is all rot. The only way to end
the war is to kill every Filipino on the
island. They should be treated as
Bngland treats savages when at war
with them in Africa.

“This talk about Aguinaldo being
the leader of the insurgents is bosh. Half
of the natives in the Philippines never
heard of Aguinaldo. It is just as rea-
sonable to say that Chief Kinkeypoo
was the leader of all the Indian tribes
on the North American continent before
the white men obtained possession of it.
The Filipinos are divided in the same
way the Indian tribes were, and one
tribe does not recognize the other.

“The plan of starving the insurgents
out can never be accomplished, as fruit
in abundance grows everywhere, and
their supply of ammunition is unlimited.
To illustrate the superiority of the
equipment of the insurgents over the
Ameriean soldiers, whenever an insur-
gent Mauser rifle is_captured the United
States sharp-shooters use them in place
of their own Krag-Jorgensen with which
they are equipped by their government.

plete control of the Philippine islands
they will have to adont different war
tactics than are in use by them now.

Five Victorians in the Rush—
One Loses Everything in
Village Fire.

Wreck Bay, via Carmanah, July 17.—
To anyone who may be thinking of lay-
ing down the shovel and the hoe”to en-
gage in washing out a fortune in virgin
gold at Wreck Bay, the advice may be
given, don't. Not that the gold is not
here, but because the conditions are
peculiar and not altogether advantage-
ous. It is not a coarse gold at all. The
man who said it was as large as grains
of wheat and angular, showing that it
had not travelled far, was evidently talk-
ing in his sleep.

It is fine, very fine gold throughout,
and so light are the many flakes ot color
which attract the eye that they will float
on the water in a pan. Working with
a rocker, possibly not more than one-
third is saved, while panning is a tedi-
ous and unsatisfactory process, owing to
the fact that the gold is mixed chiefly
with black iron sand, which has a great
fondness for the bottom. 'The presence
of this same sand puts any magnetic
saving process out ol the question.

To sum up the situation, there is flaky,
floury gold at Wreck Bay, but it is a
question to be determined by subse-
quent developments whether or not there
is a process, chlorination or cyanide,
that will enable the deposits to be
worked economically and at profit, and
it is yet another question whether the
supply of gold-carrying sand is sufficient-
ly extensive not to be exhausted in the
event of an economical process of treat-
ment being hit upon. This will depend
largely upom whetlier the gold sands
bave been washed up by the sea, which
rolls in roaring surf the three-mile length
of Wreck Bay, or have been washed out
of the 80-foot gravel cliffs by the natural
hydraulicing of high tides. The latter
would appear to be the preferable
theory, for colors are most plentiful the
higher one gets from the water’s edge,
and particularly where the meagre tree
growth and intense green of the ecliffs
show a slide to have occurred at no long
distant date. :

Colors are to be got, too, high up in
the face of these gravel-yielding cliffs,
and it is not unreasonable to anticiapte
that there is enough gold to work on for
many years to come.

It is with a thorough appreciation of
the fact that the simple methods of plac-
er mining will not apply .in this newest
gold field, that the'settlers of Ucluelet
have staked for lease under the special
provisions of the aet in this particular.
They have’also formed themselves into
two companies, of eight men each, the
only outsider being H. J. Mackenzie, of
Dodge’s Cove, a veterun Caribooite; who
was invited to come in and give an ex-
pert opinion on the value of the discov-
ery. He panned.at numerpus places
along the beach, and found it spotty, ex-
tremely rich in some places, and abso-
lutely barren in others. Building a
crude rocker, he washed out, as stated,
seventy dollars in about four half-
days. But, as not heretofore stated,
he had three men helping him, selecting,
carrying and feeding the dirt to the
rocker. As for the haphazard pan yield-
ing $2.50, got by Joe Drinkwater, of
Clayoquot, that gentleman had panned
upon the gross proceeds of numerous
pans piled together -by Mr. Mackenzie,
to make one finishing pan. It is not to
be wondered at, therefore, that he got
$2.50. A ‘surprising feature is that he
did not get more.

Nor has it been the good fortune
of any individual to take out nine or ten
dollars a day. If it had, settlers would
not be apt to so appreciate the present
road work at $2 per day.™ Mr. C.
Binn, who ,with Tyee Jack shares the
honors of the discovery, is superintend-
ent of the road construction, and is not
neglecting it for the more alluring pur-
suit of gold. He had his attention first
directed to Wreck Bay deposits by the
Siwash, who told him there was ‘“hiyou
chickimin ” in the sand. On investiga-
tion of this report, he found that one
could stretch himself on the beach and
see colors in the sand without the aid
of a glass; might even pick them up
in glistening, pale-yellow flakes, as ‘the
Colonist representative had the pleasure
of doing yesterday. The writer also
washed a chance pan, with a return of
possibly 30 or 35 cents. Unfortunately,
the gold does not show itself, save in
flakes or powder on the surface, and for
a depth of three or four inches. T'nder
this, and until hard-pan is reached, col-
ors are few and far between.

There is hope for the district in two
directions if an economical process of
treatment is discovered and the deposits
are co-existent in the cliffs and beach,
or if Tyee Jack redeems his promise to
thﬂs to a creek high up in
the mounts 3s, where there is more gold,
and this tipfe in the coarse grains dear
to the heart of the veteran miner.

But six outsiders as yet have staked
on - the Wreeck Bay -beach. Five of
these are Victorians who came up at
the first news of discovery, and one of
them,; John Jebsen, lost everything he
brought with him. even to his coat. in
the burning of Mr. A. W. Lyche’s
heme, which oceurred on Friday morn-
ing last. This fire, originated by the
spreading of a clearing fire, caused a
loss to Mr. and Mrs. Lyche of at least
$1,500, ‘realized in five years’ hard
work. The residents of Ucluelet, who
have counted Mr. Lyche among their
neighbors, lost no time in getting to-
gether, and with whole-hearted sympa-
thy presented him with a new ontfit of
working implements and essential house-
hold supplies, with which he will make
another start. Mrs. Lyche is bound for
Viectoria - by the Willapa.

Scandal Lurks
At Every Turn

How Coast Merchants Were Job-
bed to Favor Sir Wilfrid’s
Ottawa Friends.

Path to Penitentiary Made Easy
—Foreign Visitation in
the Territories.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Ottawa, July 11.—Once again has the
government been given a dose of its
own medicine, When the Liberals were
in opposition, how they used to delight
in badgering and baiting ministers when
in supply! The present government has
invariably assumed au air of injured in-
nocence whenever their .appropriations
were questioned, but this method of
meeting opposition criticism would not
work, and the ministers have had to
face the music just as they caused the
Conservatives to do it in years gone by.

Reference has been made in previous
letters to the scandalous action of the
government in awarding a contract to]
Messrs. H. N. Bate & Sons for goods to
be supplied to the Yukon field force.
The amount of this contract exceeded
$34,000, but it was to include freight
charges to Vancouver. It appears, how-
ever, that the firm has charged the
freight to the government. The minister
of militia in the house last night claimed
that as regards two-thirds of the sup-
plies the freight had been paid by the

firm, and that upon such other goods as
the government had paid the freight, the
net price, he, claimed, at Vancouver was
considerably:less than the prices on the
Coast. He presented a comparative
statement of the prices paid to Bate &
Co. with those prevailing in British
Columbia, the statement having been
prepared by an officer of the department,
whose position, the minister said, de-
pended on the accuracy of his work.
Moreover, he gave the cost of putting
up the goods in specially strapped pack-
ages at the order of the transportation
office. Mr. George Taylor, the Conser-
vative whip, took a hand in the discus-
sion. With the Bate invoice in one
hand and the auditor-general’s report in
the other, the latter showing the prices
paid for supplies for the same Yukon
force in Victoria, he made a comparison
in detail, which showed that the Ottawa
firm got considerably larger prices. For
instance, evaporated apricots were
charged $10.95 per hundred by Bate,
plus one cent per pound for freight,
bringing the eost up to _$11.95, whereas
the price charged on the Coast was 8
to 110 cents per pound. Corned beef
was charged for at $3.19, while the
Coast price was $2.75. For the bulk
of the flour the Bate firm was paid $6.10,
while the price paid on the. Pacific coast
was $5.80 a barrel, giving the Ottawa
firm a profit of 30 cents a barrel.

Being interrupted Mr. Taylor observed
that the Bates, shrewd business men,
knew what they were about in 1893,
when at the Liberal convention they
displayed the banner: “ Laurier expects
every man to do his duty.” * Yes,” he
added, “and they bought and furnished
the house the Premier lives in.”

Major Sutherland observed that that
was a serious statement and one that the
honorable gentleman should not make
without proofs of his assertion.

Mr. Taylor replied to the effect that
he made the statement on his own re-
sponsibility, and it was for honorable
gentlemen opposite to disprove it. It
was no wonder, he added, that without
tender the Bates were sold the output of
the Kingston penitentiary binder twine
factory at less than 4% cents a pound,
which afterwards was sold to the farm-
ers for 13 cents a pound, realizing a pro-
fit that would pay for two or three
houses.

Mr. Livingston (Liberal, South Water-
loo), declared he had bought his twinge
that year for six cents, to which Mr.
Taylor rejoined: “Them you must
have been in the ring.” Continuing, he
further compared the Bate prices with
the pricés paid by the government on
the Pacific coast, showing that en
evaporated peaches the difference was
three cents per pound in favor of the
Coast prices; currants, charged at nine
cents, with one cent added for freight,
being sold at retail for four pounds for
25 cents, while on peas at 80 cents per
bushel, the profit of the firm was 33 1-3
per cent. over ruling market prices.

Mr. Earle, Col. Prior, Mr. Wallace/
Mr. Clancy and other Conservatives who
had been looking into this question with
Mr. Taylor, were severe in their eriti:
cism of governmentai methods, as shown
in the purchase of these supplies, and at
the present time of writing the house
is still in session on this particular ap-
propriation.

Whether this report be true
or not, it shows thai the Bate family
know how to look after their political
leader, anu certainly that the Premier
and his ministers know how to look
after the Bates.

Capt. Harry Bate, a member of the
firm, was chosen in 1897 by the Premier
to accompany him to England as his
aide-de-camp. Not content with con-
ferring such favors upon the family, Sir
Wilfrid and Dr. Borden must needs give
the double cross to Liberals on the
Pacific Coast, who are as competent as
the Bates to supply the country with
goods and at far more reasonable
prices than charged by the favored
party friends at Ottawa.

A bill \introduced by the minister of
justice in‘reference to penitentiaries
contains some changes in regard to Brit-
ish Columbia which will be of interest.
The maximum salaries to be paid the
officers are as follows: Deputy warden,
$1,200; chaplain, $800; surgeon, $1,000,
but the latter amount need not be paid
if the number of conviects in the peniten-
tiary does not warrant it. The steward
may receive $800, trade instructor
$700, guards $600, messenger $600 and
teamster $600. A clause is added to the
bill to enable prisoners to be sent direct-
ly from the gaol to the penitentiary
without being first sent to some other
penitentiary or institution. TUnder the
law as it stands to-day it is necessary to
send conviets te the first penitentiary
within the distriet over which its juris-
diction extended. The result was that
in regard to female convicts, there being
no female wards in the British Colum-
bia penitentiary, 'such a prisoner had to
be sent to the penitentiary -in British
Columbia and from that point to King-
ston. TUnder the change made this
session, as soon as conviction is secured
the eonvict is deemed to have been al-
ready in the custody of the warden, and
in the case of 'a female prisoner in
British Columbia the warden of the
penitentiary in that province can issue
his. warrant to have her forwarded to
Kingston without the ecost or expense of
first being sent to New Westminster.
"The change appears to meet with the
approval of,K parliament.

The House of Commons had a field
day on Friday on the immigration ques-
tion. €Col. Prier, who has done excep-
tionally good work in parliament this
session, brought up the question not only
of the immigration of Chinese and
Japanese, but of Galicians and Doukho-
bors. Col, Prior was anxious to secure
a definite statement from the govern-
ment as  to its intention regarding the
fourteen private acts passed by the
British Columbia legislature at the ses-
sion just closed. He mentioned a point
in connection “with this matter, empha-
sizing the necessity for an early expres-
sion of opinion by the government. The
uncertainty, he said, that is engendered
by acts being passed and left in sus-
pense—that is, neither allowed nor dis-
allowed—is' of great consequence to a
large number of employers of labor jn
British Columbia. The fact that under
some of their charters they were al-
lowed to employ Japanese and Chinese
makes it impossible for them to get
capital in- the Old Country under the
same favorable terms that they other-
wise would.  Hence the necessity for a
prompt settlement of this' question. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier made a most interesting
speech in reply to Col. Prior, in which
he laid down the government’s policy re-
garding the Japanese. With regard to
the Mongolians, howeves, Sir Wilfrid
had less regard, and he intimated that
at no distant date the views of British
Columbia might be met in regard to the
poll-tax on the ecelestials.

