It was not only here and there alone

The arch of the Native Sons was in-
scribed on the side facing the coming
procession, ‘“Weleome to this Western
©Outpost of the Bmpire,” and on the face
©f the arch at the entrance to the Gov-
ernment buildings ‘were the words, “A
"Thousand Welcomes Thine.” It was
under these welcoming arches that they
rode to the formal  welcome which
awaited them at the Government build-
ings, where thousands had gathered to
cheer them.

All Victoria had turned omt to wel-
come the Royal couple and wmthouga
many had gathered along the route from
the wharf to the parliament buildings
and around ‘that stately edifice, still
there were thousands left to cheer the
Royal party as they passed tHrough the
streets of the city proper. James Bay
 bridge was kept clear while the Royal
carringe was passing over but as soon as
the horses stepped on to- Government
street they were between two lines of
people who kept up a continual chee~,
which deepened as the large crowds were
reached at the corners of the streets.
