ST. LOUIS WORLD’S FAIR.

Customs Regulations Governing Foreign 
Exhibits Now published.

•St. Louis, Mo., June 26.—The cus­
toms regulations secured from the Unit­
ed States Treasury Department, for the 
convenience of foreign exhibitors at the 
World’s Fair, provide that such goods, 
in order to be exempt from duties, must 
be received in bond at the port of en­
try into this country, thence sent in bond 
to the exposition, and continued in bond 
through, and to the close of the exposi­
tion.

'From the foregoing, as well as from 
information kindly given by old resi­
dents, we learn that Craigflower then 
was directly across the Arm from where 
we now are, and having a population of 
nearly 80 in all. We have also been in­
formed that a large flour mill with 
bakery attached, was located there, and 
that at that time the name of the place 
was written “Craigflour.” It may reas­
onably be inferred that when the wheel 
of the mill ceased to grind, in Consider­
ation of the great number of wild flow­
ers with which this vicinity is especial­
ly beautified, a happy change was made 
in the spelling of the word “Craigflower.

In 1852 or 1853. the Major Tomp­
kins, the first mail boat running be­
tween Victoria and Olympia, 
wrecked at Macaulay's Point. The bell 
of this steamer was purchased for the 
use of this school. It may be of inter­
est to say that the hell was not used for 
many years, on account of the expense 
of hanging it, and that on the occasion 
of the visit of Lord Dufferin. in 1876, 
was kindly loaned to the Victoria trus­
tees, who so admired its sweet tones 
that they were only too willing to re­
tain permanent possession.. They doubt­
less would have accomplished their de­
sires, had it not been for the very per­
sistent efforts of Messrs, the late James 
Stewart, Robert Porter and Martin J. 
Dodd, your then trustees.

!From the foregoing, as well as from 
information kindly given by old resi­
dents, we learn that Craigflower then 
was directly across the Arm from where 
we now are, and having a population of 
nearly 80 in all. We have also been in­
formed that a large flour mill with 
bakery attached, was located there, anu 
that at that time the name of the place 
was written “Craigflour.” It may reas­
onably be inferred that when the wheel 
of the mill ceased to grind, in cousider- 
atiog of the great number of wild flow­
ers with which this vicinity is especial­
ly beautified, a happy change was made 
in the spelling of the word “Craigflower.”

In 1852 or 1858. the Major Tomp­
kins, the first mail boat running be­
tween Victoria and Olympia, 
wrecked at Macaulay’s Point. The bell 
of this steamer was purchased for the 
use of this school. It may be of inter­
est to say that the bel; was not used for 
many years, on account of the expense 
of hanging it, and that on the occasion 
of the visit of Lord Dufferin. in 1876, 
was kindly loaned to the Victoria trus­
tees, who so admired its sweet tones 
that they were only too willing to re­
tain permanent possession.. They doubt­
less would have accomplished their de­
sires, had it not been for the very per­
sistent efforts of Messrs, the late James 
Stewart, Robert Porter and Martin J. 
Dodd, your then trustees.

certain indications which w^nt some 
way to. justify a belief that a set-back 
was* impending. During the second half 
of last month the. demand for copper, 
both in Great Britain and on the con­
tinent of Europe fell off in a rather 
noticeable manner, and complaints were 
rife as to the paucity of orders, al­
though the American demand appears 
to have been fairly good. Consumers, 
in fact, seem to have been impressed 
with the belief that prices could not be 
maintained at the then level, and that 
a reaction was at hand, and they con­
tributed towards the realization of their 
hopes by confining their purchases to 
immediate necessities. The price in the 
United States did not respond to this 
movement on the other side of the At­
lantic. The result was a marked 
change in the relative positions of 
American imports and exports of cop­
per. Exports fell away. Now where is 
all the copper produced and retained in 
the United States going. It is not going 
into industry that is quite certain. The 
copper consuming jndustries in the 
United States are very brisk, but they 
are not any brisker than they were two 
years ago, and then copper was being 
accumulated. Wherever it is going, the 
market is becoming extremely distrust­
ful of the policy of the Amalgamated 
Copper Company, and the price of cop­
per is becoming weak. The question is 
important to British Columbia because 
if the price does break, it is likely to 
break so suddenly and completely as to 
place both our mines and smelters in 
temporarily a very awkward position.

It is quite possible 
that the ostensible explanation of Mr. 
Gamey’s change of heart is all that thf 
ministers opened their ears to hear, and 
that they were entirely ignorant of the 
corrupt features of the case. If they 
■were, it must have been a singularly 
complaisant ignorance, an illustration of 
the old proverb : “Where ignorance is 
bliss, ’tis folly to be wise.” This view 
of the case involves the assumption that 
Mr. Gamey fabricated direct evidence 
against Mr. Stratton. From what he 
knew he could not believe him innocent 
and strove to supply direct evidence that 
he was guilty. The case is very peculiar. 
It bristles with incomprehensibilities of 
which Mr. Gamey’s present attitude is 
not the least remarkable. The country 
as a whole does not blame Mr. Gamey, 
it does not blame Mr. 'Stratton, it does 
not blame the judges, it blames the prov­
ince and people of Ontario, and most 
emphatically calls for a purging of their 
affairs at the hands of the recent elements 
among themselves.

