" Massacre and Pillage

The situation in the country north,
east and west of Aléxandretta arising
from the anti-Christian outbreaks
is most serious. There has been mas-
sacre and pillage at Antioeh and riot-
ing at Eirejik. Aleppo is in a state of
panic. There are only ' four hundred
Turkish soldiers -in the city. Business
is at a standstill and there is every
reason to fear a serious outbreak.

The city is full of ¥edouln Arabs,
Kurds and Circassians. The town of
Kirikan, which is located a short dis-
tance from Deilan and southeast of
Alexandretta, has been sacked and
burned. :

Murderers Released

At Ayas, on the west coast of the
Gulf of Alexandretta 418 murderers
have been released from prison. They
at once joined the mob and began
committing depredations. At Tarsus
100 persons have been killed, 800
houses have been burned and there
are today 65,000 persons without homes.

Several native pastors from Aintab
were killed while on their way to at-
tend the district missionary meeting
at Adana. The Turkish . Government
officials at Marzina have been doing
everything: possible to.check the trou-
ble, but the result of their efforts was
very limited.

Maurer May Be Safe.

London, April 22.—A cable received
here from Tarsus referring to the
casualties there says: “D. M. Rogers
was killed. The others are safe.”

This communication is taken to in-
dicate that Henry Maurer, who was
reported to ‘have been killed at the
same time as Mr. Rogers nay still be
alive, It was sent by Thomas D. Chris-
tie, a missionary .in Tarsus on mid-
night of April 21 to the Bible Lands
Mission here and was in reply to en-
quiry regarding the fate of the mis-
sionaries in Adana and Tarsus.

Wave of Fanaticism

Constantinople, April 22.—The situ-
ation, according to the latest intelli-
gence received here, is .dictinctly
threatening. The wave of fanaticism
which originated in Adana some ten
days ago and found its expression in
the killing of Christians, apparently
this spreading generally through the
eastern provinces.

Upwards of 10,000 Armenians were
massacred in Cirian towns and vil-
lages, principally in the village of
Adana during outbursts of fanatic zeal
at the time of the spring festival in
honor of Mohammed and upon the re-
ceipt of the news of the overturn of
the “Heritical” government at Con-
+ stantinople. |

One embassy places the estimates of
killed as high as 15,000. The govern-
ment has sent urgent commands that
the mobs must be put down and the
soldiers harshly dealt with. The at-
tacks on Armenians appear to have
been instigated solely by the reac-
tionaries.

A despatch from Merzina says the
Armenian town of Hadjim is beleag-
uered by hostas of tribesmen who are
only awaiting sufficient numerical
strength to rush the improvised de-
fences erectéd by the Armenians. The
Armenians, however, are well armed
and will put up a vigorous defence.

New York, April 22.—Cable advices
from Rome last nhight to the effect that
the Pope, in addressing the Union of
Itallan Catholic Women, had pro-
nounced himself vigorously opposed to
the entry of women in politics, has
already prompted 'considerable com-
ment from Catholic churchmen and
suffragists here. e

That the Pope's views will haye
great weight among the Catholic wo-
men and act as & check upon the
spread of the suffragist movement
among them was the opinion of ‘a
local Catholic editor, Father Wpynne,
of the Messenger.

Mrs. Gilbert E. Jones, chairman of
the executive committee of the League
for the Civic Eduecation of Women, a
leading anti-suffragist, said: *“I am
not a Catholic, but I have great rever-
ence for the Pope, and would respect
greatly whatever he says. It is a
message from a great authority, and
as such sShould have its weight. I
think it will produce a marked effect
| on many Catholic women, and will
{render a pronounced check to the
| woman’s suffrage movement. Although

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LITIGATION OVER
STONE QUARRY

Original Owners Are Trying To
Regain Possession Of the
Property

Mr. Justice Martin was able to take
chambers yesterday, although his arm
pressed closely to his side, showed
that he was still feeling the effects of
his recent accident. There were a
number of applications before him, one
of them being connected with the suit
of Huson vs. Haddington Island Quarry
Co., Ltd., in which an attempt was
made to add as defendants R. Taylor
Walker of Vancouver and the con-
tracting firm of McDonald, Wilson &
Snider, who are building the new
court house at Vancouver.

The application was made by Frank
Higgins and opposed by H. D. Twigg,
of the firm of Eberts & Taylor. It
appears that Mr. Huson is the repre-
sentative and one of the original own-
ers of the quarry from which the stone
used in building the Parliament build-
ings was taken. A mortgage was
placed on the quarry in 1904 which was
afterwards acquired by the govern-
ment. It is alleged that the govern-
ment assigned this mortgage to Mr.
‘Walker, and it is claimed that there is
no authority for so doing.

The quarry is now being worked by
the contracting firm referred to and
the suit is brought ‘to stop this work
and to regain possession of the prop-
erty. The plaintiff claims that the
government has been recouped for its
expenditure by the Stone which has
been taken at an agreed upon price.
The application to add the extra de-
fendants was granted yesterday, the
costs of the application to be costs to
the defendants in any event.

Bullen vs. Union Assurance Co.

Another contested application in
,Which an interesting point of practice
arose was that of Bullen vs the Union
- Assurance Co. This is a case in which
a sufferer from the big fire of 1907 is
suing on a fire insurance policy.

Deceased Was-Old Timer and
Former M. P. P, For
: \}ictori‘a

Death laid a sudden hand on one of
the neighborhood’s most highly re-
spected- citizens .yesterday morning in,
the person of G. W. Anderson, senlor,

* who passed away at his residence at
Cedar Hill. The late Mr. Anderson
had passed the allotted span of three
.score and ten, and during his career
in Victoria, which extended over a pe-
riod of thirty-nine years, had made
many warm friends.

Deceased was an Old Countryman,
born in 1838 at Dorking, Surrey, and
he emigrated to California in 1862. He

‘ was among the pioneers who made the
strenuous overland journey across the
continent, and many was the tale of
human interest which he used to tell
in connection with this remarkable
trip.

The first eight years of his sojourn

. in the New World were passed on the
western seaboard of the U. 8. A, and
in 1870 he came north to Victoria
where he made his home. The report
* of the wonderful riches and resources
of British Columbia had attracted Mr.
Anderson to these shores and during
his long residence he never regretted
the step he had taken. His first ven-
ture in this city was in the bakery
business, and in this he succeeded in
building up a thriving trade on prem-
ises in Fort street. For eight years he
served as one of the city members in
t the local legislature, and the needs
-of his constituents were always of
primal importance in his work in this
:body. In the declining years of his life
he purchased a farm at Cedar hill
" where he retired and devoted his lat-
ter-day energies to agricultural pur-
suits.

E. C. Moore and J. Brown, whom
the police have been watching for the
past two weeks, have succeeded in
eluding the authorities and have de-
parted south. ;

J. Sizer, were implicated in a swindle
in connection with a fake horse race
by which they succeeded in taking
some $8,400 from him. The local au-
thorties communicated with the Uni-
ted States officials and the two were
identified as being members of the
gang which pulled off the recent swin-
dles in Little Rock, Ark.

