Very Little Change m HI» Condition—A Fair Ap- 
petite—Opening of the Parotid Gland.

The wounded president had yesterday 
another day of little change. His appetite 
has improved and the condition of his 
stomach is more favorable. In the afternoon 
the swollen gland was opened and a small 
Quantity of pus escaped. This was iraroe- 
alately followed by an increase of pulse, 
which continued until late in the evening. 
There is further talk about the removal of 
the patient from thê white house, and Dr. 
Bliss telegraphed Dr. Agnew at Philadel­
phia yesterday to return to Washington at 
once to consider thé matter. The president 
himself appears to be possessed with a 
morbid desire to get away—which can’t be 
regarded as a good sign.

BLAINE CABLED LOWELL

“ I simply declined,” 5fd the judge,

of the high court of just__- yet. As a
judge of the queen’s bench I can do any­
thing that I could have done before—sit in 
term, hold assizes, Ac.—but the court that 
was sitting yesterday was a court sitting in 
accord with a rule made by the high court 
of justice ; and until the judges of that 
court have commissions I don’t see how 
they can act as judges of the high court of 
justice.

On the reporter asking how it was 
that he could still sit in his old 
capacity, Mr. Cameron replied, 
cause I am continued by the act 
of parliament with all the powers as a judge 
that I had before.”

What was the nature of the court held 
yesterday ?

“The court was convened yesterday for 
the purpose of swearing in officers.”

Referring to the opinion held by some 
persons that the difficulty was one which 
would peculiarly affect criminal matters, he 
said, “ It has nothing, to do with criminal 
matters, because the judges are continued 
in their powers, and they may hold sessions 
as they could have done before. The only 
difficulty is that the proceedings must be 
taken in the name of the high court of jus­
tice ”

Have you beard anything about the stand 
the other judges are taking ?

“ I think there is very considerable 
doubt in the other judges’ minds ; but none of 
them is disposed to raise any obstacle that 
can possibly be avoided.

NO SERIOUS OBSTRUCTION.
In reply to the question whether the dif­

ficulty would cause any serions obstruction 
in the business of the courts, Mr. Cameron 
said he did not think it would, for the rea- 

that the judges still retained their 
power to sit as single judges. In fact, the 
whole difficulty, as Mr. Cameron said, was 
one rather of form than substance—the 
judges retained their old powers, but they 
were not judges of the high court of justice, 
and would not be* until they were ap­
pointed.

ARE THE OLD COURTS ABOLISHED ’ 
asked the reporter.

To this question Mr. Cameron said that 
if they were abolished os courts—their 

powers being vested in the high court of 
justice—the powers of the judges remained 
intact.

6.30 p. m —Shortly after the noon bulletin 
was i>6ued an incision was made into the 
swelling on the right side of the president’s 
face, for the purpose of relieving the tension: 
of the swollen parotid gland and of giving 
vent to the pus, a small quantity of which 
was evacuated. He has taken a larger 
quantity of liquid food by the mouth to-day 
than yesterday, and has been entirely free 
from nausea. His temperature this after­
noon is, however, higher than yesterday at 
the same hour, and the pulse somewhat 
more frequent.

A LAWYER'S OPINION. THE SYNDICATE MOVING.PROFESSIONAL CARDS. A leading member of the bar, who is 
also a member of the Ontario legislature, 
said in an interview yesterday that he was 
not acquainted with the exact nature of Mr. 
Justice Cameron’s objections. The Ontario 
judicature act he said, does not, as the Eng­
lish act did, abolish the old courts. It only 
change s their names. The old cou i ts of appeal, 
queen’s bench, chancery and common pleas 

united and consolidated to constitute 
one supreme court of judicature. This court 
has two permanent divisions, the high court 
and the court of appeal. The latter is the 
old court of appeal ; the former consists of 
the other three courts, each, of which con­
stitutes a division. Thus there is the 
queen’s bench division of the high court, 
the chancery division and the common 
pleas division, and the judges of these three 
courts or divisions are called justices of the 
high court.

NO COURT HAS BEEN ABOLISHED ; 
there has only been a change of name. The 
high court is declared to be “ a continua­
tion” of the three courts which compose it, 
and possessed of the 
Furthermore, every existing judge is de­
clared to remain in the same condition, aud 
capable and liable to perform all duties 
which he would have been capable or liable 
to perform, as if the mew act had not
t>a\Vhy, then, should it be considered 
that the commissions of the judges had 
expired ? There has been a fusion of the 
courts, but none of them have been 
abolished. The old distinctions have been 
preserved, and the old powers of the judges 
are unaltered. The names of the courts 
and the titles of the judges have been 
changed, and that is about the extent of 
the matter, so tar as concerns the relation 
of the judges to the courts. If parliament 
changes a man’s name he does not thereby 
forfeit the right to his property. Why 
should a change in the name of a court, or 
in the title of any officer of a court, be 
held as forfeiting any office in it ?

(From the Kanewt City Time».)

Comanche Rill, who is now on the way 
to join Gen. Terry as his scout, seems to 
have been received with much respect in 
Kansas city. He is described as having 
long hair, a blue flannel shirt, an enormous 
felt hat, and as being in other respects 
“the typical scout of fact and fiction." 
But immediately afterwards it seems that 
this cannot be so, because “ he is taciturn 
almost to a fault, and is loth to talk of 
himself. ” Still he consented to talk, and 
his first subject was rather a melancholy 
one, being the massacre of 1862, in which 
all of his family perished :

I remember she 
came to me and leaned over and kissed me, 
and said, “ Well, there’s a kiss from your 
mother, lad and when I came back she 
lay across the floor with a hole in her sknll, 
killed by them red devils. Oh! I’ve had a 
scalp for every drop of blood they spilled 
that day,’ he continued. ‘I took an oath 
that as long as I could look through the 
hind sights of a rifle I’d kill every Sioux 
Indian I got a chance to shoot at. ’ ”

It is not only family, however, that 
Comanche Bill lacks, but friends :

“ ‘Have you any friends in Missouri, 
Comanche *’

“ ‘Friends ! No, I ain’t got no friends 
anywhere. The only friends I ever had 
were a pair of good six-shooters, and when 
they cracked I knowed they reached for 
keeps. ’ ”

A little lighter vein of conversation, how­
ever, was fortunately touched on next :

As stated in a note on the judicature act 
in Tuesday’s World, one of the effects of 
the act is to substitute plain statements of 
fact for the old formal pleadings. The 
change may be illustrated by an example. 
Suppose that Jones owed Smith $293 for 
drapery, the latter would formerly have 
stated his claim in the following rigmarole :

For money payable by defendant to the

THE NEW PA RLIAMENT BUILDINGS.

That pensions should only be granted in 
cases where they are absolutely necessary 
to secure the service needed U sound doc­
trine, and has been accepted by the state of 
New York, or rather by the governor there­
of, who vetoed a bill providing pensions for 
teachers. Where men have to risk their 
lives in the public behalf there is an obvions 

'propriety in agreeing, if injury 
follows the venture, to sustain the un­
fortunate or shield those dependent upon 
them from want ; though in such cases we 
believe the line between decay and sudden 
debility consequent upon the service ren­
dered ought to be much more strictly drawn 
than is often done.
