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BEFORM IN DIVINF WORSHIP.

Dr. Parsons Thinks There Should be a
New Departure in Chinrch ~ervice.

In his morning discourse at Kunox church
yesterday, Bev, Dr, Parsons spoke from a’
passage in the eighth chapter of Nehemiah
bearing on religious instruction as connected
with public worship. The rev. doctor
_alluded strongly to the ignorance which
now-a-dsy prevails in all grales of society
with respect to the bible and its standard
truths, He cited the case of persons who
could even repeat the holy writ verbatim
and who were in the darkest ignorance of
some of the main principles of religion as
laid downinit. He eondemued the prac-
tice so prevalent in modern Sunday schools
of requiring children to learn off by rote,
line by line and verse by verse of the
scriptures, the meaning of which neither
they nor their teachers even, perhaps would
anderstand. He held that there was too much
teaching and too much preaching in mod.
ern fimes. One sermon s day was enough
for any minister to prepare properly or any
congregation to listen to ull’xde:e yproperl
benefitted thereby. There was too muc
cramming of texts and theoretic religion.
The present mode of worship did not ori-
ginate in the early christian church, but
was inaugurated in days when puritanic
zeal swayed all hearts and consciences, the
willing and the unwilling alike, There is
& possibility of the most eager believer
being overfed with religious truth. There
is too much machinery in the modern
worship. It was too cumbrous, too
lengthy and too formal. In public service,
for instance, every one, during a discourss,
dtiould be allowed and even encouraged to
get up and question the speaker on any
points which might require elucidating. In
short, public service should be a confer-
ring together on scriptural truths for mu-
tual edification.

There need be no doubt
of thefact that the country is liberal on
the whole, and were public opinion truly
reflected, a liberal government and nothing
else would be perpetually in power in Can-
ada. - But a fatal mistake has been made
by liberal leaders, of which Sir John Mac-
donald has mot been slow to take
advantage. Mr. Alexander Mackenzie, ever
since’ he entered public life has tried to
snake believe that he was fighting over
ugain, the battle for vopular Canadian rights,
which & greater Mackenzie than he really
fought and wop forty years and more ago.
We had occasion the other day to remark

. that Canadians of the younger gencration

aould do well to acquaint themselves with
4he history of the times when (anada’s
political rights were really fought for and
won, against all the power of toryism in
+4he colonial office and the colony together.
*I'hat is as » matter of history; not that we
are to imagine that, drawing near to the
close of the nineteenth century, we are still
fighting for responsible government and
the secnlarization of the clergy reserves.

He was briefly replied to by l%e premier
in a neat speech, which was followed by a
humorous critique of the speech from Moses
Oates, Ald Hallam replied with a vigorous
speech on behalf of the government, and
was followed by Mr. Alfred Jury, who pro-
tested against those paragraphs of the
speech which accepted glory for Canada as
reflected from England. Mr. J. Tait fol-
lowed with a brief review of the general
charges emanating from the opposition,
and ended by moving the adjournment of
the debate till Friday evening next. The
tirst sitting of the parliament then broke
up!

O’ROURKE MUST HANG.

Judgment Given b_;llne Court of Queen's
Bench on Saturday.

Judgment was given on Saturday by the
division court of the queen’s bench on the
writ of error {aken out in the case of
Michael O’Rourke, convioted of the mur.
der of the Mahers in Halton. The objec-
tions raised by his counsel impugned the
method of drawing together the jury at the
trial, which is done under a provincial act,
Mr, Murphy contending that the dominion
alone could deal with this matter. Chief
Justice Hagarty first delivered judgment,
saying that the only question was whether
the dominion parliament had sanctioned or
adopted the Ontario jurors’ act, He
thought that had been done and no inconsist-
ent act had been passed by the legislature,
On the whole he thought judgment must
-be given for the crown. Justices Armour
and Cameron both delivered written judg-
ments concurring in the conclusion already
reached. Arguing from the decision of the
court of appeals in Queen v. Hodge, the
latter judge thought that if the provincial
legislature had power to delegate its author-
ity a fortiori, so had the dominion, It was
remarked that the permission given to
bring this case up on a writ of error must
not be taken for a precedent. The prisoner
was in the court and was ordered again
into the custody of the sheriff of Halton.
The date of execution is January 5, 1883,
at Milton. He was taken back to Milton
on Saturday night.

THE DgENS O LOMBARDY.

A Midnight Visit to Some of the Most
Notorious of Them,

A World! reporter, with a substantial
escort, visited three or four of the dens of
Lombard street late on Saturday night.

A Polatedl Rebake of a ‘‘Go-ealled”
Catholic Journal.
On ascending the pulpit of St. Michael’s
cathedral last night Archbishop Lynch,
after praising his people for their regular
attendance at church, told- them of the
‘manner in which the attacks made on him
some months ago in the columns of a *“so-
aalled ’ Roman catholic weekly journal in
Taronto had been the means of doing seri-
ous injury to the cause of Roman catholic
education in Australia, At the recent con-
secration-in Sydney of the largest cathe-
dral in Australia, the archbishop of that
diocese had made a special appeal to his
people for 35,000 to be devoted to the
maintenance of their schools in New South
Wales, in lien of the government
grant, amounting to £9000 a year which
is to be withdrawn. This withdrawal, ac-
cording to Archbishop Lynch came about
in this wise. The Roman catholics of that
province were agitating for the concession
of educational privileges similar to those

2.4ebjoyed by their co-religionists of Ontario,

and were in parliament citing this province
as @ model, when a member of the govern-
ment, who had got hold of the articles pub-
lished some time ago in the paper above re-
ferred.to.on the separate schools of Toronto,
read portions of them in the legislature,
and by this means not only put a stop te
the rate school movement, but led to
a ution to withdraw the t hith-
erto.made to the Roman catholics for edu-
cational purposes.

His grace went on to state that he had
been written to from Sydney for informa-
tion, and could only report that the at-
tacks on himself and the management of the
separate schools was a tissue of falsehoods.
The mischief however had been done, and
he felt more humiliated at these attacks
than ever when he learned how disastrous
the use of his name had been in a province
80 distant. He disclaimed all responsibil-
ity for the articles in question, against
which he had protested at the time, and for
some of which he might have prosecuted
the journal in question. The transition
trom this topic to the recent Marmion dis-

The Bible in the Schools.

Rev, C. W, Brown, president of the Nova

Scotia conference, preached in the Elm

street Methodist church yesterday morning,

and in the course of his remarks referred to
the -question  of the bible in schools and
colleges. He described the efforts that are
being made to keep the scriptures out of
the schools as a struggle for the supremacy
of evil, as a flank movement of the enemy.
Supposing, said he, protestauts of all de-
nominations were willing to see their schools
completely secularized, what would be the
result? The Romish church would not
secularize their schools, and the sequence
would be the struggle would become one
between Romanism and secularism, be-
tween superstition and science; and between
these two protestanism would be crushed,
and then these two forces, Romanism and
secularism, would rise as in one titanic
struggle until one of them had fallen ; and
the world would again become either
heathenized, or sink under the crushing in-
fluence of superstition and tyranny, accord-
ing as the victory turned.
