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CIVIL SERVICE REFORM.

Cleveland Declares That he Will Carry
\ it Om,

NeEw York, Dec, 29,~President-elect
Cleveland has written a letter to the
national civil service reform league, in
which he says Yhat practical reform in the
civil service is demanded s abundantly
established by the fact that a statute to
secure such result has been passed in
congress with the assent of both political
parties, and by the further fact that
a sentiment is generally prevalent among
patriotic people calling for a fair and honest

enforcement of the law which has'been
thus enacted, I régard myself pledged to
this beoat mx ption of trie demo-
Oratic faith and public duty requires that
this and all other statutes should be in
good faith and without evasion enforeed,
and becanse in many utterances, made
grior to my election as president, approved
y the party to which I belong and which
I have no disposition to dinoh%m. 1 have
in effect promised the people that this
should be done, If I were addressing
none but party friends I should deem it
entirely proper to remind them that
though the coming administration is to be
democratic a due regard for the people’s
interest does not permit faithful party
work to be always rewarded by appoint-
ment to office, and to say to them that
while the democrats may expect all proper
consideration, -selections for office not
embraced within the civil service rules
will be based upon sufficient enquiry as to
the fitness instituted by those charged
with that duty rather than upon persistent
importunity or. self-solicited recommen-
dations on behalf of the candidates for
appointment.

thought their friends would follow the Cree
custom and return presents as valuable as
any they had received; but in this they
were disappointed,” for they retirned to
their homes bearing with them the gifts
they had received. Not to be outdone in
politeness, the Stonies invited the Crees to
their camp, promising as & special induce-
ment to insure a large qttendmoe, to
illuetrate one of their own peculiar cus-
toms—for different tribes have different
customs—by showing how they treated the
blankets and robes taken from their here-
ditary enemies, the Blackfeet and others.
There was a full turn out and a happy
time generally, not unmixed with curios-
ity as to what the great custom was.
When the time had arrived for keeping
their promise the Stonies gathered all the
blankets and other things given them by
the Crees, and amidst much barbarous
music and dancing, proceeded to cut them
into shreds. The too confiding Crees went
for wool, and were sent home shorn, and
will now have leisure coolly to reflect how
much better one blanket is in hand than
two in prospective,

A CRUEL TALE OF FRAUD.

PLOYMENT TRANSACTIONS.

How mm Men Suffered in the Woods
of Muskoka—Deserted by Sharp Stage-
Drivers After Paying Thelir Fares.

The World is called upon once more to
denounce Hanson’s  employment bureau in
the Mail bnildings as a fraud énd the
manager thereof an unmitigated scoundrel,
Is it not about time-that a law was passed
to punish such unscrupulous rascals as this
man Hanson? There is hardly a day passes
that some poor unfortunate man does not
¢all on County Crown Fenton' and pour
into his ear a tale of hardship and suffer-
ing that he has undergone through
Hanson’s agency. Innearly every instance
a case of palpable fraud is apparent, but
owii g to the peculiar exigencies of the
statute it is hard to convict him. The
railroads are also to a great extent abettors
of Hanson, For every man that he sends
over their lines he gets a percentage on
the ticket sold. This percentage is
an inviolable secret between the rail-
roads and Hanson, and it is hard
to get at the bottom of it. Probably
when Hanson’s; action for criminal libel
against the proprietor of The World
comes up at the January assizes the whole
thing will come out, In the meantime
this paper will be pleased to repeat that
Hanson is a fraud; that he had to skip out
of his pative town in England for
s‘arooked” work, and would once more
warn all men out of work to beware of the
swindler and his employment bureau.
Yesterday three men called on Mr. Fen-
ton and told a pitiful tale. They were
Wm. Owen of 186 Dundas street, John
Weatherhogg and Geo. Ingram, They
stated that early in the present month
they saw an advertisement in a city paper
for 500 men to work on the Northern rail-
road extension at Callendar, signed by
Hanspn. They applied to him ‘and were
eugaged to work at $1.25 and $1.50 per
day for a contractor named McIones.
They paid Hanson $6, and they received a
ticket for Callendar., Hanson promised
the mem & winter's work at the above
wages, On Dec. 6 last a party of thirty men,
engaged by Hanson, left Toronto, They
were to proceed by the Northern railroad
to Gravenhurst, where teams would meet
them and jtake them to Callendar., The
teams did meet them at Gravenhurst and
conveyed them to Sundridge, where they
stopped for the night. When they got up
in the morning they discovered that the
teamsters had atisen about 3 o’clock and
had taken their teams back to Graven-
hurst, The stage contractor at Graven-
hurst is named Harvey, and he probably
stands in with son, _Sundridge is
about sixty miles from Callendar, and this
distance the thirty men started to walk.
The road was through the bush, aud the
sufferings of the party were terrible. For
a day and a half they were without food,
some of them got lost, and others turned
back towards Sundridge. A few of the
men turned back after walking a day and
a half. One poor fellow with a sprained
ankle had to lay down in the woods, as he
2ould go no farther. A companion stayed
to take care of him. Only cight of the
whoi:jmrty reached Callendar, when thoy
learned to their dismay that no such a man
as Melones had a contract on the road,
and the other countractors had pienty of
men. The roads were just black with men
seeking work. '

