SATISFACTION IS GENERAL

OVER THE BUDGET SPEECH BY
MR. FOSTER.

The Quarantine Will Not Be Raforced
By the United States In the Case of
Cattle For Exhibitien At the YWorld's

Fair—Protests Against the Nova Scotia
Coal Deal,

Orrawa, Feb, 15.—This being Ash Wed-
nesday, there has been no meeting of the
House,and quite a number of members took
advantage of the holiday and the early ad-
journment last night to run out of town for
the day. Still there are a good many mem-
bers here and the talk of the lobbies has
been, as was naturally to be expected, yes-
terday’s budget deb e

8o far as can be “arned Mr. Foster’s
speech seems’ to have given almost entire
satisfaction. Even the coal oil and cordage
men, now that they have had time to re-
cover from the first shock of the lowering of
the duties on these two articles, are inclined
to admit that there is still a fair margm
ot .protection left them, and ome under
which they will be able to live.  As to the
sunouncement made by Mr. Foster that the
Government proposes to examine into the
whole question of the tariff during the re-
cess, and probably suggest a general re-
vision next year, there seems to be a con-
sensus of opinion amongst Conservatives
that this is the best thing possible for the
Government to do, as the present is no time
to monkey with the tariff. By next year it
may be much easier to determine in what
respeots tariff reform would be advisable,
slways  keeping the general lines of the
National Policy in view.

The amendment moved by Sir Richard
Cartwright is said to be the result of the
recent Liberal caucus, and is not regarded
s a very brilliant production, even by many
of Sir Richard's supporters, who think
that the gallant knight will never be
a match for Mr. Foster until he gets some-
thing more tangible in the way of a trade
policy than the meaningless generalities
embodied in his amendment.

The Railway Question.

The railway question has assumed a new
phase, so far as Ovtawa is concerned, by the
snnouncement that the C.P.R. is contem-
gl-ting the abandonment of the North

hore line between Ottawa and Montreal
and substituting for it the more direct line
between the two points by way of the St.
Lawrence and Ottawa and Vaudreuil and
Ottawa, both of which roads are now
owned by the C.P.R. In this event Ottawa
would become one of the divisional points
en the main line and workshops would pro-
bably be located here.

The Gatineau Valley Railway is now open
for 47 miles, the first train from Ottawa for
Kazabazua leaving- the Canadian Pacific
depot this afternoon.

The vigorous protest made by Hon.
Mr. Angers and . the Government
against the prohibition of Canadian
eattle being exhibited at Chicago,
on account of the 90-day quarantine which
Uncle Jerry Rusk proposed to enforce, has
had the desired effect, and it is now under-
stood that information has been received
that the quarantine will not be enforced
against cattle intended for exhibition, but
they will be admitted on the certificate of a
local veterinary surgeon that there is no
contagious disease in the locality from
which the animals come. This will, no
doubt, give satisfaction and remove some of

_ the feeling caused by the promulgation of
the order, but 1t is questionable whetner it
will entirely remove the feeling of dissatis-
faction, and the untortunate order may still
have a bad effect.

Last night was one of the heaviest tele-

DEATH ENDED THE CARNIVAL

A CANDLE DROPPED INTO A BARREL
OF PETROLEUM,

A Ohild Did the Mischief—The Flames
Recketed Into the Ball Boom and
¥ell Upon the Dancers—Twenty Were
,CGremated—About Forty Escaped With-
out Injary.

Bupa Prsta, Feb. 15.—A carnival dance
was given on Monday evening in Deutsch
Pereg. At 11 o'clock, when about 100
persons were dancing in the hall on the
first floor, a child playing in the eellar
dropped a lighted taper through the bung
hole of a cask full of petroleum. The cask
exploded, killed ~the child, tore up the
floor and scattered the burning petroleum
among the dancers.

A dozen of persons, enveloped in flames,
ran for the windows and doors, spreading
fire and panic iamong the rest of
the company. Half of the people
in the hall were at the end
from which there ‘were no exits, and as
the floor on the side near the windows had
been torn up by the' explosion they were
obliged to run the: whole length of the
blazing room to escape.

Ten persons fell through to the cellar
and were burned to death. Seven more,
whose clothes had caught fire, died shortly
after reaching the open air. Three were
trampled into unconsciousness in the panic
and were burned as they lay on the floor.
Five men and seven women, whose clothes
were half burned from their backs, are in a
critical condition. Many others haveslight
fractures or burns. But 30 or 40 persons
escaped without injury.

A BETTER BILL.

Justin McCarthy's Comparison of the Two
Home Rule Measures.

