LTILE NEW EVIDENCE THUS FAR

Mysteriousﬂ Telegram the Wife
of Dallas Sent.

Francis Wellman of New York te Ap-
pear in ‘the Case om the Ground That
It Would Estabiish a Precedent—The
Case for the Crown Only Commenced—
Probabllity That the Investigation Will
Continue for a Couple of Days.

The preliminary examination of Harry
Place Hyams and Dallas Theodore Hy-
ams, charged with the murder of Wil-
liam Chinnock Wells in the Colborne-
street warehouse of the Hyams Bros. on
Januvary 16, 1892, was commenced at the
Police Court yesterday before Police
Magistrate Denison.  Associated  with
His Worship were Police Magistrate Ellis
of Toronto Junction, His® Worship the
Mayor, Hugh Miller, J.P., ex-Ald. Steiner
and ex-Ald. Enoch Thompson. The in-
terest evinced in the case was mani-
fested by the immense throng which con-
gregated to listen to the testimony.
When the prisoners were arraigned they
gazed nonchalantly about the court-
room, and even emiled at several ac-
guaintances whom they observed in the
room. It was plainly discernible, how-
ever, that they felt their position keen-

1v. Their deep-set eyes told of thqsleep-
less nights! since their iucarteération,
while their nervous demeanor and alter-
nate ehifting of their eyes from the
Magistrate to their counsel evidenced
their realization of the position in which
they were placed. The resemblance bhe-
tween the twing is by no means imagin-
ary. Apparently the only way the
Crown had of telling them apart was
by the circumstance that Harry P. oc-
eupied the left of the prisoners’ pen and
wore a fur-lined coat. At least one
witness swore positively that he did not
know one of the accused from the other,
although he had had many dealings with
the prisoners—in the way of loaning
them money at 2 per cent. per month.

The for-
mer declined to do so, but Wells consent-
ed, and $34,000 was placed on his life,
tho sole bepeficiary being his sister,
Martha Wells. The Crown c¢laims that
the premiums were paid by the Hyams,
notwithstanding that they were in fin-
ancial difficulties and that there was a
chattel mortgage on their household
effects.

They further allege and are seeking to
prove that when the policies were plac-
ed on the life of Wells the Hyams bro-
thers had in view the “removal” of
young Wells; that they fixed upon' Mon-
day, Jan. 16, as the date of the tragedy,
and arranged a plan whereby both Ayles-
worth and Miss Palmer would be absent
from the warehouse when the mueder was
committed. It was also brought out
that they will seek to prove that Wells
was killed by a hammer, and that subse-
quently the weight of the hoist was
placed upon his head in the condition
in which it was found. The testimony
of Mrs. Aylesworth that when Harry P.
Hyams ¢ame to her house subsequent to
the tragedy, complaining that his back
was paining him, and reclined on the bed
for several hours, is introduced to sup-

CHANGFE IN THE GOVERNMENIT'S
CANAL POLICY EXPECIED.

Peculiar Case Argued Before the Minister
of Justice—Reports as the Cattle Em
bargo in Belgium—The Premier to Be
Banquetted in Belleville — Stocking
Northwest Saline Lakes With Fish.

Ottawa, Feb. 27.—A somewhat -unusual
procedure occupied the attention of the
Minister of Justice the whole of to-day.
Some time ago the Government issued a
fiat ‘to enable Denis Ryan & Co. to sue
to have set aside letters patent of in-
corporation granted to the Ontario and
Western 'I\umber Co., on the ground that
the stagemients made in the application
for letters patent were untrue, both as
regards amount of stock subscribed and
amount paid in thereupoun. Evidence was
taken before Judge Ferguson at Rat
Portage, in December, argument being
fixed for a future day. Pending the de-
lay and before the day set for argument
was reached the Imperial Baunk, a large
creditor of the Ontario and Western
Lumber Company, fearing that judg-
ment might go against the comwu
pany, has asked to ,have the fiat
withdrawn., It was on the bank’s appli-
cation that Sir C. H. Tupper heard argu-
ment for nearly seven hours. The coun-
sel. present were B. B. Osler, Q.C., and
George Kappelle of Toronto for the
bank; C. H. Ritchie, Q.C., and J. 8. Ewart,
Q.C., Winnipeg, for the Jumber company;
C. Robinson, Q.C., and T. H. Gilmour,Win-
vipeg, for Ryan & Co. General Man-
ager D. R. Wilkie was present, also
George Burn, manager of the Bank of
Ottawa. Judgment was reserved.

