SUDDEN DEATH OF
LIEUT.-COL KELLY

The Popular Commander ol the 
149th Battalion Succumbs 

to Apoplexy

WATFORD AND DISTRICT DEEPLY 
SHOCKED AND GRIEVED BY 

HIS DEATH

Military Funeral Befitting A Colonel's 
Rank on Friday

The community was deeply shocked on 
Sunday morning when it became known 
that Lieut.-Col. R. G. C. Kelly, M.D., 
officer commanding the 149th Lambton 
Overseas Battalion had been found dead 
in his garage. Dr. Newell who was 
called on discovery of the body pronoun­
ced death due to apoplexy.

Dr. Kelly, who had an extensive 
medical practice, recently agreed to take 
over the command of the County of 
Lambton Battalion. For the past two 
weeks he has been attending numerous 
recruiting meetings.

On Friday evening he attended the 
memorial service in Strathroy and on 
Saturday he addressed a recruiting meet­
ing in Petrolea and returned in his 
motor. He had no sleep, Friday night. 
On Saturday evening he went to the 
armory, and left shortly after 11 o’clock 
with Lieut. Stapleford for his home. He 
retired, but shortly after midnight a call 
came for him from the township and he 
got up and went to the garage. He 
started his machine, and went back into 
the house. He complained to his wife 
about feeling dizzy, but he returned to 
the garage.

At 1.30 o’clock, the farmer who had 
called Dr. Kelly came into Watford to 
see what the delay was. He went to the 
garage and saw Col. Kelly lying beside 
the car. He called Lieut. Stapleford, 
who lives next door, and the two investi­
gated. Dr. Newell, Dr.Siddall, and Rev. 
S. P. Irwin were called, but life was 
extinct before they arrived. The body 
was found lying alongside the car. 
From the fact that the colonel was lying 
on his back with his cap folded beneath 
his head it is thought that he felt death 
coming and from his medical experience 
knew there was not time to get to the 
house so lay down beside the car to die.

The late Col. Kelly was born in Brooke 
township and was educated in the Wat­
ford High School. He taught school 
for several years, but left the profession 
to study medicine. He graduated from 
the Western Medical School in 1898, and 
had been practicing to Watford ever since.

He was married June 27th, 1906, to 
Miss Florence Wishart, only daughter of 
Mr. and Mrs. John Wishàrt, at tbe 
church of St. James the Apostle in Mont­
real. He is survived by his wife and 
four small children, Gordon, Dorris, 
Constance and a baby in arms. Two 
brothers, Frederick and William at Im­
perial, Saskatchewan, and two sisters, 
Misses Grace and Lillian, also in the 
West, survive also.

He was greatly interested in military 
matters, and for some years commanded 
the Wattord company in the 27th Regt. 
On the resignation of Lieut.-Col. Towers 
three years ago, Col. Kelly was placed in 
command. He was in charge at the 
time of his death. A few weeks ago he 
was offered the command of the 149th 
Battalion and accepted. ,

It is thought that the burden of respon­
sibility shortened his life. His large 
practice consumed much of his time, and 
with the added responsibility of the 
battalion, he overtaxed his strength. He 
was capable and well thought of. His 
death was a decided shock to the com­
munity.

The late Col. Kelly came from fighting 
stock. His grandfather, Col. Campbell, 
was for many years in command ot the 
27th Regiment, and his uncle, Major 
Kelly, was also prominent in Ontario 
and in the Vfest in military matters.

The Colonel was a man of sterling 
qualities, firm and gentlemanly, his

courteous bearing making him many 
friends. He took considerable interest 
in all matters tor the well-being of the 
town. He was a member of the public 
school board for a number of years and 
chairman for two years. He was the 
organizer and the leading spirit of the 
Armory Progress Club. He was an 
Anglican in religion and a Conservative 
in politics. He was a member of Have­
lock Lodge, A.F.&A.M.,andthe I.O.O.F. 
and also belonged to several other soci­
eties.

