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—The Lunenburg I’rogrmu is ndvocaung
the abolition of the present method of mun-
icipal assessment and the substitution there-
for of a system by which property through-
out the whole county will be valued by two
general assessors, who will have the assist-
ance of one special assessor in each district.
There can be no doubt that there is need for
reform along this line, as glaring instances
of unequal district assessment are each year
incorporated in the county roll, to the dis-
aatisfaction of the Municipal Council, as well
as to a large portion of the county ratepay-
ers. In our own county, Warden Roop, in
his address to the Council at the openiog of
the April term, pointed out that the assess
ment bore too heavily on some distriots, and
expressed the hope that a remedy might soon
be provided for this unfair condition. The
imperfection of the present system lies large
ly in the fact that uniform work by an
army of ward assessore without any recog-
nized head, is well-nigh impossible. Of
ocourse, no matter how radical an improve-
ment is instituted, it will be impossible to
secure an entirely satisfactory assessment,
but there is ample range for good work be-
tween the impossible perfection and the sad
imperfection that now exists. Just before
the prorogation of the legislature in April,
an d t to the t act was
submitted to the legislature and passed the
Assembly, but the committee of the Legisla-
tive Council decided to take no action on the
proposed  amendment, as the time before
prorogation was too short to admit of a care-
ful conmsideration of its provisions. The
Progress hopes to have the matter brought
before the legislature in better season at its
next session, and in the meantime is seeking
to give proper publicity to the proposed
amendment and inviting discussion of its
merits. Reco.gnizing the importance of a7
reform in assdssment, in order that the mun-
icipal taxation may be more equally distrib-
uted, we publish the propsed remedy and
commend it to the consideration of the rate.
payers of the county :

AN ACT TO AMEND THE MUNICIPAL ASSESS-
MENT ACT OF 1895.

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council
and Assembly as follows:

1 The Council of any Munlclpu]lty may
once in five years, instead of appointing Dis-
trict Assessors, appoint two General Asses
sors for the assessment of property through
out the whole municipality and one District
Assessor to act with such General Assessors
in respect to the assessment of property
within the district for which he is appointed.

2 Such two General  Assessors in every
district in the Municipality and such Dis-
trict Assessors shall assess the property un-
der the provisions of the muuicipal assess
ment act of 1895 and perform the daties nm\J
devolving upon the District Assessors in each
District under said act.

3 In such years it shall not be necessary
to int District A other than the
one herein provided for.

5 The General Assessors and such Dis-
trict Assessors shall not be entitled to com
pensation for their services unless they res
pectively prove on oath that they personally
visited the premises mentioned in the As-
sessment Roll.

—Now that Mafeking has been relievedand
the Tranavaal troops have been pressed back-
ward to the defence of Jobannesburg and
Pretoria, there are signe that indicate that
the British advance will meet with but fee-
ble resistance, and that it will not be many
weeks before the Boers are sning for peace.
As for the Free State it has practically
ceased to figuré in the campaign, and is now
being overrun by British troops. The end
cannot be far off, though it is likely that the
final surrender will be delayed until Kruger’s
envoys to the United States have cabled
their despairing master that nothing need be
expected from that country in the way of
intervention. Their mission is generally re
garded-as a hopeless one, though they are
working at an opportune moment, when pro
fessions of sympathy may be expected from
both Republican and Democratic parties in
the hope of influencing the German and Irish
vote at the coming presidential election.
Sympathetic expressions will, however, have
little, if any, effect in this case, as the Bntq
government will place a proper value on
them, and it is most unlikely that Uncle
Sam will commit himself to the task of re-
lieving the pressure that is now making the
burghers of the Datch South African repub-
lics so uncomfortable. With Kimberley,]
Ladysmith and Mafeking once more freed
from siege, Lord Roberts will pursue his
campaign with much more comfort than
hitherto, and probably with more noticeable
effect.. It would not be surprising to hear of
his troops celebrating the Queen’s birthday
somewhere in the vicinity of Pretoria.

Attorney-General Longley Talks to a Hall-
fax Chronicle Reporter.

