system as an experiment and later 
have confirmed it as a permanent 
feature of their court system. Testi­
mony from all of these cities con- 

! firms the statement of Judge Frank 
R. Willis. It was he' who said after 
noting the results of the system in 
his own Department: "I find that in­
stead of the ordinary methods of de­
fendants’ attorneys in trying to se­
cure an acquittal by any or all kinds 
of means, legitimate or otherwise, 
the Public Defender has uniformly 
endeavored to present the facts of 
each case thoroughly to the jury, and 
tried to secure only such verdict as 
the facts of the case would warrant.
It has been a great saving to the 
county in the matter of expense and 
has usually been productive of a more 
fair and impartial administration of 
justice than the method formerly em­
ployed of appointing attorneys un­
familiar with criminal law to repre­
sent the defendants’ interests.”

Wihen the Canadian public has had 
opportunity to discuss the ever-in­
creasing mass of evidence as to the 
efficacy and satisfactory results of 
the Public Defender system it is not 
improbable that there will arise a 
clear demand for Its adoption in this 
country as a method which will en­
sure justice for the poor.

Winnipeg.—Winnipeg and Manitoba 
electorate decided emphatically that 
they did not want public drinking 
places. The vote against the beer 
and light wines bill, allowing these 
beverages to be sold in the dining 
rooms of the hotels of the ■ Province, 
is about 15,000, and may go to 20,000.

MICMAC ANNUAL CELEBRATION
NAVAL POLICIES

Stresses Importa me of Sea Protection 
to Economic Welfare of 

Country. «

St. Anne's Day, July 26th, is the 
annual celebration of the Micmac In­
dians and special gatherings are to 
be held at the principal reservations 
throughout the Province. It is ex­
pected that the one at Bear River 
will be of great interest this year and 
besides the religious celebration on 
the day itself there may be a pro­
gramme of sports on the day follow­
ing.—Annapolis Spectator.

PRINCE WILL VISIT
CANADA IN AUTUMN

Ottawa.—An insight into the im­
portance of the British navy to the 
country was given the members of 
the Rotary Club of Ottawa at their 
weekly luncheon, when Captain W. 
Hose, R.C.N., director of the naval 
service, Ottawa, delivered an address 
on the “relation of the navy to the 
economic life of the country."

The speaker stated that he was 
basing his remarks on the firmly 
founded belief for the present and 
for some time in the future, navies 
would be necessary, and that ' com­
plete disarmament was Impossible 
for some time to come.

The speaker referred to the con­
troversy concerning the establish­
ment of the British naval base at 
Singapore, which when completed, 
would control the sea routes about 
Australia and other British Domin­
ions In the Pacific. Hew did it affect 
Canada?

“Our trade with these countries 
amounts to about $31,000,000 a year, 
and of this the tin trade amounts to 
about a million. What will happen 
If the tin trade was interfered with? 
The canning business in Canada will 
go out of business and fishermen, 
dairymen and fruit growers will suf­
fer to the extent ot many millions a 
year."

Canada allowed $1,500,000 yearly 
for the protection of her own trade 
by her own ships.
