As .an amuscment or re-
creation it is at once onc of the most
interesting, instructiveand usefyl oceupa-
tions, for such an object, that we know
uil .
Gardening may be described wnder
three different heads, as appertaining to
the Flower Garden, the Frait Garden,
and the Kitchen Garden, Some devote
their tima to omc of these particular
branches; but all thorough or profession-
al gardenors are morc or less versed in
cach, although from prudential or inter-
ostad motives they givee their chief or
perhaps their whole attentivn to onc of
them, .
T'o porsons living in the country we
cannot imagine a greater comfort and
source of pleasure than 2 nice garden,
suitable to the. size and wants of the
family, well kept and attended to, and
combining Flowers and Fruits, with
vegetubles for domestic culinary-use.
1t is not our intention to attempt giving
any instructionsin gardening. Wemere-
ly wish to point out what may be done
in domestic gardening in Nova Scotia.—
The recent coxhibition at Kentvie of
Fruits and Vegetables, might have done
credit to any country—and the-appear-
ancc of these productions of our country,
at the Great Intermational Bxhibition of
1862, and ‘more particularly the Fruits at
xhe London Horticultural Exhibition in
the October following, crcated much sur-
priso, and protured unboundod approba-
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tion. Nova Scotia is nuturally able to

compete with any couniry, and to cxcel

many, in the growth of all orlinaryuseful

vegetables end fruits of the temperhte

climates. Nothing is wanted but the at-
tention and industry of her people to the_!
cultivation of them. Our apples are be-

ginning to be favorably known in Great

Britain, where same lots have mat rendy

sale at high prices ; aud grapes thrive in

the open air in several of our Countics.—

It is a curious fact that Black Hambro

Grapes regularly ripen at Windsor, while

on the River Hudson, in the State of
New York, they only ripen one yearin
six. Of course they require to be care.

fully ccvered during wintir,

Persons living near towns may make
their gardens a source of don-iderable
profit—and those in the country can, at
all times, make them a source of comfort
and cconomy, if nnt of profit also.

Here sgain we would call in the aid of
our young readers,
i parents to allot them small gardens, and
+with the instruction they can get from

dening, and the experience which they
wiil year by year acquire, they will, hefore
ithcy grow up, be no contemptible horti-
jculturists.  And if, by their future pur-
i suits, their acquirements in this way do
not add to their wealth, they will greatly
contribute to their own satisfaction and
general usefulness.

EUROPEAN NEWS.

By the arrival of the ateamers City of
New York and Scotia, at New York, we
have late news from Lurope.

The directors of the Great Ship Com-
pany have taken formal proceedings in
bankruptey to wind up the Company, to
stay various actions, and insure equal
dissribution of assets.

England was startled by an earthquake
early on the morning of the 6th. 1t was
felt in u}l directions, but no damage was
done.

La France announces that most af the
Puwers had declared their iniention of
recognizing the new Mexicun empive.

A Corfu telegram of the 25th, ag-
nounces that the Ionian Parliameut, in
its sitting of that day, accepted the pro-
posed annexation ‘with Greece, ond ex-
pressed its thaniks to Englaud for the
proposition.

‘Ihe Government, on the 9th, formally
seizad one of the suspected rams built
by Laird in the Mersey. Another au-
thority says both have been scized. It
is not known what additional evidence

An Act

TO PROVIDE FOR THE DISTRIBU-
TION AND SETTLEMENT OF IN-
DUSTRIOUS IMMIGRANTS.

e———dly
{Passed the 22th day of April, A. D 1853.)
Be 3¢ enacted by the Governor, Council,
and Adssembly, as follows :

1. On the passage of this Act it shall
be lawful for the Governor to appoint an
Immigrant Agent, with a salary not to
neezsr:?ght hundred dollars, who shall
have power and whose duties shall be to
correspond with the Sccretaty of the
Board of Land and Emigratioh in London,
sud with the agents appointed by that
Board, with the officers of any associations,
ar with public spirited persons desirous
of gromoting emigration for the Colonics;
and to furnish from time to time such
information as may be useful, to cnable
them to send out emigrants for whom there
is likely to be suitable employment in this
Province,

To open a book in which persons wish-
ing to engage mechanics, laborers and
spprentices, can enter their names and
addresscs,

To cotrespond with County officers, and
keep a registry of the distribution of
immigrants sent into the interior.

To act as the guardian of orphan chil-
dren, to bind them as apprentices, and to
protect them in case of necessity.

To render accounts quarterly to the
Financiul Secretary, and to make an an-
nual report of his proceedings for the
information of the Government and the
Legislature, .

To act under such instructions as may
be issucd by the Governor in Council from
time to tima,

2. The Governor in Council may
authorize the Immigrant Agent to draw
fram the Treasury such sums as may be
necedsary 20 temporarily provide for and
distribute such Immigrants as may be seat
into this Drovince; but no part of the
monics 30 to be drawn shall be disburscd
on account of passages to or frora this

‘| payment grants shall issue.

