on the 7th uit., was read, and, on motion, was referred to
the Committce on Communications.

The G. W. P. read bis Report, as follows :

To TUE GnAiC Divisiox, SoNs oi? TiwPERÂNCE, oy mmi PtOVniNCE

Officers and Bretkren,-
At the close of my tcrm of office it becomes my duty to.

review the transactions of the year, and to offer such suggestions
as may appear to be conducive te the advancement of the inter-
ests of the Order.

You have observed with much regret, doubt not., that the
atatistical returns prescnted by the .Most Worthy Scribe at t.he
1aot meeting of the National Division exhibit a great falling off
in numb.ers.* Our Qrder now comprises 41 Grand. Divisions,
2957 Subordinate Divisions, and 99,172 members. There was'
a much larger *number of meinhers a few years ago. 1W
attempting te account for this diminution varions considerations
have been adduced. Perhaps it is su.fficient to, refer te the
experience of ail benevolent enterprises, which. eommonly suifer
a decline after the first fervours have eubsided and the excite-
ment o? novelty lias ceased, shewing the neeoity of uoemitting
effort and watchful care lest the fire that lias been kindle
0bould dlie out for want of fuel. There is aise a fact to lie
noticed which has exerted ne amail influence on our prosperity.
1 refer te, the establishment -o? other Orders; which have won
thoir way to patronage by the adoption of plans of operation. of
a more popular character, as is supposed, than our own arrange.
ments. Adverting to, these circumstances the blost Worthy
Scribe snggested, in his report te the National Division, the
deoirableness of certain changes whidh he rcgarded as necssary
to the revival of the Order. 1 referredl to them at the last
Qnarterly Session, and now transcribe that portion of the Most
Worthy Scribe's report :-

,The M.W. Scribe respectfully suggests the following, as, in-
his judgment, the most suitable agencies :

I. The full and unequivocal. membership of the female sex.
ie20. The extension o? the minimum for the admision of

,youth, te twelre ycars of age.
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"3. The extension of the initiation of' non-beneficial mem-
bers at the discretion of Divisions.

".94. The extension of the ternis of Office in Divisi*otis to
six months.

Il5. The Institution of an &'llonorary Badge,' for meibers of
three years good standing, as recommended at the late session,
by the Coninittee on Ceremonies and Ilegalia.

Il6. The legýal right to those entitled te Degrce Regalia, to
wear the saine in Divisions.

"l7. The election of one or more Representatives annuafly to,
Grand Divisions from the body of members, flot W. P.'s or
P. W. P.'s.",

With the exception of the first and second articles, which
-were partially adopted, the alterations recommended. by the
M. W. Scribe failed to obtain the sanction of the National
Division. I have placed themn before you for the purpose of
consideration and discussion, that the views of the Grand Division
on ail or any of theni, if judged advisable, may be conveyed to,
the National Division, at its next annual session, cither by reso-
lution or by instrueton te your Representatives. I take it for
grated. that some members of this body will attend that annual
session, the appointed place of meeting (Providence, B. I.)
being so near and so easy of access.

