The company now
has works at Oxford, N. J., and has a
practicel monopoly of nickel in this coun-
try for all purposes, including coin. Nickel
ore, or matte, is on the free list, but me-
kel as foreign coin, alloys, plates, pigs. in-
gots, bars or sheets ig dutiable at 6 ccnts
per pound. If the Canadian Government
ingists upon its mnew policy, the United
States duty on nickel, which wwas {aiposed
for the benefit of the United States capi-
talists who own the Canadian Copper
Company, will becomo a heavy burden to
them.

THIS GOLD STANDARD.

‘The passage of the Currency Bill 18 the
culunnution of movements that begun ncar-
Iy forty years ago for the establishment of
an international  currency. ‘Thi8 move-
ment, which was innugurated by the finan-
ciers of the ILatin Uirion, at first countem-
plated o system of gold and silver coinnge
that should have international circulation
at o uniform vajuation. This was found
to be mapracticable, on account of the re-
solute adherence of Great Britain to the
gold standard. The plan was changed and
the efforts of the financisrs of Europe were
devoted from 1867 to securing the acknow-
ledgement by all nations of gold as the
only metal Lo be ndmitted to free coinage
into full legal tender moncy.

‘This acknowledger:nt was given by all
the nations of Europe and by the United
States in 1873, thus making gold univer-
sal money, or its equivalent, because con-
vertible into money at the same price at
)l the mints of Europe and of the United
States.

Here the agitation for the free coinage
of silver began soon afuv.r the passage of
the Mint Act of 1873, and hus been con-
tinued in Congress and bhefore the people
for more than twenty-five years, until at
last a Congress eclected upon that issue
has fastened the gold standard, by the act
of March 14, 1900, 8o thao it is not likely
to be disturbed.

Thus the judgment of the American peo-
ple, after a qguarter oi a century’s agitn-
tion, is that gol¢ s the true standard
of value and that all other kinds of cur.
rency must rest upon gold.

It 18 not now 50 important as it wre
when the agitation in regard to the monoe-
ary ‘standard beg: n, to secure foreign
capital far the davelopment of our ro-
sources, but it is more fmportant thaa
ever bejore that our own people should
bave assurance of the ropayment of their

mvestments in money of the same kind
that they advanced
