The religious body known as Mennonites le very
fitrong ln Manitoba, where they have 2.960 fami-
lies, with a total membershipof 50,000. They have
235.100 acres under cuttivation. Last year they
harvested 3.500,000 bushete of grain, exclusive ot
fiae. 0f fiax tbey raised 950.00 hu@hets. They
own 11.000 herses, 8,300 cown. and 10,000 yourng
cattie. It i. said that nlot many years ago the
coicny borrowed 8195,00 fromi the Dominion Gov-
ernment St five per cent., and from their brethren
at Watcrloo, Ontario, 020,003 without icterest.
In 1891 they liait repaid the whoie amount of these
loa with lutereet aud are now quit. free from
debit, and prosperous ln cvery respect. The creed
cf those peculiar people forbtds them te carry
arme. They were crlgnaflj expelled from Ger-
many by Prederiek VIIL, aud settled lu Ruas.s
wherc the Eniprees Catherine granted them ex.
