profits curtailed, but the Canadian consumer who now luxuriates in fresh eggs
at a cent apiece blesses the stupidity of McKinley and naively thinks that
the American logs is his gain.

Oa the 5:h of August next the planet Mars will reach & point in the
heaveus about 35000,000 miles distant from the esrth. Tais point he
reaches but once in fifteen years, aod as the improvement in astromical in-
struments during the past few years has been very marked, astronomers
naturally look for important results from their coming observations. Modern
tele:copes give to the observer eyesight two thousand times more powerful
than that he possesses with unaided vision, so under the telescopic glsuce
Mars is brought within a range of 9,000 miles as viewed by the naked eye
or about one-fourteenth of the distance separating the raoon from our earth.
Considering the already interesting known facts with respect to Mars, the
results of the comiog observation will anxiously be waited for by the scien-
tific world, as well as by a great many persons who do not lay claim to the
possession of scieotific knowledge, but who pevertheless take a deep interest
in the discoveries of their fellow-men,

It is curious to find 2 man like the Hop, Kiward Blake withdrawing
from the turmoil of Canadian politics and yet williog to take part in the
babel of Irish political life, Mr. Blake is 2 man of high character, broad
mind and elevated tastes. He shrank from the active life which the leader-
ship of a great Canadian parly iavolved, aud appareatly preferred the
independence of his profession to the trammels of political warfare. But
M:. Blake has always been a surprise to his friends, acd they will be more
than ever puszled to understand why he should reliaquish a leading position
among Cacadisn statesmen to take part io a politicsl campsign where all
the surrounding « are strange to him. South Loogford, in which Mr. Blake
is to run for his election to the British House of Commone, may elect or
reject Mr, Blake, but if elected it is not probable that he will ever atuio
the same prominence enjsyed by him in Canada, and yet, as we kaow Mr,
Blske, he will never be saticfied with a seat smong the members who sit on
the b.ck benches. Canadians wi.l watch with interest the results of the
man whose high character and eloquence as a speaker have refl :cted credit
upon this his native land.

Io his message to Congress President Hurrison clesrly states his views
as to the nor-fulfiinent of a treaty of 1871 with reepect to the use of Cana-
dian canals., Ia the 27tharticle of that treaty Great Britain agreed, with
the coneent of Canads, that the citizene of the Uoited States should be
allowed the use of canals up.n the same terms as Csnsdians, The United
States agreed to obtain from the State of New York the same privilege: for
Caoadians as were enjoyed by citiz:ns of the Uaited Stales in the use of
the Erie Canal and Hudson River. Neither of ths contracting parties kept
the spirit of this stiicle io the treaty, and this is the more to bz regretted as
it may lead to measures being taken by one or both of the governments
interested which will further handicap trade. The Uaited States has never
secured for Canadians the same privileges as etj yed by American citis:ns
in the Erie Canal, and so far Canada has a right $5 complain and ask the
authoritics a1 \Washington to see to it that the treaty is carried out to
theletter, Canads on the o:her haod his evaded the spirit of the treaty by
offeriog a refund of tolls to all shippers using the canal, provided tranship-
ment is made st Montreal. Amersican shippers are allowed the same refund
of tolls, but a8 American shippers do not wish to cvme to Montreal they are
obliged to pay the full canal tolls wukoat rebate, and they do rot receive
the advantsges of the canals upon the terms set forth 1o Adticle 27.
Harzison sets forth this grievaace in very forc.ble language, and broadiy
intimates that if the treaty is not to ba vbserved in apirit as well as in letter
1t is time that the United States put on the thumb-screws and twisted them
to some ¢ffect,  Toere is justice in the claim of the Uaited Sta'es, which
the Government will pot be slow to acknowledge, but Tacle Ssm should
see to it that the mote is removed from bis own eye before pointing out thag
in the eye of Canada, i '
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The Militia Qanetto expresses its regret that to-day, the twenty-fifth
anniveraary of Confederation, is not belng more cxtensively celebrated by
the miliul”-

.

QOne of the subjects most interesting to the German mind just now is
the marriage between young Count Herbert Bismarck and the Couatess
Margaret Malvine Hayoes. DBoth of them are strikingly havdsume, and
the match is considered an excellent one, The bride is of Koglish
extraction, being on the maternal side a grand-daughter of Rubert White-
head, founder of the world-famed torpedo factory near Fiune,

Paderewski, the noted pianist, is creatiog a furore among the musiclans
of London over his exquisite playing. ‘The gifted young Pole will have no
reason to think that the English ate either cold or undemonstrative, for at a
recent appearance, when bowing his acknowledgments to the applsuse of
his audience, it is averred that *“a seething mass of delirious women”
surrounded him, pelting him with flowers and striving for the privilege of
touching the eupple hands of the master.  And this in sober London too !

An unfortunate church quarrel is now going on between the Protestants
snd the Roman Catholic priests, lately of Uganda. The priests claim that
the British East African Company are abusing the privileges of their charter
by allowing their employes to persecute the Roman Catholic residents in
that place, and as for themselves they claim that thoy have suffered personal
indignities, Their accusations, if well grounded, will weigh heavily
againet the trading company, but on the other hand we must remember that
there is another side to this dusky continental equabble which has not yet
become public property.

