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WORK IN SOUTHFERN INDIA.

Sometimes the succesa of mission work
is best scen by comparing one decade
with another. Another method is to take
a single field and survey its work as a
whole, or the work or a single agency in
the field. Rev. F. Wilkinson, of the Lon-
don Missionary Society, has given a re-
cent resume of the work of that society
in Southern India. It appears that the
socicty has 440 places ot Christian wor-
<hip, varying in size and value from the
small mud-wall village chapel to the
.arge, substantial brick or stone church
building. In these places of worship are
gathered statedly more than 53,000 wor-
shippers, not all communicants, but all

rofessedly Christian in  their helief.

wenty thousand of these have received
baptism, and 5,500 are communicants in
the Church.

In missionary statistics as a rule on.y
communicants have been numbered, and
these should always be kept distinct in
missionary reports; but as a matter of
encouragement, it iz just to consider
those also who profess intellectual belief
in Christianity, many of whom, indeed,
indulge in the hope of personal accept.
ance of Christ. It is usual to treat those
persons with some caution, owing to their
antecedents.  They occupy something
like the position of Catechumens in the
early Church, or Probationers in the
Methodist Church.

Thirty.four missionaries and four un-
maried iadies constitute the European
force of the London Mission in Southern
India. These ave assisted by 300 native
preachers and a large number of teachers,
—For. Mix.

Eighteen years have now passed siuce
British and American Book and Tract
Society was organized in Halifax. Since
its organization about 10,000 persons
have heen found in the;Maritime Provin-
ces destitute of copies of the Word of
God and have been supplied. A colpors
teur labored last year on the coast of
Labrador and found many who cculd
neither read nor write. In some cases not
one in a whole family could read. Sever-
al Protestant families were without he
Bible. There are localities on the coast
wherethe sound of the gospel is not heard
and where there are noschools. In such
places the Sabdath day is very much des-
ecrated. We who enjoy great privileges
should remember the destitute and also
prize highly what we enjoy. To whom
much is given of them much will be re-
quired.—-f‘om.

aided congregations to self support.

On one point it will be necessary to
exercise especial care, viz, that of putting
new congregations upon the fund.

Miramichi Presbytery, last year, act-
ed very nobly and unaelfishly in the mat-
ter of Augmentation. It apportioned
the amount, allotted to it by the Synod
to raise, among the different congrega-
tions. Some of these did not raise the
sum asked and whi.h the Presbytery
thcught they should do. Presbytery
then came and said to the Committee,

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not done what they should do, tor them- i« dw'’s heathen milhions of Jesus and his

gelver, and for the fund  We do not
ask the full amount o Sappeonent for
them.

such indifference any wiong may come to
be permitted. To be without proper tem-

r is to be a moral shuttlecock, making
ife a guwe, in which the motto is ‘Hush !
and enjoyment anyhow, the pursuit.
Courage and manhood cannot iivein such
a nature. False peace is bought to-day,
to be heavily mortgaged to morrow,with
moral bankruptcy as the sure sequel. In
many & hume, if the first neglect or
wrong had been kind'y and wisefy dealt
with, and not passed over for peace’sake,
a career of ruin might have been stopped,
and hours weary with sorrow been bright
with love. When a great and generous
heart sees weakness injured, and express-
es whulesome anger, it makes us feel safer
to know there are suck men. No feature
of Christ's character is more beautiful or
solemn than His power of righteousin-
dignation. Christ lives with meu in life’s
battle, while Buddha only dreams. Christ
is the Master of life, and is never master-
ed by it. Temper controlled—-not either
wearing  the dress of a false patience
or resignation, much les: killed— i3 the
Christian ideal.

AN EXCLUSIVE CITY.

An Indian explorer, in the employ-
ment of the Indian survey, has returned
from four years’ journeying in Thibet,
during which he spent a ycar in Lhasa,
the capital ot Thibet, and the Rome of
Buddhism.  Before this traveller, only
four Europeans in this country have
visited Lhasa, Hic and Gabet, the Ficuch
missionaries, were driven fron: ihe city
forty years ago, after living there a few
months.  Moorcroft was killed after he
left the city, and another traveller was

ermitted to remain there only a few
Says. He says the city is crowded with
temples, and hae its Vatican in the mon-
astery at Potola, where the Dalai Lama
lives, who is regarded as the incarnation
of Buddha. The building;is surmounted
by five gilded cupolas, whick, when
sparkling in the sunlight, present a daz-
zling spectacle. It contains numerous ina-
ses, one of which is seventy feet high.
%)uring the festivals in the middle of
February the Thibetans gather at Lhasa
from all over the country to pay homage
to all the gods and goddesses who are
supposed to be present. These ceremon-
ies last about a mouth, at the end of
which all the citizens are considered to
have become purified for another year.—

Reports indicate that drunkeness is on
the increase all over Germany.

