GranD GIVING. — Generous giving
ought to be ranked among * the graces.”
It is sufficiently rare to be remarkable,
and, when it does appear, it is beautiful
to look upon. The Preshyterian Board
of Missions in the United States was
lately in need of mouey, and, in the pres-
sure of “‘hard times,” did not know where
to get it, when one day a geuntleman un-
expectedly walked ioto the Sceretiry's
office and handed him a cheek for ten
thousand dollars. He explaised, by
saying that he had intended to make a
bequest of that amount to the Board. and
had indeed mentioned it in his will : but,
on reflection, and in view of the fuct that
the money was badly wasted, he had
concluded to try the pleasure of being
his own exccutor to that extent.

We wauld be afraid to name the exact
amount that Dr. McCosh has reccived
towards the maintenance and endowment
.of Princeton College since he became
President, eight years ago ; but we are
quite safc ie saying that it has not fullen
short of $1.500,000. The Preshyterian
Church of England is reaping the fruits
of the interest excited by the late Union,
in large douations of money given to
forward the work of the church. Among
those already announced is the gift of
$50,000 from Mr. Robert Barbour, of
Maaochester, to found a professorship in
the Presbyterian tlollege, Queen’s Square,
Loundon.

A fine illustration of how this sort of
thing becomes contagious came to light
the other day in Toronto, during the sit-
tings of the Young Men’s Christian As-
sociation. A sum of $20,000 was wanted
to prosecute a oertain department of
christian work. Oun the question being
asked how much of that sum had already
been subscribed, the answer was 85.095.
Mr. Hall, of New York, then said his
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city would add $3,000 to that amount.
Mr. Joha McDonald, of Toronto said he
would be one of ten to subserite $1 000,
provided that uine others would do the
sume withio ten minuws. The amount
was subscribed on the spot, in five
minutes. By this we are reminded of
the saying attributed to the late Dr.
Cooke, of Belfaxt. A missionary meet-
ing hud been held in his chureh, n the
following morning, as he was pacing down
the street, he was met by a'puri-himner to
whom he gave 2 glowing deseription of
the interest awakened at the meeting and
instanced the case of am individual,
hitherto notorious for his parsimony in
regard to such matters, who had actually
been influenced by the eloquence of the
speakers to contribute a larger amouunt
then any other in the assemblage.

Rev. ALEXANDER N. SoMMERVILLE.

“Was na that a sermon ? yon's a work-
man that needeth not be ashamed !’ So
said a venerable lady who had seen four-
score summers and listened to many ex-
cellent sermouns, ag she was leaving the
door of St. Paul’s Church, Montreal, one
of these terribly hot sabbaths in July last.
The subject of this well-deserved en-
comium was the Rev. Alex Sommerville,
mini-ter of Anderston Free Church,
Glasgow, one of the wmost remarkable
preachers of the day, whose reputation
as a l.borious and succe-sful evangelist
is known in many lunds. Sivee the
rising of our Guneral Assembly, to which
he came as a delegate from the Free
Church of Scotland, Mr. 8. hus visited
many of the towns und villages of Western
Canada — everywhere preaching  the
Gospel of the Kingdom with a power and
eloquence seldom to be met with. The
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snow-white locks falling upon his should-
ers give Mr. Sommerville a venerable
appearance. But his yeurs are only sixty
iwo and a half. On “the pulpit stool he
seems a giant. When he descends into
the common arena, he is like other mesn,
of medium height, with a benignant
countenance and a soft tranquil eye,
But, when warmed with his subject, the
countenance glows with enthusiasm, the
eye flushes fire, every musele of the body
does duty; he speaks from the heart,
and. every word he utters, goes to the
heart  So soon s it was known that he
intended to visit Montreal, acrangements
were made to give him afitting reception.
A prayer meeting was announced in
Knx Church on the Saturday evening
o1 his arrival; this was well attended,
and earnest supplication wus made that
the blessing
minirtrations in this ciry. He officiated
thiee times on the Subbath to large au-

diences, and wice on the loar fuceeeding
days. Every appexrance which he made

served to incieuse the interest occasioned
by his visit, and to swell the numbers
who flocked to listen to him. At the
farewell meeting held in the American
Presbyteriun Church the admission was
by ticket and so great was the press that
the large «difice could not nearly contain
the mu'titude who came to hear him.
The lecture on this occasion was specially
intended for youug men. The subject
of discourse was, * the fiery furnace,”
desciibed in the third ch ‘pter of Daniel,
which was pourtrayed in 2 manner never
to be forgotten by those who were pre
sent.

admirable address in the minds of some
of our readers who had the privilege of
listening to it.

Everlasting life! Is such a thing to be
had ? How and where is it to be obtained ?
These are questions of transcendant impor-
tance, and such as a large class of peuple,
who are in a state of anxiety regarding their
spiritual condition in the sight of Gud, are
constantly atking themselves. The text,
when carefully concidered and properly
understood, supplies a satisfactory answer,

Here are two suhjects of self examination
(I) ““He that believeth on me.” Do you
believe on Jeaus Christ? <« Obh, yes!1>? yyu
fay; “at least ¥ hope Ido. Indeed, I am
perauade-d that X do.” I would not for all I
possess fay aught to the contrary.” Very
well; are_you prepared to take the next
step in this transaction ? (2) * Hath ever-
lasting life>> Have you the assurance that
you possess everlasting life? < Ah! that ig
another thing,” [ faucy I hear you say.” If
could eay that, my happiness would in-
deed be complete, but, that is Jjust the poing
upon which I am perplexed. "I do wish I
could claim for myselt this great boon of
everlasting life, but I do not see how I can
do ro without being chargeable with great
presumption.” But, dont you percieve, the
two things are indissolubiy connected in the
text” What therefore God hath juined
together, let not man put a~under.” Believe
in me, Jesus sa &, and you Lave everlasting
life. It you do mot conscivusly  pussess
everlasting life, why then, you do not be-
lieve in Jesus Christ. There is no possibi-
Iity of explaining away that logic.” Belief
in_Christ, and everlasting life, are two
golden links welded together by God, and
Just because men try to zeparate these links,
and to place between them something of
their own, arises the chief difficulty in com-
ing to a right conclusion on this matter,
Their Christian experience, their feelings,
their good works, toeir faith, most needs
be made connecting links between God’s
arrangement and that which would satisfy
them.

Your salvation is not made d pendent
upon your experiences, your feeli- gg, your
doings; mo, not even upon your faith.
What! does not the text say that everlast-
ing life comes of believing in Christ? Grant-
ed. But, here is the point of the argument,
—Yyouare not to be saved on account of your
faith in Christ, but it is CHrIst on whom
you believe that saves you. By way of
Hlustration, snppose & man taken il with
& grievous malady. Call it neuralgia. He
with pain. A friend

comes to see him; asks what is the matter?
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“I’m like to go out of my judgment,” says
the man, “with this dreadt’u% neuralgia.”
His friend procures for him a bottle of ex-
tract ; if be will only take a little, it may
cure him. He takes the grescribed quan-
tity; he repeats the dose: by and by, to his
great relief, and astonishment, he finds a
complete cure has been effec ed. Now,
don’t you see, it was not tke ta.cing of the
extract that cured the man, it was the ex-
tract whick was taken. And so we come to
understand & little more clearly what faith
is, and what it can do for us. My faith, be
it the very best kind of faith, is, aiter all a
poor weak thing, and, just because it is my
faith, it can never save me. If I am to be
saved it must be by something that is not
my own. So then faith is the hand that
takea hold of the atoning sacrifice. By the
blood of Jesus Christ alone is the remission
of sins.

But when should a man begin to realize
the possession of everlasting life. At the
moment of his conversion: instantly. He
that believeth hath—it is not said that he
shall have, or that he may have, but he has
it already. And why? manifestly, because
to believe in Jesus Christ is to have Him in
you the hope of glory, and, to have him is
to have everlasting life, for, Christ is, him-
self, the Lverlasting Life.

