The stout little soldier, full of
loyalty to his sovereign, cried out,
“The King's drum shall never be beaten
for rebels;” and at the same instant he
leaped on the drum head, and broke
through the parchment.

One would have thought that a feel-
ing of admiration for such bravery
would have kept the rebels from hurt-
ing thelittle boy ; but that was a feeling
they did not know. ‘They rushed upon
him with their pikes, and killed him
on the spot.

This was a gallant deed of the little
drummer; and like all truly brave and
noble deeds, it is the property of all
mankind.
