‘This was sup-
ported by aflidavits aad recommendations,
but upon carcful consideration of the
case, it was decided that the Couneil
could not grant to Madam Dion the
certificate applied for, inasmuch as she
had failed to present her application to
the Council within the limit of time
preseribed by clause 8 of the Quebee
Pharmacy Act of 1385,

Au application was presented from Mr,
Oshiorne Thomas Kennedy for premission
to be allowed to present himself for the
uext preliminary examination, snd in the
interval to be permitted to perform the
duties of an apprentice.  The applieation
was laid on the table for future cosider
ation, and the Registrar instructed to
correspond  with the aathnities of the
Glasgow University as to the antecedents
of the applicant.

The Registrar veported that judgment
had been rendercd against the \ssncistion

in the case brought against Dr. Watters,
of Quebee, and in order not to lose the
right of appeal, ne bad instructed the at-
tornies at Quebee to take the necessary
steps for entering said appeal.  Consider-
able  discussion took place as to the
advisability or otherwise of pressing the
appeal in thix case, when the following
resolution was presented, nawmely :

Rawleed, % That this Counci), on the

Store Heating by Electricity.

The fiest practical use in the world of
clectricity to heat hot water coils was
made when M, R A MeCormack, drug-
gist, Sparks street, Ottawa, installed the
Alhcarn electric ot water heaters into his
store, The heaters have been tested in
heating coals for several months at the
clectric railway shed, but Mr. McCormack,
has the disinction and enterprise of being
the first business wman, in fuct the fiest man
of any kind anywhere to adopt the Ahearn
system.

The switch turned on at 6.30. The
temperature was then 50 degrees.  Tn 20

minutes the cold was out of the pipes, and
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at 9 o'clock the temperature had risen to
GR dugress,

The water for the coils iz contained in
five heaters in the cellar, the total capaci-
ty being ubout 23 gallons.  As the regu-
Intion heaters, the water is heated by coila
of wire of poor conductivity, that pass
between the inmer and outer sheets of the
heater  Tho hot water is then forced up
by the laws of hydrastatics to the coils
nhove. By laving five scparate heaters
the heat and expense can be regulated.
On » mild day one or two sectionsg may be
used,  About 300 feet of pipe avo used in
tho store proper, and the heaters keep the
cellar warm. Thenext morning the shop
was any if thing too warm. The pipes
were quite ng hot ns any hot water coils
usually are, and only three sections
were being used. Mr. McCormack says
the beauty of the new system is that it
takes up only one quarter of the space of
s furnace and boiler, requires no bother
with conl or ashes, nnd the cost of putting
in is less than ha)f the cost of a furnace,

A Handsome Store.

The Medical Hall, one of the oldest
business houses in Strathroy, Ont., and
which hins been frequently referred tonsthe
pioneer drug business of the town, has
during the Inst few weeks been under-
going a complete remodeling of its inteior.
This business was established by Mr,
George Orchard in 1860, and has been
continued at the same stand ever since.
In 1870 Mr. W. J. Dyas becawe the pro-
prietor, and hus continued at its lead
without an interruption, having establish-
ed n drug business which has but few
rivals in Western Ontario, and the name
Medical Hall is one of the familiar terms
in the households of this section. A
main feature of the business has always
been its dispensing department, and when
we are told that during the term of Mr.
Dyas' proprietorship over one hundred
thousand physicians’ prescriptions have
been prepared there, not to speak of the
thousands of family and houseliold receipts
which are continually being made up,
some idea may be formed of this feature
of the trade done. In August of this
year Mr. Robert T. Kyle, who has been
an empleyee from the commencement of
his apprenticeship until that time, became
u partner in the firm, which is now styled
W. J. Dyas & Co. Mr. Kyle is well
known to all our citizens as an excellent
chemist, and one who has a thorough
knowledge of the business. le is also
thoroughly posted in optical work and the
fitting of spectacles, &ec., having passed a
course of study in the Canadian Optical
Institute and obtained his diploma. On
account of the largely increased attention
which it is necessary for Mr, Dyas to de-
vote to the interests of the publication of
Tur CaNADIAN Duucotst, which under
his management has assumed metropolitan
proportions, the management of the drug
business now devolves on Mr. Kyle,

The store now presents a very hand-
some appearance, and one thoroughly in

keeping with the business.  New cornices
and glass cases have been added : a hand.
some partition of leaded muffled glnss
now divides the front from the laboratory ;
a prescription case of new and elegant de.
sign, and a fine upright mirror of hevel.
led glass, 6 feet by 3, all combine to mak-
ing it one of the handiomest places of
business that we have cver seen. The
telephone and express oftices have been
rearranged, and a private oftice for the
use of the proprietors and nlso to be used
ag u physician’s reception room his been
added.—Strathroy Disputeh.

A meeting of the Montreal Druggists’

capital to back them.

This is « deeary life at best; the hours
are long and the brain work and respon-
sibility incessunt, nnd  what makes it
worse is that they cannot look forward to
high wages, us it i3 with great difticulty
their employers are able to pay the pres-
ent rates. In fact, most druggists will
have to reduce expenses in every practi-
cable manner now that competition is so
great.

Kerry, Watson & Co's delivery express,
hadd n narrow eseape from death recently
by the falling of a trolley wire, As it
was the horso was killed on the gpot.

A city druggist who has for a nunber
of years taken an active part in sanitacy
matters, both provincinl and civic, and
who has written a good deal on the sani-
tation of cities, has been appointed n
member of the Advisory Council of the
World’s Fair Sunitary Congress to be held
in Chicago next year, at which the lead.
Sanitarians of the world will be present.

“ Drug store keeping in Montreal means
working for the landlord, corporation and
government, and not one druggist in
twenty is able, under the most favorable
circwinstances, to put one cent awny for
his old age.” So said a pushing young
druggist who established himself on St.
Catharine st. a few years ago, to your
correspondent and he is not far from the
truth, -

Mr. David Watson, jr.,, has nearly re-
covered from his recent severe illness, al-
though he will have to take great care of
himself for the balance of the winter. Tt
is probable that he will have to give up
the road for some time at least.

The various societies wore or less con-
nected with pharmacy have settled down
in earnest for their winter sessions.

The first evening meeting of the Phar-
miceutical Society was held this month
and was principally remarkable for a
paper on the sale of poisons to medical
men and chemists by the President,
Michael Carteighe, Esq.

Mr. Carteighe saddied his paper with
a cumbrous title, but the matter was ex-
cellent and the advice contained eminent.
ly judicious and sensible.  Whilst stating
that he had had the subject in his mind
for years he partially acknowledged that
it was the public mterest excited by the
Neill case, that had caused him to present
the paper. The whole subject of the re-
tail supply of doctors with poisons is
hedged in with difficulties.  Tn the larger
towns it is iinpossible for the chemist to
know half the doctors by sight and the
handwriting of a much smaller portion.
Yet Mr. Carteighe would decline to
supply a wedical man with poison or a
preparation containing poison unless
kown to the seller or introduced by some-
one known to the seller. Even in those
cases he would require the poison register
to be signed. Most chemists recognise
that the respousibility and risk attached
to the sale of poisons is 50 great that
they would gladly assist in rendering
thetr sale more difficult—the recompense
being totally inadequate when it is re-
nmembered that the wholesale houses,
however, are quite ready to take this
risk—it being a matter of impossibility
for them to check the bona fides of all
their customers, although some attempt
is generally made—it -does not seem

Amongst the papers contri-
buted were two by Prof. Thoipe. One
deseribed the isolation and identitication
of fluorosulphonic acid and the other
indicated that the nteraction of io-
dine and chlorate of potassuim pro-
duced iodate ol votassium and free chlor.
ine.  Frof. Thorpe has been working for
some years on the fluorine compounds and
a very opposite question was put to him
us to whether he could contirm M.
Moissan’s claim that fluorine could be
isolated by clectrolysis? In reply Prof.
Thorpe admitted that he had spent a
large amount: of time and Government
money in repeating these experiments
but without success.  Several interesting
results were obtained, bLut when diflicul-
ties were met with he communicated with
M. Moissan, who contented himself with
merely ackowledging his letter and offer-
ed no suggestion or advice.

