Èaggage ta residences in cities on their line when this le so ad-
dressed. This accommodation will save time and trouble ta
znany, particularly wlll It be a boon ta those passengers who
travel only rarely, and whose interviews with the baggage
officers ta obtain possession of trunks etc. are disappointing
until the expected douceur ls forthcoming.

-A DIRECT steamship line is ta ha instituted between New
York and St. Petersburg. At the present time a bi-monthly line
is maintained between the Russian port and New Orleans ta ac-
commodate the cotton trade. The New York service will look
for business in general merchandise and manufactures and, by
avoiding the delay and expense of reshipment at Liverpool,
Hamburg or Bremeu, it le confidently predicted U.S. trade with
Russia will immensely increase.

-IN more moving c-vents we have lost sight of Ravana, but

work going on ta bring order out of chaos. The Havana I Re-
porter" tells us that United States officials are working like
beavers ln the organization of good Government, whilst the two
elements formerly so hostileto each other-Cubans and Spaniards

this fall as in former years. The season being wet, the latter
part of the harvest was delaved threshing, and it was at one time
jeared that a large proportion of the grain would be completely
destroyed for shipment. But after the weather dried up and
threshing was resumed, it was found that the majority of our
farmers are good stackers, so only the outside sheaves were
damp. The greater part of the wheat was dry so that the yield
generally is better than a year ago, whers it escaped hail, and
that fortunately is always confined to narrow strips. In this dis-
trict little damage was done by frost, most of the grain dellvered
et the elevators grading No. 2 bard. At this time last year
about 75,000 bushels had been marked lu Pilot Monnd, this year
there has not been over one-third of that quantity brought
lu. Most of the farmers who are in a position to do so, are hold-
ing the bulk of their grain ln the hope of a rise, as last year's
prices make present prices seem small-Our potato crop bas for
the first time been a comparative failure, the contluued dry
weather lu the early season having prevented any growth, and
many farmers have not raised enougli for their own use. The
tubers are worth now from 60e to 75c per bushel. Our oat crop
is also amall-Mesrs. Dow & Curry have added a lumber yard to
their business of oatmeal millers; they are proprietors of the

GROCERY NOTES.

New England jobbers are refusing to handle the package
sugar recently put upon the market by American refiners-as

b noted ln a former issue. The refiners are adopting coercive
measures by selling to the retail trade direct at less than the
net prices charged to jobbers. The wholesale trade refuse to
have anything ta do with package sugar because it costs the re-
taller 1-16o more par pound, and they believe the retallers them-
selves can pack the sugar for themselves at less cost. It will,
notwithstanding this, finally come about that sugar already
packed by refiners will posses the field, in the same way other
package goods have done so. At the moment putting sugar in
small packages is costly, but this will not be for long.

Messrs. Gow, Wilson & Stanton, London, Eng., In their market
report dated November 1, say: " The figures showing move-
mente of tes during October exhibit a very marked and impor-
tant expansion in the use of Indian tea, which is the more satis-
factory when it le seen that this Increase le not made at the ex.
pense of Ceylon growths, the cousumption of which le practically
the same as last year. The amount of Indian tea delivered that
month le over 13,000,000 lbs., a figure greatly in excess of all
prevlous records excepting in May, 1890, when the tea duty was
reduced."

In further reference to the undesirable quality of mucli of the
new Columbia river salmon. From a reliable source on the
Columbia River we are advised that the fall pack wili ha 50,000
cases silversides, 20,000 cases dog and 10,000 cases late chinooks,
All this fish le golng out as Columbia River, while considerable
is being laballed "spriug" under a ficticlous brand.

There is one feature of that chapter of the highest
importance as-a matter of principle, thaL was brought
prominently forward for the first time last Friday even-
ing. We allude to the taxing of the plant and stock
of all companies holding franchises froi the city and
using the streets and road ways for their business.

The City Street Railway Company strongly depre-
cated any proposition to tax that organisation, and, al-
though no other company holding a franchise appeared
to protest, it is evident that the arguments used by
the City Street Railway Company were intended to ap-
ply to thein all. The management of most of these
companies is in the bands of pretty much the same set
of active and, no doubt, very influential and worthy
citizens, but the interests of the less fortunate rate-
payers, who do not hold these very profitable franchises
aud privileges, should be considered at this time when it
is proposed to increase the general taxes.

T he Street Railway Co. tbrougl its excellent man-
agement, is certainly the most popular of all those privi-
leged conpanies, and probably for that reason it was
made the exponeut of the views of thein all. However
that may be, the arguments used in its behalf were in-
conclusive, and, we respectf ully submit, unworthy of a
body of citizens who are enjoying the enormously profit-
able business resulting from this franchise, which is used
for the convenience of only a portion of the citizens-
a large one if you will-whilst the, streets on whicb
tliey do this profitable business belong to the citizens
at large, the mass of whom make but little, if any, use
of the car-s belonging to the company.

« The extraordinary claim is made that a contract ex-
ists which las yet some twenty odd years to rua, and
therefore no change in tha taxation should be made uu-
til the expiry of-that contract. To the framers of that
liné 6f arguiment it may-perhaps it did-look very
spécious and calculated to be delusive, but in reality, it
will not bear investigation, if fairness to other interests
is to bave any weight at all.

In that countract nothing was said to show tháb no
change wouild be madé as to the neLhod, or the extent,
of the taxation of its property. The taxation of the
private property of all the citizens is liable to change
in amount, and it is now indeed sought to make a gen-
eral increase all round. An individual bys a parcel of
real estate knowing aI the time what the rate of taxa-

limitations as to taxation, but which contract is ex-
tremely profitable to the holders of those franchises.
These remuarks will apply in a general way to ail the
companies having valuable andexclusive privileges
from the city.

It is the fact that.through an oversight, or some other
reason, noue of the plant of these companies that en-
joy the use of the public streets has hitherto been
taxed, but that is no reason why they should continue
to be exempted; but rather they should be asked to pay
for the exemptions of past years. This kind of pro-
perty is very properly taxed elsewhere, and it should
be here. If such a tax is imposed, a considerable
revenue would be derived from quarters well able to
pay it, and with the better system of management
about, we hope, to be inaugurated the necessity
for increasing taxes on real estate and the imposition
of new and vexations personal taxes may be obviated.

It is clained for the street railway that it renders a
good- service to the public at a low fare rate, and is
therefore entitled to consideration on account of the
benefit the public derives. That is reasonable as far as
it goes. For the people who use it the service is good,
and for those who had previously been accustomed to
hire a cab, or many wbo*would like to if they could
afford it, the fare charged is comparatively for themi,
low and reasonable. To the great mass of the people-
men and women-who go to make up the community a
five-cent rate even makes it hardly possible for them to
make a genéral use of the cars. Good and cheap
facilities will always increase travel, and it would
doubtless be as profitable if the company would estab-
lish a two cent rate and add to the number of its cars-
but that is another question.

