Frederick Littledale, LL.D., which tock place
at his resdence, 9, Red Lionrquare, on Satar-
dsy nipht, 25th ult. Dr. Littledale was born
in Dablin in 1833, In 1852 ho entored Trinity
college, Dablin, as a Foundation soholar, and
graduated as a first-olass in olassics in 1854,
carrying off the senior Berkeloy gold medal
sod the second Biblical Greek prizo in 1868,
He passed first-class in divinity in the same
year, took the degres of LL.D. in 1862, in
which year the University of Oxford ocon-
forred on him the degres of D,C.L. 'He was
ordained in 1866 by Dr. Hinds, Bishop of Nor- .
wich, and liconsed to the curaoy -of Thorpe
Hamlet, Norfollz, after which he held for four
yoars the euracy of St. Mary the Virgin, Crown
stroet, Soho, where ho took u grent interest'in
the House of Charity. * Dr. Littledale was’
so great a sufferor from ohronic ill-health for
the last twenty-five yoars, or neusrly half his "
lifetime, as to be able to take little or no part -
in parochial work., He helped many friends
by preaching for them, and was always ready
to give his time and services to tho Bast Grin.
stond sisterhood, of which he was chaplain,
Bat ho devoted himself mainly to literary
work, His chiof books were of un eoclesias.
tical character, chiefly liturgioal, contreversiai
and exegetio, and exhibited alwaya the strong
Anglioan character and dootrives of the writer.
As s spesker und as a controversialist, Dr,
Littledale’s repatation wss deservedly great,
snd his very tonacious memory and his wide
range of reiding made him & formidable an-
tagonist.”

New proposals  are at.:-é';ag'e'_i",re;v‘eglets_ of
human character,” observes the Right Rev. Dr.

Oarpenter, Bishop of Ripon, in the opening of|

a thoughtfal article on  * Brotherhoods” he
- coniributes to the current pumher of Contem
. porary Review; and bis lordship says *‘The

proposal for the establishment of brotherhoods

is mo exoeptio\n," ag shown by the variety of
the comments evoked by the proposal. And
he emphasises the fact that “Extremists are
.never right, though they are always zeslous.”
In justico io those who made the proposal he
recalls the fact that ‘it arises out of & great
and oconfessed need,” aund if new methods are
" demanded, any proposal emanating from ex-
-perienced men is entitled to sympathetic at-
tention. It is & mistake to suppose that com-
_ muuity life is the exclusive practice of any one
portion of Christendom for institutions of the
kind are possessed by religious bodies which

oannot be suspected of Ultramontane leaning;
and it is also & mistake to suppose that only
one party in the English Church favor relig-
jous houses or brotherhoods. The Bishop

“mentions feots as proof of his assertions, but
while he depracates mnreasoning alarm he
shows that there are risks 10 be considecred, as
disclosed in the records of the old monastic in-
titations. He disavows referring to the evils
of the old monasteries for controversial pur-
poses,

Tho lessons which ruch faets suggests are the
common heritage of all Christian bodies ; they
shed light on the laws and conditions of human
natare. It is interasting in this conneation to
“reoall & parallel from Orients] experience. In
the Hast, as in the West, the Tisk arising from
a disregard of simple principles is illustrated.
The organisation of the clvister was & powerfal
sid in the advancement of Buddhiem, but only
80 long as the spirit of mirsionary zeal existed.
When that ceased monasticism became a hind-

- ranoe instead of & help In proportion as the
“tendency to expansion of the Buddhist
Church grew fainter, monasticism became a
barrier in the way of every sound development,
and thos the caiaso of utter stagnation,”

Thus the forgetfolness of the conditions of
life avenges iteelf sooner or later. There is a
Quixotic disregard of laws which is sometimes
called zeal. A man may ron full tilt agsinet a
wirdmill with impunity, but the probability ia
that he will get the worst of the encounter.
Ono man, or one group of men, may achieve
what would be hopeless for others to attmpt.
The rule cbserved by one may be disastrons to
the thousands who, under the icflaence of come
passing excitement or esger emotion, take upon
themselves a burden which eXperience may
show was too grievous for them to bear,

Lifelong vows appear to me to be of this
nature, when the vow involves that which is
not neceseary for righicousness sake, The
Convocation of Canterbury has realised this
danger, and has pronounced agaiost a system
of lifelong vows. There is wisdom in this de-
cision. - To make a lifelo g vow in a matter
which is neitber within the nurvey of experi
euoce nor in the statute book of universal
righteousness is (if I may use an old fushioned
porase belongirg to av age of greater faith and

- Jesa fuesiness thav the present) to tempt Pro-

vidence. We muy be ssked if there is notsuch

& thing as a call to colibacy. I have no doubt

of it. Our Lord's words are suffivient for me

" on the matter; but he who is 80 osalled needs
no vow ; the call will be evidenced ib the fact of

~his life, Anditis to be remembored that a
man may be called to be a father of saints who
does not know of his culling till he is far ad-
vanced in life. To make a vow which antici-

pates:or:prevents: the_ calling of Providence
savours.of little faith, not. of “large - faith, and
has in it ‘s flavour of self-will' rather than that
gpirit which waits on ‘the will of Him who,
though He orders the whole lifs, yet veils from
us His leadings from period to period.

‘To put the same thought from another stand-
point, it is an unquestioned law -of man's
development that has powers, capaeities, snd
negessities do not ripen in every man alike, in
the same fashion, or at the same time. There are
men who are boys in some of their qualities
and powers till they have passed two-score
years. Such do not waken to the comscious-
ness of power or the possession of thoir com-
plete manhood till they have reached perhsaps,
the middle arch of life. ' To bind & man with
a lifelong vow on matters which are hardly yet
within ths range of his own self-conscionsness
appears *o me to be an act of at least denbtfai
wisdom.’ ) ' -

But here it is urged that these exceptional
cases may be mef by exceptional means—the
vows may be made dispensable by proper au.
thority. Against this I eutertain the very
strongest objection. 'To do this is to weaken
the ronae ef the sanctity of a vow, by dangling
bafore the eyes of him who makes it the porsi-
bility that what is said to be lifelong need not
be 80 in rea ity. To do this is to throw upon
another a responsibility which, in the nature of
the cass, he oannot bear, To do this is totrifle
with the most sacred thing un earth—the sanc?-
ity of & man’s own conscience. o

