THE MEANING OF “CATHOLIC.”
(To the Editor of the London Tablel.)

Smr,~Perhaps there is no one of your readers who
docs not occasionally hold a friendly conversation
on religion with some acquaintance belonging to
‘the so-called “ Catholic® party in the Anglican Es-
tablishment. ‘ '
Now, if there be one single thing concerning
which all High Churchmen are unanimous, besides
the negntive proposition of denying the Papal In.
fallibility, it is certainly this, that they all con.
fidently claim a right to the namo of ¢ Catholic.”
This being 50, I maintain that we should narrow
the controversy to a single issue. We should de-
mand from them a precise definition of the mignifi-
cation which they attach to the term ¢ Catholic”
Poor Anglicans dread nothing so much as definitions;
and, it pressed to explain exactly their own stend-
point, on this or any other dogmatic question, they
instinctively either seek shelter in vague generalities,
which commit them to rothing, or else they
precipitately retrent to something else, and cover
their defent by an attack on some doctrine or prac-
tice of Rome. But we should never permit this
course. We should explain that as all differences of
opinions are held by some to originate in disputes
about the meanings of words, so it is manifest that
the very first step for truth-seeking: disputants to
take is for each clearly to understand the significa-
tion which the other attaches to the terms he makes
use of.
Now, we mean by a “ Catholic” a person in re-
ligious communion with Rome; and we lold that
the words of the Creed #one Catholic Church” de-
note & society mow existing, visibly one, and
visibly universal.”
For the snke of argument we may imagine that
this definition of the term * Cathelic” may be open
to objection, as to its being true or falso; but that
itisa clenr and logical one cannot be questioned.
Now, how do Anglicans explain their sense of the
word ?
They, one and all, mnintain that to be & * Catho-
lic” is to believe certain doctrines without reference
to any present Church authority whatsoever. Here,
therefore, we meet a fundamental difference between
them and us. It is an axiom with us that toben

visible universal society, or Church, in every age
visibly one. . . - o
Right belief is one thing; right communion is
another; both are required in n Catholic. The
Greck Schismatics have right belief on most points,
but they are not Cntholics, because visibly separated
from the One Catholic Church. If Anglicans had
valid orders, and believed on all points, as Rome
does, they would be, not Catholics, but Schismatics,
for tho very same reasod. ‘
Having thua explained the Catholic interpretation
of the words of the Creed, it remains for Anglicans
.to:convince us that they can supply a more consist-

last, procured for them some small meed of gracious
but ill-timed State sssistance? Who, when that
awful time had passed and.goune, fanned into full
life and maturity the still slumbering patriotism of
the nation ? Was it not John of Tuam ? We ask
our readers certainly not in any spirit of mean ser-
vility but with a sincere feeling of grenerous admira-
tion, did uny one man stand more prominently be-
fore the world during the Repeal agitation and dur-
ing the Famine years? Did any one plead more
persisting, more ¢loquent and, more successfully in
behalf of our down trodden race than did John of
Tuam? We need not pause for a reply. A passing
reference to the ill-starred annals of that period will
sotisfy all doubts and remove- all  prejudices.  To
recapitulate, even summarily, the services of this
lorious patriarch who, Leonidas-like, stood alone
with but ‘a few companions in the Pass when the
united forces of haughty England were directed to-
wards the extinction of our expiring liberties, would
‘be an endless task. We need but mention the very
name to elicit a host of historical associations and
recollections that come forth as, if by magic at the
very utterance. That his guiding influence may
long continue to direct the people who so fondly
reverence our Archbishop, is the heartfelt wish and
prayer of every person with a spark of nationality
and a feeling of hooest patriotism. Last week, his
Grace, we undertand, gave a final sitting in. Dublin
to an eminent sculptor, who is at present engaged in
the preparation of a statute of hig Grace. We would
suggest the unveiling of that statute on the day
which we shall assemble to celebrate with fitting
solemnity and becoming piety, the fiftieth anniver-
sary of his accession to the Episcopacy. Sufficient
time will elapse between this and then to allow of
the completion and perfection of this work of art
which we presume will be erected on the Cathedral
grounds of this town.—Tuem Herald.