With reference to the immigration of
Doukhobors and Galicians, which was
touched upon by Col. Prior, there was
considerable diversity of opinion.
Eastern newspapers went into ecstacies
over the Doukhobeors when they first
came out, but the high opinion enter-
tained of them at first had been shat-
tered now that the goody-goody people
of Ontario whe supplied them with
cakes and oranges on their way out to
Manitoba have learned that the Douk-
hobor women are treated as beasts of
burden by the men and are compelled to
harness themselves to the plough and
drag it over the rough ground. As re-
gards the Galicians, Mr. Sifton is about
the.only individual who has a good word
to say of them, and there is much eriti-
cism of the anxiety of the government
to bring into Canada a horde of people
who have yet to learn the rudiments of
civilization.

On Monday, May 22, tke nobles and
chiefs met to consider the matter of the
marriage. The King wrote to them,
to acquaint them with the fact that. of
the two princesses he preferred Lavinia.
Notwithstanding his expressed prefer-
ence for Kubu’s daugnter, seventeen of
the chiefs, as the result of their delib-
erations, expressed their opinion that
the King should marry Ofa, and there
were only some seven in favor of Lav-
inia, the King’s choice. ‘A letter was
sent to His Majesty George Tubou, ac-
quainting him with the fact that the
majority of his chiefs were of the opinion
that he should espouse Ofa.

The King thanked them for their
labors and the trouble they had been
at, but again endeavored to impress
them with the fact that his mind was
thoroughly made up, and to all their
letters and remonstrances sent to him
day by day, had but the one answer.

After many days’ lengthy discussions,
and upon Tubou’s declaring that if he
could not marry Lavinia ke would
marry no one, but remain single, the
majority of the nobles gave in. At
about 11 o’clock of the wedding day the
firing of a royal salute announcgd the
approach of the King, who entering the
church from his own door, at the back,
seated- himself in his usual chair at the
dais and waited for the arrival of his
bride. >
The church was densely packed with
the invited guests, ‘both European and
Tongan. The King" was accompanied
by FKatafehi (his father), who acted as
his groomsman, and he had two pages
also in attendance, dressed in the royal
colors—red and white. ;

Tubou had not long to wait, and as
Lavinia, with her attendant brides-
maids (six in number) and &ccompan;ed
by her father, Kubu, who was to give
her away, marched slowly up the
church, the King stepped down from tl}e
dais and took his place at her side in
front of the communion rail. The pro-
ceedings commenced shortly‘ after 11
a. m. by the singing of a wedding hymn,
and the chanting of the Lord’s Praye'r.
The music was the composition of His
Majesty and is considered to have. con-
giderable musical power.

The usual *“ declaration precedent to
marriage” was then made and signqd
by His Majesty and the bride. This
was followed by the reading of . the
usual marriage service in extenso, by
the officiating minister, the Rev. J. B.
Watkin, the King’s chaplain. At the
conclusion of the marriage ceremony the
certificates of marriage were signed by
His Majesty and the bride, being wit-
nessed by the governors of Vavau and
Habai. .

Immediately after the conclusion of
the ‘marriage service the royal couple
ascended the dais and took their respect-
ive chairs. After. a few moments the
King stood up, and the Princess Lavinia
kneeling on a footstool, her principal
bridesmaid unfastened her veil, and the
King placing a light and elegant crown
upon the princess’ head, proclaimed her
to be the Queen of Tonga. After the
crown had been firmly secured in posi-
tion by the bridesmaid, the King gave
his arm to the Queen, and descending
from the dais, accompanied by the four
governors of Vavau, Haabai, Niua and
Eua, and attended by the pages and
bridesmaids, the royal couple walked
slowly down the centre of the church
and into the royal palace close at hand.
Fatafehi and Kubu, the fathers respect-
ively of the King and Queen, formed
also part of the royal procession.

The bride’s dress was of the richest
white duchesse satin. The skirt was
festooned with valuable honiton_ Jace
(wedding bells forming the design of the
latter), and it was trimmed with spray
orange blossoms. It was lined with
white silk, with a ruching of the same
at the bottom.

The bodice was trimmed with a hand-
some pearl and bead trimming, chiffon
and lace. It was slightly low at the
neck. Over one sleeve was an epaulette
edged with chiffon, while the lace was
brought from the bottom of the corsage,
and draped on the other shoulder, and
was finished off with sprays of wedding
flowers. The sleeves were tucked and
came over the hands.

The handsome court train, which was
six yards long, was carried by six
bridesmaids, was made of a very rich
brocade in the design of chrysanthe-
mums and fern leaves, and was liked
with white silk. The veil was beauti-
fully worked, and was ornamented at
the corners with larg+ bunches of daisies
and their foliage.

NThe coronet, bouquet, parasol, ete.,
vere all of the choicest Mescription and
material, and the shoes” were of white
satin, braided with white and silver.
The dress fitted perféctly. The brides-
maids wore dresses of flowered white
sxll:x, trimmed with colored passemen-
terie of orange blossoms, and carried a
bouquet of the same flowers. White
satin ‘shoes and white kid gloves com-
pleted their attire.

A rich and costly wedding breakfast
was laid out, partly in the palace and
partly in a pavilion on the lawn. A
select dozen guests breakfasted with the
King and Queen, and the rest of the
wedding guests were entertained in the
pavilion. Toasts were given and speeches
made, and the whole of the eeremony
bassed off without a hitch of any kind.
The levee in the afternoon was well at-
tended, and, the King entertained his
guests with champagne.

At the conclusion of the marriage ser-
vice and erowning of the Queen a salute
of 101 guns was fired.

GRAND FORKS.

Grand Forks, July 11.—C. F. BEdwards
of Chicago. accompanied by a party of
over a dozen of his fellow shareholders
in the United States Marble Company,
is expected here this week. They are
making a tour of the Boundary country,

with a view of extensive investments.

Steps are being taken to oppose the
application recently made to the provin-
cial government for timber limits exceed-
ing many thousand of acres on the North
fork of Kettle river. It will be pointed
out that the syndicate, far from propos-
ing to operate saw mills, simply requires
a grant for speculative purposes. In
the meantime the government will only
be deriviug a nominal license fee, but
no stumpage dues. This attempt to
corner the available timber supply is re-
garded here as injurious to legitimate
saw mill owners, as well as inimical to
a large section of the people of the Boun-
dary country,

Col. Engel of San Francisco, and a
number of local eapitalists, are taking
steps to form a company with a capital
of $50,000, with the object of engaging
in hydraulic mining on the main fork of
the Kettle river. Their first field of op-
erations will be in this vicinity. It is a
common experience to obtain colors, and
sometimes gold in fair quantities with
an ordinary pan from the gravel on any
of the -benches within the city limits.
As a paying proposition, owing to the
flaky character of the dust and the prim-
itive process used, it has not hitherto
been a financial success. No effort, how-
ever, was ever made to go to bed-rock.

Chinamen working on the bars half a
mile below the city claim to have fre-
guently netted from $2.50 to $3.00 a

ay.

It is confidently believed that with a
hydraulic dredge capable of handling
large quantities of gravel mining could
be carried on at a good profit.

This entire region was explored by
gold-hunters more than thirty years ago.
Their pits and trenches are still visible
at many points between here and Rock
creek.

R. A. Brown started work to-day on
the Volcanic claim 15 miles from here
on the north fork of the Kettle river.
He feels confident that the ore body will
be tapped within six weeks. The proper-
ty, which is being developed by means
of a tunnel, possesses a vast iron cap,
making it a distinguishable object for
many miles.

The new plant recently installed on
the Oro Denoro in Summit camp has be-
gun operations, and is giving first-class
satisfaction. The Rathmullen property
within two weeks will be equipped with
4 40-horse-power boiler, pump and hoist.
The Victor, an adjacent claim owned
by J. B. Henderson, of Grand Forks,
is showing up promisingly. Within a
few feet of the surface the vein con-
sists of 4 feet of solid ore.

The Granby Consolidated Mining and
Smelting Company have awarded Mur
doch Brothers, the well-known railway
contractors who built several sections of
the C. P. R., the contract for the con-
struction of the mile-flume for the pro-
posed smelter here. They were also
awarded the contract for the work of
grading {he smelter site. Operations
wiil be commenced on Monday. The
grading will be completed within a fort-
night. It is expected that the flume,
whose constrliction will give employment
to 150 mien, will be completed by Sep-
tember 1. :

The smelter company has decided to
start work on its reduction works on
Monday. The work will not be let by
contract.

Scheme.

The Opinions of a Few Citizens
Taken at Random Gener-
ally Favorable.

Victorla Must Have Railway
Connection They
All Say.

The latest report of the railway com-
mittee of the Committee of Fifty in re-
gard to the matter of securing for Vie-
toria transcontinental railway connection
by way of ‘the Port Angeles Eastern
railway, and published Sunday morning,
scems to meet with the approval of
many Victorians. A number of the
leading and most influential résidents of
this city were interviewed yesterday
afternoon in regard to the report made
by the committee. !

The report, if accepted, will give the
Port Angeles Eastern people a bonus of
$175,000, to be paid them in ten equal
yearly payments of $17,500 each, being
one-half of the estimated cost necessary
to build and properly equip two fast
ferry boats and the’docks to accommo-
date the steamers. Here are some of
the opinions:

Postmaster Shakespeare: “It is one
of the best propositions that ever
came before the city, and should be
acted on as quickly as possible. The
fact that it costs so little to get trans-
continental connection should not be

overlooked, and as soon as the road is
built it will have a tendency to bring
other lines into the city. It is one of
the best methods I can think of to
bring the city into prominence, and ‘had
our eitizens not been so indifferent in
the past, we would have had railway
communication with the outside world
long ago. Victoria will never be better
known than to-day if her citizens do not
do something to advertise it, and the
fact of being the terminus of a trans-
continental railway is the best adver-
tisement it can get. It will pay Vic-
toria to give a much larger sum in order
to accomplish this end. If the report
is not adopted by the Committee of
Fifty, I am quite sure the ratepayers
will take it up.”

W. H. Bone: ‘“The bonus given in
the way proposed by the committee will
be more likely to meet the wishes of the
people than if it was given in one sum,
for if the railroad people failed to carry
out their plans the city could imu}e—
diately cease to pay the bonus. If Vie-
toria really wants transcontinental rail-
way connection, this is by far the cheap-
est plan ever devised to get it, and I
think the report will be adopted. If it
is not, it will not be the general feeling
of the people, but the sentiment of a
few members of the committee who are
working to the detriment of the city.”

Ald. P. C. MacGregor; * After care-
fully looking into the different proposi-
tions that have been presented to the
city in the past, in my opinion nothing
has been” offered that will in any way
equal the Port Angeles scheme. Viec-
toria wants a railway now if ever'it has
wanted one, and to meet competition of
other cities on the Pacific coast we must
have railroad connection somewhere.
The Port Angeles people have offered
to give us connection with the Mainland
cheaper than anyone else, and it is cer-
tainly a good business proposition that
we should take up before it is with-
drawn. I have no interests in Po_rt
Angeles; all my pruperty is here in
Victoria, and I think every property
holder will be benefited by having a rail-
way running to Victoria. The Northern
Pacific and Grand Trunk lines, with
which the Port Angeles Eastern will be
connected, value the trade of Victoria
more than the Canadian Pacific -has in
the past, and after the Port Angeles
connections are made the latter road will
eventually come here of their own ac-
cord.” :

A. E. Greenwood: * Competition is
the life of trade. I think if the Port
Angeles proposition is adopted, all the
other railroads will want to get connec-
tion with Victoria in one way or another.
Yes, I am in favor of the proposition,
and any other that will help to build up
the city.”

Richard Hall. M. P, P.: “If the in-
terests of Victoria are to have trans-
continental connection I think the propo-
sition is a good one and shoutd bhe
adopted. It would have a tendency to
induce other roads to bid for our trade,
and is the best method of putting Vie-
toria in communication with the world.
The promoters of the enterprise say the
road will be fitted with all the latest im-
proved equipment, and I think it is the
best scheme that has ever been pre-
sented.”

H. L. Salmon: “The city will get
back every cent it pays out, and the
returns in its favoer will be much larger
than the outlay. I am in favor of any-
thing that will benefit Victoria, and as
this city is geographically handicapped
we must hustle and keep up with other
places. We cannot conceal the fact
that Vancouver is getting ahead of Vie-
toria, and the only way I see by which
we can hold what we have is to get a
railroad here, and get it as quickly as
possible.”