Apart from the fervor of his 
Christian life and the intensity of liis 
evangelistic zeal, the qualities that con­
tributed most to the success and per­
manence of tlie Wesleyan movement 
were the qualities of the man of af­
fairs rather than those of the thinker. 
Macaulay ascribes to John Wesley a 
‘genius for government not inferior to 
that of Richelieu.’ (Buckle character­
izes him as ‘the first of theological states­
men.’ Leslie Stephen says of him: *No 
such leader of men appeared in the 
eighteenth century.* Coleridge charac­
terizes Wesley as more logical than phil­
osophical, and Isaac Taylor character­
izes him as more intuitional than phil-

Many of those who read these lines will 
be suen as have for years been enjoying 
the comforts provided for them through the 
Jabor of the workers here. These comforts 
Ffe secured to them by much h-urt of and 
loss of life for which wages, however high, 
are no compensation and of which the glow- 
ing hearth gives no report.

In 
concluding his able address, Mr. Pitts 
moved tlia-t a committee be appointed 
to report to the Board of Trade, and 
to.at an, amendmeat be introduced to the 
Bills of Sale Act as now existing with 
the object of making jt impossible for 
an insolvent debtor to legally give a 
preferential chattel mortgage, or bill of 
sale, of his stock in trade to any one, 
or more, of his creditors to the detri­
ment of his other creditors. Attention 
was drawn to the following section of 
the Manitoba Act: “Any person being 
at the time insolvent, or on the eve of 
insolvency, cannot make any gift, assign­
ment, or transfer of any real or personal 
property to any of liis creditors with
mtenih„t?t„<,lefral;d or 4eIl>y others, and 
any chattel mortgage given to a creditor
nnY He ^ta<Lhe,d wjthiQ 60 days of filing, 
and, if attached, will be held prima facie 
to be invalid as a preference.”

of room. The same method should be 
applied to all streams entering the lake, 
and where the mouths of these streams 
are choked by weeds, mud. or gravel, a 
clear channel should be cut. I consider 
the tributary streams quite as important 
as the larger stream flowing out of the 
lake, as the fish spawning in these 
streams will leave them and return to 

’the hake as soon as their spawning op­
erations are over, and the streams being 
small will warm sooner than the out- 

'let stream, which will not -be much above 
the temperature of the lake itself The 
spawn in the smaller streams will, there­
fore batch out sooner ..than that in the 
‘larger land colder stream. This is mere­
ly a question of the expenditure of a 
few hundred dollars, which would be 
more than repaid to the Railway Com­
pany in one season.

the Chinese government is greatly alarm­
ed as a result of the outbreak of rebellion 
in Yunnan. Despatches have been receiv­
ed at Peking from the vicejoy of Yunnan 
that disturbances have -broken out in the 
perfecture of Lthanfu, resulting in the cap­
ture of two places, viz: Chienchin Cbuang 
and the prefectnraü city of Linanfu by the 
rioters. Both these two places are very 
Important and are situated near the fron­
tier between Yunnan and French Indo­
china. Linanfu is a place where the pro­
posed railway from Annara to Yunnan is 
to pass, and is only about 250 II distant 
from the treaty port of Mengtze. This 
place Is so near French territory that the 
troubles may easily spread into it, there­
by France will have a" good excuse to 
pour troops into the province, even if all 
the French merchants and missionaries 
now in the province are safe.

Linanfu is a very impoitant city In the 
province, and is defended by a large garri­
son force under the command of a Major- 
General. Chienchiu Chuang is also a very 
important place in the prefecture of Lin­
anfu. and is governed by a sub-perfect. 
The disturbance must he of a very serious 
nature, since such important places as 
these have fallen into the hands cf the 
peade-hrealkers.

Wesley re­
fused to become his father’s successor, 
and sailed for Georgia as a missionary 
to the Indians. During the passage 
great storms arose, and Wesley felt 
afraid to die. In conversation with 
some pious Moravians who were on 
board lie ascertained that there 
peace and joy that a person could pos­
sess even when angry waves were dash­
ing over the vessel. The Moravians 
were quite calm, and continued singing^ 
hymns whilst the other passengers were 
alarmed nnd crying. This experience 
struck Mr. Wesley ns being peculiar, 
and he decided to find out the secret of 
this peace and holy caluu possessed by 
the Moravians.