A week ago last Monday a
third unknown arrived in the city
from Seattle, paid the bill of the two
men, then stopping at the Empress,
and left with them.

WEATHER STILL COLD
IN THE KODTENAYS

Mining Industry Qn  Sheep
Creek Is Extremely Flour-
ishing Just Now

The weather is still cold in the
Kootenays, according to J. H. Scho-
field, M, P. P., for Ymir, who was in
town yesterday conferring with the
government.. Mr. Schofield said that
in parts of ‘the Slocan near Nakusp
there is still two feet of snow on the
level, and fears are experienced of ab-
normally high water, when warm
weather finally does set in. The riv-
ers have practically not risen at all
as yet, so there is a good chance of
all the snow trying to go off at once.

In other respects, Mr. Schofield says
that prospects are very bright in his
district. The fruit trees have not yet
budded out, so the late cold spring has
not done any damage so far, and there
is every prospect of another good crop.

The mining situation on Sheep creek
and its tributaries is exceedingly fa-
vorable, said Mr. Schofield. The
Queen has 24 stamps dropping night
and day and is also working the Yel-
lowstone, an (adjoining property for-
merly belonging to Messrs. Fulford
and MacLaren, of Toronto. There ate
fully 200 men at work in a camp
which a few years ago was practically
dead, and some extremely rich ore is
being shipped. Eastern American cap-
ital is coming in and several proper-
ties have been recently bonded for
large figures, one property being under
option for half a million, Altogether
the gituation in the country tributary
to Nelson is exceedingly bright.

< SUSPECTED CRODKS

GET GLEAR AWAY

Pair Believed To Be Involved
In Widespread Swindle Tarry -
Here Awhile

After shadowing their quarry for
over two weeks and having everything
in readiness in case ' the suspects
should attempt to depart the city, the
local police force have been outwitted,
ity a sense, and defeated at its own
game. A week ago last Monday a
Dblatant individual, distinguished
chiefly by a two carat diamond stud
and a rancid accent arrived in the
«city, went to the Empress hotel, and
paying the bill owed by the pair, whom
the local authorities had been watch-
ing, walked off with the duet of sus-
pects. Now the police are wondering
if the intruder was authorized to ar-
rest the pair or whether he was one
of the gang of confidence men who, for
the past year, have been weedling
easy money from the gullible along
the coast and came across to Victoria
to release his pals from the suspicions
of the police. ;

Recently the postal authorities of
the United States made a rald at Lit-
tleg Rock, Arkansas, on a gang of con-
fidence men, which has been operating
throughout the northwest, in Seattle,
Portland, as well as Vancouver and
even in Victoria. The modus oper-
andi of the gang, which was composed
of a large number of men, was anold
one, but evidently effective. Fake
sporting events, prize fights, horse
races, etc., were pulled off, the victim
induced to bet on the event, and the
money always went into the hands of
the gang.

Lying Low in Victoria

Two of the participants in the
swindle, E. C. Moore and J. Brown,
after the arrest of-the principals at
Little Rock, came over to this city
evidently with the irtention of lying
low until the hue and cry on the other
side of the boundary had subsided. It
80 happened that staying at the King
Edward hotel at the time was J, Sizer,
a recent arrival from Seattle who, in
the course of his stay in the Sound
city, has run foul or a pair of con-
fidence men who had enticed some
$8,400 from him on a fake horse race
in Los Angeles. Sizer saw the pair
at the Empress, promptly reported
them to the police, and positively
identified them as two of the half
dozen mien who had inveigled him out
of all his money.

Sizer’s story as told to the police
indicated that he was a particularly
easy individual. He stated that he
had come to Seattle IJlast January
from Virginia with his wife and fam-
ily. His intention was to start in
some business in that city, but an ad-
vertisement in one of the Seattle pap-
ers proved his undoing.. Someone with
$5,000" to invest and a Qesire to secure
a partner with a like amount caught
his attention. He answered the ad-
vertisement with the result that an
individual named Bradley c¢alled upon
him and told a story of & millionaire
friend of his who wished bet $50,-
000 on a horse race to Be pulled off at
Los Angeles. No- secret was made of
the fact-that the race was to be a
fake, but the chances of making a big
killing were held out so luringly that
‘Sizer felt here: wasg a.chance to in-
crease his savings, -« -’

The Race' Pulled Off

Bradley -and: “Sizer went to Los
Angeles, where the rest of the gang
were in waiting, and the race was
pulled off.” 'One of the jockeys was
badly hurt. At least that was the
story told Sizer who, in order to es-
cape a criminal charge, was rushed
from the race track after he had put
up his money on the sure thing, and for
ithe next few days he and Bradley
wandered about until they  arrived at
Portland, where Bradley'' received a
telegram that the' jdckey had died.
The whole storey was a hoax, but
Sizer did not know it. Convinced that
if found he would be arrested for the
death of the jockey, and knowing that
he had been a participant in a fake
race, Sizer while knowing that his
$8,400 had- disappeared, was afraid to
make any complaint to the authorities
either in Seattle, whither he returned,
or here. It was -not wuntil he saw
Moore and Brown at the Empress
hotel that he told the authorities of
‘his experience, The pair were
shadowed, and when the announce-
ment of the arrest of several of the
principals in the biggest swindle in
years was made from Little Rock,
Arkansas. Postal Inspector Swensen
was communicated with. He

Engineered the Raid

there, and when ti)e description of the
pair here was wired to him, he an-
swered with the information that
Moore was wanted in Council Bluffs,
lowa, for fraud. Brown, he did not
know. Pending the receipt of further
information the, local authorities did
nothing but watch the suspected pair
until a week ago last Monday, when
the man from Seattle arrived, went to
the Empress, paid the bills owing by
the two men, and disappeared with
them. Since that time' the where-
abouts of the two have been a mys-
tery to the police,

In the meantime Sizer, .who was
practically ruined after losing his]|
money at the fake Los Angeles event,
has left the city and gone to Alberni
on a prospecting trip, glad to get any
work which will.allow him to support
his family.

The operations of the gang of sharp-
ers was not confined to the other side
of the boundary. One well known
local man was done out of $2,000, while
at least eight business men of Van-
couver also contributed to the enor-
mous amount secured by the gang. It
is estimated by the United States
authorities that at least half a million
dollars was obtained by the gang, who
operated throughout the northwest,
and by inveigling unsuspecting in-
dividuals to wager their. money on the
fake sporting events got off with an
enormous amount of money.

\PPEAL GRANTED BY

THE FULL COURT
VESTERDAY

Decision of Judge Lampman in
Case of Crompton Vs, the B,
C. Electric Company Re-
versed in Vancouver

The full court, which Is now sitting
in Vancouver, yesterday granted the ap-
peal in the case of Crompton vs. the
B. C. Electric Railway Co. in which
the jury awarded the plaintiff d&_m-
ages in the sum of $1,000, a verdict
which was nullified by a technical de-
fense set up. It was against this de-
fense that J. A. Aikman, of counsel
for the prosecution, appealed.