Fortunately tor Mr, Owen and his tws
companions, they had a little store of
money in Toronto, which they sent-for and
were thus enabled to. return., The trip
cost them about $25 each, They reached
Toronto last Friday, and applied to Hanson
to refund the money. He of course re-
fused to do this, and said he had a letter
from McIones authorizing him to employ

A World reporter saw Mr., Owen last
night. He is an intelligent, smart-looking
Englishman and has been in Toronto since
March last, He repeated his story i a
minute, straightforward manner, and The
World has every reason to believe him.
He said that he has fears for the safety of
at least two of the party, and thinks they
may have perished in the woods. Others
are still in the vicinity of Sundridge and
Callendar begging to keep them alive.

Mrs. Driscoll of 66 Snerbourne streef,
whose son was one of the party referred to
above, called at The World office yest>r-
day and produced a letter from him. A
few extracts will suffice to show that his
gtory tallies with that of Mr. Owen’s :

PowassAN, Parry Sound, Dec. 19, 1884.—
Dear Motheri—* * * To think of telling

ou of my journey would be impossible.

hirty of us left Gravenhurst for Callencar on
sleighs, and went forty miles, where we rested
over night. 'Thé teamsters got up early in the
morning and turned back from Stony lake.
The main road went no further, but the teams
could go the whole way. But there was a
Elan between Hanson and the teamsters. We

ad to walk 110 miles through the bush in
frost and snow. We made a fire in the buzh
and sat around it until morning. Thére were
two loaves of bread among thirty of us. We
shared it all round, and our supper conmsisted
of bread and snow. We done that for four
nights, which was the only food we had for
four days and nights. When I reached Calen-
dar the contractor Hanson sent us to was not,
and bad not been, on the line for weeks previ-
ous to our arrival. That man Hanson knew
this as well as Ido now. He is a murderer,
and a cowardly one at that. Out of the thirt
who left Gravenhurst only eight reached Cal-
endar. Some went back and some lost their
way in the bush. I was one of the men that
loat their way. What became of the other
two and twenty men, I have not yet found
out. There were five men who went back to
Toronto. One of them lived on Jarvis street.
if they have reached home, I know not. One
of them was a tall, red-haired young
man, and once worked in the street car
stables, He might be able to tell you about
our terrible journey. I never can able to
think of i eight days and nights on one
dollar and walking 110 miles through the bush
in frost and snaw. When I lost my way I
could not find the track for three hours. Ilost
my pipe at 7 in the morning. At 12 o'clock I
thought I was at least six miles from where I
lost it, but I came across it in the snow again,
It put me on the right track and was the
means of saving my life. * * * I looked
over the list of contractors and saw the name
of Mr. Brecken, the man whom I worked for
in Little York. He is sixteen miles from Cal-
lender. He employed six others.and myself.
The wages are small until sgring. Your affec-
tionate son, ‘OHN DRISCOLL.