Loxpox, Feb. 16:—Justin McCarthy says
in an article published by The Daily News
that the present Home Raule bill is much
better than the bill of 1886. He is not dis-
posed to grumble over the veto, he says, as
if Home Rule be once granted, England
will be content to leave Ireland alone.

He thinks the proposal of a second cham-
ber simple and acceptable. ‘I am strongly
of the opinion,” Mr. McCarthy continues,
“that until the land question shall
settled or relegated to an Irish parliament
we ought to retain our full representation
at Westminster and mnot to be left to
the chance of fighting on a vital question
with diminished numbers. After that it
matters little whether we are represented
or not.”

Mr. McCarthy suspends judgment of the
financial proposals, as he cannot understand
whera the surplus of half a million will
come from or how it is to be secured here-
after. On the whole, he concludes, the bill
offers the framework of a practical system
of Home Rale.

The Standard says: *“Mr. Balfour’s speech
indicates that the Tories will vote against
the retention of Irish members at West-
minster, and if as many Radicals will 1ake
the same course the Irish members will pro-
bably be excluded.”

The Home Raule bill will be read first on
Friday, and will be distributed among the
members on Saturday. The number of
clauses is about the same asin 1886, but
the bill is much briefer.

Lord Salisbury’s decision te visit Ulster
is the result ot a meeting of Irish Unionists
The Duke of Abercorn ‘and the Marquis of
Londonderry, who were present, advocated
the organization of demonstrations through-
out the United Kingdom against the bill,
and the meeting agreed to do so.

THE CATTLE EMBARGO.
Opponents of the Oanadian Oattle Trade
Making Themselves Busy.

Loxpox, Feb. 16.—The oppenents of the
Canadian cattle trade are trying to convince
the Hon. Mr. Gardner, the President of the
Board of Agriculture, that the Canadian
Government is us little able as the United
States Government to ensure the absolute
freedom of the Canadian herds from pleuro-
pneumonia owing to the laxity of the
quarantine reguiations against the United
States cattle in the Northwest.

Mr. Gardner himself says that he must
be convinced on this' point, which he be-
lieves has not been adequately dealt within
the preparation of the Canadian case now
on the way here. He even urges that
another detailed and special report on the
Northwest quarantine be forwarded from
Ottawa at once.

Carlisle is Said to Favor Issuing Bonds
For More Supplies.

New York, Feb. 15.—A special from
‘Washington says: Mr. Carlisle has been
in conference with Secretary Foster this
morning. Itis understood that Mr. Car-
lisle has received instructions for a bond is-
sue and is now getting pointers from Secre-
tary Foster,

Mr. Carlisle sald this morning that he
could not see any occasion for any appre-

e hension in financial circles, as the Govern-

ment would not allow gold to go to & pre-
mium.

“My course as Secretary is perfectly
plain,” he said to a friend. “‘Oneof my
first official steps will be to issue bonds and
this will be followed by a special session
of Congress. The Sherman Act will then
be repealed.”

It would surprise no one familiar- with
Mr. Foster’s plans to see a bond issue made
as soon as the Sherman Enabling Act passes
both Houses. The Sherman Knabling Act
will probably be passed as an amendment
to the sundry civil bill by the Senate.

BOARD OF TRADE THINK DUTIES
SHOULD BE REDUCED.

. 'y o RO 'y
And that the Present Bounty on Pig Iron
Should Be Increased—An Influen tial
Deputation Appointed to Wit Upon
the D Gov s to 8

the Changes Outlined,

At ‘the meeting of the Board of Trade
Council yesterday afternoon the committee
appointed on iroa duties at the inaugural
sitting brought in their report.

Is will be remembered that the eouncil
passed a resolution to the effect thas the
present duties on bar, hoop and sheet iron
be modified and adjusted so as to enable
manufacturers who use ‘iron a8 a raw
material to cheapen the cost of production
and put them ina better position o meet
foreign competition and extend theip foreign
trade. The committee interviewed several
leading manufacturers, who represented
that the present high duties on bar.iron had
the effect of largely increasing the cost of
the finished product, and as the duty on
the manufactured article was over half
what they were paying on the raw material
their business was seriously injured, They
also complained that the price of .iron had
been ad vanced Iately by the Canadian Bar
Iron Association, although the price in
foreign markets had been declining. It
also appeared from their statements that
domestic iron made from scrap is not suit-
able for manufacturers who use large round
iron for shafting, that sheet iron is not
made in the country, and that the great
bulk of hoop iron has to be imported.

Would Destroy an Important Industry.