The company was incorporated by
letters patent on Sept. 26, 1893, with
a capital of $1,000,000, and headquar-
ters at Rat Portage.

Soo Canal to Be Free.

D. Magone of Ogdensburg, accompani-
ed by Dr, Bergin, M.P,, had an interview
with Ministers Bowell, Ouvimet, Angers
and Daly to-day, in reference to canal
tolls on westbound freight. Magone is
interested in the forwarding business and
represenis that all branches of business
would benefit were the canal tolls 're-
duced on freight destined for the West.
Many vessels now make trips up the
lake in ballast, after discharging cargoes
of wheat at Montreal, King-
ston or Ogdensburg. Apropos of Mr.
Magone’s representations, the impression
is general that a radical change must
take place in the Government’s policy
in reference to canal tolls soon. @ Al-
though no formal order has been passed,
it is well understood that the Soo Canal
will be free, simply ‘because the Michi-
gan Canal on the other side of St. Mary's
River is free. It stands to reason that

if tolls are charged for passage through

the Canadian canal there would be little
or nothing to do for the lockmen. As
it is, with free passage, our canal will
serve to relieve the congested ‘state of
business on St. Mary’s River during the
navigation season.

Cattle Embargo in Belgium.

Sir Charles Tupper, High Commission-
er, has forwarded to n. Mr. Angers,
Minister of! Agriculture, certain reports
in relation to the embargo placed on
Canadian cattle in Belgium, arising from
the alleged finding of contagiousipleuro-
pneumonia in the lungs of an ox by the
“Hispania,” from Canada, at Antweerp,
and a bull from the “Sicilia” at the
same port, in November and December
last. These cases werre diagnosed by
the Belgian veterinary officers as indi-
cating contagious pleuro-pneumonia,and
an order was immediately passed pro-
hibiting further importation of -ecattle
from Canada. So soon as this informa-
tion was received the Minister of Agri-
culture caused the contact animals in
Canada- to be traced, with the result
that no pleuro-pneumonia nor any sus-
picion thereof was found. At the in-
stance of the High Commissioner a piece
of the suspected lungs was sent to M
Nocard of Paris, for examination and
report, M. Nocard being probably the
most eminent veterinary pathologist in
Europe. He reported, in substance,that
he was not able to declare the case to
be pleuro-pneumonia, although some of
the appearances found might lead to
the suspicion of that disease; but he
found at the same time other appear-
ances which are not found in plegro-
pneumonia, and he expressed regret that
an opportunity was not afforded for a
bacteriological and experimental eami-
nation, including . cultures and inocula-
tions, He could not pursue such inves-
tigation for the reason that the speci-
men of lung furnished to him had been
kept in spirits. Here again is the same
cause for dissatisfaction as in the Board
of Agriculture investigations in Eng-
land. It is known there are lung dis-
eases which produce lesions to some
extent identical with those of pleuro-
pueumonia and which are found in forms
of - pneumonia arising from hardships
and confinement in transit. It further
appears ‘from the reports that the ani-
mals in-the steamers in question had
bad rough times ou the voyage and had
been much Eunocked about, the actual
loss in trandit having been unusually
great. It is little wonder, then, that
forms of pnepmonia should be found in
the cases of two animals. But as re-
spects the disease of contagious pleuro-
pueumonia, it cannot exist in any coun-
try without making itself known. In
other- words it is impossible that there
can be now, orcan have been contdgious
pleuro-pueumonia in Cavpada without
the fact being known; and especially since
the examinations which were ordered by
the Minister of Agriculture on gquestions
which arose in England in 1892, without
any trace of it being found, by the num-
erous veterinary searches ordered by the
Minister of Agriculture.

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WAITING TO SEE HOW THE CAT JUMPS.

A QUESTION OF COURTESY,

No Reason Why Mr. Wellman Shouid Be
Allowed to Plead in a Canadian
Court.