a military funeral
Arrangements for the funeral are now 

pretty well completed. The remains will 
lie in state at the Armory on Friday from 
10.30 a.m. to 1.30 p.m., at which hour 
they will be taken to Trinity Church 
under a military escort. The band of 
the 70th Battalion will head the proces­
sion and the firing party will be compos­
ed of men from the same corps or from 
the 27th Regt. All the officers of the 
149th will be present and some belonging 
to other units, also a number of the 
men of the Colonel’s own battalion, the 
149th. After the church service the 
cortege will proceed to St. James ceme­
tery, Brooke, where the remains will be 
placed in the family plot. All places of 
business will be closed during the funeral 
ceremonies. A regular gun carriage is 
unobtainable, so an improvised one will 
be used to convey the remains. The 
pall bearers will be all officers with the 
rank of lieutenant-colonel, five of them 
former commanders of the 27th Regt 
of which the late Col. Kelly was head. 
They are : Col. Fisher, of London 
Col. Ken ward, of Watford ; Col. Ellis, 
Col. McKenzie, Col. Towers, of Sarnia, 
and Col. Merrison, of the 1st Hussars.

A private service for the relatives will 
be held at the family residence at 10 a.m.

At the closing session ot the 
council Friday afternoon it was decided 
not to take any action regarding the 
request. It was also decided not to 
insure any more men who enlist The 
names of the married men who are in 
the 70th Battalion that are now before 
the Council will be included in the in­
sured, but no one enlisting from now on 
will be insurëd. In regard to the request 
of $5,000 per month for the Dominion 
Patriotic Fund, the councillors decided 
by a vote ot 12 to 11 that no action should 
be taken until next session, which will 
be in January.

Canadian authorities over there.

NOTE AND COMMENT
We notice the Crown Prince’s 

troops are reported as asking for rugs 
and carpets for the winter. Well, at 
least they will be getting something 
that will be easy to beat.

A complete redistribution of the 
work of liquor inspectors through­
out Ontario, including a reduction 
of (heir number to about one-half 
the present number engaged in this 
work, is expected to be undertaken 
bv the Ontario License Board about 
the first of the year.

Victoria Times : Henry Ford and 
his associates will be struck by the 
change in climate in Great Britain 
and France since they were there 
last. ^ They will find the temper­
ature about forty below zero; in fact, 
it will be so cold that the two gov­
ernments will provide them with an 
unostentatious escort to see that 
theÿ do not suffer from frost-bite.

Saskatchewan’s wheat yield aver­
ages 25.2 bushels per acre, a remark­
ably high figure. Only once before, 
in 1901, has it been exceeded, and 
then the Province had less than half 
a million acres in crop. This year 
6,844,000 acres were cropped. Al­
berta’s thrashing returns to date in­
dicate the wonderful average of 38 
bushels of wheat per acre.

From six hundred to a thousand 
Skilled Canadian railroid builders 
are helping to rush a new war rail­
way in Russia to completion. The 
road runs direct from Petrograd to 
Katherine Bay, a small gulf on the 
Arctic Ocean, and almost on the 
frontiers of Norway. Through the 
bénéficient influence of -the Gulf 
Streto the waters never‘freeze, and 
Katherine Bay will thus be the only 
winter port in the far north in the 
Russian domain free from ioe all 
winter.

Buffalo Express:—The owners of 
the wheat which the Dominion gov­
ernment took over on Saturday have 
no cause for complaint at the prices 
fixed by the government, unless, of 
course, they were holding the wheat 
in the expectation that they could get 
higher prices later when a squeeze 
came. The government has dealt 
fairly by them and no sympathy will 
be felt for them in Canada because 
they failed in their speculative game. 
No one will be surprised if the Do­
minion government does the same 
trick again some day. It certainly is 
a common-sense thing to do.

No man in history stands out as 
possessing a more humane heart or a 
greater command of sympathetic

BROOK TROUT.
Science Outdoes Nature In Raising the 

Young Fish.
The brook trout is a nest builder, but 

docs not belong to the group of fish 
which cares for its eggs and young. 
When the function of egg laying is 
completed and the nest covered with 
gravel the parent fish seem to feel that 
their whole duty has been performed, 
and they depart, leaving both eggs idd 
the young when they are batched to 
the care of nature, and nature, it must 
be confessed, is generally neglectful of 
her charge.

Early in autumn the mature brook 
trout in pairs seek the gravelly bot­
toms of shoals and spring runs. Here 
with nose and fins they hollow out a 
shallow basin and make it scrupulously 
clean. This Is their nest, and over the 
bottom the eggs are scattered, covered 
with gravel, and their duty to posterity 
is ended.