«j+ js reported that you are interesting
yaurdelf on behalf of a new line of steamers
bétween Annapolis and London ?’

“That is true. Mr. Musgrave, represent-
ing the proposed new line was at Ottawa
during my last visit, and at his request
I.used every means in my power on
behalf of the County of Annapolis to secure a
subsidy ¢quivalent to that paid the Furness
line, for a line of steamers to carry apples
from Annapolis te London direct.

“The proposed line makes a fair propo-
sition, namely, grant our linea subsidy equal
to that given the Furness boats or abolish
all subsidies to steamers competing for this
business and allow free competition on equal
terms.

8o far as I nnderstand public opinion in
the fruit growing region, they have never
favored granting a subsidy to the Furnese
Line, and I am not clear that any strong
feeling prevails in Halifax in favor of the
policy of subsidizing these steamers. I may
be wrong, but my impression is that the
subsidy is maintained very largely as the
result of St. John influence. As long as the
steamers are subsidized to go to St. John, it
is probable that the business interests of
Halifax will not consent to having the sub-
sidies to Halifax abolished.

I, of course; bave no personal feeling in
ihe matter, but, representing the fruit grow-
ing interests, my belief is that the enbsidiz
ing of any line of steamers has proved of no
advantage in the way of reducing the rates,
but rather the contrary. The rates mignt
bave becn more favorable if there had been
open competition. 1 am satistied how-
ever, that the establishment of a new direct
Jine from Annapolis or from Annspolis and
Kingsport would result in better rates and a
more regular and convenient service,” L

sHow did you find the political situatio
at Ottawa ?”

«Perhaps, I did not_devote as much at-
tention to purely political matters while at
Ottaws a8 most politicians do. I met the
Jeading men of both parties and found them
equally sanguine of success at the approach-
fng elections.

THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA

Mafeking Relleved.

London, May 18.—Mafeking has been re-
lieved. The despatch of the Asseciated
Press announcing the relief of Mafeking was
posted outside the Mansion House, and the
news rapldly spread.

The war office at 9 o’clock announced that
no news had been received, but at 9.40 the
lord mayor, A. J. Newton, in his official
robes of office, announced the joyful news to
the crowd outside. The lord mayor was
accompanied by the lady mayoress to the
front of the Mansion House, where an im-
mense portrait of Col. Baden-Powell was
displayed, bearing the inecription : *‘ Mafe-
king relieved.”

While the attendants were waving Union
Jacks, the lord mayor briefly addressed the
assemblage, saying :

] wish your cheers could reach Mafe-
king—" Here the speech was interrupted
by redoubled cheering and the singing of
“Rule Britannia,” after which the lord
mayor remarked : ** We never doubted what
the end would be, or that British pluck and
courage would conquer at last.”

The lord mayor then led the crowd in
singing *‘ God Save the Queen,” and *‘Sol-
diers of the Qaeen,” and, with renewed
cheering and the waving of flags by the as
sembled multitade, and the singing of ** He's
a jolly good fellow,” the mayor and bis party
retired.

The mesange of people outside the Mansion
House grew to such dimensions that the
police were compelled to divert all traffic,
omnibusses, etc., through the side strepts.
The cheering was incessant. Later the
gpecial editions of the newspapers arrived
and the tickers announced the news in all
the public resorts. In the west end leading
thoroughfares were eventually impeded by
a constant stream of the populace cheering
themselves hoarse and singing ‘‘ God Save
the Qaeen,” and *“ Soldiers of the Queen.”
The enthusiasm as this despatch is sent
already promises to outrival even the scenes
which followed the relief of Ladysmith.

A reporter of the Associated Press inquired
at the foreign office and the resident clerk
said nothing had yet been recelved there in
confirmation of the news from Pretoria of the
relief of Mafeking.