3. Wherever there are tructs of land
sitable for ccttlement it shall be lawful
for tho Commissioncr of Crown Lands,
when g0 instructed by the Governor in
‘Council, to lay them off in one hundred
acre lots, with convenient roads funning
through them, and to place them at the
disposal of tiue Immigrant Agong for ac-
tual settlement.

4. Whenever such lands are required,
cither by inhabitants of the Province or
by industrious Immigrants coming into it
for actual settlement, surveys shall be
made, and the applicants put in posses-
sion and allowed a credit of three years
for the purchase moncy, which shall be
expended in opening such roads as may
be required for the formation and im.
provement of the settlcment.o undsu on

BALLOONS.

There is and old story, which is told
by the old Greek Writers, about an in.
genious workman who lived in som2 im-
possible place, and was always contriv.
ing impossible machinc., to’astonish and
outwit his neighbord, One day this in-
genious man gave out that he had at last
succeeded in making a pair of wings, with
which he could fly as well at any bird,
and tHat on a given day he would start,
and fly across an arm of the aca, When
the day came, there were, as you may
imagine, immense crowds collected to see
him ; and, as hehad announced, hie start-
cd from the top of a high tower, and
actually flew along for some distance,
whirling his wings through the air with a
hurtling noise. DBut before very along,
his strength gave way; hebegan to work
his wings more slowly—he sank lower
and lower in air, until at last the wings
stopped altogether, and he fell into the
sea, and was drowned.

The gray-headed old men whosaw him
then turned to their children, and bade
them take warning by his example, and
never, on any account, leave the solid
ground when they went on a journey.
“For," said they, *:if Providence had
intended us to fly, we should have had
wings, like the birds and insects.”

A long, long while after this fine lesson,
it was found out that the argument of the
gray-headed old men was not so soundas
it scomed at firdt; and that, as we could
swim without fins, we might, possibly,
also fly without wings. Two very ingeni-
ous brothers, named Mongolfier who made
paper, in a little country town of France,

vlew to traveling through air.  They mads
large silken bags, which they distended
on a frame, with tlhe open mouth of the
bag turned downward ; unler this Dbag
they burnt wool and straw. The air in.
side of the bag became so much thinnoe
and lighter, in consequence of the heat,
than the air outside, that the bag rose to
a height of scveral thousand feet,  \When
this wool and straw were all consumed,
the bag fell to the carth. After thia
experiment had been made several times,
a bold man, named DcRozicr, sail ha
would go up in the bag—or balloon, a3 it
was called. Accordingly, a very large bag
was made for the purpose, and a scat of
wicker-work fastened to the mouth, or
lower part; in the middle of the seat
stood a brazier, in which the wool and
straw burned.  DcRozier went up quite
safely, until the men on the carth hencath
looked no bigger than ants; then he
gradually let the fire slacken, and camz
down as gently and as smoothly as he bad
gone up. This wonderful feat caused a
great deal of excitement, as you may fancy
and in all civilized countrice, men set a.
bout making balloons, and ascending into
the air. A great many valuable lives were
thus lost; for it is extremely dangorous
work, But some yecars after DeRozier's
ascent, others were achieved, far more
wonderful thau Lis, and which wera the
means of teaching us far morc about ths
air than had ever, been known belore.
Two very learned Frenchmen, among
others, rose over four miles in the air—s0
high that it was only now and then they
caught a glimpse of ghe earth beneath,
which was mostly bidden by the clouds,
Others, again, made astonishing journcys
—sometimes whirled through the air a.
bove the clouds, a¢ the rate of & hundred
miles in little more than an hour.

Up to this time, however, T am bound
to say that no one has ever discovored a
method of dirccting a balloon in the air.
When a balloon rises, the wind directs it
where it will. Many attempts have been
made to invent a machine that ehall fly,
by means of paddles or wings, in any di-
rection required ; they have all failed, and
a great name is in store for him who shall
solve the problem.

Three kinds of balloons are now made.
One is the balloon in. which ascents ars
made by aeronauts. This is in shape as
near a sphere as possible, and is mede
of silk stuff. The stuff is usually cut i
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strips, like the slices af & melon, then

sewed together with double scams, over

vach of which strong paper, or some simi-

lar substance, is tightly glued or gummed;

the whole of the outsile is then coated
" with India rubber or other varnish.

When it is dry, hydrogen gas, which
is ten times lighter than air, is pumped
into the inside, and secured by means of
a cock. The car hangs from a stout ring
which is supported by a fine network,
surrounding the whole sphere. The whole
machine is moored to earth by strong
cords, until all is ready for the ascent.
\Wh:n the time comes, the cords are cut,
an:d the balloon rises. Afte- it reaches o
cortain height, the travelers, if they choose
throw down the sand which has served
them as ballast—and, as cach lot goes
overboard, the fairy machine shoots high-
er. When they wish to descond—after
a certain height the air becomas too thin
far breathing, and it is often very cold—
they turn the gas-cock slightly, and let &
portion of the gas in the balloon escape.
By the help of this cock, they can regu-
late the cscape of gas ag they please, and
30 descend gently and safely.