Our history dnring the past year may be soon told. The
flrst event that saddened our hearts and east a glooni over our
prospects ivas the death of Brother William Scott, the late G.
Scribe-a brother 'whose attachment to Teniperance principles
wus unswerving, and ini whose removal the Order bas sustained
a very heavy loss. Thon came the stoppage of the Atkenoeur
newspaper, a ea]amity as distrcssin g as the paralysis of a
warrior's right arm. The def'eat of the Prohibitory Liquor Law,
occuring at the sanie tume, sorcly added te, our discouragement.
That untoivard circurnstance bas bcen followed by an increase of
intemperance in most parts of the Province. The eneniies of our
cause have been grcatly emboldened, while the miisery-making,
crime-produeing traffic bas acquired new energy, and pursues its
destructive career, seldoni cheeked by mon in office, even who
the existing law is manifestly broken, but too often encourage
and patronized. A fearful responsibility rcsts on .those by
~whose efforts the progress of reforni bas been staycd.
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Thesze things would flot have proved so disheartening if we
had been able to procure the services of Lecturers, by whose
arguments and appeals the dcsponding migpht have been
te-assurcd, the 'waverin)g decided, and wanderers reclaimed.-
W~e have been entirely unsuccessf'ul in our attempts in that
direction, and consequently the Divisions have been left to their
own resources. This disappointment, addcd to the want of a
Temperance Press, has operated prejudicially in a variety of
respects. It would have been less -paînfiully feit if' your
presiding officer coula have visited the Divisions generally, for
purposcs of inspection and public advocacy. Re was unable te
do so. In mentioning this, I take the opportunity of submîtting
to the consideration 'of the Grand Division the importance of
'Securing in one, at least, of its Officers, a brother possessing
qualifications for public labour, and who niay comrnand sufficient
leisure to devote a portion of his time te the advancernent of
the Order.

Although I have received a larger number of Reports from
Deputies since the last quarterly session than in any ailier part
of the year, I ain ijot se 'well prcpared as c9uld be wished to
furnish a full and accurate acceunt of the state o? the Order in
this Province. Judging froui the communications whidh have
teached me. I amn compeflcd to admit that1 with b~ut few
exceptions, the movement las been retrograde rather than
otherwise. Thc G. Scribc's Report, I have reason to apprehcend,
wili cenfirux that statement.

The City of Hlalifax is almost. the only place in the Provincc
in which there is an encouraing increase. Thc Divisions
there are numerically strenger by 77 members than they were
this time ast year. 'Their prospcrity is doubtless owing to the
seal and activity o? tIc brcthrcn, their punctuality in attending
the weekly mneetings, and the numerous public gatherings, at
which cur principles have bcen expounded and the co-operatien
of the friends of Teniperance sought. June Rose Division,
Hammond's Plains, is also working its way witlî steady
succcsýs. There is nothing particular to report respectinc; the
other Divisions in thc County of Halifax.

Pas-Qig over te Cape Breton, thc following extract of a
letter freux Brother ]3own, North Sydney, 'will be rcad ivith
Pleasure -- Takin« the Divisions tegether, both here and at
Syduey, yent will find a great inecease since last January.-
There are numibere, net members, of the Order, who, througli
tIe influence of the Sons, have beconie sober men and good
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membersof society. Lndeed, it is wonderful to sec the influene
the Order bas had in the country, even axnong the shipping.
.Here yôu scarcely sc a sailor on shore drunk, and breaches of
the peace are hardly known. The -tone of society seems
coniplctely chang(,ed. Drinking habits are going out of flishion.",

I know so littie of the state of Texnperance afl'airs in the
Counties of Guysborough and Pictou, and that little is flot very
cheering, that 1 eau only express n-y hope that the brethren,
who reniain faitliful, wlll not nierely continue at the posts but
succced in re-animating dormiant energies and restoring the
vigour of -the Ordcr. The saine remark applies to the County
of Cuniberland.

lu Colchester and Hauts Counties there is a variety of
experiences. Some of the Divisions are holding their ground,
bravely; others are sinking into sîninher. In one instance the
establishmnent of a groggery where no sucli nuisance had existed
for years seems likely to, produce a good effect. Brothei,
George Crecd, junr., speaking of Rechab Division, says:
",There seems now to be a brigliter prospect. The arch-eneniy
of our cause lias established a station in our midst. Rum, hag,
not been sold here for Borne years previously, and its presence
seenis to, be imbuing the Temperance folk with new spirit,
there if; quite a buckling on of armour arnong our brethren."-
Druukenness is on the inerease in Windsor, but it is pleasaut tc.
record that Hantsport is stili free from the rum-curse.