The Mormon fraternity of the Upited States is in a very disconsolate
state of mind. Since the days of Brigham Young the polygamous membera
of the community have been steadily growing in ill-repute, and naw that
his-faithful followers are to be allowed but one wife apiece, there is schism
aong the brethzen. Several members now propose to desert Salt Lake
City, snd to take up their abode in Mexico, where the administrators of the
Republic have set aside for them a tract of 100,000 acres. The Mexicans
are not particularly squeamish as to the marital relations, but it remaios to
be seen if they will allow the young gitls of the country to be made
proselytes to the erroneous Mormon faith,

The Hotel proprietors of New York City and State have at last secured
2 protection from the Legislature, for which they bave been striving for
gome years past. The proprietors have been continually made responsible
for large sums of money, or for valuable jewels, which have been deposited
in the hotel eafes. The Legislature has now decreed that the sum of
$250.00 shall be the maximum liability which the hotel-keepers shall refund
in case of fire, theft or other accident. It is but a short time since a
package of 818,000 was removed by a bell-boy from the safe of the Hotel
Vendome, and though the delinquent has been caught, the money is gone,
and will have to be refunded by the proprietors of the hotel.

The license given to the Press of France has long been a cause of
wonder to other European nations, whose pewspapers have had to be care-
fully guarded in their statements.  But the recent decision of a Paris jury
in a suit for libel, brought by M. Burdeau against Deputy Drumont, bas
somewhat curtailed the boasted liberty. The plaictiff was wrongfully
charged with haviog received a bribe from Baron Rothschild in a business
matter relating to the Bank of France, and the indignant coart, in addition
to the sentence of three montbs’ imprisonment and a fine of $200.00, has
decreed that the result of the suit shall be published in several newspapers
thronghout France, and also that for eight days Drumont’s own journal,
La Lilre Parols, shall on its first psge bear witness o the defeat of its
proprietor.  The little incident would seem to point to the fact that the
vaunted liberty is after all but a hollow sham.

One of the most interesting census bulleting which has yet been pub-
lished is that relating to the manufactures of the country. ~Everyone was
prepsred, despite the discouraging features of the censns returns with
respect to population, to find a marked increase in the number of manufac-
turing establishments, the amount of capital employed, the number of
employes, the amount of wages paid and the totsl value of the manufactured
products, but few people could have realized the giant strides the country
had been making in its manufactures during the last decade. Some idea of
our development in this respect may be gathered from the following facts.
Our manufacturing establishments have incressed over fifty per cent., the
capital employed one hundred and ten per cent., the number of employes
engaged forty-five per cent,, the amount of wages received sixty-five per
cent., and the value of products fifty-three per cent. In other words, in
1891 a5 cumpared with 1381 we have three manufacturing establishmuents
where there were but two ten yearz since; we have two dollars and ten
cents now engaged in manufacturing for each one dollar employed at the
beginning of the decade ; three men are engaged in industrial vccupauons
where two were formerly employed ; five dollars were paid out in wages in
1891 against three dollars in 1881, and we receive three dollsrs upon
manufactured products for every two received in 1881. Thia record is one
that the couutry has reason to be proud of, and forms the silver liniog to
the cloud which o'er-spread the Dominion when the first bulletic with
respect to population was made public.

Sober and stafd ¢ Blackwood's Magazine' has published an attack upon
“ The Clvilisation, Order and Morality of the People of the United States,”
which, coming from such a conservative course, will be much commented
upon. The writer attacks the system of government, with its opportunities
and temptations to fraud for the poorly-paid office-holders. He deplores
the freedom of the Press, and does not scruple to attribute the lynchings
and murdera to the {eeble administration of justice. ‘The lack of self-con-
trol in individuals is another poiot to which he calls attention. The self-
willed, ill-disciplined children of the nation become the ill-bilanced, insane
or suicidal citizens of maturer years, A lively American protest will
probably soon appear.

Thero scemws atill to be a large number of unemploysd women who bave
no need to work for money. To this class an English journal 15 appealing
io the interests of the sick and afflicted. It is proposed that a volunteer
corps of nurees be formed as a complimentary order to the volunteer
soldiers, that the nurses shall at their own expense take a full course of
hospital training, and shall aftetwards give their services where they are
most necded. In Canads there is perhaps no large class of women who
have the necessary means, time, hesith and inclination to take up so
absorbing a life-work, but there is ample field for this and similar work.
There are inonumerable ways in which those who are blessed with even a
little spare time may benefit their fellow beings, and if in any part of
Nova Scolia there are women, rich or poor, who desire to give some few
hours each week or month towards beuefiting those less blessed than them-
selves, we shall be delighted to give them fuller particulars,

The Halifax City Council is evidently on the qul vive with respecs to the
importance of the ex =nsion of the railway into the city. A representative
committee of the Council has been appointed to Interview the Minister of
Railwsys during his stay in Halifax, and supposedly a strong case has or
will be prepared. If the Board of Trade and City Council could but fix on
one definite policy with respect to extension, and then go in for it in season
and out of season, something might be accomplished ; but divided conuacils
have always weakened our case, and have really been the chief cause of the
vexatious delays. The interest of the individual in this matter of exten-
sion is secondary as compared with many other matters of his own business,
but to the community as a whole railway extension is of the most vital
importance, aud hence the represeniative bodies of the city have to be
patriotic both as to tbought and time if anything is to be accomplished.
The members of the Buard of Trade and City Council must first unite on a
distioctive extension policy, and this- being settled, the men who sre
appointed to carry it out must be prepared to be selfsacnficing, making
railway extension paramount to all other business.

President Harrison’s latest message to Congress fully confirms the report
made by the Canadian ministers as to the negotiations b:tween Secretary
Blaine and Sir Julian Pauncefote. The United States was prepared to enter
into a full reciprocity treaty with Canada, provided that the list of articles
placed upon the free list included manufactured goods. So far eo good.
1f our manufscturers are not prepared to compete with those of the United
States, it is time they were, and it is too much to ask of the Capnadisn con-
sumer that reciprocity should be sacrificed in order that Canadian
manufacturers should have plums in their cake. Had the United States
been content with :his reciprocity, manufactured goods included, without
making any other condition, the trade of the two countries might even now
be flowing in its nitural chaonels. But the United States would only
consent to reci_rceity upnn the condition that our tariff should be raised
against the rest of the #orld. In other words, that all outsiders should be
excluded from participating in the Canadian markets. As we see it, this
condition completely bars reciprocity, as it implies differential duties, not
only against foreign couatries but also against Great DBritain and our sister
colonies.