The Sunday rest has been established
in Austria. No papers appear in Vienns.
on Monday Morning. Not as a church
celebration on Sunday, but as a day of
recreation for the workman, has the legal
Sunday rest been decreed. Its duration
istixed from 6 A M. on Sunday till 6 A
M 21 Monday. The Law has been well
seceived in the Industrial and wocking
circles. The public has not taken um-
brage at the non-appearance of the mor-
uiug papers.

The Rev. Mr.Kosaki, in his Newspaper
published at Tokio gives the following
statistics:—* The total aumber of Protes-
tant churches is put down as 120; church
members aggregate 7791, a gain f 2,200
during the year. The largest church in
the empire is that at Imbari, of which
Mr Iac is pastor, having 410 members.
This church also reports the greatest gain
in membership within the year, baviog
reccived 195 new members.  The church
at Annika has received during tiie year
i13 members. Tue city of Tokio is re-
p rted as having 29 churches, with 2.279
members.

United States.

Judge Harry White,of Indisna, Pa..has
declared that he will grant no licenses to
sell liquor in his district, inasmuch as the
public good does not require that liquor
shall be sold as a beverage.

It is the purpose of the General As-
sembly of the Presbyterian Church to
establish a church in every New England
city where there is a sufficient element
which has been educated in the Preshy-
terian faith. In pursuance of this policy
the Boston Presbytery, on May 31st, or-
ganized a new church at Fall River with
about one hundred members, and more
are to follow.

The restriction of the liquor trathc
grows more severe in Missouri as well as
elsewhere in the West and South. The
new law that went into effect there late-
ly prohibits the sale to minors, or the
tolerating of minors aronnd licensed sa-
loone ; allows liquor to be sold whore
manufactured only in quantities of one
gallon or over, not to be drunk upon the
premises, and abolishes the wine and
beer shop licenses, thus raising the
license fee to from $350 to $1,200.

Connecticut has passed a law against
flash literature, which has recently gone
into effect. Itimposes a fine of $30 or
less, and imprisoument of three inonths
or less, or both at the discretion of the
court, upon every person who shall sell,
lend, give, or offer any book. magazine,
pamphlet or paper, devoted wholly or
principally to the publication of criminal
news, or pictures or stories of deeds of
bloodshed, lust or crime.

One of the most self-denying ministers
in the services of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States, is Rev. Al-
fred Halftown, an Indian on the Alle-
gheny Reservation. A few years ago this
man whs a drunken pagau, and he and
his wife lived in extreme misery. The
Gospel was received, and a wonderful
change foilowed. His life and home were
transformed, and he became a sober, 1n-
dystrious, prayerful Christian man. He
is now employed as a native preacher.
‘Whenever he preaches,” says Rev. Mr,
Trippe, ‘the powe:r of the Spirit is with
him, and the people say, ‘God speaks
through him.” His salary ie thirty dollars
o year 3 he preaches e\'erﬁ Sabbath,

nd tn order to meet some of his appoint-
ments’ he must travel in going and com-
ing nearly tifty miles.

NEW HRBRIDES MISSION.
Letter from Rev. J, Annand.

My Dear Young Friends: —

Con:: let us go to the New Hebrides
to-day and see what we can learn there !
“The New H:brides! Why that is on
the other side of the world, how can we
go there? We have nut money enough
to pay our passage away out there ; and
besides how can we leave our parents,
homes and school to go away so far?

Well, let us go away there in thought,
and iet us talk about them ! There are
maby interesting things to be seen out
there, and the people themselves are in-
teresting.

The New Hebrides is the name given
to a group or cluster of Islands in the
South Pacific Ocean,  fhere are about
30 inhabited islands in the group count-
ing both large and small. They are very
beautiful islands. There are high moun-
tains and deep valleys between, where
beautiful trees and ferns grow.

Severul of the islands are five thousand
feet high, which is nearly one ile.
Santo is more than a mile high. Tanna
is nearly a mile, and Aneityum is over
half a mile high above the sea.