Some of our readers remember the beau-
tiful illustration with which the discourse
was closed. ¢ Sometimes as I have been
walking from my own church to my house
in a distant part of the city, of a bright
starry night, gazing with admiring wonder
upon that innumerable hoet which studs
the galaxy in our northern skies,and which
are familiarly knowa to us as the fixed
stars, I have given full rein to my imagina-
tion, and, as I looked at Sirius and Orion
and Aldebaran and Arcturus, and the
Pleiades with their sweet influence, the
thought has often occurred to me,—What,
if God eaw fit 80 to change the relative
positiens of these shining orbs as that they
should be grouped together in the form of
letters and words. And suppose this sen-
tence thus written across the eky in res-
plendant letters of stars so that every eye
could see them,—¢ VERILY.VERILY.I.847.
UNTO.YoU.HE.THAT. BELIEVETH.IN.ME. HATH.
EVERLASTING.LIFE.” What a commotion it
would make! All the astronomers in the
world would be at their wits™end, and
people every where would be struck with
amazement. But, astounding though it
may seem, God has written that sentence in
infinitely grander characters then in letters
of stars. Whereare they to found? Here,in
Hisword. WhatdoIread? These Heavens
and this esrth shall pass away, but THE
WOoRD OF THE LORD ERDURETH FOR EVER,

CourcHE MEMBERSHIP, DOES IT MEAN
ANYTHING ?

It once did. 1t meant not words but:
deeds, God-ward and man-ward. Now, it.
means with not a few, much less than a
Benefit Club, or Free Masonry. Look
at that congregation of two, three, four,
or five hundred members, muny of them
rich in this world’s goods, many of them
with time hanging heavily on their hands:
all of them well-dressed. Theoretically,
that is a company of Christ’s labourers,
and the field is the world. What is the
net result of their work ? Theoretically,
that is one of Christ's regiments, and the
enemy is attacking ut every point. How
many of these enlisted and sworn soldiers
get wounded in the fight ? Theoretically,
that is the body of Christ, and every one
members one of another, Ip practice, how
many of them give, even on Communion
Sabbath, the price of a bonnet or the cost:
of a dinner party for their brothers and
sisters who have become poor ?

My friends, we de not mean to be in-
consistent. It must be that we do not
thiok about it. But, whatever the cause,
there is something radically wrong in the
way we have degraded church member-
ship into an empty form. According to
the mind of Christ it means business.
According to our practice, it means some-
thing so paltry thut we might as well call
it nothing.

QOur Church has about 650 ministers
and at least 100,000 members—now what
doe: & church exist for ? Iaternally, to
foster christian life, to refine christian
character and develope it to all its right-
ful issues; to cultivate the communion
of saints, to care for the poor aund the
bereaved, to bear the burdens of the
weak, and reclaim the erring. External-
ly, to seek and save souls, by preaching
the good news, to send the message to
those who have not heard it; to build
up the Kicgdom of Christ av home, and
to extend it abroad. How sume of those
objects are being carried oat, we cannot
judge. No statistics can measure the
highest spiritual work. But, as to others,
we can judge. Whe results are tabulated,
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and the Lord hus said by their fruits
ye shall koow them.”

Look then on this picture and vn that.
Oun the ona side is an army with 600 re-
giments, boasting illustrious memories,
an invincible general, good officers,
soldiers from the first zaces of earth, and
a complete equipment. What a brave
army ! And it knows it! you can hear
talk of its ancestors, of its glorious blue
flug, of its present strength, and of the
loud call now mude upon it to shew the
mettle of its pastors. On the other side
is u picture of what it Las done during
the pact year. To this latter picture I
would call attention in three or four
articles ; not that the canvass is so large,
but that the RECORD is small.

Cuaprrer I. Concerning the Poor.
Those who joined the church at first
had all things common. They sold
their possessions and goods and part-
ed them to all as every man had
need. Neither was there any among
them that lacked. Distribution was made
by the church unto every man according

as he had need. When the disciples of

Antioch heard that there was going to be
a great dearth throughout all the world,
they sent relief—every man according to
bis (real) ability, untv the brethren
which dwelt in Judea. When the church
was nearly split into two by one of Paul’s
innovations, the General Assembly at
Jerusulem after much debate agreed to
overlook the heresy, but they would not
overlook the cause of the poor; deciding
only, testifies Paul, that we should re-
member the poor, the same, he adds,
which T also was forward to do. Yes,
indeed ; no one who reads your letters to
the Komans and Corinthians, and the
history you have given us by Luke will
doubt that. While the poor were thus
cared for, the bereaved were made a
special charge, widows’' were sustsined
at the expense of the church, and out of
the body a certain number were enrolled
either to act as deaconnesses, or to be
made a permapent charge on the funds,
and %o enjoy certain privileges by reason
of their long previous services.

How is it now ? Look at the statistios

of the church. T shall not quote cases.
Some congregations * have no poor.”
They have got quite beyond the prophe-
cy of Jesus who said, the poor ye shall
always bhave with you, the poor shall
never cease out of the land. Other cen~
gregations, with hunlreds of members,
give as much as would sustain a widow
nd her three or four orphans. Persons
in good circumstances once sat in the
pews. Hard times came, or the bread-
winner was taken away. For 2 time, the
family struggled to keep up their connec-
tion with the church. Perhaps the ses-
sion helped omce or twice to pay the
quarter’s rent, but the help was not given
very freely nor very tenderly ; and so,
after a little, widows and orphans fell
away to swell the number of “the lapsed,”
and gladly the pew was let to some others
to be kept by them as long as they hap-
pen to be in good circumstances. [ancy
any ove now selling his possessions and
goods that the church might give to
those that lack! He would be considered
a lunatic. How many congregations
have built little cottages to house their
“ deeayed” members! How many of the
rich give 2 thousand dollars a year for
the support of poor widows and orphans!
No, for is it not better that a christian
should spend the money on 2 carriage, or
otherwise on self, pleading perhaps that
it is all done to encourage carriage-build-
ing. “Given to hospitality,” ‘“be not
forgetful to entertain strangers,” thus
apostles speak. ¢ Entertaining” of course
means not a share of your ordinary fare,
and a room in yeur magnificent mansion;
but s dinner that fatigues host and guest.
* he church elects elders and deacons,
and it gives them from fifty to five hun-
dred dollars (very seldom so much) to
spend on the poor of the flock. As fur
as the poor are concerned, that's what
church-membership means.

We are building our
schools without funds and with sore effort,
Nou loan can be had as yet. The peuple
look to me to lead them out safe in every
extrennty. Really T cannot ece them in
distress, if I can at all help. I behieve I
will yet have to rixk my salary to get the
school houses ready for use. We mu-t va-
cate the old schools, as they are private
log-barns, needed for harvest. We cannot
let the schools sink altogether.  Just now
they are the key tu success. 1ill they are
built, & church 1s out of the question. You
can scarcely realize my almost despairing
labour, to eie out the patience and enter-
prise of the colonists, 1 their present ex-
tremitv. It the crops should «ecape (rost,
the colony will be saved, but if not, it will
probably be scattered.

Yet & good work is going on. There are
anxious enquirers. The meetings are full
and fervent; the congregations willing and
obedient; and the ftuur schools in uctive
operation. Pray fur us as we for you.”

words ¢ God has done someihing rpecial tor
us”’ say these Sabbath Schools, ““and we
weuld express our gratitude by doing some-
thing special for his cause.”

Evidently those who have given intend it
as a_contribution over and above their
usual gifts. They are not the ones to give
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less fur support of “the Dayspring” and of
Trinidad Mission Teachers.

Better still, the money given was their
own. The second contribution I received
wag from the Fort Massey Sabbath School,
and a note, from Mr, J. McIntosh, the a: t-
ing superintendent, informed wme that the
contributions, with scarcely an exception,
bad been earned by special efforts of the
children themselves, and many ingenious
and mteresting ways of making and saving
money by the sabbath scholars were men-
tioned. We learned the same of the St.
Matthew’s and other collections, so that we
know that this feature is common to nearly
all of them. Now, if thir epirit and style of
giving goes round the whole circle, whether
the sum raised be great or small a blessing
will go with it.

And why shouid it not go round? The
object is good, the money is very much
needed, for our Missionary Treasuries are
empty, both Kast and West, and why should
not the willing cooperation of our sabbath
scholars be encouraged ? It must be admit-
ted it did not originate with the General
Assembly t It conmmenced with warm hearts
and earnest workers in Montreal, and your
last number shows how they are following
up their circular by sending in their cash,
and why should not other citivs, towns and
villages carry on the enterprige ? If ouly
a few congregations here and there move,
.and live timmes the number decline, the etfect
will be injurious in many ways which [
shall not particularize. On the other haund,
a little promptitude aud push vn the part of
Pastors, Superintendents a.d Teuchers,
might put thns matter through during Sep-
tember and October, and thus the way
would be left clear for other efforts.