A question which is vexing the souls
of wholesale druggists and manufactuiers
is the preparation of citric and tartaric
acids free from lead. Tt has long been
known that these acids are usually crys-
tallized by the manufacturers in leaden
pans and mere fire are particularly liable
to contain traces of the mectal. This
occurs as the salt of the metal and also
as free lead, the luter being derived from
the scraping of the pan. There has been
no very great ditliculty in obtaining crit-
ric acid free from lead, the manufacturers
having substituted carthenware for leaden
pans in which to crystallize the acid.
Tartaric acid free from lead is with much
more difficulty obtained and the one or
two houses who guarantee the vecystal-
lized article ask 21 per 1b. for the same—
a prohibitive price. The average amount
of lead present in commercial samples is
about 02 per cent,, a quantity that is
absolutely harmless but yet sufficiently
objectionable. One point it is well to
bear in mind. Many chiemists are in the
habit of testing their acids for lead by
ammonium sulphide after neutralizing the
acid with ammonia. Now, nearly all the
commercial liquid ammonia contains a
trace of iron and unless a control experi.
ment is performed with distilicd water
and the same amount of amwonia very
incorrect results are obtained. The best

plan is to pass sulpharetted hydrogen

through o solution of the acid contained
in a beaker and comparve the tint produc-
ed, when looking through the column of
liguid standing on a white picce of puper.

Messrs. Richardson, of Leicester, Eng-
lad, are in the unfortunate position of
having o defend an action brought by
the Lanoline makers against them for
infringing their patent for the purification
of wooldnt. 1 recently pointed out in
these columns that wool-fat, by no means
answering the B, P. testsare being offered
on the English murket by Genuan manu-
fncturers. It is possiolo therefore that
Messrs. Richaidson are being sued for
other people’s delinquencies.  Although
it is only fair to state that they intend
defending the case strenuously.

The recent announcement that Mon-
treal licentiates advocate the passing of a
resolution  refusing recognition of the
diploma of the Pharmaceutical Society of
Great Britain deserves more than passing

attention. ILet me at once gay that the
English Society have no power to recog-

nize any diploma besides their own—in
fact they are so absurdly placed as to be
unable to recognize the Irish qualification.
Whether the union of hearts, soon to be
formulated under the title of Home Rule
will alter this T do not know, but I am
informed that a special Act of Parlia-
ment woull be necessary before any
reciprocity could be legally granted. On
the other hand, as the penalties for keep-
ing open shop as a chemist are usuully
inflicted through the prosecution of the
individual by the Phavmaceutical Society,
Caunadian phaimacists need not be afraid
of their being summoned should they
start business here. I am also informed
that more than oneTrish Diplomate is prac-
tising here and that the Society will notin-
terferc. If our Canadian friends knew
something of the difliculty of attempting to
push Bills through Parlinment in which the
public take no interest, they would not
urge this point. Should the various
pharmaceutical associations in Canada,
South Africa, Australia, New Zealand,
etc., memorislize the Council of the
Pharmaceutical Society of Great Britian
something might be attempted, but T am
not sanguine of any success with Paclia.
ment. The assurance of sympathy and
non-interference with colonial pharmacists
desiring to cstablish themselves in the
Mother Country might, however, bhe
counted upon. Not until a British m-
pesial Zollvercin is established will that
proper amount of reciprocity be obtained
which justice demands.

Deanr Sin,—TIn reply to your inquiry
what answer we have to make to the
articles that have appeared in the Phar-
macentioal Jonrnal concerning the pro.
posed “ Amendments to the Pharmacy
Act,” I expressly stated at the Conven-
lionldof Druggists that the amendm‘:ng:ls
wou uire to be put into proper
form b;eq the Collegepnnﬁeiton, and that

there might be some unimportant changes
made by them to harmonize the whole
with our Act. For that purpose the
Conmittee on By.laws and ILegislation
met with our solicitors in Torouto on Oct.
28th and earefully went over the whole
ground, and all concurred in what was
done.  There was present Messrs. Petrie,
1’’Aviguon, Danicls, Cluk, McKenzie,
and the writer,  The matter, which takes
time, is in the hands of our solicitors, and
I see no especial urgency, 1f Mr. Petrio
has the original draft T am sure by ap-
plying to biwmi any person can sce it now,
or could have made a copy of it at the
convention or Council meeting ; every one
heard it read theve clause by clause and
there was ample time.  Everything else
about that convention is reported in the
Pharmacentical Journal, why notit? As
soon as our solicitors hand over theiv
work, and before the Bill is put before the
Legislature, the large and influential com-
mittee appointed by the convention to
assist in passing the Bill, will be consult-
ed. 1 amsure the druggists have every
confidence in their committee, no member
of which, I believe, has complained of
delay.  The reason the druggists have not
been informed Lefore of the delay in this
matter and also our side of the Eaton
aund other prosecutions is not our fault.
About Nov. 16th I wrote to the editor of
the Pharmacentical Journal asking his
consent to publish in his journal a reply
to his many severe, and, as I considered,
unfair criticism of these matters, a for-
mer connnunication of mine having been
suppressed. Thave had no acknowledgment
of my letter yet, and can only regard it
as a refusal.  Perhaps the editor may be-
lieve that the following clause in the
Journal contract prevents us using any
organ but his to reply toanything he may
say about ug, and remember there is no
condition in it that he shall publish any-
thing we write,however fair :—“That they
will not sanction, encourage, assist or in
any way recognize the publication of any
journal of a similar kind to the said
Pharmacentical Journal during the con-
tinuance of this agreement.”

GERMICIDES.

The term Germicide includes  sub
stances which act upon infectious orgnn-
istns and their spores, rendering them in.
nocuous or inert.  Such substances must
Le either of a corrosive, caustic or poison-
ous nature to themselves,

The clussification of germicides in ve-
speet to their germ-destroying power, as
determined by the Health Department of
the City of New York, is given as fol-
lows : ““(1) corrosive sublimate, 64 grains
to the gallon ; (2) carbolic acid, 5 per
cent. solution ; (3) bromine, 1 pound to
200 gallons ; (4) potussium permaunganate,
17§ ounces to 200 gallons ; (5) chloride
of lime, 4 ounces to the gallon ; (G) sul-
phate of iron, 11 pounds to the gallon ;
(7) sulphate of zine, 4 ounces to the gal-
lon ; (8) common salt, 2 ounces to the
gallon.”

The list of germicidul drugs and chemi-
cals insludes the following, which may be
used in various combinations or singly, as
required : Caleium chloride, calx chlorin-
ata, zinc chloride, zine sulpho-carbolate,
zinc sulphate, copper sulphate, iron sul-
phate, mercury bichloride, silver nitrate,
ete., carbolic acid, sulplurous acid, chlor-
oform, «ther, alcohiol, bisulphide of car-
bon, gasoline, benzine, rhigolene, turpen-
tine, ctc., iodine, sulphur, chloriue, ete.

A few formulas representing true dis-
infectants are, however, in ovder here.

Mr. Keenan, who is authority on the
merit of moist heat us ranking tirst, then
dry heat, sulphur dioxide, chlorine and
crude curbolic acid, in the order named.

Sulphaminol (or thio oxyhenyldiamin)
is a new disinfectant, which is said to
split up into carbolic acid and sowe com-
pounds of sulphur.

There are 5 standard disinfectant solu-
tions recommended by the Pennsylvania
Boarad of Health, as follows :

Standard Solution No. 1.—Dissolve
chloride of lime or bleaching powder of
the best quality (containing at least
twenty-five per cent, of available chlorine)
in soft water in the proportion of four

punces to the gallon. -

Standsrd  Solution No.  2.--Dissolve
corrosive sublimate and permanganato of
potash in soft water in the proportion of
two drachms of euch sult to the gallon.

Notk.~-No. 1.—This solution is highly
poisonous. No. 2.—-It requires & contact
of one hour to be eflicient. No. J.—It
destrays lead pipes. No. 4.—It is with-
out odor.

Standard Solution No, 3.—-To one part
of Labarraque’s solution (liquor sodw
chloratny, U. 8. Pharmacopwia or hypo-
chlorite of soda,) add five parts of soft
water.

Nore.—Competent authotity has pro-
nounced this superior to all other disin-
fectants,

Standard Solution No. 4.—Dissolve
corrosive sublimate in water in the pro-
portion of four ounces to the gallon, and
add one drachm of permanganate of pot-
ash to give color to the solution, us a pre.
caution against poisoning. One fluid
ounce of this solution to the gallon of
water is sufliciently strong.  Articles
should Ve left in it for two hours,

Norg.—Corrosive sublimate solutions
should be kept in wooden or crockery ves.

Extract of Beef and Pepsin.

—

JAMES T. SULINN,

Passing through Chicago last summer
an opportunity was afforded for visiting
the great packing establishment of Ar-
mour & Co., which is located among the
famous stock yards of this metropolis of
the West.