The preceding remark, however, will apply witl more
force to the Gas Company with ils peculiarly monopolis-
tic contract. That company should in its own interest
be forced not only to redu-e the price but improve the
quality of iLs gas.

For the first time the charter committee endeavoured
tu deal wiLh Chapter xi at the meeting on Monday
evening, but no real progress was made. The discussion
was almost entirely coufined to the vexed question of
exemptions. All the members seemed to feel that the
list of exemptions is unjustly extended, but strong in-
fluences to keep things as they are have to be met and
overcomne. The subject vas very gingerly dealt with,
and treated as if these exemptions were of long stand-
ing, and as if something of the sanctity of vested rigliLs
acquired ages ago nlung to them. On the contrary, as
we pointed out in our article on this subjecL on the 21st
October last, noarly the whole .of blese exemptions
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gradually crept in within the last thirty-two years.
One has only to look over the long list of exemptions
as published in the last financial report of the City
Auditor to be sati.gied of their unfairness to the general
taxpayer. These exemptions have not the merit of
antiquity in their favour, and the newly exeipted got
along as well before tley were exemupt as they have
done since. The draft charter as prepared by the coin-
nissioners is liberal in respect to these exemptions-
mnany wiill think too liberal as regards those institu-
tions which earn money for work donc in coipetition
vith citizens who pay taxes, and any proposition going
beyond their recommnendation should be carefuîlly
weighed before adoption.

Aldermati Ames, with his usual assiduity, subnitted
soine lengthy ncw clauses as substitutes for those in
the drauglt charter. What lie proposes is in short
about a half-way measure, and yet lie estimates it will
add fron $50,000 to $75,000 a year to the city's revenue,
whilst it will take away many of the incongruities
fron the present list. This proposition and several
others wyere objected to and voted down by the
comminittee, who arrived at the curious conclusion that
the whole question of exemptions should be left to the
Local Legislature. We liad been all along led to be-
lieve that the city was, by the new charter, to have
perfect autonony, and yet on an important domestie
question it is proposed that it shall be bound by the
Legislature elected fron the province at large! 3efore
the meeting adjourned it was decided to again consider
the exemptions at the next meeting.

At this writing it cannot be said that any progress
.has been made on the questions of taxation and ad-
ditional revenue, expropriations and the funded and
<loating debt, on which much remains to be said in
these columnîis and elsewhere. We cannot say that
the charter comtmi.ttee is not working hard in its
efforts to digest the tough subjeet given them to con-
sider. But, at the saine tine, we have to say that time
is passing rapidly and if, as wP arc told, the only relief
the city can get fron its present preposterous difficul-
tics, is to be through the new charter, the time that yet
remains for the consideration of its most vital parts, is
very short. Unless greater progress is made in the
future than- there lias been so far, the whole project
anniounced with such a flourish of trumpets will end in
a liasco. We hope this will not be the resuit, thie ien-
bers of that comuittee, oe and all, represent the best
elenients in the present City Council, and we believe
arc really desirous of furthering the best interests of
the city as a whole, at the saine timie we nust say that
as they have assunied the duty, they are bound to see
that the whole scheie of the redemption of the city's
credit does not fail froi their neglect or want of
diligence.

AN ENGLISH VIEW OF FASHODA.

The somewhat jingoish tone of the English press in
regard to the Fashtoda incident and its probable conse-
quences, lias given way to the more sober expressions
inspired by second thought. Probably though we may
say first thought, for jingoism arises rather from im-
pulse than reflection.

The dispatches published show that Major Marchand
was sent.three years ago to advance the French flag to-
wards the Upper Nile. le " welcomed" Genleral Kit-
chener as the guest of France, which liad annexed the
valley of Bahr-el-Ghazel. This view appears to have been
supported by the French Ambassador in London. Major
Marchand declared Lis intention to fight to the death if
the French flag were renoved. On the claim of France
being clearly laid before Lord Salisbury, lie refused to
grant it as indeed lie could not, for, as is so forcibly
stated by the Spectator, which now stands at the head
of British weeklies ;

U Apart frout the difficulty of discussing an intrusion
not apologized for or explained, this demand destroys
the Anglo.Egyptian position, which is, that Egypt
never surrendered lier territories in the Soudan, or, if
she did, it was to the Mahdi, for whom she lias recon-
quered them. Aiong these territories was the valley
of Bahr-el-Ghazel. The French claim also destroys the
Anglo-Egyptian policy which is, to hold the Nile fron
Alexandria to the Liakes, as absolutely essential to the
existence of Egypt."

It is manifest from this being the situation in the
judgment of the British Government, that the honour
of Great Britain denmanded the exclusive possession of
the Nile Valley as, wiithont this, lier sovereignty would
be in constant jeopardy froin a rival power occupying
a strategic position at lier very gates. The Spct«tor de-
clares that if France demands the occupancy of such a
position, " sie cannot have it without a battle." So far
as the claim of France is based upon a desire to have
frec commercial intercourse with the Nile Valley, she
needs no territory there to ensure lier traders access to
the region, as E ngland would give French merchants
equal trade privileges and protection at Fashoda to
those they enjoy in London.

The contingency of war is, however, a much muore
serious one than those seem to fancy who have spoken
of it " as if war with France were an incident of inter-
national business to ba tranisacted without considera-
tion of ultimata consequences." It would, however,
seriously retard the advance of civilisation. Were the
conflict only maritime, it would probably involve the
destruction of one-third of the 3ritish fleet ; it would
send the national Debt up to eiglit hundred millions; it
wonld lose Great Britain the opportunity of secuiring
invaluable advantages in China; it would expose ail lier
colonies to attack, and give Gernany and Russia open-
ings for extending their territory and influence where
such accessions of pover wYould be highly detrimental
to British interests, if not threatening to lier supremacy
in India. Ail British sea-born commerce would be
subjected to grave risks, and her foreign freights would
be liable to be transferred to vessels of a neutral power.
Bread in England would probably double in price, as
would other food imports. Besides these very grave
troubles which mxust happen, even if Great Britain
wins, as she would do, others nust be considered.
England mighit have to defend Egypt against a hun-
dred thousand Ottouians, and South Africa against a,
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rebellion. There would arise incessant alarms of in-
vasion; trouble miglht occur in Ireland; and aniiiety
caused by the hostile disposition of lialf the continent.
All then who can reason wili see from the foregoing
certainties and probabilities causes enough in war, if
not; for depression, " a; least for the gravest thoughit."

The old land lias corne out triumphantly before fron
conditions as serions, but, though the record is a glo-
rious chapter in British history, it is one the repetition
of which cannot be contenplated with any satisfaction.
Though England lias reasonable grounds for anticipa-
ting victory at sea, there are no grounds for certainty
that the victory will be as easy a one as somte have pre-
dicted. France may discover that she possesses an Ad-
miral of genius, or, " she may offer tremendously favor-
able ternis to secure formidable allies."