Might we not say that the very suggeation of
dispensable vows bears strong witness- against
the proposal to make vows lifelong? The same
difficulty does not exist when a time limit is
introduced into the agreement, ro long as the
limit is not a very distant one, If a soviety is
is to have sustained and coutinuous life in 'ggs
work those who join it ought to give a defintte
length of service. This seems both wise aod
needfal. There oughs to be no objestion and
po difficuity in the introduction of éommon-
sopso and business-like agresments as 10 the
length of service. There are thousands who
sign agreements to serve in partioular places
at special work for a specified period. An
agreement of this sort, by whatever name it is
called, ought not to arouse suspicion or jealousy.
If the work is religious the promise might well
be made during some religious service. luany
case the promise to do religious work might
surely be viewed as a promise to be religiously
kept, aed as baving sn obligation at any rate
as binding ss that which binds men in the
military and civil service, It is unfortnnately
too much the custom to regard a promise io
matters of religion 88 something which is only
binding as long ac it is convenient. Opposed
as [ am to lifelong vows, and disposed to re-
gard vows of all kinds as indicating not a
higher, but a lower, stage of religious life, I
should be thankfnl to see a sterner sense of the
nature of the obligations of religious service,
and a sturdier determination to discharge such
obligations, come fair, coms foul, at home and
abroad. -

ORGANISATIUN,

But this leads to another lesson which the
history of religious movemonts most sarely
teaches, and which our own experionce must, I
thiok, confirm. We are in danger, mneverthe-
lees, ot forgetting it. The valne of organisation
in one sense cannot be exaggerated, and it has
been argued that the power of snok institations
depends on their being recognised as part of
the organisation of the Church. Thishas been
arged recenily, *These institutions flourished
as long as-their discipline was rmaintained;
they drooped because they depended on in-
dividual exertion and piety, So writes Mr.
T. Gombier Parry. What was warted, says
Mr. Huntingdon, was recognition and author-
ity. (See National R-view, No. 70, p. 697 )

There is doubtless truth in this.view; bat
the other side must not be forgotten, Organi-

sation is.not everything, -Aloue it'is entirely
valoeless, We touch here a question which
lieg at the root of many problems.: It hes con- -
stantly been misunderstood, and misunderstand-

Ling is perilous. . We organise fres institutions,

and we are disappointed to find that happiness -
is - not secured to mankind by their existence.
We organise Ohuarch work; aud we are psined
to find that organisation does not always mean
effestiveness, Pain and disappointment might
have been avoided if we had been more ready
to learn the lesson of history. Organisation
may afford great scope to life, and richer re-
sults te energy ; but organisation will not pro-
duce saints, nor the establisbing of brother-
hoods create piety. Law made nothing perfeot ;
rales cannot make evangelists.- The order and
the rule come after saintship, and rarely, if
ever, do they precede it. The heavenly flame
rests on some human soul. It burns within him, -
and when the prophet feels the fire of God ;
he yearns to work some deliverance upon ths
doubters, Like the Apostle, a noble necessity is
laid upon him; the worst woe which can be
fall him is disobedience to a necessity whioh,
like all the higher passions of life, is often &
tormont and & delight. While such & man lives
the life which he has chosen is noble and real.
The same is trne of all those in whom a kindred
spirit lives, The spirit finds its own organisa-
tion, The rules which are laid down are the
expression of the life which is in them and of
the spirit into which they have been baptized.
Their zeal, like a river, makes its own baunks
by fol'owing the course of its own psture, Bat
even in the most favoured conditions the
gentler life which gathera round the holy spires
ia not all that hope painted it—

: * The potent esll
Doubtless shall cheat full oft the heart'sdesire.

The favourable conditions, moreover, cannot
last always. The genéiution will rise which
retains ihe form, but whioh has lost the anima-
ting spicii, There comes a time when the noble
river runs dry; deadness and dryness take the
place of freshness and murmariog life. Then
because the spirit which gave vital fores to the
movement i8 no longer there, the rules lose
their foroe and value; the commandment be
comes the means of death; the organisation
sinks beneath its own weight. When Saul is
gone it will not do for David to wear his
armour ; when Achilles has passed away lesser
men may but wound their heads and snap their
mauscles in striviog to bend his bow. The spirit
may inspire rules. When we buve the men we
shall have the organisation; but it is ill hoping
that by adopting orgaciations we shall be in
tho possession of the power. to work them.
Abave gll, let us avoid the b lief that we osn
ever be great or achieve great things by imita-
tion. Those who play the frog woo disaster.
If the spirit which is in oar midst be & true
spirit it must adapt its organisation to the
needs of our own age. It will draw useful hints
from the past, but 1t will avoid all slavish and
mechanicsl imitations of it. By virtue of its
own real life; it will quiocken, arouse, and
direct all kindred zeal. Wherever & man in
whom the trme spirit dwells arises to work
among the sons of mon brothers like minded
will gather round his standard, and the work
of such men can never be in vain.—The Family
Churchman. -

I, p. 201, later edd.—Unless
we haverecourse to asweeping condemnation of
received documents, it seeins vain to deny that
early in the second centary the episcopal office
was firmly and widely established, Thus during
the last three decades of the first coentary, and
consequently daring the lifetime of the latest
surviving Apostle, this change must have been
prooght about,

(ii.) p. 212, ed. 1; p. 214, laier edd.—The
evidence for the early an3 wide extomsion of
Episcopacy throaghoui proconsular Asia, the
soene of 8t John's latest labours may be con-
sidered irrefragable.

1 ; p. 227, later edd.—Bat
these notices, besides establishing the general
prevalence of Episcopaey, slso throw consider-
able light on its origin, Above all they
entablisb this result olearly, that its watursr
forms sre sewu first in those regions where the
latest surviving Apostles, more especially St.
John, tixed their abode, and at a time when its
prevalence cannot be dissociated from their
inflaence or their sanction.

Whereas in the
earlier editions of this work I had aceepted the
three Curetoniaun letters, I have since been con-
vinced, as stated in later editions, thut the sove:
letters of the Short Greek are genuine, Thi.
divergonce, however, does not muterially affost

‘James Poyntz was born in the year 1799.
Stirring times were at-hand, and while only 12
.years of sge he joined the Dakeof Wellington's
srmy &8 a volunteer, being attached to the 30th
Regiment. He took part in the occupation of
the lines of Torres Vedras, the pureuit of Mas-
sing, the action of Tabugal, Almeida, Barbadel
Paerco, and,battle of Faentes d'Onor, For
theee services be was gent by the Government
to the Royal Military College, and in April
1814, was appointed to an ensignoy, He made
strenuous efforts to be allowed to join his regi-
ment, then in France; but Msjor Stuart, com-
manding the department at Colchester, not
having authority to grant his rcquest, ho was
unable to be present &t the battle of Waterloo.
From 1818 to 1829 he served with his regiment
in India; being Adjutant during most of that
period, For the next five years he served in
England and Ireland, when the regiment was
sent to Bermuda. Msjor Poyntz being Deputy
Jaudge Advocate to the forces for several years.
In 1841 the regiment was transferred to Halifax,
and on his assuming the command in 1842 it
was removed to New Brunswick, In 1844 he
retired on full pay, haviog served nearly 33
years. After living in 8t. John for sowe time,
heremoved to Bridgetown, N.S,, and afterwards
to Windsor, where he resided up to the timeof
his death., Of his numerons children. only four
now survive; Eliza, who married Le Baron
Drury, whose elder son is Flag Capt, Drury, of
B.M.8, Bellerophon ; Susan wife of Rav. Henry
Stamer, of Hubbard's Cove, N.S.: Mary. wife
of Me, Justice Smith, of the Supreme Court of
Nova Sootia; and Maria, unmarried, now living
at Windsor.