CATHOLIC LIBERTY IN THE UNI
STATES. _

It has been the exultant boast of Catholics in the
United States that, here, there was not mere tolera-
tion, but liberty for Catholics, s for all other citizens,
in regard to the free enjoyment of their religious
rights. We have boasted of this here athome ; ‘but,
especinlly, when American Catholics have been in
Europe they have been loud in proclaiming the
guperiority of their condition, in the United States,
over that of the Catholics of any part of Europe.—
We have heard of a good deal of this, even within
the current year. :

Let ug examine how far this honorable exultation
of American Catholics is well founded. Let us, also,
esamine whether a real and sincere liberty, that Ca-
tholics have enjoyed, here, while influences, such as
those of Jefferson, of Monroe, and of Jacksen, were
potent, are not seriously abridged, and in danger of
a farther contest before they will be reccognized,
under the chargein politics censequent on the late
disruption of the Union and violation of the old
Constitution of the United States, -

Af the period of the war of American Indepen-
dence, most of the leading spirits in that movement
—Washington, Jefferson, Franklin, &c.—were sin-
cerely believers in-religious, ag well as:in civil
liberty. They wore personally acquainted with dis-
tinguished Catholics, and saw that true liberty hed,
ou earth, no better friends, - Of the Catholic Church,
and of the Catholic faith, they knew so little as to
be of the impression that, in the suulight of freedom,
and of intelligence, as they understood these;all the

Such is the mission of the Irish race. From that
early dry when Ireland sent her scholars nnd saints
on their self-tmposed labor or love, to the dark hour
of her trial and tribulation—of her sorrow and en-
slavement—this mission has been distinctly marked
upon her brow, and every attribute of nobleness car-
ried it onward to the grand end. Ture where you
will, and its monuments will greet the eye. Go to
the far Indies, and its labors and works are upon
the Ganges. The remotest corners of the world benx-
its trophies. Austmlia is blooming, like her vege-
tation, with its richest offerings, and an ewmpire is
bowing to the God of their fathers. ‘Che forests of
America melt before the holy flame, and swarming
millions bow down in reverence to the truth, Eng-
land, Scotland, Wales, all bear the mnrk of this
mace, upon whose shoulders the cross was laid, and
whose brow. bears the crown of victory. '

The Irish race have preserved Ireland, and she is
anchored to-day at her old moorings. They have
gone forth, driven by-the haic of man, to do the
will of the Master, and they have planted their race
and faith throughout the world.

The old French have a rem-
nant of themselves, - In the cities of Great Britain
we have the same development—Irish missionary
efforts —building churches; schools, monasteries, and
placting’ the faith throughout the land. Wherever
the faith has grown and prospered the most, will be
found the marks of this great mission, in the zeal,
constancy and-properity of the Irish race.

It is wonderful to contemplate the work of this
mission. A handful of people plucked from their
homes, and cast, like seeds in the earth, throughout
the world, to build up empires. Driven forth by
persecution, taking the ark with them they sought
only a home, and a ruling and guiding Providence
gave them empire and domain.

“Her children’s children will do- the work of
the fathers, and this great work which has preserved
the race will go on to & fulfilment which will bless
the world.—Doston Leader, - .

SIR WALTER RALEIGH’S HOUSE.

A somewhat famous house in the south of Ireland
has recently changed owners. In describing the
borough of Youghal, ¥ Murray’s Hanilbook” for Ire-
Innd says:—* To the north of the church is the
house—now called Myrtle-grove—of Sir Walter
Raleigh, who in 15858-9 was chicf magistrate of
Youghal, where he was in the habit of entertaining
the poet Spenser. It is now the property of J. W.
Pim, Esq., who allows visitors to inspect the groungs.

the few pieces of furniture left in the hoqse by Sir
Walter Raleigh—a curiously carved cnbmet—\.va_s
sold in 1816, but was exhibited at the Cork Exhibi-
tion in 1862. The garden in which the potato was
first planted and tobacco first smoked in Europe is
hardly three acres in extent. The walls of the
house are 5ft, thick, and each successive owner has
taken such care of the building that it is one of the
few residences of the 15th century that remain sub-
stantially in the same state a5 they were 400 years
ago. The Cork Erzaminer states that this historic
honse and garden have now been sold by Mr. Pim
to Mr. Pope Hennessy. Perhaps on this change of
owners the modern designation of ¢ Myrtle-grove”
may be replnced by its ancient and correct name of
«Raleigh's House.”