Ald. Cameron: “Y do not think it
proper for a business man to express
his opinions on public matters, but when
the right time comes T will do what 1
think will be to the best interests of the
city. I have nothing to say.”

George Marsden: “ A railroad with
transcontinental connections running
into Victoria will be one of the finest
things that can possibly happen to this
city. If the railroad will benefit the
town I am in favor of it and will vote
for every proposition that will help
Victoria.”

Quite a number of other people were
also seen, and they were all of the same
opinion—that what Victoria most needs

4 now is transcontinental railway connec-

tion.

There will be a meefing of the Com-
mittee of Fifty Friday evening, when
a vote will be taken on the report of the
committee, and a large attendance is re-
quested. Copies of the report can be
had at the office of the city clerk in the
city hall.

TRADE OF THE WEEK.

Satisfactory Addition .to the Record of
a Year Eeclipsing the Best.

New York, July 14—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade to-morrow will
say: Because business prospects please, it
is the right time to watch most closely
for. signs of trouble. But it is not easy
to find them when the volume of business
is 66.7 per cent. larger than last year, and
75.5 larger than in 1892, the best of years,
except last, or when failures continue the
smallest ever known, or when railroad
business is by far the best ever known,
or when New York bankers appear in inter-
national operations, listening to a Russian
Inquiry and undertaking a Mexican loah.
Even industrial disputes incident to the
Season cause less trouble than usual, the
largest of them bhaving been settled Thurs-
day by the tinplate company.

Cotton is strady in spite of Texas floods,
and the general demand for cotton goods
sustains prices, though a reduction of half
a cent in some fancy prints is reported.
Large distribution is expected this month,
and export demand increases. In wool
great speculation is in progress. Failures
for the week were 169 in the United States,
against 215 last year, and 24 in Canada,
against 23 last year.

The Canadian despatches show no change
of consequence in business. At St. John
wholesale business has declined, but retail
trade keeps up well and collections are
rather better. At Halifax prospects are
unchanged, and at Quebec trade is fairly
good in most lines, with collections average.
Montreal reports that.rains have improved
crop prespects and the make of butter
and cheese is large, with general business
and collections good for the season. Whole-
sale trade at Toronto is more active than
for years, with crop prospects bright and
feeling among merchants never so hope-
ful. . Manufacturing is especially brisk
at Hamilton, with groceries fairly active,
but retail lines quiet. Trade is fair at
Winnipeg, with encouraging prospects; and
at Vancouver wholesale trade is satisfac-
tory, though less active in retail staple
lines. Salmon canning operations on the
Fraser river have commenced under favor-
able conditions. Wholesale business at Vic-
toria is rather quiet and also retall, with
collections firm,

Bank clearings at the principal cities
for week ending July 14 show total clear-
ances $1,933,946,835, an increase of 60.9 per
cent. as eompared with the corresponding
week last year. Outside the city of New
York the clearances were $670,272,685, an
increase of 27.6 per cent. The Dominion
of Canada clearances were: Montreal, $16,-
017,648, increase 11.4; Toronto, $9,912,440,
increase 14.4; Winnipeg, $1,928,126, increase
20.5; Halifax,  $1,482,818; Hamilton, $853,-
843, increase 6.0; St. John, $607,128, decrease
15.7; Vancouver, $807,645; Victoria, 613,000.

Restrained.

Effect of the Judgment Given in
Foster vs. the Rail-
way Corporation.

Owaership of the Foreshore of
Kootenay -Lake the Point
Involved.

Mr. Justice Drake yesterday gave
judgment in Foster vs. the C. P. R,
restraining the company from proceed-
ing with the erection of their wharf at
Kaslo. The judgment follows:

“The facts are shortly these: The
plaintiff, through his predecessors in
title, is the owner in fee of lot 208,
group 1, Kootenay. The crown grant
shows the boundary on the easterly side
as being Kootenay lake. A part of this
lot has been laid out as a town site. A
great difference exists between high and
low water mark, the lake is stated to
have as much as fourteen feet and up-
wards vertical rise. The plaintiff claims,
as riparian owner, the right to"lay out
lots on the land bare at low water,
and to exclude any one else from erect-
ing any structure which will interfere
with the free access to the water.

“The defendants are owners of two lots
in this townsite, partly above high water
mark, and they are erecting a wharf for
the use of their own steamers on land
which the plaintiff has laid out in town
lots.

field notes of the surveyor who made the
survey on which the erown grant was is-
sued, it is apparent that the high water
line was taken as the boundary, there be-
ing about four hundred feet between this
line and low water in places; and fur-
ther, that the rights to foreshore belong
to the Dominion, and not to the prov-
ince.

“After Holman vs. Green, 6 S. U. 707,
it cannot be contended that the Domin-
ion rights in the harbors on the sea
coast are not paramount.

“In the case of the Misheries in 26 8.
C. 444, it was held that the rule that
riparian proprietors own ad medium fil-
um aquae did not apply to the Great
Lakes or navigable rivers. The Privy
Council in A. C. (1898) 710, held that
improvements only on lakes and rivers
passed to the Dominion, the foreshore
in other places belonging to the crown
in right of the provinces.

“Kootenay lake undoubtedly is a large
lake, being“over 100 miles  in length,
and one on which there is considerable
traffic,

“There is mno distinction between a
navigable river and a navigable lake,
with respect to riparian rights. A pro-
prietor on the banks of either if not
entitled ad medium filum aquae is en-
titled to free access to the water, and
no person is allowed ' to obstruct this
right. See Pion vs. North Shore Rail-
way Company, 14 S.C. 677, confirmed
by the Privy Council in 14 ‘Ap. Cas. 614.

“Whatever rights the plaintiff may
have as-riparian proprietor otherwise
I express no opinion, but he, in my
opinion, is entitled to have free access
to the water, and the proposed whart
and piling which the -defendants are con-
structing is an 'interference with that
right. The questions which arise on this
action ‘are of considerable importance
and interest which can only be settled
at the trial,

“I therefore grant the injunction asked
for until the trial upon the terms that
the plaintiff is to give an undertaking
as to damages if the defendants shall
be shown to have suffered any in con-
sequence of this order, and in the mean-
time the defendants are to be entitled to
use the wharf as heretofore for landing
goods and passengers.

DROWNED AT COOK INLBT.

Misfortune Overts.;; Another Party In
the North—Boston Men Tell g
Sorry Tale.

From the Seattle Post-Intelligencer.

Schooner General Siglin, of the United
States Mercantile Company’s line, ar-
rived yesterday from Cook inlet with de-
tails of a drowning disaster wherein
Séven men went down to watery graves
in , treacherous Turnagain Arm. No
bodies were recovered. The names of
the known dead are: A. B, Johnson,
Malone, N. Y.; Louis Peterson, Chicago,
1ll.; Chris, Madison, Chicago, I; —
Porter, California; — Hutchinson, Rock-
ford, Ill. There were also two unknown.

All seven perished June 4. They
were in three rowboats, making their
way up the arm, when they were over-
taken by a great tidal wave, which
swamped the canoes. Johnson, Peter-
son and Madison were in one boat,
Porter and Hutchinson in another, and
the two unknown in the third. *
. The three first named were prospect-
‘ng partners of C. C. Smith, of Ogden.
Utah. They had been to Hope City
and were returning to Sunrise, where
Smith awaited them. Learning of their
death he hastened to the scene by boat
and made a diligent search for the
bodies, but found nothing save wreck-
age. Peterson and Madison were half-
brothers, and they leave Peter Madison,
a brother and half-brother of the de-
ceased, residing in Chicago. But little
ig known by the Siglin’s passengers of
either Porter or Hutcninson.- The for-
ler often stated that he had lived long
in Qahrornia, where he had followed
mining more or less.

Among the Siglin’s passengers are
fourteen of the party of sixteen Massa-
chusetts men who se. out from Boston
a4 year ago last February on the
schooner Rube L. Richardson. Round-
ing the Horn the Richardson touched
next at San Francisco, going thence
direct to . Resurrection Bay, Alaska.
There she was anchored for the winter,
but in November she broke her chains
and a strong wind drove her at high tide
on a sand bar. The craft careened and
settled until within three or four weeks
she was practically buried in the sand.
Meanwhile the prospecting contingent
had gone on to Cooper river, a tributary
of Resurrection Bay, where they located
a claim and at once began its develop-
ment. Very poor diggings were encoun-
tered, the men making but 50 cents to
$1 a day, but they kept pegging away
until they secured enough gold to pay
their passage back home. Before their
departure they sold the buried schooner,
which is a comparatively new craft con-
structed at a cost of 310,000, to a Capt.
Newport for $100.

Those of the party who came on the
Siglin are: E. C. Collins, L. P. Grover,
C. E. Chapman, J. Murphy, John Stice,
Martin Nelson, Charles R. Baker, F. O.
Lake, C. Herring, R. C. Wilcox, S. Eric-
son, W. A. Miller, D. A. Nicholson and
J. C. Case.

For Two Millions.

Mr. R. E. L. Brown Renews His.
Demands Against the
Transvaal Republic,

Forwards a Memorial to Wash-
ington Through the Am-
erican Consul.

The American consul esterday for-
warded to Washington a gemorialyot R,
K. Brown, .the American mining engi-
neer, at present a resident of British
Columbia, setting forth his claims
against the Transvaal in the well-known
Witfontein case,

After reciting the nativity of the
memorialist and the ownership of the
claim, the memorial proceeds to describe
the nature and character of the claim.
It sets forth the judgment of Chief Jus-
tice Kotze, in which Brown’s suit for
1,200 claims on Witfontein, or an alter-
native claim for $1,812,000, was decided
in his favor by the Chief Justice. The
Ohief Justice’s judgment is given in full
and sets forth that Brown made com-
pliance with all governmental require-
ments at. all times, and systematically
and legally opposed all encroachments by
the volksraad upor his vested rights, and.
proceeds to review the history of the-
pegging of the mining claims.:

Then passing through a review of con-
troversies with the various officials re-
garding the form of the license ordered
by the court to be issued, the memorial
goes on to review the manifesto issued
by Chief Justice Kotze on the occasien
of his dismigsal from office, which dis-
missal was brought about as a direct
consequence of .the judgment given
against the Transvaal in Brown’s favor.

The arraignment of President Kruger
by OChief Justice Kotze is incorporated
in and made a part of Brown’s memor-
ial, and all of the judicial reasons and
vigorous expressions of the Chief Justice
are reproduced.

It is then further recited that Presi-
dent Kruger nominated judges to fill
the vacancies created by his discharge
of Chief Justice Kotze and the resigna-
tion of Justice Ameshoff, another mem-
ber of the court, who were foresworn
to subvert the judiciary to any imstruc-
tions which might be given them by the
executive,

There then follows a formal request
for intervention on the part of the
United States government in behalf of
its citizen as against the Transvaal..
The brief of argument deals exhaust-
ively with the principles of international
law and their application to the judg-
ment, setting forth that any violuation
of the law of a country by an executive,.
legislative or judicial department thereq!
whereby a citizen of a foreign state is.
injuriously affected, is cause for dlx_)lo-
matic intervention - by such foreign.
state in behalf of such citizen, and that
where an injury or injustice i; c_ommrt-
ted by a government itself it is idle to-
appeal to the courts, and in §uch cases
the act of the government being notori-
ously of a flagrant character, the right
arises of obtaining redress by such
means as may be appropriate.y and that
where palpable and evident in-Justlcg has:
been done the country of the injured
citizen is justified in going to the ex-
treme, even of ' an intervention that
might lead to.war. .

How Mr. Brown’s claim arose has
often been told. President Kruger de-
clared that on a certain day the Witfon-
tein " district would be thrown_ open for-
staking. There was great rivalry for
the property, and consequently a big
rush at the government office on the
day that the licenses were to be issued.
Mr. Brown, by a carefully prepared
plan, got to the office first and tendered
the amount required to pay for the
licenses, but the licenses were refused
him, as President Kruger had counter-
manded his proclamation. Mr. Bmyvn
got a written document from the official,
setting forth the reasons of his refusal,
and then, through a carefully prepared
sei of heliographic signal stations, or-
dered his men at Witfontein to proceed
with the pegging.

SENATE REFORM.