His mission was a failure. A quarrel 
arose in Savannah among the .school 
children. Those children who attended 
school with shoes and stockings on their 
ioet despised nnd taunted those who 
had none. Wesley took charge of the 
school and appeared without shoes or 
stockings, but their new master kept 
them at their tasks, and before the 
week closed nil were cured of their 
vanity, and left their shoes and stockings 
at home.

melodious voice, and arguments that 
carried conviction whenever lie preached.
He traveled 290,000 miles and preached 
40,560 sermons in all; in fact, as a 
preacher few were able to equal . him, 
and perhaps he is without a superior.

He was able to read -more than 2,4)00 
volumes, to edit a monthly magazine, 
and to write more than 200 volumes, in­
cluding works on history, philosophy, 
literature, electricity and theology. He 
kept a journal from the time lie went 
to Georgia in 1735 until 1790, the 
autumn before his death. It is a record 
of singular minuteness—the events of his 
personal life—and is replete with curious 
incidents, criticisms of books, theological 
and philosophical speculations, and refer­
ences to contemporary men and events.
'He published a number of tracts before 
the origin of the»Tract Society. The 
text books'for Kingswood School were 
prepared by Wesley himself. They are 
remarkaible for their conciseness and 
simplicity — English, Latin, Greek, He­
brew and French grammars, coinpen- 
diums of logic and philosophy, an Eng­
lish dictionary, and a history of Itôme.

For the promotion of Christian knowl­
edge he sent a Christian library com­
posed of the choicest works of practical 
divinity. “Appeals to the Men. of 
'Reason and Religion,,” “History of 
England,” “History of the Church,”.
“Notes on the New Testament.” “Orig­
inal Sin,” “The Armenian Magazine” 
were some of his many publications.
Wesley soon had his own bookstore and 
his own printing press, and he w’as the 
first to break down the barriers which 
high prices and elaborate style had 
thrown around the more important de­
partments of knowledge, placing them 
beyond the reach of the masses. He 
reduced many folios and quartos to 
pocket form, and waded through the 
mass of learned works of ' his flay, 
simplifying, multiplying and cheapening 
them and placing them in the cottages 
and hovels of the poor, so that the most 
useful and entertaining knowledge was 
within their reach.

It may be questioned whether any 
English writer of the last or present 
century has equalled him in the number 
of his productions.

Wesley’s life covers almost the cen­
tury. He was born in 1703 and died in 
1791, at the age of 88 years. On Feb­
ruary 23, 1791, John Wesley preached 
his last sermon at Leatherhead, from the 
text, ‘‘Seek ye the Lord while He may 
be found, call ye upon Him while He is 
near.” On the 2feth of February he 
wrote his final letter. It was addressed 
to Wilberforce, and was an exhortation, 
to perseverance in his parliamentary 
labors against the African slave trade. 
This completed his work.

On Monday, February 28, 1791, he 
was lethargic. On Tuesday, the 1st of 
March, he began the day by singing. 
He asked for pen and ink, but could not 
write. A friend, taking the pen, said: 
“What shall I write?” "Nothing,” said 
the dying patriarch, but that “God is 
with us.” Collecting his breath, he ex­
claimed: “The best of all is God is
with us,” and the following morning— 
March 2, 1791, surrounded by many of 
his old friends, preachers and others, he 
died.

His monument in Westminster Abbey 
is situate midway between the “Poets’ 
Corner” and the nave of the AIbbey, 
'being near to the smaller monument of 
Dr. Isaac Watts, and in close neighbor­
hood to the memorials of men of genius 
and learning. Dr. -Daniels eloquently 
remarks: “It is but just that some
memorial of that royal man should be 
set up among the tombs of England’s 
princes, bishops, heroes and statesmen. 
Other men have been kings by the acci­
dent of birth of royal blood. John Wes­
ley reigned "by virtue of the Divine 
anointing.

The unknown wreck seen by 

of the Marshall islands on Mille, one of 
the group, and reported to the crew of 
the schooner Carrie and Annie, is not 
that of the lost French bark De Coudic, 
as was supposed, but of the United 
States four-masted lumber schooner 
John D. Tallant, a lumber-carrier hail­
ing from San Francisco, and owned at 
that port. When the first report was 
received at Sydney, Australia, that a 
four-masted vessel had been seen strand­
ed on Mille island in the Marshalls, it 
was at once thought that she was the 
long overdue French hark De Coudic, 
which took a cargo of wheat from San 
Francisco for Sydney, and which had 
been posted at Lloyds as missing. Then 
the missionary schooner Carrie and An­
nie arrived at San -Francisco with the 
news that natives had reported to them 
that the wreck,was lumber-laden, which 
showed that it was not that of the 
French vessel. Shipping men were at 
a loss to know what vessel, it could be 
that had been lost, and yesterday the 
schooner Neptune reached San Fran­
cisco from Jaluit, bringing advices to the 
effect that the lost vessel was known to 
be the John D. Tallant. The schooner, 
which has been lost in the south seas, 
was a fonr-master, of 533 tons. She was 
built at 'San Francisco in 1891, and was 
owned at the Golden Gate. No trace 
of her master or crew was found, and 
they are believed to have been lost.