The facts were that the plaintiff, a
young fellow. of 16 or 17 was sawing
wood In his mother’'s cellar one stormy
evening, when his saw inadvertently
touched the electric light wire of the
lamp by whose light he was working.
He was immediately ' stricken uncon-
scious and his arm %adly burned. It
seems that in some way, owing prob-
ably to the storm, the light wire had
become crossed with a high voltage wire
on the same pole with the result that
the house wire was charged with an
abnormal pressure.

Te jury brought in a verdict for
$1,000, but the defendants A. E. Me-
Phillips, K.C., urged that the action was
barred because it had not been started
within six months of the accident. He
quoted in support of his comtention a
clause in the charter of th:s Consoli-
dated Railway Co., contained: such a
limitation.

The Atlantic coast seems to be pro-
vided for, a dock.at Bermuda and ans
other at Halifax being sufficient, one
would suppose, for all practical pur-
poses. It will be observed that the
Bermuda dock is a floating one. Float-
ing docks have advantages. They are
relatively cheaper than graving docks,
and as they can be built in sections,
ithey can be used for two or more small
vessels or one of the largest class.

In another part of today’s paper will
be found a letter from Mr. Rebbeck,
and an article from the Daily Mail on
this subject. .

On the other point dealt with by the
Board of Trade, namely the establish-
ment of plants for building- steel ships,
we note a favorable disposition on the
part of several eastern contemporaries.
The case as presented by them is very
well epitomized in the following extract
from the Canadian Courier:

Canada’s greatest shipyards today
are on the St. Lawrence and the Great
Lakes, whereas they should be in the
Maritime Provinces. Great steel shipsof
the modern type are built on salt water,
not on fresh water. If Canada is to
have a steel ship industry worthy of
the name, that sort of manufacturing
must be ‘done on the Atlanti¢ coast. |

The Dominion government should es-
tablish, or sencourage a private com-
pany to:establish, a great shipyard at
some point in Nova Scotla or New
Brunswick, where the steel and coal
so profusely produced in the Atlantic
provinces could be utMized. This could
be done by offering to place a yearly
order for a complete battleship with
any firm undertaking to create and
maintain a fair-sized industry of this
character. Halifax would be the nat-
ural place for the first yard of this
kind, since it possesses a graving dock
of large proportions and several marine
railways. The graving dock is not es-
sential, but it is’' of prime importance
in the matter of ship repairs and gen-
eral overhauling.

Perhaps we cannot construct steel
ships as cheaply as they do at Belfast,
or on the Tyne or on the Clyde, but the
difference in price would be but a tem-
porary adverse argument. If Canada |
ijs to be national in its development
and self-sustaining in its ultimate con-
dition, a beginning in the construction
of ocean vessels, merchant or naval,
must be made. Now seems to be an
opportune time for an experiment _along
these lines.

Mr. Norman Patterson writes to the
Courier favoring the adoption of a
policy which will encourage the build-
ing of steel ships, and he gives some
interesting facts in that connection.
We draw attention to the existence on
Vancouver Island of all the natural
advantages claimed for Halifax. We
have the iron ore, the coal, the ad-
vantage of “a harbor of -refuge” un-
surpassed on the shores of any of the
oceans. We reproduce Mr. Patter-
son’s argument, although it is some-
what long, in order that Colonist read-
ers may compare conditions in Nova
Scotia with those existing here, and
possibly may derive therefrom some
inspiration to labor for the accom-
plishment of results here which seem
to be in sight in the eastern province.
Mr. Patterson says:

Canada has decided to build a navy
and shortly the government will be
called upon to decide where it shal]’
be built and where its headquarters
shall te. The answer to both questlons}
is—Halifax. If the boats are to be built
in Canada, and undoubtedly most of
them should be, they should be built
at the same place as they are to be
repaired, and they must be repaired|
at the place where they will have most |
ready access and most adequate pro- |
tection. Speaking broadly, ‘these are|
the reasons why Halifax must be|
chosen. I |

] ‘

To consider the situation more in
detail, Halifax has many advantages.
In the first place, it 1s the best naval
harbor on the Atlantic coast. From
the outside entrance to the head of
Bedford Basin is about fourteen miles
and ships once in that harbor can
easily be protected Ly coast defences
and forts from attack by . opposing
vessels. The entrance: to the harbor
is already well; protected by the best
armed fortresses in Eastern Canada.
The British government has epént
much money on these forts and their
armament. Nature created this har-
bor of refuge; the British government
has added the fortifications. When the
town was originally laid out, a large
portion of the water front was reserv-
ed as a dockyard and there is plenty
of accopnmodation for both - shipbuild-
ing and ship repairing. The inside of
the harbor is easy of access at all
times; the tides are not high; the
water is of uniform depth; there is
good holding ground for anchorage;
there is a graving dock, 600 feet in
length, capable of taking in the largest
vessel; there are several marine rail-
ways and much subsidiary equipment.

Further, Halifax is the natural spot
at which to build ships. Ship-build-
ing was once Nova Scotia’s great en-
terprise. That was in the days of
wooden vessels. Even yet, wooden
vessels are built in considerable num-
bers. Some steel vessels have been
constructed there, though not in Hali-
fax. A shipyard for steel ship-build-
ing would - be va - natural ~development
for Halifax, nevertheless. The nova
Scotia Steel & ‘Iron Company have
plants close at hand. From them the
steel, or at least a great deal of it.
could be procured. There is at least

one Nova Scotia firm making engines |

who would be able to supply much of
the necessary machinery. There is
plenty of coal close at hand.

All that is required is that the gov-
ernment of Canada should announce
that it will place .an order for three or
five war vessels to any firm whieh will
establish a steel shipyard at Halifax,
and some British firm of shipbuilders
would e willing to . undertake the
work. These vessels could be con-
structed on a commission basis, as the
large White Star boats are built “by
Harland & Wolff at Belfast. This
shipyard with one war veseel a year to
deliver would also be in a position to
make steel vessels for the merchant
marine and to_repair any vessel, me: -
chant or naval, which would require
attention This plan ‘s not new. It
has often been advocated and both tac
city of Halifax and the province of
Nova Scotia have staniling offers of‘a
bonus for such an undertaking.

A policy swhich would lead to such
results as are discussed above would
be in keeping apparently with the best
opinion of the British people. The
London Times of April 2nd deals with
“The Dominions and Imperial Sea
Power.” It begins by saying that the
recent awakening of the overseas Do-
minions to the necessity of co-opera-
tion with the Mother.Country is even
more significant than their action dur-
inf the South African war, and i{s “a
splendid manifestation of Imperial
solidarity.” We quote:

The presentation by New Zealand of
a Dreadnought to thé Imperial Fleet,
the urgent popular demand manifest-
ed both in Canada and Australia for a
similar,offer on the part of the State
or Fed‘% govérnments or else for
naval co-mperation in some other form,
and finally the striking resolution vot-
ed unanimously on Monday by the
Canadian Parliament—these “various
manifestations of the same spirit, fol-
lowing so promptly and:spentangously
upon the awakening of the nation at
home, do constitute a political phenom-
enon. .without precedent in.our own
history or in that of any other race.
From this wider standpoint it matters
comparatively little in what form the
Dominions may prefer to offer their
co-operation; that is a point on which
we shall indeed welcome consultation
—since unity of purpose and method
are essential to the security of all—
but which each in the last resort must
naturally determine for itself. Of far
greater immediate moment, is the
spirit in which these offers of co-op-
eration have been made; for that has
demonstrated, once and for all, that
on the question of our naval suprem-
acy the will of the whole Empire, like
the sea that girds it, is one.