Itis to
England’s interest to induce Germany to
accept the proposals and bring their united
pressure to bear to induce France to accept
them, Germany is too much interested in
retaining the good will ot France to snatch
Anglo-Egyptian chestnuts from the fire
and attaches too great value to England’s
good will to want only to disoblige her
through ill feeling. But she will not allow
this to interfere with tho policy of peace
with France observed since the war. The
difficulty lies.in the reluctance of -each
power to decide before the others accept
or reject the proposals.

Loxpex, Dec, 29.—A# entente cordiale
has been arranged between France and
Germany for nentralization of the terri-
tory ot the African international associa-
tion, Bismarck has undertaken to present
a declaration to the conference favoring an
international protectorate over the asso-

Dividing the World.

The powers of Europe have entered upon
the task of dividing among them what
remains of the outside world, That is to
say—such portions of Asia, Africa, and
islands in the southern hemisphere as are
inhabited by semi-civilized or barbarous
peoples, and have not before been appro-
priated by civilized and professedly chris-
tian invaders. France wants all Tonquin,
as much of China proper as she can get,
and some comsiderable sections of Africa
besides. Portugal, which has maintained
for eenturies more or less of-a hold on
Africa, desires to have her old possessions
confirmed, with important extensions, as
appears.  Germany, that until yesterday
was never thought of in cennection with
maritime enterprise south ot the line, now
seeks to obtain & foothold in Africa,
and even in far = distant New
Guinea. And Italy, meanwhile, is deter-
mived not tp be *‘left out in the cold.”
The neighboring republic, whose political
traditions have have since the days .of
Washington been coneerned with America
only, now- sends a representative to the
Berlin conference; and announces her in-
tention of claiming a share in the trade of
Africa. [England, the greatest trading
nation in the world, of course insists that
she shall have rights equal” to any of the
rest in the new #rading ground. And
where all the time does Russia stand in
relation to the African arrangements now
in progress.?

If a suggestion recently made have facts
to rest upon, this question is easily an-
swered., Russia wants no part of Africa,
indeed, but she wants quite enough in
another direction, In return tor some con-
cessions to Germany, she is to be allowed
to push her way in Asia as far as she may
be able to do. What these concessions
are does not yet very clearly appear, but
recent developments point to these. as
probably among the most important of
them : full consent to Germany’s trade and
colonizing schemes abroad, and the recog-
nition of a closer alliance between Ger-
many and Austria than has yet been rea-
tized. The recent conference of smperors
in Russian Poland is to be looked upon as
the initiatory measure whichrendered pos-
eible the Congo conference at Berlin. Rus-
eia had to be seStled with in the first
place; and then the powers west of Russia'
meet to arrange African affairs among
themselves,

What all this dividing up of the outside
world is to lead to no mortal can foretell,
One thing we may certainly say, however
—it marks the opening of a new era of
commercial competition—of a great inter-
national struggle for distant markets, to
be carried on-under new circumstances and
new conditions, not -before paralleled in
the world’s history.

He exposed the charlatanism of the
diviting rod, and with Franklin made a
joint; réport in 1784, to the Constituent
Assembly, of which he was a member,
against the reptited miracles of Mesmer.
He did not invent the guillotine, as is
popularly believed ; but he nearly was
exccuted by it, as he was arrested dur
ing the Reign of Terror, and escaped
like many others by the fall and execu-
tion of Robespierre. His political ene-
mwics, the royalists, called the machine
after him; the name stuck, and sadden-
ed the poor doctor's remaining years. In
his memoirs he never alludes even to
that instrument. .

The doctor proposed to the Assembly,
that since the law declared equality be-
fore the exectitivonet, a mode of punish-
meont onght to be devised where, all
could be exccuted alike. Till then, the
nobles had the privilege to be decapitat-
c«} by the axe or sword, and that forfeit
ot life darried with it no disgrace to the
victim’s family. The plebs were hanged,
and that death was associated with in-
famy. Dr. Guillotine, addressing the
Assemby, advocating for purely phil-
anthropic reasons the rapid despatch of
the condemned, said: “With my instru-
ment I can whip off your head in the
twinkling of an eye, and without your
feeling the least pain.”
langhter followed, and the poor doctor
was caricatured unmercifully.