The Ontario Rolling Mills Company,
Hamilton, one of the bar irom syndicate,
sent in a letter opposing the resolution.
They alleged that it was partly for politi-
cal purposes and partly for the benefit of
certain consumers of bar iron who wished
to destroy an important industry in order
that they might buy the article cheaper
than the association could supply them.

This the committee considered an absurd
assertion. They had found that all the bar
iron at present being made in the Do-
minion is manufactured from imported and
domestic scrap and none from native ores.
The increaeo?duty in 1887 from 17} to over
50 per cent. on bar iron for the express pur-
pose of developing the iron mines of the
country and having that article manufac-
tured from native ores had failed in its pur-
pose, and the manufacturer of iron from
scrap was now enjoying the protection in-
tended for the one who was producing from
the ore. As the Canadian bar iron maker
had been able to thrive under a tariff of
17 1-2 per cent. during the first nine years
of the National Policy, it did not appear
unreasgnable that manufacturers using iron
as a raw material should complain of bav-
ing to pay. snch high prices with no cor-
responding benefit to the country in the
development of its iron mines.

As a result of their investigations the
committee reported as follows:

Ask for a Reduction,

After careful ideration we t but
feel that, in the interests of the numerous
manufacturing establishments using iron as
raw material, a literal reduction should be
made in the duties on bar, hoop and sheet
iron, 8o as to enable them to sell at lower
prices in the home market and extend their
foreign trade.

We are also of the opinion that the de-
velopment of our iron mines and erection of
blast furnaces should be encouraged and
sustained by an increase of the present
bounty on pig iron, without any reduction
in the present duty on that article. We
would therefore recommend that the
resolution be amended and adopted in ac-
cordance with this report.

The report was unanimonsly adopted,
and a delegation econsisting of Messrs.
Wilkie, Bertram, Davidson, Baird, Blain,
Massey, Perrin, Greey, Ioglis, Abel and
Layton were appointed a delegation on the
question to interview the Government at
Ottawa, 2

Other Subjects Discussed.

Further endorsations of the Council’s fasu
Atlantic service proposal were received
from the Boards of Trade at Galt, Calgary,
Brandon, Nanaimo, Winnipeg and Van-
couver.

Letters were received from Quebec and
St. John, N.B., approving the insolvency
bill as proposed by the council. A commu-
nication from the London, Eng., Chamber
of Commerce was “read with reference to
their scheme of commercial education by a
series of graded examinations. The matter
was referred to President Wilkie for con-
sideration. f

Yhat of the Irish Judges?

The other three points, if less important,
are still enormously important. What of
the Irish judges? It was understood that,
subject to certain delays and to the protec-
tion of rights now vested in individuals,
the whale judicial bench, the whole Irish
magistracy, and ultimately the entire police
force are to pass into purely Irish control.
It recalls Mr. Dillon’s remark that 'when
tbat day arrived the lot of the Irishman
who had opposed the Nationalist movemeny
would not be a happy one. That, if not a
sufficient, is a significant comment. The
number of Irishmen not Nationalists is
computed at a million and a half. Their
property to some extent, their personal
safety to a very great extent, will be in the
hands of their deadly enemies.

No Special Activity Mani-
fested.

THE LOCAL GRAIN MARKET EASIER.

How the Vaﬂo{aaz Branches
i Have Ruled.

The local grain market has developed no
striking features during the past week,
Wheat remains quiet and steady, and oats,
while firm and active, have not advanced in
iprice materially. The Anti-Option bill still
exertsa depressing and unsestled feeling in
the United States grain markets.

The boot and shoe trade has been rather
quiet, particylarly as rogards heavy winter
goods, but the mild weather has created an

_improved demand for all kinds of rubbers.
&u—dwsre

_has been without any special
feature, and trade will no doubt be rather
slack until navigation opens.

The Lenten season has stimulated the de-
mand for all kinds of fish and lessened the
consumptive demand for meats. A
many cattle are being offered on the local
murket and the high prices which bave ruled

-for some time past @re stil maintained.
Cattlemen-are beginning to think that they
were born under & very unlucky star. A
schedule against Canadian cattle now exists,
both in the United States and England, and
the recent announcement of & quarantine
agaivst Canadian cattle to be exhibited at
the World’s Fair makes the situation, bad as
it was before, even worse.

. GROCERIES,

There has been more activity in groceries
during the past week and trade has develop-
ed some very strong features. The advance
in refined sugars at Halifax has firmed up
the market there. Granulated is now firmly
held at 4%4c to 5¢c and yellow at 83%c to 43¢o.
The demand for cauned goods has been
much more active both on local and outside
account. Several good-sized. lots of toma-
toes have been sent to the States lately
and some wholesalers say the entire pack
will disappear before the new season opens.
Soaps, both bar.and laundry, bave advanced
‘another 1¢e, owing to the scarcity and dear-
ness of tallow. Dried fruits are in better
supply and a steady demand is reported.
Payments are fair.