Considerable comment has taken place
among members of the bar and citizens
generally as to the refusal of Police
Magistrate Denison to allow Attorney
Wellman of New York to appear for the
Hyams brothers in the murder trigl now
pending at the Police Court.

Mr. Charles Moss, Q.C., of Moss, Bar-
wick & Franks and ‘a bencher, said last
night that it is purely in the discretion
of’a magistrate or judge to allow. a law-
yer from auother country or province to
plead in his court. There are no means
provided, either in the law or the rules
of the Law Bociety, by which er-
mission may be given to
from another jurisdiction to 'plead in
Ontario courts, except, of course, if he
passes the usual examinations.

As a matter of courtesy this privilege
has occasionally been granted. For in-
stance, in the McGreevy case, tried in
1898. Bir Thomas Galt allowed Mr. Fite-
patrick of Quebec to appear before him
at Osgoode Hall. In extradition pro-
ceedings, also, the rule is to permit out-
siders to appear, because these proceed-
ings concern two nations, but the pre-
sent case is purely local, and there is no
special reason why a United States
lawyer should be allowed to step in.

Wounld Establish a Preesdent.

When Attorney Wellman came to
Toronto he waited upon Lieut.-Governor
Kirkpatrick to secure a letter of intro-
duction from him to Magistrate Denison,
not ‘knowing the practice of the courts
here. This letter was presented to the
Colonel after his decision in respect to
Mr. Wellman appearing in the court.

After the adjournment of the court Col.
Denison had a consultation with Mr.
Wellman, and - explained to him that
while recogniging his ability as a law-
yer, he could not consent to allow him
to appear as counsel in the case, as it
would establish a precedent, of which
attorneys of no prominence from various
states in the union mighlt take advan-
tage, y

Both Wells and I, said witness, be-
came dissatisfied. When we invested
our money with. the Hyams’ it was on
the understanding that it was to be
paid back at the end of eix months.
When the time expired we gave a
month’s notice that we wished to with-
draw the money, but the Hyams ex-
plained that they had not sufficient in
to pay us. They said that they were
going to establish a summer hotel at
Fort Erie, and they offered us appoint-
ments to manage and run it. We con-
sented and an agreement was drawn up
between us, but nothing came of it for
the reason, I understand, that the
Hyams discovered that the hotel in-
vestment would not be such a paying
one as they at first thought. The
agreement was dated August, 1892.

Between the making of that agreement
and the taking o fthe warehouse in
Colborne-street by the Hyams did you
and Wells have any conversation with
prisoners in regard to the repayment of
your money ?

offefed to Refund the Money.

A. Yes. One afternoon the prisoners
made an appointment for us to see them
at their oifice, 11 King-street. When
we went into the office we saw a stack
of currency bills on Mr. Hyams’ desk

How do you know that ?—A. Express-
man Fox came in and in making a play-
ful grab at the stack, it fell over and
then we discovered the suiill bills.

—A. The Hyams told us that if we lik-
ed we could have our money back, but
they went on to say that they were
about to open a warchouse and advis-
ed us to remain in their employ. We
then decided to stay ou and not to
withdraw our. money. Wells’ salary
was increased to $10 and mine to $15.
The increase was to take eifect at once.
We went into the Colborne-street ware-
house about October, 1892; it was clos-
ed about three months after the death
of Wells. °

Wells' 81090 Was Not Paid.

During that time and up to his death
do you know whether Wells was repaid
his money 7—A. He was not, The prison-
ers promised to repay him his $1000
every day for about three weeks before
the accident.

What business was done in the ware-
house ?>—A. Up to January there was
nothing done except this copying; after
that we did a general auction business,
buying and selling furniture. There was
no other warehousing done. At one
time we had a stock of groceries, sugars,
soaps, etc., but that was sold. There
were some empty packing cases brought
in by Fox. &

Did Hyams eventually repay you ?—A.
I got all the money owed me after the
death of Wells. - On the Saturday before
the accident, that js, Jan. 14, I Lknew

that Wells had not been repaid.

Did you have any conversation Wwith
the prisoners in regard to lacing &n
insurance on your own and Wells' lives ?
—A. Yes, On one occasion the twe
Hyams told Wells and myself that they

rere carrying large insurance policies
and they proposed that we two should
take out insurance policies for $50,000.
I refused, saying that I was notvvx a
position to pay the premiums. ells
did the same.