Only a small proportion of the eggs 
deposited naturally are fertilized, and 
many of these are destroyed by spawn 
eating fishes. Most of the tiny fish 
which do develop and succeed In punch­
ing a hole through the egg shell with 
their little tails and emerging Into a 
watery world do so only to find quick 
lodgment In some larger fish.

As a foster parent the trout culturist 
is a greater success than Dame Nature. 
The latter, under the most favorable 
circumstances, rarely succeeds In hatch­
ing more than 10 per cent of the eggs 
deposited, while the former expects tor 
develop into wiggling fishes nearly 60 
per cent of the eggs obtained.

The late fall, after the rush of har­
vesting Is over, Is the proper time to 
install a system of underdrains. The 
effects of underdrainage, as briefly 
summed up in “Soils: Properties and 
Management," published by The Mac­
millan Company of Canada, are at 
follows :

The need and value of thorough 
drainage of the soil can often be bet­
ter appreciated after a careful sum­
mary of its effects on the propertiet 
that determine crop growth. From a 
study of these it may be seen that foi 
the production of the ordinary up­
land crops a reasonable amount ol 
soil drainage is the first requisite. It 
may well be termed the foundation 
of good soil management. The more 
noticeable effects are as follows:

Drainage permits the development 
of the granular structure in soils, es­
pecially in those containing much 
clay, and thereby permits the créa 
tion of a much better tilth. The tilth 
Is brought about by the frequent 
changes in moisture content of the 
soli made possible by drainage 
coupled with other natural and artifi­
cial agencies, as has already been ex­
plained. As a result the soil main­
tains the open and friable condition 
favorable for the absorption of rain 
water, and the circulation of the wa­
ter In the spaces in the soil without 
Interference with the crop roots. The 
tendency of the soil to puddle and 
form large, hard lumps is reduced.

The withdrawal of the excess wa­
ter from the large spaces in the soil 
permits the admission of air into 
those spaces. This results In bettei 
ventilation. The free movement 
downward through the soil of the 
waves of saturation accelerates the 
process of deep soil ventilation by 
driving the contaminated air oui 
through the underdrains while fresh 
aid is drawn in behind the wave ol 
soil moisture.

The removal of the excess mois­
ture by drainage permits the soil to 
maintain a higher average tempera­
ture. The high specific heat of watei 
as compared with the soil causes the 
presence of water to be the chief de­
termining factor in soil temperature. 
Further, the process of evaporation 
of the excess water from the soil re­
quires a tremendous amount of heat 
The use of solar heat to warm use­
less water and to remove it by evap­
oration is avoided by draining away 
this excess. Drained soil not only 
maintains a higher average tempera­
ture in summer, hut warms up earliei 
In spring to a temperature for plant­
ing seeds. This gives a longer grow­
ing season.

The improved ventilation resulting 
from drainage permits the roots ol 
plants to penetrate deeper Into the 
soil, where they come in contact with 
a larger supply of moisture and food 
One of the indications of the need ol 
drainage is the shallow root develop, 
ment of crops. Stagnant water in a 
saturated soil is as resistant to the 
penetration of upland crops as is the 
hardest rock.

Drainage reduces heaving. Heav­
ing, or the lifting of crops by frosl 
action in the soil, indicates the pres­
ence of too much moisture in the soil 
in proportion to its pore space. When 
water freezes It expands one-eleventh 
of its volume. If the soil is too 
nearly saturated, this expansion Is 
expressed at the surface of the soil 
by a lifting, or heaving, which is ex­
ceedingly injurious to most crops thaï 
pass the water in the soil. It breaki 
their roots and gradually lifts the 
smaller plants out of the groynd 11 
the process is many times repeated. 
When the soli is drained so that free 
air spaces are distributed through the 
mass, the expansion of the water at 
it freezes is taken up in these spacei 
without heaving at the surface.

Drainage reduces erosion of soils 
by withdrawing the water through 
the soil instead of permitting it tc 
accumulate to the point where il 
must move- over the surface, oftei 
with serious erosive action. In ordei 
that the drains may be efficient, th« 
soil above the drains must be suffi­
ciently porous to permit the removal 
of the water as fast as it accumulates

WHISPERING GALLERIES.
WORTH KNOWING.