From the mention of the laagers in the
Pretoria despatch it is understood here that
prior to the raising of the siege of Mafeking
the Baer laagers around that place were
vigorously bombarded by ‘the British relief
column and that the burghers were practi-
cally compelled te abandon the siege.
*“Bobs is a man of his word,” says the man
in the street, and this sentiment {8 no smal!
factor in the rejoicings of the people. Oaly
now is it possible to realizs the pent up feel-
ing of the populace. Within an hour after
the news was received, the scenes im the
streets of mercantile London, usually quite
deserted at this hour, were almost indescrib-
able. Bands and banners and flags eppeared
to have sprung suddenly from the earth.
Every other vehicle was decerated with flage.
Brass bands were parading and leading
crowds, who sang patriotic songs.  Colored
fire was being burned in every direction.
Along Fleet street, the Strand and Pall
Mall the public buildings were illuminated,
and the whole of the West Eod was alive
with enthusiasm. At the war cffice immense
crowds quickly gatbered, for although no
doubt was thrown on the soccuraey of the
news, there was the greatest anxiety felt to
get cfficial confirmation from Lord Roberts.
The Associsted Press despaiob announcing
the relief of the town was sent to the Queen
at Windsor Castle, where Lord Salisbury
was dining with her majesty, and also to the
Prince of Wales at Marlhorough House.

By 10 30 p. m. the news had spread to all
the suburbs of London, where similar scenes
of rejoicing occurred.

Story of the Siege.

The Boer forces isolated the town on Oc-
tober 14. Thus the siege lasted 214 days,
if it ended on May 15, as reported. Col.
Baden Powell’s fighters numbered at first
about fifteen hundred, all irregulars, except
a few cfficers. He had eight gune, six of
them machine. Seven hundred white wo-
men and children and seven thousand blacks
were also hemmed in. The besieging force
has varied from two thousand to five thous
and.

Cronje first attacked Mafeking on October
15, foliowing up the destruc:ion of an ar-
mored train at Kraaipan, below the town.
A repulse with a heavy loss was the result.
Heavy guns were brought up and the bom-
bardment began. A fierce assault on Octob-
er 31 was futile, both sides losing heavily.
Weeks of ‘‘eniping” and intermittent
bombardment culminated on December 26in
unsuccessfal British sally against the Game
Tree Fort. Twenty-one of the garrison were
killed and thereafter Baden Powell remained
on the defensive.

Cel. Plumer with two thousand men from
Rhodesis, moving south to raise the siege,
got within fourteen miles of the town on
March 16, but was beaten back by the Boers
led by Synman. Lord Roberts sent word
that relief would arrive by May .18, and a
column of three thoneand men is believed to
have left Kimberley early this month to fulfil
the promise.

Ever since January all in Mafeking have
been on reduced rations. Life has been
supported by means of horecflesh and mule-
meat goup, made from the snimal's skias,
and porridge. Six ounces of bread, a quart
of soup, and two quarts of perridge were the
daily ration a month ago.

The casualties in the town’s fighting force
up to April 28 totalled 240, including 66
killed and 133 wounded. Deaths from dis-
ease add fully sixty more, making twenty
per cent loss during the siege. The deaths
among the non-combatants probably number
one hundred more.

To meet the peculiar exigencies of the sit-
uation Baden-Powell issued paper currency
and postage stamps. The resourceful com
mander also buils & gun of steel plate tosup-
plement his elender outfit of cannon, which
comprised one weapon made in the last cen-
tury. He had thrown his defence lines far
out, thus preventing a concontration of the
heavy fire on a small space, which would
soun have knocked the town to piecass,

London, May 22 —Whatever doubt msy
bave lingered in the minds of the sceptical
with regard to the news of the relief of Mafe
fking, was finally dispelled yesterday by the
publication of despatches from Lord Roberts
and Sir Alfred Milner. It cannot be said
that there was much anxiety in the matter
but none the lees there was real gratification
here at the receipt of the telegrams.

The Queen has bestowed the first recogoi
tion of the services which Col. Baden-Powell
had rendered his country by promoting him
to the rank of Major General.

Oue reason which made the Boers so anx-
ious to capture Mafeking was that they al-
ways regarded it as a convenient point from
which a raid counld eaeily be made on Johan-
nesburg. It seemslikely that they will now
have fall jastification for their anxiety, for
Lord Roberts, who apparently revels in
broadening his campaign, evidently plans to
take advantage of the position which Mafe-
king occupies, and hold it in force. He is
now moving his left wing northward.