Another species of balloon is the old

~fire-balloon, which is made in various
ways, though acronauts scldom use it for
their ascents. In this balloon the bot-
tom of the sphere is left open, and under
an opening stands a brazier, in which
cithar wool or cotton, or, still oftener, a
spoage saturated with spirits of wine or
turpentine is set, end lighted. The bal-
Yoon rises in consequence of the fire, which
as T explained before, makes the air in
the sphere thinner, and fills it with smoke.
‘'he common fire-bulloons which are set
off on holidars, are generally made of
strong, thin paper, colored blue or rod;
the cdges are strongly pasted together
with gam arabis, or some such adhesive
sabs.ance, and the whole i3 coated cither
with gum arabic or with varaish. When
these balloons are well made, so that no
air can escape, and the paper caunot catch
fire, they will risc as long as there remains
suvthing in the brazier to burn.

Yet another ballocon is made on the
sam: plan as the large balloons; it is
made of gold-beater’s skin, and is quite
small, ‘The sphere is filled with bhydro-
gen gas, and a miniuture car is attached
to the bottom. ‘This will xise till it is
lost to view, and remain suspended in air
tll the winds and the damp dsstroy it

In a room,°it will cling:to the ceiling for
days together. 1

For amusement, the: fire-balloons are
the-best to construct. A number of them,
of various colors, present a very curious
and pretty sight, as they - ascend toward
the sky. They have morc than once been
mistaken for strange comets by distant
observers ; aud waggish boys are siill, I
believe, in the habit of playing practical
jokes with them.

MONKEY3-IN BRAZIL.

In several parts of the interior, ¥ had
been told that, to get at the kernel, the
shell being too hard to break with their
teeth, the monkeys carry the nuts to a
rocky place, and then break them with a
stone; and I even mat with pareons who
assured me that they had watched them
in such places, through the bushes, and
actually scen them engaged in the opera-
tioa, This account, like that of the ear-
rying away of Indian corn, I always coa-
sidered fabulous till I arrived at Saupe.
In an excursion we mado over the Serra,
immediately behind the Fazenda, where
it is composed of nearly bare, rugged
limestone p2aks, in Several almost inac.
cessible places we cam? upon large heaps
of the broken nuts, generally on. a bare,
open part of the rock, and along- with
thenf s number of roundish pieces of stone
larger than the fist, which bad evidently
been employed in breaking the shells,
These Senor Legocira told me were the
places resorted to by the monkeys for the
purpose of breaking the nuts collected in
the low grounds; and thatinhis shooting
excursions over the mountains, he has
frequently seen them take flight on his
approach. That they both can, and really
do, make use of a stonc in order to break
that which is too hard for their tecth, I
have frequently witnessed in a little pet
monkey tha:t tccompanied me on my
journey. I obtained it in DPiawhy, and
it was the only one of the many tame
snimals I carried with m2 that reached
Rio de Janciro alive; it was a female of
the species we are now speaking of, and
ultimately became very geatls. Jerry
was the favosite with all, and indeed, in
sl respects, fared like ourselves; it be-
came 0 foad of tey, which it drank every
morning and evening, that it. would not
go to slecp without its usual allowance.
Its fuvorite food was farina, boiled rize,
and bananas, but scarcely any thing came

amiss to it;. & raw egg was a choice
morsel, and on- being given to it, it broke
onec end. by gently knocking it on the
floor, and'completed the whole by picking:
off the- broken bits of shell, and putting
it in the point of its long, slender finger ;.
throwing back its head, and holding the
egg erect betwcen its two hands, it soon
contrived to suck out the whole contents.
Whenever any thing was given to it that
was too baed to brezk with its teeth it
always looked about for a stone, and lift-
ing it with one hand, by repeated blows
would attempt to crack it; if unsucoess-
ful by these mcans, it would try to fiad
a larger, which it would hold in both its.
hands, and, rising erect on its legs, would
let it fall, leaping backwards at the sams
time to avoid any injury to its toes. I
have often watched the means it employed

to obtain any small object that happeped

to-be » litile beyond its reaci. Ifit could
lsy its hand upon a little switch, or slender
twig of any sort, it would stretch itself
out as far as its cord would allow, and
continue working at the object till it got
within its reach. These operations were

certainly often very awkwardly perform-

ed; but they were always interesting,
fronm the amonnt of reesoning power
which the little animal exhibited, and the
perseverance with which its object was
attiined. Jerry almost always rode on
the back of a large mastiff dog that ae-
companied us, and in this manner per-
formed a journey of severa! thousand
miles. These two animals were greatly
attached to each other, and it was often
an amusing sight to sec them gamboli:|
together. Before starting, the dog use
to go every morning to the- place where
the little monkey was tied, and wait till
it was put upon its back, anl its corl
made fast to his collar. In travc’ing, it
was not at all particular whether its face
was toward the head or tail of the char-
ger, exccpt when going down hill, when
its faca was turncd forward, and to pre-
vent itself from slipping over the dog's
Lead, it made use of its loag, prehensile
tail as a crupper, by coiling the extremity
around the ro st of that of the dog.—Wuan-