Most of the Divisions in King's Oounty maintain their
position. Those which have been under my own superinten.,
dence, thougli not large, are doing good in their respective
neighborhoods. Brother Hunt observes :-" The progrcss of
our excellent Order is but slow. Our prniles, however,.

taeafrm hold upon the publ ie mind, andhecwuetrei
a want of encouragement there is no cause for discouragernent.
The Sons, 1 ams happy to say, are giving their thouglits nIorç--
deeidedly to the old Teniperance Societies, and that is doing a
good work.1" The brethren of Canard Division have invoked
the aid of the law, and the resuit bas been that a notorious
runi-seller lias been driven from, the field.

Annapolis and Digby Counties are so favourably situated for
operations of the lawless that a large amont of ramn is poured
iu among theni, and the buyers are not few. Some of the
Divisions are sickly, and some are ready te die; others show
symptorns of viigourous health. Brother Whitman, referring to
Clemenits .Areh Division, says: IlAlthougli srnall in numbers,
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I think our Division is mainly the cause of there not
being any spiritueus liquors seld at this place (Cleinentsport) ;
and I ean safely say there is less drunkenness here than ln any
Cther place I have visited lu the Proviné«e."1 Brother Nieholls
states respecting Royal Division that it is Ilin a healthy, active,
and prosperous condition; but littie if any liquor is sold iu the
village (flillsburgh), and a drunken man is a rare sight among

In Yarmiouth ana Sheiburne Counties the cause, se far as 1
eau gather, is net in a satisfactory state. Prom Queen's
County I have net received much intelligence, except that
intemperance prevails greatly in the tewn of Liverpool, where,-
though ne licences are granted, liquor in plenty is te be had.
Sé,me have drunk themselves to death; others are on the road;-
tand our brethren there "déspair of mucli change" tili we get
the Maine Law. But "despair" is a word net befftting a
Temperance voeabnlary, and it cannet but be h.oped that the
Geunty that.boast9 of the "H Iero of Kars," Division will ere
long report the repulse of assaults and the beginnings of
victories.

Lunenburg is a great drinking (Jeunty, ana the.brethren there
bave much te contend with; nevertheless, there is a god
&.gree of healthy action in some parts of the Ceunty. lu the

town of Lunenburg, where there ara two Divisions, beth working
weil, an attempt has been made te prevent the illegal sale of~
rmm, but without much success, for want. of due encouragement
from the authorities. In Chester the Order is happily
"gaining ground."

lu furnishing these particulars i have eùdeavered te give, ini
few words, a fair aceount of the present state of eur Order.-
I may add that in several of the Divisions females are
admitted as visitors, ana that this Masure la reperted as
productive of goed effeets.

If it be uew inquired, by what policy aur future operatiens
ehould be distinguished, there is, in rny opinion, but one answer
te, give. Unftincking perseverance must be the order of the-

da.Truc, we have lest ground in some respects, and a new
quickening impulse is everywhere needed. But why should we
not ebtain it ? 'What la there to hinder our onward march ?-
Where are the difficulties that wilI net yield te a determied
spirit? If the people of this Province need more enlightenmnent,.
it is for us te impart it. If any of the brethren have fallen into
apathy, they mnut be roused. *If any flter, they mnust be
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reproved and diseiplined. If' any have strayed away, the hand
inust be stretched out te, bring them back. 11f there be
opposition, it must bcecncountered with firmness and discretion.
lin a word, we are caiied on te, resolve, one ana anl, that we do
our duty, individually and collectively,-by personal efforts te
diffuse the principles of the Order.-by putictual attendance at
meetings of Divisions, and by so conducting ourselves at al
times that our whole lives may be in harmony with our professeà
adhcrence te, the Temperance cause. Nothing more is needed.
If cvery Son of Temperance in this Province will devote bis
powets to the conscientious and babitual diseharge of his duty,
the strength of the Order will soon be doubled, and an over-
powrn beneficial influence will be exerted on the whole
poplaio.