Two great pational elections are now under way, two of the most
immportant elections that the world bas ever witnessed, the ioterest in
which extends far beyond the’confines of the resp:ctive countries in which
they are being held. Oa one side of the Atlantic the election for the
members of the British Parliament is being v.gorously fought out. Salis-
bury and Balfour with their Unionist supporters are asking the people of
Great Britain to maintain the Government under which Irish ills have been
redre.sed and Ireland given a respite from the tyraony of the boycott;
while Gladstoue appeals to Englishmen, Inshmen and Scotchmen alike to
support the principles of the great Liberal party which he so ably commands,
and give to Ireland that control of home affairs which in his judgment will
best conduce to her peace and prosperity. Oua this side of the Atlantic
Harrison and Cleveland are mllying to the standards of protection and
tariff reform the citizens of the Ubpited States. Thus the two great
Eoglish-speakiog nations are both in the throes of poliucal strife.  Iney
buth have momentous questions to seitle, and in the settlement of these
questions every man in Canada has a direct or indirect interest. The triumpa
uf Gladstune would ensure at least that measure of home rule which Ireland
aod Irishmen require, and in the settlement of the Irish qucetion the only
immediate danger to the umity of the emplre would be removed, and in
this cvery luyal Canadian would experience a feeling of deep satisfaction.
The election of Cieveland would tend to b.eak down thuse barners to
trade which now handicap the business men of Canada, as weli as those of
the United States.

member from Nova Scotia it was best, all thirgs considercd, to unite the
contiguous counties of Shelburne and Queens, the interests of the people
being identical. Msny changes in the original bill have b:en made, and it
is now regarded by the Liberals as much more acceptable thin wheo it was
first introduced.

JOTTINGS FROM GERMANY,
Berrix, June 3.

Dear Critic,— My long cherished hope of being able to send Tux
Cruric & Berlin letter 18 at last to be realized. There is a German proverb,
“ What is long in comipg is good ”’; sleo sn English ona,  What is long
threatened comes at lact.” Which saying is the more appropriate in this
case, the reader must decide. At the outset I can only promise him that
these lotters will be brief, and that they will not deal too much in genera-
lities. 'When I bad been hero a couple of weeks, I could have written very
graphic descriptions ; but they would not have bsen trus, and now I am
thankful that I refrained. Firat impreesions are so misleading, it is so easy
to take the exception for the rule, that one must proceed with the utmost
caution,

The past. woek has been marked by two events which havs been general
subjects of conversation in civil and military circles respectively. The first
was the death of the most promineot representative of the burgher clasa in
Germany, Von Forckenbeck, Oberburgermeister or mayor of Berlin,
As tbe Oberburgermeister is chosen by thbe aidermen for a term of ten
years, and s Von Forckenbeck was serving his eecond term, he was
a little sovereign in himself. His career was closely associated with
that of the late Empercr Friedrich. By tbeir attachment to the
Freisinnige, or liberal party, both men iscurred the displeasure of the old
Ewperor William, who had s vague notion that liberalism ran to nihilisn; and
dynsmite. During Friedrich’s short reign, in apito of the hostility of Bis-
matck, Von Forckenbeck enjoyed the special favor of the Emperor; and
since the latter's deatys, he has always assisted the ex-Empress, the * Empress
Friedrich " as she is called, in her maay philanthropic schemes. MNow, the
unfortunate Empress Friedrich has for some years enjoyed a very full
measure of unpopularity. People who move in military circles, where her
late husband's peaceful inclinations have not yet beox forgiven, try to justify
their antipatby on the ground tlat she is ““stingy.”” Again, the national
pride was eorely wounded by her importing a foreign physician, Sir Morell
McKenaio, during her husband’s last illness. A womsn's desire to save her
husband's life ought to be a sufficient oxplanation; but even this hss been
distorted into an ambition to be an Empress even for a day! Within the
past week, however, the wealhercock of *public opinion” bhas begun to
shift. People actually say some good things about the Empress Friedrich.
On the death of thoe popular Oberburgormeister, who was no moro a favorite
with the present Emperor than with Kaiser Wilhelm, tho ex-Empress was
the first to send a wreath and a letter of condolence to his family. She also
deputed a high court dignitary to represont her at the funeral. These little
attentions from royalty are all the more highly apprecisted by the burghers
because the Emperor is 8o exclusively military in his sympathicz.

The other event of the week was the spring review, an inspection of
thirty-five or forty thousand men by the Emperor. Oa Tuesday morning
the city forces, horee, foot, and artillery, marched to the parade ground south
of Berlin, snd took up a position in a line parallel with the bighway which
rups through the plain. At 9 o'clock the royal party arrived, the Emperor
on Jorseback, the Empress and the ex-Queen Emma of Holland in carriages,
As they possed along the line in front of the successive regiments, the bands
would strike up, the volume of sound swelling with each additional band,
till the whole air was throbbing with music. You did not even ask yourself
what they were playing; you resigned yourself to a general feeling of music,
as you do when you are in the midst of singing birds. When the whols
line bad been passed, the royal carriages withdrew a short distance and the
Emperor took up his position for the reviow. Then one regiment after
another advanced from the main line, faced loft, and marched in grand style
past the Emperor. The infantry with their helmets and high crests of
black, red, or white, looked very imposing, but the most briliiant body wis
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certainly the cavalry—four regimenta mounted on fino bays of exactly gho
samo shade and siz», The ‘““march past,” ropoated threo times, oc.oup'led
two hours, from nine till eleven, As tho mercury was up among the cightics,
I daresay some of the poor sinners who wero atrutting up and down in the
sun, carrying knapsack, rifls, helmet, crest and heavy boots, found those two
hours an unconscionable time in passing. When ono sces the cruol,'u'on
discipline to which these mon are subjeoted in order to produce a well drilled
army, ono cannot help wondering if it is all necessary. I am told by one
who has served, that on review day the men aro up at 3 o'clack, polishing,
brushing, blackening, otc. If an ofticor were to discover a ‘.blmd,’ th_at. is
sn unpolished button, the owner would get three doys' imprisonment in a
dark room, with bread and water diet and no seat excopt o very low bed.
Theso arte the blessings of peace, as undarsiood on the cgntl_nox.zt. .
But my brevity has beon that of s Pollonius. As it is just mxdmgh't
here and many of your readers are at dinner, I will say ** Prosit mahlaeit "
and cloes. N. C. J.