These islands are volcanic, that is
they were once volcanoes,and were raised
up out of the sea by volcanic action and
earthquakes. Seven years ago a part of
Tanna was raised up 33 feet one day by
an earthquake. There are three active
volcanoes still seen on the islands,
one 01 Ambrim, one on Lope-
vi, and ove on Tanna.  As T have twice
climbed the mountain on Tanna to see
the volcano there, I will describe it to

ou.

We had to walk about eight miles to
reach the top of the hill, or mountain,
where the fire is. VWhen we yot ncar we
felt the ground trembling under us where
the eruptions took place. For a few
minutcs all was quicy, and then there
was @ terrible roarin: sournd so loud that
it shoolk the hill, and a great qnantity of
red hot lava and fire were thrown out.
On coming near and looking over the top

of the hill down into the hollow, which
is called the ‘crater’ we saw a big prol
of red hot melted metal called “lava’
surging about like ivon in a smelting fur-
nace. We noticed 1t swelling and rais-
ing up like water ina pot, and after o
little it burat in the centre, and threw
up a quantity of the red hot lava several
hundred feet high, which fell all around
the sides of the crater.  This bursting
and throwing out of the lava was what
made the terrible noise.

We looked at it and wondered at the
work of cur Father in heaven. Bye and
bye we saw the lava rising very high so
we 1an back from the edge of the erater,
but we had only gone a short distauce
when there wasan explosion which threw
up a great lot of thelava. sending it high
into the air, and far over our heads,
Whea it fell we Lud to watch wheve it
was coming and run from underit. We
all escaped and immediately left lest we
should get covered up in thered hot lava,

Our native guides were afraid to go
near the crater, lest the spirit that they
think throws up the fire should kill them.
A number of yearsago, we are told’ that
a couple of young women who were com-
relled to marry two men that they hatea
went and cast themselves into this vol-
cano, and were never seen again.

That day on which we visited the vol-
cano, while going up the path to it, we
met some eavages who were returniug
from killing one ¢f their enemies They
had carried the body off the path just
before we went along, and were cooking
it when we pa-sed. Are they not awfully
degraded, when they eat their fellow
creatures ?

They L .ve many terrible cruel customs
also, in all the heathen islands. Satan
seems to rule there. Now should not we
who live in this country be very thank-
ful to God for all His gooduess to us.
He has given us the light of His word,
and kind teachers and parents ; plenty of
good food and clothing He enables us to
get, 80 that we may be alway., happy and
contented in serving Him.

In the missionary hymn ‘From Greeu-
lands icy Mountains' are theee words -
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. |
‘Every prospect pleascs, and only mau |
is vile.'  low very true those words arc

*Every prospect pleases.” The country
in so beautiful. the trees always green
and lovely, no frost overtakes the leaves
or blorsoms for it is always summer.
Roser bloom all the year in the garders,
and every day from the firsi of January
uutil the end of December we can gather
a bheautiful boquet of flowers.

Nice tropical “ruits are on the trees all
the year. The sun shines brightly most
of the time, and the shade of the wide
spreading branches invites us to sit down
and admire the works of our bountitul
Father in heaven. The soil is rich and
vields abundance of food to the husband-
man.

The seashore is charming also with its
many colored corals and sea plants. The ;
water i8 always clear and its ripples fol-
lowing cach other up the white coral
beach mvite us to bathe in their refresh-
ing coolness.

Nec too the varigated and many colored
sith and shells smongst the corals. What ®
could he more beautiful than thoee blue
and golden, red and black shiny fellows
that move so gracefully about ameng the
coral branches. Truly ‘every prospect
pleases and ouly wman is vile.

The streams of sparkling waters run-
ning down from the mountain sides, or
the hubbling springs nea- the sea-shore,
speak to all saying, —wush and be clean
as all things around us are, the lovely
tices, the gay birds and  shining lizards,
but man alone is vile!  See the heath-
en 'all covered with filth and dirt. Their |
naked bodies covered with paint and |
dirt.  Why is it that they too do
not learn to bLe clean like everything
around them 2 Poor people, they have !
never been taught to be clean,  Sin pol- |
utes us both within and without.

See those dirty boys about the street in .
rags and tilth ! Ave they good boys ? No,
they bave been disobedient and bad.
These heathen people are vile and dirty
in their habits, in their talk aad in their |
food. [u these lowvely slands where every
prospect pleases man alone is vile. So
long as they reman, .. .zuorance and all |
kinds of wickedne - “liey must continue
“ile'.