Ittne 15 or 16 heard from have given over

The
Society is encouraged by the fact, that, al-
most every year, some of its ficlds reach
such & position as to take their place among
the regular mission stations of the Chureh.
Most of the reports from the fields for the
past year are very satisfactory, though some,
owing chiefiy to the continued depression in
the lumber trade, are not up to furmer years,
financially. There were not wanting, how-
ever, in all the fields, indications that the
effurts of the Society were bleseed for good.
Last year nine Missionaries were employed,
and occupied 88 many separate fields. The
fields are as follows:—(l.) Waubaushene,
Port Severn, end Sturgeon Bay; (2.) Parry
Sound; (3.) Manitoulin Island, (two fields)';
(5.) Muskoka; (6.) North Hastings, (two
fields) ; (8.) Blytheawood and Leamington ;
(4.) Manitoba. Tnthese nine fields the Gos-
pel was preached at upwards of forty regu-
lar stations, and occasionally at others, to
an average attendance of 1,600. Bible
Classes, Sabbath Schools, and Prayer Meet-
ings, were also conducted wherever practi-
cable. During the Christinas vacation, ser-
vices were supplied to three of the fields,
and dur.ng the Session of College, preach-
ing was given st two er three pointsin the
city of Toronto. Monthly meetings of the
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Society are held during the Seseion for de-
votional exercises, missionary intelligence,
and the transaction of business The Re-
venue for the past year was over $1,000
The following fields are occupied this sum
mer:—i1.) North Hastings; (2.) Waubau-
shene, etc.; (3.) Manitoulin Island, (two);
(6.) Muskolia, (two) ; (7.) Blytheswood, ete.

The members of the Society desire to ex-
press their sincere thanksto its many
friends who, by their liberality, have ena-
bled the Society to carry on its work, and
they wonld hope and pray that the great
Head of the Church may still continue to
blessand prosper it in advancing His cause
and kingdom in our beloved land.

LADIES’ FRENCﬁ EVANGELIZATION SO-
CIETY.

The Ladies’ French Evangelization So-
ciety, of Montresl, was formed last year, 1o
co-operate with the Board of the Geueral
Assembly, of the Presbyterian Church in
Capada, in the work of French Canadiap
Missions. It has already rendered efficient
service to the cause. by siding in the relief
of the poor, und in the performance of a
large amount of visitation among the fami-
lies of the converts, as well as in conduct-
ing classes fur religious instruction. The
Society now proposes largely to extend ice
sphere of benevolent exertion; and as its
menibers are unable of themselves 10 pro-
vide the means necessary for its enlarged
operations, they call upon all who hase at
heart the temporal and spiritual interests
of the many converts under the care of the
Church, to aid them in this good work. The
Society has already engaged a house in a
eentral locality, which is to be known as the
“Freuch Presbyterian Mission House.” A
suitable matron and a guardian are about
to be erigaged, who, together with & bible-
woman, will live oun the premises and re-
ceive all applications for aid in cases of
poverty or gickness, and furnish all neces-
sary information in regard to churches,
schools, etc. They will also keep & register
of pereons in need of employment, and re-
commend the employment on the premises,
where practicable, of deserving applicants.

The Mission House will be visited by the
membiers of the Society in rotation, who will
personally inquire into the circumstances
of every applicant, and superintend the
distribution of articles of food, fuel and
clothing. Others will take charge of bible

clasves, and sewing mectings, or whatever

other means may be desired, for benefiting
those among whom the Society labours. It
is hoped that the ¢ Reading Room” may be
opened, and a Circulating Library of in-
structive and religious French bocks be es-
tablished in connection with the Mission.

The necessity for such a work has been
made abundantly plain during the past win-
ter, when but for timely relief many fami-
lies would have been left entirely dextitute,
or have been driven to make their peace
with Rome. While among the couverts,
there are many whose Christianity will com-
pare favorably with that of our Eughsh-
speaking Church members; there are also
very many whore creed is largely negative,
consisting in a conviction of the errors of
the Popish system, and whom it is most
desirable toattract by all legimate means to
the circle of genuine religious influence. A
grec: deal of want arising from the social
pusition of some of the converis, and also
from the impossibility of their obtaming
work from French employers, on account
of their religion,—still continues to exist,
and may be expected to continue. The
Mission Churches are not able to take care
of their poor; nor can the pastors of these
churches, with their utmost exertions over.
take a tithe of the cases that are presenied
to them.

Noindividual effort could accomplish the
task wlich the Society has set before ity
and nothing but an organization bearing
intimate relations to the Church could ac-
complish that task satisfactorily.

In view of these circumstances, the La-
dies’ French Evangelization Society invites
the co operatiou of similar associstions in
other localities of the Missionury and Dor-
cas Societies of the I’resbyterian Church
throughout the Dominion, and of all who
are interested in the great work of evange-
lization now in progress in the city of Mon-
treal and its vicinity. Money is needed to
defray the expenses of the Mission H.n ge
and its employéer,—to purchase fuel, pro-
vigions, aud material, 1o be maile up by
women in want of employment in the In-
duastrial rocoms, or at their homes, as weil
as medicine for the sick, &.d other nécessa-
ries. Contributions of ‘clothing, boots and
shoes, blankets, quilts, bedding, pieces of
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<otton or stuff, thread, needles, and other
working materialy, will be acceptable. From
friends residing in or near Montreal, dona-
tions of fuel, tlour, bread, vegetables, meat,
with other provisions, and medical com-
forls, are earnestly desired. An appeal is
also n.ade for French books and pn¥ers for
the Library and Reading Room. Iinally,
any aid that may be given m furnishing the
Mission House will be gratefully acknowl-

edged.

Mr., McGregor is the first
fized pastor of this congregation, which
has been in existence more than quarter
of a century. He speaks Guelic as flu-
ently s Euglish, and ought therefore to
be uccounted worthy of double honour,
and we doubt not that will be aceorded
dim by the warm-hearted Highlavd mem-
bers of his congregation who ure to be
-congratulated in having thus obtained «
aan after their own heart.

After a somewhat protracted vacaney.
we are glad to notice that a harmoninus
settlement has also been cfiected as Whit
by, where the Rev. R.bert Chambers,
formerly of Iast Williams, wus inducted
on 25th July. We understand that the
conaregations formerly cxisting in this
town, are uow by this sertlement merged
into one. Qur hope and trust is, that
they may discover in theic happy expe-
rience **how good and how pleasant a
thing it is for brethren to dwell together
in uwnity.” In other spheres of lubour,
Mr. Chambers has left behind him a good
record, and we feel sure that his zeal and
<diligence will commend him to the peo-
ple of Whithy., The induction was fol-
lowed by a very successful soirée, of
which advantage was taken to present the
Rev. Walter R. Ross, Clerk of the Fres-
bytery, with a purse of money, in ac-

knowledgment of iwmpertant services ren-
dered to the congregation in his capacity
of Moderator of the Kirk-session duriug
the vacancy. The gift, as it seems to us,
was greatly enhanced in value by the
tenor of' the address which accompanied
it, in which grateful mention is mude of
Mr. Ross’ disinterested efforts to harmo-
nize und conciliate the two elements, of
which this now large and influential con-
gregation is composed. ¢ Blessed are the
peace-maukers,”

Vacant ConGREGATIONS.—Of these
there at present a con:iderable number
in both the Eastern and Western sections
of the Church. Several of them are
large congregations thnt will be looking
for the ¢ higlest talent,” and are pre-
pared to offer what, in ordinary purlunce,
is called “hundsome salaries.”” But,
really. when we look over the statistical
returns and run our eye down the column
devotad to STIPEND, we hardly know what
to say about it. Out of 600 ministers,
there are not seemingly more than about
55 who receive more than $1,000 a year
as remuneration for their services.—
Bighteen receive stipends varying from
two to three thousund dollars per annum,
Iive receive from three to four thousand,
and only one receives $4,000 2 year. Ow-
ing to the imperfect nature of the returns,
it is difficult to ascertain what the aver-
age stipend of Canuadian ministers really
is. It must bz a good deal less than
$1.000 ; and, this being the case, it must
follow thut a great many ministers are
very poorly paid indeed. ~ If the largest,
standing .alove in its glory in this lis,
is a small thing to offer to a man of
the ¢ highest talent,” we ought to be
ashamed to look at some of the pitiful
sums thag are dignified with the name of
Stipend.

Kuox Church, Hamilton ; Old St. An-
drews’, Toronto; 8t. Matthew’s and St.
Viarks, Montreal ; St. Andrew's, Lacbine;
St. Andrew’s Church, St. Joha N.Bj;
and no doubt a pumber more, are 1 the
procese of ‘“calling” ministers. Coté
Street Church, Montreal, has scarcely
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reached that point, though it has been a
good while vacant. But they have little
to complain of in the meantimne, having
for some months part enjoyed the minix
trations of the Rev Richard Waterston,
of the Union Church, Glasgow, than
whom are few better preachers.