These stock yards by the way are
worthy of a moment’s notice, You take
a train in the middle of the city and in
half an hour arrive at the arched gateway
inscribed : * Union Stock Yard, Charter-
ed, 1863.” Inside there are 400 acres of
grouna laid out with 20 miles of streets
and water troughs, 200 acres of yards, 75
miles of drain and water pipes, and 50
wiles of feeding troughs. There is capa-

city for the daily carving of 160,000 ani-
mals, cattle, sheep, and hogs, and it is in-
teresting to sce the long rows of horses,
with cowboy saddles on, tied along the
sides of the strects ready to carey buyers
and sellers to the different pens.  About
£5,000,000 are invested in the plant, and
it requires 1,000 employes to handle the
animals, which in 1820 numbered nearly
14,000,000, including horses and calves,
It is ono of the curious sights of the place
to see the cattle lured from the yards to
the slaughtering pen by o white decoy
steer, “Old Billy,” who calmly walks
ahead of the drove and deftly turns aside
at the entrance gate, while the rest rush
in to their fate, It takes less than ten
minutes to convert the live steer into a
carcass of beef ready for the cooling room,
and nothing from the tip of his horns to
the last hair of his tail, inside or out, is
allowed to be wasted.

Armour’s works occupy about 54 neres
within the enclosure, where the slaughter-
ing, curing, manufacturing and packing
of the various products are carried on to
an extent of scventy illions of dollars
per annum,

The making of extract of beef and pep-
sin has been added to the other industries
and is of special interest to pharmacists.
Under the guidance of Mr. Manwaring
and Mr. Walton we were shown through
this department and saw such of the pro-
cesses a8 were in operation.

For the ectract of besf prime lean, well
trimmed meat is finely cut up and digest-
ed with steam heat in huge wooden vats ;
the juice is expressed, filtered through
muslin, and sucked into vacuum pans,
cach capable of reducing seventy-five
cubic feet to the proper consistence in
thirty-five minutes.  The facilities for ob-
tatning the best and freshest meat from
the tinest cattle are obvious, and the use
of improved machinery insures the anbsence
of all unpleasant burnt taste.

In the preparation of the various pep-
sins, they have the great advantage of an
unlimited supply of perfectly fresh hogs'
stomachs and can use from 10,000 to 14,-
000 daily. About two ouncesare cut out
of the whole stomach, the rest being re-
jected as inferior, the mucous membrane
is scraped off and digested for six or eight
hours in & dilute solution of muriatic acid,
and by some peculiar process the peplones
are eliminated, the solution clavified by
settling at a very low temperature, and
tinally dried on glass plates. Saccharat-
ed pepsin is also made by Scheffer’s pro-
cess, and pepsins of various digestive pow-
er are put up for market.

Coca Erythroxylon.

Few drugs have as interesting and re.
markable » history a8 Coca erythroxylon.
As 1 source of cocuine wlone it deserves a
conspicuous niche in the herbarium tem-
ple of fame.

Tho coen leaf is-the great source of
comfort and enjoyment to the Peruvian
Indian ; it is to him what betel is to the
Hiudy, kava to the South Sea Islunder,
and tobacco to the rest of mankind ; but
1ts use produces invigorating effects which
are not possessed by other stimulants.
From the most ancient times the Peruvi-
ans have used this beloved leaf, and they
still look upon it with o feeling of super-
stitious veneration. In the time of the
Incas it was sacrificed to the sun, the
Ivillue Umn or high-priest chewing the
leaf during the ceremony ; and before the
arrival of the Spaniards it was used in
Mexico instead of money.

Coca leaves have secured the general re-
cognition in thernpeutics which those fa-
milinr with their properties have always
indicated. Physicians have become con-
vinced by personal observation that the
effects attitbuted to the drug are omly
what might naturally be expected from
the action of so powerful an alkaloid as
that contained in the coca leaves.

There ave few cases of neurasthenia in
which it will not be found useful. Taken
after dinner, it serves often to facilitate
digestion, and even contirmed dyspeptics
find their distressing symptoms relieved
by it. It is of especial value in those
cascs where exhausting mental Inbor has
led to morbid depression of spirits. There
is no remedy like it for a fitof the ‘blues.!
Tt relieves the nervous irritability that
follows indulgence in excesses of any kind,
restoring the capacity for work and giv-
ing renewed energy. It acts as a sort of
antidote to the effect of opium, alcohol,
tobacco, or coffee, and judiciously used
may even cnable one to overcome the
morbid craving for any of these stimu-
lants when they have been used to excess.

Tt is said that public speakers and sing-
ers have found themselves in better voice
after using coca.

As a remedy for nausea and vomiting
from reflex causes, particulatly the vowm-
iting of pregnancy, the cordial proves ex-
tremely efficacious. For this purpose it
should be taken a few minutes before eat-
ing, and the dosc repeated in an hour or
two afterwards. Gastraigia is frequently
relieved by this remedy, and nervous
headaches often disappear under its use.

It is of service also in cases of asthma,
as an aphrodisiac, emmenagogue, antiperi-
odic, in overcoming drunkenness, in ner-
vous exhaustion, and internally and local-
ly for hremorrhoids. As a restorative of
the circulation in cases of enfeebled heart
it is invaluable, ’

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About Menthol,

The medicinal use of menthol in China
and Japan goes back into the dateless
nges.  Isolnted references to its npplica-
tion in the Eust are met with here and
there in the records of Western travellers
in those parts, but we shall probably
never know the name of its discoverer or
the early history of its introduction. Wo
do not even know with absolute certainty
when, and by whom, menthol crystals
were first brought to the notice of Juro-
pean  plnemncologists, Tt is said that
they have been used pharmaceutically on
the Continent as long ugo ns the end of
the last century, but if that statement is
capable of proof, the drug must have fall-
en into oblivion shortly afterits introduc.
tion, for it was cerlainly utterly unknown
even by repute, to most persons in the
drug trade twenty-five years ago.  Sowme-
where about 1864 a consignment of the
drug was received in London under the
name of Chinese peppermint oil, and pass.
ingly commented upon for its curious
property of solidifying with a full in the
temperature. To the Jute Mr. John Mac-
kay, of Edinburg, belongs the distinction
of first having called the atteation of
British pharmacists to the valuable prop-
erties of menthol.  Mr. Mackay is believ-
od to have brought ¢ Po-Ho oil ” with him
from Paris, where it was then sold, in the
small red-labelled Chinese bottles familiar
to Eastern travellers, as a kind of propri-
ctary article. 1Tad menthol been an ut.
terly valueless quack medicine, it would,
perhaps, have taken Europe by storm
then, and roigned for a season, just long
cnough to gather a fortune for its first
exploiter. But as the drug happened to
have a solid' therapeutic value it had to
wrestle through the familiar stages of
contumely, ridicule, animosity, and unren-
souing popularity, just like any new creed
or reformer. The commereinl history of
menthol practically dates from 1878,
when an English firm in Yokohan made
a swall shipment of it to Loundon, deter-
mined not to rest until they had succeed-
ed in securing for the remedy a footing
upon the market. After many months
their shipment went back, with a note
from their agents, announcing that the
“stufl” could not be sold here, as no one
knew what to do with it. But the Yoko-
hama firm persevered, and they reaped
their reward.  Four ycurs later, menthol
crystals were the rage of the season, sell-
ing at 60s. per lb. wholesale, and carried
about in cone-shape by all persons with
any pretence to the possession of a civil-
ized nervous system

That was the hot youth of the drug,
when Cocking and Christy were kings,
and the vicissitudes of speculators alter-
nated between the poles of elation and
despair as rapidly as those of the loversin
an Adelphi melodrann.  But though the
twenty years of menthol in Europe have
been immeasurably more exciting than all
its cycles of Cathay, the drug has since
settled down to aveminently respectable
position among the well-cstablished arti-

cles of commerce.  Perhaps its carly ex-
cesses may be due to the circumstance
that it wus not quite happy in all of its
first sponsors. Anyhow, it came to stay,
and has settled down in our midst to o
steady career of usefulness in the inhaler,
pluster, cone, and snufl’ lines, and only re-
calling the duys when its heart was vol-
catie by an oceasional splutter of mild
speculative energy.