Monsignor Vaughan, not the Cardinal, has issued a
pastoral in which lie declares that " war between Great
Britain and iF rance would only be in the interests of
hell." Since the wave of national excitement lias sone-
what subsided both in Great Britain .and France, the
possibilities of war havel been depicted by numbers of
distinguished nein on each side the English Channel,
and by leading organs of public opinion, in terns of
the strongest deprecation and protest. H4ostilities be-
tween two of the most highly civilised nations in the
world, nations to which humanity looks for " light and
leading" in science, art, literature and philosophy, are
being condemned as a crime of such extreme turpitude
as to render a conflict between England and France al-
most inconceivable. To both countries war would in-
volve such sacrifices of blood and treasure as cannot be
thouglit of without a shudder.

Remenbering well the conditions preceding the
Crimean war, we are certain that if England had then
shown the sane determined front and preparedness as
she has done since the trouble first arose with France
over Fashoda, thousands of the brave sons of both
countries, then conrades in arms, would not have been
slaughtered in the heights of the Alma, at Inkerman,
Balaklava, Tchernaya, in the trenches bef ore Sebastopol,
and in stormirig the Malakhoff and Redan. We have
therefore great hopes that the vast war preparations,
and the alinost stern stand taken by the home Govern-
ment in asserting British rights in Africa, will tend to
the maintenance of peace. The Napier motto, "Ready,
aye R{eady," is no deflance, or provocation, but on[y a
warning that if war is forced on Great Britain, the

> British people will enter upon it witb "steadfast,"
though, in view of its inevitable sorrows and sacrifices,

with heavy hearts."

We Canadians wonld have especial. reasons for de-
ploring such a conflict-though it.might put ioney.in
our purse. Our French-Canadian fellow subjects
would show thenselves unworthy the splendid inherit-
ance of their race were they to view any distress that
befell the country fron wbich they sprang with indif-
ference. They also would be unworthy their chival-
rous reputation if they looked upon any calamities
which befell tue country which gave thein liberty, to
whose Queen and instititutions they are so loyal, with-
ont deploring and sympathising with the distress which
war would bring to British hearts.

-THE Toronto Street Railway receipts In October were
$9,885, being $11,921 more than in same month 1897. The
city's sare of this amnount is $7,000.

BANK OF MONTREAL STATEMENT.

The statement of the Bank of Moutreal for the half-
year ending 31st October,is so favourabie as to indicate
this year being far in advance of many previous ones.
The average profits of the first lialf-year since 1893
have been $606,575, in 1897,the largest of the four,they
were $609,940. Since the end of April last the profits
are announced'as $629,118, wliich exceeds the average of
four previous years by $22,543, and of the amount in
1897 by $19,603. The increase is hardly sufficient to
give promise of a bonus, but will provide a velcoie
addition to the balance at credit of profit and loss,
which will probably be raised to over a million dollars.

Since the end of April the deposits not bearing in-
terest have increased fron $11,878,262 to $12,176,768,
and those interest bearing fron$28,739,391 to $31,585,-
065 an increase in the latter of $2,845,674. Current
loans and discounts have decreased from $39,318,507 to
$38,85,782. The balances due in foreign countries in
April, were $9,405,656, they now stand at $11,637,504.
The surn due by banks in United Kingdom lias risen
fron $5,294,114 to $9,016,225, iaking a total increase
since April in the balances due by batnks and agencies
outside Canada of $5,783,889.

Taking then this increase in connection with a de-
crease of current loans and discounts, and a large in-
crease in deposits, it is nianifest that the resources of
the batik for naking loans have increased to a far
higher extent than the demand for such loans in
Canada. Such conditions being'not favourable to mak-
ing profits, if; is ail the more gratifying to find the
Bank of Montreal having done sa well in the past half-
year. The statemeut affords evidence of a narked im-
provement in business.

A GENEIAL INSURANCE RATE.

One of the most reputable of the numerous journals
published in the States in the interests of fire and life
insurance, or, as is more coimronly the case, in the in-
terests of sone one conpany, has suggested that a
general rate be fixed to include all classes of fire risks.
The suggestion is one which is more in harmony witfh
the basal principle of fire insurance than if; appears to
be at first sight. Insurance business can only be suc-
cessfully conducted on a scale and within areas wbich
afford a large variety of risks, suflicient to give a
broad basis for a reliable average of incone and losses.
It is a matter of daily experience for the losses which
take more than the incone drawn from one locality, to
lie provided for by the excess income of another
locality. The history of serious conflagrations shows
that companies whose risks were restricted to a narrow
area, have been wiped out by the score by local fires.
At the same time the larger companies, whose losses
by such local lires were far heavier than those of the
companies so ruined, were practically uninjured by
such fires, as they were compensated by the more
favourable returns from other districts. Thus the re-
sults of a disastrous year in Canada nay be set off by
the profitable one in foreign parts.

On a snaller scale the heavy losses in one of our
cities are counter-balanced by the small fire losses in
another city. On a narrower scale still, the losses on
one street are nade up for by another street having..
escaped fires. Narrowing the illustration still further,
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wu find the loss by a fire at one bouse provided for by
the premiums paid by its adjoining ones. Thus one
house owner, w*ho may have paid only one year's fire
preilium, say of only $100, may have drawn several
thousands of dollars to indemnify him for his property
being burnt.

Il; is manifest therefore that the principle of an aver-
age adjustient of rates to risks, underlies the business
of fire insurance. The wider the area within which
suc.h risks are written, and the greater their variety,
the larger are the probabilities of the-fire insurance
companies doing a safe and profitable business. While
this general law prevails it allows of a variety of rates
for different classes of risks, and adjusted to different
localities. Thus we get the' schedules in use by the
fire insurance companies in which certain classes of
properties are rated proportionately, as far as possible,
according to their chances of being burnt or dainaged
by lire. We find also the standard rates varied to meet
the conditions of various localities according to their
tire protection arrangements.

Such being the condition, the question arises,
whether it is desirable to do away with the classifica-
tion of risks, and the conisequent variation in rates, and
establish one uniform rate applicable to all risks
wherever located. That this plan is feasible, that it
inigbt be made safe and profitable is probable, but it
will not commncîîd itself to underwriters, or to property
owners.

There is already constant dissatisfacition expressed
by insuirers in localities, which have been blessed with
inunuuity froi fires, at being charged as high rates as
those living where fires bave been frequent. Some
persons who have voiced snch complaints have been
now anîd aguin silenced by a conflagration occurring in
their locality, which has swept away in a few hours all
the lire premiums they have paid in many years.
Others do not realize that any day they may have the
riglht to claini from an insurance company more than
tbey have paid it in premiinis. Individual householders
who are very cautious to guard against fire, are often
aggrieved at being charged the saine rate as some
neighbour whom they know to be careless. Were the
comupanies to arrange their rates according to each
person's ideas as to the chances of fire on his premises,
tliey would have to fix a special rate for each policy-
holder. The life of each manager under such circum-
stances would be made intolerable by the negotiations
he would have to enter into and conclude before any
risk was written.