Col, Poyntz was & gallunt goldier, and a gen-
tleman of upstained honor ; but it is his service
to the Church of which we would chiefly speak.
From his earliest yeara he was a steadfast and
oonsistent Churchman, ever exhibiting in his’
qniet demeanor, unostentations charity, and
sumple piety, that pecaliar typs of godliness,
which is produced and fostered by the training
snd dootrines of the Church of England. Un-
swerving in bis integrity, warm hearted and
generous; & regular and devout commilnioant,
Ool. Poyntz was & conspicuons example of

.what is purest and. noblest in the religious life.

Bat haif of his long oareer had expired when
he retired from active service in the army.
Daring the 45 years which wore still to elapse
ere the veteran should be called to rest, he
served the Churoh with unflagging zesal. An
energetic member of the Charch and parish of
Windsor, he for many years represented it 1n
the Church Society and Synod, having been &
member of gome of the most important Com~
miitees, His opinions npon the various matters
which engaged the atiention of those bodies
were always received with the resgect to.which
his virtues and long experience entitled them,
and the stalwart figure of the old soldier, un~
bowed to the last by the weight of yesrs, was
over & welcome gight in the. Conneils of the
Chareh, He enjnyed the uninterrupted friend-
ahip of the late Bishop Binney, who w0 the time
of his lamented death always attached great
i portance to the expressed views of his vener-
abls irrend,

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

————

Kinaston— 8t George's and St. James,—

Addresses in the interests of missions were de-
livered in the Anglican Churches, In St.
George’s Cathedral Rev. Mr, Baker, Bath, oc.
cupied the pulpit in the morning. Be appealed
in forcible langnage to the poople to stretch
forth their hands to save the immortal souls of
their dying brethren belongiog to missions in
distant parts of the diocese of Oatario, living
in large numbers without hope and without
God in the world. Hoe then gave a stitistical
raview showing the growth of the Church in
Caoada simce 1787. The number of parishes
had steadily increased in the diocese of Ontario
until now they had over 113 aud 130 clergy-
men, In Ontario there are five dioceses with
530 olergymen. Daring the firat nine years of
the existence of the diocese of Ontario the con-
tribations for domestic and foreign missions
amounfed to $§49,000; in the second nine ysars
$'76,000, and in the third nine years §104,000,
making a total contribution of upwwmds of
$230 000 in twenty seven yeara. If to this sum
they added bequests and contribations to the
sustentation and diocesan funds the total
amount subseribed wounld reach over $300 000,

In showing how miesion work bad sdvanoced
since the organization of the diocese in 1862,
he instanced the oase of Carleton Piace —by no
means standing alone asan example of ohursh
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owth—where at the period named, there were
three old shabby woodden ohurches and no
parsonage. And the miasion received from the
Mission Board $200 yearly, while now there are
in the same ares three strong self-supporting.
parishes (Carleton’ Place, Almonte sod Olay-
ton.) with six churohes, two of them are costly
stone struotures, thres commodions rectories,
and contribations for outside mission work
aggregating over $400 annually.

Heo complimented the women's suxiliary
missionary sooieties for the great work they
had done and were doing on beaslf of miasioas.
Ho said tho people had been raising $10,000 to
assist in upporting fifty-tbrue missions within
the diocese. This year they wanted $3,000
additional, He pointed to the work brave
missionaries belonging to the Church had done
in foreign countries, such as Japan and Alaska.
The results were gratifying and he hoped his
bearers would assist the work of missionaries
in the diocese by giving liberally of their
means,

Rev. Mr. Harvey, of Stirling, presched at St.
Mark's, Barriefield, in the morning, and at St.
Georgo's in the evening, Mr, Baker preached
a most effactive sermon in the evening at St.
James', after & hearty service. At Christ
Churoh, Cataraqui, in the afternoon, both visit-
ing clergyman spoke, having & most encourag-
ing meeting, The offerings of the day in the
churches were a large inorease on last year’s,

THE BISHOP OF QUAPPELLE ON
SEPARATE S "HUOLS IN THE
NORTHWEST.

———

A great deal of disonssion is now taking --
place in the Territories a8 to the present sys-
tem of public schools, which we have inherited
—in conjanotion with the dual language—from

the eastern parts of Canada. It is widely fel,
and most justly, that the present system, is
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a grave anomaly, if not ' grys injastics  Ba
some people.ma; uot quite Ondestsud the
point of contreversy it may be well to offer a

word of explanation on the present state of tho-

case; The following cluuses of the * Ordinavoe
respecting Schools” will show most authorita.
tively the present state  f the law :— ‘

87, In accordance with the provisions of
“The Northwest Territories Act,” providing
for the establishment of scparate schools, it
ahall be law{ul for apy number of the ratepaye: s,
whether Protestant or Roman Catholic, the

"ssme being s minority oi the ralepayers resi-

dent within the limits of an organized public
school distrint, to establish a separate school
therein, by r-oclamation of the Lieutenant-
Governor, with the same rights, powers, priv-
ilegos;- liabilities and methods of government
as herein is provided in the case of publio
sohool distriete.

88, The petition for ibe ercction of a Beparate
School Distrint shall be signed by three rate-
payers, two of whom shall e resident heads of
ferilies, &o., &ec. .

40, The persons qualified to vote for or
against a petition for the erection of a Bepurate
Bohool District shall be the ratepayers therein
being of the same religious faith ae the peti.
tioners. o

41, After the esisblishment of a Separate
School Distiict under tho provisions of this
Ordinance, such Sepurate School District shall
possess and exercise all rights, powers, &o. ;
and all preperty within such Separate Scbool
Distriet belongivg to or held by ratepayers of
the religious faith indicated in the name of
guch District, shall be liable only to assess.
ment such s thoy imposs upon themselves in
respeoct thereof.

1t is further provided (Clanse 4) thal tLe
-Board of Eduosuion shall be vompesed uf eight
members, to hold cffice for two years, * fivd of
whomw shall be Protestants, and vhree shefl be
Roman Catholica " ‘The Board may rexolvo itselt
into the two seutions, and each section hss (1)
contrcl and mansgement of the sobools of ita
seotion, (2) the sclection of text books, #ad (3)
the appoiniment of inepectors.

1t ia obvivus that though *no religious in.
struc'ion, such &s Bible reading or reciting, or
readiog or reciting prayers (except st the open
ing of 1be schoul, when snch prayer muy be
used as Lthe trustees allow), or xeking questions
from any catechirm,” ia permitted in any pub-
lio schooi during school hours—from 9 to 83—
separate schools of Roman Ca'holios have &
very great advauinge (1) in the choice of text-
books, especislly relating to history, and (2) in

" being able to retain all the children for definite
religious instruction after 3 o’olock (Clause 86),
a8, of conrse, all the teachers of nuch achoouls
are Roman Catholics, and the objsct of their
sepalate eXistence ig to tesch their Faifh.