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

Tyxpstl AND HUXLRY'S ATTACKS ON THE CHURCH.—
The followiag is an extract from the¢ pastoral ad-
dress which has been issued by the archbishops and
bighops of Ireland to their flocks :—As those whom
God has made watchmen on the towers of the mys-
tic house of Israel, which is His Church, we, your
bishops, are strictly bound not only to d_elivgr.to
you every word we have received from His divine
mouth, but also to lift up our warning voice when
we see the deposit of faith, of which we are the
guardinns, made the object of hostile attacks. Two
such attacks have recently been directed against the
Catholic Church in Irelaud. The one aimed direct-
1y at her life, seeks to kill &t a blow that faith which
is the very condition of her existence; the other,
Iess direct, cndeavors to injure the external organ.
ization by which faith is diffused, maintsined and
increased throughout her body. The one belongs
to the intcllectual order, and derives its strength
from the pride of intcllect that exalteth itself against
the kuowledge of God ; the other wag according to
the flesh, and the weapong of its warfare are carnal
(2 Cor. iii. 4). The assault is led, in the one case,
Dy the professors of Materialiswe, who have lately,

-under the name of science, obtruded blasphemy
‘upon this Catholic nation ; nnd in the other, by the
anodern persecutors of the Church, and especially by
Jtalian statesmen, who, following up other ncts'of
violence against God's Church, lately have laid vio-
3ent hands upon the property confided by the Christ-
-ian world to the Sacred Congregation of Propa-
ganda for the benefit of the Catholic missions in
which Ireland’s children, at home and abroad, have
go large n part, We canuot pass over _in slicnce
either of those; for, although they constitute but a
local phase of the persecution with which the world
‘now everywhere assails the Church's Founder, yet
they suggest a special leeson and impose special
duties which it becomes our office to impress upon
you for the strengthening of your faith, “ O Sion!|
the voice of thy watchmen: they have lifted up
their voice” (Isaias iii. 8) ; not our own voeice racre-
1y, but the voice of the apostles, in whose place we
stand, and who, a8 St, Peter says, * followed not cun-
ningly-devised fablés when they made known the
power and presence of our Lord Jesus Churist” (2
Peteri. 16).  For they “ having once been mnade eye-
witness of His majesty when He received from qu
the Father honor and glory,” ever livein the Cq.thohc
episcopate o repeut to the successive generations of
men the Divine “ Hear ye Him,” which they heard
on that day coming down to Him “from the excel-
lent glory when they were with H_nn_on the holy
mount” And in the strepgth of this sxmp_le teach-
ing, and not in the conceits of a vain philosophy,
has it plensed God to protect in every age the faith
of His Church aguinst the ever-recurting nssaul_tg of
#]ying teachers, who bring in sects of perdmop
and deny the Lord who bought them” (2 Peter i,

16, ii. 1).

Tur Liox oF TaE Forp of Jupa.—The Most Rev.
Dr. M‘Hule, Archbishop of Tunm, bas addressed to
his flack a pastoral, which was read in the chapels
of the diocese of Tuam en Sunday. Iu the course
of the letter it is stated :—" Whoever reflects on the

Mr. John P. O'Hara, a distinguished Aayo man,
has besn appointed to the Lectureship in Constitu-
tional Law in the Catholic University College, Lon-
den.

The members for Limerick city addressed their
constituents on Monday evening, 26th Oct. Mr,
Butt touched on the various questions that now
engage the public mind—notably amuesty, tenant-
right, coercion, and education. With regard to
awmnesty, he hinted that the military authoritics had
brought pressure to bear on the Government against
the relense of the military prisoners, and declared
tLat as long as the prisoners were retained in grol
it would be impossible to conciliate the coun
try. If Ireland was tranquii during the coming
winter, he believed the coercive laws now in force
would not be renewed. He would endeavour again
next session to carry through his bills for assimilat-
ing the English and Irish laws in the mastter of the
municipal franchise and municipal privileges, and
ask the Government to do for the lrish fisheries
‘what had been done for the Scotch. As regarded
education, he thought (now especially that the Con-
servatives, who were committed to the maintenance
of religious education, were in power) the time had
cowme for bringing forward n definite plan for the
establishment of an educational system of which
religion would be an integral part, and which would
do justice to mll classes and creeds in the country.
He maintained that in battling for these rights they
were not compromising their conviction that until
they had a parliament of their own they would
never have good Government for Ireland. In al-
luding to the Home Rule debate ke felt constrained
to refer in-terms of deep repret to the conduct of
some few members of the party at the close of the
debate, as well as to the captious comments of a
cerlain member (whom he did not name, but who
will be readily recognizable) on the manner in
which he (Mr. Butt) had stated the case of Ireland
on the occasion, A vote of confidence in himself
and his colleague (to whose zeal and ability Mr.
Butt bore warm testimony) was unanimously adopt-
ed by the mecting.