‘We do not feel prepossessed in favor
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s resolution look-
img to restricting the power of the Sen-
ate. = It will be called a measure of
Semate reform, but it is nothing of the
kind. It is simply an expedient to over-
come a hostile majority in the upper
“chamber. During the earlier part of
the session one of the Conservative
‘members said that the way to overcome
senatorial opposition to a bill which had
passed the house, was to bring on a dis-
solution, and if the people pronounced
favorably upon the n.easure, the Senate
would always yield. - This is the prac-
tice in Great Britain, or more correctly
speaking it is the theory which obtains
in Great Britain, but argument based
upon any supposed analogy between the
Qanadian Senate and the British House
-or Lords breaks down at the outset; for
in the very nature of things the Senate
is a political body, which the House of
Lordls can hardly be said to be. More-
-over, as we have pointed out in previous

from time immemorial side by side with

the House of Commons, while our Sen-

ate is a modern creation representative

of nothing in particular, and this is said

without any wish to reflect upon the

upper chamber. It would be clearly

dangerous to have it understood that a

senate, which is always certain to be

more or less of a partizan body, can

compel the government of the day to

either abandon a measure approved of

by the representatives of the people or

else call a new election. At the same

time we do not like the idea of a confer-

enegs suggested by Sir Wilfrid. It is

an itation, and not a very good one,

of a feature in the United States consti-

tution of doubtful value.

We think the Conservative party is

approaching the question of Senate Re-

form from a mistaken point of view.

The disposition seems to be to treat it as

purely a partizan matter. To extreme

partizans it may be a very satisfactory

thing to have a body of immovable legis-

lators strongly favorable to their pbliti-

cal party; but if the shoe happens to
get on the other foot, it will not fit so
well:  We fear that those Conservatives,
who are so loud in their praises of every-
thing done by the Senate to embarrass
the present government, are cutting a
stick for their own baeks later on. The
political complexion of the Senate is
rapidly changing, and if when the Con-
servatives come into power, as they will
certainly do by and bye, they find the
Liberal press all over the country calling
upon what may then be a Liberal senate
to reject Conservative legislation, they
cannot very well complain. Therefore
we say that the effort of Conservatives
ought rather to be to discover if it is
not possible to make the Senate more;
representative of the popular will than
it can ever be, as long as membership
depends upon the political favor of the
government ‘in  power when vacancies
oceur and the tenure of office is for life.
If Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s resolution be-
comes a part of the constitution, it
would be about as well to abolish the
Senate altogether. With a house divided
by strong lines of party cleavage and a
senate the same, the result of a confer-
ence would be a foregone conclusion in
nine cases out of ten. If partizanship
must be reckoned with in the Senate
Chamber, let the fact be recognized
boldly and the Senate be made elective.
The history of the thirty-two years since
Confederation has not demonstrated the
usefulness of the Senate to any remark-
able degree. A

YUKON MILITIA SUPPLIES.

The debate on the supplies to the mili-
tia stationed’ on the Yukon brought out
a number of interesting matters, some of
which have not been satisfactorily ex-
plained. Our special correspondent ‘at
Ottawa dealt with a few of these in his
letter printed in yesterday’s Colonist. We
have now before us the Hansard report
of the debate, and a fcw:references may
be made to it. In all, the militia de-
partment in 1898 sent into the Yukon
330 tons of supplies, and the cost of
transportation amounted to about $250,-
000. Some of this went by way of St.
Michael, and some by way of the Stik-
ine. This is at the rate of $750 a ton,
or 37% cents a pound. Even admitting
the great difficulties surrounding North-
ern transportation in 1898, it must be
conceded by every .one_ that' this is an
enormous price. It appears that while
tenders were not publicly invited, sev-
eral persons were privately asked to put
in bids, and three did so. These were ap-
parently all for the transportation via
St. Michael. The prices at which the
centract was awarded were $250 per
ton to-Dawson, and to Selkirk $300 per
ton. Very strangely, it was not specified
whether this was to be a ton weight or
a ton measurement. The supplies sent
in by way of the Stikine were taken in
by the Hudson’s Bay Company, under
an arrangement by which the government
was to pay the company the actual cost
plus 20 per cent., and to assist the com-
pany, as far as the militia contingent
were able. Eighty tons of goods were
sent through this way, and the cost to
the government was, in round numbers,
$131,000, or $1,400 per ton. This is sub-
ject to a small reduction, if the company
is able to realize anything out of some
horses and mules on hand. This amount
also includes all the expenses attending
the trunsportation of two hundred men
and their personal baggage. The cost was
enormous, but we do mnot feel free to
criticize it, for, in common with most
people on the Coast, the Colonist favored
sending the militia in via the Stikine.
The Hudson’s Bay contract ended when
the supplies reached Lake Teslin. The
expedition left Vancouver in the middle
of May, and the first detachment reach-
ed Teslin on July 1st, and Selkirk a
few days later. The whole expedition
reached Selkirk early in September. The
C. P. N. carried the goods to Glenora
at $40:per ton, the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany taking them over there.

Mr. Earle drew the attention of the
house to some extraordinary charges
made by H. N. Bate & Co., pointing
out that the cost of the goods supplied
by that firm was much higher than the
same goods could be purchased for on
the Coast, without taking into account
the freight across the continent and the
“extraordinary,” that is, unusual, spe-
cial charges on packing. In reply the
minister of militia made the surprising
statement that he did not understand that
the freight to'the Coast was to be paid by
the government, and that . until - Mr.
Earle directed his attention to the fact,
he did ‘not know it had been charged. In
regard to the special charges for pack-
ing, Mr. Earle pointed out that on the
goods supplied to the Mounted Police in
Victoria and Vancouver, there was no
such charge, the goods being furnished

e

nitictes, the House of Lords has existed

ed. One exiraordlnary charge was for

sacks, in which oats were shipped, just as

if, to quote Mr. Earle, oats were thrown
around loose. On the question of prices,
Mr. Earle said they were slightly higher
than those for which similar goods were
furnished the Mounted Police by mer-
chants of the Coast, but he laid most
stress upon the fact that, in addition to
these higher prices, there were the charg-
es for freight and extras.. He thought
the house was entitled to some explana-
tion as to what is to be done about the
freight, and he demanded that the item

should stand until the explanation had
been made. The minister of militia

thereupon promised to see Messrs. Bate
& Co., and if the agreement was that
the goods were to be delivered at Van-
couver, to ask them to refund the
freight. With this Mr, Earle expressed
himself as satisfied. /

The discussion was continued by Mr.
Earle asking if the Boston & Alaska
Transportation Company had delivered
its freight according to contract. To
this the ‘minister replied that it was de-
livered in their vessels, but that Mr.
Ogilvie had to make arrangements to
have the vessels taken charge of and the
goods delivered. The government repaid
Mr. Ogilvie; but had not paid the com-
pany a dollar, and does not propose to,
until all the goods are delivered.. Then
the company will be paid what is fairly
coming to them, after deducting any
proper charges. The government is not
bound by the contract, for the goods
were not delivered within the time limit,
which was. August 31, 1898.

The heartiest supporter of the govern-
ment will be unable to discover any-
thing in the above impartial summary
of the principal points brought out in the
debate which will add to the credit of
the administration, but much to show
that what we concede was a difficult
matter was very badly handled.

WRECK BAY GOLD.

The report of the Colonist’s represent-
ative on the reported find of gold at
Wreck Bgy proves the anticipations
based upon the stories which came down
the West Coast to rest upon a very mea-
gre foundation. QOur representative
shows that the reported finds had a solid
basis in fact, but that some very import-
ant details were omitted in the original
tales. There is gold in the sands at
Wreck Bay, but to save it with any
available appliances will cost all it is
worth. What there may be in the banks
or in the interior is as yet pure guess
work.

We feel sure that the public will ap-
preciate the steps taken by the Colonist
to present a plain, unvarnished state-
ment of the facts in the matter. The
first story went far and wide, and we
have already been in receipt of inquiries
from persons contemplating a trip to
Wreck Bay to engage in mining. We
hope those of our contemporaries which
gave currency to the highly-colored stor-
ies sent out will' make the necessary cor-
rections. There may be rich places on
the West Coast, but they are yet to be
discovered.
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RESPONSIBLE GOVERNMENT.

The Colonist has on several occasions
during the last year expressed the opin-

danger of becoming a lost institution in
British Columbia, and recent events con-
firm this view. According to the theory
and practice of this system, when Mr.
Semlin asked Mr. Martin to resign the
office of Attorney-General, the request
ought to have been at once complied
with.  Does any one suppose that if Lord
Salisbury should ask Mr. Chamberlain
for his resignation, or Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier shou!d ask Mr. Sifton to resign, either
of those gentlemen would hesitate a mo-
ment in complying? If they should re-
fuse, would not Lord Salisbury, in the
one case, and Sir Wifrid, in the other,
stand discredited before the people as
a leader? We do not say that a request
by a Premier for the resignation of a
member of his cabinet legally terminates
the latter’s tenure of office. Only the ac-
tual dismissal by the crown or its repre-
sentative can do this, but where the
principles of responsible government ob-
tain such a demand from the Premier is
regarded as equivalent to a dismissal,
for as the crown or its representative
can act only on the advice of its minis-
ters, it may be assumed that such a
request will be followed by dismissal,
if necessary. But Mr. Martin defies
Mr. Semlin. He cluims the right to
continue to sit at the council board with
men, one of whom has accused him of
complete incapacity, and another of
whom he has charged publicly with a
grave offence. And the amazing thing
about the matter is that the great ma-
jority of the people, while conceding that
a change of government is called for in
the public interest, do not seem to see
how inconsistent the whole thing is with
the principles upon which the govern-
ment of the country is supposed to be
conducted.

Let one incident of the situation be
considered by itself. Mr. Martin made
a charge against Mr. Cotton of an ex-
tremely serious nature. He made it first
to the Premier, and next through the
public press. Although this charge has
been before the public for several weeks,
it has not been denied. We feel bound
to say that we do not believe there is a
word of truth in the charge. But this
is not the point. It has been publicly
made by one sworn minister of the
crown against another sworn minister of
the crown, and it relates to a matter of
the gravest public interest. Yet it is al-
lowed to remain uncontradicted, as
though the falsification of public records
were a mere incident of politics. We
have delayed making any comments on
‘this matter, in the hope that:either Mr.

We refer to
this to show how very dull public appre-
ciation seems to be of the responsibility
of ministers to the people.

The remarks of the Lieutenant-Gov-

eernor at Atlin afford another illustration

of how far we are drifting away from
the principles of responsible govern-

ment. We have not denied, and do not
now deny, the constitutional right of the

Lieutenant-Governor to take the duty
upon himself of reversing the policy. of
his ministers, on condition, of course,
that he shall find some other ministers
to take the responsibility of his action.
The extraordinary thing about it is that
only a very few ple appear:to under-
stand that he has de the tenure of the
Premiership by Mr. Semlin impossible,
if we have : responsible government.
Let us test this by an illustration. Sup-
pose that the Governor-General should
set out on a tour to Klondike, and on
passing: through Victoria should go be-
fore the Board of Trade and declare that
the. object of his journey was to ascer-
tain for himself what ought to be done
to prevent a recurrence of the conditions
which formed the basis of the Yukon
charges. He would have a perfect right
to do so, if he thought the emergency
justified it.

Yet what has occurred at Bennett is on
all fours with the supposed case. If
Mr. Semlin does not meet the Lieuten-
ant-Governor on his return with a ten-
der of his resignation, he will display
an utter disregard of the elementary
principles of responsible government.

THE PROVINCIAL LOAN.

Much credit has been taken by the
government for the success®attending
the late loan. We are without suffi-
cient data to be able to comment upon
it as fully as we would like, but we
know it is not regarded in London as
a very brilliant financial, transaction.
One thing about it may be, noted,
namely that the government did not
attempt to carry out its threatened
policyyof altering the plan of floating our
loans, but after a good deal of needless,
and what we believe will be found costly
delay, hatd recourse to the system which
they condemned. Our information is
that if the loan had been promptly placed

on the market in April it would have
brought nearly par, and that the cost

of floating it would Lave been consider-
ably less. The price obtained, 96, is not
high, in view of the steady advance in®
provincial credit since the plan of issuing
inseribed stock was adopted. The first
loan was placed at 86, the next at 91
and the ucext at 95. With all the great
developi-ent that has taken place and
is now in progress in this province, we
submit that a gain of only one per cent.
from 95 to 96 in' four years for stock
which very recently has been selling
above par, is not a subject to plume our-
selves upon to any great extent. The
failure to realize a higher price is not
due to any lack of confidence on the part
of the investing public in the credit of
the province, but to the unbusiness-like
way in which the Finance Minister
went about placing the loan.

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A KENTUCKY FEUD.

Factions Long at Enmity Do Battle in
Streets—F'ive Killed, Three
‘Wounded.

Louisville, Ky., July 17.—A special to
the Courier-Journal from London, Ky.,
tells of a report reaching there of - the
outbreak of another feud in Clay county,
by which five men lost their lives to-day.
The dead are said to be Robert Philpot,
Ed. Fisher, Aaron Morris, Jim Griffin
and Hugh Griffin. These fatalities re-
sulted from a pitched battle fought near
Little Goose creek, three miles from
Manchester.