The Crab Cannery of North Vancou­
ver is about to commence operations. 
Other food products of the sea will be 
canned besides crabs, but the latter in­
dustry will be the one very extensively 
gone into.

The stone cutting industry of Messrs. 
Armstrong, Morrison and Keefer, on the 
Inlet near Evans, Coleman & Evans’ 
wharf, presents a very busy appearance. 
An unusually large amount of stone is 
being prepared' for the builders, and 
Che process of cutting the stoue is well 
worth seeing. Stone that becomes the 
solid walls of our banking institutions, 
before it is dried out by the weather, 
can be cut with the special machinery 
in use, like so much cheese. Stone is 
often being prepared on this wharf for 
as many as six buildings at a time.

Three hundred and eighity-three mining 
licenses have been issued this year to 
date, representing revenue from this 
source to the government of $3,182. This 
is slightly less than last year.

The principal dry goods firms report 
a very good season, and money fairly 
easy.

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Royal Salute
And Feu-de-joie

(Steamer Shawmut, the big liner of the 

Boston Steamship Company, reached 
port yesterday afternoon after an un­
eventful passage of 14 days from Yoko­
hama. The Shawmut left the Japanese 
port in the 12th, coincident with the 
steamer Empress of China, which has 
already arrived. The big steamer—which 
with her sister liner, the Tremont—are 
the largest steamers which enter this 
port, brought a small cargo, about 2,800 
tons all told, of which 100 tons of 
eral merchandise was landed at the 
Ocean dock. She brought 200 Chinese 
for this port—making over 700 Chinese 
who have passed in through this port 
during the week. The Shawmut also 
brought 61 Japanese, all of which were 
landed here, but these, with the excep­
tion of some half a dozen, all of whom 
passed the education test before Immi­
gration Officer W. H. Ellis, are bound 
to the United States. They were landed 
at this port for the reason that the 
Shawmut has not yet secured a license 
to carry passengers into the United 
States. While she is in port at Tacoma, 
though, arrangements are to be com­
pleted to make the 'Shawmut a first class 
passenger steamer, as well as a monster 
freighter, for plans have been drawn 
there for considerable work on the steam­
er to make her a passenger vessel, in 
view of the soldier travel which the 
line is expected to carry from the Sound 
to the Philippines for the United States 
government.

News was brought by the steamer that 
the former Northern Pacific liner Duke 
of Fife, which—as was told a few days 
ago—was sold to Japanese for the im­
migrant traffic, was at Kofb,e when the 
Shawmut left, and she was embarking 
1,400 Japanese, who are to form the 
van gnard of a large contingent of Jap­
anese coolies who are to be taken to 
Peru, whither extensive emigration has 
set in from Japan.

was the scene of a naval demonstration 
in honor of King Edward’s 62nd -birth 
day. A naval brigade, composed of 
marines and bluejackets, under the com­
mand of Capt. C. R. Keppel, C.B. 
D.S.O., of H. M. S. Grafton, marched 
on to the plain shortly before 12 o’clock. 
The force consisted of eight companies 
of bluejackets with a field battery, and 
a battalion of marines, composed of two 
companies.

The brigade was formed up in 
line with the sailors and field guns on 
the right, facing the saluting base. Hie 
Honor the LieutenanVGovernor and 
Rear-Admiral A. K. Bickford, C. M. G., 
accompanied with their staffs, and Lt.- 
iCol. Grant, arrived on the scene a few 
minutes before 12. They were received 
with a general salute. Mayor McCand- 
less and some of the aldermen were also 
present.

Exactly at 12 tho salute of 21 guns 
was fired by the three pieces compos­
ing the battery, followed after each sev­
en rounds by the rattle and roar of the 
feu-de-joie, which ran down the front 
rank of the brigade and up the rear lihe 
lightning. Three rousing cheers were 
then given for the King.

The sailors leading with the guns and 
the marines following then marched past 
in column and returned again past the 
saluting point in quarter column. These 
manoeuvres completed the ceremony, 
and the brigade was marched back to 
Esquimalt.

The bluejackets received their usual 
ovation from the crowd as they marched 
past. They moved like one man when 
they passed the flag. The marines also 
looked very well and got their fair share 
of praise.

The ships at Esquimalt were gaily 
decorated with bunting and presented 
a very pretty picture. The sailors and 
marines, after they had been marched 
back to Esquimalt, were dismissed for 
the rest of the day. Quite a large crowd 
witnessed the firing of the salute and 
the march past.