The Times thinks there are doubts
about the manner in which the gov-
erning Dominions can best co-operate
with the Mother Country.  Of the res-
olution of the Canadian Parliament it
says “It represents a decision to pros-
ecute a continuous and  self-reliant
policy, mcx‘x:g valuable than the warm-
est outbursts of spasmodic enthusi-
asm,” and. it notes with great satis-
faction that Australia has already giv-
en evidence of her determination to
‘ot maintain-a force of her own, which
is to consist of seven destroyers and
sixteen River-class destroyers. Of the
gifts of Dreadnoughts, it says:

W eneed not say that, if these gifts
are decided upon, we shall welcome
them with pride and gratitude, not in
any way as detracting from the Euro-
pean burden which Great Britain her-
self is fully competent and fully deter-
mined to beur, but as proof to Eu-
rope in an uncontrovertible form that
the Dominions are with Great Britain
in her resolve to maintain her suprem-
acy at sea and to resist the domina-
tion of any rival power.. The effect of
such .a demonstration at.the present
moment cannot be estimated too high.
But for the future interest will centre
more-and more upon the local naval
services which Australia and Canada
are preparing to develop. That is the
channel in which the main stream of
national opinion in both countries has
for some time been clearly disposed to
run. The Canadian resolution passed
this .week follows closely. the memo-
randum presented by Canadian minis-
ters to the Imperial Conference ; of
1902. The Australian programme - is
based on a current of opinion- which
showed its strength in the Australian
debates upon the Naval Agreement of
1903, and which has gathered volume
with ewvery succeeding year.

The Times thinks that ‘“the sea-
power of the Empire must ultimately

be maintained by all the Dominions in
partnership under some common plan,”
but for -the present ‘it regards it as
the special care of the Home Govern-
ment. 'We fear this article is rather
too long, but it can hardly fail to be
of great interest' to all who are en-
deavoring to reach a proper apprecia-
tion of the relative duties of the va-
rious parts of ‘the Empire in the mat-
ter of naval defence.

ORIENTAL COMPETITION

Mr. Moreton Frewen’s addresses to
the Canadian Clubs in Ottawa and
Montreal have caused some discussion
in the newspapers as to the danger of
Oriental competition in manufactures.
It wili be remembered by Colonist
readers that Mr. Frewen’s point is that
by reason of the depreciation in the
value of the money metal: of the
Orient and the appreciation of ‘prices
in countries using the gold standard,
and also because of the vast natural
resources of China and the abundance
of unskilled labor, Chinese manufac-
turers can produce goods so cheaply
that they may bhe ablé not only to
check our exports to Asia but will
successfully compete in our home
markets. He suggests that some West-
ern Captain of Industry will organize
the latent forces of China and con-
quer the industrial world. The Ot-
tawa Citizen recognizes the danger of
the competition, but thinks it can be
met by a protective tariff. To us this
Seems as & poor expedient, and owe
that would be of necessity local. The
question is not: How could Canada
keep out the products of Chinese labor

when once it is properly organized and
directed to the utilization of the vast
store of raw materials to be found in
that Empire, but how could the dis-
location of all human 1industry be
met. Possibly Mr. Frewen has not hit
upon the remedy, but certainly the
Citizen’s plan of a high tariff “would
be absolutely useless. Our Ottawa con-
temporary would have to convince the,
world that it would be necessary to
wall out China from every country,
Just as some .years ago all countries
were walled out of China. The Mont-
real “Witness thinks -that ‘“until’ the
Huropean can live as cheaply as the
Asiatic or the Oriental raises his
standard to that of the European, the
danger of the world's industries gravi-
tating to the East will continue.”” It
thinks the attempt to raise the price
of silver would be financially disas-
trous. We assume that our Montreal
contemporary never hopes to see the
European degenerate to the - Asiatic
standard of living, and hence that
remedy for the gravitation of the
world’s industries must be eliminated
from the discussion. The alternative
is the elevation of the Asiatic stan-
dard. If we understand the case .at
all. that is one of the objects Which
Mr. Moreton Frewen hopes to attain
by the restoration of silver to the
value which it has before its demone-
tization. Whether the means is equal
to the agcomplishment of such an end
is anotfier matter; but it seems very
obvious; thet-if -we keep*on-increasing
prices in Occidental countries and in
depreciating prices in Oriental coun-
tries, when expressed in terms of our
eurrency, we are gilving the Occidental
producers an advantage which it i3
hopeless for us to try to overcome.

Those persons who were at The
Empress on Monday evening, on the
occasion of the flower shew, will ap-
preciate the question asked by a lady
present. “What,” she sald, “did we do
before this Hotel was built?” = Some-
times we wonder if the people of Vic-
toria realize the changes that have
come about during the last few years.
Newcomers, of course, cannot, but
those of us who recall the days of the
evil-smelling tide flats, the trumpery
bridge, the steamers Utopia, North Pa-
cific, Princess Louise and Yosemite,
will agree with us in saying that the
advent of the ‘Canadian Pacific to Vic-
toria has been a wenderful thing. How
many people know that we have finer
steamers plying between this city of
40,000 people and another city of
70,000, finer than those which ply be-
tween New York and the cities within
a similar or even greater radius? How
many people realize that the scene in
the Empress on Monday night could
only be equalled at a few places in
America? To come to Victoria on such
ships as the Princess Charlotte and
Princess Victoria and to be taken to
such an hotel as.the Empress must
produce’ an impression upon visitors,
the value of which can hardly be ex-
pressed in money. We suppose we
may expect. The Empress during the
coming summer to be a scene of much
brightness. Thousands upon-thousands
of visitors will stay there.

In view of this there ought to be an
effort on the part ‘0f-the city authori-
ties and the citizens indiviZually to
make the town look as well as possible.
It would be a pity if the good impres-
sions produced by the voyage to the
city and The Empress should be de-
stroyed by the:general appearance of
the city. And this observation:holds
good in respect to visitors, whether
they. stay at the Canadian Pacific ho-
tel or at one or. the other. of ‘the ex-
cellent hotels throughout the city. Viec-
toria is very well provided with good
houses for the accommodation of the
traveling puBlic. We do not suppose
there ie anywhere a town of its size
better equipped: in this ‘respect. We
make especial reference to The Empress
because it stands in a class by itself
from the standpoint of appearance and
fitness for =social functions, and be-
cause ‘it 'is representative of the new
era which began in Victoria on the day
the citizens resolved to replace the old
James Bay bridge by the present em-
bankment.

of Germany’s mighty naval develop-
ment comes to be written one name
will stand out in boldest relief—Ad-
miral Alfred von Tirpitz, secretary of
state for the imperial navy. To this
glant, fork-bearded sallor statesman,
a magnificent specimen of Teuton
physique of the old school, mast fall
the lion’s share of credit for the per-
sistent aggressiveness with which the
Fatherland has rushed to the front
rank as a sea power. He is the real
creator of the German fleet. ;

A commoner by birth, with little at
his back except Indomitable energy,
will and ambition, Admiral von Tirpitz
has advanced, through sheer force of
ability and zeal, from a naval cadet-
ship to the supreme direction of the
Empire’'s sea forces. He is perhaps
the world’s only minister of marine
who incorporates in himself the rare
combination of practical seamanship,
eminent executive talent and astute
statesmanship. Sixty years old, he.has
been at the head of the admiralty un-
brokenly for twelve years. It is the
ambition of the Emperor and the
country to keep him there as long as
he'can be prevailed upon to stay. Ad-
miral von Tirpitz himselm set the limit
of his usefulness at the date when the
naval laws he fashioned are fully car-
ried out—when German's .proud
squadrons of Dreadnoughts and Invin-
cibles are a fleet in being.