It was a collcague of the school of
medicine, Dr. Louis, that was called
upon to report upon a machine made by
a German named Schmidt, for decapita-
tion. It was experimented upon ab
Bicetre, on corpses, cats, dogs, rabbits,
poultry, ete., and pronounced admir-
able. Smith received a patent to. sup-
ply the machines for tlie departments,
at “eight hundred and twenty-four
pounds” each ; out of gratitude he bap-
tised it “Louisette,” but that name did
not take, no more than that of ‘the
national razor,” or “the Windmill of
Science.” In the slang-of the prisons,
it is called “The Widow.”

The inventor of the guillotine is .un-
known; possibly it is lost in the night
of tiwe, or dates from China. 'Accord-
ing to some old engravings, an instra-
ment not unlike it has been known in
Scotland in the sixteenth century; a
variety of the machine exists in Italy,
cailed mannaja, and beyond doubt
that was the instrument employed to
decapitate Duc Henri de Montmorency,
in 1682 in Languedoc. The axe was
cnmbersome and cruel; two blows were
required to sever the bead of Mary,
Queen of Scots, four for Monmouth, and
seven for De Thau.—Payrss Capwagpon
dénce San Francisco Call.

Nile €orrespondence Montreal Star.

Lieutenant-Colonel Denison and thirty-
five voyagemrs returned to day from Dal,
They left tRere yesterday morning and ar-
rived esrly this afternoon. Favored by
the swift current they covered-in less than
two days a stretch of river it ‘had taken
them a fortnightj to ascend, They report
the labor of these ninety six miles as very

rough and tedious, and dangerous for the
unekilled. The tracking rope has very
often to be used, and for long distances
over extremely rugged ground. All the
different convoys which have lcft here
within the last twelve days were met- toil-
ing up. Many anxious enquirics were
made as to whether there was any
improvement in the river beyond the
point they had reached at the expense of
go much toil, Scanty encouragement in
this respect had to be given to most of the
enquiries, the difficulties of this reach are
#o great that in future every boat will be
provided with two voyageurs instead of
one. Beyond Dal, as far as Dongola, a
distance of about 130 miles the difficulties
cease, and two voyageurs only accompany
a brigade of eight boats. With favorable
winds Dongola may bereached in five days

The Marvellous Adventure of a Whaling
Crew Up Where the Icebergs Stand.

From the Sam Francisco Ohronicle.
The whaling bark Alaska, which arrived
in this port a few days ago from the Arctic
ocean, brings a strange story of the narrow
escape from death of six of her crew. The
first officer,  George Johnson, stated the
circamstances to a Chronicle reporter as
follows: On Oct. 16 last, when the vessel
was forty-six miles south of Alaska, an ob-
jeot was perceived in the distance whose
proportions and shape indicated it to be a
monster sea-lion, A boat was imm.edxately
towered and placed in charge of First Offi-
cer Johnson and five of the crew, nn.mad
And. Nelson, Wm. Wilson, Antone Niaga,
Geo. Marsafield and Hans Staten, As the
distance was being decreased between the
boat and the huge animal they became
convinced that it was the famed sea ser-

t. When they came within a few
undred yards the monster madea dash
for the boat, striking out its immense tail
against the craft. Several of the occupants
were precipitated into the water, but were
vescued with difficulty. A harpoon and
lance were fired into the body of the beast,
and it disappeared beneath the surface.
Half an hour later it reappeared, floating
on the water, dead. - It was secured _\vnth
ropes and towed to the vessel and hoisted
on the deck, There the capture was seen
to be a villainous-looking thing, Its head
closely resembled that of an alligator,
while the body resembled that of a lizard.
It measured ‘thirty-three feet in length,
the tail alone being nine feet long. The
tail was cut off and stuffed and brought to
this city, and is now on exhibition in a
water-front saloon.