LEATHER. s

No special features have develo n
leatber during the week just closed. A big
improvement in trade is reported aud &
large amonnt of leather has passed into
manufacturers’ hands lately. Spanish sole
leather is stiffer. due to the recent advance
in the United States, but other lines are un-
changed. Considerable is doing on export
account at steady prices:

HIDES AND SKINS.

A fair trade is doing at steady -prices in
hides. Sheepskins are higher at $L.20 to
§1.40, according to size and quality. Prices
paid at country points for hides are 3}e to 4c,
according to coudition of stock. Torouto in-
spected butchers’ hides are quoted 43¢ for

0. 1, 334e for No. 2, and 2¢c to 3o for No. 8.
Buff selections are quoted 5c¢ to 5 1-4¢ for No.
1, 434e to 4%c for No. 2, and 8 3-4c to 4c for
No. 3. Sheepskine are in active demand at
$1 to $1.20, according to the amount of wool.
Calf skins are scare aud in demand at 7c to
9¢ per pound. :

WOOL.

Local mills have taken considerable pulled
wool lately, but trade has developed no new
features as regards prices, which are gener-
ally steady, Farmers’ offerings of fleece
have been light. Local dealers are paying
18¢ to 19¢ for good combing wool. Quota-
tions are: Fleece—Canada combing 18¢c to
20c, fine hrashy and tub-washed 18¢c to 19c,

. clothing 2l to 24c, according to grade;
. Southdown 25¢ to 28c.

In pulled wools
there is a scarcity of good extra and super
wools in this market, and closely sold up at
outside prices; extra 25¢ to 27c, supers 2lc
to 23c, pulled black 18c to 20c, pickings 8¢ to
10¢,

BOOTS AND SHOES.

Travelers have just abouu finished taking
orders for spring goods, and - reports
received from them from  time to
time indicate a volume of business
equal to if -not above that of last
year. Outside of a good enquiry for rubbers
trade is as quiet as it usually is during the
month of February. Heavy goods of all
kinds are moving slowly., Fashion rules
that colored goods shall again be in vogue
this season, and as a result the orders booked
for tan and scarlet boots and shoes have
been even larger than last year. Several
manufacturers report the turnout of tan
goods this season very little short of those of
dark, and say they have had some difficulty
keeping pace with orders. Payments are
fully up to those of the correspouding month
last year.

HARDWARE,

There are no special features to note. The
movement in heavy goods has been restrict-
ed somewhat by expected tariff changes, but
a fair sorting trade has been done during the
week, A good many orders for spring .de-
livery are veing booked, and from present
indications a good lively trade may be look-
ed for as soon as navigation opens. A good
enquiry is reported at the moment for ingot
tin and tin plates, the latter at firm prices
owing to the moderate stock held <here.
There are no changes to uote in prices, and
eollections are reported by the different
wholesalers interviewed to be fairiy good for
this.season of the year.

The Boom in Tallow,

Therecent big advance and subsequent
firmness of the tallow market is, as is usually
the case with an advancing article, causing
much speculation among those- immediately
mterested as to the future-of this'commod-
ity. In Liverpool tallow has advanced three
shillings during the last five days, and local
dealers who bave any quantity to sell are
correspondingly firm in their views. We
mnight use the singular number in referring
to the dealers who have much tallow to
gell, for the bulk of the supply on
this market is held by oneman. Until lately
he has sold at 8c, but at the moment 8}¢c to
9c are his prices, and he is reported to have
said that he will not go below them. Itis
the general opinion of dealers that the situa-
tion warrauts still higher prices for tallow,
taking into consideration the moderate
supply held here, current light arrivals
and the advancing markets both in the
United, States and Europe. The recent ad-
vance here has affected both the grocery and
Jeather trades. Soap in the former has ad-
wanced 1c for botb bar and laundry, and the
feeling in harness leather is much firmer, due
directly to the high price for tallow, whieh
fs required in its manufacture.

The School Te Be Closed.

Boarlet fever has been epidemic in To-
ponto Junction for some time, and as the
‘regidents in the neighborhood of Perth-
avenue School do their marketing chiefly in
the Junction the disease has crossed the
oity limits and nine families in the neigh-
borhood of Perth-avenue School have bsen
attacked with the disease during the past
week. Under the circumstances Dr. Alien
deemed it desirable to close Perth-avenue
8chool for a few days.