Hyams Insured Welly’ Life for 30,000,

Was there any subsequent conversa-
tion 7—A. H. P. Hyams came to my
house when Wells was there. We had
a conversation in reference to this.
Martha Wells was also present. Hyams
proposed that Wells should take out a
poliey in his (Hyams’) name. On con-
dition of allowing his name to be on
the policy Hyams promised to pay W ell‘s
$250C 'at the end of five years. T
Hyams was to get the commission from
the insurance agent. Nothing was de-
cided that day, but at a later date at
the office we had another conversation
and H. P. Hyams proposed thait I should
take the agent’s commission. I refus-
ed to have anything to do with it,
owing to the fact that my wife’s name
was not to be on the policy, whereas
her sister’s name was, P. Hyams
eaid he was paying the premiums and he
had a right to derive the benefits.. He
also said he expected to marry Martha
Wells very shortly. That was the last
conversation we had, Nothing was
said about the amount of “the policy.
A policy was subsequently taken out for
$30,000.

On Saturday, Jan. 14, 1898, two
days before he was killed, continued
witness, Wells was told in my presence
by Hyams that he would get his money
on the follewing Monday. It had been
previously promised that he should have
the money on Saturday. I know Hyams
sent a telegram to Mr. Jones at Picker-
ing to say that he and Wells would
be in that town on Monday, because
Hyams refused to let Wells pay for it.

Why Aylesworth Was Neot There.

Witness then told of the visit of H.

P. Hyams to his house in Mutual-street |
on Sunday, and the leaving of a report
for him in which he was requested to|
go to the east end and get reports
with reference to nine men, all at the
east end of the city. The message
stated it was very important that he
should secure these reports before com-
ing to the office Mon morning. He
had never received similar orders before
except at the oifice, Aylesworth visit-
ed the east end and secured seven of the
reports, returning to his house at 12.80.
The Holst, Weight and Heok.

At this stage the witness was excused
for a moment and Photographer Bryce
ascended the stand and testified to the
correctness of photographs of the hoist
in the Colborne-street warehouse. :

Aylesworth was recalled and identi-
fied the hoist from the pictures. Then
Mr. Curry essayed to hold up the 200
pound weight belonging to the hoist.
After testing it and finding that it
would require a Sandow to lift it single
handed, Mr. Currie got Detective Cud-
dy’s assistance and the weight was
lifted on the witness stand. Aylesworth
jdentified the weight and also said he
thought the hook was the same. |

The defence claim to be in'a position
to prove that the hook hae been chang-
ed eince the tragedy.

Hyams Tells of the ¢ Acclident.”

Continuing, witness told of the visit
of Harry P. Hyams to witness’ house at
218 Mutual-street at 1 p.m., on the
day of the tragedy. His hands were
bléeding; Hyams said that Wells had
met with an accident, but did not tell
him he was dead. Subsequently wit-
nees visited Dr. King's and from there
proceeded to Humphrey’s undertaking
establishment, where he: saw the dead
body of Wells. Afterwards he visited
the Hyams warehouse. . He visited the
basement and saw the weight lying
on the floorsfastened on the hook. He
also saw a cabinet chisel and hammer
lying near by. The chigel produced was
identified as the same, There was no
person in the warehouse while he was
there. Witness then returned - to his
bome. Harry Hyams was still there.
Asked how the accident occurred Harry
P. said he did not know, he wasn’t there.
He also spid Dallas was not there either.

Next day after the funeral Aylesworth
and Harry P. had another counversation,
Harry P. said that the day of the tra-
gedy he had been to the barber shop
and on returning to the warehouse found
his brother Dallas lying on the floor,
having fainted. Queried as to how he
cut his hands, he said he had cut them
lifting the weight oii Willie's head.

$32.000 I: mp 1ce Paid.

The body was ta... to Oshawa, where
it was buried in witness’ plot. Wits
ness said that he was present at ths
examination and gave evidence that the
coffin and its contents taken from the
ground were the same as were interred
by him. .