Old World Churches With Remarkable 
Acoustic Properties.

The most celebrated whispering gal­
lery is that which surrounds the base 
of the Interior of the dome of St Paul's 
cathedral, London. A person speaking 
near Its surface can be heard distinctly 
by one listening near the smooth wall 
at the other extremity of the diameter, 
but not elsewhere.

It Is seventy-five feet long, 
six and a half feet high and three feet 
wide In the form of half an irregular 
octagon. The walls hnd ceilings arc of 
freestone, and the slightest whisper 
travels from end to end.

The cathedral of the Taj Mahal In 
Agra, India, has most marvelous ech­
oes and reverberating qualities, but Is 
scarcely a whispering gallery. Tho 
whole cathedral of Glrgenti, in Sicily, 
has this character owing to the pecul­
iar structure of its walls. These re­
markable properties also belonged to 
the “Ear of Dionysius,” cut in the rock 
at Syracuse in the shape of a parabolic 
curve, ending in an elliptical arch. It 
Is said that the tyrant seated in a small 
chamber over a hundred feet from the 
spot occupied by his captives by this 
means could bear every word spoken 
by his prisoners.—London Answers.

Do you know that you can restore 
the fine color to your turquoises by im­
mersing them in a solution of carbon­
ate of soda? This applies to the com­
mon turquoise and not to those of 
the orient, the color of which does not 
change.

Jet is very popular at the moment, 
and yet few know how to clean it 
Breadcrumbs reduced into small parti­
cles and introduced into all the curves, 
hollows and crevices of the jewelry 
while rubbing with a flannel is a most 
excellent method.

Card parties will soon be in order, 
and it may be that you have a number 
of soiled packs on hand. If so, why 
not clean them? A penny saved, you 
know. Here is a very reliable formula: 
Bring a quart of water, to which have 
been added twenty grams of soap bark, 
to a boil. Continue ebullition for a 
few minutes; then add fifteen grams 
each of borax and starch which have 
been mixed with a little water. Boll 
mixture for about ten minutes; then 
cool and filter and put into corked bot­
tle. In using it rub the surfaces of the 
cards lightly with a sponge saturated 
with the mixture, drying them instant­
ly with an old absorbent piece of linen.

Then 
why not make a good and inexpensive 
household vinegar at this time? Cut 
apple and pear peelings and put them 
into a jar; pour water ever them and 
also a little vinegar, sour beer or wine. 
After stirring well cover with a linen 
cloth and leave in a warm room.

In sugar beet work it has been 
shown easy to get 546 boys report a#-* 
average yield of 20.4 tons, ^rith .auS' 
average net profit of 237.60 per tore. 
Under Irrigation methods a potato 
grower produced a yield of 7 2 ttf bush­
els per acre, while ■wijp'f'fimffid con­
ditions the highest yield, 560 bushel» 
per acre, has been attained.

The person/Who is determined to- 
make his farm pay needs only to get 
in line with this kind of progress, ue- 
ing methods which are open to alL 
As illustrating what may be gained 
by study and co-operation, the report* 
for last year of several hundred 
county agents on the other side of 
the line are noted. Each county 
agent on the average secured the se­
lection of seed corn In the fields of' 
sixty-nine farmers and had planted 
selected seed on if,132 cres, result­
ing in an increased yiel ; as reported 
by sixty agents of 9.4 bushels per 
acre, due to better seed r’;ed or to the 
better cultural methods suggested bjr 
the agent. On the average there were 
grown under the direction of the 
agent 1,010 acres of wheat In each 
county, with a reported Increased av­
erage yield from fifty-four agents of 
seven bushels per acre. Each agent 
Induced on the average twenty-six 
farmers, growing a total of 729 acres 
of oats, to treat the seed for smut* 
The increased yield of oats reported 
from the forty-eight counties doing 
demonstration work with oats was 
10.6 bushels per acre.

With potatoes, forty-seven agent* 
reported the growing of this crop by 
2,447 farmers who treated the seed 
for scab or used improved cultural 
methods, getting In return an aver­
age Increased yield per acre of 26.6 
bushels. From thirty-eight counties* 
where results were reported In hay 
growing, the average Increased yield 
on 140,519 acres was 1.1 tons per 
acre. Each agent secured on the av­
erage fifty-eight farm«-e in each 
county fifty-eight farmers in each 
acres of alfalfa each.