Gen. Hunter, from Fourteen Sireams, fs
pushiog provision trains and a hospital train
up the reilway, which is being repaired as
quickly as possible. -

Gen. Barton who has been marching
north, almost parallel to the railway, has
reached Taunge, whence he telegraphed
cfficial news of Baden-Powell’s relief. Lord
Methuen has moved from Hoopstad to eo-
operate in the general advance in that direc
tion, and is probably now at Bloemhofpen
Kierksdorp road. The Commandersin Chief
has doubiless filled up the gap in the chain
of posts by sending troops from Kroonstadt
to occupy Hoopstad.

Gen. Bauller having the Biggarberg Range
completely in his hands has now been forced
to halt until the railway can be repaired aod
large yuantities of stores pushed to him. It
seems to be doubtful whether the Boers have
given up to Dandonald, their very strong
line at Laing’s Nek, for some reports speak
of the Federal force being still in entrenched
positions there,

British horsemen, aceording to a despatch
from Lourenzo Marques are now close to the
Vaal River, within forty miles of Johannes-
burg.

The migra!i;-d}fom Pretoria has begun.
Women and chijfren are being sent in trains
to Machador”on the way to Lydenburg.
Trains are arriving at Lourenzo Marques
filled with passengers among whom are many
Germans who are bound for Europe.

Before the Relief

A report has been received from Baden-
Powell, dated May. 13, giving important
news. Before dawn, May 13th, a storming
party, two hundred and fifty strong, person-
ally led by Eloff, rushed the pickets and
reached the Staadt and Protectorate camp
from the westward along the Malappo Valley
& strong musketry demonstration being
made at the same time along the eastern front
of our position. Our western posts closed
in-and stopped the Boer supports followicg,
thus cutting off Elof’s retreat while the town
defences stopped his further advance. His
force got divided in the darkness, and a
strong party was placed between them, com-

pletely surrounded them; much fighting con-
tinued all day long. Soon after night fall
the two parties surrendered, and the other
was driven out of the Staadt under a heavy
fire. Ten dead and 19 wounded of the
enemy were left behind, avd 108 prisoners
were taken, including Eloff and 9 officers.
Seventeen Frenchmen and many Germans
were among the prisoners. Our Josses were
six men killed and 2 officers and 9 men
wounded.”

Later Spraying.

In a former article we considered the mat-
ter of the early spraying of orchards, more
especially for the bud moth and the bark
louse, becanse they must be dealt with very
early in the season in order to be treated
effectually, but every other pest with which
we have to contend, requires equally prompt
action at just the proper time if it is to be
successfully combatted. It is time, there-
fore, that growers had their preparations
completed for the campaign against the
caterpillar, the cankerworm and the “black
spot,” and that campaigo, if not already be-
gun, should begin immediately. The cater-
pillars are reported to have hatched already
in sheltered localities, and where they are
troublesome no time should be lost but the
trees should be sprayed immediately with
Parjs Green or some other insecticide.

For the treatment of the three pests nam-
ed above, as well as the ‘‘leaf-blight” of
plums, and many other such diseases, a
combination of Bordeaux mixture with Paris
Green, will perhaps, be most satisfactory
for the majority of the orchardists of the
province. For the benefit of those who
have not previously prepared Bordeaux mix-
ture a few directions may be useful. The
usual formula given is:

4 lbs copper sulphate
4 lbs lime
40 gals. water

To which 4 oz. of Paris Green are added
for destroying insects, and as a rule this is
satisfactory. But asafer and surer method
is to use the potasssium ferrocyanide test to
determine when enough lime has been added.
Let us suppose that the farmer has determin-
ed to spray his orchard the coming season
(and if he hasn’t so_determined he should do
so immediately). He should first procure
several casks that will hold water. This
does not of necessity mean costly oil barrels,
but the better quality they can be without
too great expense the more satisfactory they
will prove. Inone of these casks dissolve a
quantity of copper sulphate at the rate of 1
Ih. to one gallon of water; then when used 1
gallon of the solution means a pound of cop-
per sulphate. Of course the amount of
copper sulphate required will depend on the
size of the orchard to be sprayed. Place
the copper sulphate in a bag and suspend in
the upper part of the water and it will soon
dissolve. Next secure some fresh lime,
slake carefully in another caek and keep it
under water to prevent the air from coming
incontact with it. The *‘stock solutions”
are now ready and if kept in this way will
not deteriorate in the least. And for the
potassium ferrocyanide test above referred
to, buy 5c. worth of this chemical at the
drug store, dissolve in a pint of water and
put in a bottle. When it is desired to pre-
pare a cast of Bordeaux mixture, measure
out 6 gallons of the copper sulphate solution
and add water to make it almost a half bar-
rel. In another cask, or tub, take out a-
quantity of laked lime( perhaps two quarts)
and add water till itisa very thin white-
wash. Then pour these two solutions to-
gether. Itis now necessary to test the solu-
tion to see if sufficient lime has been added.
To do this take out a small quantity of it in
a saucer and add a few drops of the test
solution. If any red color appears, more
lime is needed. This test is very simple
when one becomes familiar with its uce and
is absclutely sure. After testing add,
sufficient water to make 40 gallons of the
mixture. Next mix 4 oz. of Paris Green
with a small amount of water and add this
to the Bordeaux and the material is ready
for application.

These directions have been made thus ex-
plicit for the benmefit of those who have
pever: before prepared Bordesux mixture
and who may desire te have each step ex-
plained. Oace familiar with the process it
isas simple as ruoning a mowing machine,
ard not half as dangeroue.

Bordeaux should be prepared fresh for
each application, for when lime is added to

to detericrate after 48 hours.

A good general rule for applications is to
spray once just as the leaves are expanded;
once just after the blossoms fall and a third
time in ten days or two weeks. But let me
say in closing that no one but the grower
himeelf can decide just when the spraying
should be made, for all depends on what
pests are most troublesome in that particular
orchard. If his apples are wormy at the
core it means that the coddling moth is
abgodant, and his great care should then be
to spray his orchard thoroughly with Paris
Green within a week after the blossoms fall.
1f the black spot ié troublesome, then he
should give mostattention to the use of copper
sulphate, making one application before the
buds have begun to swell, using 11b to 10
gal. of water; and spraying once just before
the blossoms open, and two or three times
after they fall, with Bordeaux. While if
canker worm and the caterpillar are the
chief offenders, he should spray thoroughly
with Paris Green or some other insecticide,
making the first application just as the
leaves are expanding. Bat whatever may
be his enemy, let him spray thoroughly and
in good season and as a result he will do his
share to keep Nova Scotia where she belongs
in the first rank of apple producing countries
in the world; and what is, perbaps, even
more to the point, it will mean money i his
own pocket and in that of his neigh bor.

Famine in India.

London, May 16 —Dealing with the famine
in the central provinces of India, which have
an area equal to that of Austria and a popu-
lation of pearly eleven millions, and which
were formerly most prosperous, the Daily
Chrenicle's correspondent at Bilaspur writes:

“The demand for government assistance is
unparalleled.

“In one district forty per cent. are depend-
ent on the Sirdar for their daily bread. Intwo
others the percentage is over thirty. Inthe
whole area there are 1,500,000 people with
no other sources of subsistence than govern-
ment charity.

“Three miles out from Bilaspur 1,500 per-
sons are busy adding to the long list of links
copstructed by famine labor. Further on
stone breaking is in progress, and ts
who have never before handled any imple-
ment save those of husbandry wrestle man-
fully with crow-bar and boring tools. When
the rock is broken women and youngsters
busily ply little hammers. An able bodied
man earns three cents, women two cents and
a half, and children two cents. If the price
of grain increases the wage is iucreased and
vice versa. So that a full day’s toil secures
to every worker a sufficiency of food. No
work, no pay. The old and feeble are
drafted into the weekly gangs and even these
wrecks of humanity lay by a few pics (quar
ter of a cent) of their miserable pittance and
starve their shrunken bodies in order to get
a morsel of opium or tobacco. “The type
of relief work described at Bilaspur is found
by the hundreds in the central provinces,
and the aid given to the able-bodied people
seems sufficient, and the kitchens and hos-
pitals are well managed. But, the penny
wage for a weekily gang is insufficient. I
am assured, however, that it will be raised.”