'The loss sustained by the discontinuance of the Athenoeum
will be now to, somne extent repaired. 1l have the pleasure te, in-
form the Division that the publication of the Abstainer bas been
undertaken by Mr. James ]3arnes of Halifax, and that the
first number was issued on the l5th inst. Thé inenbers of the
Order, and of other Temperance Institutions, will exert
theniselves, I trust, te secure an extensive circulation of this
Periodical. A liberal usè of the Prcss is essentially connected
with the success of our endeavors. In this instance the
patronage can be exercised at so littie eost that no one ean be
excused froni participation in the effort. Give your paper a steady
,circulation cf ten thousand, with corresponding energy on the
part of the friends of Temperauce, and the death-knell of the
liqgxor traffie will son be heard.

Whether we shail recommend to, the subordinate Divisions
an immediate reneWal of the aàitation for the Prohibitory
Liquor Law, or whether it will Le pref'erable te, abstain froni
such agitation for a while, are questions which will probably
Le discussed at the present sesion. Consîdering, too, that a
diminution of our numbers is going on continually, in
consequence of the non.payment of dues, it may be proper te
enquire into the oxpedieney of se, modif'ying our pecuniary
arrangements as that dificulties or objections on that ground
may flua ne excuse. It wiIl further be desirable te, devise
measures adapted te give interest and power to, public meetings
in every part of the country, and thus te enlîghten, excite, and
animate. These and kindred topies will engage your attention.
Tbey deniand serious and thorough consideration.
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I cannot imagine, officers and brethren, that it is necessary
for me to adduce arguments te, reniind you of the motives to
action. You arc familiar with them, ail. Nor are you in any
wise unresolved or unprepared. -Your course is well deflned
and your pupose is unshaken. The cause with which you are
identified advances with sure steps, althougli te the ardent ita
progress seems te be slow. Checks and hîndrances may be
interposed, so as to occasion temperary or local emibarrassment,
but,. they will serve to sharpen ingenuity and stimulate
zeal. Meanwhile, the persevcringr activity ef our brethren
in other parts of the world niay be contemplated with
instruction and encouragement.. In Great Britain,, the
Temperance power begins te be acknowledged, and its voice is
heard ini the Higli Court of lPariiaxnent. ln the States of the
neighboring Union, notwithstanding obstinate and organised
resistance, aided oy ail the force of legal quibbling, the Prohibi-
tory policy is daily gainirig faveur. lin thèse Colonies of B3ritish
North America, good men and truc are everywhere combining :for
the rescue of their countrymen froni the destroyer. Canada
musters her hosts te the battie. New IBrunswick, dcfeatcd by
unworthy mcans, prepares for another onsiauglit. Nova
Scotia will net be wanting. We wiIl think of the past, and be
thankful. Wc will gird ourselves anew for the conflict. 'We
w11l net lay down our arus tili Prohibition is the law of the
]and.

Grand Worthy Pairiarch, O.ffkers and Brelhren:
Another ycar lias been numbered witli its predecessors, and

«we are again periitted-for the ninth time-to, meet ln Annual
Session e? Grand Division. The resuits of oui united delibera.
tiens will be anxiously looked for by those whom we represent;
mucli will be expected from us; let us not cause disappointment.
lit is essentially necessary, brethren, that we at the present
Session-devise and mature sucli measures as may tend te the
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revival and advancement of our Order, and the extension of
our principles-Total Abstinence and Prohibition-throughout
the Province. Let us thon go to work with a -right good
wil, and a determination that the plans of oeration wo rnay
adept for the ensuing year, wil bo perseveringly and faithfully
carried out. Lot us show the wor]d that we are sincere in our
professions-faithful to, our oblig«ations-true td the principles
of the "lCause we have espoused."