The Mackay Woollen Mills, {successors to the Charlottetown Woollen
Co.) Charlottetown, use a very large amount of the wool grown in this pro-
vince in the manufacture of cloths of the finest quality and handsomest
fir’sh, Since the fire which destroyed the old Charlottetown Woollen
Mills, a new company, known as the Mackay Woollen Mills Company, of
which Mr. W, D, Mackay is manager, has been formed. The company
built and started a new mill, which has been in operation since the Mail of
1890. This mill is equipped with the very best machinery obtainable. The
improvemonts in woollen machinery that have been made during the past
few years are something wonderful, and as all the machinery purchased by
the new company is of the latest improved makes, it will readily be scen that
this places them in a position to produce a first-class article, This estab-
lishment gives employmont to a large number of skilled hands, the company
thus doing thoir best to stop the ‘ exodus.” The goods turned out by the
Mackay Woollen Mills are of a superior class in mske and floish. During
the time of the old mills, they did quite 2 trade with the sister provinces,
and thoy are now receiving unsolicited orders from their old customers
across the straits, thus showing that a good honest article will always be
remembered.

The St. Croix Soap manufacturing company have made a large outlay
this year, going over their plant, and ronmewing it wherever it was weak.
Besides the sddition lately notizsd in our columns, they have put in a new
pump and engine, and are making preparations to light with gas. They aim
to make theirs the best equipped factory in the country, and believe that
their prospects fully justify them in doing so.

Vroom Bros., furniture manufacturers, have an equally encouraging
report to make, Their new factory, adjoining that of Haley & Sou, gives
them more than double the available floor space that they had last year;
while with a side track from the C, P. R. freight ysard, they have much
better facilitios for roceiving and sbipping freight. The work of their
factory is now chiefly confined to cheap ash and birch chamber sets, in
which they have an increasing trade. Since moving into their new qusriers
thoy have added to their machinery a new band saw, a double-spindle
shapor, 8 dove tail machine, a moulder, a lock machine, and a double
cylinder sander.—St. Croix Courier.

Messrs, Thomas Down & Co., Toronto, manufacturers of chemical fire
ongines, have just shipped one of thess machines to Victoria, B. C., and are
finishing unother to be sent in 2 few days to Vancouver, B, C. This is a
new industry in Cansda which is rapidly sssuming a position of much
importance.

1u geners! terms business may be charactorized as rather on the quied
side, but a considerablo number of small orders aro steadily coming 1n all
the time, eo that the sggregato volume of tho movement of guuds is quite
respectable.

The trade retures for tho firet ten months of the curtent fiscs] year, which
have been recently 1esued by tho Government, ehow that the export trado of
Cansda has developed rapidly s compored with that fur the currcspondity
period of the previous year. The figures of tha two yeara sro— 1892,
£69,435,703 ; 1891, $77,462,314 ; incrosse 811,083,479, Tte increses fur
the month of Apnl slone was 8230,u83. Tho imputis elso shuw a steady
improvement, although, of couree, the duty still shows a decresse. For the
month of Apnl the value of goods entored for consumptivn was §7,975,200
sgainet 87,660,466 in April of last year, or an increaes of 8314,744. Tho
imports for the ten months were valued 2t §89,876,146 88 against $89,490,-
399 or an incresse of 8385,747. The duty collectod during the ten monthe
amounts to $16.059,722—a decroaso of 32,641,146.

A rather unlookod-for result of thn 124 per cent. duty on terne plates,
which sre used for roofing purposes axd were formerly admitted froe on the
same basis as tin platos for making cens, is that while rovfers have ceased to
buy since the prico was incressed by one-eightb, und hsvo since used other
material, notably galvanised iron and shingle plate, it has thus built up a
most flouriehing industry,—the manufascture of metslic shinglea and roofing
plater. That this 18 a domestic industry that has been potably helped by
the tariff is worthy of note.

Ve observe that tho removal of duties on sugars imperted into the United
States has given a valuable impetus to the production of maple sugsr in
Canads, and Capadien maple suger growers aro entering into active and
successful competition with the Vermonters, so that now thero are ton car-
loads exported from Canada and the United States whero there was but one
before, and the disproportion is increasing rapidly. It is true that the
Yermont people Lhave the advantage of two cents per pound bounty on their
produet, buta New England paper says, * It costs them more troubla to
get out the necetsary Government license and more time to get the product
approved and the bounty money out of the Treasury than, generally speak-
ing, the sum that tkey finally obtsin is worth” There appears to be no
resson why Canada should not shortly be in a position to supply and to
conirol the entire demand for this sugar in the United States.