‘In the saine hymn tie question is ask-
ed,

*Can we whose souls are lighted
With wisdom frown on high,
Can we to men benighted
The lamp of life deny?

The lamp of life is God’s word, and

that is the only thing that can raise the
heathen from their vileness. Where the
gospel has been imparted to the heathen,
they give up their savage and cruel cus.
toms and live decently.

THE NEW HEBRIDEN MISSION.
Letter from Rev.J. W. McKenzie.
Erakor, Efate. May 14th, 1885.

M{ Dear Mr., Scott :

have just heard that there is a vessel
in Fila Harbour which is to sail for Nou-
mea to-morrow, 80 I cannot let her go-
without a note for you, especially as
your kind letters have come to hand. I
did not intend being so long in writing
you, and if you forgive mec for past ne-
glect T will promise to do better for the
time to come.

The Dayspring arrived here last Fri-
day mornirg, aud about the time she got
to the anchorage the vain began to }{oux
in torrents, aml searcely ceased all day.
Still I managed to get my mail. I keep
a canoe in the Harbor, (you know we are
some distance from the anchorage) fer
visiting Fila, and I sent two or shree
lads off in it. They thoughtfully protect-
ed the mail bag with a large banana leaf
otherwise it must have been wet through.
In it there were several for Mra. McKen.
zie. T ask you on her behalf to thank
most sincerely the ladies who have so
kindly written her. They will hear from
her in due time.

The t hot season has been a most
enjoyable one. No hurricane and no op-

ressively hot days. Had very little rain,
indeed for a time we feared a drought.
We heard that natives of a small island
to the north of us were so badly off for
water that in the evenings they went
down to the shore, and remained in the
sea until their thirst was somewhat
quenched. Native food, especially the
yam, was a little scarce in consequence
of the dry weather, but it is quite plen-
tiful again.

Our  health continues good, and the
work continues to advancc. Several na-
tives who lately renounced heathenism,
moved here, and have given us addition-
al labor in the way of teaching.

A new miscionary, The Rev. Charles
Murray, and his wife have come down in
the Daysprimg. We havethe pleasure of
their company on shore, but they leave
us to-morrow morning as the vessel pre-
ceeds north.  Our stores &c¢. were land-
ed to-day.

The vessel oes as far north as Am-
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brym, and there sails dir- t to Ancityum
to gather the nidssionar:cs to the annual
meeting.  After the mecting she is like-
ly to go to Raratonga for teachers for
the iplands.

Many thanks for the Maritie for 1884
which has just come to hand.

We have good accounts from our
daughter who i3 in Petersham.  She is
well and is making good progress at
schocl.  You will soon have Mr, and
Mrs. Annand with you.

The Robertsons have arrived safely
after their long furlough. I am sorry
that we are not to see them this year, as
they do not expect to come North to the
meetit.; of Synod.

There has been a good deal of sickness
amongst our natives during the past
month, principally fever and ague. We
have kept free from it since we returned.

We feel so thankful to be remembered
by you in the great congregation. Do
not cease to pray for us, until every na-
tive on our island shall have renounced
heatheniem. We now feel hopeful of see-
ing this attained. I remember once say-
ing to our dear friend Annand, when he
was away inland with me, visiting a dis-
tant part of my field, that I had no ex-
pectation of seeing the whole of my side
of the island evangelized, especially as
some narts of it are 8o inaccessible for the
settlement of teachers. But last year
quite a number of natives moved down
near the shore, in order to get a teacher,
and more are to follow, so that now we
are fully confident of seeingy every native
of the island a worshipper of the living
God. My fellow labourer qn the other
side, Mr. McDonald, is meeting with
much encouragement of late years.

And now thanking you for your inter-
est in us and our work, I remain,

Extracts of letter from Miss Morton.

Dear Auntie : —
We had our quarterly communion yes-
terday and ten besides ourselves and two !
teachers sat down. It was a very nice !
and solemn service. Over eighty peop'e |
were present and a good number were
nice lads just growing up in the school }
and whom we hope will one day sit with !
us. I know you would like to have been
with us and seen our coolie members.
They are few yet but we hope after some |
ears we may have a good number of be !
ieving Christian men and women. There -

[

were only two ¢rolie women awmony  the
number.