MinisTERIAL HoLipays.—[very year
increa-cs the number of ministers who
obtain leave of absenve from therr pulpits
for 2 menth or more during the hot sum-
mer wonths. in order that mind and body
may be re-tuned and better fitted for the
efficient discharge of duty. Some have
gone to the Atlantic sea-board; some
have come to anchor in the Gulf Ports;
L.uke Superior has attracted some; others
have veotured across the sea.  We don’t
know how many of the congregations
pay their minister’'s holiday expenses.
Now and then we have a notiee sent us
like the following :—* At the clo-e of
revular weekly mveting, July 28th, the
John  Street, Preshyterian  Church,
of Belleville, plaeed in their pistor’s
bands 2 sum of money more than sufficient
for the purpose, with the request that he
would visit the Centennial and enjoy a
fall vacation.” ‘T'hat coogreration hus
read with practical eye James ii. 16, and
determined 7o to do likewise.  We be-
lieve it pays a congregation to do this
sort of thing, und to do it handsomely.

MEETINGS OF PRESBYTERIES.

Queske. — This Presbytery met within
Morrin College, on the 4ih of July last The
attendance was »mall; norepresentative el-
ders having put w an appearance at ail.

Two resignations of Pastoral charges
were given in; one by Rev John McKay,
of Richmuond, the oth r hy Rev. T Browil-
lette, of Valcartier The chief reason stated
by Mr. McKay tor this step was the design
of atferd.ug an opportumty of making a
better arrangement of the deld, the relations
of wh.c1 have been modified by the Union.
Mr. Brouillette’s reasons were : Ist. In-
adeqiiacy of suppart, im a great measure
caused by the leaving of many families for
oth rlocalities, and 2ud, his desire of better
facilities for engaging in French Mission

Work. It wae agreed to cite both congre-
gations to appear for their interests.

A petition was read from the congrega-
tion of Lingwick, praying the Presbytery to
appoint one of their number to moderate
s a call there at an early day, stating that
they were prepared to pay a stipend of tour
hundred dollars to the minigs-grto be called.
The sum offered now being less than that
offered at the last retilement, and the dimi-
nution being accounted fur asx due to want
of unanimity in the congrepation, the Pres-
bytery refused to grant the request.

The Session Records of congregations
were ordered to be produced for examina-
tion at the next meeting.

Orrawa. —1lIst and 2nd August. Mr.
Bremner was elected Moderator for the next
«1X months. A nnnute was a.‘lng)ted in re-
ferince to the death of Rev. Witham Mc-
Kenzie, of St. John’s Church, Almoute, of
wineh the following are extracts,—

¢ We have reason to thank God for giving
him 10 us and retamming him among us so
long  Nearly eighteen years he coutinued
in the one field wm which the Lord called
him to labour. It was his first and only
fleld as an ordained minister, and, during
that whole time, he exhiluted the char-
acter of a workman not needing to be asha-
med. For one thing he was exceedingly
careful in the preparation of his scrmons,
taking the utmost pains to express clearly
and attractively the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
He especially sought to present 2 persor al
and loving saviour to perishing sinners.
Tnis he did, not only in the pulpit, but
wherever an opportunity presented itself.
Indeed few excelled himin the clcee, kindly,
and personal dealing by which he gen»mlly
succeeded in bringing the undecided and
wavering to an acceeptance of the raviour.
Witn the young he was peculiarly win-
ning, both m the famnly and the s:ibbath
school.

On the platform, he was always happy.

Another thing which must not be omirtted
is the prominent part he ook in Bvangelie-
uc work—n work i which he felt unbound-
ed delight, and in the proszcution of
which he appears to have sacrificed his
health and shortened hivdays, Principally
through hisinstrumentalny, the plan of ~pe-
cial Evangelisuc services was formed and
put in operation which has wrought so
<ncessfully in this V’resbytervas well as in
uther sections of our church.”

Nor can we forget the active part he
tovk in the work of the Preshytery. His
frank, genisl, manly hearing e¢ndeared him
to all, while lus adminstrative ability and
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ixpc;fience made him a most useful mem-
er.

A committee was appointed to prepare a
circular anent the debt resting on the
Home Mission tund. Tne supply of St
Johw’s church Almonte was left mm the
hands of the session till the middle of
October. Mr. Hughes was exanuned and his
trial discourses heard and these being s: 8-
tained he was licensed to preach the Gospel
and arrangements were made tor hi- ordi-
nation a8 a miosivuary to Alice and Petta.
wawa.

A scheme for conducting missionary
meetin. 8 was adopted. Power to moderate
in a call was granted in favour of St John’s
church, Almonteand Metcalf. The varivus
mission stations within the bouuds were
put under the care of the mimster residing
nearest to them, and he along with hiselder
was appointed to orgamze them when
necessary and dispense sealing ordimances,

Kixestox: 11thand 12ih July.—Rev. A.
Wilson was appuinted Moderator for the
year. An encouraging report was received
from Mr. Gray, in regard to his health. Mr.
W. A. Lang, M.A_, was, after due examina-
tion licensed. Session records were enjoined
to be produced at next meeting. A call
from Gleunvale, Harrowsmith and Wilton, in
favour ot Mr. Jas. Cormack, was presented
and accepted. After due examination, he
was ordamed,and mducted into this charge.
A salary of $500 is prumised by the people,
and a supplement ol $200 is scught.

A Committee was appointed to take into
consideration the whole matter of Ministe-
rial support within the bounds. ThisCom-
mitiee recommended that an effort Le made
to have the salary of 't .e minister at Stor-
rington and Pittsburgh augmented, and, to
this end, that a deputation be appointed to
visit these congregations.

Mr. Donald Kelso, designated to the Pres-
byterian Churc¢h in Canada by the Colonial
Conmittee of the Free Church of Scotland,
wasg received as a Licentiate.

A motion submitted by Mr Wilson in re-
lation to Sablmth funerals was adopted.
Ministers and people were urged to disconn-
tenunce the practice frequently folluwed of
holding unuecessary funerals on the Lord’s
day.

The Clerk was instructed to correspond
with the Managers of congregations snent
the defi iency in the Hoame Mission Fund,
and urge them to remit their respective
amounts.

A call from the congregations of Roslin
and Thurlow, 10 favour of Mr. Donald
Kelo, Licentiate, was sustained. The peo-
ple promise §500, with a Mause.

Saverex: 11th and 12th July.—There w s

i)\le:}ent,ed a cali from Tare, Allanford and
Sisinore congregations, in the Preshytery
of Bruce, to Mr. Wm. Blain, Carrick. ™ Mr.
Blain having intimated his acceptance of
the call, the Presbytery resolved accord-
ingly :

On petition, Clifford and Carrick congre-
gation was formed into two separate charges,
namely : C ifftord and Balaklava, and Mack-
into~h and Belmore, to take efiect after the
7th August, when Mr. Blain’s connection
with the congregation would cease.

A rpecial meecling was appointed to be
held at Clifford, on” the first Thursday in
September, at 4 o’cluck, p.m.

Wairsy : 25th July.—Iu common with
the other Prsbyteries, that of Whitby teok
prompt action in reference to Dr. Cochrane’s
circular anent the deficiency in the Home
Mission Fund, and communicated with its
Kirk-Sessions in reference thereto. The
Presbytery then proceeded to the induction
of the Rev. Rubert Chambers to the charge
of the United congregation at  Whitby.
Mr. Little, ot B..awmanville, preached and
presided. At the cunclusion of the solemn
service, the congregation gave their new
minister 8 most cordial welcome.

The Presbytery agreed to accept Mr Cal-
der’s resiguation of the charge of Kendal,
and Mr. Little was appointed to preach at
Oruno aud Kendal, and declare the charge
vacant.

The Presbytery met again, 23rd Angust,
for the induction of Rev. A. A. Drumuond,
of Shakspeare, to the charge of Newcastle.

Gueren: 11th July—The Rev. George
Smellie, of Fergus, was elected Moderator
for the ensuing year. A motion was pro-
posed for the appointment of & Commitiee
to prepare a programme of missionary
meetings in congregations throughout the
bounds,but it was defeated by an amendment
that cach congregation be instructed to hold
such a meeting, and to report to the Pres-
bytery in March.