Such a period of decorous excitement
is now in progress. The menthol stocks
in Europe ave believed to be very smmll
and shipnients from Japan are known to
have fallen off considerably,  Previous to
1890 no separate ofticinl records were kept
of peppermint oils and crystals.  In that
year the shipments of menthol alone from
Japan amounted to 36,091 lbs; in 1891
they weve 22,017 lbs,; and in the first
half of 18932, 1,684 ths, That is & very
congiderable reduction, particularly sig-
nificant because i much smaller propor-
tion of the exports now goes to Furope
and to Amerien than formerly. During
the tirst six months of 1892, only 1,000
Jus, were cleared in Yokohama for New
York, 830 Ibs, for Hamburg, and 320 lbs,
for New York. There exists a wide-
spread belief that the coming winter will
witness a recrudeseence of the influenza
epidemic, and that we may prepare our-
selves for a cholern visit next summer.
Menthol has been widely recommended as
a remedy for the one, and peppermint oil
as a prophylactic against the other com-
plaint.  Furthermore, the Eustern ex-
changes have lately taken a turn for the
better, and any small advance in silver
reacts at once upon the value of Japanese
goods. Thesearve the main points upon
which the bull-speculators rely for a con-
tinued rise in menthol crystals, the price
of which has alveady advanced from about
7s. 6d. in April last to 12s, per lb. at the
present time.  Their hopes appear to rest
upon pretty solid foundations; but the
serious factor of the unknown stocks that
may possibly be held in China and Japan
and for the non-existence of which we
have no other security than the assurance
of & few speculators, should not be left
out of account. In our trade report we
give a review of the principal price fluc-
tuations of menthol during the last ten
years, from which it will be scen that the
price is now already higher than it hus
been since the beginning of 1887, It ap-
pears to us that one of the facts most
Jikely to exercise an advancing influence
upon the price of menthol must be sought
for in the fact, which now appears fairly
conclusively cstablished, that the selling
prices of Japanese peppermint oil and of
menthol since 1887 have been too low to
make it worth the while of the producers
to place their Jand under the very ex-
haustive peppermint crop. Thercare two
harvests of the herb in Japan, the princi-
pal one in June, and the smaller one in
August,  Allowing for the time required
for the distillation and marketing of the
product, the last of the oil and crystals of
this year's harvest ought to be now well
on the way from Japan ; and the fact that

the oxporters there offer very sparingly,
and require higher and higher prices for
their holdings, also goes somu way to up-
hold the viows of those who * think well »
of the article.—Chemist and Druggist,

When the elixir is administered, tho
salive, or the water that it may be mixed
with, produces a permanent emulsion,
which insures a much speedier therapeutio
cffect on account of its -tinc state of
division which can be obtained by tritur.
ating the powder.

As the therapeutic properties of salol
are well-known, it is unnecessary to dwell
upon them here. Salol is frequently pre.
scribed in combination with phenacetine,
and also with acetanilid, Loth considerved
insoluble.  We are pleased to stato that
both are soluble in the elixir. The result
is that sulol and phenacetine, or antife-
Lrine, or all three of these valuable reme.
dies can be obtained in solution together.

The solubility of phenacetine in two
grains to the fluid dram, and of acetanilid
two and one-half grains to the fluid dram,
indicating that each dessertspoonful of
the elixir or five graing of salo) may be
combined with four grains of phenacetino
or five grains of antifcbrine by simply
adding the powder to the elixir of salol
and agitating for a short time, when a
permanent solution will be obtained.

The solubility of two ounces of tho
elixiv would therefore be thirty-two graing
of pheuacetine and forty grains of antife.
brine, rendering the administration of the
largest doses very casy.—Indian Pharma
cist,

Can a Pharmacist Refuse to Pre-
pare a Prescription ?

This question is raised by the Union
Pharmacentique, and advice is given to
pharmacists never to refuse to prepare n
preseription or the sale of a medicament
unless by so doing their responsibility is
unduly engaged or there is danger to the
public health. The pharmacist is natur.
ally within his right if he declines to
prepare medicine concerning which a
doctor has clearly made a mistake in the
recipe. The editor considers it necessary
to add that a pharmacist may decline
to supply medicine if he considers that
there is no chance of beiug prid for it.
French pharmacists are further told that
they ave legally within their rights in
vefusing to supply medicaments to grati
fy a customer’s whim.—Bulletin of Phar

Triturates.

Read before tho Pennsylvania Pharmaceuti-
cat Associntion,

Compressed tablets and tablet tritur
ates have become very popular of late
years, for the purpose of administering
drugs formerly preseribed in pilalar form,
and for preparing accurate solutions for
medication ; they have almost entirely
superseded the old form of medicated
lorenges.  The increased popularity of
this class of preparations may be judged
from the fact that in 1888 one per cent,,
and in 1891 two per cent. of the original
preseriptions compounded in a certain
stove in Philadelphia were for compressed
tablets.

The question has been often asked :
Does it pay tie retail druggist to manu-
facture compressed goods ¢ ‘Lhis is n very
difticult question to decide satisfactory to
all ; for there are many who believe the
work so laborious and diflicult, and their
time s0 valuable that they cannot afford
to make them in such quantities as they
may rvequire to supply their demunds,

While the above statement may be
partly true, they are not by any means
conclusive ; for the practical experience
which the writer has had in this particu.
Inr branch of the profession, has lcd him
to belicve that it does pay, both directly
and indirectly ; and it is also his Lelicf
that a tablet compressor will be us neces-
sary in the near future, as a pill machine
or tile has been in the past, in order to
keep abreast with the advancement of
your chosen calling.

A practical illustration of how it pays
was brought to the writers notice some
time ago, by a druggist in Phikedelphia,
who had received a preseviption about the
first week in January of the present year,
for twenty compressed tablets of cocaine
hydrochloride of | grain cach. The doc-
tor not having specified any particular
make, it was optional with the druggist
whether he made them or purchased them
from some onc of the manufacturers. Of
the two privileges he chose the Jatter, and
thereby was compelled to buy an original
package of 100 tablets at a cost of $1.08,
and 10 cents for car fare, making 31.18,
Tweuty of them were dispensed, and the
balance still romain in stock, and while
tablets u& different strengths have been
called for, these have not been. Such
cases as the above will be frequent; but
by being prepared to do your own cem-
pressing, you will not only obviate the
necessity of carrying a large and unneces-
sary stock, but will be able to serve your
patrons with greater despatch, which is
oftentimes quite an advertisement.

The secret of success depends entively
upon having, the powders properly pre-
pared, before subjecting them to compres-
sion ; if you will thercfore follow the
directions as laid down in Remington's
Practice of Pharmacy, together with a
little practical expericnee, you cannot but

help to meet  with good results,  For
hypodermie tablets, Dr. 11 A, Wilson, of
Philudelphin, recommends  the use of
chloride of sodiwm as a base, as being less
jrvitant than other substances; Lut for
sulphate of morphine-sulphate of sodium,
andd for ncetate of morphine, acetate of
sodium should be used.

It is very necessary to keep your com-
pressor in n clean und thoreughly good
condition,  For this purpose have a
chamois skin greased at one cend with
vaselin, and the piston and bareel should
be well rubbed before and after using. 1t
should also be borne in mind that too
great pressure should not be used.

Compressed tablets and tablet tritur.
ates have every advantage over the pilular
form of medicine, and from the fact of
their not containing an exeipient, which
might cause a chemical change, they can
be relied upon by the physician  with
greater certainty, us compared to gelatin
or other conted pills.—American Jowrnal
of Pharmacy.

Seated in this house was u pretty
young womnn, heatly attired in a violet
colored dress, gracefully weighing out,
ounce by ounce, a preparation of violet
orris, In the window were articles of
toilet, such as soap, sachet powders and
toilet water, all of which bore the pleas.
ant fragrance of violets,

Besides this liberal distribution of toil-
et wticles, there were strewn over the
bottom of the window the real flower it.
self, or imitation, making the effect all
the more impressive. It is needless to
say that the whole interior of the store
was flooded with the delightful perfume
of the popular little flower. 1t was not
confined to the store, but eseaped through
the open doors into the street, reaching
the nostrils of those standing round about,
and impressing them all the more with
the signilicance of the advertisement, 1t
was a sule of the extract of the flower,
and it is necdless to say that this was
readily recogunized by all,

All day long throngs of people passed
to and fro, nearly all of whom paused to
gaze in the window, and many stopping
for minutes, nttracted by the novelty of
the idea, ‘Lhe store, as 1 have said, is
situnted on the thoroughfure of the city,
and is in & dirveet line with half a dozen
and more of tho Department buildings,
At four o'clock in the day, when there is
an exodus of thousands of tired mortals
from these immense structures, the street
is Vterally blocked for many minutes,
On can well imagine the effect this sight
in the drug store had, At first there was
the usual gathering of those who have
nothing else to do, who, tired with the
sight after a time, began to move off, but
before they had gotten out of hailing dis-
tance there were others happened along to
take their places, and by the time the first
contingent of the Departments reached
the spot where there were, perhaps, fifty
people standing in front of the window
intently watching the movements of the
young woman, who, apparently, was us
unconcerned as though she were in her
son room quictly kuitting or durning.