The plea of a coinpany that a safe average based
upon business spread over a wide area must be main-
tained to ensure stability, though so reasonable, does
not satisfy individual complainers against his rate, or
the schedule in force in his locality. Were all classifi-
cation abandoned, and, say saw-mills and other specially
hazardous risks, only charged as much as first class
bouses, or other safer risks, there would be a tornado
of protests which the companies could not successfully
resist. Their present efforts to be as equitable as pos.
sible iii their classifications do not ineet with as much
appreciation as they consider to be due to the coi-
panies. Personal and organized con plaints are being
so constantly made that the life of a fire insurance
manager is often not a happy one, thougi, no doubt,
it lias compensations, which sonie find in abundant
leisure, even in business hours; for recreative amuse-

ments, and others in a good income and a consciousness
of duty diligently and faithfully performed.

The plan suggested by a leading insurance journal
seems to us impracticable, as classification is necessary
to meet the insurance requirements of property owners.

THE VALLEYFIELD CELEBRATION.
The Montreal Cotton Company entertained a large

company on the 14th inst. to celebrate the inaugura-
tion of a large extension haring been made to its Val-
leyfield mills.

This is one of the numerous enterprises which owe
their existence, their extension and prosperity to the
protection afforded to national industries. Wei-e an
advocate of this policy asked for its justificatiôn, he
might take the enquirer to Valleyfield, and adopt the
fanous phrase iiiscribed on the tomb of the great ai-chi..



teet Sir Christopher Wren, "Si monumentum requiris
-ircumspice !" for, looking round that industrial cen-
tre, we see mon umental evidences of the benefits arising
fron protection.

The capacity of the mills having proved unequal to
the demand for their products, a wing bas been added
156 feet long and 143 wide. There will be 60,000
spindles and 1,000 looms in operation, ou which 500

s work-people ofsboth sexes will be emnployed, in addi-
tion to the 1,500 now ai; work. The weekly pay-roll
will be $10,000. When first started in 1877 the mills
had only 700 looins, some years later, when the new

liscal policy had blegun to do its intended work, there
were 600 lo oms added, withu the nccompanying mai-
ehinery.

The additional productive capacity having been pro-
vided on the eve of the era of depression, which follow-
ed the United States panics of 1893, there was a ull in
the cotton business, as in nmost others, but after this
period passed the mills were worked to their fuli capa-
city and farther extensions became nîecessary.

It is intended to devote the enlarged machinery to
naking fine cloth. The power used is derived froin
water wheels and electricity. The adoption of the
latter source of power and of liglit has been a marked
success. It is well known that cotton goods cannot be
proflitably made on a smallscale as the varieties of quality
and pattern demanded are now large. The Valleyfield
mills produce 270 varieties of cloth, the patterns of
which are innumerable and being froquently varied.
Amongst other goods made are, bookbinders' and win-
dow shade cloths, glazed and imitation linen fabrics.
The activity of the mills is the best proof of their pro-
ducts being satisfactory in quality and price to con-
sumers.-

As to the stale cry of native goods when protected
being so unduly enhanced in cost as to be a burthen
on consuimers, the fact is, that such articles as are
manufactured at Valleyfield,are now lower in price than
they were before thiis industry was protected.

The whole country is deeply indebted to Mr. A. F.
Gault, the president and chief organizer of the Mont-
real Cotton Mills Co., as well as to his associates in this
and other enterprises, for having given to Canada so
striking a demonstration of lier industrial resources,
and for providing employment at home to so numerous
a body of workpeople, who, but for them, would have
been driven ta the States.

THE NEW GOVERNOR GENERAL.
Having sped the departing Governor-General with

good -wishes, we welcome his successor, Ris Excellency
the Earl of Minto, who, with the Countess and familv,
passed through this city en route to Ottawa on Tuesday
last. We venture to predict that the Earl of Minto
will be a very popular Governor-General.

He was a great favorite when here as military secre-
tary to the Marquis of Lansdowne, froin 1883 to 1886.
He is the fourth Bar of Minto. Born in 1845, he was
educated at Eton, and took bis B. A. degree at Cam.
bridge. In 1867 lie entered the army, having a coni-
mission in the Scots Guards. lRe was in Paris during
the subjection of the Comm unist rising, 1871. In 1874
he contributed correspondence to the .orning Post
from the. Carlist Army in Spain; was with the Turkish
army on the Danube in 1877, and witnesséd the bom-

bardient of Nicopolis, and the crossing of the Danube.
In the Afghan campaign of 1879 he served as a volun-
teer on the staff of Lord Roberts, wbom lie
accompanied to South Africa in 1881. la the Egyptian
campaign, 1882, lie served as Captain in mounted in-
fantry. He was wounded at Magfar, and afterwards
was in commuand of the saie force in Cairn, having had
the honour of being nentioned in dispatches and
thanked in general orders. He became chief of
General Middleton's staff during the North West re-
bellion. He holds the Afghan medal; Egyptian medal;
Medjidie; Khedive Star ; and N. W. inedal and clasp.

His Excellency has had a remarkably varied and muost
honourable career as a soldier. His literary tastes and
marked ability are evidenced by his contributions to
the l19th Century Review," and the " United Service
Magazine." Such experiences and such talents
eminently befit him for the distinguished position of
Governor-General of Canada. On the death of his
father in 1892, he succeeded to the title, Earl of Minto.

lier Excellency is a daughter of Sir George Grey,
who was for some time private Secretary to the Queen.
Rideau Hall for the first time, we believe, will uow be
brightened by the presence of young children, and
from the joyous family circle will radiate the happiest
influences.

WHISKEY FRAUDS.
An eminent firm of distillers lias found it necessary

to take new precautions against frauds which are in-
jurious to its business and reputation. A certain class
of saloonkeepers of the "baser sort" lias been found to
be in the habit of buying a few bottles of their cele-
brated brand of whiskey. When these bottles are
empty they are re-filled with an inferior spirit, and
drinks from them retailed to tiose who ask for the
article with which the bottles were originally filled.

Clearly this practice is grossly fraudulent; it cheats
the consumer and by giving luiim a bad impression as to
the class of liquor sent out by the distiller whose naine
is on the bottles, iscalculated to do him a serious injury.
Now there are various classes of whiskey drinkers.

The two main divisions can be subdivided, like a ser-
mon, under various heads." One of these was repre-
sented by the Seotehinan who, thinking to get a free
drink, picked up a bottle of aqua fortis on a druggist's
counter, and helped himself. He exclaimed, "Mon!
that's a fine drink !'' Another class was spoken of by a
woman saloonkeeper at Toronto who, when hauled up
for selling after -hours, declared that she never sold
anything but water to her late toper customers, as they
were then unable to distinguish between water and
white whiskey. Persons who can be classified under
these heads have, however, a notion that it is the pro-
per thing anyway to ask for whiskey of a high brand.
When they call for this they have a right to it, and, if
they are served with liquor of an inferior quality they
are cheated, though their palates may -be too dull, or
too inexperienced to detect the fraud.