Now we, of the Church of Englard, bave no
cauge of quairel with the nystem because it, in
80 far, allows the definite religious teaching of
children. The Church of England, in Kng-
land, has most earnestly contended for the right
of -ailowing all childrin to be tanght definite
religious truths, Her wembers have expended
vast sums (about an aversge of £1,600,000 s
year) during the last twenty-five years especial
ly tor the muintenance of this piluciple which
they believe to be vital to the well-being of her
children. Most of us consider not only that
mere secular insiruciion is & a great wrong to
ohildren, depriving them of the highest and
best part of a true eduocation, which ought to
include in its ocompass the whole nature
spivitual as well as bodily and mental, but also
‘that 1eligious instruction, to be suited to the
capacity and need of children, muat be definite
and - dogmatic, just s any other teaching for
obildren. The modern idea of * unsectarian
‘religious teaching"” is utterly delusive, For
instance, if we mention Christ we must explain

-who.He ie, eand wbat His work is, and in so
doing we shall teach dogma contrary to the

Unitarians ; or, again, to advance s atep, if we
‘mention Baptism, we must teach what it is,
the; eby agreeing with or teaching cuntrary to
the Baptists, or if we mention *" the Churoh”
we must explain what we mean by the word,
and in s0 doing must teach either the view
of the Church, or of the various. bodies of Dis—
senters, Words, without an explanation of their
meaning, are ueeless for children.

But if we content that definite religions
teaching ought, where possible, to be given to

ohildren, we may -still quite consistently ssy|.

that our present system is utterly wrong and
most unjast. ‘

Archpishop Taohe, lately, in a long letter to
the Free Press, entered into an elaborate arga
ment showing that England was, even inoreas-
iogly, in favor of religious instraction im
primary echools, and, therefore, it would be
retrogression on the part of Canada if the pre-
sent separate school system was done away
with, But bs failed to point ont, s he surely
onght to have done, the great differemae be.
tween the two cases.

The '* denominational system,” as it is called
in England, is very much misanderstood. As
there is in Enogland a Church * established by
law,"” i.e, recognized offisislly as the n_tion's
voice in epiriteal things, it would not be u..-
roasonsble, and certainly no inpjustice to any, if
ihe pation educated those children—for whose
education it was responsible—in religious mat
ters through the agenoy of that Church, Aud
many think that this is so. Bat it is an entire
mistake. The State bas nothing whatever to do
with the religious education of the children.
All rdigions bodies sre, in this respeat, on
an outirely equal footing.

If the Chuich has more than balf of the
schools of the country in her possession, it is
because she was the flest o care for the ednoca.
tion of the poor, building and maintaining
vohools long before Lhe State considered it any
part of its daty, and because since the State
has taken up the sevalar part of the work, ker
members huve exercised the greatest liberaliiy
in order that her childrer might receive
dofinite reli_ions instruction, and not be
bronght up with mere gecnlar knowledge. Any
religions body that ohooses (0 go 1o u little
expenge aud to maintain schools in which ite
definite beliefs shall bo tanght, sun do so, sud
if the schools fulfil the Government require-
monts they will receive exactly the sume amount
in aid of their expenses, as any Church echool,
In all schools, 1t must be remembered thore ia
4 oonscience clause, so that any chiid cun ba
withdrawn during the time duvoted to religicus
ipstruction.  Contrast this with the Cauadisn
aystem, .

Here, whero there is no Staie Church, one
Church & d one only is singled vut for the hunor
and privilege of baving schools of its own.  All
others sre lumped together as “Protestant.”
As though the Ryman Catholics were the only
body that bad a distinotive faith which it was
importact to them to tesoh their chidren; ov.
s though all others were sufficiently csred for
by beiug allowed to teach a mere negation, for
“Pr(:lestunt." is nothing more than * not Ro-
man."”

If the Church in Capads hau been able to
speak as a united Body, instead of being split
up into three or more distinot Provincial or-
ganizations, and if she had had the coarage of
her convictions, she would long before this
bave claimed jastice from the legislature of the
Dominion, apd bhave made it apparent thas,
whatever others might say, she believed that
she had s definite religions faith—separate from
Rome and from all Protestant sects—which
she considered it just as important she should
teach her children ss Rome ovald consider her
faith for her children :

If it is impossible, as porbaps it is in this
oountry, that auy religious body that desires

shounld have ‘* separate schools,”’ then reason
and justico demand that there should be none,

and that all should be dealt with aliké, as they
srein Bogland. - A
In that part of Capada that was ceded {0
Englaud by France there may be some excuse,
owing to treaty agréements, for the present
system ; bnt in other parts of Canada there
is no excuse, and the time has more than fully
come for the nor Roman and English speaking
part of the nation to declare that in this mat-
ter, a1 in the equally anomalous matter of the
duat language, 1t will no longer be hampered
by restrictions that, however necassary - they
might have been at one time, have mow and
here, st all events, i» this new country of
Manitobs and the Northwest Territories, no
possible ground for their existence, whether in
reason or in Jisiice.

strained Lo use your permission tu call attention
10 whe cbaracter of 1ho statemsnts by which
your correspondent pretends to shew that Dr,
McConuell 8 paper ‘cvondemns wmach that is
wjar.ously overstaled ; much that is st variance
with faoLs, sod, mach that is unsound in prin-
ciple.’

j.JF‘u'sL of ull he urges that ¢ the writer does not
expisin what the false position is ie which the
Biblu has been placed.’ This seems to be yoar
correspundent's fundsarental misiake ; he oriti-
cizes whe avticle ns if instead of heing what it
obvoasly is, s compendions statemeat for a
popular sudlence, ivshould manifest the method
and eluboration of & systematic treuatise, 80
that unless-every proposision is laid down in
bald literalness, snd Lue relativns of Lhe various
propositions sre pointed out as with a peda-
gugnes fernle he vannot unders:and. luisgaite
irae, Dr. MoCounell does nos set vut formally
and elaborately to explain the false position
woich has been as igned to the Holy Suriptares
in Protestunt Christendom—the scope of his
article does not oall for this, will not admit of
it. He does, huwever, by sanggestion in the
context, make perfectly clear what he medus
by thig lalse position. ‘The Charch' he has
just said-* i oider than the Bibje,) *‘ The way
to asceriain the true place of the B:ble in the
Chareh, ho wriles imm.diately afier ‘ is to go
back sud find how its books Hirst came to be
where,’ and then he goes on, ‘Let me remind
you thut the Chured t8 builded not upon a book
bat upun & Person.” Whal else can the false
pusitivn Leterred Lo be bat that which has ob-
soured these truths 7 1o Protesiant Christen-
dom the Book nus beeu plased before the Person,
and 10 conscquence v Whole personal charao-
ier of the Church, aud of the revelation of the
Guspels has been Lbrowa into the baskground,