Lonrp PowsrscourT AND HIS TExants.—Last month
at the Dungannon Land Sessions, before Sir F. W,
Brady, Bart,, there were about four hundred claims
entered for hearing by tenants on the Benburb Es.
tates, the property of Viscount Powerscourt. .It np-
peared that some short time ago his lordship got
the estate valucd by 3fessrs. Brassington and Gale,
of Dublin, who fixed an increased rent. The ten-
ants refusing to pay this, met and appointed a
committee to negotiate with Lord Powerscqurt on
the subject; but no scttlement being arm:ed at
the tenants were served with notlce to quit, ac-
companied by n circulay, stating that the object
was not to disturb them in case they agreed to
pay such”rent As they and his lordship’s agent
might settle on, No arrangement was come to, and
tae lnnd claims were entered, but on the under-
stauding with Lord Powerscourt that at the sessions
the cnscs would be referred to a Ar. Wilson, Innd
valuator, and that whatever rent he fixed would be
puid, this consent was made a rule of court, and
the cases were adjourned until next sessions for
Mr. Wilson’s award.

Corncroy Act. — At the Hospital Petty sessions
last montk four men were charged under the pro-
visions of Peace Preservation Act with having been
out of their houses after sunset on the evening of
the 5th Qctober, in a district specially proclaimed.
[rom the evidence it appenred that on the night in
question the house of o furmer named Canty was
attacked by some persons, and that Canty fired at
and dispersed them., While the police of the dis.
trict were on patrol subsequently they encountered
the accused, and, supecting that they were con-
cerned in the attack, arvested them. The accused
wera sworn and subjected by the magistrates to a
very searching examination.

American lodge—if we rccollect rightly, at Phila-
delphia—to know if this was true. The American
lodge communicated with the lodge at Mcssina, and-
received a coniradiction of the whole statement,.
which contradiction was made public. The Iast
form: which the story has now assumed is that the
Holy Father became a Mason at Palermo in 1826;
that the Jodze there had in 1865 the coolness to
summon him to answer the charge of hiwving ux.
communicated his brethren, that is, of havingre-
pested the censures inflicted on that secret society
by his predecessors; and that, since the enforcement
of those spiritual censures against the Freomasons
in Brazil, the lodge sent a second and third notifi-
ention, and proceeded to pass o decreo of expulsion.
This decrec is now pnblished in the official paper
of the Freemasons, and bears—in itself o suspicious
circamstance—~the signature of King Victor Em-
manuel, ag “ Grand Master of the Orient of Itnly.”

impossible that he could have been initinted at
Palermo in 1826, and we should not have taken the
trouble to contradict 50 obvious a fiction had it
not been that we have received so many letters cnll-

The political news from Continental Europe is
of little intercst. IHostilitics in the north of
Spain, which had for a time been suspended on ac-
count of the weather, have been resumed, but
without any very dccided success to cither party,
Bismarck, it is said, with an eye to the future, has
proclaimed that, unless the ancient forms are
strictly followed in the next clection of n Pope,
Germany will withhold its recognition. This may
occur ; but the recognition, or non-recognition by
Germany of the Pope will have no more effect
en his status, or on the duty of nll Catholics te-
wards him, than would have its recognition, or
pon-recognition of the rising of the sun, upon the
hours observed by that luminary, or jts cffects
npon vegetation, For three centuries an Empire
greater than that of Germany p_ersistently refused
1o recognise the several Popes who during that
period satin Peter's Chair ; nevertheless the affairs