On Christmas, 1897, James Philpot was
killed by Aaron Morris, but before he
died he shot and killed William Bundy,

a friend of Morris. The Morrises and
Griffins are closely affiliated. Since
then the two factions have been very
bitter, and.the enmity has been aroused
recently by the White-Baker hostilities.
The Philpots, who are the strongest fac-
tion in the mountains and number about
750 votes, openly espoused the cause of
the Bakers, while the Griffiths took sides
with the Whites.

The story that reaches here from Man-
chester is that Bob Philpot was arrested
this morning by Deputy Sheriff Wash
Thacker. While very ecirecumstantial in
other respects, the report does not
show clearly the origin of the trouble
nor give the reason for Philpot’s arrest.
It is said that while Thacker was taking
Philpot’s bond, the latter was shot from
behind by a member of a erowd that had
gathered. This precipitated a general
fight with Winchesters and revolvers.
which was participated in by George
Granville, Robert and Peter Philpot and
Ed. Fisher on the one side, and Aaron
Morris and Hugh, Jim and Green Grif-
fith on the other-

The battle began at about 9 o’clock
and continued for ten oy fifteen minutes.
When it was over it was found that the
five mentioned above had been killed out-
right. Three of the belligerents were
seriously wounded, while Pete Philpot
was the only one on either side to escape
injury. Granville Philpot is said to be
one of the most geriously wounded. He
is a union veteran, having lost a leg at
Stone river. He is an ex-member of the
Kentucky legislature, and is said to have
killed three or four men.

The story of this battle (:au.sed con-
sternation here, notwithstanding the
fact that serious trouble has been ex-
pected to break out among thg moun-
taineers of Clay county ever since the
assassination of Tom Baker several
weeks ago. An effort was at once begun
to secure deputies to go to the seat of
the trouble and attempt to restore quiet,
but up to a late hour in the aftermoon
there had not been enough responses to

respect. x

BEIGHT-HOUR LAW INVALID.

Colorade €ourt Thus Decides in .Case
Brought by Mining Interests.

Denver, July 17.—The supreme court
to-day unanimously decided the eight4
hour law to be unconstitutional. . The
opinion is not yet written, and will be
filed later.

The eight-hour law, which was enact-
ed at n late session of the legislature,
applies only to mines, smelters and mills
for the reduction of ores. The refu_snl
of the American Smelting and Refining
Company to pay the same wszes for
eight hours as had been paid for tem
and twelve hours caused its smelters to
be closed on June 15, when the new
law became operative.

This company, which is known as the
smelter trust, will now endeavor to
reach an agreement with its former em-
ployees as to wages and hours of la-
bor, and to’reopen is smelters as soon as
pessible.

Officers of the Smeltermen’s Union
say that furnacemen who formerly work-
ed twelve hours a day, will work but
eight in the future.

John R. Wright, president of the
Smeltermen’s Union, was examined at
length to-day regarding the .conditions
prevailing among the smelter workers,
and the causes of the closing of the trust
smelter by the members of the United
States industrial commission, who are
holding sessions in this city. He believ-
ed there was no matter so important to
laboring men now as the eight-hour day,
regardless of questions of wages and all
other considerations. He said that be-
fore the smelter combination was af-
fected the men never had any difficulty
in dealing with the managers and obtain-.
ing any concessions desired, but now it
was found almost impossible to reach

those in authority.

It is my opinion that Cape
Nome is a fake.”

Compulsory Connection.—The board of
health met in the committee room at the
city hall yesterday and transacted rou-
tine business.

Another Klondike Treasure Ship
Arrives Thronged With
Returning Miners. A

Passengers Agree in Declaring
That There Is Little Gold
at Cape Nome.

The steamer Garonne, direct from St.
Michael with $3,500,000 in treasure and
550 passengers, steamed by Victoria yes-
terday morning, bound for Vancouver.
Of the passengers, 120 had been to the
Cape Nome diggings, and were on their
way out. They were not the ones, how-
ever, who carried the gold.

The purser’s safe and strong boxes
held two millions in- all — one-half the
property of the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce, and the remainder including large
“government remittances.

One passenger, 'Dan McDonald,
breught an even ton of dust— $500,000
in value — the season’s clean-up for him-
self and his brother, added to the pro-
ceeds of the sale of their properties;
while the rest of the treasure cargo was
held in close-guarded lots of from $1,000
to $20,000.

In the stories told by the Garoune’s
Klondikers there is but a smali element
of real news. They place the season’s
output very conservatively at $15,000,-
000 to $20,000,000, and say that unless
the government at Ottawa sets aside the
blanket on bench claims recently ap-
plied by a commissioner’s proclamation,
serious conflict may be anticipated be-
tween the miners and the authorities.

The cause~of complaint is the order
against restaking or prospecting new or
lapsed ground on the creeks or benches
of Bonanza, Hunker or Eldorado, which
practically reserves all such valuable
property to the government,

The bulk of the Garonne’s gold is of
course from the Klondike proper. The
remainder comes from Minook and other
big camps on the American side, some
of which are this season taking a new
lsase of life, and having doubled their
population duridg the spring are now
being worked systematically and with
much improved prospects.

Not a pound of dust came out of the
Oape Nome field. Indeed, the miners
who have just visited that fabled won-
derland declare positively that the re-
ports of rich placers there are absolutely
withont faemdation —a scheme of the
transportation companies interested, as-
sisted, by a. salted claim heavy with im-
ported 'gold from Bl Dorado, to divert
the Spring; after-the-cleanup exodus from
the upper to the lower river route,

The Cape Nome district. they say, con-
tains neither fuel nor gold, in any profit-
able quantity. The open season is short,
and the long winter too severe for hu-
man endurance. Colors are to be got
almost everywhere a pan is tried, but
they are exceeding fine, and pay-dirt is
an unknown quantity,

The Garonne tied up at Vancouver to-
night. She hag brought the biggest treas-
ure of any steamer yet arriving here,

DIRIGO IS RICH TOO.

Quarter of a Million Reportéd In Call
at Departure Bay.

Nanafmo, July 18.—(Special)—The lat-
est arrival here from the gold fields of
the North is the steamer Dirigo, which
steamed into Departure Bay this after-
noon with 200 returned from Klondike
and Atlin. Purser Lafarge had a quar-
ter of a million dollars in his possession
_belqlging to a few men who had struck
it rich at Dawson.

Jack Carr, the Northern mail carrier,
was amofig the passengers, but he could
not be approached for less than a thou-
sand dollars. He claims no special right
to any particular big story this time.

Mr. William Jordan, a returning miner
from Dawson, said it would be a diff-
cu.lt_task to credit anyone with any
specific amount. The majority of men
from Dawson were in jubilant spirits
and all well satisfied with their success.
. Im addition to the quarter of a million
in dust in the purser’s care several men
had bulging wallets and . substantial
drafts. The Dirigo is beyond doubt the
wealthiest ship that has called at Depar-
ture Bay this summer. The larder of
the steamer, including the exhilarating
portiem of it, had become almost ex-
hausted. New supplies were obtained
here, and after coaling she sailed for
Vanceuver.
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Must Look Further.—The congrega-
tion of Calvary Baptist church, like
their brethren of Emmanuel, appear
destined to have a long and trying ex-
peﬁience in the securing of a permanent
pastor to succeed Rev. Ralph W. Trot-
ter, They had.taken it as decided that
their call would be accepted by Rev. J.
A. Gordon, of St. John, N. B., who sént
a provisional acceptance. This is not
to be, however, for Rev. Mr. Gordon has
compromised as to the distance of his
migration, and will succeed Rev. Donald
Grant in the pastorate of the First Bap-
tist church of Montreal.

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West Coast Mines.—Every visitor to
and investigator of the West Coast
mines at the present time can come to
no other conclusion than that they are
on the eve of great and rapid expan-
sion. The Granite creek properties are
proving better and better as they are
opened up under experienced direction;
on Bear river a number of new proper-
ties are showing fine bodies of valuable
copper-gold ore, and many men are at
work developing and building a road
under the supervision of Mr. Brewer;
on Douglas mountain the workers are
resting preparatory to/ embarking upon
development on a large scale; Uchuckle-
sett, Anderson lake, Clayoquot—all are
making steady progress; while in the
Mount Sicker district it is expected that
the next few months will produce sensa-
tional discoveries—or rather demonstra-
tions of the promised richness of the
camp- At Hayes Camp there is but
little work being done just at present.

Intentions of Messrs. Mackenzie &
Mann Respecting Their ;

An Ottawa despatch says: “Speaking
of the report published that Mackenzie
& Mann are preparing to make a flota-
tion of all or a large part of their British
Columbia mines in one company, either
on\the Montreal or London markets, D.
D. Mann said that this was not strictly
correct. He said that a certain portion
of their mines will be floated, but it has
not been decided on which market, nor
will be mines be floated in a block, as
stated. The North Star group at Fort
Steele will be floated as a separate
group and bonded at $1,500,000, and to-
gether with the Boundary properties
will make the combined total capitaliza-
tion of the different companies $6,500,-
000, and not $10,000,000 for one com-
pany, as stated in the despatch. The
decision to float the properties is of a
recent date, and the details of the
scheme have yet to be worked out.”

The Horrors
Of Alaska.
Four of a Party of Five Miners

Lose Their Lives in
‘the North.

Wk

Were Searching for a Diamond
Mine When Overtaken by
Dread Disease.

Seattle, July 19.—H. ¢. Hoffman has
reached here from Alaska with news of
the death'of four companions in the
terrible Black Hole of Alaska while
hunting for a diamond mine, The dead
are Walter Dodds, of Paterson, N. J.;
James LaBelle, of Lower Canada; —
Enrich, New York; and Harry Martin,
of New York.

The party left New York in 1894, and
finally went inland from the west coast
of Alaska. LaBelle was the first vie-
tim.  When near Kaakak he broke out
during the night with a loathsome dis-
ease resembling smallpox, but which was
much more deadly. Within 24 hours he
was dead. " A few days later Dodds
was stricken with the - same disease.
Enrich suicided at once by shoeting a
hole through his heart, as he did not
}mve the nerve to go through the suffer-
ings he had witnessed in LaBelle.
Dodds was left with plenty of provisions
and the other two men fled. Dodds was
afterwards found dead. Martin per-
ished, it is believed of cold, in the Alas-
kan mountains. Hoffman finally reached
a settlement of Siberian convicts who
had managed to cross Behring Sea. He
was virtually a slave for a long time,
put managed to escape, and after exeit-
ing experiences managed to reach
Seattle.

Hoffman’s story of the:convict settle-
ment is most interesting. The conviets
who had succeeded in escaping from the
Russian mines had taken possession of
the Indian village of Kevollkog, on the
cdge of the Black Hole country. He
says the inhabitants were the toughest
lot of cut-throats he had ever seen, He
was hardly within their iced habitation
before he was robbed of everything he
had left. He was then kept prisoner,
and for a time was under sentence of
death as a spy. He was afterwards
removed to a town the name of which"
he never learned. Here he slaved for
over a year, and was compelled to cut
wood, clean fish and cook for the former
prisoners, who treated him most shame-
fully. Finally he resolved to escape and
succeeded in reaching- Tascock, on the
coast, whence Indians helped him to a
white settlement on ‘the Koyukuk river.
He still believes that there is a diamond
mine in the Black Hole country.

F. Spellaey, of St. Mary’s, Ohio, who
arrived by the Dirigo from Koyukuk,
tells of a strange disease which created
great havoc among the miners in the
Allenkeket river. Among the victims
were James McGraw, of New York, —
Goff, of San Francisco, and three Eng-
lishmen who went North on the steamer
Research. The doctors on the Koyukuk
could not tell what was the trouble with
the men. Fits of despondency seemed
to have been one of the symptoms.
Then came several weeks of terrible fits
of insanity and eonvulsions. Death
came only after extended suffering,

Spellaey says 30 per cent of the miners
on Allenkeket and 5 per cent. on the
Koyukuk are still ill with-scurvy. There
have been many deaths. No coarse
gold was found in the entire stretch,
although 50 expenditions searched for it
in every direction.