Caste Not Essential.

Von Tirpitz’s career is an inspiring
contradiction of the theory that birth
and caste are essential to advance-
ment in German gavernment service.
Born far remote from salt water, at
Kustrin an Older, tn the March of
Brandenburg, as the son of a Prussian,
K. C., thére was nothing in his origin
to suggest the future admiral and na-
val administrator. At sixteen, at the
end of a gymnasium education, he be-
came a cadet in the modest aggrega-
tion of frigates known as the Prussian
navy. Four years later he had won
a lieutenancy, and at twenty-five he
had attained the coveted rank of a
lieutenant-commander. It was while
in this comparatively unimportant po-
sition that Von Tirpitz first revealed
his amazing capacity for initiative and
his abality to impose his ideas on su-
perior and inferior alike.

In 1891 Von Tirpitz had carved his
way to the chiefship of staff at the
Kiel station, headquarters of the fleet,
a position which gave him rich oppor-
tunity for his inexhaustible %wers of
initiative and organization.
seeing eye he first turned his atten-
tion to the creation and perfection of
the torpedo service. The German
fleet’'s acknowledged strength in that
branch of naval warfare is essentially
and primarily Von Tirpitz's achieve-
ment. It was he who mapped out and

Having founded the torpedo . school,
Von Tirpitz dedicated himself to bring
order out of administrative chaos at
the Kiel station. It was reserved for
him a year and a half later to be ele-
vated to the heights at which he had
himself hurled many vigorous broad-
sides—the State Secretaryship of the
Admiralty at Berlin. He was then
given a chance to prove his theories
in practice.

Having accomplished the Herculean
fask of administrative reorganization,
he began to busy himself with the
paramount question of a fleet worthy
of the name. The great Naval law of
1909 was born in Von Tirpitz’s brain.
Though an unflinching believer in
“Germany’s future upon the water,”
he has never been an extreme zealot
or naval expansionist.

Fights Valiantly Under Diffi-
culties—Dr. Fagan®"Points
Out Expectoration Dangers

The fact that only six members:of
the Anti-Tuberculosis Sociéty were
present at the monthly meéeting was
pointed to yesterday ag an example of
the extreme difficulty the organizers of
this most laudable work here experi-
ence in arousing public intérest. i

The meeting was held in the eity
hall, with the following members pre-
sent:

Mrs. Barnard, president; Mrs. Munn,
treasurer; Mrs. Carmichael, Mrs. Coles,
Mrs, Tye and Dr. C. J. Fagan.

The following letter, which is self
explanatory, was read by the treas-
urer, Mrs. Munn:

Dear Madam,—I have the pleasure
«to acknowledge receipt of cheques for
the sums of $100 and $530 respectively,
the former being the contribution of
Mr. Price Ellison, M. P. P, and the
latter the proceeds of the recent rum-
mage sale held in the city hall under
the auspices of your society.

I beg to enclose herewith formal re-
ceipts for the above sums, showing
the accounts to which they have been
placed and I am instructed by the di-
rectorate to convey to yourself and to
the ladies of your society, to whose
activity and devotion in'a deserving
cause we are indebted for this hand-
some and gratifying augmentation of
our depleted maintenance fund, the
cordial expression 'of their thanks and
their deep appreciation of the enthu-
siasm and self-sacrifice which has
marked the course of the society in so

'A member of her fam-
ily, the writer stated, was addicted to
the habit, and there had been ' two
deaths from tuberculosis in the house.
The letter was referred to Dr. Fagan, ]
who will reply enclosing -a copy: of
rules which the sogiety 'has been “en-
deavoring to impress on the public for
some time past. s

This matter of indiscriminate ex-
pectoration, and. the vital part which,
it played in the spread of tuberculosls
drew some strong remarks from Dr.
Fagan. - The Jetter, he said, unhappily
illustrated a condition of affairs which
prevailed in Victoria, and it seemed to
be impossible to arouse the people to
the dangers which it entalled. If
every person possessed the spirit evi-
denced by the writer of the letter un-
der -consideration an immense amount
of good could be- achieved. The fact
that the meeting which was being held
could attract only six persons in a
city where there were eight or ten
churches, .did not, Dr, Fagan stated,
redound, to the credit of the ,church-
goers. ‘“Was it too. much to ask the
church-goers to' come to the help of
the society?” . The members were
working under a natural law which
in his opinion was every bit as sacred
as a spiritual law. Some people, hé
said, were of opinion that tuberculosis
was a visitation specially sent by God.
A woman had come into his office not
long ago and had fallen on her knees
and cursed the Almighty for the con-
sumption blight in her family. But it
was mankind which was responsible
for the Scourge. This questfon of ex-
pectoration is a very serious one and
some Strong teasures were necessary.

Most Reprehensible

Mrs. Barnard drew attention to the
fact that the habit even prevailed in
street cars, and suggested that the de-
linquents should be fined. It was
. necessary, she said, to make an ex-
ample of some one,

Dr. Fagan reported a sad case of a
youth who had recently arrived in Vic-
toria from ‘Edinburgh, Scotland, in an
advanced stage of consumption. His
case was hopeless, and owing to his
frail condition he had been unable to
get work, Doctors in Edinburgh knew
of his hopeless state before he left and
vet they had permitted him to emi-
grate. The matter had been ‘brought
to the attention ef the immigration
authorities ‘with .a view to his being
returned  home, and if they failed to
act it was likely that the local gov-
ernment would take some steps.

Prior to the next monthly meeting,
which will be held on the 17th prox.,
a strong effort’ will be made to arouse
interest among the members and to
secure a large attendance. All the
members will be circularized, and it is
hoped that by this method a consider-
able number will be induced to attend
as matters 0f great importance will be
discussed.

The meeting adjourned after pass-.

ing a resolution to send a letter of
sympathy to Mrs. Fulton, who reecent-
ly lost her san.

Thus the number of slips of the ex-
istenece of which we have positive in-
formation is fourteen ready, and six
which could speedily be completed. The
difference between our figure, 14, and
Mr. McKenna's of 17, given in the
House of Commons debate, is to be ex-
plained by the fact that other slips
have recently been completed by firms
which have not given information. It
may be taken as certain that there is
accommodation in the yards for build-
ing sixteen Dreadnoughts annually.