Do you know whether the insurance
policies were paid 2—A. There were three
policies paid. I was with Martha Wells
when she received $2000 from the Cov-
enant Mutual. ‘I nleo saw in her pos-
session a draft from the New York Life
for $3000, less the balaance of the year's
premium, of which only one-quarter
had been paid. There was a third policy
for $1000, but it was adl included in
one cheque.

Continuing witness deposed that Harry
Hyams visited his house the day after
the money was paid, and had a private
interview with Martha Wells. Witness
did not know beyond what he had heard
what took place at that interview.

L Aylesworth Cross-Examined.

Witness was then placed under a
long cross-examination by Mr. Johnson,
who endeavored to show that witness
was a party to the insuring of young
Wells’ life, as he received $36 from the
agents of the company for his trouble
in inducing Wells to place the insurance
on his life, and although he had sus-
picions that the death was not due to
accident he, through his wife, accepted
portions of the insurance. .

Witness said his wife got $4700 of the
insurance. He had never claimed af-
ter the death that his wife was entit-
led to half of the insurance. Knowing
what he knew he had ‘at the present
time rather a strong feeling against the
prisoners. This feeling originated the
day after the funeral, when the broth-
ers contradicted thewselves. A suspic-
ion arose in his mind that something was
not right. So far as he knew the in-
gurance companies made no special in-
vestigation after the death. He assisted
in making out the proofs of death re-
quired by the insurance companies. It
was not uatil September or October of
1898 that his wife got the $4700. When
it was first porposed that he and Wells
ghould be insured the amounts suggested
were $26,000 each, $60,000 altogether.
He received $36 of the commission on
the $30,000 policy on Wells’ life.
fad Worked on the Case #1:ce the Fun-

Continuing, witness said he had assist-
ed in looking up witnesses for the pro-
secution, and in connection with this he
had gone to Montreal.

How long before the arrest were you
engaged in this work 7—A. I may say
that I have been” working on the case
ever since the fungral, when the suspicion
was aroused. o

Did you go to
for evidence 7—A. Yes,

The Crown Attorney objected to these
questions. He did not see why the de-
fence should go on a case of  discovery for
the purpose of finding out the lines upon
which the prosecution intended to con-
duct the proceedings, a contention which
was- upheld by the Magistrate.

Thelr Useless Occupation.

Witness said that he and Wells and
Miss Latimer had often wondered A why
the Dun sheets were copied and the en-
velopes afdressed. It seemed to them
that it was an entirely useless occupa~
tion. He  did not know of:any having
beén sent! out. He remained in the em-
ploy of the Hyams for about three
months after the death of Wells—despite
his ‘suspicions.

No Caution About the Elevator.

Witness was acquainted with the work-
ing of the elevator. He had known the
weight to catch in the box or cage.
So far as he could remember, the hook
produced  was exactly identical to the
one used! with the weight at the time
of the death. There wa® no protection
in the cellar from the elevator. On the
other stories there were gates. He had
no recollection of hearing the Hyams
warn the people about the office that
the elevator was not safe and advising
them to be careful about it after it was
repaired. Before the repairs, H. P.
Nyams gave instructions that it was not
to be used. .

Mr. Curry : Do you know whether there
was any contrivance put in under the
jnstructions of H. P. Hyams, whereby
the weight could be taken oft? A. 1
don’t know.

In reply to another question, witness
enid he saw the $500 bill given by H.
P. Hyams to Wells to take up the note
which was given for the premium on the
insurance policy.

By Mr. Johnston: At that time Hyams
owed Weélls about $1000, and the latter
had been dunning him for it.

When asked what led her to believe
that something had happened to her
brother before she spoke to Harry Hyams
she said: “I knew about this policy and
I was suspicious.”

Mr. Johnston, for the prisoners, ob-
jected to this evidence, the objection
being sustained.

Witness said her suspicions’ were
strengthened by the demeanor of Harry
Hyams, who laid on the bed and did
not speak about the affair, Harry com-
plained| of his back, and said he had
strained it by lifting the weight oft
young Wells’ head. 7

Wells Told te Be D.wa Early,

Then the witness was examined, with
a view of corroborating her husband as
to the message left for the latter by
fyams| on the Sunday before the tra-
gedy. Hyams left word for Aylesworth
to go down to the eastern portion of the
city, and returned a sogond time and
impressed' >n witness tne necessity of
ber brother going down early to the
warehouse the following day.