The agents reporting were instru­
mental in having the following num­
ber of registered stock secured by the 
farmers in the county: Fifty-three 
stallions, 748 bulls, 171 rams, and 
969 boars; 5,063 farmers were induc­
ed to feed live stock, and balanced ra­
tions were figured for and adopted 
on 4,698 farms. The agents assisted 
in the organization of 378 anti-hog 
cholera clubs, which vaccinated 291 - 
501 hogs. In addition 4,717 silo* 
were put up at the suggestion of the 
county agents and 110 breeders’ as­
sociations organized. During the 
year ninety-three cow-testing associa­
tions were organized, and through 
encouraging individual farmers to 
test their herds 58,718 cows were 
brought under test.

Upon the suggestion of the county 
agents 7,224 farmers were induced to 
make better use of farm and barn­
yard manure, 1,988 farmers were 
taught how to home mix 10,341 tons, 
of fertilizer, while 11,552 farmers 
were induced to use a total o{.,,181,- 
506 tons of lime. Commercial fer­
tilizers were introduced on 4 938 
farms, and 42,304 acres of hay,’soy 
beans, cowpjas, and vetch were 
grown for green manure.

Death ot James McLachlan
The Anaconda Standard gives the 

following account of the accidental death 
of James McLachlan, of Brooke

James McLachlin, a carpenter, aged 
33 years, fell to his death from a scaf­
fold on one of the new buildings at the 
reduction works Monday, striking the 
ground 32 feet below. Several fellow 
workmen were near, but none appears 
to have seen the cause of the accident. 
It is probable that he slipped in some 
way. His companions saw him as he 
was falling and hastened to his relief. 
He apparently struck on his head, as 
the face was badly bruised, and it is 
probable that the skull was fractured. 
The right arm and the left wvist were 
also broken. The unfortunate man died 
about an hour after the accident, which 
happened between 1 and 2 o’clock in the 
afternoon.

Mr. McLachlan came to Anaconda 
from Billings in July last, and at once 
took out his card in the carpenters’ 
union, being employed on construction 
at the works. He had evidently gone 
to Billings from Great Falls, as he had 
a working card from the Great Falls 
union, issued in 1913. He carried cards 
showing that he was a member in good 
standing in the carpenters’ union here 
and in the Odd Fellows’ lodge at Cal­
gary, Alberta.

Little is known of his relatives. An 
unsigned letter was found in his pocket, 
in which he was addressed as brother, 
and in this letter, dated at Alvinston, 
Ontario, last September, the address of 
a sister, Miss Katie McLachlin, is given 
by the writer, either a brother or a sister, 
as on a rural mail route trom Alvinston. 
His roommate, at 608 East Commercial 
avenue, says Mr. McLaughlin was a 
native of Ontario and that his mother is 
still living there.

Coroner M. P. Mahoney took charge 
of the body and will hold an inquest at 
7.30 o’clock this evening.

In the inquest on the death of James 
McLachlan, a carpenter who was killed 
Monday afternoon when he fell from a 
building at the smelters, the jury im­
paneled by Coroner M. P. Mahoney re­
turned the following verdict: “That the 
cause of death was by an unavoidable 
accident at the new roaster building No.

GETTING BEADY FOR A BLAST.

moisture, as the water fills the air 
spaces and the stumps leave the earth 
more easily. Stumps in sandy soil 
should never be blasted when the soil 
is dry.

All stumps, except those having a 
taproot, are blasted by placing the 
explosive in the earth beneath the 
stump. For small sized stumps that 
require not more than one stick of 
powder the hole may be made with a 
crowbar. For larger stumps use an 
earth auger two or three inches in 
diameter, or if the stumps are very 
large dig out a hole with a bar and 
shovel. Usually the force of the 
charge is directed more toward the i 
side from which it is loaded. So it is 
best to place the charge slightly be­
yond the centre, of the stump.

No man should attempt to use pow­
der without first thoroughly learning 
the best methods of handling the ex­
plosive he intends using. This can 
be done by observing others at work 
and by reading directions furnished 
by the manufacturer.