The Monroe Doctrine.

Washington, May 18.—In view of the
significant reference to the enforcement of
the Monroe doctrine by Secretary Root,
Senator Lodge and other prominent men,
the State Department has taken steps to
secure data on the subj:ci. The burden of
these speeches has been the startling increase
of the German colonies in South and Central
Americs, whica have been regarded as men-
acing tha Monroe doctrine.

It also has been asserted that these Ger-
man colonies maintain their home customs

How Should Prohibitionists Vote ?

This question has been pretty thoroughly
discuseed since the taking of the plebiecite
votes in September 1898. The government
has been severely censured for doing
nothing as & resuls of that vote. As the
time for holding & general election draws
nearer this question grows in interest:
“Why do the politicians fail to enact a
Prohibitory law ?” Is it because they don't
believe in prohipition ? Not at all. Parlia-
ment endorsed the principle years ago. Our
politicians are like boys playiog ball;
those who are in want to stay in, and
those who are out want to get in. As soon
as they are convinced that they will .gain
more votes than they will lose by making a
prohibitory law we will get it, not before.

A prohibitory law without a strong gov-
ernment behind it would not be worth the
effort to obtain it. Evidently the govern-
ment don’t believe the prohibitioniste are in
earnest, or they would attempt to do some-
thing. The opposition are cqually faithless,
or they would make a bid for the temper-
ance vote, The heroic way to convince the
politician would be to refrain from votiog, or
to set up an independect men. Such a nan
would be hard to get, and would probably
lose his deposit of $200. Another way
would be to take the advice of the late Sir
John A. McDonald, and fill parliament with
prohibitionists. This could easily be done
if prohibitionists would see to it that only
prohibitionists were nominated. Over 100
constituencies gave upward of 1000 majority
at the plebiscite. Each of these could ard
should have a prohibition member in the
npext parliament. Not a man from whom it
is necessary to exact a pledge, but one who
has a reputation both at home and abroad
as & teetotaler and a prohibitionist. What
will Annapolis county do? Will the party
leadere ignore the prohibition votere? If
they do they may reckon without their
host ¢ We will wait and see.

- Famine and Cholera in India.

Landon, May 18.—A special despatch
from Hyderabad noting the rapid spread of
chelera, says: In one division, no fewer
than forty five famine camps have been at-
tacked by the pestilence. The most viru-
lent type is at Gujerat, where many thous-
ands have perished. In the Godbra camp
alone there have been thousands of victims.
An appalling loss of life seems inevitable.

London, May 17.—The Secretary of State
for India, Lord George Hamilton, presiding
at & meeting of the Indian section of the
Society of Art, today, referring to the ter-
rible effects of the famine, said: ‘It must
fnot be forgotten that it is a wage famine as
well as a food famine. Therfore it presses
more heavily on the people than before, and
it is the duty of the government to try to
multiply and diversify the industries of In-
dia. With this view, the Indian Govern
ment was placing contracts in India where-
ever possible, not with brokers, but with
actual producers.”

BUT WITHOUT FRICTION,
A healthy human body, according to the
individual, puts out each day sufficient force
to‘keep itself in running order, says Mrs. J.
O. Carhart in the American Queen. An ex-
penditure of this force beyond what is man-
ufactured daily, and of which the human
system manufactures byt a certain amount,
causes fatigue, depression and irratibility.
Every demand that draws upon the energy
must be paid for in bodily tissue and nervous
force. 2

Besides the waste that is constantly going
on, that caused by the expenditure of energy
must also be repaired.

An active worker does not always find
complete cessation from work beneficial —to
him. or her a change of occupation is what i3
most needed. The mind wants to be taken
away from what it is working at and put
completely in another groove. E€omplete
rest does not always do this, though in cases
of complete exhaustion there is no restora-
tive like absolute inactivity.