Two subjeets of importance will necessarily occupy mueli of
yorattention-the omployment of an Agent and Lecturer to

visit the Subordinate Divisions nder this jurîsdiction ; and the
stops necessary to be. taken in ordor te secure the enactrnont of a
Law for the suppression of the traffie in intoxicating liquors
by tho Legislature of this Province. These two questions will
roquire Jfrom, yeu niuch thought; give them, your nxost sorieus
considorationi and whatevor course you may resolvo upon to
pursue, be deterrnined, and see that your work be preperly,
and promptly- executod.. In reference te, again applying to, the
Legisiature for a Prohibitory Liquor Law, we should not bo is.
couraged by tho failure of last yoar, nor by tho repeal of the
Law in the sister Province of New Brunswick. Look te
lllaine, the Pioncer in the cause of Prohibition. Soe how nobly
lier people have again corne eut in faveur of the Law, notwith-
standing the exultations of its opponents at what they considered
to be the final suppression of ail agitation on the subjeet, by
the action of the veters in 1855. How nobly dia lier sons
redeern thenisolvos, on the Sth September Iast, by trîurnphantly
roturning oue of the candidates for the office of Govornor, whe
is an avoed Prohibitionist, witli a rnajority of botween 15,000
and 16,000 votes ! Is not this a great reactien in faveur of the
"lcause of ail rnanldnd ?" As it bas been with the people of Maine,
se shall it be with the mon of New Brunswick. The brethren
in the sister Province feel confident that they will again, ere
long, have a Prehibitory onaetment spread on the Statute B3ook.
They are detormined te agitato for the Law, until it is
enacted, and they will got it! Lot us imitate the example
ef our brethron in Maine and'New Brunswick, ana #e tee shaii
net be disappointod, but tiIl be enabled te exolaini.

Whule wo seek for the enaetrnont of a. Law for the entire
-suppression ef the trafflo, and cannoé censistently, as teniperance
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men, apply for one of' a Iess stringent, nature, we at the sanie
time should be prepared to, accept whatever Law-be it ever so
inuch modified fromi the one we wish--our Legisiators may be
disposed to, give us; by so doing*we will ini ny opinion-pave
the way for the whole measure.

I have mucli pleasure in announcing that the Publication
Committee have at length-after devoting much time and
attention to the subject-succeeded in making, arrangements for
the establishment of' a Temperance Periodical, in accordance
with the resolution passed at the Quarterly session held at
Shubenacadie, in M1ay last. The (Jommittee have entered into
an acreement with Mr. James Darnes, of this city, as Publisher.
The llev. Dr. Oramp-our present able and respected G.W.P.-
has been engagea as the lEditor, and fromn the well known abilites
of our brother, as a irriter and lecturer on Temperane 1, his naine
wili be a sufficient guaranteo as to the character. of the paper
and the spirit that wiii be exhibited in the éditorial department.
The strict business habits, and . generail punctuality of the
Publisher ill also, 1 feel convinced, give satisfaction to the
Grand Division.

B 'y the arrangements entered into by the committee, the G.
D. is nom relieved of' the ainount due on the printing inaterials of
the late Atheneiun newspaper, and for whîch it became respon-
eible. 1l mould refer the G. D. to.t.he report of the Publication
4joimittee for further information respecting their arrangement
for the publication of the Abstainer, which. is now the officiai,
organ of this body.

In order to, extcnd the circulation of the paper, I have
mailed 250 copies o? the Circular of the Publication Commit-
tee, addressed to, the Divisions, Deputies, and temperance men
throughout the Province; in addition to which I have also, for-
warded by mail a nuinher of prospectuses, which wero printed
by the publisher, and wrote between seventy and eighty letters
to some of the inost prominent temperance friends.ý From the
nnswers I have received, there are nom about 1,500 copies
ordered, but I have no doubt the circulation will soon exceed
02,000. As the first number of the Abstainer mas issued on the
15th instant, brethren wili nom have an opportunity of judging
of the style of articles that will appear in its columns, as also
of the typographiéal workmanship; and, as the publisher

de'pends upon the Grand Division ta extend the circulation of
the paper, it is hoped that the brethren mil excrb theinselves ta
increase the list o? subscribers.
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Raving corresponded with some of the prorninent niembers of
the Order of' TE-nPERANCE WATCIIMEN, On the subjeet of estab-
lishing a periodical, 1 would inform the Grand Division that the
inatter was brouglit to the notice of the Brotherkood at their
Annual Convention, whioh was held ut Upper Stewiacke in JuIy
last, and the following resolution adopted:

IlResolvec,-That this Convention urge upon ail the Clubs
under their jurisdiction the duty of responding to, the invitation
of the Grand Diývision of the Sons of Temperance, respeeting
their contenipIsted temperance periodical."

:Respectîng the state of the Order in the Province, I would
apply the rnilitary terni "las you zvere," to, soie of' the Depu-
ties and Divisionïs under this jurisdiction-but arn pleased to
state that Eome cf them have "lcorne to the front," and asgumed
their proper position. Although a feiv of the Divisions have
ceased oper.ations-soine of which had not been in working order
for twelve inonths and upwards-it is my opinion that a reaction
is about to take place in sorne parts of the Province, as sorne of'
the Divisions that did nolt hold their meetings regularly for sorne
tinie, have again resunied their work, and, I have been inf'ormed,
with fair prospects of increasing the number of their members,
and advancing the principles of our organization in the several
districts where they are located.

As there are a large number of returns for the past quarter
stili due, I arn unable to give you as full a statistical synopsis of
the Order as I had wished; neither can I, satisfactorily, coin-
pare the returns of the Divisions for each quarter during the
past year, in order to show the Grand Division the increase and
decrease-numerically and financially-of the Divisions in ecd
County: but vould refer you, particularly, to the County of
Halif'ax, where the Divisions are rapidly inecasîng in numbers,
and by their returns show a rnarked advance over the corres-
pondinug tern of last year, notwithstanding the great influx of
strangers into the County during the past twelve months, and
an increase in the number of places-both licenscd .and
unlicensed-where intoxicating liquors rnay bo fbund.

I regret to, learn that intemperance is greatly on the increase
in the Counties of Iliants and Colchester; this is OvWing, no0
doubt, to the railway operations, along the line of whieh, alniost
every shanty that has been ereeted is permitted to vend intoxi-
cating drinks, even without licence, whereby a large proportion
of the laboring men are prevented frorn attending to their work
regularly, in consequence of' their being in an almost continuai
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state of (lLneIs.Many of theso shintios boing noar the
places w-harc snine of the ])ivisions are loeated, sonie of Our
Nveakzer brot.hren wove teinptod, and, I amn sorry to hear. have
agrain reasdinto their former habits of intoinperance. This
stato of things, 1 have reas6n to believe, i5 ixot unknown to the
Magistrates living in the viciuiity of the works ; but why they
do not porformn the duty ineumibent upon thein as administratlors
of the law, is hast known to theomselvost,.

li natues of~ seventy-ninie Divisions are now oit the records
of> this Grand Division; of this numibor, one-MNIehaniies, No.
34-ias suirrendfered its charter; six have eoased ivorking, with
but lîttle prospoct of their being again resuseitatod, viz. Cunm-
berland, 35 ; Rock, 63; Aurora, 70; Maine Law, 114; Sa-
lem, 116 ; Thkoermnann, 123. The above named Divisions ha-ve
not booti in working order for twolve mouths and upwards..
Inkermanu Division Wvas nover in a prosporous condlition since
its institution, andl ils organirmation, I fear, had ratiier a damag-
ing offect on the Ordor in its ehartered loeaiity, as it tended to
weaken the Division already oxisting-Morning Star, No. 59,
ivhieh has beon for soinotime working undor great difficulties.
This is the second timoe for R1ock Diviîsion, No. 63, to eease
working,; it neyer lias been in a very flourishîAng condition since
it i-osumed oporations, about two years ago.