WrekLY Fivancia Review oF Hesay Crews & Co., NEw Yorx,
June 25, 1892 — Stock market conditions sre decidedly moro eatisfactory.
Doubts sre giving way to certainties, and a better feeling has arserted itself
during the week that is certainly justified by influences lately developed.
For weeks past the market has been depressed by the silver situation, gold
exports, ctop news and Richmond Terminal sifaire. ln ecach of these
reepects therg bas been a distinct chenge for the better within a few days.
The outlook for sound currency legislation has been cleared by the nomina-
tion of Mr. Harticon es the Republican cendidate for the Presidency, and
Mr. Cleveland ss the Democratic candidate. Whichever of these candidates
is successfol next November, the country will not only be saved a vast deal
of snxiely corcerning the silver croza, but the prospecis aro encouraging for
the repesl of at least the worst featurex in our present foolish silver laws,
The tull importance of security from further recklessness ot this sort until
March 4, 1897, 18 not yet 1calized, for time 18 required to restore conlidence
after such a long period of fear and unrest.

In the matter of gold exports, the probability s that theso will eoon
ceaso, as future grain and cotton bills will be freely offered and take the
place of gold. The equanimity with which gold shipments have been
regarded is eomething remarkable. Money has been woaderfully easy, 1t is
true, during the whole gold exporting period ; but this was rather due 1o the
grest expan:ion 1n eilver circulation and moderate demands upon bankers
from both trade and speculative quarters than to any vtker ciuses, At the
same time, the tressury is not in a pcsition to spare much gold ; and though
no concern is warranted about the treasury being ablo to meet all curre.at
obligations, 8till only the most skilful eort of mansgement hss saved it from
embarraesment. The most phenomenal part of gold exports ts that they
should continue in the face of such an immense tride balance in our favor.
In May there was an excess of exports over :mports amounting to over
$1,064,000 ; while a year ago thero was an excess of nearly 814,000,000 in
imports. 1o the last eleven months wo have scen the extraordinavy excess
of exports over imports of $210,000,000 ; and the best calculations are that,
allowing for the gold movement, undervaluations, interest, freights, etc., a
bslance of over 100,000 still remains to be explained. The explanation
is that this balance was settled by the free returo of securities from Europo
instead of gold, which has beon observed for months,

Foreign investors have received a thorough scare concerning the eecuri-
ties of a' :ilver using eountries ; and no matter how much we may have
tbought such fears unfounded, thoy acted upon them nevertheless. Prosent
gold shipinents, even if due to special causes as some assert, have been
unquestionably facilitated by this danger in the imagination of foreigneis of
having interest and principal payable in depreciated siiver. The truth is,
our merchandise exports, in spite of being tho largest on record, were insuf-
ficiont to pay for our imports of merchandise and securities and foreign
travel combined. It isa source of wonder, therefore, that we have been
able to take back such an immense amount of stocks snd bords without
more weskness on the New York markot. It shows conclusively that Ameri-
cane have more confidence in the future of their proporties than Europeans ;
a confidence that will probably bying its rewards when the aversgo foroigner
wakes up to the real situation here, Should the Evropean demand revivo,
it can only be ssatisfied at highor prices than now rule,

Another developmont, of importance was the appointzeat of a Receiver

Now that the worst concerning thia property is
koown, o sonso of relief porvades tho wholo maiket. For months this vast
conglomeration of stocks end bords has bocn a dead weight ug on the whole
market. TFortunately their decline bas been 8o gradual and widely distribu-
ted thee Do serious dieaster is sntiospated. A general disintegration of tho
systom eoems prohable.

The crop situation has shown great improvement since tho fi st of June,
All tho large wheat and corn carriers have atrengthenod in consequerce. In
fact, the outivvk fur Western and Nurthwostern roads is mush brighter thaa
for Southern proper.i.e. Such lines as ara indepondoat of cotton trafli: aro
duing {airly well; but the cotlon district lines sro not overwhelmed with
presperity just at the prusent , tor aro thoy likely to bo, shuuld we again
bave a cotton crop larger than tho world noode,

Tho vutlook for the Anli Option bill is uncortain. A canvass of the
Senate shows that only a few moro-negastive votes in eddition to thiose now
counted upen would bo necessary to kill the messure in the Senate. Thero
seoms to bo a fair poseibility of bLlotting out this silly legislative effort. I€
the bill becomes law control of our wheat and cotton markets would be
immediately transforred to Evgland, which is naturally a chronic bear upon
all that sho buys of ue. Whore the bonefit of the Anti-Option bill would
come in to the American farmor I fail to see. Tho intended beneficiary
would be tho worst ol sufferers, President Harrison has not expressed
himself on the subjoct, but I should b surprised woro ho to fil in vetoing it.

Nothing further of importauce has tranepired concerning the Iu¥-roa-
tional Conforonce, Although L do not enticipate that any ¢ ncarted action
of importance will be accumpushed, -till an incalcilable amount uf good wili
follow tho discuesion and intercel thus awakened. It will at lesst pave the
way for a futuro international understanding cf somne sort, as well as empha-
size the neceesity of radical correctives of some kind. If for no better
teasons, therefore, the Conferenco should receive the hearty support of the
ontire banking fraternity,

As already said, I consider the futuro more encouragiog. Summer heat
and politics may contribute to dullness on the S:ock Exchangs ; but thore
are suflicient ovidences of improvemaat to warrant be.ter prices and greater
activity.”

Dry Goops.—Business in dry goods continues to be pretty active in
«his ciiy, snd orders from the country are improving somewhat in volume.
Tho warmer weather neceesitstes the purehase of summer goods, and makes
business, especially in the retail depsrtments, brisk, Prices are very frm
all round. DPayments continue to improve and are now more satisfactor, as
a rule than tbey have beon for a lnng time. Few renewals of paper in the
dry goods trade are now asked for, and then generally for a short time and on
a small proportion of tho original notes.