In the afternoon I went to Orange
Grove an-l had a good Sunday School of
thirty-three, and mere than half pirls,
which isa rarity. 1 have a number of
nice large girls whom at one time I
thought would never learn angthing but
they are now getting on qujte micely.
I have Fanny and a Tunapuna school boy
to help me. Fanny takes the scripture
lesson, I the catechism, and Henry Mou-
la takes those who work through the
week and gives them a good leason in
reading.

One boy can read Hundi  quite nicely
just from Snnday lessons and some week
day lessons when he was not well enough
to work. Hc is a real nice lad aund itis
a pleasure to teach him he is =0 anxious
to learn. He reads a little Englisa

All our lessons are in Hindi, and I am
learning to write so as to teach them too.

To-day,jFanny Moula, and I went to
Orange Grove and had a nice large class
of twenty-eight, eighteen of them were
girls which is as I said & rarity. Some
are quite large and two are married, but
are still allowed to come. The girls are
the hardest to teach for they do not care
to learn to read, and tell me so, but they
like the scripture lesson. catechism, sew-
ing, and writing. They like also the
Vnujans (hymmns sung to their style of
tunes) 3o I have to try and force them to
pay attention and learn to read, and it
is not easy. They are very hard to man-
age but are a guod deal better than when
I first began. Some of the little onea
coming on are uice little creatures, and
some quite pretty. I have one about
three years old who can answer a few
questions in the: catechism, and say snme
verses of the Vhujans and she is such a
mite and yet is trying to learn to sew
and will torment meif I dou’t attend to
her well. -

I gave them, a weck ago thcir balf
year reward of the clothing, and the poor
children were dchighted. Mrs, Cumming
who lives on the estate who=e husband is
agent for the proprietor sent 1me one af-
ternoon some lovely mangoes for them
and they were very much pleased.

Sing, the heir of the Rajah
of Cherra, in India, a convert of the
Welsh missionaries, did actually re-
nounce his title to the kingdom rather
than give up his profession of Christian-
ity.

Eighteen months after the death of
Ram Sing, the ruler of this province, the
chiefs of the tribes met and decided that
Bor. Sing was the beir to the throne, but
that his profession of Christianity consti-
tuted an obstacle to hie succession. Mes-
sengers were sent to him, and he was
urged to abandon his religion, and as-
sume the rulership of the kingdom. His
answer was, ‘‘Put aside my Christian
grofeuion ! I can put aside my head-

ress or my cloak, but as for ihe cove-
nant I have made with my God, I cannot
for any consideration put that a.ide.”
Another was therefore appointed king in
his stead,  Since then he hasbeen im-
poverished by law suits about landed
property till he is now in danger of ar-
rest and imprisonment. —Central Preshy-
terian.

THE BRITISH AND FOREIGN
BIBLE SOCIETY.

Most of our young readers have heard
of this Society. Let me tell you some-
thing aboct it. Eighty years ago Bibles
were scarce and dear. The s'ory is told

that a little \Welsh girl one day met her
minister, He asked her whe:e she had
been. Spe told him she was to a certain
place to read a Bible as she had none of
herown. He thought over the matter
and tried to start a Bible Socicty to sup-
ply Wales with cheap Bibles. His friends
said why not have a society for all of
Britain, for all need it. Others said, why
not have a society for the world. The
whole world needs the Bible. It wae
done. On March 7th, 1804 was first or-
gonized the British and Foreign Bible
Society ;—For eighty-one years it has
been going on doing its blessed work, in
printing and distributing the word of
God.
The following is a statement of its
work last year. There was sent to it as
free gifts to help it in distributing the
Bible, £144,970 4s. 3d.  This is to help
it so that it can give Bibles to poor peo-
ple for nothing, or sell them at less than
cost.

It received for Bibles sold at home and
abroad £108,693. 19s. 8d. Ite rcc.ipts
altogether were more than a million and
a quarter of dollars. The expenditure
for the year was £231,005. 9s. 7d.

It s0ld or gave during the year, 4,161,-
032 copies, or portions of the Word of
God, and it has distributed since its be-
ginning S1 years ago 104,198,965 copies
or portions of the Scripture in 261 differ~
ent languages or dialects.

AWAKENING AMONG THE JEWS.

A SYNOD'S OPINION OF TO-
BACCO.

At the last meeting of the Synod of
the Reformed Preshyterian Church in the
United States, comprising 121 congrega-
tions the following decided action was
taken against the use of tobacco.

1. We express our strongest disappro-
batiou and condemnation of the traffic in
and indulgence in the use of tobacco, and
warn our members against this blemish
on Christian character.