A Comumittee was appointed to consider
the hiest way of carrying on missionary work
in the Preshytery, and to report 10 pext
meeting. An extract was read from the
minutes of the General Assembly, disjoin-
ing Calvin Church, Ruthesay, from the Pres-
bvtery of Saugeen, ard uniting it with
Guelph. Mr. Bently reported on bebalf of
the Committce on German Mirgions that
progress was being made towards the erec-
tion of a new church in Preston. Some
time was spent in discussion about the
opening of a preaching siation at Conestoga,
and the separat.on of Hawkville from Win-
terbourne. It was agreed that in the event
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of Principal Cavan or Professor Maclaren
visiting the Presbvtery with a view of stat-
ing the claims of Knox College, that they
would be received gladly, and that oppor-
tunity for a conference would be given
them. A numberof other matters, chiefiy of
local interest, engaged the attention of the
Court.

Loxpon.—Atits lust regular meeting, this
Presbytery set a good example to other
Presbyteries in the appointment of one of
its number as Missiox AGENT for the Pres-
bytery, at & salary of $1,000 per sunum.
This 1s what every Presbytery should have.
Just such a man as Mr. Cuthbertson, who
will go cutand in among the congregations,
saying, “This one thing I do”—giving in
formation—organizing missionary assucia-
tions—encouraging the weak to do what
they can, and the strong to appreciate their
priyileges.

Dr. Proudfoot, after a quarter of a centu-
ry’s service as Convener of the Preshytery’s
Home Mission Cuommittee, tendered his re
signation of office which, in view of the
appointment referred to, was accepted, not
however, without paying a just compliment
to that gentleman for the invaluable services
which he has rendered to the Presbytery
and the Church durinﬁ these long years of
unceasing activity in their interests.

Mr. Atchison was Jicensed to preach the
Gospel in due form. A number of other
matters of local interest were also discussed
and issued.

Barrie: 25th July.—A call from Cooks-
town and First Essa, in favour of Mr. Stuart
Achison, Probationer, was sustained. Sti-
peund §700.

Mr. Burnett resigned the charge ¢f Dun-
troon and Nottawa, for reacons to be stated
at next ordinary meeting, to which the con-
rregations are summoned to appear for their
interests.

It was agreed to hold a Sabbath-schoal
Convention at Barrie during the last week
of Scptember, and a Commmittee was ap-
pointed to make the necessary arrangements.
Attention was given to the Mission affairs
of the Preshytery. It was agreed 1o ask
the Assembly’s Home Mission for grants, as
follows : —Whilis Church $25; Townline and
Ivy, $150, for present use; aud for the ex-
penses of the ordained missionary, now in
Muskoka, $50.

The Clerk was directed to correspond
with the congregzations whose financial
statements showed them to be in arrears ol
stipend.

Hryoros.—At last stated meeting of this
Court, Mr. Barr was elected Moderator for

next six months. A call was sustained
from the congregations of Rodgerville and
Ixeter, in tavour of Mr. Hartley, of Dun-
%mmon, and a special meeting appointed to
dispose of the same on 1lst August. Mr.
Mann, late of Walton, was formally received
as a minister of this Church. "Arrunge-
ments were made for holding missionary
meetings in the congregations within the
bounds.

STrATFORD : 2nd August.—~Fourteen min-
isters and nine elders were present. Mr. W.
C. Armstrong, by authority fron the Gen-
eral Assembly, was received as a Licentiate.
The Committee appuinted to prepare a min-
ute in reference to the translation of Mr.
Drummond to the Prestytery of Whitby,
with a view to his induction at Newcastle,
reported, and the Preshytery adopted their
draft minute. Had Mr. Drummond beea
dead, his name could not have been men-
tioned in more flattering terms. The Pres-
bytery, huwever, may console themselves
that their loss will prove a gain to the Pres-
bytery of Whitby. A Committee reported
in regard to propused changes in the rela.
tions of congregations in N. Easthope and
neighvorhood, where it appeared matters
were not quite ripe for a satisfactory adjust-
ment.

Fraser church was separated from Bid-
dulph, and a call from Biddulph to Revd.
David Mann, signed by 66 members and 60
adherents, was sustained, presented to Mr.
Mann, aud accepted by him. His induction
was appointed to take place on the 1i5th
August.

MARITIME PROVINCES.

The Rev. John Campbell, of St. An-
drew’s Church, Hulifax, has accepted a
call to a congregation in the neighbors
hood of Glasgow, and departed for his
destination oo the 22nd ultimo. We
need hardly say Mr. Cawpbell’s depar-
ture is deeply regretted by his brethren
of the Presbytery, us well as by the mem-
bers of his late congregation, who have
wood cause to remember his active labours
among them during these seven years past.
In his time the beautiful new Church
and manse of St. Andrew's were crected
at a cost of some 849,000, and he leaves
the property without a dollar of debt
upon it. Besides brilding up his own
congregation, Mr. Campbell Las always
been a public spitited man,—takiog his
share of outside work along with his
brother ministers, For some years, he
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edited the Church of Scotland REooRD
in the Maritime Provinces, which fli r-
ished under his administration.

Mr. Campbell is a native of Pictou
County, and reccived his education at
Glasgow University, where he also offi-
elated for a time as the City Missionary
of the Students’ Society ; so that he does
not go to Scotlund a stranger.

While we do regret the departure of
such men from our shores, we feel in a
sense proud to think that so many of the
sons of Cunada have attained to positions
of honour and usefuiness in the old land.
There are nnw a considerable pumber of
ministers in {cotland who are either na-
tives of t is country or have dwelt
amoung us and acquired here t™air first
and most valu.ble cxperience of paro-
chial work, and, so fur as we know, none
of them hive brought any discredit upon
us, while we could poiut to not a few who
have come to occupy very important po-
sitions. We shall expeet to hear of a
Scottish Canadian Association being or-
ganized shortly, which, besides affording
occasion of pleasant re-union to its mem-
bers, may also be attended with advanta-
geous results to the Canadiun Church.

Rumour has it that another leading
minister of Halilax has been telegraphed
for by one of the City Churches in
Glasgow, but we must sy we are glad
also to learn, that in this instance, the
tempting offer has been declined. We
cannot afferd to part with the wminister of
St. Matthew's Church just yet.

By the kiodneuss of the Colonial Com-
mittee of the General Assembly of the
Presbyterian Church of Ircland, the
Revd. Andrew Burrows, of Waterford,
was lutely seat as » missionary tc the Ma-
ritime Provinces. lie lunded in Halifux
in the last week in May, und was employ-
ed iu the Presbytery of Truro. Having
received two calls, one from ¢ Kawleigh”
and the other from the third Congrega-
tion in Trurvo town, the latter cn'l was
preferred, and the induction took piuce in
less than two months after Mr. Burrows'
arrival. One quarter’s salary was paid
in the presence of the Presbytery, at the
rate of $1,200 per snnum ; and a manse

has been commenced, which is to be fin-
ished with the out-going year, and occu-
pied January 1, 1877." The iuduciiow
service, presided over by Dr. McCulloch,
was specially solemn and interesting.

MEETINGS OF PRESBYTERIES.

St. Jony.—July 1lth:the Rev. James
Bennet was chosen Moderator for the en-
suing year, avd Dr. Brooke on leaving the
Chair addressed the Court in apprepriate
terms.

A letter was read from Rev. Dr. Wilson,
Limerick, Ireland, containing a proposition
to send out a minister for Glassvilie and Flo-
renceville with a grant of fifty pounds sterling
for two years. gI‘he Presbytery agreed to
accept the oifer and to state that four hun-
dred dollars and upwards would ﬁroba.bly
be raised by the people. Dr. Mclise was
appointed to declare the pulpit of St. An-
drew’s Church, St. John, vacant. The Rev.
W. P. Begg ot St. Stephen was appointed
to dispense the communion to the con gre-
gationsat Harvey. The Rev.J. K. Bearisto
sent in his resignation of the charge of
Hammond River and Saltsprings. Tue letter
of demission was allowed to lie on the tuble
and a deputation was appomted to visit
theee congregations and cite them to appear
in their interests at next meeting.

The Rev. J. F. Campbhell, misssionary to
Iodia, addressed the Court on the work of
joreign misrions, after which prayer was
oftered up thst the divine blessing might
rest upon his underteking.

Picror.—18 July. The Preebytery met
in the Hall of United Church, New Glas-
gow, with a large nunber of ministers and
elders present. Commissions from seven
elders were produced, authorising them to
represent their respective Kirk-Sessionsin
the higher Church Courts during the cur-
rentyear. {Thislookslike business). Reva.
Dr. McGregor, Halifax : J. G. Cameron, P.
E. 1; WilliamgFraser, Bond Head, Onturio;
R. D. Fraser, Tcronto; DNonald Ross,
Lancaster; John Mackay, Quebec; and
K. J. Grant of Trinidad, being present,
\gere invited to sit as corresponding mem-

ers.