Tt is needless to say that the effect was
marked.  Almost every scction of the
city was represented at some time during
the day, and one could go nowhere with-
out being met with the query: “lave
you scen the violet givl?”  This is some
proof of the popularity of the venture,and
I have no doubt bat that the books of the
merchant will show more forcibly the cor-
rectness of the statement—that it paid.

This instance has nore firmly convinced
me that this mode of advertising is popu-
lar, and it behooves the merchant of te-
day to be up to the times by wnaking
every cffort possible in the direction of
bringing himself before the people most
forcibly.

NiEw PHARMACEUTICAL REGULATIONS IN
Huyxcanry.--A new law on pharmaceuti-
cal apprenticeship has come into foree in
Hungary, 1t provides that pharmacists
nre not allowed to keep n greater munber
of apprentices than there are qualitied
assistants (counting the principal as one)
in theshop,  The period for apprenticeship
is tixed by lnw at three years, and must
be preceded by n threo wmonths’ probution-
crship.  The district medical officer must
visit the pharmacics in his department
periodicnlly, to satisfy himself that the
apprentices are properly taught and are
wminking satisfactory progress.  Bvery ap-
prenticeship indenturo must be registeved
at the Government oflices of the district,
and, in case of negleet of his obligations
towards his apprentices, the anthorities
have the right to withdraw the pharvma.
cist’s powers of keeping nuy. -—Chemist
and Drugygist.

Puanrvacrurical, Law iy Gavrevara,
-—Atb a recent meeting of the pharmacists
of Gautemals, La Escuela de Medicina
states, says the Medical Record, the gov.
erning committee directed the seeretary to
call the attention of the members to cer-
tain laws, the provisions of which had not
been strictly observed of late.  These laws
provide that pharmacists shall not dis-
pense, without a physiciat’s preseription,
any drugs except those in conunon use in
domestic medicine, and which even physi-
ciang are accustomed to prescribe verbally,
Even on # prescription they must not dis.
pense any poison in large dose without
previously calling upon the physician and
ascertaining that the prescription is wiit-
ten as intended. The sawme precaution
shall be taken when incompatibles are
prescribed in the same mixture. Pre.
scriptions written wmove than a week be-
fore being presented shall not be com-
pounded. Finally, no druggist is allowed
without the permission of the preseriber,
to give a copy of any prescription to any
persou whomsoover, unless ordered to do
s0 by the authorities.

Prranmacs ax Trisivan.—The follow-
ing regulations have been made by the
Medical Council, and are published for the
information of candidates for licenses: -~
1. Candidates for the license of Assistant
Druggist will be requived to produce sat.
isfactory certiticates of good character, of
having attained the age of 18 years, of
cficient  primary  education, including
Latin, in some vecognized pudlic school;
of having passed a thiee months' course
of practical chemistry, or of proficiency in
chemical knowledge signed by the gov-
ernment analyistt and articles of three
yeirs' apprenticeship to a licensed drug-
gist or in the dispensary of a public hos-
pital.  The examination will consi: 4 of
questions connected with the contents of
the British Pharmacopwis, and  in practi-
cul pharmacy conducted by the dispenser
at the Colonial Hospital under the super-
vision of a member of the Council. 2,
Candidates for examination for the Drug-
gist’s Lacense will be required to produce
testimonials, signed by two or more re.
spretable persons, of good character and
habits ; and to produce the license of an
Assistant Druggist dated at least three
years previously, or a foreign pharmaceu-
tical license, The examination will be on
the same lines, but to a fuller extent than
that of the assistant druggist. The Brit-
ish Pharmaceutist registers under Cl. 44
of Ordinance G, of 1887.—8. and C.
Druggist.

In milk
which had been boiled for an hour the
hacilli lived for nine duys, but the tenth
brought them to the end of their carcer,
‘old tea was much the ssme—i, e, & one-
percent. brew, but a two-percent. tea
cleared the ticld in four days, 3-percent.
iu onv day, and d-percent. in an hour,
The bLacilli were most partial {o cocon
they did not appear to die ol in that at
all. TFrom these results we suppose the
inference to be drawn is what we should
drink while the cholera is on.—Chemist

The Use of Cod—l.ive;' Oil in
Earlier Times.

[t is probably not generally known that
cot-liver oil s u remedy which has been
in use for upwards of » hundred years or
more. This fact is brought to light in
tha current issue of Mr. Hutchinson’s,
drchives, in which he refers to the repu.
tation enjoyed by the Manchester 1loyal
Intirmary in 1776, and later, for the treat-
ment of rheumatism by cod-liver oil. Tho
two physicians to the Tnfirmary in 1807
were Drs. Perceval and Bardsley, both of
whom used the remedy most extensively.
They were accustomed to give it in doses
of half an ounce to an ounce and a half
twice n day, and they found that warm
beer was the vehicle which the laboving
classes most preferred to take it in, They
report, moreaver, wonderful cures from its.
use.  The consumption of cod-liver oil in
the Manchester Infirmary from the year
1776 to 1807 averaged 50 to 60 gallons
annually. Tt now amounts to 400 gallons,

Tue English High Court of Chancery
has given its decision in the cuse of the
Carter Medicine Company, who asked
this Court to direct the Comptroller of
Trade Marks to register us a trade-mark
the name “Carter’s Little Liver Pills ” on
the ground that being registered in the
Uhnited States the mark was entitled to
vegistration in England. Mr. T. B. Rus-
sell, writing to Printer's Juk says, that
the decision of the court, refusing the
registration, was on the ground that a
nonopoly in such words as “little,”
“liver” and “pills,” ought not to be cre-
ated, but that registration would have
been allowed to.the sole right if the other
words were disclaimed c¢xcept in connec-
tion with the tame “Carter.” The effect
of the decision is that a manufucturer
may register any name he desires so long
as it is a purely fancy word, or is a for-
eign word not in general use, but cannat
register a descriptive or geographical ap-
pellation, nor can the package be a color-
able imitation of any other preparation.

Morphia and Chloral in France.

The French press is strongly agitating
for more stringent legislation in the mat-
ter of sales of Morphia, Chioral and drugs
of a similar nature.

The extent to which the morphia habit
is carried in Paris may be judged from an
advertisement announcing “ extraordin.
ary bargain sales of necdle-peint syringes.”
The habit has become so general’l:n s%?ic.
ty that a morphia syringe now forms a
paut of every lady’s toilet outfit and of
every gentleman’s dressing case. They
are also made of silver and gold, jewelled,
and designed for holiday gifts.

Chlora! is running a very close race
with morphia, It is taken in private
chiefly to secure rest and recuperation af-
ter excesmes of any kind. It has an ex-
teaordinary after effect. '~ The nerves of a
chloral fiend, especially a wowan, get in-

to such an sbnormal condition as to have
n constant craving for pain, Sometimes
it is a craving for pain to be inflicted up-
on the victim's own self, and the chloral
fiend will thrust needles into her flesh,
scourge hersclf, and subject herself to the
most ingenious and revolting tortures.
Sometiines two or three women will meet
together aud inflict the punishment upon
cach other.  But more often the desive is
to cuuse pain where there can be no retal-
fation. One woman, now in prison, states
thac she was of u dozen women of the
grande monde, who vied with each other
for over an hour in torturing a cat and n
dog, which were muzzled and tied 30 as to
be unable to scratch or bite, each woman
being allowed five minutes to inflict the
most ingenious torture she could devise.
Quinine and Magnesium Sul-
phates in Solution.

These have been found very convenient

This was dispensed with the above
solutions made a few days before. After
a few lours stellate crystals were depo-
sited on the sides of the bottle, and as
there seemed no reason for such a re-
action, a few simple experiments were
made to determine, if possible, the cause.
As the result of these it would appear
that, if tap water be used as ordercd,
sulphate of quinine undergoes some
change when in solution with sulphate
acid. No change occurs when the pee-
scription is dispensed from the fresh salts,
nor is there any deposit when distilled
watcr is used.—Lhar. Journal. .

Uxrowann Errecrs oF Sauteviay.-Dr.
Hitschman has found (Zeitschr. f. Therap.)
that salipyrin produces undue swesting,
skin eruptions, gastric disturbance, pulse
irregularity, collapse and dyspnaa,

SomuM SALICYLATE IN SPRAINS.—~Lab.
bee has found that dram doses daily of
this salt exerts a benelicial influence in
sprains, whether or not. . rheumatic ele-
mont be present.