It is reported that the action taken by the distiller in
question to protect his reputation, and the stomachs of
whiskey drinkers, is resented by some saloon-keepers,
for,

" No man e'er feit the halter draw,
With good opinion of the law."

But this want of respect is reciprocal, and the law
cannot he too soon made to display its lack of'respect to
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saluoit-keepers who obtain mnoney by false pretences, as
those do who refill the bottles of Messrs. Walker &
Sons with cheap whiskey and sell it as tlheir brand.
What plan the firni will adopt to preveut this disgrace-
ful practice we cannot, at present, explain, but those
who are guilty of it will find ere long that the " good
name" of a manufacturer is property of which lie can-
not be robbed with imnpunity.

PATENTS VERSUS IMPROVEMENTS.
Tliere is a coimon impression that wheni an article

is covered by a patent, there is anassurance of its being
an improvement on the one without the features by
which it has secured the protection of such patent.

Experience with various articles of this class does not
confirm this impression. In the inatter. of locks, for
instance, we have founîd patented goods inferior in
practical utility to some of those less ingeniously con-
structed. A house hunter, who lias recently settied in
this city, told us that three dwellings out of every four
he inspected, were inaccessible without the aid of a pro-
fessional lock picker. Tlie special features which have
secured a patent doubtless, are often admirable speci-
mens of mecIanical ingenuity. But when they are
brought into daily use they are found too complicated,
and too delicately constructed to keep in order when
daily used by persons unaccustomed to handling articles
requiring care and gentleness of touch.

A patent was secured some years ago for malcing a
certain class of goods of which tie consumption is en-
ormous. A large capital was expended in erecting the
requisite plant for thseir manufacture. The profits were
expected to be very great, as tley would have been had
matters gone on as hoped. After prolonged experi-
ments and efforts to secure the skilled labour required,
the enterprise was aband miied at a serious sacrifice of
capital, as it was found impossible to have the processes
patented carried on with that mechanical dexterity and
faithfulness necessary for success. The theory of tie
patent was perfect, the results proved tlat unless tIe
workisen had as mnluch muechanical skill as tle iniventor,
the ñoods produced were worthless, so the capital
sunk in the enterprise, and the patents were thrown
away.

House owners are only too familiar with similar ex-
periences in regard to closets. lighly ingeniotus ar-
rangements have been patented for these requiremuents.
Many have been induced to replace old-fashioned ones
with such articles at a large expense. After a few
months'use they have been found to require frequent
attention by a plumber indeed we have known somne
which almost needed one of these nechanics to reside
on the premaises.

One reason for these incessant calls for repairs, is the
indisposition of plunbers to do the necessary work for
articles keeping in good order in the sale of which they
have no interest. A inanufacturer of such goods vill
give a large commission to a plumber wlho introduces
his products. As a rule the less such goods are reliable
for wearing qualities, the higlier the commission is paid
to the tradesmsan who introduces themi. Wien an
article is really superior in quality it sells it-
self by the good reputation it iakes. When
one, however, is in the market of great
pretentions but no solid merit, the niaker has to
pay a heavy .commission on its sale, or, to fix a price

which allows of an exceptionally high rate of profit.
These inducenents lead to better goods being run
dowin, and inferior:ones recommended, as, in addition to
the first large profit, tIere is the certainty of the

plumnber making money out of the repairs which he
knows will be required. As these mechanics are very
sociable they never work alone, they run in pairs,
and, even when calling to see what is wanted no

plumber can endure to be without company, a taste
whici has to be paid for by the unfortunate house-
holder needing such services.

As a rule, it may be relied upon, that in douestic
conveniences which are necessarily iandled by and are
in care of persons of no uechanical skill, the more in-
genious is their construction the less they are to be
relied upon for steady wear. When selecting such
goods it is wise to decline any the operating of which
requires explaining by an expert. Solidity and simplie-
ity in all goods used for household purposes are far
more desirable than ingenuity and delicacy of con-
struction. This especially applies to everything in
which plumbing work enters, for it is an intolerable
nuisance, as well as costly, to have floors ripped up,
and pipes and other domestic fixings disturbed by
mechanics.

READY MADE CLOTHING.
The gradual improvement in ready-made elothing for the

Canadian market is not old, yet it bas established a change
of a permanent character uDon the trade, and it is with more
than ordinary interest that we learn the near future promises
an extension of the business.

Por the past year or more Messrs. E. A. Small & Co.,
wholesale clothiers, have been engaged in the manufacture
of clothing for sale through what has become known as " Fit
Reforn Wardrobe" stores, of whieh they had a score or more
spread throughout the Dominion. These stores have nomin-
ally been owned by what is known as the "Kennedy Co.",
but after April next Messrs. E. A. Small & Co. propose to
take these stores under open control, and will devote them-
selves exclusively to their furtherance. Meanwhile a coalition
lias been concluded between the "Kennedy Co." and Messrs.
A. S. Campbell & Co. to embark in a similar enterprise under
another naine. What the naine is to be, however, has not yet
been divulged, nor is it pertinent at the present time to an-
ticipate that newspaper space will be lavishly utilized
again to obtain suggestions, which may, or may not be
wanted-probably not.

Messrs. E. A. Small & Co., besides owning the name of "Fit
Reformu" possess the rights in the patenf wardrobes which
are a striking feature of these establishments. But this
monopoly of a "good thing" we are assured, is to be broken
down by what is alleged to be a different scheme of the new
organization. We shall see.

The introduction of high grade ready.made clothing has,
so far as it has gone, materially altered the clothing business,
and future developments will doubtless be as radical. In one
respect the modern "ready-mades" have tended to improve
all kinds of factory clothing, with the result that custom made
garments are not so essential as formerly to those who would
be well dressed. The finish and quality of material used in
the new "ready-mades" captivate that class of custom which
is not loath to adorn itself in the latest sartorial style, pro-
vided the cost is moderate. Moreover, the prejudice against
ready-made clothing is passing away among another class of
customer,whose purse is no barrier against "made to measure"
apparel, but whose taste is f ully met by the production of
what has been termedI "tailoring by steam." Indeed, in this
connection it is hinted that custom tailors themselves have
been won over, and in some instances are supplying their
private trade with factory goods, altering these to suit.
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So far this, perhaps innocent deceit, bas sprung up in the
country only, and it is possible the customer is better served,
because of the superior facilities employed. The city tailor
as yet is too largaly occupied in repelling the new idea to
profit by it, but that he could do so with advantage to him-
self and client is in soine cases positive.