and v the minds of the muuy altogether loat,
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It is this false position of the Hely Soriptures
which has thus «eparated them from their or-

anic and vits] copnection with the Church and
the Church’s history, that is the corn r-stone
and foundstion of modern sectism, and in that,
of much of modern skepticism. The two
bundred seots,—some oonnt four hundred—
existing to-day aro based not on the Psrson of
Jesus Christ, in His fallness as the Way, the
Truth and the Life, and 88 found only in The
Church Catholio; bat on some partial arpeet of
His Person and in that of the truth, as fixed
upon and exaggerated out of its due relation
and proportion to other aspects, by some one.
pided, often self-sufficient, interpreter of the
Holy Seriptures. And largely because of the
multitude of voices which, through this misap
prehension of the true place of the Holy Sorip-
tures, clamor with eqnal confidence that they
have the truth, every one demying something
that some other affirms, until the sum of tbe
negations is greater than that of the affirma-
tions, there are more men todsy than ever
before asking, sometimes incredaulously, some.
times hopelessly and sometimes with a sneer,
like Pilate of old : What ¢s truth ?

Whether then we think of the Bible as exist
ing befcre the Church, or of the Church us
baving been planted before the formation of
the B:ble is of vitai importance, The distine-
tion is fundamental ; the diffe ence between the
two positions in the end, as far reaching as that
which separates good from evil; for the ten-
dency of the one is to keep the unity of the
spirtt in the bond of peace ; of the other to sow
strife and divigions amongst the members of
Ch:ist’s Body; sud in the place of Christ and
Christian love to set up individual opinion acd
self-assertion. -

It is of vital and lasting consequence, there-
fore, that this distinction should be clesrly
drawn ; the difference beltween the two posi-
tiovs be emphatically und earnestly uffirmed.
Your correspondent meets what is manifestly
an attempt to do this-with a tinkering criticiem
of détails, and when, apparently by accident,
he eomes up>on the real point at isame, passes it
with the remark, ‘ The wiiter tells us that the
Church is builded not upon & book but upon a
Perzon, as if the two were incousistent. Cer-
tainly the two are incomsistent. The Charch
bas not {wo foundations but onme. The Holy
Scriptures a8 an instrumentality in rearing the
walls of the Church cannot be over-estimated.
No one feels this, a8 his published writings
shew, more than Dr. McCoununell. But the
Cnuroh is nol built upon the Soriptures—other
foundation can no man lay than that is laid,
which ie Jesus Christ’ How a prosbyter of
the Church should fail to appreciate this dis-
tinclion or seek to obscure it, [ find it diffivult
to apprehend. It is the root thought -ot his
poeiuon a8 & Charchman, He cannot think the
system to which he is supposed to belong with-
out its being forced upon his attention. To
oppose it i8 1o be either blind or treasonous fo
the best interests of the' Church, sand in that, of
‘Christianity ; for if Christendom is again to be
united and offer to the unbelief of the world an
undivided witness to the truth, it must be not
on the basis of a Book but of & Person, the
Divine Person, Jesus Christ.

‘ What can you rake of sach slipshod work
ag this ? And yet it is only a fair rpecimen,
as we ghall see, of the entire,’ writes your cor-
respondent with naive indignation. And this,
his seyerest onslanght, he bases on the state.
ment, ‘ St, Peter and St. Paul were put to death
on the same day.’ Contrast the crude positive-
ness of the person who, with so much sopho-
morio arrogance, oritieizes & recognised scholar,
Dean Goulburn says of the story that St. Peter
and St. Panl were put to death oii the same
day, the tradition 18 & very unceriain one, and
that it probably originated with Dionysius,
Bishop of Corinth, towards the end of the
second century. v

Treat, if with the discernment, certainly alco,

4

it must be admitted, with the conrsge of Don,
Quixote, your correspondent turns his lance
against .the atatement that the Ohurch was
establisned: before it had any Bibls at all. Dr.

McConpell, it must be obvions to any unpreja.
diced reader, uses tho term ‘Bible' in the
popular meaning of the word. He is .writing
in the face of a popular misconception for s
popular audienco, he naturslly nses words in
the way such an audiénce would underatand
thom. And in common parlacce by ‘The
Bible’ is meant what the majority think of as
a book, the collection entire, of the writings
held by the Church to be inspired, aud ususlly
bound together in & single volumo. To write
for people geverally in the same way, as for
those femiliar with Biblical criticism would be
simply to be wholly misnuderatood; for to take
away one of the included books would be to
them to take away ‘'the Bible! Thst Dr.
MoConnell nses the term in the popular sense

i3 clearly shewn by hiz eaying almost immedi-
ately after the atatement assailed. Qcr purpose
ia to find the true origin and parpnse of the
New Testament, Kvideatly in apeaking of ‘th.:

Bibie,' he is thinking of the New Testament;
for without the Now Testament, in the common
idea of the Buuk, the Bible would not be the
Bible! That he daly recsgnizes the Old Tos

tament .iv made obvious by his stating with
regard to the Church of the Old Covenant
what he is setting forth more especially in
reference to the Church of the New, that iZ,
100, was older than ifs nucred writing. More
thun ono half of the books of the Old Testament
were written after thc Mosaio ipstitations had
been in exisicnce hundreds of years. Tha! he
recognizes the use made by the Primitive
Church of the Old Testament is plain by his
comparicg the different attitudes of Jew and
Gentile towards the story of the Messizh: the
one had the prophets, the other had not—hence
the relatively greator difficalty of eouvincing
the Gentile, Wkon Dr. MoConnell deciares
tha: in dealing with the latter, ‘ the Missionary
(like St. Panl at Athens) fell back upon the
universal instinot of the race, and identified
Jesus with the ‘ unknown God,’ he a-serts by
implication plainly enough it seems to me to
convince & way -faring man, though simple,
that the Missionary used the Old Testament
wheoever 1t8 nse would make clearer and more
snthoritative the message it was his vocation
to deliver.

Your correspondent’s lengthy vindleation of
the Old Testament, therefore, &0 fur aa the arti-
ols in question is conoerned, is entirely gratni-
tous. Usnon Westcott, [ am sure, does not go
farther in honoring the Scriptures of the Old
Testament than does Dr. McConpell.