* of the Church went on all the same, and so will it
be ngain should the threat of Bismarck e carried
into effect,
We lcarn that His Geace the Archbishop of
Westminster, with several other members of the
English hierarchy, are now at Rome on important
business connected with the Catholic Congress.—
What that business may be we shalllearn allin good
time; en atfendant as the_Protestant press knows
notbing about it, it is circulating the most foolish
.ptories imaginable,
The politico.religious pamphlet which, under
the caption The Vatican Decrees, and with the object
of making a little political capital amongst the
liberal Protestants who threaten to abandon him,
Mr. Gladstone has just given to the world, is pro-
voking much discussion. As yet we have seen
cnly a few oxtracts from it; encugh indecd to
ghow its general tenor and purpose, but we niust
wait till, in due course of time, the mail shall
have brought it to us in full, together with the
reply of His Grace the Archbishop of Westminster,
before venturing upon any criticism.

DISESTABLISAMENT.
That the Protestant Church of England as by
law cstablished must soon share the fate of its
Irish sister is evident to the most guperficial ob-
server of the signs of the times. It may not be
to-morrow or even the day after; but that the pre-
sent generation will witness the end of an institu-
tion which can boast of an existence of upwards of
three hundred years, is almost a certainty. It is
nssailed from without by the combined forces of
infidelity and dissent ; it is torn to picces within
Dby internecine war betwixt high church and low
church; and the fatal blow will very probably be
given by the first named, who are day by day
learning that only upon low church or Erastian
principles can an Establishment bedefended. As
& geneeation ago the best and noblest of the Scotch
cstablished church, went forth rather than submit
to the accursed thing known as Erastianism, so
must it be at last with the high church party. Iis
best members will be forced into secession, and
their secession will be followed by disestablish-
ment, The outside enemies of the establishment
have bub to wait their time, and they will sece the
walls of the Parlinmentary Sion fall of themselves.
No need is there to fire a single shot agninst them,
Again the legislation of last session of Parliament
though mainly designed to furnish arms against
the Ritaalists will prove fatal tp the cstablishment
which it was ioped it would strengthen. Parlinment
has virtually declared that the State Cnurch shall
be under the absolate control of the State. What
the British Quarterly Review for October well calls
the “rampant Erastianism of the day” will be-
come intolerable to all who belicve in a God ; and
will thus unite men of the most opposite forms of
religious belief to make common cause agninst an
institution which is but Erastianism rnised to its
highest power.
"Under these circumstances we may well ask our-
selves what will bo the consequences.of diseatnb-
lishment. In the disestablished Protestant Church
of Ireland we may find an answer to the question.
That condition, if we may rely upon Protestant
statements, is sorry cnough.. Discstablishment
has brought out in strong relief the sordid venal-
ity, and tho absence of all spirituality in the Prc-

clergy of a diSestablished Anglican Charch? - But
this is not all’; norare the financial difficulties, and
the impossibility of getting Honest men to enlist
in the.ranks of its ministry all that a disestab-
lished church has to contend with. There are the
doctrinel difficultics, and in Ireland theso threaten
to be insuperable. :

Emancipated from the control of the State, which
in the days of Establishment used to determine its
discipline and its creeds—thereby saving bishops
and clergymen a world of trouble—the disestab-
lished Church undertakes the task of revising its
formularies,and amending its Confessions of Faith.
But how shall tlhesc be amended ? what doc-
trines shall be expunged ? what retained? These
arc questions upon which it is impossible to get
anything like a unanimous answer, In Ireland
the fight is raging bitterly, and clergy and laity
are arrayed against onc another, the former claim
for their order the right of determining what shall
be the doctrines of thcir sect; the lnity as strenu-
ously, and as purse bearers more efficaciously, in-
sisting that o them it belongs to determine what
the ministers whom they pay, shall Lold and teach.

A like conflict would incvitably be the conse-
qnence of disestablishment in England; it would
Iecad to the breaking up of the Anglican Church
into a number of discordant and indeed bitterly
hostile sects. This, cven more than the loss of po-
litical influence, and social position is the evil
which all friends of the Establishment must fore-
see and dread ; and nevertheless disestablishment
must come, and is alrcady close at hand. The
“hours of the Anglican church are numbered, and
not much longer will it be allowed to cacumber
the ground. The warning to the bishops to set
their houses.in order has gone forth, and, indeed
by their Public Worship Bill they have signed
their own death warrant.