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THE POLITICAL SITUATION,

The Globe discusses the political situ-
ation at some length, and with a good
deal of vigor. It confesses to being in
considerable of a quandary as to what
js likely to happen. -Well, it has no
reason to feel lonesome. The rest of us
are in pretty much the same box. About
dll there is for a newspaper to do pend-
ing the action of the Lieutenant-Govern-
or is to chronicle the trend of public
opinion, and this, so far as can be judg-
ed from the talk on the streets, is in fa-
vor of a new deal. Most people think
that Mr. Semlin and his associates had
their chance, and failed to improve it.
Mr. Martin and his peculiar escapades
are coming to be regarded simply as be-
ing “on the side,” so to speak, and the
present situation is regarded as demon-
strating the utter inability of the for-
mer opposition party to properly carry
on the affairs of the government. To be
quite frank, we must say that this does
not mean that people are looking to Mr.
Turner to again take the lead. We be-
lieve, however, that he has the confidence
of the province to a greater extent to-
day than any other man in the house.
The Globe thinks the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor may take the occasion which has
now presented itself to offer the prem-
iership to some one who will be more in
accord with Sir Wilfrid Laurier than
Mr. Semlin is. If so, Mr. Joseph Mar-
tin will hardly be the person selected,
for he is emphatically “persona non
grata” at Ottawa. If the Lieutenant-
Governor should take such-a course, he
would probably go outside the house for
a man, which is a method to be avoided
whenever possible., Such a choice
would necessitate a general election, un-
less the new Premier could find a con-
stituency somewhere,

What makes the situation the more
difficult of solution is the fact that it is
the Attorney-Generalship which Mr.
Semlin will have to fill, in the event of
Mr. Martin being dismissed. There is
nothing in the Constitution act which
says that the Attorney-General must be
a barrister, or even that he must have a
seat on the floor of the house, but we
assume that the precedents will be fol-
lowed in filling Mr. Martin’s place. In
his own party Mr. Semlin has only Mr.
Henderson available, and we fancy Mr.
Henderson' will take it very much
to heart if he is not recognized. To most
people it ‘will seem surprising that Mr.
Semlin, before asking Mr. Martin to re-
sign, had not picked out his successor.
He may have done so, of course, but if
he has, he is keeping the secret pretty
close. Every lawyer in the opposition
denies’ having been asked to take the
office.

Our Vancouver correspondent tele-
graphs that Attorney-tieneral Martin
Has returned from Denver, Col., bring-
ing with him certain sworn documents,
of which he’ expects to make interesting
use at a later stage in the game. He
says, also, that Mr.” Martin has called
upon Mr. Semlin, to withdraw the re-
quest for his resignation. ‘Whatever
there may be in the former story, there
can hardly be any truth in the latter.
It is absurd to suppose for one moment
that® friendly relations can be restored
between Mr. Martin and his colleagues,
or if they were, that either the Lieu-
tenant-Governor or the legislature would
permit them to hold office in such an
event. . The charges that have been
made in the public press are too serious
to be brushed aside. In view of the pos-
sible aspect which the wmituation may,
from present appearances, assume, and
which irf point of fact it is rapidly as-
suming, we shall not be greatly surprised
if Mr. Semlin ultimately decides that the
only course open to him by which he
can save his self-resSpect, is to hand in
his resignation to the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor, and thus save the fair name of
the province from the besmirching it is
sure to receive if the present unseemly
quarrel is fought to a finish.

CAPE NOME.

The reports from the Cape Nome gold-
fields are calculated to start a great rush
in that direction, and it is impossible not
to be impressed with the idea that they
are intended for that purpose. It is
just as ‘well to warn people against be-
ing misled by them into flocking mnorth
in the hope of making money. There ap-
pear to have been some rich finds of
gold at Cape Nome, but ‘the auriferous
area is not large, and the same accounts
which tell of the richness of the ground
say that it is all staked, and that the
rate of wages is not high. The region is
a most inhospitable one, It is even more
isolated for the greater part of the year
than Klondike was under the most fa-
vorable conditions. Except during the
few months of open water each summer,
Cape Nome is as difficult of access, al-
most, as the North Pole itself. At this
time of year it is practically impossible
for anyone to get into the country and
hope to stake ground before winter sets
in. 'While, therefore, we do not wish
to underrate the richness of the reported
discoveries,. we feel that, having in mind
the disappointment, suffering and loss
which followed the Klondike rush, it is
our duty to the public to advise against
a repetition of that craze in the case of
Cape Nome.

R R A N T
THE VAN ANDA SMELTER.

The news that the Van Anda smelter
=swas blown in on Saturday, although ex-
pected, gave great satisfaction in this
city. This is the first smelter to be set
up on the British Golumbia Coast, and
although its capacity does not exceed 50

‘With such ore as it will handle, the out-
put of bullion will probably be worth
$1,000,000 a year, and its capacity can
be readily increased. With the “blow-
ing-in” of this smelter, lode mining upon
the Coast may be said to have fairly be-
gun. We look for very rapid develop-
ment on all sides, because, as is well
known, -there is abundance of ore for
treatment.

Texada Island will'now become a very
busy place, and will increase rapidly in
population. Its trade will be of very
congiderable importance, and although
Vancouver is nearer, and has at present
better means of communication with the
island than Viectoria, we see no reason
why this city should not get a large
share. ‘' We are likely to witness on Tex-
ada a period of growth that will resem-
ble, though it may not equal, that which
made the Trail creek district the ob-
served of all observers a few years ago.
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CANADIAN TONNAGE.
From the Canadian Shipping List for

1898 we learn that the total number of
ships and steamers registered in the
Dominion in that year was 6,643, having
a total net tonnage of 693,782 tons.: Of
these 1,909 were steamers having a gross
tonnage of 267,237 tons. The following
table exhibits the number of vessels and
gross tonnage by provinces:

Referring to the comparative tables we
note a very extraordinary decline, the
figures for 1898 being the lowest on
record. High water mark was reached
in 1878, when the number of vessels
was 7,469 and the tonnage 1,333,015
tons. From that time on the decline has
been steady. The decrease has been in
ocean-going craft. Thus we(ﬂnd Nova
Scotia in 1878 having 3,003 vessels,
553,368 tons; New Brunswick with
1,142 vessels of 335,965 tons; and
Quebec with 1,676 vessels of 248,349
tons. This loss of tonnage must mean
a great loss of income to the Eastern
provinces. The cause of it was probably
the coming into fashion of iron ships
and the multiplication "of steamers,
which practically drove the spruce ships
of the Maritime Provinces off the ocean.
Of the several ports Montreal holds the
first place in respect to registered ton-
nage. Following are some of the data:

Victoria and Vancouver come some dis-
tance further down: the list, the former
with 241 vessels of 21,552 net tonnage,
and the latteA, with 95 vessels of 11,250
net tonnage on their respective registers.
During the year 278 vessels of 24,522
tons net were in course of construction,
of which T2 with 12,228 tons were in
British Columbia. The Klondike busi-
ness was probably responsible for the
position of this province to some extent.
This is the largest namber of new ves-
sels built in Canada in afiy year except-
1890, and higher than the average of
the last twenty years in number, though
not in tonnage,

The general tables show that Canada
is in the seventh place among ship-
owning nations.’ The British Empire
comes first with 9,760,043 tons, and the
United States next with 1,837,720 tons.
Germany, Norway, France and Italy
follow in that order and then comes Can-
ada. Twenty years ago Canada occu-
pied the third place. These statistics
are not very satisfactory, but the de-
crease in our merchant marine, which
has been constant under two govern-
ments, is attributable to causes beyond
the control of the Dominion.

BANKS AND BUSINESS.

We mnotice in an exchange an
account given by the manager of a de-
funct business of his transactions with
a certain well-known bank, which has
no representative in Victoria, and it con-
veys the impression that the business
was sacrificed apparently in the inter-
ests of a combine. The business con-
cern gave their account to the bank at
its solicitation, and .eceived accommo-
dation to a considerable amount, and
then without a day’s notice was called
upon to pay up every dollar of its obliga-
tions to the bank. The business house
asked for time, but was refused and
was compelled to sell to the bank, losing
thereby: all its surplus and leaving a
number of creditors unpaid. This is
certainly a very serious charge against
a bank, and it will be interesting to see
what the management have to say in re-
ply. It is, however, very clear that any
bank can take such a course in many
cases, if it sees fit to do so. The
aggrieved manager says: “Now, I claim
in extreme cases such as the one de-
scribed, a firm should have the right to
appeal to the courts for protection, ‘a
receiver should be appointed to protect
the securities of the banks and others,
and at the same time give a man an op-
portunity to turn his stock into cash. A
few months should be sufficient, and if
within a reasonable time a surplus could

CHARGED WITH THEFT.

Well Known Business Man Defendant
in a Police Court Action.

Hugh Logan, a well-known young man
in business in this city, was’ before the
police magistrate yesterday, charged
with embezzling $152 from his former
employers, Robert Ward & Co. The
case occupied the attention of Magis-
trate Hall all day, during which time _only
one witness, Thomas R. Smith, a direc-
tor of Robert Ward & Co., was exam-
ined, The case was continued until Tues-
day, when a number of witnesses will
be examined.

The evidence given: yesterday was to
the effect that the accused drew $152 of
the firm’s money, and entered it in the
books as balance due to the Klondike
Mining and Trading Company, whereas
Mr. Smith said there was no account be-
tween the two firms at the time. This
was nearly a year ago.

A second charge of embezzling $64 has
been entered against Mr. Logan. He is
out on bail, giving* bonds for $1,000;
himself in $500, and two sureties of
$250 each. Mr. F. Peters, Q. C., ap-
peared for the proseecution, and Mr. ‘A.
E. McPhillips for the defence.

Mr. Logan, after leaving Robert Ward
& Co., Ltd., opened a shipping office on
Store street, and is the ‘agent for the
Boscowitz and other companies.

The Plague
Spreading.

Two Europeans in Hongkong
Attacked by the Dread
Disease.

Missionaries Recalled From
Sections of China by
the Consuls.

From advices brought by the steamer
Olympia of the Northern Pacific line,
which reached here from Hongkong and
way ports on Saturday, there appears to
be danger of the dread bubonic plague
spreading along the Pacific coast of Asia,
and if it does the quarantine authori-
ties on this side will have a fight to
keep it out of America. . In past seas-
ons the disease has been confinei to the
Chinese section of Hongkong #nd the
other Southern China cities, but already
this year two KEuropean residents of
Hongkong, one a sanitary officer, and
cases, as previously reported. have been
found on steamers passing through 3o-
‘kohama on their way to San F'rancisco.
There were two cases on the America
Maru, both patients Loing Japanese sail-
ors, and one of the first-cinss passengers
after leaving the steamer at Kobe was
attacked. The ecases, on the City of
Pekin at Taichu Maru, were both in
the steerage,

MISSIONARIES RETIRE.

At the request of the British and Am-
erican consuls at Foochow, all the mis-
sionaries weat of that place have with-
drawn, as very serious trouble was an
ticipated. The mission home and hos-
pital at Kienningfoo were burned to the
ground, and the missionaries were hour-
ly in fear of being murdered, and only
escaped after the greatest difficulty.

The mandarins are utterly useless in
the matter. The Viceroy has been re-
quested to send soldiers to the scene of
the outrage, and to send men for the pro-
tection of missionaries in the disturbed
region, but he appears to have treated
the request with ominous silence.

Dr. Rig succeeded in escaping from
Kienyang. Telegraphing from Yengping
he says that there are only about 150
soldiers there, and that the trouble is
spreading.

The mission ladies suffered great trials
in reaching Foochow, and had to
hide in boats, the boatmen showing
themselves very loyal. The ladies had to
walk bareé-footed across fields, so as to
escape atftention. The latest news offi-
cially circulated is that the British con-
sul has heard from the Viceroy that
Rev. Mr. Phillips: and wife, as well as
Miss Sears, are safe in Kienyang Ya-
men. The locality is quiet.

At Kienningfoo leper settlement two
leper Christians were murdered and their
bodies thrown into a pond. One blind
watchman belonging to the church was
stoned to death, and his body thrown
into the river. Two other natives are re-
ported to have perished.

MINING DISASTER.

Here is the official report of the Ho-
koku mining disaster, in which over two
hundred men were killed:

At a quarter past 12 on the morning
of the 15th inst., a®prolonged sound like
that of thunder claps at a long distance
was heard in the neighborhood of the
mine. The sound lasted for only 5 min-
utes. Meanwhile a thick column of
smoke began to issue from the mouth of
the pit, which, when carefully examined,
proved to be. clouds of pulverized coal
dust. It was evident that the sound must
have been produced by an explosion
of gas. A mber of constables and
miners proceeded at once into one of the
adits, carrying implements for extin-
guishing fire and shutting off ventilation,
only. to emerge a few minutes later re-
porting it impossible.to make any head-
way, owing to the imperfect ventilation
and the presence of noxious gases. But
there being no sign of combustion, steps
were taken for ventilating the air in
the pit, and the work was still in prog-
ress when the present report was mailed.
At the time of the explosion a number
of miners were -at work at a depth of
about 4,000 feet from the mouth, and
none of them have since come out. It is
Dot easy to -ascertain their. number, for
besiqes those on the list there were many
not included in it. However, according
to the returns upto the present, there
must have been in the pit 207 men, of
whont five were mechanics. All these
must have met a terrible death.. There
are, besides, nine miners who were work-
ing outside at the time, and though they
were severely injured, their lives are not
in danger,

RETURN OF WARSHIPS.