There is no very recent information
as to the ekxact capacity of the Ger-
man yards for the rapid‘.construction
of Dreadnoughts. Enormous  strides
dre known to have been made in the
last two years, while the gun and arm-
or department at Krupp’s have been
very greatly increased. The number of
German slips ceapable of building
Dreadnoughts was stated by Mr. Mc-
Kenna in the Houses of Commons on
Tuesday at seventeen, ready or. con-
structing, while there is -yet another
slip capable of holding a cruiser of the
Invincible class.

On these figures there is nothing to
prevent Germany from laying down
seventeen Dreadnoughts ‘in any one
year, but her gun-makers and armor
works would not at the present. mo-
ment be able to equip so- many. ships
rapidly.

The best test of what could practic-
ally be done is given in the returns
made to Count Reventlow by the great
German shipbuilding firms, They
show the extreme limit attainable in
Germany in 1907:

Vulkan Co., Stettin: 2 Dreadnoughts
and 2 large, cruisers ecould be laid
down each year and completed in two'
and a half to three years. ;

Vulkan Co., Hamburg: 1 Dread-
nought each year completed in two
and a half years. -

Blohm & Voss, Hamburg: 2 Dread-
noughts each year completed in two
years.

Schichau, Elbing & Danzig: 4
~-Dreadnoughts each year completed in
three years. i

‘Weser, Bremen: 2 Dreadnoughts each
year completed in two years.

Germania, Kliel: s 2 Dreadnought
each year completed in two years,

Kiel Dockyard: 1 Dreadnought each
year completed in two years.

Wilhelmshaven Dockyard: 1 Dread-
nought each year completed in two
years.

The total works out at about fifteen
Dreadnoughts which could be laid down
annually and completed in two to
three years. The figures are not abso-
lutely modern and there may have been
some advance on them. Possibly Ger-
many, if she exerted herself to the
utmost and made due preparations be-
foréhand, could for a short term of
yvears. turn out Dreadnoughts at’ the
rate of ten per Annum, thirty months

after giving the order.

CHANGED TONDITIONS

E live in an age of revivals, yet with all
our enterprise there is one rediscovery
we have faijled to make, and that is
the Home! No apologw is needed for
the Capital letter; it needs emphasiz-
ing if ever a word did, for the present
age has practically forgotten its mean-
ing and value. Yes, we want it badly.

: Home is no longer, as one great writer
aefines it, “the great object in life.” In fact it would
11 the charm of a new world if 'it were revived,

still awalts, 80 to say, its Columbus.
inwhile it must be owned that everything in

r modern milieu tends to depress the ideal once

herished by our more domesticated ancestors.

One must go back to a past generation to find it,
a generation which knew nothing of “reyolting
daughters” and_the “bachelor woman,” who by the
way Is greatly responsible for the changed ideals of
the 20th century, a generation which knew not the
Suffragette, or the Suffragist, nor the lddy who “goes
in” for “higher education,” politics, and various so-
cieties and cults! These do not tend to foster love of
the home and its essentially domestic charm:

For is not home the centre. of the domesticities,
and where are they today? Relegated to the limbo
of neglected ideals, and forgotten duties, and instead
of soiling our hands in the kitchen or imbruing them
with soapsuds (one reactionary friend of mine main-
tains that the wash tub 'is a woman’s special prov-
ince), we preserve them for the manicurist.

Fancy the modern mistress of a household spend-
ing her time, like that charming French chatelaine
Eugenie de Guerin, between a volume of Plato and
superintending the cooking of the dinner! What a
fusion of the real and the ideal, yet doubtless neither
pudding or. platonics suffered in the process. But
unfortunately there are deep practical causes at work
to destroy the sweet realities of home in our midst.
Living in flats, boarding houses and hotels helps a
great deal to destroy domesticity, as it destroys love
of home life. And then there are women’s clubs,
though it is not necessary to depreciate clubs—they
are excellent things—in their way! But for all that
the facilities offered both by clubs and hotels for en-
tertaining count for much in minimizing the charms
of more homely functions within one’s own four
walls.

A woman no longer takes a pride in presiding at
her own table as its head and hostess when she finds
that she can give a smarter dinner within the far less
comfortable surroundings of a fashionable hotel. We
have quite forgotten the bliss of domesticity in view
of the competing attractions of multiplied theatres
and concerts, of debates and lectures, of philantropic
interests, to say nothing of one of the greatest factors
of the destruction of home life—the modern craze—
bridge! %

It is now the fashion to consider domestic lfe
deadly dull, but when the reaction takes place, and
there will surely come a reaction, how very great the
change will seem!

Another modern factor in this destruction of home
life is the fact that we women have tasted thegde-
lights of public life, and now we apparently meah to
revel in them to the utmost. Darning stockings is
but dull compared with debating, and fancy work is a
poor substitute for the suffrage question! As for
home dressmaking, who would be bothered with it
when you can buy the “ready-made” at the sales at
its best and cheapest? One powerful incentive to-
wards a revival of the home should be the fact of its
being a school of grace and beauty.

A woman never showed to such undoubted advan-
tage as when she sat over the spinning wheel, or over
the embroidery frame, did she but know it, yet today
she perversely prefers to smoke a cigarette! The
time may come when we shall seek in the merely
physical exercise afforded in household . Jabor .the
means of developing our grace of movement to per-
fection, and realise that 'making beds ‘and even
scrubbing fleprs-arg by no means contemptible exer-
cises ‘but may be pursued with profit and pleasure.
If ever we do get women to take an interest in the
home again, such an interest as was the rule, not the
exception, only a short time ago, only ‘a 'little way
back in the ages, what a delight it will be, And what
{s so important, our too long neglected nurseries, they
will be gardens of delight, where the child lives they
shelter will become increasing sources of wonder and
interest to the mother who finds in her home her most
sacred ties and her best and highest duties, ‘which no
outside attraction can ever weaken or neutralise. .

“The queen of the home,” an old-fashioned ideal,
but what a precious one!

Is. there any kingdom better worth having than
the unique realm where we can all be crowned queens
in our own right and exercise such sweet and undis+
puted sovereignty?

Surely “home sweet home” may become.something
more than a mere empty echo of a worn-out tradi-

tion, to us women of the twentieth century, for with |

all our conguered provinces there is none to compare
or to equal the gncient inalienablg, sphere, where a
woman-may reign supreme!

1t is Ruskin who has defined the ideal of home life
a8 “woman within her gates the centre of order, and
the balm of distress.” And if we have wandered
without these same gates, chafing at their restric-
tions and vainly seeking abroad the “things that are
more excellent,” when, all the time, they await us at
home, it is not too late to retrace our. straying steps,
and pick up the dropped threads of domestic life
“within the gates.” It is the safe place, and who shall
dispute it with us? Let -us always remember that
“there’'s no place like home!”
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GOWNS AND GOSSIP

I have seen a good many new models of the coat
and skirt description, and the skirts are all short.
They ¢lear the ground entirely and are as practical
as possible. We can certainly sult our own particular
fads in the style of skirt we adopt, for while pleated
skirts are many and varied, there are all sorts of
plain styles, somte with panels, and others with box-
pleats disposed at the different seams.