Defence Object'to Showing the Motive.

The Late Boliler Explosion.

wreck of the building in Sher-
bourne-street has, within the last few
days, given to thousands of people a
practical illustration of the force which
may be developed by a steam boiler ex-
plosion. The boiler in this building was
a small upright tubular boiler, uch as
many people think could not do much
damage—yet the entire building was
ruined and neighboring houses were dam-
aged. The boiler stood on the ground
floor, the building was of solid brick
walls, with a second floor and a heavy
flat gravel-covered roof.

N.Y. Steamship Co.’s Angry at Diversion
of Trafiic to Canadian Poinis.

New York, Feb. 27.—The Jocal man-

agers of the trans-Atlantic steamship
companies have sent & somewhat re-
markable communication to the Trunk
Line Association.
. In -effect, they call upon the railroads
to boycott the Grand Trunk Railway
of Canada and the Chicago and Grand
Trunk Railway on immigrant passen-
ger business destined from New York to
the west. g

If the trunk lines refuse to do- this,
the steamship companies, although
they do not so state 'in their letter,
intend to break off relations with the
railroad association, and no longer al-
lgw immigrant passengers to be routed
by the clearing houes, as has been done
for several years.

The grievamce of the steamship com-
panies is that the Grand Trunk, by
paying a commiseion of $6 apiece on
all prepaid passengers routed via Mon-
treal, while the trunk line railroads
allow only $1.80, is diverting business
away from New York to Canadian
ports,- and hence the lines putting into
New York are losing their legitimate
share of the travel.

There have been conferences on the
matter for several days, and yesterday
Secretary T. S. Sanford of the trans-
Atlantic association obtained the sig-
nature of all the leading companies do-
ing business between this country and
Europe. It is as follows :

Dear Sir,—The Grand Trunk Railway
persists ' in diseriminating against the
port of New York by granting high
commissions on immigrant business via
Montreal, which cannot be secured by
us; we hereby request that until further
notice you do not route any immigrant
business by the Grand Trunk and Chica-
go and Grand Trunk.

The steamship lines represented in the
letter sent to Trunk Line Commissioner
Farmer, requesting him not to route any
immigrant business by the Grand Trunk
and Chicago, and Grand Trunk, are:
The North German Lloyd, the Hamburg-
American, the White Star, the Cunard,
the International Navigation Compauy,
the Compagnie Generale Trans-Atlanti-
que, the Netherland-American Steam
Navigation Co., the Fabre ' Line, the
Thingvalla Line and the Anchor Line.

The prospects of a clear field and
spring breezes are beginni to warm
up the latent lacrosse %zg&mong the
students of Stevens Institute, and the at-
tendance at gymnasium practice has in-
creased so that the little space allotted
to that purpose is taxed to its utmost,
says The New York Sun, and continues :

Lacrosse has for many years been the
favorite eport of the students of Stevens
Institute. Baseball has become entirely
obsolete, and will probably never be re-
vived except in inter-class eontests.

Meeting of the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association—Safety of Canadian Indus-
tries Must Not Be 1mperiiled.
President W. H. Law of the Central
Bridge and Eugineering Company of
Peterboro presided over the 20th annual
meeting of the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association yesterday. In his
the president referred to the encourag-
ing results of the National Policy. “Aly
though the prosperity, of. the country de-
pends upon the continuance of such
policy,” eaid he, “there is an influential
element constantly working for the sub-
version of that %ystem and to introduce
one that stands" discredited throughout
the world save in the case of Great
Britain, a country whose circumstances
are-not identical with those that prevail
in Canada.

THE UNIVERSITY INVESTIGATION.

policy of protection to Canadian indus-
tries, from the general principles of which
there shall be no deviation.

THE ONE CENT PER HOUR HUMBUG.