Sleep, without a doubt, is one of nature’s
most efficient agents, put sleep cannot do for
the faculties what it does for the physical
powers. Sleep refuses to come to the work-
er who overtaxes his brain, whereas moderate
brain work is recreation to those whose em-
ployment lies in other linee. When possible
reoreation—change of occupation—that traly
recreates both mind and bedy should be
taken in pure air and as much as possible in
sunshine. The recreation that is taken in
a close room does mot do repairing as it
should.

To the ordinarily healthy person recrea-
ation is not found in complete idleness. Ab-
solute in activity, which means disuse, is &
cause of waste, and there should be no waste
allowed in the economy. Each faculty to be
kept right must be kept in use.

Food, pure air, sunshine, rest, sleep, re-
creation, exercise, change of occupation,
change of thought and change of scene are
nature’s repairing agents.

Every machine to work without friction
must be well oiled—food takes the place of
oil in the human machine. Sunshine drives
away stupidity, quickens the circulation,
brightens the eye and generally tones up the
system.

In addition to all the above répair agents,
change of scene is sometimes more beneficial
than any and all the others.

The value of a short trip of even a day
away from the usual environments, seeing &
new place, new faces, eomething different, is
much greater than it at first sight appears
possible.

It is claimed by the followers of Christian-

ity that no other religion has exerted such

immense influence upon government, society
and civilization. 1ts sanction rests entirely
on the life, example, teachings and death of
Jesus of Nazareth, for whom theologians
claim much more than He ever claimed him

self. He was poor, ignorant, and of dubious
origin. He had no learning. Itisnotknown
that He could read or write. He left no
manuscripts. His life to the age of thirty
was passed in manual labor as a carpenter.
His associates, male and female, were illiter-
ate and obscure. He had no home, nor any
domestio relations, He lived on alms, and
led a harmlessly vagrant life, sometimes in
solitude, and then wandering about in the
fields among the mountains and by the sea,
talking familiarly to his companions, to
chance acquaintances, and delivering in-
formal discourses to the crowds of rustics
that gathered occasionally at the reports of
his miracles. He healed the sick and raised
the dead. ‘

He seemed to have special hatred for
shams, pretenders and hypocrites, and de-
nounced them with violence, but to other
sinners He was gentle and lenient. His
public career was less than three years, and
His recorded deeds and words would not
fill two pages of the Journal. They were
repeated by word of mouth, and not per-
manently collected till nearly a century after
His death.

His life was pure and blameless, and He
was crucified rather as a victim of political
prejudice than as a martyr for his religious
opinions.

Whatever view may be held as to His
divinity, He is the central character of
human destiny, the one colossal figure of
human history. Caesar and Herod and
Pilate, the kings, conquerors and philosoph-
ersof that day, are names. No one cares
that they lived or died, but Christ remains
the living and most potential force in modern
society.

When He snnounced the fatherhood of
God and the brotherhood of man and the
immeasurable value of the humblest human
soul, He made kings and despots and tyrants
impossible.

He laid the foundation of democratic self-
government and the sovereignty of the peo-
ple. From His teachings have come the
emancipation of childhood, the elevation of
woman, and our rich and splendid heritage
of religious, civil and constitutional liberty.

Indeed, without disparaging Confucius,
Buddha, or Mahomet, it may be safe to
assert that through Christianity alone has
civilization come into the world. Oa the
continued activity of ite beneficent forces we
must depend for its preservation; for the
completion of man’s conquest over nature;
for the realization of the dream of the uni-
versal republic.—New York Journal.

Red Clover Seed.