Inox, Harpwane axp Mxrars.—The iron business conlinues juiet and
no lots of any consequence sre changing hsnds, Warremts are quoted et
41s. 1d. against 41s, 7d. last week, Bar iron is unchanged. Scrap iron ig
teaturoless and former prices can bo repeated. An interesting topic with the
trade is tho business in imported ion pipe, which is much larger than usual,
owing to apecial conditivns, German and British pipes can be lsid down in
Canada vory low at present, and as tho specific duty is much smaller than on
pig iron, snd the ad valurem duty very light, owing to their cheapness, the
competition which domestic manufactured pipe hasto meet is keener than
usual, Manufacturers of the lalter have to psy the full specific duty on
their raw material, bo matter how low-priced it may be, and the result is as
above. Tin plates have an casier tendency at present, as the boom in pig tin
bas collapsod. Spot prices, however, rewmain as they wero. I’ig tin is easier,
as the bottom head has dropped out of the speculation sitempted a couplo
of weeks ago. On Monday of lsst week a cyclune etruck tho market and
prices in Landon dropped £1, while there was a heavy decline in New
York, and thero have been further declines since. In copper the interesting
developmont of the past two weeks is the withdrawal of tho rebate allowed
on Cwsnadian coppersmelted across the livo. This alters matters considerably
on spot, and has alresdy had the result of placing the contract of a large rail-
road company with a Montroyl dealer in imported copper. Tao quantity is
not kuown, but is supposed to bo in the vicinity of 1,000 tons. Other
lines do not furnish any intores.ing features.

Breapsturrs.—In this market iluur is quiot, and in the face of the cor-
tinued dullness it is evident holders would submit to somo shading. Oat-
mos] and feed are as proviously reported. Beerbohm's cablo reports wheat
firmer and held higher; corn rather firmer. Weathar in Eogland very wet.
In Chicago the wheat market has been duil and heavy with nothing trans-
piring worthy of special note. The Price Current and sll other weather
ctop bullotins are gonerally favorable, notwithstanding very heavy local
ramms. News regarding corn is generslly bearish, although very heavy rains
ato reported in lilinois and fowa. A Cincianati authority siys the crop is
making good progrese. ‘The acreage will bo considerably locs than last year,
and the outlovk Bow is diecouraging. The New York, St. Loaiy, Toledo and
Milwaukee matkets aro reporiod dull, but practically without change.

ProvisioNa.—There is no new feature in the loctl provision market.
Pork and smoked meats continue to move out in a satisfactory manner at
stoady prices, and lard is qiiet. At Liverpool provisions were quiet but
steady. Io Chicago a good businees was done in provisions in a quict way,
and prices wore fairly well maintsined. Tho hog, cattle and sheep markets
wera rather active but at unchanged prices.

Butrer.—This artiele has presonted nothing now in our local market
during the weok, One or two of the chocso factorios are using up some of
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their surplus receipts of milk in making butter, and somo specimona that
have been shown here were of excellent quslity, Very little new butter is
comivg in at present, but what does receives prompt and approcistive atten-
tion. Prices remain about the same. A London writor roports .—*' This
has boen a broken week in the bulter tiado owing to Whitsun, and little
bueiness bas been traneactd, buyers only eatisfying their immediate wante.

A few emall lois are
arriving from Ontario, but they aro chiefly fodder cheese and do not moet
with much enquiry. A correspondont in London writes:—* Tho market
fur cheeso is in o very peculiar pusition just mow. There is little Eaglish
on band of last year's make, and che now make is very small as yot, whilo
supplits aro coming frcm your eido in anything but quantity. Quaotatione
on .ho opposite sides of tho Atlantic do nut square at a:l, and purcnasers .re
adopting a band-to-mouth policy in their anxiety not to buy above what they
focl must bo a J.wer market rate preseatly. Bu: anolders have the key of
the position at preseut, as this is just the weather for a heavy consumption
of cl.oeso, and buyers must come out of their holes every pow and again to
meot the wants of their customers. Hence, while cables from Montreal ure
around 45s. and from New Yo-: agein down 2s. to 31 ; sgents here can
command from 483. to 52a. for new makes for red, and up to 64s. for white,
Septembers vemaioing ss before. In Hull, old stocks of Cainalians still
command 56s. to 58a.; new, 4063, to 53s.; in Liveipool, 56s. to G0s. for
September, 49s. to 52s. new make of Gne qualily ; 33a. to 47s. lower grades,
interior much below.

Some new finds are reported on loads up north.—New Glasgow Enter-
prise.

Work around the ¥oord pit is progressing fairly. Tho improvements
are oxtensive. The new screen has to undergo further alterations. The
screon is the only one of the kind in Nova Scotia. * The belt ¥ or cndless
movable chute that conveys the coal from the screen proper to the cara is
to be given a slight inclivation, as tho weigbt has been found too heavy for
the epgine. When al! is finished the bank head will be one of the best in
tho province.—Stellarton Journal and Neuws.

ir 1 find in your issue of the 27th ult. extended oxtracts from tho
Summ..,y Roport of the Geclogical Survey Department. In thos~ oxtracts
Mr. Faribault has set forth his conclusicns in briof of cerlain important
features of the gold districts of Nova Scotia. In his opinion the richness
of a vein ** depends a together on its position and rolation to the structure
of the elliptical dome to which it owes its origin.” Mr. Faribault goes on
to say that he has given special attention to Oldham as a typical district,
and oxpresses his obligation to Mr. J. E. Hardman, B. Sc, M. X,
manager of gold mining property at Oldham.

I wish now to call your attention to the fict that in February of this
year there was read beforo the Nova Scotia Iustituto of Scionco a papor
prepared by Honry Squarebriggs McKuy: *“On the Nova Scotia gold
districts, their forimation, as proved by borings in the Killag District.”