2. The Synod reiterates all its former
brotherly admonitions to ministers,
elders, deacons and Sabbath-schoolteach
eas tha. their continuance in this prac-
tice is inconsistent with their position as
examples to the flock and is most ensnar-
ing to the youth of the Church.

3. That Presbyteries be enjoined to
carry out the law of Synod by not receiv-
ing or retaining under their care students
that continue in this habit, io refusing
them licensure, and we will respect the
request of those Presbyteries that have
asked that no tobacco users be assigned
to them, and that they will be justified
in refusing appoiutments to any such of-
fenders as may through oversight be al-
lotted to them.

4. We most earnestly and kindly warn
our yonth, precious sons of Zion, not to
be misled by the evii practice of mauy
professing  Clristians who mourn this
bondage. We 1emind them that if these
fathers had been taught the evil of this

ractice as we have they would not de-
iberately have chosen this course. The
fact that professing Christians are al-
dicted to the habit does not change its
abominable and sinful character, nor will
it in any way avert i!s vonsequences in
your lives.

My name is Tungwana. I was born in
Natal, South Africa, and my home is
twenty miles from the great Tugela Riv-
er. My father was chief of a tribe.
When I was a baby I lost the sight of
one of my eyes. When I was about ten
years old I saw ome lay at the English
government station a man working in
iron, and 1 went to see how it was
done. The were flying and that
was the last thil ever saw, the last
ray of light. One of the sparks flew in-
to my eye, ani ¥ became totally blind
It was like death ; often I cried with the

in in my heart, which was sometimes
mer to bear than the dreadful pain in
my eyes. .

At times, like weddings and feasts,
when the people would all goand I counld
not, I felt asif my heart would break.
My mother would never go and leave me.
and many bitter tears we shed when

alone together. . I longed to die, and of-
ten felt as if I could kill myself. Then I

thought all would end ; I would just die
as the beast dies. Somecimes I ran hard,
saying I did not care where I went or
how I fell and hurt myself. I would fall
in the tall grass many a time, and lie
there hoping I might never get ug;gun.
But my mother would be sure to find me,
I kuew nothing of God ; all was dark,
dark to body and soul. I knew not that
1 had a soul.

{ always liked to take a bath in the
river every day, but I bad never gone
alone. Onc morning I waked when the
cocks began to crow, and thought I
should try if I could go alone and take
my bath. The river was about half a
mile away. I got up and set out, The
air was fresh and pure, and the birds
were waking up to sing their morning
song. I did not know if it was yet light ;
it was all the same to me, night or day ;
I could never see again. I went safely to
the river and had a nice bath. I came
out and was able to find everything just

as I had left it; my native dress on one
side of the path and my sticks on the
other (a Zulu will never go away from
home without sticks; every little buy
carries at least one or two.)

I do not know when I had been 8o hap.
py as that morning; I was pleased
to have got on so nicely alone; I won
dered how it was that I bad such nice
thoughts ; where they came from ; where
everything came from ! As I quietly
walked home thinking on things, it seem-
ed as if I were not alone, that some one
was with me, was helping me, and that
was the reason I had gone on so well this
morning. Yet I could hear no sound that
told me any one was near.

I now believe these were my first
thoughts of God. It was lke a little
trust. I hardly know what it was like.
From the children in the school I had
heard that there was a God. But the
thought was very vague, and had taken
no real form in my mind.

About this time ‘Inkosazana’ (Miss H.)
and Titise, a native woman, began to
have meeting at our kraal for the women,
They were sometimes in my mother’s
house. One day I was at the meeting ;
they spoke to me, but I would not say
much. I just sat, as I often did, with
my blanket on my bowed head. They
have since told me that they often
thought I was very stupid as well as
blind. They had no idea that I had
listened to every word they had spoken
:;l. the meeting, or that I had listened at

When Panda died in Zululand, and
his sen Cetewayo was made king, in that
year I began to understand truly that
the Son of God had come into the world.
I had hoard the name of Jesus, but I did
not seem really to know who he was, or
why'he came. One day ‘Inkosazans’ came
to the meeting, and she told us about
Jesus walking en the water ; how kindly
he helped Peter when he was sinking sed
unable to help himself ; how Le put him
in the boat where he was safe from harm.

Protestant misions have been doing a
good work in Africa for many years.
Mofat and Livingstone lived and labou:-
ed there,

Now that Central Africa is being open
ed up, the Charch of Rome is sending
forth her servants there.