The Rev. E. A. McCurdy was appointed
to preach at the Vale Colliery and mode-
rate in 8 call to a minister. Arrangaments
were wmade for supplying vacant congrega-
tions until the next meeting. Theremaining
business transacted was chief of local wter-
est. The Court adjourned to meet in the
same place on the 15th August.
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Prince Epwarp Ispaxp.—25th July.
There were seveunteen minirters and fuur
elders present. Commissions were reud and
sustained from six Kirk-Ses~ions appointing
elders to represent them in the Church
Courts. The Rev. Isaac Munrray was
elected moderator for the current year.

Rev. Mr.Frame reported his having visit-
ted Caledonia Cross aud adjacent stations
where he found 125 fanulies anxious to be
organized into a congregation, and to have
a church built, and a minister placed over
them. The Presbytery approved Mr.
Frame’s diligence, and agreed to sanction
and recommend the building of a church,
and that a catechist bein the meantime ap-
pointed to labour amonithe people in this
scttlement. Rev. Mr. Laird reported that
the reconstruction commitiee had held meet-
ings at Sumn erfield, Granville, and in the
two New Londons, and that winle the two
former places were unwilling to be disjoin-
ed, the two others were unanimously in fa-
vour of being united into one congregation.
The report was received, and preliminary
steps taken inaceurdavce therewith.

On motion to that ettect, the Presbytery
resolved to affirm their conviction, “in the
strongest terms, that the maintenance of the
present Free School Systemn is essential to
the bertinterests of thie Colony.” A ppuint-
mente having been then made tor the supply
of vacant congregations, the Preshytery
adjourned to meet again on the lst August.

WaLLaoe: August 1.—The Rev. J. Wat-
son wasappointed Moderator, and Mr. Sedg-
wick was continued asClerk for the current
Fear.

’ It was agreed to intimate to the congre-
gation of Ambherst, in terms of the Assem-
bly’s deliverance, that they were at liberty
to use instrumental music in public worship.
Revds. J. Munro, W.S. Darragh, H. B. Mec-
Kay, and W.Grant ; and Messrs.J McKen-
zie, G. Langille, and J. M. Burns, dissented
from this decirion. )

Rev. S. Boyd, a minister of the Reformed
Pregbyterian Church of U.S, applied to
be admitted ss & winister of this Churck,
and presented his credentials, which were
held to be satisfuctory. OUn motion, his ap~
plication was granted, and he received the
night haud of fellowship from the Modera-
tor and the other members of Preabytery.

Appointments were made for Wentworth
and Springhill; and other business was
transacted.

TroORo: 25tk -July.—2Ir. L.ayton tendered
his resignation of the Clerkship, which the
Piesbytery accepted, at the same tume re-
cording their appreciation of the able and
faithful munper in which Mr. Layton had

discharced the duties of his office. Mr. John
McMillan was then appointed Clerk. The
Coummittee on Sabbath observance reported
that the order received by the Postmaster to
make up mails on Sabbath evenings had,
on the petition of the Presliytery, been can-
celled.” The Commmittee was continued and
directed to prepare a petition to the Gov-
ernment anent the desecration of the Sab-
bath in connection with the railway, in or-
der that the same may bé circulated among
the congregations fur signature. At the
evening sederunt, the Presbytery proceeded
to the induction of Rev. Andrew Burrows
to the charge of West Truro, as ¢lsewhere
noticed. Rev. Mr. Baxter furmerly resigned
his connection with Onslow congregation.

Miramicnr : 1st August.— There were
pine ministers and four elders present. Rev.
James Anderson was appointed Clerk in
room of Mr. Fowler, resigued : salary, $100.
Rev. Wm. McCullogh had been inducted at
Redbank, on the 8th of June. The brethren
appointed to hold vigsitations in several of
the congregatione, reported at length, and
the Presbytery, aiter {ull consideration, ap-
pointed a deputation of its number to deal
with the matter in hand,and to devise such
plans for the more efficient working of the
conﬁregaliens as may seem best Rev. Mr,
McMacter asked leave toretire from the ac-
tive duties of his charge at New Mille.

DEATHS.

Died, at New Glasgow, Nova Scotia, on
the 15th July. Janes McGREGOR, aged 76,
the eldest sou of the tate Rev. Dr. McGre or,
and the senior Elder of Union Church, New
Glasgow. Hedied at his home, und in peace,
surrounded by his family and friends, hav-
ing come down to the grave hke a shock of
corn fully ripe.

Our late brother was no common-place
man, but truly 8 man of marked individu-
ality ot character. He was & man of edu-
cation, of sterling integrity, of high religious
principle, and of Chrisuan liberality and
etfort. He was one of the first and strong-

. est pillars of Temperance in the commaunity,

aud, it i3 believed, the first Sabbath-school
teacher in New Glasgow. From some de-
partments of usefulness, he was constrained
from ill-health to retire, years agone; but
the wain duties of his Eldership he dis-
charged till the last week of his life, in the
enjoyment of the fullest confideace of his
brother elders, while his Pastor ever felt
that in him he had a wise counsellor and a
true friend.

His time and talents, however, were cheer
fully devoted, as occasion demaunded, to the
whole Church, in whose progress he shewed
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the deepeet interest; and it may be asserted,
that when his health and capabilities were at
their best, for about 20 years, he was not
only among the leading laymen of the body,
but the most active elder in the service of
the Presbyterian Church of Nova Scotia.

Miss JEa¥ ARMOUR, a native of Kilmar-
nock, bScotland, and for three & fifty
years a resident of Montreal,/died on the
first of August, at the advanced age
of ninety years. Miss Armour, on her
arrival In Montreal, joined the St. Gabriel
Church under the pastoral charge of the
Rev. Mr. Esson.

As she lived, she
died ; a firm, and peace-giving trust in
Christ characterized her life, and was
her jov and tnc juy of her friends in her
1ast moments.

English papers announce the death cf the
Hon. John Robertson, fur many yesars a
prominent citizen of Saint John, N.B., and
a leading member of St. Andrew’s Congre-
ootion there. He was a warm advocate of

resbyterian Union, and a liberal supporter
of the Church. lle amassed a larve for-
tune. His death, resulting from gastric
fever, was sudden, but he had reached the
patriarchal age of 77.

A DigorperLY SCHOOL.

Let it be understood at the outset, that s
dirorderly Subbath School is practieally no
8abbath School at all. A superintender §
ought not W begin s school, or go on wity
his school, untit he ha~ arder. ng’rat, there
must be quiet. He cannot have quiet by
ringing his bell, by calliug tur order, by
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stamping his feet. He muet be quiet him-
self, and then wait for others to be quiet.
Example is contagious. If the superinten-
dent tries to make more noise than hisscho-
lars, he has a hard task before him. They
are largely in the wmajority, and he hasa
small chance ot winning in such a struggle
with them. If; on the other hand, he tries
to be more quiet than they are, he has the
advantage; for even if they do better than
he can n this direction, he will not feel
budly about it. The euperintendent who
will never begin school until the room is
quiet, and who will promptly stop at any
point in any exercise where there is a sound
of noise or disorder, will soon have a quiet
and orderly Sunday School. At the teach-
ers’ meeting the superintendent can ask the
co-operation of his teachers in ins eftorts at
good order on Sabbaths ; but, with or with-
out their co-work, he ought never to go on
with his school exercises until silence and
order prevail.—Free Banner.

Tas SunpAY-ScHooL PARLIAMENT.

(From the Christian Union.)

What is a Sunday-school Parliament?

In some respects the title is a misno-
mer. For this purliament makes no laws,
has no authority, represents no coustitu-
cncy. It is simply a congregation of
Sunday-school workers, who choose a
pleasant resting-place for the summer. fur
and free from fashion, where simplicity
of dress favours health of soul, no less than
fresh air and simple food favour health of
body. There they combine their rest. not
truly with work, but with spiritual and
intellectual communion, with attrition of
mind, and with that peculiar sort of com-
wingled zest and inspiration which comes
from the interchange of views and expe-
riences by earnest, diverse, yet accordant
co-workers. Ifor ten days, men and wo-
men consecrated to Sabbath-school work,
some professional teachers and preachers,
some who make this sacred lsbour their
recreation. some grown gray in an honored
and honorable life, some in the flash of
vigorous and expectant yoush, have been
engaged in those conferences. Cuanada,
New England, New Yok, the far West,
have all commingled here. Some solid
topics have been solidly discussed.