Tu. Tomse 1N RATTLESNAKE Birr.—Dr,
E. ¥. Brown, Kissimmed, Fla, hus had
(Med. Bricf) good results from iodino tinc-
ture in drop doscs every fifteen minutes
for an hour, and then drop doses every
hour for twelve hours.  Dr. Gauthicr had
also good results from it.

Lysog, 1y Ear Diskase.—Haug (Medi-
cal Standard) recommends irrigation with
a centesimal solution of lysol in the treat-
ment of weatus otorrhawa. In cases of
co-existing and tympanic membrane in-
flanunation, irrigation is preceded by in-
stillation of a few drops of a solution of
forty-eight grains cocaine hydrochlorate
in a half ounce each of distilled water
and alcoliol.

Chorara¥ip 1N Insomxia.—Dr. J. H.
McBride states (Review of Insanity and
Nervous Disease Sept., 1892,) that, in a
case where all other hypnotics failed, ten
grain doses of chloralamid produced a re-
freshing sleep.  Sulphonal in this case
caused gastro-intestinal irritation, and
was followed by depression and irritabili-
ty. Chloralamid had no such effects.

Visuarl DisTurBaNCES FROM MaLE
Fenry.—Katayama and Okamoto (Medi-
cal Standard) have reported cases in
which administration of extract male fern
has been followed by either temporary or
permanent amblyopia. In each case the
dose given had been about ten graws.
Lewin reports many similar cases.

AxTipyrix 1¥ Nosg Burep.—Dr. E.G.
Wesi (Boston, Mass.) asserts that noth-
ing has proven 20 effectual in his experi-
ence for arresting nose blecd as antipyrin.

Disinfection—Disinfectant
Whitewash.

In the presence of an epidemic of
typhoid fever, and with the prospect of a
tussle with Asiatic cholera in the spring
or early sumimer, it behooves us to know
exactly how we may desinfect our houses,
clothing, uteusils, ete., in case of nced.
The following, from the veport of M.
Gilbert to the Acadeniie, secems to us to
meet all requirements, and hence we
translate it entire,

After speaking of the disillusions and
surprises tnet by him in his work of dis-
infection of the city of Havre, during the
recent cholera iuvasion, and the modifi-
cations hie was compelled to make in his
work, M. Gilbert says:

“Then it was that we were forced to
take a radical measure. Whenever we
managed to obtain, through a good deal
of conxing, the consent of all the inkabi-
tants of an infected house, to quit their
habitation and to camp out under tents,
we proceeded to disinfect the house by
the following process :

“Immediately after the evacuation of
the domicile we placed all the linen in the
disinfecting oven, and disinfected it by
the application of heat.

“The rooms were disinfected by pul-
verizations of the following liquid :

Sublimate.. .. coaniieaaie 1B gmy
Tartaric acid ........000iaenn 30 gue,
Water ....... . ..12‘(.

Mix and disslve.

“The tubs and vessels were given a
bath of 50 gm. cupric sulphate to the
liter of water.

“The walls of the bed-rooms, the stair-
cases, closets, vestibules, and annexes
were washed with a 5 per-cent. solution
of cresyl, and afterwards whitewashed.

“All papers and hangings were removed
from the walls and destroyed, and the
walls whitewashed. The floors of the
rooms, the steps of the staircases, cven
the surface soil of the court-yard were
treated to a deluge of 2-per-cent. sulphate
of copper solution.

“The entire plumbing of the the huild-
ing was thoroughly flushed by the aid of
the fire t, even the gutters and
drains being thoroughly drenched with
the same solution. The drains in front
of every infected dwelling were treated in
the same manner.”

How the walls were disinfected is told
by Dr. t in the Revue &' Hygiene.
Says the doctor: “Disinfection by lime
(whitewashing), strongly recommended by
Pettenkofer, and very much in favor
formerly, had gradually fallen into disre-
spect aud desuetude, until the recent
researches of Richard, Chantemesse, and
Liborius confirmed Pettenkofer’s caclier
studies, and rehabilitated the proocess.
It was claimed that the whitewashing of
dwellings and hospitals was iteelf but a
harborer of infection, and of course the
question to be settled first was the truth
or falsity of this charge. A portion of
the walls of an old hospital were investi-
gated in the moat thorough manver. The

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wall itself was found to be full of germs.
The plastering contained some, but the
agents of infection grew fewer and fewer
as the investigation proceeded toward the
surface, untit when the two luyers of
whitowash nest to the outside were
reached, absolutely no gevms were dis-
covered, The outside layer, of course,
contained dust amid which were found
disense germs. 1t is  therefore certain
thut nothing is to Le gained by removing
the old layers of whitewash,

“What is the best way of sterihizing
the surfuce of walls? Bread.crumbs will
clean away dust, ete, but the process is
tedious and costly, snd then it does not
sterilize ; sponging does net clean, and
does no real service, wetting with a solu-
tion of sublimate is valuable only when
the solution is stronger than 5 per cent.
and where hydrochloric acid is added.
Whitewashing with milk of lime has
given the best results, destroying not
merely the surface gerins, but those that
have cffected lodgment in the subjacent
Jayers.

“The best whitewash for the purpose is
prepared by adding 4 pounds of fresh
quicklime to 5 quurts of water. Stir and
decant at the end of a quarter of an hour,
then add 10 ounces of glue dissolved in 5
quarts of boiling water. This is the
whitewash of the Asabs, and many layers
of it can be superimposed without crack-
ing or scaling. Its action on disease
germs of all kinds is immediate and cer-
tuin,”"—Nat. Druyyist.

Black Pepsin.

Many enquiries having been made con-
cerning the wonderful compound which is
advertised under the nawme of * Black
Pepsin ” aud which it is claimed increases
the yield of butter 150 per cent., we give
an extract from a letter written by H. H.
Dean, of the Dairy Dept. Ontario Agri-
cultural College, Guelph, in which he
gives the results of his cxperiments with
the preparation. e says:

The directions on the envelope for dis-
solving the powder were as follows: Melt
suflicient butter to make two teaspoonfuls
butter oil, then add to the butter oil the
contents of this envelope, and keep hot
till ull is dissolved. When dissolved it is
ready for use. Use according to dirce-
tions for making butter with Black Pep-
sin. It will require three or four churn-
ings to get the best results, but this smn-
ple will give you a good idea.

I followed directions, boiling the pow-
der for one and a half hours in 2 water
bath, aud found it iusoluble. I also Loil-
ed it in water and found 1t but very
slightly soluble. It was also insoluble in
alcohol and in dilute muriatic acid. After
boiling for a time it resembles butter color
somewhat,

Ou November 7th we made an experi-
went, with the following results: Eight
and one-half pounds of cream, which test-
ed 15.4 per cont. of fat, or contained
about one and oue-half pounds of butter,
were treated according to directions,

(The directions say that for ench gallon of
crenm add two pounds of melted butter
when the butter *breaks.”)  When tinish-
ed Lhere were three and one-half pounds
of worked and sulted butter.  After do-
ducting the melted butter we had but one
and one-half pounds of butter, which was
about the original amount contained in
the creams.  The buttermilk contained .9
of 1 per cent, of fat.

On November 12th T tookh 18 pounds
of cream, testing 17.4 per cent. of fat,
that lud been properly rvipened. It was
evenly divided after mixing, One-hnlf
was churned according to ¢ Directions for
making butter with Black Pepsin,” and
thie other half churned in the ordinary
way., The lirst or pepsin churning, after
deducting the melted butter added, pro-
duced onc and one half pounds of butter,
The second lot, to which no pepsin was
added, produced two and one-quarter
pounds of butter. ‘The buttermilk from
the pepsin churning contained 1.6 per
cent. of fut, while the other contained 0.4
of 1 per cent of fat. The difference of
three.quatrters of a pound of butter in
favor of no pepsin, 1 would account for
in this way : In haudling the melted but-
ter there is more or less loss by sticking
to the utensils, while the buttermilk con-
tained over onc quarter of a pound of
butter.  There would also be some diffir-
ence in the working of two samples, as no
two lots can be worked to contain exactly
the same percentage of water, ete.  Theso
two experiments, in which we have used
all the “ Black Pepsin” sent uz, show no
advantage whatever by usiug it, while the
extra labor juvolved 1s double.

In the meantime T would advise farm-
ers to continue wmaking butter by the
latest improved methods hoping to mako
the ordinary profits, and give * Black
Pepsin ” and all other rich-fast compounds
a wide berth. It is possible that some
new kind of food iy be manufactured
from milk. Tt will not be butter, Lut
something which contains more of the
solids of milk than does ¢ither butter or
cheese.  Tf anything new developes we
shall be glad at all times to give the pub-
lic the benetit.