Commenting upon this fact, a leading wholesale clothier,
who 1s not imnediately pursuing the high grade tendency,
but sees in it an innovation which will promote the best good
of genaral lines of clothing, dilates upon the superior quality
of the clothing made for the Northwest in the boom times,
when nothing that was too good could he put into " ready-
mades." Their house, When the flush tintes in the West had
partially disappeared, found itself overbougit on expansive
linings and trimmings, and offered these to the ultra f ash-
ionable tailors of this city. The quality was, however, above
them, the linings, etc., ware too good for the customers of
these most exclusive-by reason of price-establishments.

The new departure, apart from other influences, withdraws
a number of travellers from the road, resulting in a long-
sought economy. There is avery probability of a strong con-
petition batween the older bouse and its rival, wherever estab-
lished. But it introduces an elament of risk which it may
he advisable to bear in mind. The house of E. A. Small has
not allowed the grass to grow under their feet consequent on
the new arrangement îwith the " Kennedy Co.," but have al-
ready leased up-to-date establishments where their " Fit Re-
form" goods have heretofore beau sold, except perbaps, in
Toronto, where, in all probability bafore these lines are print-
ed, they will have attained the height of their requirements
also. The three-years' agreement with Messrs. A. S. Camp-
bell & Co., calls, we are told, for the sale of $150,000 Worth of
goods the first year, through the Kennedy stores or other-
Wise.
• The Sanford Oak Hall tores probably contained the germ
of the idea worked out by Kennedy & Co. It remains to be
sean how the competition may affect the estimiates under the
new departure. It may also, it is intimated, prove a feature
in the evolution of the department stores; and as it bas also
in soine degree beau adopted with advantage by the manufac-
turers of the finer and better class of boots and shoes, it iay
he but a little wbile until it is extended further. Perbaps the
idea may have had its origin, in the "ltrying-on" process of
the fashionable tailor, whare the first fit is raraly batter than
that of the old-time ready-made article.

The new method was briefly referred to in thse columns
some twoi months ago in desaribing the systen of the retail
clothing stores in the U.S., where the raady-made garment is
"tried on," and, af ter being chalked over, is forwarded to the
faetory whence it is returned promptly, fitting "like a glove."
The chief difliculty lias in the malcing of pants.-More anon,

WRECKERS.

An esteened correspondant considers that more sympathy
should have been shown for the Newfoundlanders referred ta
in a brief paragraph in our issue of 4th inst. who are charged
with having pillaged the wrecked steamer "Ganges." Ha
informs us that they look upon the ' Jetsam' of the sea as
their lawful prey, to he secured for their benefit before the
Crown officials step in. Our correspondent retards this
seizure of wrecks as " striving to take that which' belongs to
them by right." With all deference to himu we cannot ac-
cept this plea. The very fact that the wreckers have to hurry
up to seize their alleged "lawful prey' "bafore the Crown
officials stop in," shows that suai " prey" is the property of
the rown, in regard to, which there is no question. The
British Government at this moment is reported to be in pos-
session of the "Maria Theresa," the Spanish man-of-war,
which was abandoned when being towed from Cuba ta the
United States and driven as a deralict on the coast of a
British colony. The Crown, howaevr, does net confiseâte any

such vessels or cargoes, as the usual course is ta protect them
fron pillage, and assist the owners in recovering thair
wrecked properties.

For all fisber-folk who pursue their bazardons calling bon-
ourably, we bave the utmost respect, and for thair undoubted
bravery and pluck unstinted admiration. But " wreckers,"
who pillage vessels drivent ashore by misfortune, are rot
wortby of any sympathy, as they know well that such pro-
perty is not their "Ilawful prey," though it was deemed to he
so in past years. The Cornish wreckers have been disabused
of this notion by their illegal and of ten very criminal pro-
ceedings being repressed bythe authorities: or severaly pun-
ished if indulged in. It is ùotorious that ta secure such so-
called "lawf ul prey," vessels have beau lured from thair
course by false lights and so led to destruction. We have
no knowledge of this having bean done by Newfoundlanders
as it used ta he done on the English coast. But, when a
wreck is, at times, a perfect bonanza to wreckers or pillageirs,
the temptation ta draw a vessal into danger in order to se-
cure it as prey, is apt to he too powerful to he resisted. If we
remember rightly there have been men executed for this
crime. For their own sake than, for the sake too of sufferers
by wrecks, and in the interests of humanity and justice we
regard it as most desirable for the Government to use " vig-
orous measures" for protecting the owners and the crews of
wrecked vesselas from pillage. In stating this va shall have
the warmest approval of the Newfoundland fishermen, iwho,
in numberless instances, have doue haroic deeds in helping
vessels in distress.

ESSEX TOBACCO.
The farmers in Essex County who devoted attention to

tobacco-growing last year, are not satisfied with thair enter-
prise. The quantity of tobacco grown and cured proves to
have been largely in excess of the demand. This naturally
arose fron the somewhat overdrawn statements which vere
publisbed as to the profits of this crop. To secure the bonanza
described as awaiting growers of tobacco, a large numbar of
farmers abandoned grain-growing and dairying. They are
now discovering that one nacessary condition for making large
profits by tobacco crops was not in existence, or only partially
so, that is, a demand for all that can be grown in that dis-
trict. There are said to he about 8,000 acres devoted to the
"weed," the average yield of which will he about 8 millions
of pounds. This is said by some experts to he much too
low, as 10 millions of pounds would ba nearer the mark
Prior ta the boom of this crop by travelling agents and those
whose pens they controlled, the Canadian market for home-
grown tobacco had never exceaded 3 millions of pounds. As
nothing whatever iad occurred to develop a larger demand
by consumers, we can understand what the effect bas beau cf
raising a crop three times the size of what the market called
for. The unfavourable conditions of the business have ben
aggravated by so many growing tobacco without any knuw-
ledge of what its successf nl cultivation requires.

A local movement is afoot in Essex to urge the Finance
Minister to use his influence to induce the government of
Great Britain to secure a lower duty on Canadian tobacco.
Thé muoveinant will he abortive. When England makes a
breakin its Free Trade policy,it will he for purposes of much
deeper importance to the Empire. We sympathise with Our
fellow-Canadians in Essex, who have beau disappointed in
their new venture, but as they have as rich lands as any in
Canada, and experience in farming, they will soon recover
fromu the present depression.