Bat to prove that tho general contention of
the latier, a8 the casual reader would under-
stand it from his words, is right, and that the
ill advised criticisms of your correspondent are
wrong, let me qnote the lunguageof an acknow-
ledged authority, Canon Westcott, and then
that of one who as generally representative of
the thought aud piety of the Churoh is in snvh
a discussion of guite equal weight .I refer to
the Rev. Canon Soott Holland. In his ¢ Intro-
duction to the Study of the Gospels,’ referring
to the fact that it was a spoken rather than a
writlen menpage the first missionaries carried to
the heathen, Canon Weastcott writes, ¢ Till the
end of the first century, and probably till the
time of Justin Martyr, the * Gospel ' uniformly
signifies the substance and not the records of the
Late of Christ, The Hvangelist wus not the
compiler of a history, but the miesionary who
osrried the good tidings to fresh countries.’
‘ Even in the gub apostolic age the same general
feeling survived, though it was modified by the
growing organization of the Christian Church.
The knowledge of the teaching of Carist and of
the details of His life were generally derived
frum tradition, and not from writings. The
Gospels were not yet distinguished by this,
their prophetio title,’ That *the making of

the New Testament ' was a gradual prooess and

that the writings of the New Testament were
not looked upon and used in the ssme way ae
they are looked upon ard used by Christians
to day, as your ocorrespondent affirms, may be
geen, Canon Westoott being tho judge, by the
following, taken from his work, ¢ Oa the Cahon
of the Now Testament': ' Muny of the most
farsighted teachers, we may belisve, prepared
the way for the formation of a ocolleotion of
Apostolie writioga co-ordinate with the writings
of the Prophets ; but the result to which they
looked forward was achieved gradually, even ns
the Old Testament itself was found by slow
degrees.’ ‘The successors of the Apostles did
not, we &dmit, retogaize that the written his-
tories of the Lord and the soattered epistles of
His first diacipled would form + pare aod saff-
oient source and tlest of docirine when the
current tradition had proven indistinot or cor-
rapt. Consvious of & [:fe in the Christizn body,
and realizing the power of its Head, in a way
impossible now, they did not feel that the
Apostles we e providentially charged (o expross
onco for all in their writings the essentisl furms
of Ghristinvity, even as the Prophets had fure-
shadowed them.” Batas I have slready covered
as muoch munusoript, Mr. Editor, a8 you oan
possibly find room 10 print in & single issue,
with your kind permirsion I will continne ibis

THE TRUTH AND TOLERATION OF
THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND,

BY W. 0. LAKE, DEAN CF DURHAM,

It is unavoiduble that, in an age of great in-

telleotual aotivity, doubts should arise, and at-|

tacks be made, both on the religion which we
believe and on the special form of it which we
adopt; and perhaps it is the beet cvidence of
the strength and emergy both of Christianity
snd of tho Cburch of England, that questions
with regard to both shorld be oconstanily
brought before our eyes, and that they should
both of them so often bo, to use & famous line
of Dryden—

“S1ill doomod to death, but fated not to die,”
Hach of these subjeols is therefore constavtly
forced upon our attention, and I propose to
say a few words, both on the best answer to be
made to the constant attacks, on Christianity,

which ve cannot open & review or magazice
without meeting,—and also on the difficulties,
which may easily besome a groond of atiack,
ard whioh &t this moment boset the Church
ot Christ, of which we are members. They
are not unconneoted subjeots, for I cannot
doubt that if the position of onr Church was
. periously shaken, it would give rise to doubts
and perplexities of every kind, which, for
a while at least, would scrionsly affect the
position of Christianity. ‘

1. With regard, then, to-the first point—!

what is the most practicable and simple reason,
which every one may give to themselves, for
their failh in God acd in Christ? Now, it is
an ‘nteresting faol that the greatest of English
ambassadors, whose life has recently been pnb-
lished. occnpied himself, when he was past the
age of ninety, in writing a pamphlet on the
question, “ Why am I & Christian ?” If L were
10 ask myself tho question which Lord Strat.
ford happily answored, I should say that two
of the simplest reasons or my Chrisiisuity were
these : (1) the great characters which it has
oreated, and their incomparable superiority to
the vaunted heroes of unbelievers; (2) the life
and energy of the Body, i.e, the Church,
which Christ has created —aund, particulariy in
the present day, though not without serious
drawbacks, the encrgy of our own branch of
it, Some of these drawbacks, or rather perils,
wo are at this moment experiencing, sod in the
hope of showing how we should meet them,
I will not shriek {rom alluding to them,

But first, the most practical and conclasive’
apswer to the doubts and objections in detail,
which every writing of those who assume the
pame of * Agnostics” now brings before us, is
to be found in the character of the great men
who havoe fyunded Christisnity and have repre-
sented it even to the present day, And this
greatiness i8 brought out the more strongly
from the humble manner in which Christianity
came into the world ; a fact which arrested the
atvtention of une of the keenest oppcnents, (bat
st the same time not an uncandid one)}, it has
ever had, the historian Gibbon: * A pure and
humble religion,” he says, in one pregnant
senience, * grew up in ailence and obscarity,
derived new vigor from opposition, and finally
erected the trinmphant banner of the Cross on
the ruins of the capitol.”

And bow did this humble religion, we may
ask, conquer the world ? Weli, humanly speak-
ing, it was unquestionably due to ihe moral
grontness of believers; but first of sll to the
nfo and writings of one of the grealest men
that ever lived, the Apostle Parl. It isim
possible to quote, where every word bears the
stawp of greatness: bnt if I might take that
impassioned deseription in the eleventh chupter
of the second Corinthians, there, I would say,
is the secret of the victory of Christianity aver
the world, * In journeyiogs often, ia perils of
waters, in perils of robbers, in perils of my own
counlrymen, in perils by the heathen, in perily
it the city, in perils in the wilderness, in
perils in the ses; in weariness and painfulness,
mn watohings often, in hunger and thiret, in
fastings ofter, in cold and nakedness * * *
1f I must needs glory, I will glory of the things
which concern my iufirmities,” Here is the
true explanation both of the vietory of Chris-
tianity and of its divinity, It is the ncble
charaoters of thoss who created it, who saf-
fored for it, who lived in the example of Christ,
who thought out and applied His ithoughts to
every successive age of the world; it is the mep
and women who have devoled their lives to the
sufferings and aorrows of their lellow oreatures
from Christ’s day till now—and npot less the
earnest minds of those who have given thoir
thoughts snd prayers to the creaticn of the
poble worship and ritual of the Church; it is
these who havo built up the mighty fabric of
Christisnity as we now possess it, and have
made it the one powerful religion for moral
and inteilectuai man, In & word, the greatest
evidence for Chrislisnity is, and ever has been,
the work and characier of the Christian
Charch; *This is the rock,” ss expressed by
the character of St. Peter, ‘on w ich the
Saviour was to build Hrs Church, and t:.e gates
ol hell should not prevail against it.”