Catholics need take no part in the final struggle,
for without their aid the Establishment must
speedily fall. Indecd were they to appear as tak-
ing an active part in the struggle they would re-
tard rather than accelerate the inevitable issue;
for much as they dislike the State Church, infidels
and dissenters hate Romanists still mere. Besides
we have nothing to gain from disestablishment;
the Church of England, now that the State no lon-
ger lends the aid of the sword of the civil magis-
trate, of its rack and Penal laws, to repress Popery
and to persccute Catholics, docs, and can do us no
harm. Indeed to a certain uxtent, though very
illogically, by asserting a few Catholic principles, it
in many instances which we could mention, and
which will sugiest themselves to our readers, pre-
pares the minds of its members for the reccption
of the pood sced of Catlolic doctrine, and so un-
consciously serves the causc of Catholic truth.

Doctors differ as to the legitimate functions of
an Anglican Clergyman ;—e.z. whether horse racing
and the rearing of horses s, or is not u proper oc-
cupation for an English gentleman wearing a
white necktie, and having the ‘““cure of souls.”

The Revd. J. W. King thinkszés; and has thought
so for half a life, having rcared race horsos go long
and with such success that his horse Apology has
at last won the St. Leger, and brought liis master
into trouble. The Bishop of Lincoln—(the Revd.
Mr. King’s ordinary)—thinks differently, and has
written to his subordinate accordingly. Private
judgment in faith presupposes a fortiori private
judgment in matters of discipline and morals and
this being conceded, it becomes as difficult to
determine, where the line hasto be drawn in morals
as it is in fuith. Altogether it is n very pretty
quarrel, and might well be left to the combatants
to decide, but that one of them—the man of God and
Bishop of Lincoln to wit—in his letter to the
man of horses has not to our mind established his
position in calling upon the “trimmer” to deter-
mine forthwith and definitively between thestable
and the pulpit—Dbetween souls and studs. In his
letter to his subordinate, the Bishop assigns as
a reason why horse racing and horse rearing are
forbidden to clergymen of the Anglican persuasion,
thatat their ordination they promise to forsake and
set aside as much ag possible all worldly
cares and studies. Now if this is all the Bishop
has to say for himself, wo say decidedly that the
parson has the best of it, And for this reason. We
very much doubt whether the rearing of %orses is a
more worldly care than the raising of children ; and
as the raising of children is undoubtedly alowed,
nay ! commended in an Anglican clergyman, we can-
not for the life of us see why the raising of horses
isnot also. Of course the line must be drawn some.
where; but with private judgment at his back, Mr,
King may very justly claim that it be drawn s0 &5
toinclude the stadle as well us the nursery. For our
own part were we in an Anglican pulpit, we can
fancy the distracting influence of a lLeloved c¢hild
in the whooping cough or measles to be equal to, if
not greater than that of a pet colt in the farey or
glanders. In fact we think the Bishop has shown
very bad taste and very little paternal feeling in
thuil deciding in favour of the horse versus the
child.. :

there were in Montreal il_x-threc-duys only, a.EoupIe
of wecks ago. Now this is noba matter ofnccident;
for two or three years ago London was gresily em-
Barrassed to find lospital room for small-pox pa-
tients. It is the cffect of careful and genaral vac-
cination. We may, perhaps be asked vhy_ Vac-
cination did not prevent the gpread of the disease
pefore? We reply that so fg.r a5 laymen ¢an ven-
ture to express an opinion, it seems to have boen
because waccination had for some time bcen nel-
ther general nor careful., The generation wh:gh
immedintely followed that of Jenner aod the dis-
covering of vaccination, koew only too much of
smoll-pox. It was-the dread:of every beauty, the
cause of apprehension in every housch.o}d. The
marks of its ravages were evurywl}crc ¥isible, not
only in diminished familics, but in the enduring
scars which distigured many & fair .face. 'l‘pn.t
generation eagerly adopted the prophylactic which
scicnce-offered toit, and for many ycars small-pox
was almost unbeard of ; but with its disappearance
came & natural forgetfulness of its dangers, and
both medical men and the general pqpulutwn be-
came more or less indifferent to their duty, A
large portion of the population has certainly ne-
glected to protect itsclf at all, and a large number
of medical men have, we.imngine, been far from
extremely careful as to the character of the virus
which they employed. It isto be supposed that
this defect in practice, ifit has really existed, has
been most frequent in private practice We see no
reason to belicve, indeed, that neglect.as to choice
of wirus implies’ inoculation with other dlse.?,sc
{han cow-pox ; but we apprehend that the virus
bas frequently becn allowed to lose its encrgy Ly
being kept too long Lefore use. Ilow it was, how-
ever, that small-pox invaded London.in comman
with the rest of the civilized world, some three
years ago, is of comparitively smull consequence.
Tt is of muech greater importance thatone hundred
and twenty thousand people in Montreal, a fort-
night ago, lost forty-ane persons by small-pox in
seven days; while three millions and a. quarter of
people in London lost only ten during the last
three months for which the officinl statistics are
complete. We know, atall events, how that im-
munity from & very recent plague was brought
about, and we can follow the same corse.—Jdfon-