The Japanese government has been
recgntly in close negotiations with the
Chinese concerning the return of the
remnants of the- Peiyang fleet which
survived the battle of Yalu and the
slege of Wei-Hai-Wei in 1894-5. The
trunsaction is termed “a gift of Japan

to China,” and the vessels to be returned |-

will be the armor-clads Chenyuen and
Pingyuen, the protected cruisers Tsiyun-
en and Kuangping, and the Armstrong
“mosquito” gunboats Chenpien, Chen
chung, Chentung, Chennan, Chenhsi and
Chenpoi, or a total of ten vessels. It
is confidently asserted among Chinese of-
ficials that there is to be a quid pro quo
in the matter, and that if the deal takes
place there will be some important
changes in Fukien province. A high Chi-
nese official now in Shanghai on business
from the North further states that the
return of the old Peiyang fleet to China
will mark the era of an offensive and
defensive alliance between Japan and
China, and that, as an outcome, the
Chinese armies and fleets will have a
!arge proportion of Japanese officers and
instructors to drill them. Chinese offi-
cialdom talk freely and confidently, as
if the affair were an accofplished fact
already.
RIVER PIRATES.

The Hongkong Daily Press gives some
further details as to the case of piracy
which took place on the West river,
when Messrs. Banker & Company’s
Steamer, the Wa On, was taken posses-
slon of by a party of pirates who had
embarked as passengers, and money
and goods to the value of $7,000 taken.
It seems that many of the passengers
were women, who had considerable sums
of money on their persons. The engine-
room doors and the doors leading to the
passenger quarters were not shut, as
they should have been, when the launch
reached Kumchuck rapids, and when a
certain signal was given the pirates
were able to swarm over the launch and
take everything in their own hands. They
were al]l armed, and apparently resist-
ance would have been useless. One
party took possession of the main deck,

#nd the othér of the upper deck. Thel|

captain was ordered to steer in the di-
rection of Kongmoon. He did so, and
on arriving there the pirates found some
of their confederates awaiting them with
a couple of lighters and sampans. The
sampans set out for the launch, and the
pirates got into them and made off, hav-
ing previously told the captain he could
go. The Wa On is a large launch—
some 178 feet long—and can go at the
rate of 12 knots an hour. The wonder
is, therefore, that it did not strike the
captain to run the pirates down, as he
could easily have dode, when they were
in the sampans. He, however, made his
way at once to Canton, which is six
hours’ steaming away, and reported the
matter there. In the meantime the pi-
rates got clear away.

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A MATRIMONIAL HOAX.
How Some Little Girls In Toronto Had
Fun With a Young Doctor.

Unfortunately the whole narrative was
false. Most of the personages whose names
are given are wholly fictitious. Dr. Moore,
the victim of the hoax, is, however, very
much alive and a prosperous physician;
so is Dr. Starr, who is credited with hav-
ing been best man. 8o cleverly was the
item written, however, as to betray no
earmarks of untruth even to the experi-
enced and suspicious eyes of ordinary news-
paper men, and the fact that it was writ-
ten on both sides of the paper seemed only
another indication of its genuineness. The
average ‘‘fake’” item betrays itself by a
tone of exaggeration or a teouch of grot-
esquerie; this item, however, had no defects
of the kind.

Yesterday on learning that it had been
tricked, the Mail and Empire at once under-
took an investigation, and ascertained that
the report was the work of Miss Gertrude
Loscombe, a young girl residing at 315
Spadina avenue. Miss Loscombe acknowl-
edged last night and signed the . following

confession:
July 4, 1899.
To the Editor of the Mail and Efnpire:

I, Gertrude Loscombe, acknowledge that
I wrote and sent to the Mail and Empire
a fictitious statement as to the alleged mar
riage of Dr. Charles Frederick Moore, and
that the same was writtei as a practical
joke, and with no malicious design.

(Sigped) GERTRUDE LOSCOMBE.

The ‘practical joker is young and attrac-
tive and is quite unacquainted with Dr.
Moore. She claims to have had the co-
operation of a young lady living on College
street, a mere school girl of seventeen.
The latter also acknowledged having assist-
ed in fabricating the item in question.

The hoax, is appears, is but the culmina-
tion of a long course of silly persecution
on the part of these, and perhaps other
girls in the neighborhood of College street
and Spadina avenue, of whose ‘identity Dr.
Moore was, until last night, quite unawares.

These young ladies have pestered Dr.
Moore over the telephone with tender mes-
sages; have written him foolish letters;
have endeavored to make appointments
with him, and have in every manner made
him the object of their undesired atten-
tions,

The following extracts from a letter re-
ceived by him two months ago are a speci-
men of the billets doux which he has at
various times received from a person call-
ing herself ‘““Georgina Harrison,’” evidently
a descendant of Mrs. Gamp’s mythical
friend, Mrs, ’Arris:

The above letter played a part in the
detection of the perpetrators of the hoax.
It was but one of several which Dr. Moore
has received during the past few months.
In the month of May, also, a fictitious| j
item announcing the engagement of the
Doctor and the fictitious Miss Constance
Guelph was sent to the leading city news-
papers, and published by them. Several of
the missives received by Dr. Moéore asked
for a ‘“‘date’” at the corner of St. Andrew’s
street and-Spadina avenue, which, pertient-
ly enough, is directly opposite Miss Los-
combe’s home. On one occgsion only did
Dr. Moore endeavor to keep the appoint-
ment, and on that occasion he had deter-
mined to end the nuisance, and placed a
policeman on the opposite side of the street,
but ofi this occasion, at least, the young
lady kept away, and therefore eluded him. i
The identity of Dr. Moore’s fair persecu-
tors was detected by the Mail and Empire
in this wise:

"On one occasion two young ladies called
up Dr. Moore from the shop of a prominent
West End tradesman, giving the name of
*‘Miss Bowers,” and then hurriedly leaving
the-'phone.

THE DUM-DUM BULEET.

From the London Times.

On June 1 a resolution was carried at the
Peace Conference by eighteen votes to
three prohibiting the use of bullets covered
Wwith a hard outer case unless that
case covers the core entirely and is free
from incisions. The three dissentients
were the delegates of England, Austria and
Italy. It is manifest that this resolution
is aimed chiefly at the so-called Dum-Dum
bullet, the use of whish by our troops in
the Soudan and elsewhere has given rise
to a great deal of controversy, much of it
of rather a random character. The so-call-
Dum-Dum bullet is a modification of the
original service type of Lee-Metford am-
munition and derives its name from the
fact that it was first introduced at the
Dum-Dum Amunition Factory in India.
The principal of this modification has
since been applied in this country to bullets
designed to use in certaln kinds of war-
fare. It consists essentially in breaking

The Wilson party prospected the Peel
river, but found nothing. They sent
up Mr. McCallum, of British Columbia,
and another man, an Iroquois Indian,
Thomas Leo, to prospect Old Crow
river ag far as Davison mountains. Me-
Callum was frozen to death and the In-
dian had both feet frozen solid, so that
they had to be amputated.

But the ethical sentiment
evoked must not be too fine drawn; it must
in its turn submit to the logic of the state
of war. In all ages it has been held in-
human to poison the water supply or the
food of an enemy; in these latter days the
conscience of civilized mankind has con-
demned the use of explosive bullets. In
both cases the reason is the same—that the
suffering inflicted is not of all proportion
to the military object gained. But the his-
tory of war abounds with cases in which
the ethical sentiment has been misdirected
or. exaggerated., and has for that reason
failed to establish its hold upon the con-
science of mankind. ‘The most unpopular
and detested of weapons’ says Sir Henry
Maine, *was once the cross-bow. ‘In A.D.
1139 the Lantern Council anathematized

What Steam Is. Doing for
the Miners -of the
Klondpke.

Large Number of Tourists
at Present in the
City.

G. G. Allen and Frank Lowery, two mining
men of Dawson City, who have extensive
mining interests in the North, are registered
at the Hotel Victoria. They are here to
purchase supplies for the wiator and a large
steam boiler and hoisting engine to he used
to develop their claims and assist iu extract-
ing the precious metal from the ground.
“The steam boiler is comparatively a new
addition to the miner’s tools used in the
Klondike,”” said Mr. Allen last evening,
“and they were not used until last winter.
About 100 pounds of steam Is guaranteed in

the boiler, to which it attached a pipe and
hose, which is run into the ground to soften
the frozen earth. At the end of the pipe
which is put into the ground is sttached a
top-like knob, through which the steam
rushes through a hole fboat as large as
the head of an ordinary pin. This loosens
the ground for about four feet around the
pipe, 4nd after the steam has been running
into the ground the pipe is put into
another place. This operation is continued
as long as desired. The water from the
steam all draws off in a couple of hours,
leaving the dirt and gravel loose and dry
for the sluice boxes. The method has many
advantages over the old way of digging a
hole in the ground and building a fire
therein to thaw the earth, as many times
cave-ins, in which lives are lost, are the
result. It is quicker, too, and there is a
considerable saving in fuel, and when wood
costs $30 a cord this is quite an item.
When the steam was first tried in Dawson
last winter and it was found to be success-
ful, people went wild with enthusiasm, and
boilers were in great demand.. The electric
light plant in Dawson City was shut down
and the boiler was removed to some claims
on Sulphur creek, where it was used to
make steam to be run. into the ground.
One man offered $2,000 to the owner of a
small steam launch there for .the use of the
boiler of the launch during the winter, and
the proposal was refused. I am here to
purchase a fifteen horse power boiler, which
will go North on the Tees to-day. The
boiler weighs 3,000 pounds, and it will cost
$2,400 to land it in Dawson City, which is
considerably more than the boiler costs.”
Messrs. Allen and Lowery leave on the
Tees, which sails this evening.

SYSTEMATIC SEARCH.

How One Party Undertook to Prospect
the Yukon Valley.

The story of sclentific, systematic and
persistent search for gold is told by the
presence in port of two vessels lying near
the lower end of town, says the Dawson
Nugget, They are the W. S, Stratton, a
steammboat of respectable dimensions and
excellent equipment, and the little consort,
the Breadwinner.

Mr. Casey is manager and
secretary of the company, and for some-
thing over one year he has patiently but
energetically. prosecuted a search for the
yellow mineral.

The W. S. Stratton is a compactly built
boat, designed by Mr. Casey himself, with
fine machinery, electric plant and other
conveniences, a cozy cabin, 11 large (for a
steamboat) berths, etc. Her conmsort is 45
feet in length, of sylph-like proportions
and a steel hull, and is admired by all who
know her good qualities. Her especial
feature is a screw which operates in an iron
pipe set in a groove in the bottom of the
boat. A distinctive feature of the large
boat, too, is that the hull is built into eight
compartments or bulkheads, all fitted with
syphons, and it would be necessary to fill
four of them with water in order to sink
her.

Arrival From Atlin Says the Victorian
and His Party Were Neot
Drowned.

Mr. H. B. Mucklestone, provincial
land surveyor, who arrived from thve
North on the steamer Tees, says that
Harry Howard of this city and his com-
panions were not drowned in Windy

Arm, as reported, but passed down the
river safely. He says that as soon as
Capt. John Irving heard the report he
made inquiries and learned from In-
spector Wood that the party had passed
Tagish House safely.

‘While Mr. Howard’s friends here are
hoping that Inspector Wood’s statement
will prove correct, they are still very
anxious. Mr. Clearihue, who was yes-
terday quoted in connection with the
case, left Atlin the morning after the
party, he proceeding by steamer. They
passed the heavily-laden boat the night
after their departure. Mr. Clearihue
made a trip down to White. Horse Rap-
ids, and on the way back kept a close
lookout for the Howard boat, he being
anxious about the occupants, as he did
not consider the boat safe, but was un-
able to see any signs®of her. Of course
he may have overlooked her in the
crowds of craft that were going down
the river.

Clearihue says it was certainly over-
estimated, but there is. nevertheless,
gold there, and the output would have
been considerable had the government
not hampered the miners by their laws
and regulations.

Missionaries Recalled From
Sections of China by -
the Consuls.

From advices brought by the steamer
Olympia of the Northern Pacific line,
which reached here from Hopgkong and
way ports on Saturday, thé€re appears to
be danger of the dread bubonic plague
spreading along the Pacific coast of Asia,
and if it does the gquarantine authori-
ties on this side will have a fight fo
keep it out of America. In past seas-
ons the disease has been confinei to the
Chinese section of Hongkong end the
other Southern China cities, but alrcady
this year two KEuropean residents of
Hongkong, one a sanitary officer, and
cases, as previously reported. have been
found on steamers passing through Yo-

There were two cases on the America
Maru, both patients Leing Japanese sail-
ors, and one of the first-cinas passengers
after leaving the steamer at Kobe was
attacked. The casas, on the City of
Pekin at Taichu Maru, were both in
the steerage.