Many of the coats are shorter, but the straight
back is the correct thing, and walstcoats are as fash-
jopable as they were in the autumn. Quantities of
braiding are used and braid buttons and loops adorn
suits of both cloth and serge.

The coat proper had no
collar, but a waistcoat of black and orange ribbed silk
showed like a wide edition f a man’s slip, and this
was cut with a roll over collar, which came outside
the coat in a most effective manner. Blue serge Is
always smarter with a touch of orange or old rose, or
vieux bleu, excepting when  a severe and entirely
country suit is contemplated and then one must trust
to the cutting and the smartness of the weaving to
effect a really successful issue.

Cashmere is really the most obliging ‘of all ma-
terials, for it makes the afternoon gown to perfection,
and is so becoming to everybody. The young and
slim can wear it in light coloring, and the elderly
and those who are not so slim can choose it in all
sorts of deep tones, while black cashmere never looks
dingy or dowdy, if skilfully treated.

Jet hats and toques are Very much in request, so
the milliners tell me, and after all is said and done,
there is nothing more attractive than a black jet
toque, with a large agrafe at the side. Huge turbans
of colored tulle are approved of for the afternoon,
vhile for the morning a very coarse and very shiny
straw is used, and hats with gigantic bows are new
and also nice, when they emanate from the hand of
“one who knows.” :

He is rarely
hi\ny—every age has_ it own amusements, and the
tendency to crowd those belonging to different ages
into one is much to blame for encouraging precoctiy.
Precocity is like cramming; in that it fills the mind
with a mas sSof ill-assortéed matter, which gradually
changes and disappears, leaving a weary void. It also
leads to that lack of enthusiasm without which life
loses its brightness and tends to becomeg rey. The
od adage, “Whom the Gods love die young” does not
necessarily apply to age, but to those fortunate ones
who, in sptie of advancing years, have succeeded in
keeping a youthful mind.

PEOPLE PLACES AND THINGS

Wealth of Georgia Negroes.

The assessed value of the taxable property of ne-
groes in Georgia is $27,000,000, which is an increase of
about 400 per cent. in twenty-five years. This would
indicate that the negro is faring well in Georgia and
has the protectiorP of the law in the enjoyment of his
property rights. ' The faet that considerably =over
200,000 negro children are in the common schools of
the State, the expense of which is borne almost en-
tirely by the whites, is evidence that the white people
of Georgia are doing a generous part toward the edu-
cation of the negro.

Increase in Sugar Consumption.

The world’s production of sugar practically has
doubled in the last twenty years. In 1887 the output
was 17,000,000,000 pounds and in 1907 it was 32,000,-
000,000.. In the former year ‘the DInited States con-

ed in finding it, however. The explanation of the in-
cident is a most extraordinary one. It appears that
the vessels of the Channel Fleet were greatly puzzled
by strange and incomprehenhible messages signalled
by the Diamond to the other vessels of the fleet.

Motors’ Death Toll.

Statistics compiled by the Automobile association
show that fifty persons were -killed and 176 injured
by motor vehicles of all descriptions in Great Britain
from November 14th to February 13th, a period of

thirteen weeks. In 35 cases verdicts of accidental
death were returned by coroners’ juries, and in 23 of
these, the drivers were exonerated from blame.

Roman Memorial Tablet.

While engaged in preparing the municipal cricket
pitches on the South Common, Lincoln, Eng., work-
men have, says the Standard of Empire, unearthed
some broken portions of a memorial tablet of the
Roman period, On piecing them together it was
found that with the exception of two letters, the
whole of the inscription was intact, and reads as fol-
lows: “C. Valerius, C. F. Maec. Mil. Leg. IX. Sign.
Hospitis, Aun XXXV., Stip. XIIL T P.1.LH” The relic
has since been removed to the Lincoln City and

Cournity Museum, and the inscription has been trans-’

lated as follows: ‘Caius Valerius Maecenas, the son
of Caius, soldier and standard bearer of the Ninth
Legion called Hespes. He served 35 years and saw
13 campaigns. He gave orders in his will for the
erection of the monument. He is buried here.” It is
believed that the tablet has been removed from some
of the ancient parts of the . city as .rubbish and
thrown on the common, where it was discovered cov-
ered over with grass.

Lord Strath-
cona thinks that every boy in Canada should be
trained to be a soldier in this way, and he has set
apart a quarter of a million dollars, which will give
a yearly income of $10,000, to be used for the pur-
pose of paying instructors and supplying rifles to
the older boys. *

It is believed by Lord Strathcona and many others
that every man should know how to defend his coun-
try, and that the best way to bring this about is to
drill the boys-and to teach them, to love their country.
These people say that, whether 'the boys will have to
fight or not, when they grow to. be men,.the drill does
them good. It makes ‘them strong in body, it
teaches them to obey orders promptly, and it trains
them to work together. They learn to be neat in
their person and respectful. All these habits and
qualities are of value to a man whatever may be his
calling. Brave men are aiways gentle to the weak.
Many of the noblest men have been soldlers, and
although in these days nations do not go to war for
little things, as they did long agg, the day may come

when 'the men of any nation must fight to protect '

their homes, their wives and their little ones.
ready to do this is the part of wise men.

The war cloud that for a leng time has rolled
back and forward Over Turkey and her neighbors
has passed away. The despotic power of the Sultan
has gone and the people of that country are free to
make their own laws and enjoy in safety the fruits
of their labor. Bulgaria has become an independent
country, over whom no other nation has any power,
and new Servia has been made to understand that
she must not expect any-assistance in’ her quarrel
with Austria. She has been told that her soldiers
must not even threaten to fight her big neighbor,
and that it is not of the least use to hope that Bosnia
and Herzegovina will either become independent or
be allowed to unite with their smaller neighbor.

The King of Servia had troubles of his own while
the nation was in danger. The heir to the throne,
Prince George, a young man of twenty-two, was
very wild and wicked. He not only tried to. per-
suade his father’s subjects to go to war, but his be-
havior was a disgrace to the nation. At last it was
suspected that he murdered his servant, and although
this was denied, he has given up his right to suc-
ceed to his father’s throne, It'is said tnat this has
made peace easier. King Peter has appointed his
second . son, Alsxander, to be his heir. Wild and
wicked as Prince George was, there seems to have
been something noble about him, when he yielded
his place to his brother, gnd yet offered his services
as a soldier to his country. It is said that the Rus-
sian people are not pleased at the triumph of Aus-
tria. However that may be, it is not likely that there
will be further trouble in the Balkans for a long
time to come.

The world’s forests are growing smaller year by
yvear. The first settlers in Canada and the United
States looked upon trees as their ememies. The axe
and the fire were used to destroy them. Often miles
and “miles of waluable timber were burned by some
careless farmer, as he kindled a pile of brush and
allowed the fire to run into the woods. No trees
were left to shade the river's banks or to shelter the
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cattle from winter's cold and summer’s. heat. In
those days no one ‘knew that in‘the great central
plain of North America, there were thousands -of
square -miles where no trees grew, or if they knew
they did not think of the demand there would be
for lumber when the pra#iries were settled. Too late
they learned their folly, and now, in many parts
of the country young forests are being planted. But
trees take long to grow, and meanwhile every year
sees lumber scarcer while the need' for it is in-
creasing.