'According to the aqueducters the mil-
lennium of cheap lighting will be reached
when we can purchase electric emergy
at one cent a horse power per houy.
The consideration fhat the promoters
offer the city for the privileges they are
geeking is a reduction in price of elec-
tric energy to the ome cent per hour
basie. The city would receive no other
advantage than this so-called cheap rate
for eurrent. If it turns out that the rate
is not cheap no advantage whatever
would accrue to the city for parting with
the privileges that the company eek.
It requires only a little figuring show
that electric current at one cent per
horse power per hour can be had by the
people without the building of a tunnel
to Lake Simcoe, and can be had within
the ‘course pf a few months if they so
wish. We have before us the figures sub-
mitted by Mr. Bertram ehowing how an
arc light can be produced for $60 a year.
In this computation $9031 is allowed for
earbons, $4000 for globes, $9000 for
trimmers and other items connected with
the nRiintenance of the Jamps. These
jtems aggregate $26,000, or per
lamp. If we deduct the latter figure
from $60 we find that, the cost of the
current actually consumed for an arc
lamp is $40. According to the figures
of the Toronto Electric Light Company
the lamps are burning 3932 hours in the
course of a year. As each lamp requires
one horse power, it is evident that the
cost of the current, according to Mr.
Bertram’'s figures, will be $40 for 8932
hours, or in other words, one cent per
horse power per hour. What the aque-
ducters promised was merely to deliver
electric current at this rate. The con-
gumer would, of course, have to pay for
the installation of the« lamps, break-
ages, maintenance, etc. The aqueducters,
in short, do-not offer us any cheaper
light-or power than we can and pro-
hably will ere long produce ourselves.

Patriotic Utterance.
From The Winnipeg Tribune (Liberal),
Feb. 23.

If there were a dozen leading Conser-
vative and Liberal newspapers in the
Dominion as patriotic as The Hamilton
Spectator it would be a grand thing
for Canada. Here is what The Spectator
says on the school question, and its ut-
terances are to be highly commended.
If the advice were to be adopted the
result could not fail to be of great
benefit to the country:

It has been suggested that the Dominion
Goveynment may give a portion of the
Manitoba school lands to the Manitoba
minority for the maintemance of separate
schools. These lands belong either to- the
people of Manitoba or to the people of
the Dominion, We don’t think the Do-
minion Government can be induced to com-
mit such an act-of injustice as to give
away! the property of the whole people
of -Canada for the purpose of teaching a
certain religion to a certain sect. A grant
of money by the Dominion Government—
a grant of the money by the whole people
—for the purpose of teaching denomina-
tional religion to a sect would be open
to precisely the same objections. It seems
to us that the action, or rather inaction
of the Dominion Government in the mat:
ter of the Jesuits’ Estate Act of the Pro-
vince of Qupbec is & good one to follow.
11.1 that case the , right of the pro-
vince was not interfered with and the peo-
ple of Quebec were pleased. If the same
rule be followed & the Manitoba matter
the people of Quebec have no right to be
displeased, The doctrine of provincial
rights should be ‘applied to all the pro-
vinceg or none,

That’s it in a nutshell. What right has
the Dominion Government to make fish
of one province and flesh of another ?
The le.gislation of the Province of Que-
b.ec ngxmbursnig the Jesuits for the con-
fiscation of their property so long ago
was not interfered with by the Federal
authpn.tiea, on the ground that it was
provincial matter, and Quebec should be
allowed to deal with it as it chose. In
that case the Protestant minority of
Quebee, much larger than the minority
in _tlns province, had a real grievance,
whild here the grievance is more fancied
than real. The Quebec minority, repre-
senting the great bulk of commerce and
wealth, was called upon to pay their
share _of a large grant to the Roman
Catholics, to which the Protestants
a.nd, for that matter, very many Catho-
hcq, believed the church had no fair
claim. Despite all pressure brought to
bé;ar upon the Dominion Government to
(IxsqlloxV' the act, it resolutely declined
to interfere, on the ground that it be-
ll'eved in the doctrine of provinecial
rights, and so it avoided the rocks. Let
the same docirine be ‘adopted in the
school question and all will be well.
That Manitoba has a right to deal with
educational matters has ‘been declared
by the Privy Council, and if the politi-
ciang of the east wish to invite disas-
ter and blast the prospects of this west-
ern province let them yield to the pres-
sure of the hierarchy and restore separ-
ate gchools here. :

Greatly Within the Past Decade—Bet-
ter Value Than British Goods—The Pre-
judice Against Canadian Being Over-
come—Correspondence on the Subject.