Farmers cannot be to careful in the pur-
chase of seeds, especially the smaller seeds
such a8 the grasses and clovers. Low priced
seed is frequently poor and poor seed is
nearly always the most expensive in the end. |
When the price of seed advances many farm-
ers grumble at the increased price. The re-
sult is that dealers try and meet their wishes
by mixing in lower priced stuff, thus meeting
the demand for cheap seeds. Old stock,
poorly cl d seed and scr gs are thus
used to lessen the price of good seed. With
these mixings are often found weed seeds;
all harmful and mapy noxious,

The quality of a sample of clover seed de-
pends upon its cleanness, its vitality, vigour
and origin, The cleanness depends upon its
freedom from seeds, dirt of various kinds,
weed seeds and other seeds of cultivated
plants. These latter in red clover may be
the seeds of timothy, white or-alsike clover.
These while not injurious lessen the quality
and value of a sample. Timothy may be in
such quanity as to lessen very much the value
of a sample because it can be bought at much
lest cost. No farmer wants to pay clover
prices for timothy seed. Another very com-
mon’adulterant is the seed of yellow trefoil
which much resembles red clover seed It
is greenish yellow in colour and has a small
projection near the scar. In the United
States last year samples of red clover seed
were found with one third yellow trefoil seed
and even this quanity was noticed on a casual
inspection. This seed is regularly imported
from Earope for cheapening red clover seed.
Weed seeds will likely be such eeeds as are
common where the sample is grown,—sorrel,
plantain, pig weed, and in European samples
sometimes dodder, & foul parasize. Dodder
attacks and kills the clover and one plant
will do this over an area of several equare
feet. Some buy cheap clover seed when
they know there are weed seeds in it because
they intend to plough it down the first year
for green manure and argue that the weeds
will do noharm. The value of the clover for
this purpose is its ability to store nitrogen,
drawing it from the air, and this weeds can
not do.

Regarding the vitality of a sample, low
grade seed contains always brown dead seeds.
These are of no use and reduce the value.
In order to use the right amount of seed it
is necessary to know how much will grow.
Not only should the seed grow but it should
grow vigorously. Strong seed grows quickly
at first and makes a good growth from the
food stored with the germ in the seed.
Slow growing when sprouted shows weak
seed, makiog always poor weak plante.
These seeds are lighter than the beiter ones
and are blown out of good samples but are
always present in cheap kinds. As to the
origin, some places grow much better sced
than others. Northern seed is to be prefer-
red to that grown in the south but some sec-
tions seem specially adapted for giving a
vigorousseed and these should be preferred.

{Blaned) Tne The hen is furnished with a grinding ap-
paratus, and she will not keep in a vigorous
state of health unless it is put to use. Ama-
teurs are apt to form the opinion that they
are doing their hens a kindness by makiog
their food consist in a large part of softened
and plastic masses. It saves then the work
of grinding it, and it seems altogether rea-
sonable that it would be more digestible
and more readily assimilated in that form
than such a tough and unyielding sub-
stance as a whole grain.

In the nataral state the grain food of the
hen would consist of the whole seeds, and
they were fitted for subsisting upon this kind
of food. Domestication has modified, but
has not wholly changed their naiure. The
grinding apparatus must be kept in active
operation. No flock will long remaio
healthy on softered and mushy food.
Though the elements of the mass may be
wholly unobjectionable, it fails to supply the
mechanical conditions which will stimulate
to healthy action the grinding machinery.

The msjority of successful poultry men
approve the practice of feeding a small
quanity of ground grain daily, mixed with
{ sufficient water to enable it to be worked up
into a crumby maes. But a spoonful of the
mixtyre for each hen is the allowance. The
greater part of those who are committed to
its use would prefer to dispense with it en-
tirely rather than to give more than this.
While confessing the advantages of a restrict-
ed ration of this description, they all know
that it can be omitted and paying returns be
obtained by feeding all the grain whole.—
Farmers' Voice.

In Cornell experiments stable maunure on
potatoes gives largest yields, but the pota-
toes were poor, irregular and scabby. No
benefit was derived from the use of nitzate
of soda, while muriate of potash gives pota-
toes of good quality and proved most profita-
ble. Phosphoric acid used on oats gave best
resultr, in one case increasing the crop from
55 to 80 bushels per acre. In the compar-
atively largest of cases phosphori
acid alone came out ahead, in a lesser num-
ber of cases potash alone gave best results,
in still fewer cases the potash and phospho-
ric acid combination did best, while in some
instances the complete fertilizer was needed
for best results.