This paper was accompanied by a ¢ geological map” of Killag. Mr.
McKay pointed out and illustrated the clliptical nature of the ** domo” and
the relation of the * pay chimooy" to the apex of the anticlinal fold.

Tho boring with the diamord drill was carried on with much good
judgment, and tho results, whicl. were shown on the map, (which 1 enclose to
you as proof of my statement,) show Low much was accurately determined
by Mr. McXKay.

Ho began work on a shaft some months ago on ths anticlinal axis, and
is mow drifting at right angles, not to Jook for leads, but 1o cul those which
the drill has a‘ready located, and in all this is doing what Mr. Faribault has
suggested, and that too without consulting him at all.

And hore I como {0 * the meat in the cocoanut.” This paper of Mr.
McKay's was published in the Halifax Herald of March 16, and drow upon
him the nointed scorn of this identical J. E. Hardmao, B.Sc, M E,, in
a Jotter pu.iished in the Herald of March 23rd.

Permit me to quoto a fow choice morsels: *Ihave gone into particulars
to show tho hollowness of the foundations,” &c., “and to oxpose the
suporficial knowledge of the district upon which is based his wholo paper.”

Flotchor and Faribault of the Geological Survey of Canada as soon as possible.

Mr. Hatdman acknowledges that ho had Mr. McKay's map beforo ' ‘m.
Then bo has no! iguorantly erred. I am not alone in wishing to know why
ho did not give Mr. McKay credit for Laving shown tho oxact nature of the
Killag anticlinal, togethor with an amount of valuablo and accurate know-

ledgo of tho rolated veins, faults, ctc., that has not been cqualled in any
gold mino in Nova Scotia by a private individual, Oldbaw niol oxcopted,
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To Mr. McKay belongs the credit of having done tho firat exactwork
of the kind in this Provinee, and that he may have his due, despito
detractors, is tho object of my letter. It is surprising that Mr. Hardman,
who hae enjoyoed tho long term of assceiation with Messrs. Fletchor and
Faribault, in which he had amplo time to learn of them what ho advises
.'r. McKay lo eccuro from the same sourco, shou'd not have recognized the
singular merit of tho map of Killag.

If all theso lettorn that formn such a fine appendago to a man's name do
not mean 1. he can steer cloar of prejudices long enough to render a fair
judgmen, won wo shall feel that oven his experientia ducet wiil foil upon

A New PreciriTaTiNG Process.—In response to a telegraphic request,
Mesare. Harrold Bros. of Adelaide, having supplied us with the following
particulars respocting the recently patented invention for precipitating
motal contained in mineralized water, whilst rendering the water fit for
boiler and stock purposes. The material used is sulphide of barium in sol-
ution, tho only known use to which it has hithorto been put chemically be-
ing as a dipulatory Its application as a precipitant of metals emanates from
Mr. Androw Thowas, I. C. S., London, of Adelaide, who has already, we
understand, patonted his idea, and who states that his object in applying
this chemical to the sbove use arose chiefly through the fact that baryta
possecses an unusual specific gravity, and at the same time poss.sses the
advantago of being exceedingly plentiful and casily procursble in South
Australia. The mode of preparing tho solution from the raw material is
oxceptionally simple, the following being a rough outline of the process :—

The baryta is coarsely ground into a powder and then mixed with coal
dross in proportions—3BaSO 4 to 1 port of coal dross. After well
mixing. thisis ca’cined, the resultant material being sulphidoe of bariwn,
containing 66 per cent. of the actual principle Ba S which is soluble in
water. Before the process of precipitation tho operator must ascertain the
metallic contonts of the water, it having been found that c:rtain metallic
salts deposit their metals in an acid solution. whilstin others tho reaction
takes place in an alkaline eolution. Assuming the water to bo operated
upon come from a cuperiforous lode, contents will be probably Cu 3 O 4,
sulphato of iron and very often al'umina with possibly calcium salts and
magnesia. By the addition of a rogulated quantity of the solution to an
ordinary mine water of about 2} 1b. weight to tho ton, practically the
whole of the copper is thrown down with extraordinary rapidity. A fusther
charge of tho solution brings down tho iron, while the addition of a
smal' quantity of ammonia or caustic soda will precipitato the aliumina.

The idea wou'd very naturally strike one that the baryra being in a
liquid form before it is applied romains in the wator after having accom-
plished its end by precipitating the minerals originally contained. It is
alleged that this is not so, for tho eason that as soon as the precipitant
becomes allicd with the water in its solub’e or sulphide form sand the
reaction takes place, the barium, in harmony with the sther minerals in the
water, undergoes a metamorphosis and changes from a soluble or sulphide
form to an inso'ub's or sulphate form precipitating itself 1nd falling to tho
bottom with the other minerals.

Exporiments in Adelaide have been conducted under tho superintend-
enre of Mr. J. C. F Johuson, M. P,, and, so far as could be judged, wero a
success. It is intended, wo are told, to energetically bring under the
notice of thoso intercsted in mining, the advantige. to le gainoed by carry-
ing this deminecraliser into practical use, and 1t is proposed to further
demobstrate its value by treating some of tho heavy mineralised waters at
Broken-Hill on a larger scale.—Australian Mining Standard.