‘On Easter Sunday in thc Cathedral
of Algiers forty additional misSionaries
reeeived their final dismissal for the
field in Eastern Central Africa.

Cardinal Lavigene presided and, after
the usual addrestes, each missionary
kpelt down at his Eminence’s feet, and

reccived the kiss of peace al opiscopal
berediction. The mi-:ionaries then as-
cended to the higheat step of the alter,
and stood ina row. The Carlinal, the
bishops, and all the clergy and seminary
students thun knelt down and humbly
kigsed the fect of cach miscionary, in
memory of the passage in the Scriptures,
‘How beautiful arc the feet of those who
bring good thdings "  This caravan of
missionaries is intended for the four A-
postolic vicarates into which Central Af.
rica has been lately divided by the Roman
Pontiff. They arcintended to spread from
Zanzibar, down the basin of the Congo
to its estuary, ond fight 2 hind-to hand
battle with Protestants of all denomin-
ations.

The party consists of lay lothers ana
ordained fathers, and sisteis are pre-
paring to follow. The fathers have been
carefully trained in the seminary at Al-
giers. They belong to a special religious
ovder, with a peculiar half eastern dress,
of which the native red cap is a conspien-
ous feature. One peculiar feature of
this system isthe PURCHASE oF yurso
CHILDREN of both sexes to be trained up
tc be teachers, «itechists anl 1.itive
priests.

Mgr. Livinhac, in the last number of
the Afizsions Catholiyues, from which tae
above information s quoted, ackuow-
ledges the receipt of the sum of 1,570
trancs, ‘f.r the purchace of pagan chil-
dren,” and ancther sum of 676 francs,
for the purchase and baptism of pagan
chilldrengunder the names of Marie The-
rese, Theodora, Elizabeth. Marie Anne,
etc.,’ which places it beyond doubt that
the hazardous policy of purchasing fe-
male children is iutended to be vigorous-
ly carried on.—For. Miss.

Corea coutaius a popnlation more than
twice a8 large us Canada, and the chil-
dren of the country especially little girly
llve in & must wretched conditior. When
8 or 10 years of age they are engaged to
their future husbands, If iu after years
they be:oine mothers . -cir h.usbands can
put them  away for a very slight fauit,
and they must take the children and
provide for them. When boys and girls
reach four or five years of age they use
tobacco and everybody smokes both men
and woineu.

When the Iing goes out on the
street he is carricl, and over his head is
a rich canopy ot gold. There must be
no nvise as he passcs along, every door
and window must be shut, and notiody is
allowed to look at him. 1f he meeta any
great men or soldiers they ust tarn
their backs to lum, they would not dare
to gaze at him or to cough.

They arealso v-ry superstitious and
every trece, mountaiu, water course, Kit-
chen aud chimney has its god. To these
gods they must pray, present giits, and
perform  penance that they wmay appease
them,

Last year the Presbyterian Church in
the United States seut a missionary to
this country, Dr. Allen. He has gone
ulone into dark Curea the pioneer of the
Gospel and mauy prayers have been of-
tered iu his bchul;.’ God ia already an-
swering the prayers and has opened ' up
‘he way for him in a most remarkable
wmanner. He hus secured a residence and
now a home and is preparing the way for
mission work,

Not long after reaching the capital of
the countr y, a rebellion broke out which
lasted seveiral days. A goud many people
weoe wounded, who were placed uader
Can i v alien, he murionary.
lle showed a great deal of skill in teach-
ing thew, and the uatives were much a--
toutshed in secing the wounded healed.

Last
year, after grubbing up the ground, they
planted their crops with great labor ; just
as they were fit to be gathered, down
swept the followers of the Arabs con-
nected with Tippu Tib, and as I write
this they are ﬁssing along the opposite
bank of the Lolu loaded with the crops
of these poor Waluugu. Men are captur-
ed and enslaved with wives and families,
homes broken up year by year, aud that
at our very doors. Caunot something be
done to prevent this ¥

Were there ouly motives of humanity
to inspire the imnissionary work, they
were yuite sufficient.

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GREAT MEETING IN JAPAN.