But the entremets have been quite as
putritive, and certainly not less palatable.
Of these we may certainly put first the
oriental lectures ot A. G. Van Lennep.
By birth a Turk, by blosd an American,
by parentage und by personal faith ap
earnest Christian, by temperament singu-
larly broad-minded, his interpretations of
orienta} life aod character are marvelous,
both in interest and instractiveness. He
has & wardrobe which ought to make his
fortune, if oriental scemes were popular
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on the stage. He picks up volunteers,
whom he trains with rare fucility. Every
afternoon he gives a new scenc from ori-
ental life—to-day, social customs; to-
morrow, an Kastern meal, with turbaned
and loose-robed guests partaking of it;
the next day, the forms of worship, Turk-
ish prayer. Turkish dervishes, the Turk-
ish muezzin calling to prayers. Neither
the sermon by Dr. Newton to the children
nor the stereopticon pictures atbracts or
holds a greater or more interested throng
than Mr. Van Lennep enacting oriental
life and character.

I speak only of single features, but the
indeseribable influence of the social and
Christian commingling has been the chief
charm; and when the meetings closed
last night we all joined with utmost heart-
iness in the tribute, well earned, to the
leader und organizer, Rev. W. F. Cralts,
whose engineering and organizing skill
has been both tested and approved by this
ten days’ undenomipational cooference.
1 write. too, only of what I have seen
and heard during these last two days of
the conference. But from what I learn
of others I judge that the interest cul-
mivnated when, one evening Jast week, Mr.
Beecher spoke to an audience of 1,200
or 1,500 in the great tent, on the traiving
of children.

So much for the Parliament; what is
the Parliament House ?

Wellesley or Wells Island is one of the
largest of the fampus Thousand Islands
of the St. Lawrence River. lerean usso-
ciation, organized fur the purpose, have
purchased a thousand acres, and begun
the work of preparation for camp meet
ings. * Bverything is new,” they tell
wme apologetically. That is, in truth, its
highest commendation. We are in the
midst of nature, most beautiful when uun-
adoroed. There is a dock where the
river steamers land, and where at aoy
time you can get a row-boat for a days’
fishing, or & party can get a steam yacht
for an hour’s sail. There is a diniug hall
where you can wct plain and simple fare,
but good enough for plain livers, for 81
a day. There are half a dozen cottages
soattered tnrough the grounds; in some

one of these you can get a room at 50
cents a duy. The floors are without car-
pets, the walls are unplastered, the chairs
wooden, the beds are straw, but the prices
are low; everything i1s as yet neat and
olean, and the company is of the most
genial and attractive description. Or you
can rent or purchase & lot and putup a
tent. And this is evidently the favourite
way. These tents are scattered in every
direction through the trees. There are
no roads but gruss roads; no paths but
such as the feet have made, Some of the
tents have board floors; a few aristoera-
ticones are carpeted. More have no floor
but the earth, und no carpet but the grass,
Uroquet before the door; the hammoek
by its side; the fishing poles lewning up
against a uveighboriug tree, indicate the
favorite occupations. The villave is one
of the utmost simplicity ; the life is one
of primitive fushion. And the great tent,
a little removed from the eentre of the
village, if so amorphous a community can
be called a village, gives by its exercises,
morning, afternoon and evening. a gather-
ing place, and furvishes the temporary
town with a substitute for library, sehool,
church and Sabbath-scheol. ’

The Parliament has adjourned; the
village remains. Itfurnishes an audience,
but does not depend on the audicnce for
its inhabitants.  tresh air, cool weather,
simple habits, plain fare, low prices, and
an out ofdoor life are the real attractions
to the camp eround.

Well, I said to my companion, as I
came away, if I lived in New York,
which happily I do not, T should be
strongly tempted to buy a evuple of lots
with two hundred dollars, build the shell
of a house with a thousand more, put
up a tent or two for the older boys, and
come to Thousand Island Park for my
suminer ress.

CHINA.
LETTBER FROM MNR.
Formosa, Kelung, May 8th, 1876.

To the Rev. Wm. McLaren, Convener.

My Dear Brotaer,—Thursday, 27th ult,,
I left Tameni with four helpera, seven stu-
dents, and my servant.  We went on board
a amall Chinese Junk bound for this port.
With fir wind and a calm se , we would
enter about n on the same duy. We had
neither, however, and after six attempts to
clear the mouth of the harbour, we toun.d
ourselves at mid-day about where we start-
ed. The boatmen thereupon set to row,and
Ly derperate effuris succe: ded in getting vut
10 sen. We were all very soon sea-sick, for
we were tossed about like a tub. The boat-
men beat against the strong current and
contrary windg manfully, and about dark
entered a Junk harhour where we had tore-
main over night.  We all weut ashore, and
walked about a mile tu the market town
Kim-pau-1i, where we stood near a large
tewple The people procured a torch-light,
and as I had my rorceps with me, 1 extract-
ed 25 teeth, and then we sung and pr.ached
the Guspel of our Rigen Savivur to upwards
of 400 prople, who listened attentively.
When leaving, the headman of the village
sent & man with a lantern to guide us back
to the boat. Ax we had no desire to eat, we
crept into our old Junk and tried to sleep
until break of day, when we again set sail
against a strong head wind, and towards eve
entered this harbour.

Those with me were glad enough, as we
ate nu fuod during the two days at sea. Sa-
turday morning the helpers returned to their
respective stations, whilst the students re-
mained to receive instruction. I have been
here «ince, preaching every morning and
evening, teachinyg the studeuts every day—
and healing poor sutfering natives as ocea-
sion would permit. In one duy 1 attended
to 60 patients. As I tench by the wayside,
I ok the students with me on Thursday,
4th iustant, to a place called Paeh-tau-a’, a
few iiles away.  The rcenery wasg surpass-
ingly grand. Here Ly the path was 8 mean-
deting stream murmuring along; there the
sloping banks with waving tree-forns, aud
ever-green firs; and yonder, too, the heavy
clowls hung over the green-clad peaks,
winlst the lark’s sweet notes aloft udded
greatly to the enchantment of the scene.
Irerh, ever-fresh green hills, clap your
hands and exto] your Maker’s praise,—for
1 cannot describe y. ur tesuty! We were
not long reaching our destined place, which

‘on earth could tell.

is very interesting. There, linglish miners
will sink the first shaft ever sunk in Furmo-
88, for coal. The houses of the miners are
nearly finished, and I ob-erved a Jarge Chi-
nese Yamen in course of erection. I v.nder-
~tand the miners came by the last steamer
to Tamsui. If they were earnest Christinns
what good they could accomplish—no man
As there was a small
village there, we entered it, and I extra: ted
very many teeth; then we sund, preached
and distributed tiacts; then walked back
by the sea-rhore, which was nearly covered
with sweet clover in blossom.

Saturday Gth, we went to ar other village,
six mnl & from here; it is called Ma-soh,
Pursuing the same plan, I began by extract-
ing teeth, and in a short time had a good
audience, 80 we gang, “I’m not ashamed to
owu my Lord.” Then told of the love of
Jerus; after which we left, and Ly the way
distmbuted tracts. Yesterday 100 hearers
sat in this chapel and listened to the guspel
attentively ; still 1 have not bapiized a sin-
«le individual here yet, #0 you must not
judge of the work in Northern Formosa by
the number admitted by baptism ; if you do,
you will have a very inaccurate conception
of the work hitherto accomplished. The
Roman Catholic prieste admuted immense
numbers years ago, but to my mind it was
only blagphemy. There shonld be no exag-
geration—no desire to be called great by
man, in carrying on work in this benighted
jand. All, “all +hould be done colely to
please our Master. T thiuk it is pleasing
to Him if we watch Zion carefully

There are men who have bLeen regnlar
worshippers for nearly four years, and who
have renounced idvlatry and all its abomin-
atiuns, and they are not baptized vet.

When my bones are mingled with the
dust, my successors w Il never have to fay,
that I planted a Church in Northern For-
mosa, and paid no attention to the founda-

tion. ’Tirall 1God! still we must do our
part. I appeal to my worthy colieagae,

Rev. Dr. Fraser, (after a yeurs’ residence
here), whether the foundation of the Church
in Yorthern Formosa has be-n ldd sith
careorno! Iwritethus,because I might have
adm tted 200 into connmnnion—but I did
not: and on thataccount youmust not judge
of the work by the number of communi-
cants. Perhaps some de.r aged Christian
in Canada will say, ¢ KExtracting teeth is
not preaching the (Gospel.” I reply,itis/
Itis relieving human misery, and thus it is
<« duing good.” I recognise only Christ Je-
sue as my Master; o that if I can in some
humble ‘weans endeavour to fullow His
«teps who went about ¢ healing all munner
of diceases,” I will rejoice and care little
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about the world and its judgment Itisa
glorious thought that we have only tolabour
to pleace Jesus—not men.