He also states that although he wrote
to Cloud, Harliti & Co.,Toronto, who were
advertised as Canadian agents, he had not
up to the time of writing (November 14)
received any reply.

Europhen in Burns.

Dr. Siebel, of Elberfeld, reports (Herl.
Klin. Wock.) on the use of Europhen
{Todo-di-iso-butyl-orthio cresol) —precious-
ly descriped in this journal—in about
thirty patients suflering from burns and
the effects of caustics,—from theo slightest
forms to those of the third degree, and
arising from all sorts of injurious agents
(hot soda-lye, bLoiling glycerin, sulphuric
and hydrachloric acids, burning aleohol,
ate.). At fivst the Europhen was applied

in the same manner as it is customary to
use iodoform,—that i, after cleansing the
pnrte, apening the blisters, ete., the burn.
ed places were lightly covered with Euro-
phen powder, and then n dressing of
sterilized gauze and cotton was applied,
and the whole fixed with bandages.
When the burned areas were extensive or
could not readily be covered with the
powder, the wounds were dressed with -
10/ Europhen gauze.

Under this treatment  exurberant
granulntions were formed, and cicatrix
was firm yet elastic.  Occeasionally there
wasg observed firm agglutination of the
giuze to the wound, which could not be
completely obviated, even by interposing
a layer of gutta-percha tissue. In con-
sequence of this adhiesion the exuberant
granulutions were frequently torn on
renewing the dressing, and slight heemorrh.
ages produced. Toavoid this disagreeable
featurc the medicament was subsequently
used in the form of an ointment, at first
of a strength of 10 per cent. As the
latter, however produced irritation in
some fustances, and in one case a slight
cczema, its strength was diminished, and
finally a 3, ointinent of the following
composition was adopted :

Severe burus of the third
degree healed cempletely, it is alleged,
after three or four dressings ; the pain
was relieved from the mowment the oint-
ment was applied.

Tu the United States Consulur Reports
for October wo find the two following re-
ports, the first of which is from Consul
Smith'’s, of Osaka, and the second from
Consul Jones', of Nagasaki :

THE CAMPIUOR TRADE,

The eamphor tree, from which the res.
inous gum is distilled, is n species of the
lnurel, wwt is found in the provinees of
Tosn, Hiuga, and Satsuma, in tae south
of Japan.,  Lorge groves of the trees are
owned hy the Japanese government, the
wood being very desivable for shipbuild-
ing. The distriets in which the camphor
tree is found are mountainous and situated
far from the sen.  No relinble informntion
can be obtained as to the cost of produc-
ing the gum before being transported in
Jjunks to Hiogo. ‘I'he peasants who enguge
i distilling the roots and branches of the
trees are said to be poor, and employ the
rudest machinery,

Camphor gum is expoirted in tubs meas.
uring about six and 2 hadf cubie feet 5 oil
in kerosene tins and cases. The grades
are from old dry down to new wet, and
the various grades depend upon the quan-
tity of adulteration.  In oil there are two
grades—white and brown,

Adulteration is practiced for the most
part by adding water and oil just as far
us the buyer will tolerate.  In some cases
twenty pounds of water will run out of a
tub in twelve hours.  The unadulterated
article, known as the good old dry, can
sometimes be bought.  The only system
of tests, in determnning value of the dif-
ferent qualities, is by burning and by
absolute spirit. The percentage of pure
camphor which the crude yields, when re-
fined, varies according to the quality of
the crude. The average percentage of
gum produced from the wood as compared
with the original weight of the wood, can
not be accurately ascertained here, the
only foreigner known to have visited the
camphor districts having declined to fur-
nish any information on the subject.

To importers in the United States who
wish to obitain accurate knowledge of the
camphor industry in all its details, includ-
ing the purchase and shipment of the
article, I would specially recommend that
a competent agent be sent to Japan to
visit the camplior districts and study the
process of manufacture, packing, ctc.

MANUFACTURE OF CAMPHOR.
The manufacture of camphor is an im-

portant industry on the island of Kiu
Shiu (Kew Shew),

Frow the port of Nargasaki there were
exported in the year 1882, 15,186:18
piculs, valued at $277,792. A picul is
[33) pounds. Trom other ports of the
island not yot open to foreign trade a
large quantity was shipped by native
merchants in native vessels to Shanghai,
in China, and Hongkong, whence it inds
its way to India and Kngland ; little or
none of it is exported to the United
States. The camphor tree grows abun.
dantly all over this portion of Japan, Tt
is found alike on high elevations and in
the valleys and lowlands. Tt is & hardy,
vigorous, long lived tree, and Hourishes in
all situntions.

Many of these trees attain an enormous
size. ‘There are & number in the vicinity
of Nugasuki which measure ten nnd twelve
feet in dinmeter.  The ancient temple of
Osuwa, at Nagasaki, is situated in a mag-
nificent grove of many hundred grand old
camphor trees, which are of great age
and size, and are still beautiful and vigor-
ous. L am told that there are trees at
other places in Kin Shiu weasuring as
much as twenty feet in diameter. The
body or trunk of the tree usually runs up
as much as twenty and thirty feet with-
out limbs, then branching out in all direc-
tions, forming a well-proportioned, beauti-
ful tree, ever green and very ornamental.

The leaf is small, elliptical in shape,
slightly serrated, and of a vivid dark
green color all the year round, except for
a weck or two in the early spring, when
the youny leaves are of a delicate, tender
green, The sceds or berries grow in
clusters and resemble black currants in
size and appearance. The wood is used
for mmany purposes, its fine grain render-
ing it especinlly valuable for cabinet
work, while it is used also for ship-build-
ing. The roots make excellent knees for
ships.

1 have sent many seeds of the camphor
tree to the United States in the hope of
adding to our own arboriculture,

In the manufacture of camphor the
trec is necessarily destroyed, but, by a
stringent law of the land, another is
planted in its stead. The simple method
of manufacture employed by the natives
is as follows :

The tree is felled to the carth and cut
into swall pieces, or, mnore properly speak-
ing, into chips.

A large metal pot is partially filled
with water and placed over a slow fire.
A wooden tub is titted to the top of the
pot, and the chips of camphor wood are
placed in this. The buttom of the tub is
perforated so as to permit the steam to
pass up among the chips.

A steam tight cover is fitted on the tub.
From this tub a bamboo pipe leads to an-
other tub, through which the inclosed
steam, the generated camphor, and oil
flow. This second tub is connected in
like manner with a third. The third tub
is divided into two compartments, one
sbove the other, the dividing floor being
perforated with small holes, to allow

the water aud oil to pass to the lower
compartment. The upper compartment
is supplied with & layer of atvaw, which
catches and holds the camphor in
crystals in deposits as it passes to the
cooling process. The camphor is then
separated from the straw, packed in
wooden tubs of 133} pounds each, and is
ready for mucket. After each boiling
tho water runs ofl' through a faucet,
leaving the oil, which is used by the
natives for illuminating and other pur-
poses.— National Druggist.

Opthalmia Increasing.

Oplicians have recently discovered that
in certain quarters of London opthalmin
is increasing, and they attribute it to the
fumes which arise from wood pavement
after rain, 1t appears from subsequent
investigation that wood pavement tumes
are vesponsible  for even  greater op
tical changes than mere opthalmin or av-
crease of visional powers—they change
the color of the eyes. Tt is not yet exawt-
ly known whether it reduces  blue, green,
grey and pink to the uniform color of
London woud pavement, or ciuses a change
from one hue to another indiscriminately,
the observations made not being yet sulli-
ciently extensive to warrant conclusions,
TE the former theory be correct, the infer-
ence would Le that those who desire
to have blue eyes should select a quarter
where granite blocks are used for pave-
went, those wishful for black ones would
naturally choose asphaltpaved streets,
while people who like old mohogany-color-
ed cyes should get as near wood pavement
as possible.  Iut, to avoid confusion and
perhaps disappointment, it will be advis-
able not to muke any change of residence
until tho opticians have comploted their
observations and  formuluted  vesults.—
London Peper,
Caution Against Mixing Alcohol

and Potassium Chlorate.

Schueider, in the Lharmacentische Cen-
tralkalle, says that if a few little crystals
of potassium chlorate, moistened with al.
cohol, be ravbed in a nortar, « number of
little cxplosions will follow, making o
noise like the erack of a whip. If a cry-
stal of the chlorate be wet with nleohol,
placed on an anvil, and struck a sharp
blow with & hammer, a violent detonation
will ensue.