-IMPoRTs of Canadian butter into the United Kingdom for
twelve months ending Oct. 2Oth were 8,620 tons against 750 tons
within same perlod last year. This is a very great lncrease and
le responsible for quite a leap lu the statistice of Colonial butter
furnished the United Kingdom, which now composes 25 par cent
of the total. Germany contributes only elght tons a week, Ru-
dlan and Dutch supplIes are alo dilluishing,
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FOOTBALL MANNERS.
Many youths and young men of the age seem ta be labour.

ing under a misapprehension in regard to their favourite
games of football and lacrosse. The objects of these sports
are, ta strengthen the physical frame, ta quicken the eyesight,
and ta afford amusement. These sports have great value
when pursued for objects sa laudable. The idea however
seems ta be becorning more and more prevalent that these
sports are a school of manners such as are desirable ta be ob-
served everywhere. Under this misapprehension we find
practices appropriate ta football and lacrosse adapted in
private gatherings, in offices, cars, and other places where
they aro singularly out of place. We daily see youths and
young men, whose attire ind icates their being clerks in offices,
or other positions requiring character and education, jostling
and pushing ladies and their elders as though engaged in a
rough and tumble sJruggle in an athletic contest. To-day
for instance this writer, while awaiting his turn in % public
office, was deliberately hustled aside by a weil drossed younig
man of some 21 or 22 years of age who coolly took a position
to h served out of his tur. On the street-cars these dis-
agreeable manners are daily displayed. Young fellows stand
upon the platform, aven when acar is half empty, and rudely
obstruct those desirous of entering or leaving the car. They
seem to imagine it is the glorious privilige of youth ta act on
a public vehicle as they do when playing football or lacrosse
vhere courtesy of manners is not expected. At bank

wickets such uinannerly persons frequently thrust
themselves forward, and other persons aside with the
most indecent disregard of the established rule of precedence,
"first coine first served." We have son football manliners
displayed also in the supper room of private houses, and in
other social assemblies. As to a certain class of bicyclists no
words can be too strong in conde)mning their brutal disre-
gard of the safety of foot passengers. Accustoned apparent-
ly to toppling over an opponent at football, theyo appear ta
look on passengers afoot in the streets as affording equal
sport if knocked down. As ail this offensiveness of conduct
seems ta arise froni a continuation of football tricks and
habits into aller spheres, it would bc veli to insert in the
published rules of athletie clubs a clause to this eafect, that
though hustling, jostiing, pushing withviolenco, resistinmg au
opponit's advance, are practiced as parts of the gaine, thera
are otlier rules of conduct to be observed oif the grounds.
Weie ve all athletes, ladies included, and ail were ta give a
Rowland for an Oliver wien annoyed as we have indicated,
there would be continual scrimnages on the cars and in
other places. Street car conductors are exceedingly negligent
of their duty in allowing such practices as are annoying,
indeed highly dangerous to passengers. Many an accident
bas bean caused by young fellows obstructing the safe and
easy passage of persons when alighting. Some conductors do
their duty in this regard, but, as a rule, tbey encourage rude-
ness which we have heard them spealc of as though ta put
life and limub in danger were quite a joke.

THE MENIER FREE ADVERTISING.

The well known chocolate-iaker believes in advertising, as
ha well may for it as made him a millionaire, as it bas many
of iLs devotees, and punished thôse sceptical of its powers by
blighting their efforts. He has made a grand free
advertising coup which, in its way, is a stroke of genius.
Somae time ago he bought the island of Anticosti, in
the St. Lawrence. Being absolute owner of the whole ai
that bleak and rocky island he proceeded to exercise what lie
thought ta be the rights of a grand seigneur in the style of a
midiSval baron. He wisied no other settiers ta came ha-
tween the wind and bis nobility, nor aven fishermen to catch
their prey around his coasts, without bis license. His pro.
ceedings in clearing Anticosti of settlers, and trying ta ae-
ercise dominion over the sea, have excited the attention of thi

Imperial Government, so that representations have beau
made by the -on. Mr. Chamberlain in protest against Mr.
Manier constituting " a State within a State." IL is
even alleged by some, that this French chocolate-inaker holds
a strategical position which is a menace to Canada ! AIl
this bas been detailed and discussed by the Press of this con-
tinent and Europe, while no doubt Mr. Menier is chuckling
with infinite delight over the frea advertising ha has beau
clever enough ta secure. Greater nonsense could not ba than
much of the talk over this affair. If the island of Anticosti
ever were attempted ta be made a menace ta the Imperial
power, it would ho seized sans cereinonie, and Mr. Meniar
would ba taught that private persons are not allosved ta es-
tablish Ia State -within a State" in the British Empire, nt-
ta tho least extent exrcise the right of eminent domain. Mr.
Manier is under the laws of Canada, as he will quickly learin
ta his cost, if lie dares ta set theam at defiance,

ACTION FOR $500,000 DAMAGES.
An action for half a million dollars has beau taken againsi.

Mr. Frank Ross of Quebec, the well known capitalist. In
August, 1897, Mnr. Ross mt Mir John Livingstone of this
city, and offered ta sell ta him ail the Ross properties in the
County of Ottawa for $130,000. giving Mr. Livingstone threa

uontlis from Sept Ist, 1897, Io accept. The offer was ae-
cepted on November 29tb, 1897, and Mr. Ross confirmed the
offer of sale and acceptance as a contract, on the Ist of the
following December. He reiterated bis confirmation on
December 18, 1897, with a promise ta have inventories and
conveyances prepared before the 15th of January, 1898. It
was provided in the offer of sala tbat the first payment of
$30,000 was ta be made at aveu time with the delivery of the
conveyances-not later than tie 15th January, 1898, and Mr.
Ross not having bis inventories ready, the $30,000 was
tendered ta himu tbrough a notary publie at bis bouse on*
Jany. 15tb, 1898. Mr. Ross lias since beau absent in Europe
and away fisbing and by reason, possibly, of bis absence, the
fulfillment of contraci bas beaen delayed until now, when the
above proceedings have been talken by reason thereof. The
body of practical and poverful capitalists secured bave been
ready at any timne meanwhile to pay for the property, and
they have aven, it is believed, caused offer ta be made of
cash inful, if necessary. The syndicate in the matter is
composed of Canadian capitalists, whose abject -was andjis ta
enter largely into the manufacture of ýpaper-pulp and
paper. The area in question is somae 1,400 square miles.

which, we trust, will close for aver the story of ne of the
worst finaucial and social scandals which ever occurred in
Canada. The Banque du Peuple was ruined by the dis-
graceful mismanagement of Mr. Bousquet, who prostituted
bis talents ta serve bis private ends, and those of soma of his
associates in disreputable habits. When the bankt collapsed,
two years ago, he fled to Ohicago in company with his, un-
happy wif e, vho was highly respected by a large circle. At
Lat city she was abandoned in the most beartless manner,
and her husband secured a divorce to enable him ta marry
a persan, ostensibly a woman. Mrs. Bousquet returned to
this city and instituted proceediIgs under our law ta protect
lier estate. Hearing of this the alleged second wife came

ere, it is said, ta prevent such action being talcen. To a
woman of honourable reputation and pure instincts the
prospect of such a contest as was loonng up, caused the
deepest distress, the depression ofi which proved fatal. The
death Of this lady is a shocking tragedy, which affords an-
other terrible lesson as ta the consequences cf a life of self-
indulgence which deadens the moral sense and brutalizes the
nature. Tothe 3ousquet scandai story we hope "Finis" is now
vritten. Would that the record could ha effaced from our

annals !
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BUSINESS DIFFICULTIES.