1 confess, then, I am myself indifferent to
the attacks which socalled Agnostics bring
sgainst Christisnity, whether they are founded
upon- the disooveries (real or suppoead) of
socience—upon one or two aifficulties with re.
gard to some of the miracles which have led
timid Christians to speak of miracles (which

must, of course, include the great miracle of
the Resurreotion) as if they were not absolutely
essential to Christianity, or to discrepancies,
which may be essily explained, in the records
of Scripture, 1 hold that, particularly in this
country, if Christianity and the Churob can but
show & firm and united front, the feeble attacks
of infidelity may indeed -here and- there with.
draw from us some weak, even though it may
be thonghtfel and intercsting brother, ut that
it will not shake tha moral feeling and the re-
ligious good sense of the great body of working
snd laboring English men and women. Nol
Bat at this moment our difficulty is of another
kind, It arises from the differences of devout
Christiazs among themselves, and espeoially
from the apparent differences in that great
body which 1s the representati ve of (hrst in
this country—our Charch. I .ay apparent, for
I am persuaded that in the end these difficulties
will, and must. be overcome, if our Church is
‘) retlain its hold over Christ's people,

It would be affectation to snppose that every
one does not know to what 1 ailude—the up.
precedented and unhappy faot that at this time
two Bishops of the Church of England are under
trial for praciices- conneoted with our re-
ligicus worship, which are dear to the religious
feelings of & very large body of our members.
And 1t is important tolay stress on vhe fact
that not one but two of our principal Bithops
are thus attacked for sanctioning what we may
call the ancient worship of the Church. Nor is
this all, for if tho Archbishop of Canterbury
should reject these cbarges as false or frive-
lous, the promolers wili probubly endeavour to
overrule hie decision by that of a temperal court;
so complete wiil be the confusion in whioh our
Church will be plunged.

I shall endeavour to siate the case as calmly
as possible, for I believe that it is one which
should be conside.ed by our reason quite as
much as by our feelings, and in which the
words, ‘*inquietness and in confidence shall
be your strength,” £hould be the motto of all
who love both their Church and their Lord,

Now, what I would first urge is this: The
Church of England has not been from the be-
ginning, and it cannot be; a narrow communion;
1 must to the very end represent, as it always
has done, distinct lines ot religions thought,
ard even 10 some oxtent of quickening our re-
ligious worehip. Many of the more ardent
spirits amopgst us on both sides may regret,
and oven be disposed to doubt this ; bat I can-
not think they can do so wiih reason, either
with regard to the past or the probable {utnre.
Nay, I may farther ask, Has not something of
the same kind been the case in Christ's Church
from the very begioniug? To take bat a
single imstance, did not the greatest teacher
whom the Church has ever known, St. Augus-
tine, hold views on wredestination which have
not received the sanction of .the Church in after

ages ? Nor woula it be difficult, if this were

the time to do 8o, to point to many great doo-
trines on which the greatest thinkers in the
stric test branches of the Church have held dif
ferent opinions.

And what has been the history of our own
Church ? Well, many will remomber the

speeches of two yea s ago, when the Church

was supposed 10 be in dacger of an attack—
and was there any point then on which all
parties wero more agreed than that our Church
was the successor ot Christ's Churchof all ages,
retormed, it is true, but in i1s great principles
unchanged ?  Such, then, was the general
character of our Retormation, when onr Church
avowedly retained more of the character of the
ancient Church than any other reformed branch,
and when the most learned scholar of his day,
lssao Uasaubon, could remark of it that “the
soundest part of tho Reformation is to be found
in Hogland, where the study of antiguity
flourishes together with zeal for the trath.”
Bat, to put the ouse more plainly, was it not a
matter of simple necessity, unless we continued
to be united with the See of Rome, that‘ there
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should ‘be from that time two distinot lines of
religious thought among us, whether from the
boidness and.variety.of the national character,
or I might even say from varities of the human
mind itself?- Is it not clear: to any ore who
looks at the successive changes in the worship,
canons and articles of our Churach in its earliesr
days, that there must have been from the firat
one party attached to all the great principles
which marked the early Charch, though many
of them had been obsoured by time or corrupt-
ion, while another party was comparatively in
different to forms of worship or belief so. long
as they could adhere to the “one test of &
standing or falling Chureh,” the dootrine of
« Justifioation by Faith only” ?

I am not going to dwell now on what I hold
to be thetruer of these views, thongh I certainly
think that the latter was not intended to be the
one foundsation on which the Church shonld be
built. Bnt what I would contend is, that if we
are 10 continue to be one Church, and above
all one Eaoglish Churoh, differences of opinion
and of practice must be tolerated, and that in
guch toleratiop lies not only our sirength but
our very existence. We have always suffored
in England when one party has tried to orush
the other, I certainly hold Archbishop Laud
to bave been & great glory to our Church, but
his attempt to crush his opponents led to a
violent reaotion, which for a time destroyed
the Chureh of Eogland ; and what shall we say
to the hard indifference of the eighteenth
century, which could not tolerate the small dif-
ferences (in their beginning very like those
which exist now) which drove from us the
most enthusiastic body whom the Knglish
Charoh till then had known, John Wesley and
bis friends ? .

It would be well indeed if the promoters of
the present prosecution would remember the
cold opposition of all the rulers of the Cuurch,
at the end of the last century, to the irregular-
ities which in many cases marked the rise of a
devout, though a somewhat narrow party,
amongst ourselves, Yes, if wo are to have one
Ckarch of Eogland at all, it must bo by a wise
and generous resognition that there must ex.
iat, jost as they were in St. Paunls days, con
siderable differences of opinion amongst us,
and that they must be dealt with in the spirit
with which St. Paul desalt with them-—* Lot
every man be fully persaaded in his own mind

% % % apdifinanything ye be differently
minded, God shall reveal even this unto yon.”
There was & maxim in the ancient Church
whioh, I believe, should be our gunide now; let
there be ** in essential matters Unity, in doubt-
ful matters Liberty, in all Charity.” In neces-
sariis unitas, in dubiis libertas, in omnibus
earitas.

Soch are the principles on which, I bolieve,
we must act, And now, how must we supply
them ?— Frem the Church Critic.

The season is approaching in which the
Church says to her children ag our Lord once
said to His disciples, * Come ye apart into
a detert place and rest awhile.”

When we think of the desert place of which
our Lord speaks, we must not form an image
of a barren, stormy waste, traversed by sand
storms and visited by no gracious rains or dew
from heaven, Let us rather think of a place
nnspoiled by man, where in the spring-time
(which was the time of the story) the amaryllis
lily and the snemone ghine like fire in the

gresn grass, where the bright blue roller bird
flits chirping from stone to stone, snd the
hoopoe raises his graceful crested hexud, where
the breezes blow cool from the hills, and the
clear waves of the lake bresk on & beach of
white sand and pebbles. It was to such a desert

place as this.that our Lord called His disoiples
that they might reat awhile,

It is to such a desert place &s this that our
Churoh calls us at this season, Come then and
rest' awhilel Yon who, like the faithful
Twelve, have been journeying and working in
the Master's cause, sometimes successfully,
often with hearts bowed down with sorrow/ul
surprise that men will not acoept the grace
of God so freely offered; come into the Mas.
ter's more immediate presenco and tell Him
all things that you have done. You who have
been misunderstoed, ridicaled, perhaps slan.
dered, come und tell your Lord, remembering
that He may see sucoess where you res only
failure, and that happily it is much easier to
please God than man.