Prop. LXII. expresses the tenet, now some-
times avowed as almost axiomatic, that no na-
tion should interfere with another’s concerns,
unless its own interests are tangibly affected .
—a miserable declension, indeed, from the
Catholic doctrine of international charity! In
the Allocution ¢ Novos ct ante,’”” 28 Septem-
ber, 1860, Pius IX. condemns with great indigna-
tion the application of this temet to his civil
princedom, and the permission given by Eure-
pean goveraments to the perpetration of wrong,
By censuring Prop. LXIIL. the Pope enforces
the doetrine of non-resistance te legitimate civil
authority; and on this we must briefly pause.
Now, firstly, the term “ princes” in this as in
all other such theological declarations, stands
not merely for absolute Kings, but equally for
the sovereign civil autherity in a country con-
stitutionally governed.. So much being under-
stood, in order to apprehend the force of this
censure we will cite o passage from the Eacy-
clical ¢ Qui pluribus,” 9 November, 1846 :—

¢ Labor to inculeate on the Christian people
due obedience and subjection towards princes
and powers, teaching them, according to the
Apostle’s admouition, that there is no power
except from God, and that those who resist
the power resist God's ordinance, and so obtain
for themselves damnation ; and therefore that
the precept of obeying <t can never be violated
by any onc without stn (citra placulum), un-
less, haply, anything be commanded in opposi-
tion to the laws .of God end the Church.'—
The Allocution ¢ Quisque vestrum,” 4 Octo-
ber, 1847, repeats this almost word for werd.
So far then we have two dootrines infallibly
pronounced :—(1.) legitimate governments are
pot to be obeyed in things which they may
command contrary to the laws of God and of
the Church; (2,) they are to be obeyed in
every other possible case. Qne question, how-
ever, is left open. Is there, oris there not,
some imaginable degree of tyranny and op-
pression, or some other possible circumstance,
which would expel guilty rulers from the posi-

Dublin Review, April, 1865, replies: “Re-
sistance is lawful:—1. When a government
has become substantially and habitually tyran-
pical, and that is when it has lost sight of thé
popular good, and pursues dts own selfish ob-
jects to the manifest detriment of its subjects,
especially when their religious interests are
concerned. 2. When all legal and pacifie
means have been tried in vain to recull the
ruler to a sense of .his duty. 3. When there
is a reasorable probability that resistance will
be successful, and not entail greater evils than
it seeks to remove. 4. When the judgment
formed as to the badness of the government,
and the prudence of resistance thereto, is net
the opinion only of private persons or of a mere
party; but isthat of the larger and better por-

the latter in the Apostolic Letters, ¢ Multi-
plices inter,”” June 10, 1851.)

NOTE. '

Thus are condemned various errors which
have been recently advocated on the sacrament
of marriage. No subject more imperatively
required attention in combating revolutionism;
for the Catholic law of marriage lies at the
very foundation of Christian society. A de-
tailed theological examination of these errors
would require more space than we can at pre-
sent afford. Suffice it to say, that the doctrine
of -the Church en this subject is well known ;
and that one end of these - decrees is to protest
against the flagrant usurpation attcmpted from
time to time by civil governments, over the
Church’s divinely given authority throughout
the whole subject.