MISSIONARIES RETIRE.

At the request of the British and Am-
erican consuls at Foochow, all the mis-
sionaries west of that place have with-
drawn, as very serious trouble was an
ticipated. The mission home and hos-
pital at Kienningfoo were burned to the
ground, and the missionaries were hour-
ly in fear of being murdered, and only
escaped after the greatest difficulty.

The mandarins are utterly wuseless in
the matter. The Viceroy has been re-
quested to send soldiers to the scene of
the outrage, and to send men for the pro-
tection of missionaries in the disturbed
region, but he appears to have treated
the request with ominous silence.

Dr. Rig succeeded in escaping: from
Kienyang. Telegraphing from Yengping
he says that there are only about 150
soldiers there, and that the trouble is
spreading. .

The mission ladies suffered great trials
in reaching Ioochow, and had to
hide in boats, the boatmen showing
themselves very loyal. The ladies had to
walk bare-footed across fields, so as to
escape attention. The latest news offi-
cially circulated is that the British con-
sul has heard from the Vicervy that
Rev. Mr. Phillips and wife, as welk as
Miss Sears, are safe in Kienyang Ya-
men. The locality is quiet. (

MINING DISASTER.

koku mining disaster, in which over two
hunhdred men were killed:

At a quarter past 12 on the morning
of the 15th inst.,, a prolonged sound like
that of thunder claps at a long distance
was heard in the meighborhood of the
mine. The sound lasted for only 5 min-
utes. Meanwhile a thick Ccolumn of
smoke began to issue from the memth of
the pit, which, svhen carefully examined,
proved to be clouds of pulverized coal
dust. It was evident that the sound must
have been produced by an explosion
of gas. ‘A number of constables and
miners proceeded at once into one of the
adits, carrying implements for extin-
guishing fire and shutting off ventilation,
only to emerge a few minutes later re-
porting it impossible vo make any head-
way, owing to the imperfect ventilation
and the presence of moxious gases. But
there being no sign of combustion, steps
were taken for ventilating the air in
the pit, and the work was still in prog-
ress when the present report was mailed.
At the time of the explosion a number
of miners were at work at a depth of
about 4,000 feet from the mouth, and
none of them have since come out. It is
not easy to ascertain their number, for
besides those on the list there were many
not included in it. However, according
to the returns upto the present, there
must have been in the pit 207 men, of
whom five were mechanics. All these
must have met a terrible death. There
are, besides, nine miners who were work-
ing outside at the time. and though they
were severely injured, their lives are not
in danger,

RETURN OF WARSHIPS.

The Japanese government has been
recently in close negotiations with the
Chinese concerning the return of the
remnants of the Peiyang fleet which
survived the battle of Yalu and the
slege of Wei-Hai-Wei in 1894-5. The
trunsaction is termed “a gift of Japan
to China,” and the vessels to be returned
will be the armor-clads Chenyuen and
Pingyuen, the protected cruisers Tsiyu-
en and Kuangping, and the Armstrong
“mosquito” gunboats Chenpien, Chen
chung, Chentung, Chennan, Chenhsi and
Chenpoi, or a total of ten vessels. It
is confidently asserted among Chinese of
ficials that there is to be a quid pro quo
in the matter, and that if the deal takes
place there will be some important
changes in Fukien province. A high Chi-
nese official now in Shanghai on business
from the North further states that the
return of the old Peiyang fleet to China
will mark the era of an offensive and
defensive alliance between Japan and
Chgna. and that, as an outcome, the
Chinese armies and fleets will have a
[arge proportion of Japanese officers and
instructors to drill them, Chinese offi-
cialdom talk freely and cepfidently, as
if the affair were an accomplished fact
already.

BY EMPRESS OF INDIA.

The Empress of India arriving yester-
day brought five days later news than
the Olympia. Before the India left all
the steamers in quarantine had been re-
leased, and the City of Pekin and Am-
erica Maru proceeded to San Francisco.
| In Hongkong the disease continues to
spread. The epidemic this time last
year was rapidly diminishing, but this
year it, unfortunately, seems more per-
sistent.

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MORE PIRACY.

The new territory acquired by Great
Britain across from Hongkong is m_hp.b-
ited by @a good many lawless spirits,
though the activity of the police and the
severe punishment which is being in-
flicted upon offenders is likely ere lgng
to have the effect of keeping thexp with-
in bounds. The acting chief justice sen-
tenced the armed robbers from Lantau
to a flogging and seven years’ imprison-
ment.  While every effort is being made
to clear out undesirable characters from
British territory, the same cannot be
said of across the border, with the re-
sult that those wWho have broken the
laws in British territory are able to
elude pursuit and take refuge in the Chi-
nese portion of the peninsula. A re-
markable instance of this was reported
to the police, when news arrived that 30
armed men had attacked a couple of
junks in Mirs Bay and carried off about
$200 and the occupanvs of the junk
across the line, subsequently sending one
of the men to Taipohu to seek for ran-
som. This man came across the police
and told them his story, and word was
sent to Hongkong.

RUSSIA GRABBING ALL.

A correspondent writing from New-
chwang to the N. C. Daily News, says
that the Russians regard the new Anglo-
Russian agreement as giving them
complete and exclusive control and pos-
session of Manchuria. Any land re-
quired by them is, he says, freely taken
from other foreigners or natives, with-
out compensation. He says, also, in a
letter dated the 8th inst.:

“I have just received news from Mouk-
den district that the Russians have caus-
ed the Chinese officials to stop working
some gold mines that employed 20,000
men, because they are going to take pos-
session of them, and these gold mines
are some 90 li from the railway. They
also took some coal mines 150 li north of
Moukden from.the Chinese who had
been working them, and paid nothing for
them. They are also trying to take
some coal and iron mines which are 450
or 500 li from the railway, and I am told
by those who are employed by the Rus-
sians they are going to build railways,
and take over any mines, houses or land
they require in Manchuria. Further, I
know this much, I have seen them do it
in two places, without any orders from
the Chinese government. In fact, there
are orders against the Russians having
any mines worked by Chinese; but, for
all that, they go and take- them, and
pay nothing —only a free use of the
bamboo. They have done that at Liao-
yang.

SEER LS Deaths:

READY, AYE READY.

On the 16th ult., at Wei-Hai-Wei, Ad-
miral Seymour caused the emergency
call to be hoisted ashore. Notice was
given to the fleet, which consisted of the
Victorious, Barfleur, Centurien, Iphi-
genia, Rattler, = Aurora, Bonaventure,
Brisk, Alacrity, Linnet and Whiting, at
9:30 a. m.' The signal was hoisted an
hour afterwards, and by 11 o’clock those
available, namely, 1,700 men, composed
of 1,300 seamen and 400 marines, all
fully armed, carrying two hundred and
fifty rounds of ammunition and equip-
ped with two days’ provisions, were land-
ed with their field guns and ambulance
corps by their own boats. It is reported
that the Iphigenia made the best time
in this brilliant manoeuvre.

JAPANESE ACQUISITION.

The Japanese have hoisted the flag on
Weeks or Marcus Island, southeast of
the Bonin Islands, fearing that the Unit-
ed States would take it as a telegraph
station, Wake Island, which is to the
southeast of Marcus Island, being for
many months of the year under water.

FRENCH DEMAND.

The French have claimed 1,200,000
taels and mining rights in six districts
in Szechuen province. This demand
practically covers the whole mineral field
of Szechuen and the large monetary
claim was made in the hope that the
Chinese government, having no spare
funds for such a heavy indemnity would
grant the mining rights. The Chinese,
however, have offered 2,000,000 taels, in
settlement of all claims.

The French now insist upon having
the mining concessions, which will in-
volve the question of the Yangtsze val-
ley, and the control of Szechuen.

HATED FOREIGNER.

More anti-foreign riots have occurred
in China. In Yunnan province rioters
have burned a French consulate and cus-
toms station; in Peking a Frenchman
has been attacked by Kan-su soldiers,
and the customs residence was burned
and the quarters of the outdoor staff
and the French consulate plundered.

The names of ten of the natives who
incited the mob to burn, loot and des-
troy property at Fukien are well known.
and it is hoped that these will be arrested
at once and brought to justice.

It was the intention of the rioters to
attack and destroy the hospital at Nang-
wa, but the sudden arrival of 40 soldiers
put a stop to it, ;

Harry Howard, mentioned in San-
day’s Colonist as one of a party of 11
reported to -have been drowned . in
Windy Arm; Lake Bennett, while on
their way from Atlin to Dawson, was
very well known in Victoria, where he
resided for a number of years—in fact
this city was his home. He was book-
keeper for Mr. Henry Saunders for
several years, throwing up his position
to go to Dawson in the first big rush to
the Kilondike. After spending a year
in Dawson he returned to Victoria, and
last fall held a temporary position in
the office of the minister of finance.
Barly in the winter he went to Atlin to
try his’ fortune there.

Mr. Clearihue, of the firm of J. & A.
Clearihue, who recently returned from
Atlin, says Mr. Howard was preparing,
when he left Atlin, t0 go to Dawson
with a party of eleven, among whom
were Mr, and Mrs. Mills, of Vancouver,
and Mrs. Clunie and daughter, of Skag-
way, who were also mentioned in the
report.

Other later arrivals state that the
party started out in a sail boat, al-
though none of them had any experience
in sailing, and it was afterwards re-
ported, and generally credited in Atlin,
that the boat had capsized and every
member of the party been drowned in
Windy Arm, the most treacherous piece

of water between Bennett and Dawson. |

Mr. Howard came to Victoria from

Ambherst, N. 8., where his family reside.
He was about 30 years of age.
J. P. Hgbrick and wife, C. B. Jack, a
Salt Lake ‘City attorney, and C. 8.
Blockett, an attorney from Juneau, nar-
rowly escaped death a few days ago in
going down the Yukon. They were
makirg a trip in a scow loaded with
seven tons of hardware, and when about
one mile below Big Salmon they ran into
a drift pile sideways and the heavy cur-
rent forced the scow under, turning bot-
tcm side up.

The thickness of the cap, sleeping blan-
kets, etc., covering Sandison’s head alone
saved him from becoming the victim to
the blows of the axe in the hand of
Frank, who is a foreigner.

made by a number of the Indians on the

Skeena is ended. It will be remembered
that reports brought by steamer did not
represent the strike as of big proportions
or as likely to hold out for long, as all
the Indians 'did not quit work, and those
who did had no alternative but to accept
the wages offered them, all the trans-
portation companies having refused to
carry them elsewhere. The cannery
owners were obdurate, and a few of the
strikers having been fined $50 and
costs for using violence, brought the
others into a submissive mood.

The Hannah claim is owned by Gus
Hoge and some Viectorians.

- Next lies. the Commodore, owned
by Chris Soll, upon which some work
has been done.

The Danube lies next, and is a good
proposition, of which Capt. Irving is the
owner.

Behind the Danube lies the Anthony,
lately staked by Messrs. Cooper and
Garrard, and from which a good assay
was received.

Next you follow up Beck creek, where
you find the Brutus, and 3,000 feet fur-
ther up the Caesar. These properties
were located one year ago by Beck and
Williams, who found float on the same
that went as high as $6,000.

A Passenger
’Suicides.

Jumped From the Umatilla on
the Trip From San
‘Franclsco.

A steerage passenger named Turner
eommitted suicide during the voyage of
the Pacific Cost™ steamship Umatillg,
which arrived here from San Francisco
yesterday morning., = The unfortunate
was a man of about 45 years of age,
and so far as could be found out comes
from. Livermore, Cal. “All were strang-
ers to him on board the. ship, and from
the time of embarking he seemed in
trouble, He had received a letter pre
viously, which completely upset him,
and after taking passage made several
threats to jump overboard. ' No one,
however, regarded him geriously — not
till Sunday afternoon about 2 o’clock,

when he deliberately climbed over the
ship’s railing and plunged head first into
the sea. One of the woman passengers
was the only one to see the act. She
rushed aft, giving the alarm, and all on
board were soon on deck. The steamer
at the time was going full speed, and
could not be stopped within the length
of a few city blocks. A heavy sea was
running, and the drowning man was
soon lost sight of.. He had struck out
bruvgly to save his life, having repented
of his rashness on touching the water,
but soon sank. A boat was lowered,
and even this at times would totally dis-
appear in ghe surging billows. An hour
was spent in this way, with the steamer
cruising around, but nothing more was
seen either of the man or of the two life-
buoys thrown to him by fellow passen-
gers.