Nowhere on this continent are there such splen-
did forests as in this province. The mild and damp
climate causes trees to grow to 'a great size. Al-
ready ships laden with British: Columbia lumber sail
to every part of the world. <Very wisely.the govern-
ment have made regulations -concerning: forest fires
and careless cutting of trees that will prevent useless
destruction. A

During- the past month. many thousands of acres
of ‘timber limits have been spld -to rich men from the
United States. They -and others offer to buy. still
larger ‘tracts. .Some: of thesé men will erect saw-
mills in the province, othe#g ‘want the lumber to
build - bridges or supply facfories of one-~kind -or:
other. They are.willing to pay the owneérs here high
prices” for their valuable property.

There is great excitement in Great Britain, and,
indeed, through the whole Empire. England's citle
of “Mistress of tHe Seas™ is, so her :statesmen say,
in danger. Germsny is building ‘battleships at ‘a
greater rate than she is, and it is feared that the
British navy will not be able to defend the shores
of Britain if Germany ‘attacks her.. Though the
Asquith Government or’qy finds that Engldnd can
build four big battleships this year, Sir Edward
Grey acknowledges that more are needed. At the
same time, he says that this building of great ships
will, if continued, ruin Europe. Still he declares that
for her safety, England must keep pace with Ger-
many. Sir Reginald: McKenna, the Lord of the Ad-
miralty, said very much the same thing a few days
ago. % . 3

It is felt by all the great colonies of the Em-
pire that it is not fair that they should look for pro-
tection in time of danger to the Mother Country and
not assist in their own defence. New Zealand of-
fered at once to send money to build a Dreadnought.
Australia said that her plan was to build battle-
ships of her own and to help the Mother Country to
defend her should she he attacked. The Govern-
ment of Canada has promised to provide for the
naval defence of our own country. This Mr. Borden
and all the members of'the Opposition agreed to. In
his speech, Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that if ever
Great Britain was threatened, the colonies would
come to her aid. The pramise made in Parliament
must be fulfilleq by the people of Canada. This
country is rich. It has no right to expect England
to defend it without help. But a navy is not to be
built quickly 'and when Mr. Borden said the work
‘should be begun at once he spoke like an hhnest and
sensible man. We may well hope .-that war wil
never come, but to shut our eyes to its danger will
not keep it away. § :

The British Association 'for the advance of
Science will meet in Winnipeg in the autumn. This
association is a very wise and learned ‘body, and
there is not one of its members who has not made
himself famous for his knowledge or for his dis-
coveries. 2N

It is seventy-nine years since this society held its
first annual meeting. The men who then sat round
the table have long since passed away, and it almost
geems -as if a new world had taken the place of the
one they knew. There was not a rallroad and very
few steamers in the year '1829. Scientists were busy
making experiments with electricity. They knew it
was the fluild that causedrthe lightning, that it was
dJangerous, and they had léarned how to produce it.

- by some patient student, who was almost afraid to

say what he believed. As for telephones and elec-
tric cars, they were not dreamed of. That messages
could be sent across the ocean or over continents
through the air and received by any vessel or build-
ing where a machine was placed for the purpose
would have:been thought quite as impossible as we
now look upon a voyage to the moon. Everyone
worked by the light of candles or curious lamps
filled with vegetable or animal oil, for .no one had
vet found the oil wells which have made such im-
mense fortunes, Much less had anyone thought that
electricity could be made to give a steady light. Even
in' England machines’ had only begun to take the
place of the hand-workers in the great factories that
were beginning to rear their tall chimneys, and in
Canada spinning, weaving and carding were done
at home: : - §

Many diseases of which we secarcely hear, and
others that we no longer dread, carried off people by
thousands. These changes/ ‘and a thousand others,
which have made life so much easier for us all, were
brought about by the discoveries of such men as
these, who will visit Canada next autumn. Wherever
they have worked they have done good. They have
made the ground more fertile and have given one’
man power to do the work of many. It is owing to
them that we are able to enjoy the fruits of far-dis-
tant lands, and that butter, meat and fish can be
kept fresh for many weeks in the hottest climiates.

It does not seem possible that durlng the next
eighty years such wonderful changes can be wrought
3s have taken place since this society was formed.
Yet, though scientists have .taught men how to use
for their own purposes the forces of nature, though
they have made servants of water, air, electricity
and heat, as well as many things on and under the
earth, they have not changed the human nature.

A Water Glass

'The boy who lives near any kind of water will
enjoy owning a water glass.

Boys, not unlike girls and grown-up people, like to
make discoveries and.are -curious about, that which
is not visible. The stones, shells, and growths under
the water are of great interest,. and with this glass
one may see the bottom in twice as deep water as
without ‘one.

The water glass may- be made wvery sasily- by a
boy; and the enjoyment of using one made by one’s
own ‘self will be greatly increased. The one used by
our party was made by taking an grdlnary piece of
window glass: 8 x 10 and with four pieces of board

: sawed, slanting so that the top was somewhat larger

than the bottom—possibly measuring 10 x 12. The

. glass was puttied in the bottom and, the wood painted

green to keep it from warping and to help absorb
the rays of light.

The water glass box is used by placing the glass
next to the water and in looking through this many
secrets of the deep will be revealed. 'Our party was
making a trip in St. George’s Bay in the Bermuda
Islands, and' with' this ' glass the corals, . beautiful
shells, sea-fans, sea-eggs, mosses, and-séaweeds
just as nature arranged them were very interesting.
Our oarsman had a fish-pot or trap in this bay and
from the deep, deep water with a boat-hook he pulled
this from the bottom and found three immense lob-
sters in it. They were of such: interest to wus that
we took their pictures with the water glass.” At the
left of the glass is a sea-egg which the guide tleaned
for us. He removed the animal from the- inside-and
scraped the hundreds of pine-like threads from the
surface, leaving the shell, whieh is a beautiful speci-
men of the sea-egg or sea-urchin.

A Black Water

In 1663 g0 little was tea known in Germany that.a
writer of that period mentions it simply as “a black
water with an acid taste”; and six years later the
Muscovite Ambassador at the court of the Mogul de-
‘clined accepting a large present of tea for his master
on the plea that it would be only troubling him with
a commodity for which he had no use. England is
generally believed to have first imported it from Hol-
land, the Dutch for a time obtaining it in exchange
for sage, which the connoisseurs of the Flowery
Land regarded as superior to their own dainty. But,
if “Oliver Cromwell's tea-pot’ is a veritable relic, then
the beverage must have been known before the year
1660, which is the date generally fixed for its intro-
duction. The probabilities are, however, that the
Protector had merely received the vessel in guestion
with some of the new herb as a curiosity, for in noné
of the contemporary dramatists or works of the.period
is any allusion made to either. But in 1687 Lord
Clarendon  expréssly notes in his dlary that, after
supper with Pere Couplet, he had tea, which his

‘guest declared was “really as good as any he had

drunk in China.” From this period its popularity
increased, for even when tea was much dearer than
coffee, the laboring classes, unlike their brethren on
the continent, never took kindly to the latter.