A correspondent finds fault with the
World in making the statement that “a
euit of Canadian tweed is as' good and
useful to us as one made from imported
material. Indeed, we have more than a
suspicion that the high-class tweed
which the King-street west. tailor asks
us to accept as British is made in a
Canadian factory, from_the wool of
Canadian sheep.”

He says: “Ten years ago, when we
commenced business, we bought many
" Canadian tweeds, but found they did not
hold their colors, and every year since
then we have been buying less, and
more imported goods. I am syre we only
voice many in the same line of business
in Yonge-street. As regards King-
street tailers, it. would be deubtful if
you could purchase out of any of their
large stocks $500 worth of Canadian
tweeds.” *

We have looked into this business
pretty thoroughly, and find that the
manufacture of Canadian tweeds has im-
proved so much since the National Policy
came into foree that in many classes
of goods even experts are sometimes de-
ctived when choosing between imported
and our own manufactured tweeds. There

Buffalo, N.Y., Feb. 27.—The suicide epi-
demic seems to be on. At the Carleton
Hotel last night was found the body of
a man who had registered as ‘“Harry
Brown, Grand Rapids, Mich.,” but whose

When asked if the trade ever find fault
with:Canadian tweeds because they do
not hold color, several of the largest deal-
efs in this class of goods in the city
told The World that such a thing never
happens. - A Bay-street merchant re-
marked that there are Canadian goods
manufactured at extremely low prices
which are not fast in color; but, said
he, “ We have also imported goods which
do not hold their color.”

Canadian manufactured tweeds are
coming more and more into general use.
They are more durable, and the trade
finds that, when made up in clothing,
they are more desirable than imported
clothing at the same money. A Wel-
lington-street dealer even remarked that
“Canadian goods are represented and
sold as imported goods.”

Another point jis that, owing to the
great improvements in the manufac-
ture of Canadian tweeds, the demand is
steadily falling off for the imported ar-
ticle. According to the annual report of
the chairman oi the drygoods section of
the Teronto Board of Trade, the imports
of woolen goods at this port in 1894
were $727,660 less than the previous
year. “ There is a steadily Increasing
demand for the Canadian article, both
from city and country merchants,” said
a well-knowa Front-street dealer, ‘“ and
the regason is that the Canadian goods
are more durable and petter value than
those imported.”

Editor World: Re your ‘editorial re-
marks in Saturday’s issue, which are re-
sp« L&ible for a letter of a correspond-
ent in Monday’s World dealing with the
question of Canadian tweeds. In justice
to tb# Canadian manufacturer, it is only
fair that the objections urged agaiunst
Canadian tweeds by your correspondent
should be fairly “dealt with and placed
beforz the public in a proper light. He
says wholesale warehousemen sell their
Canadian woolens to the manufacturers
of clothing. That is not a fact. The
clothing manufacturers buy their goods
direct from the mills and force the work-
ers to produce the lowest grade of ma-
teriai possible. The wholesale -men buy
a better class of material from the home
maker, whick they dispose of al t ex-
clusively #to the order clothing,” or in
other words, the merchant tailoring
trade. It the quality of Canadian
tweeds shas decended in the secale, it is
not the makers’ fault; it simply rests
with the ready-made clothing men, who
are competing fiercely against each
other to determine who can place the
cheapest article on the market, They
never cousult the interests of the con-
sumer. Ready-made garments are made
to sell; the wearing quality is npever
considered, because the article is gen-
erally sold on itg apparent merits. And
should it prove "a ‘worthless purchase in,
the hands of the buyer, it is rarely, if
ever, traceq to the maker. The seller
has to take the respousibility, and, in
view of the competition and eraze for
cheap goods on the part of the publie,
he is obliged to keep abreast of the

imes by continuing to handle a very
inferior article. The people who buy
are, therefore, responsible ‘with those
who sell for the rubbish that is to be
found on the market, and, netwith-
sgmﬂiug the tariff, the vwery poorest

kind of trash still continues to be im-
ported. it is nonsense to suppose that,
when low-priced goods are in demand,
the Canadian manufacturer will abstain
from tryinz to srcure a fair share of
the trade in them by failinz to indulge
all the arts known to his trade. This
will account in a great measure for
goods of an inferior quality manufactur-
ed for th> home,market. Now a word
as to the wine article. Your corress