Mr. Theodore Fox, having met with such success in his recont suit
against at lcast ono o1 the chief oflicials of the Hale snd Norcross Mining
Company and those of the Nevada Mill and dMning Company, is reported
to have brought two simi'arly grounded suits involving churges against the
Crown Point Gold and Silver Mining Company, and the fullowing directors
and stockho'ders : J. 1L, Dobinson, R. ¥. Morrow, J. P. Jackson, A. K. P.
Harmon, J. P. Maitin, Charles L. McCoy, William Nerris, J. P. Jones,
Francis G. Nowlands acd Frederick Sharon as the trustees of the estate of
Wil iam Sharon. The complaint charges conspiracy by which Messrs.
Jonos, Sharon and Newlands named tho other defendants as a dummy
board of directors for the mine, and procured the making of a contract with
Jones and the Union Mill and Mining Company for the crushing of ores.
By their aid and other praclices, it is claimed, the st.ckholders wero
deprived of largo sums of money in the same manner that the sharcholders
of the Halo and Norcross mine were defrauded by the Novada Mill and
Mining Company. Judgment is demanded for an accounting and that
defendants be required to pay into the treasury of the mining company
such amount as the Court may £ud to be due.

Tho second suit involves charges of a similar nature in connection with
the Belcher Silver Mining Company. The defendantis are: J. P. Martin,
Jas, Nowlands, J . Dobinson, F. A. Tritle, R. ¥. Morrow, J. P. Jones,
Goo. W. Beaver, A. K. P. Harmon, George D. Iidwards and the Sharon
ostate.—The Financial and Mining Itecord.

MINING.

FAULTING IN VEINS.
Written for the Engineering and Mintng Journal by S. F. Emmons.
(Coxtivuep,)

Fault planes do not, however, always run across tho bedding planes, but
may be nearly or quite pirallel with them, and ars then often called thrust
plares. Such fiulte aro less oasily detocted than tho former claes, and
henco, a8 accurate and detailed examiuations becomoe more frequent, their
proportion will probably increase, Faults are found of every degree of
magnitude, from tho great faults which form importint orographic foatures
and have displacoments of thousands of foot, down to those which are so
amall thst they can ooly bo detected by the microacope. Whether slicken-
sided or polished surfaces can be found upon their walls deponds, as I have
said, upon the nature of the material of these walls, whether it ia of a char-
acter to receive a polish in the firs* place, and whetber conditions are such
as to preservo it in the second. 1f Mr. Church hes never scen such surfaces
on bedding plance, it is not hecsuse Lhey do not occur in nature, nor are
they confined, as he eeems to think, to steeply upturued beds. I will citoa
fow instances.

The great porphyrite maes, or laccolite, of Gothic Mountain, in Colorado,
which rcsts upon nearly horizontal black shales 4 the Creticeous, has:
been moved on its base (how muchb there is no mransof determining), snd if
ona cares to climb its steep slopes shout 700 ft. above the town of Gothic to
the contact plane between shales and porphyry he will find the under sur-
faces of tho latter, where it has been exposed by the uudermining of the
ebales, striated by this movement. Agsin the gold veins which cross the
stratification of these same shales near Breckenridge, Colo., have been faanlted
by a movement subsequent to the formation of the veins along the stratifica-
tion plunes of tho shales. But thrust plsues do not necessarily follow
stratification lines, even where their divergence of angle is so slight as to be
hardly perceptible to the eye, as may be observed in Smuggler Hill,at Aspen,
Colo., where a fault of this nsture along the steeply upturned beds has
cbapged the relationa of the silurian and carboniferous strata so a3 to mske
their spparent tbickness vary very greatly in comparatively sbort distaoces.
The coberonco of reck mesaes i3 not uecessarily very much less along bedding
plsnes (which are merely indications of changes in tho conditions of sedi-
mentation) than along any other plane, unless thoy wark such very decided
and abrupt char ges in character of material that the pressure resulting frora
a great weight ot sediments accumulated above would be like:y to produce
such & molccular deformstion slong them asis indicated by slaly cleavege,

Faults of greet displacement or the great structural faults have been, as
far ag my experienco tasches, but rarely the loci of mineral deposits. 1t is
the faulta of minor displscement, and moro especislly those forming zanes or
eystes of fracture (what Daubreo calls cassurez conjuguees) that have more
generally become mineral veins. But theto dufer from the former in degree
rather than in kind. They present the same or siwilar phenomena as evi-
dences of movement and pressure, but on a smaller scale.  Tu picturiog to
one's gelf the working of the csuses which bave preduced these phenomena,
however, it is necesssry to besr in mind that pressure is as importaant, if not
a more important function than movoment. It is the neglest of the import-
arce of this function thst would seem to bave been the csuse of many of the
wmicconceptions of estlier writets on vein phencmens, especial‘y that which
lcd them to ¢ nsider that the vein matter was the filling of a cobsiderable
open fissure into which fiagments wight fall freely from the walls as they
wight be dropped down a well, and with two distinct and well defized walls
beyond swhich in either direction no vein matter would naturally be looked
for.

A fissure continuously open for any considerable distance is inconceivable
under the conditions of pressure which must have prevailed at the greit
depths et which most veins have been formed.

A fault fissute is retber to be regarded as a s3ne of crushed material along
& fracture plane, produced by movement and pressure combined, whoto
width may vary, from the mere koife cage of small fissures of mperceptible
displacement, to the 50 or 100 ft. of crushed materxis] often fouud along the
faults of great dieplacement. The originsl fracturee, which determiae tho
direction and location f these zones, were probably suddenly produced by
some violent force in the nature of an earthquake shock or a voleanie explo-
sion. But such fractarcs would not necessarily resuit in a visible fissure
without a subsequent compressive strain which would produce a differential
motement along the broken parts. They would at ficst be meroly latent or
potential cracks slopg which,although tho cobesion of the original rock
mass bad been broken, somoe movement, however slhight, wz3 aecosssry for
tke production of ansactual fissure; as wo can conceive s nass of brittle
material like glass, fitmly inclosed by strupg bands, tv be struck a blow of
soflicient violencu to shatter it, if free, sand yot to show few if any visiblo
ctacks until, after the removal of thy bands, a d, ‘erential movoment bad been
produced among the parts,