M. L. GOKDON,"D. D., OF KIOTu, i
The Dai Shimhokukui or Great Feliow- |
ship-Mceting, of the Christians of Japan
was held in the city of Kioto, begiuning .
on May 7th, and lasting four days. This
was the fourth meeting of the kind that |
has taken place ; the last one haviig oc-
curred in Tokio tao yewrs ago, as the
time of the memorable revival.  As was
10 have been expected, this ineeting was
larger than any of its predecessors, the
delegates numberin% over seventy, and
representing nearly fifty churches, while
the number of Chiristians present unof-
ficially brought the aggregate to near

The mceting was held in a temporary
building erected for the purpose on the
river-bank. The delegates were provided
with tables, on each of which was a little

yramid marked with the corresponding
Eelegafe's numnber, and in all the discus-
sions the delegates referred to each other
and were addiessed frumn the chair not
by their namea but by thefr numbers.
The formality resulting from this was less
than might have lLeen exuccted, and it
no doubt added to the diguity aud de-
coruru which marked all the proceedings.
In this and some other respects the meet-
ing compared very favorably with simi-
lar ones seen in Amertca. The delegates
were gemerally men of manifest ability
and experience. The addresses, as a rule,
were ablc, aud the prayers and exhorta-
tions bore witness to a good deal of spiri-
tual life. In many hearts there seemed
to be an intense longing for greater spiri-
tual blessings, and if these werq notre
ceived during the meeting in the fullness
hoped for, many felt, at lcast, the biess-
ing of ‘hungering and thirsting after
righteousuess.’ The spirit of union was !
very marked, and although no missionar- !
ies took part in the exercises, those pres.
ent were very cordially received as ad-
visory membors.  On Sunday, Christians
connected with the Presbyterian, Cuwm.

There were cight o ten rermona daily,
only oue or two having Leen preachc.! by
Americans. Hearers were admitted by
ticket, and nearly 5,000 tickets are said
to has ¢ beew saaued auring the two days,
though not more than 1,200 vr 1,500 were
present at any ouc time. The utmost
good order prevailed throughout.

Such a meeting as this teiches many
lessons. 1t shows among other things

| the progress Chuistianity has already

made in Japan.  The-e men are the pas-
tors and teachers of several thousands of
Christiuns,  They represent  Chvistian
work that is .oy on in almost every
part of the land. Their ability aad posi-
tion is ghown by their appearance and by
the thousands who flock t, hear their
sermons.  No one could follow them in
theiv prayers anl (debberations und ses
how they embrace the p:ople of the
whole land in their puvposes of luve,
without feeling that Christianity has
come to stay ; that if, by some revoluiion
in the government or in popular fecling,
the missionaries should be driven away,
the banuer of the cross would int 1+ suf-
fered to trail in the dust.  :l..dreds
end thousands would bear it aloft at the
hazard of their lives.

Such a meeting is pretty sure to have
impressed the Japanes: favorably. The
one thing which more than .l else fills
the mind of a citizen of Jupan of to-day
is the idea of & representatire government,
In this his hopes centre.  Through it he
expects relief from all the ills tha Hesh
is heir to. Such a persou catering this
Christian assemb!y would see represen-
tatives from all parts of the land coming
together to consult over common inter-
ests. He would see them taking their
places as equals and deciding all ques-
tions by vote.  Morcover, he could not
fail to notice that the mceting was pure-
ly Japanese. Foreiguers were present,
1t 13 crue, and treated with proper re-
spect, but they were, afte. all, ontsiders,
with no vote an: no voice. Seeing this,
he could hardly have failed to say to
himself : ‘This is what I have beea look-
ing for ; this i« what I like.’

Again, the prospective missionary te
Jupan would have found this meeting an
interesting object-lesson.  Looking at
these educated gentiem .., with their
Japanese, Clh:incse, and Boglish Bibles
#nd other books iu their haads, he would
have realized that his work was uot a-

. nong a barbarous peuple whose languaze

he wonld have to veduce to writing,
whose literature he wonid help to craate.
He would have seen, also, that his work
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isnot to Jay the foundations of a church,
but to a-sint. in building up and guidinﬁl
a church already established. He woule
have larned  that in lus work he must
stand Ly the side of native preachers
who read tnglsh with ease and Japanese
and Chiuc e hetter than he can ever hope
to do; and whatever iufluence he exercises
on this growing church must be person.l
rather than official 3 mental, moral, and
epivitual rather than ceclesiastical and
formal.

And then, if he is the sensible man he
iz likely to he, he will ay to himsnlf ;
cIf to ?.c a doctor, ora “rwyer, or a den-
tist, or a dressmel v ois worth years of
special stady and  uotiving effort, how
swiftly and gladly will the months and
years go by  which prepare me to take
pact in the bu.lling up of a Christian
nation!”