Dr. Fraser is carrying on an hospital
work in Tumsni faithfully and successfully,
and 18 busy studying the Chinese language,
Mrs. Fraser is busy und well; the dear httle
grrls were well when I saw them last. Give
my kindest regards to Mrs. McLaren and
fumily, and all associated with you in Kuox
Colleze.

“ Asto our own work, I think it is pros-
pering fairly. Three ot my girls, at their
own request, profesged Christ, and were bap-
tized, u few weeks ago; and 1 feel sure they
acted with a true sense of the importance
of the etep they were taking, and that
they are true followers of Jesus. Three
others re enquiring, and I hope they will
follow at our next communion. Of the
three who have been baptized, one was the
daughter of a religious beggar, or fekhir;
the othier 1wo were Hindoo girls, rent to us
by the magistrates. The first was sold by
her father for & hife of rhame, bnt escaped,
and claimed the protection of the govern-
ment ofticial in charge of that ward of the
city, and go ¢ me here.  Three litle people
I bave had baptized, and one was married
at Christimas to & young catechist, and has
gore to hive in a heathen wvillage, about
twenty miles from this place. She will be
taken on as a bible-wonan very soon. I
hope. * * * I have now twenty-eight
resulent children, and tilty one attending
achol. They are learning nicely. I expect
the Government Inspector to-morrow. I
have had oue or two severe cases of illness,
especially s girl of fourteen, who had sume-
times 10 undergo very severe surgical ope-

rations. She ig recovering slowly, but her
life hangs as by a thread.”

He
will leave ahnost immediately thereafter,
Miss Mary Forrester, daughter of the late
Rev. Dr. Forrester, of Halifax, hax offered
herself as & mis-ionary to Iniia.

christian usefulness before him.”

The
rainy seas n has been long and discourag-
ing, travelling impeded, and some depart-
ments of the mission work greatly hundered.

7ZEAL oF THE MORAVIAN BRETHREN.

One of the most remarkable instancesaf-
forded us of zeal for Christ’s Kingdom on
earth is that of the Moravians. Though not
& very numerous =ect, nor possessing a large
amount of means to carry on their work,
yet they have prosperous missions to-day in
Adfrica, the West Indies, Australia, Thibet,
Greenland, and on the Coast of Labrador.
They bave carried the Gospel to tribes of
the earth visited by no other Missionaries,
and so great is the missionary spirit poured
out on this Church, that one member in
forty-five, it is said, becomes a Missionary
to the heathen. If u zcal like that perva-
ded the Presbyterian Church in Canadas,
what 2 noble work might be done for the
cause of Christ. Fields white to the har-
vest are presented on every hand. Our
Freach, Home, and Foreign Missions are
straitened for the want of men and means,

and yet many are indifferent to the Church’s
clamantery. The world around us is busy.
Our scientific and literary men are fired
with zeal, and the devil is_unceasing in his
efforts to destroy souls. Look at a large
portion of the christian church, however,
and what do you witness? inactivity, sloth
and apathy. Nay, when wondrous move-
ments are reported, and instances are given
when God seems to be working in a remark-
ble manner, how many are doubting and
unbelieving, and acking, ¢ Can this be s0.”
Ob, if all would imitate the noble example
set by the little flock of Moravians, how
much might be done for the advancement
of Chrisr’s kingdum on the carth. May the
time soon come, when it shall be said of
many within the pale of our Zion, “the zeal
of Thine house hath eaten me up.”

Cuina.—At as early a period as the
eeventh or eighth century, the missionary
spirit of the Christian Church was directed
toward this vastand interesting field Much
has been done toward the evangelization of
China, yet how much remains to be accom~
plished belore the millions of perishing
within her borders shall huve received the
Gorpel. Inthis land, we, as & Church, are
now interested, and a few solemn facts in re-
ference to this country may serve to increase
our interest. In China, there are eighteen
provinces, nine of which have on an aver-
age one missionary to a million of peoPle.
The other nine are without a singte Pro-
testant missionary. It is further estimated
that every day thirty-three thousand of
persons throughout the Chinese Empire
pass into eternity, and every month not less
than one million die, of whomn tew, very
few, can ever have heard the Gospl. What
a field is here presented before us demand-
ing our prayers and contributions! Surely,
when we reflect upon China’s uillions who
are going down to destruction without hear-
ing the gospel, our hearts should be moved
and our purse-strings unloused to aid our
Foreign Mission Comnnittees to send the
glad tidings to these svuls perishiug for lack
of knowledge.

New Hesripes Missiox.

MONUMENT TO THE MARTYRS OF EROMANGA,

A tablet is being prepared in the language
of the Islans of Eromunga, m memory of
the missionary martyrs there, ut the ex-
pense of a lew ftriends, including a collec-
tion made at a lecture by the Rev. Dr, Steel,
delivered on his return from the New He-
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bridee. The following is the inscription in
English :—

Sacred to the Memory
Of Christian Missionaries who died on this
Island,
Jony WILLIAMS,
Janks Hagrris,
Killed at Dillon’s Bay by the Natives,
30th November, 1839,
Georee N. Gorpox,
liLLexy C. Gorbox.
Killed on 20th May, 1861,
Janmes Macyalr,
Who died at Dillon’s P:jay, 16th July, 1870,
an
Janmrs D. Gorvox,
Killed at Portinia Bay, Muarch 7th, 1872,

« They hazarded their lives for the name
ot the Lord Jesus.”—dcts xv. 26.

« It is a faithful saying, and worthy of all
acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the
world to save sinners.”—1 Z'%m. i. 15.

This inscription was sent to the Rev.
Huglh A. Robertson, of Eromanga, and was
by him translated into the native language.

. It is to be printed on a tablet of wood 1o be
placed in the Church at Dillon’s Bay, so
that ull the natives, who are taught, may be
able to read it as they meet there from time
to time. The monuments to the mis-ion-
aries in the New Hebrides have hitherto
been at their graves, and the inscriptions in
English. The rapid growth of tropical
plants sgoon hidesthe stones, and the natives
cannotread the ingcription. Dr. Steel, when
vieiting the Islands observed this, and re-
solved to place a memorial tablet in the
Churcn at Eromanga.

The following letter is written by Leah,
formerly a pupil trained in the Calcutta Or-
phanage, now the teacher of the senior divi-
sion of the Dhioba Parah School, supported
by the Montreal Juvenile Association. 1t
is written to that Association to inform them
of the progress of their School. Lesh is
still quite a young girl, Her letter is writ-
ten in an excellent hand :—

ScortisH ORPHANAGE,
11th March, 1876.

My Dear Friexps,—Alladie tells me she
sent you a little letter about my School last
narter. I had been very ill all through
the rains, and was away at home. My father

thought the change might do me good. By
the tﬁessing of God, I am happy to be able
to say that I am quite well again, and have
been teaching my classes ever smce the
Christmas holidays.

We have opened our school this year
with seventy childr n, but I have just lost
one little girl from the aecond class; her
name is Kance; she is only ten years old,
and has married & nan_ of thirty; this is
his second wife. She is still to live with her
mother, but cannot attend school any more,
as her house is on the road side, and she
must not he seen walking. I alwavs feel
very sorry to lose them like this. Kanee’s
mother is very anxious that a lady should
wo to the house to teach her there; but the
husband won’t give his cunsent to Kanee’s
learning.

I was so pleased to show my school to
Mr. Juhn Steel, when he went one day; and
I think he was pleased too. Heheard them
read and sing, and looked at their fancy
work, He also wished very much to see
them on the day that their dolls were to be
given them. The distribution touk place ap
the Orphanage on the same day that we re-
ceived our prizes. We broughtthe children
to the school in carrizges, aud I was soglad
to find that they had put on their nice
bright saries, and ever so much jewellery—
just what I wanted Mr. Steel so very much
to see. After they received their dolls, the
sang, * There i a happy land” in Bengali,
and went home all looking so bright and
happy. I was also made very happy that
day—a beautiful English Bible was given o
me as a prize.

The work is divided intv three parts; the
first treating venerally of infullibity 1n re-
gard to the Church ot Christ, which is con-
clusively shewn to rest not in any human
assumption, but in the Bible itself. In the
second part, he considers the baneful conse-
quences that have arisen from the dogma of
infallibility s manifested in the develope-
ment of Sacerdotalism snd Ritualiem. In
the third part, he treats of the Papacy as a-
system which he describes as ¢ & monstrous-
delusion arising before our eyes and gradu-
ally ensnaring the whole Church.”