These observations point to the danger
of mixiag potassium chlorate, and especial-
ly of rubbing up such a mixture,

Disinfectants.

The College of Physicians of Tondon
suggests the use of a cheap and eflicient
disinfecting lnd, recommended by Dr.
‘Phorne Thorne. This is prepared by
dissolving half an ounce of corrosive sub-
limate and five grains of counnercial
aniline blue in three gallons of water and
adding thereto one fluid ounce of hydvo-
chlorie acid.  The Dublin Callega recom-
mends that discharges from the bowels

should he disinfected by pouring into the
vessels used by the patient a winegluss of a
solution containing one ounce of com-
won sulphate of iron and n quarter of
wn ounee of carbolie acid in one pint of
water - Charaaediead Jonrnad,

Commorcial Goa Powdor.

oL MILLARD, P C, 8.

ate attention to it.

A glance ab most of the wholesale lists
indicates that considerable confusion ex-
ists as to what counstitutes chrysarobin
B.P. This is duc to the inaccurate
synonyms employed in the Pharmacopeia.
There is uo doubt, as Mr. N. H. Martin
pointed out, that the description of
character and tests under chrysavobin
applicd only to socalled chrysophanic
acid. The omission of this synonym and
inclusion of Gon powder and araroba has
unguestionably led to the inference that
the unpuritied avtiele is ofticial. Tt should
be clearly understood, therefore, that
only so-called chrysophanic acid—or puri-
fied chrysarobin, as Mr. Martindale calls
it-—answers the requirements and tests
of the Paarmucopwia for chrysarobin—
Chomist and Drugyist,

Pharmaceutical Statistics.

One of the factors undoulitedly enter-
ing into a consideration of the present un-
remunerative condition of affairs in phar-
wacy, particularly in large cities, is the
question of supply and demand. Admit-
ting that more drugs are sold and more
medicine unnecessarily swallowed in this
country than in any other part of the
globe, we yet find ourselves confronted by
startling data as to the number of drug
stores or pharmacies conducted in the
United States; in many of these the sale
of actual medicaments scarcely equals the
store rent. According to the Pharm.
Rundschau, there are at present in this
country 34,886 retail druggists, 354
wholesale druggists, and 5,623 manufac-
turers of pharmacal products, specialties
and nostrums, an ave of one retail
druggist for about 1860 inhabitants. In
France the ratio is one to 5,357 ; in Ger-
many (where the practice of pharmacy is
under control of the government) one to
10,300; in Italy one to 2,800, and in
Switzerland one to 5,500. In the larger
cities of Germany the conditions are yet
more favorable, thus Berlin has but one
pharmacy for every 11,600 inhabitants,
Breslau one for every 13,600, Dresden
one for every 13,000, Leipzig one for
every 12,000, etc.—Pharm. Review.

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An Ancient MSS. Recipe Book.

J. €. SHENSTONE.
Read before the British Phavimacentical Socicty,
Nov, Uth, 13802,

My, Shenstone said he had found this
book, which appeared to have belonged to
an apotheeary at Colehester, in looking
over game old books, and hie thought it
would he interesting to the Society, and
il better be placed in the library,  He
read a few extracts from it to show the
character of the recipes in use in the
cighteenth century :--

1n tooking through some business papers
1 chanced upon an old MRS, book, which
appenrs to me to be of some intetest,

It is a thin, quarto volume, with a soft
vellum cover. I'he writing upon the first
pages is in the cramped, but neat, writing
characteristic of the seventeenth century,
Upon the tifth page and later in the book
wote modern writing appears.  The fol-
lowing entry concludes the 11th pago :

“John Richardson, his book, July ye
3O, 1718 On page 29 there is n recipe
for Mr. Greats “Nost Vioum” M

Jreat was n Colchester apotheeary of
some vepute, nnd was the maker of the
“ Condied ringo,” which was first made
by Great’s nmster, “Thomas Buxton,” an
apotheeary and Alderman of our Borough
in the time of the Civil War,

I think we may fairly assume from the
above that this book was a recipe book of
some Colchester Apothecaries or Chemists
at the latter end of the XVII and the
commencement of the XVITL centuries.

There is always a charm about an
ancient M8S. Tt brings one even more
in touch with life in early times than a
printed voluwie, and this small volume has
some interesting features,

The tirst fow pages consist of orthodox
phavmaceutical recipes.  They are  for
plnsters, watery, pills, lozenges, linimiuts,
poultices, syrups, ete.

The following recipes will give an idea
of the contents of this portion of the book.

From the above and other vecipes it
would appear that what in modern times
would be known as spirits were at that
time included under the term aqua, and
indeed in our lavender water and eau de
Cologne we have a modern survival of this
application of the term water.

In the following recipe i sign is used
to indicate the first ingredient.  The sign
is more like that which indicates tartar
than any I know.

With the change in handwriting a
change in the chaacter of contents ap-
pears, and in this latter portion of the
book, intermixed with the Tatin recipes,
are houseliold recipes 3 nmongst these we
find one hended “ Peter Sciliter for his
Horse ;7 also ¢ Mrs, Colv’s Cordinle for yo
Spotted Feavour,” and recipes *To Camldy
Orring, Leamon, Citron, ete,”  “To Pre.
serve Apricots and  Pears,” ending with
the name and date rveferred to above,
Then follows another medley of Latin and
Foaglish vocipes, swme of wihich ave very
odd and suggestive, as, for instance, the
following :

SCROBEUS DENTIFRICE.

Tuke powder of Tiles Fss, moisten it
at several times with oil of Tar till it hath
imbibed its own weight and bring it to
the consistence of paste, y* add white
Tartar Jss, bread burnt black 35, make
it into a powder.

Rub ye teeth with it when grown foule
yellow or black and wash it off' with warm
wine.

The teeth are never overgrown with
lapis Dentalis while the gums are sound
and rise up to ye middle of ye tooth in a
pointing shape and stick fast to it, but
gums yt are spongy are apt to bleed flacid
and loose from ye tooth and give way for
external injuries to come at ye teeth und
don’t supply y"  with good nourishment,
but prevent it. Sach occasions those
stony concretings,

Tbis part of the programme ended, Mr.
G. A. McCann moved, seconded by Mr.
G. J. Little, that a similar meeting be
held in January and that an effort be
made to sccure the attendance of every
druggist who can possibly make it con-
venient to attend. The motion ecarried
unanimously. The minutes of the pre-
vious meeting having been read and
adopted a communication from Messrs.
McCann and Campbell in regard to the
Standard Remedies was read which evok-
ed considerable interest.  The six months’
trial which had been given this method
of supplying the public demand for reliable
houschold remedies was shown to have
been perfectly satisfactory. The detailed
statement accompanying the letter being
all that could be desired to encourage the
continuance of the system adopted. Not
merely had Toronto druggists taken an
energetic hold of them but druggists in all
parts of the Province were daily pro-
curing supplics and in every instance ex-
pressing their satisfaction with them.
So rapidly had the demand increased that
Messrs. McCann and Campbell felt that
to meet it the attention of those control-
ling its mannfacture must be devoted
solely to it. They therefor desired an
expression of the meeting as to whether
the Toronto Association wished to take
action to increase the support either by
permitting . them to carry it on as a
private enterprise, to place it under the
care of the Provincial Association, or to
merge it into some form of a Joint Stock
Company. After thoroughly discussing
all the various phases of the makes the
meeting finally committed itself upon the
following motion by Mr. J. H. Macken-
zie, seconded by Mr. C. R. Sneath, that
in the opinion of this meeting it is desir-
able to organize a Joint Stock Company,
the stock to be composed of small shares
cligible to be purchased by any or all
druggists in the Province, and that with
this object in view a committce be ap-
pointed composed of Messrs. McCann,
Campbell, Gibbard, Johnston, Sherris,
Gilpin and the President, Mr. H ves,
to draft a paper setting forth the objects
and manner of carrying out this scheme,
that this paper be made known to the
druggists of the city to get their opinion
and induce them to come to the next
meeting and further discuss the matter.

The meeting adjourned after enjoining
upon the committee the prompt carrying
out of the instructions given.

There has been quite a
searity of Japan peppermint oil and the
present warket price is fully double what
it was three months ago.  Menthol has
followed the same course. Cascara is
plentiful at high rates and the same
remark applies to Tpecienanha, in both oi
which 1| expect easier rates o follow.
Chlorate of Potash is also likely to recede
after the temporary surity has ceased.
Lithia Salts ave deaver and prices are
only & mutter of negotiation. Export
trade is fairly brisk but howme reports are
quict for this scason of the year.