A. Fauvelle, general store, aowkesbury, Ont. lS offering 25
cents in the dollar, payable in 3, 6 and 9 monthe. Fauvelle only
commenced at Hawkesbury last spring. Previously lie had beau
in business some saven or elght years In Rigaud Que., in course
of which lie came to grief, namely in May '95, wlien he com-
promised at 25 per cent. Apparently this nt extravagant com-
posItion crippled him and left him with too small a margin ta
get along with.

P. Cerutti, tailor, Three Rivers, Que. has assigned. In March
'90 lie formed a partnerlilp with une Cloutier under the style
Cerutti & Cloutier. They got into diflculties and assigded in
October of the following year. Cerutti recommenced under his
wife's protection as Cerntti & Co., and went on quietly until
March '106, whan lie was obliged ta assign to the court. The
stock was sold finally and bought in by him, since which time
ho bas done business in hi own name, but without any better
success.

Fenwick W. Margeson, drygoods, Kentville, N.S., bas assign-
ed. At the moment liabilities are unknown, but seizures have
already been-taken out against him for $9,000 or more. Marge-
son commenced business In 1890 prior to which he was store
clerking. In March last, be suffered loBs by fire, claimed te be
$8,000, over whicli he had soine trouble with the insurance
companles interested. A verdict was finally given him by the
court te the extent of $2,500.

J. U. Gervais, tobacco manufacturer, Joliette, whose suspension
we noted in our last, iL appears was merged lu difBculties by
overstocking on Canadian leaf tobaccos, which have proved sn
serions a losto many this year. ILt is thought a settlement will
be reached which vill enable him to continue as usual. The
liabilities are about $78,000, of which the Bank Nationale is a
creditor fnr $61,000 against tobacco it holds.

Denis Brus., drygoods, Lachute, have assigned with liabilities
amounting to $11,000. P.B Denis, who la understood ta be the
only partner, was formerly of the Ontario & Manitoba Milling
Agency, Montreal, a business which lie gave up la '94. Two
years later lie opened In drygoods at Lachute. Competition was
keen.

A. E. Micks & Co., hardware, Peterboro, have assigned. This
firm formerly carried on business under the style Micks &
Stabler, and still later, or in 1891, as Micks & Cox. lu January
last style was changed te present one, It Is stated the partners
have not been pulling well togetlier.

Francia Girardot, who some years ago was looked upon as a
fairly well to do tobacconist in Windsor Ont. bas assigned. The
'underground passage" whicli lu recent times has beau used very
extensively in Windsor, has seemingly prej udiced his continued
success.

A. G. Flett, tailor, Kingston, who previously te commencing
business on his own account in 1884 was a cutter lu the employ
of Dunbar & Co. for many years, bas assigned. Lack of capital,
and also lack of those qualities which are necessary In business,
if nt Indispensable in the tallors workshop, are given as the
cause.

Philip Robert, coal and wood, St. Henri, has failed owing
about $10,000. He succeeded Robert & Robert in the summer o
'97, (was not a member of that firm). Of late ha lias been sued
more than once.

W. A. Clark of Palmerston, Ont. la another tailor who bas
foundit impossible ta keep ln the swim. Clark came from
Arthur about ten years ago, and bas never done more than eke
out a bare existence.

-TrE ratepayers of St, Thomas have carried a by-law te
grant $20,000 ta the Lake Erie & Detroit River Railway Co. for
an extension of the lino from Ridgetown ta St. Thomas.

-THE contract for the rooling of the Western departnen-
tal block at Ottawa, bas been awarded ta Paquette & Godbout,
of St. Hyacinthe, Que., at $50,000.

-TUE lew York Life and the Equitable Life Insurauce com-
antes have each paid twelve policles on lives of those engaged

in the war with Spain. Of the 24, 9 were killed 'in action, 1 by
an accident, and tlie others died from disease.

-TrE Court of Chancery, Toronto, has pronounced the affaire
of the Homestead Loan & Savings Co., Hamilton, to have beau
conducted fraudulently and the annual reports a lure for the
public. It is high time an example was made of those guilty
of such practices.

-A sUnscRIBER in St. Georges, Bermuda, who has worked up
quite a local trade in Canadian creamery butter, is unable to
supply the demand. Any makers in a position to furnish sup..
plies may address Albert -Inglis, wholesale and retail grocer, at
above address.

-AN English lumber dealer who is in the Maritime provinces;
says that stocks are heavy on the other side, and that only compa- :
ratively light shipments from New Brunswick and Quebec nexit
year wili restore-the market to a healthful condition.

-THEn People's Heat & Light Co,, Halifax, is about to issue
additional stock of $100,000.-The Imperlal Life of Toronto is
said to be about to issue a new lot of stock, amounting ta a mil-.
lion. The premium should foot ip an advance of 30 to 40 per
cent.

-MEssRs. BENNING & BansALoo, held a sale yesterday of
winter and other vehicles under instructions of the liqnidator of
the estate N. & A. C. Lariviere. In all there were offered $4,130.
The sale was well attended, and in the main fair prices were
realized.

-AccoRDINo to the testimony of the correspondent of the
London "Standard", Santiago lias witnessed more improvements
in a few short weeks of American occupation, than in the whole
of Spain'a career there for four hundred years. He says "the
tons of Illth that have been carted to one or other of the three
crematories that have bean erected were suflicient to give yellow
fever to ail the inliabitants of Cuba, and the wonder is how auny
one could have survived a wuek after the tiret whiff.

DRY GOODS NOTES.
The use of ribbons for trimming purposes in spring costumes

will, it is expected b on ai extensive scale. 'A novelty will be
ribbons in tucked effects in plaids and stripe weaves.

The Ayrshire lace trade is reported ta be fairly active for cur-
tains, nets and window blinde. There are a good many buyers
from Canada lu Scotland just now, and they have placed large
orders with manufacturera.

New York appraisers, It la alleged, have discovered that a cer-
tain importing louse of that city lias for several years been'
grossly undervaluing Irish linen bandkerchiefs. In the peron-
nial friction that occurs with U. S. Customis authorities on-this
head, It ls worthy ta be remembered that in nineteen cases ont of
twenty a similar charge la not made respecting gonds of British
manufacture. The continent as a rule la the chief offender, In
the case above referred te, importations are alloged ta have been
made in which the handkerchiefs, instead of 'being packed as
usual, 12 dozen lu a box, are put in boxes containing 14 doZen.
These handkerchiefs are assorted, 12 dozen of a high price and
2 dozen of low value. This system has given opportunities for
undervaluation, while at the same time leaving the importer an
opportunity ta declare the undervaluation, If detected, to arise
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from a clerical error, the methoi being to invoice the larger
quantity at the low price or the smaller quantity. For example,
it has been found that out of 1,000 dozen, 40 dozen worth, say, 2s
(id would be invoiced at 8s, and the 000, invoiced at 2s 6d, would
be actually worth 8s.