Comoe and rest, yon who, like tho disciples of
John the Baptist, are suffering under the load
of sflliction and bereavement. Like them you
have perhaps been called to lay in the tomb
one to whom you leoked for support and coun-
gel, or God has taken a lamb from your fold to
His green and safe pasturos beyond the river.
Porhaps you have [aid zhon you the burden of
other losses, as of health, or wealth, or home.
Come then, liko the disciples of John, and tell
J sus, Obey His call, and follow Him into the
desert to rest awhile and gather new strength
to carry your burdens, aud new faith to trust
Him who sends or permits them.

To you who have heretofore neglected or
despised your Lord’s csll, tho invitation comes
once more—"* Follow me!"” Despite your caro-
lessness, your eager pursuit of this world's
gains and pleasures—deapite your past refusals
notwithstanding that you have wounded Him
by your neglect and cruocified Him airesh by
your sins—He calls you again. Once more He
pleads with you. Once more Hesaya “Comel ”
Ob &light not the eall! Remember that there
must be & last time! The day will surely
come whon the Mastor of the house shall arise
and shut the door. It is for you to ssy whether
you will be one of those who shall sit down to
the Marrisge Supper of the Lamb, or of the
nnmber to whom 1he Bridegroom will say, “ T
know you not!''—Parish Visitor, N.Y.

THE OLD WAY,

Charchmen should live up to their own prin-
ciples and practios their own methods. Even
s poor method, persistently followed, will give
better resuils than & desultory, indiseriminate
practice of a better method. Our Church ways
are not only older ways, but better ways of
doing Christ's work, than those that the de
nominations have galvanized into popularity.
They are divinely ssuotioned, histericaily at-
tested, experimentally approved. Why, then,
do we get such mesgro resalts in oor work in
ocomparison with what might be expacted from
the means at our command ?

Manifestly, because we do not use the means,
with half the energy and onthusiasm that are
given to the novel methods which make such
a stir around us,  As it is, with oor feeble fol-
lowing in the ojd paths, the Church grows
amsazingly. If the Kingdom doos not come
with ° observation,” it comes with steady and
healthy growtb. But what might we aee, if
we would all labor together with consistent
devotion to edify the Charch! .

It is the ever present discouragement 1p our
pastorate, this lack of interest among tho peaple
in the appointments of the Church. Com-
municants are irregalar in their attendance,
while often they are the first to run after some
“ new thing ;" reluotant to take their part in
parish work, while they are most willing and
aotive in enterprises oufside; silent and indif-
ferent in the responsive worship of the Church,

while they bewail the exclusion of Moody and-

Sankey hymns, In how many Charch families
are the children not catechised, festivals gnd
fasts not kept, family prayer not used, Bible

not raad, Charch papers not tuken, Chuarch
books not seen!

It is not new ways, by -ways, that wo need,
but to walk straight forward in the old ways,
the high-ways, which we have. If we make
little progress in those, we should make loss,
or none at all, in those of later invention. The
stimulua of novelty would soon be gone, and
our last state wounld be worse than the firat,
The Church makes nc¢ exoiting appeal or
clamorous demand, but she is in earnest about
saving souls She proposes to us a life training,
srd we are in no need of & New Gospol of gal-
vanio piety.

The ‘“ horoio” treatment of disense has passed
away among iatelligent praoticioners, and a
system more in harmony with nataral laws
has szoceedod. 'Wo havo sean, long sinoe, and
many not of onr Commanion are beginning to .
soa, that the only safo and true way of minis.
tering to sounls diseased is by sober oonviction
and gystematic training in religious life and
habit. Sach a nurture and admonition the
Church provides, as she had it from the Apos.
tlos, Weo have only to uae it consistently to
find in it all that we noeed and all that the world
noeds,—Selected.

HINTS FOR LAY READERS.

The most likely thing for & yonng layman o
do when he begins his duties ag a lay-reader is.
to assume ns muoch of the manner of 4 olergy-
man a8 ho is able, unwitlingly deoming these
ossential.

Let him at the outsot determine to be per-
fectly matural in manner and voice, svoiding
affectation, and bring to tho perlormance of
thode high duties & serions und devout mind,
void of pretonce.

Sincerity and earnestness will always gain
symrathetic attention, even though groat gifts
of voice and matare cultivation be lacking ;-
the absence of the former will nevor be par.
doned, however marked the latter gualities

may bo.

A perfect understanding of the order of the
gorvices in the Prayer Book, and of his limita-
tiona as a laywman, are of first importanoca, to
which he must add an intelligent appresiation
of tho toxt,

All have not the same qualifications by
nature. There are charms of voice which are
rare gifis; few have them, nor can onltivation
prodace them. Bat qualities of voice which
sre unpleasant and disturbing can by oare and
intelligent trainiog be freed from their natural
harshness and become pleasing and effuotive.

It should be an aim of the lay-roader not
only to, read distinctly and understandingly
but with a voice well modualated and nnde;v
porfeot control, whoee rondering of tho text
sbul! aid to a devotionsl foeling and a true ap-
preciation of the spirit of the sorvice, A
monotonons or king-song tono is to bo aveided
but in the endoavor 10 shan a stilted or profes:
sional manner there is danger of falling into a
conversaiional tone, Nothing bat s fine ap-
prociation of the “ fitness of things" can diotato
more specifieally for the individaal, and if he
have a keon sense of humor, he will have the
beat kind of & monitor.

The pitch of the voice is an important con.
sideration, and its effaste should be stndied, It
should be somewhat highor in reading the ser-
vice than in conversation, and there will not
then bo required tke volame or physical
exertion demaaded by a lower tone,

The ennunciation should be clear and distinat
but not stadied ; the niterrance neither slov:r
nor fast.

The foregoing obiains qnite as much in the
readling of tho lessons as in the prayers
although it will ocour to the ronder that thé
former, naturally, demands a difference of tone
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uud maunee frow ke latlor, uud his guud venso . Their pilgrimuge was shorter, their viotory

.To have Liu voice rightly piiched is im-,
po:iaci. Reud disinctly, Las not with ap

Sliced oranges is too familiar a dish
to require any comment, but a very
palatable modification is 1o alter-
nate in the dish jayers of sliond !
bacana and sliced orange, and oover
the whole with a frosting of desi-
cated cocoanut, The oranges do
not look quite so pretty if the slices
are out parallel with the core rather
than aoross 1t, but they are easier
to out. Bat every housewife knows
of dozen of ways of fixing oranges
for the table. After all un orange
is something like & watermelon.
However besatital and palatable it
muy be when prepured for the tuble
it never tastes quite BO BWael as
when it is plucked from the tree
and sucked with the vigorous as-
sistance of both hands o fqueexe
out the juice —Ailan Formin, in
Ladies’ Home Journal for Feb.

4. Tobacoo using « estroys the
voice. This is particularly true of
smoking. The hot. aorid vapors
taken Into the throat injure the
delicale mucons membrane, and
produce what is well-known to
physiciane as ‘' smoker’'s sore
throat.”

5. The tobacoo heart, The rigid
examination made of men seeking
to enter the army has developed the
fact that & verv large proportion of
old smokers are sfllioted with whai
has been oalled, ‘‘the tobacco
heart.”
