Two
extra engines were also attached and the train
got under way. It was filled with all the
men of wuoto and prominence of both
the Republicen and Democratic parties.
The Tammany delegation was about
the last to arrive at the depot and as
the others cars were filled they took the rear
car, the # Empire.” In this car were Police
Commissioner Nichols, Edward Kearney,
Senator Browning, Assemblymen Cullen,
Sheshy, Robb, Costello, McManns, Ex-
Avsemblyman M. F, Holahan and Alderman
Luvy; nlso Commissioner of Emigration
Uiricb, Assemblyman Chapin, of Buffalo,
Geo.

‘I'ne latter train was in charge of Conductor
Evans., Meling apparently did not signal
properly, and the Tarrytown special, which
rsu &t a rate of 50 miles an hour, cameround
the curve out of Culien’s Cut and strock
the polace car o Idlewild,” in which
ware twelve passengers, The engine ran
under the platform into the cur and drove
the “Idlewild” into the ¢ Empire” with such
terrific force as to render it necessary to cut
1t out with sew and axe. The stove and
lampa in the parlor cars were upsut, und iz-
nited the woodwork and upholstering. The
passengers wers jammed between the seats
and the sides of the car and held, while the
flames rose around and enveloped them. Of
tue twelvo passengers in the « Idlewild” nize
are dead, and one is being taken to the
hospital, probably fatolly ivjured. Another
pasgenger, Miss Mary Daniels, of New York,
who waa returning trom a visit to Vermont,
is badly scalded about tho arms and breast.
Oliver B. Kealey, stove manufacturer, of
Spring City Pa., bad his right arm burned to
a crisp, and was also burned about tke body.
He was taken out alive and died at midright.
Park Valentine, aged 21. his wile, 18, of
Remington, V., and n Iady supposed to be
trom Philadelpbia were killed. Their bodies
aro ut Killcullen's hotel. Four bodies burned
to a crisp are at the Kings Bridgo Station.
Oliver Kelly, sged 36, of Bpring Valley, is
fatally injored. Mary Daniels, residence
Sherweod House, 5th Avenue, is Lally in-
jured, but will recover. It is stated that D.
L. Rapsom, of the Iloffman House, i
smong the hilled. 1t is reported that
Valentine and his wite who were kiiled, were
married on Wednoeday. Valentine is a
vephew of Trevor W. Park and was in bosi-
ness with his father, one of the wealthiest
citizons of Southern Vermont. His wife was
Miss Gaylord, of North Adams, Mass. They
wure en roule for Florida or a bridal tour. Itis
also Teported that Henator Wagner was
killed and forty more injured. There Wero
ut lenst tive hundred passengers on the train,
and the horrors of the occasion were Increased
by the two rear cars taking fice, some ot the
occupants belng roasted to death in the gight
oi hundreds. The occupznts of houses in the
vicinity of 8Spuyten Duyvil nt once camsa to
the assiatance of the wounded, and tried to
quonch the flames in vain with weter ‘Two
women were Bevn clasped in each other's
arms and jammed between ths frame work
of one car avd the colliding engine, and the
flames guickly lapped them in their fiery
smbrace. Svnator Wagner's- son was at ‘the
wrack lookiog for his father. . J. D. Raneom,
of the Hoffman House, is milssing. The car
burned brightly, untll every vestige of the
wood was destroyed. The road is blockaded,
put at 10 o'clock a wrecking train ar—
rived from New York in oharge of
Superintendent Lancey, and commenced
to  clenr the track. Of the four bodies
at Kingsbridge Station, one is that (of a
woman. Five bodies are at s hotel near the
rcene of the dizaster, one ot whioh is supposed
to be that of Mr, Prindle, of Philadelphia.
The engine of the Tarrvicown train actually
forced itaelf into the centre of the rear car of
the Albapy irain., Axes were quickly pro-
cured to cut out the men in the telescoped
car, but it sesmed a8 if all eftorts would fudl.
The presence of mind of Assembly-
man Rof come in good place, for
he managed to break open one of the
windows through which the whole party were
dragged. Two laaies in the telescope were
also rescued. Alderman Levy, £. Holohan,
and others in the forward part of the car got
coneiderably shaken ap, but not badly hurt.

politicians, Both Mr. O'Donohoe and Alder-

well treated by the Qrite, and
the other in holding on to them,

for as & man of mediocrity it is his only sal-
vation, if he ever hopes to sit in Parliament.
A won like Mr. Ryan bas this advantage over
s mon like Mr. O'Donohoo. He knows
that in order to ingratiate himaelf with
sn Ontario constitnency it is neces-
sary he should be «liberal,” by which we
mean that he should, while professing
himself a Catholic and an Irishmap,
make such declarations as will be found in
his letter to The Globe. Everyons knows
that it is extremely difficult for an Irish
Catholic to got elected for a Cabadian con-
stituency, except he be ncceptable to the
elements hostile to his own.

THE TEMPERANCE QUESTION.

1t is & sign that a country is properous
when clergymen, philanthropists and jomr-
nolsts can take time to discuss the question
of temperance. Jn times of national dis-
tress every onels intent wpon relisving it, and
social evils are kept in the back-grovnd.
Intemperance is & great aocial evil,
perbaps greatest  that can afilict
humenity. And the worst of if is that a
Christian missionary cannot go 1o a savage—
so-called,— apd say to him, ¢ Bebold, if you
embrace my religion tha crime of intemper-
ance will not come among your people,” for
unfortunately it is among Christians that the
tetrible sin and crime of drunkenness is most
in vogue. It is only whon a follower
of Mahomet is corrupted by Christlans,
or so-called Christians, that he drinks
soul snd body destroying liquors; and so
with an Indian. We would not bave it in-
ferred from this {that Christianity is favorable
to drunkenness. On the contrary. Before

Christianity the Germans, the English aund
nations of northern Europe generally,actually
wallowed in strong liquors. J[In BSweden
to this day it is mnothing uuncommon
to find whole villages on & spree
and the thing not wondered at.
In southern Euarope, [on tbe other hand,
drunkenness is rare, It is told of a Sicillan
nobleman, who was convicted of murdering
his servant, that he scorned to offer intoxica-
tion as an excuse, alleging that he would
rather be sentenced for murder than drunken-
ness aby dsy, and this is not a bad way of
indexing the feelings of southern people
generally in regard to that blot on Chris-
tianity and civilization. It is plain that
climate and natloual temperment have some-
thing to do with the social evil, for it is t/e
gocial evil, and that the larther north you go
the more snow you find, and the more brandy,
Some people imaglne this thing can be com-
pletely cured, but they are enthusiasts
who have been converted themselvea and
who feol the curse, on that account, the more
keenly. The Scott and’ Dunkin Acts, and
the Maine liquor law are acknowledged
failures. Their introduction bas had the
tondency of substituting vile ligquors for
good, and of encouraging hypocrisy ; and that
is all. Itiareslly no barm to take a glass of
wine, or even of brandy, if it be found neces-
sary, no more than to take a glass of water.

Too much water i3 bad; so 1ia
too much beefsteak, too much bread,
or too much whiskey. It i3 excess

which destroys, and even exceas of sleeping
is bad. A reformation must bo commenced
from above. So long as what are termed the
lower clagses see educated men, prominent
men, famous men, taking a drink, or rather
taking their drink, they will do the same.

officials, and the consultors of the Congrega-
tion of Rites. The Pope then robed in the
sdcred vestments with the Papal mantle, and
put on the tiara, and after blessing the in-
cense, entered the adjoining Sala Ducalo,
where he laid aside the tiara and knelt in
prayerat an altar erocted for the purpose, and
adorned by a tapestry picture of the Immacu-
late Conception, The Pope, on riring from
prayer, intoned the first words of the hymn
Adve Marts stella, which was sauog by the
Papal chair, aud assuming the mitre, entered
the sediu gestuloria, and was presented by
Oardinal Bartolini, Procurator of the Canoni-
zation, with three lighted waxen candleg,
richly painted. The largest ot these the Pope
handed to the Prince Ausistant at the Throne
(Colonna), who knelt to receive it, angd the
smiliest he took in his left hand, leaving his
right hand free to impart the Benediction.

A PROCESSION WAS TEEN FOﬁMED

in the followlng order :—Two mace bearers,
under officers ; consultors of the Congrega-
tion of R'tes; membersof the Cappella Pon-

tor of the Rota and two Greuvks, habited in
sacred vestments for serving as subdeacon at
the maes. Then in whitecopes advanced the
Vatican Peuitentiaries ; the Abbots General;
the Commendatore di S. Spirito; the Abbo's
Ordinary, all in white damask copes and
white mitres; the Bishops and Archbishops,
pon-assistant and assistant at the tbrone, in
copes of silver cloth and with whit: mitres.

A¥YTERWARDS THE CARDINALSY,

the deacons first in rich silver dalmatlcs, em-
brotdered in gold, then the priests in copes ;
and lastly, the Cardinal Bishops in copes, all
wearing damask mitres, and holding in their
hunds lighted wax candles, each attendsd by
trainbearer and officials; next the Prince
(Colonna), assistant at the throne ; two audi-
tors of the Rota ; the two first deacons assist-
ant (Cardiuals Merts! and Randi), with Cai-
dinal ZigHara as acting deacon miunistrant
between tbhem ; tho Prefect of Pontifical Cere-
monies (Mpr. Oataldi) and a--master of
cerenconics in attendance. Next came the
Pope in the sedia gestatoria, attended hy the
Foriere (Marchege Sacchetti) and the Cava-
llerizzo (Marchese Serlupi) and carried by
Palafrenieni and Sediari, wearing red damask
liverles ; and with a Baldacchino held over
him by eight Reoferendaiy Prelates of the
Segnatura (of whom Mgr. Stonor was one) ;
the flabelli or peacock funs veing carried nt
either side. Immediately behind his Roli-
ness followed the commandants and officers
ot the Noble Guurd, the ofticers of the Swiss
and Palatine Guards of Hooor, the sword-
baarers, mace-bealers, the Dean of the Rota
carrying tho mitre, the Majordomo (Mpgr.
Ricci Paracciani), the Mascer of the Camera
(Mpgr. Macchi), the Protonoraries Partecipants,
aund some Generals of religious orders. This
procession, issuing from the Sala Dacale,
went ronnd the Aula Regin and entered the
Sistine Cbapel, where the Pope alighted from
the sedia gestatoria, and knelt before the
Blessed Sacrumeut. The procession, when the
Pope re-sntered the sedég, resunmed its course
to the hall of cancnization, the Papal choir,
at the entrance of his Holiness, singing the
Tu es Petrus, .
THE BCENE, AS VIEWED

from the upper galleries ot the tribuneg, at
the entrance of the processlon, was striking-
Iy beantiful, A soit golden light pervaded
the hall; the tribuner were ifilled with
Ambassadors in rich uniform, nobles and
gentlemen wearing brillisnt decorations,
Capuchins in sombre brown, and Aungustin-
inns in black robes. The crimeon plumes of
the Palatine guards formed a double linein
the midst ot the hall; then came slowly
marching the various Vatican officials, some
in red and white robes, interspered with tha
Sianish . costumes of black velvet and the
silver muaces, next the long and apparently
interminable rows of white mitrea with a few
red crowns studded with jewels oi Armenian
and Oriental prelates, the Cardinals iu their
rich robes, and the grest officers of State, and
most observed of all

LEO X[, EIMSELF,

glving his benediction to thekneeling crowds
sod looking every inch the Supreme Poutift
of the Cathulic Ohurch. When the barrier
way passed his Holiness habded his waxen
torch to the Copplers (Mousignor Bocali),
and tLe second Cardinal Deacon removed the
tiara. The Pope then knelt in prayer before
the throne, and on rising took his seat on the
throne again wearing his mitre. Fourteen of
the senior Archbishops aund’ Bishops sat on
the steps ofthe throne. The Cardinals sat

by the Zecef and all other persons were

{

on longitudinal benches at either side o
\ye gpace before the throne, and bebind thewn
éax the Archbishops. The Bishops, Abbots,
Penutantiaries and Vatican prelates sat om
©rosd banches ranged betweeu the altar and
the bartier., The Cardinale, Archbishope,
Sishops, Abbotts and prelates then, one by
one and in order of rank, went up to the
throne and pald their respective homages.
They then resumed their seats each
retaining in his hand alighted candle.

TER PROCURATOR OF THE CANOGNIZATION,

Cardinal Bartolini, and on hie left the Coun-
sistorial advocate, Ds Domenicis Tosti, were
then conduoted to the foot of the throne, and
the Dean, jn the name of the Cardinal Pro
curator, made in Latin the first postulation
instantcy for the camouization, to which o
reply, also in Latin, was made in the name
ot the Pontiff, by Monsignor Mercurelli, the
Becretary of Brlefs to Princes. The Postula-
tors returned to thelrss’ is, the Pope left the
throne ani knelt, atth  faldstool, and two
slogers of the Papal ohi .r intoned the Litan-
ies of the Saints, all present kneeling and
Joluing {n the responses. The Litanies being

second postalation,instanter, instantiug, instant-
i3time was made, aud the Secretary replied.
The postulators resuced their seats, the Pope
again knelt, and the first Cardinal Deacon
assigtant pronounced the word Orale. All
present knelt and prayed until the second
Cardinal Daacon aseistant said Levate. The
Pope uud all present then rose, and the Pope
intoned thy Veni Creator Spiritus, nftar which
ho recited the prescribed prayers; and the
third postulation, instanter, instan’ius, instant-
fssime, was made und responded to by the
Secretary. The Pope now stood at the
throne, wearing the tiara, and as Doctor
Infallible and Head of the Universal Church,
pronounced the formal decreeot caronization
in the following terms ;:—

To the bonor of the holy and undivided
Tri -ity, for the glory of the Cathotic faith,
aud for the increase of our hnly religion, by
authority of our Liord Jesus Christ and of the
boly apostles, Peter 20d Paul,and by Our own
authority, after full deliberation, and baving
often impleored the Divine aid, by desire of
Our venerable trethren, the Cardinals of the
Holy Roman Church, and of the Patrfarchs,
Archbishope, sud Bishaps present in the
Holy City. We decree and define the Bless-
ed John Baptist De Rossl, Laurence of Brin-
disi, and Benedict Joseph Labre, coniessore,
and Blessed Clare of the Cross, virgin, to be
saints and do ipecribe them in the catalogus
of the saints ; and We ordaia that their feast
be devoutly kept each year by the Uaiversal
Chuich as follows—that of John Baptist on
tha 23rd of May, that of Laurence oun the Tth
July, that of Bunedict of Clare on the 18th of
Auzust a8 a virgin. In the name o! the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost. Amen.

ON THE PUBLICATION OF THIS DECREE,

the Cardinal Procurator aod the Conaistorial
Advocate returned thanks and prayed for the
despatch of the relative apostolic letters.
The Pope replisd :—Decernimus: and the
Advocate requested the protouotaries to com-
pils the acts of canonization. The chiet pro-
tonotary answeret, Conficiemus ; apd turning
to the Chamberlalus, added, vobdis (festibus,
‘The trumpets now sounded from the dis-
tance, and the bslis of Bt. Peter's and of all
the churches of Rome began to ring out a
joyfal pesl. The Pope rose, laid aride the
mitre, and intoned the ¢ 'l's Dium,” which
was chanted by tbe Papal Choir. After the
% {'a Deum" Cardinal Mertel intoned the
% Orate pro nobis Sancta Joaunes Baptista,
Laurenti, Benedicte Joseph et Clara,” the
choir responding with ¢ Uc digni efliciamur
nromirsionives Coristi.” The Holy Futher

then read the ¢ Qremus” proper for tbe new.

Saints., The Cardinal Deacon, Gospeller, ra-
citad the  Confiteor,” addipg, after ¢ Petro et
Punlo,” the words ¢ Sanctts Joanni Baptistw,
Lagrentio, Benedicto Joseph vt Clsre.” The
sub-deacon theun spproasched the throne, Luar-
ing the cross and Leo XIII. layiog asidoe the
witre, gaid the priyer before the benediction,
and the Cuanonization ceremonies were con-
cl ded.

PREPARATIONS WERE THEN MADE FOR THE MAGSH,

The Psaltus for Tierce were intoned and the
Pope pnt on the vestments for Mass. Cardi-
nal Di Pletro was the Assistant Bishop, Car-
dinals Mertel and Randi the Deacons assist-
snt and Cardioal Zigliare was Deacon
Ministiante. The sub-descor was Mgr,
Sibilla, Auditor of the Rota. The Mass
celebrated by the Holy Father was that of the
Immacnlate Conception, with prayeis proper
for the new Saints. The Gosps! and the
Epistle were intoned both in Greek and
Latin, and after the Gospel Leo X11I deliver-
ed a homily in which he enlarged on thw
gubject of the ITmmaculate Concueption, and
deplored the unfortunate condition of affairs
which prevented the celebration of the fanc

tions in St. Peter’s, and returned thanks to
heaven tor the privilege of decreeing divine
honors to four heroes of the Church.
He then pronounced an admirable panegyric
on the life and virtues of the four saints, con-
cluding by a prayer for a blessiog for the
Universal Charch through the intercession of
the Blensed Virgin and the newly canonized
Sainte. ‘'he homily lasted for nently twenty
minutes. Durine the chauting of the «Credo,”
twelve Cardinalg, members of the Congrega-
tion of Rites, proceeded to the Pauline Chapel,
wnere the oblations were laid out on twelve
tablas, These oblations cunsisted, for each
of the four postulations, of five wax candles ;
two of the weight of thirty Roman pounds
each, and three of nine pounds weight each;
two large loaves, one gilt, the other silvered,
on silver plates ; wineand waterin two smat]
barrels, one gilt, the other silvered; three
cages, one with two turtle doves, the second
with two pigeons, the third with some other
pirds. Tbese oblations, carried by the pos-
tulators, were presentsd to the Pope by Car-
dinels, namely, the Cardinal Procurator, Bar-

tollui, a Cardinal Pricst and a Oardinal’

Deacon, all of the Congregation of Rites,
Cardinal! Bartolini acted for all four postula-
tions, as the Procurator for all. The other
Cardinals were DI Pletro, Monaco La Vallette,
and De Falloux, for S5t, John Baptist de
Rosgl ; Cardinals Sacconi, Creglia and Pelie-
grini, for 8t. Lorenzo da Brindiei; Cardinals
Bilio, Mertinelll and Pucei, for St. Benedlict
Joseph Lubre; and Cardinals Pitra Tattani
and Hassun, for 8t. Clare of the Cross. The
several oblations a8 presented to the Pope
were by his Holiness handed to Monsjgnor
Catsldi, Prefect of the Pontifical Ceremonies.

THR POPE THEN AFTER WASHING HIS BANDS,

oontinued the celebration of the Mass, malk
ing the Communion on the throne. The
muslc chosen for the occasion was Ciciliani’s
Masa for eight voices with the Credo of Vic-
toria, the Tola Pulchra of Palestrina, and the
O salutaris Hos!ig of Mustrato who directed the
choir with his usual consummate skill. At
the moment of the elevat{on, a melody was
sounded by the silver trompets of the Noble
Guards, the musicisns being statloned out ot
view, and above the cornice of the entrance
door.. After the elevation, Baini's Denedictus
wna sung by the choir, The Pope at the ter-
minafion of the. Mass-Ilaid the Palllum and
Maniple:upon the altar, and putting on the mi-
tre, took his seat on the tbrone. Hethen ex-
obanged the mitre for the tiara ; and Card:nsl
Bartolinf, the Precurator of the Canonization,

the Postulators of the 1var causes approached
the throne, and Cardinal Bartolini, in the
name ot the lour postulators, pressnted bis
Holiness with a purse of wkite velvet, em-
broidered with gold, snd containing the
customary offering pro missa lene cantate, The
Pope then entered the sedir gestatoris, the
procession was formed, and the Holy Father
luft the ball with the same cortege as he enter
ed i, and exhibiting little signs of fatigue,
although the ceremonies had Jasted from 8.30
a.m,t0230 pm.

Cardinal Mertrel unfortunately was seized
with illness during the fonctions, and his

-place as Cardinal deacon assistant was sup-

plied by another Cardinal. Some alarm waa
felt at firat atthe apparently serious indispo-
sition of his Eminence, but he became much
better the fullowing day.

Now we have pot, in this country, more thaa
six bishops (if that maoy) gifted with elo-
quence of the bighest order, as eloquence
vught to be mensured.

Agnin, every discourse prounounced in
Church is designated as learned. Now the
word learned is an adjzctive not to be lightly
used.

Catholics breathing with atmosphere im-
preguated with Protestantism catch the con-
tagion of giving to the merely Auman more
than its real moral valuein our Holy Church.
Protestantism needs eloquence, ind has
plenty of it, as it goes in this conntry. Pro-
testantism 18 simply a human orgsnization
which lives and thrives on the human,

Now, in our Church, the Divine rules and
reigns, despite the imperfections of the
buman. The pulpit, in which the priest
preacbes the gospel, has generally, in our
Churches, an vlevation higher th n the altar.
Bat that is only to the oves in the Catholic
head. In the eyes of Faith in the Oatholic's
heart the lowly altar has an imwmeasurably
higher position.

And, so, also, thers is a tendency a long
time u growing to muake the preachur guper.
sede the priegt and to place tha ssrmon above
the Holy Mass, The pulpit’s stole is as
nothing to the altar’s chasuble.

The grandest sermox is oot even a shadow
of the great Bacrifice.

Now Catholic journals aud writers seem to
pander to this very false taste, Are they
a'raid to be frauk? 'Tis hard to tell. Bat
the writer of this hae often smiled and heard
others laugh at the fultome flatteries which
follow every preacher .and overy sermon.
Does it make the faithful forget the priest for
the preacher and the Mugs for the so.called
vleqient rermou ?

It mortifies the priests themselves, They
know better. And we bave sern them
wounded more by the exnggeration of unearn-
ed praige than by the honest criticisms of
sincere friends.

REGAL FESTIVITIES,

Lispox, Jun. 13.—The palace ball last night
was a great success. ‘Osnly one feature marred
the effoct of the Royal hospitality, aud this
was the loug journey by a road crowded with
vebicles of all classes carrying the guests of
Royalty to the Ajuds Paluce, first along the
Tagus then up an ugly road. The joterior of
the palace was charncterized by simplicity,
though it was tastefully decorsted and
brilliantly lighted. It I8 a surprise
to the Spaplards who are accostomed
to Boarbon ceremonles. The guests entered,
quictly strolling throogh tbe rooms. Tne
General and Diplomatists afterwards played
cards, and the ladies chatted with the nc bles,
offizers and clvilians. The Throne room,
which is not very lsrge, was much crowded
when their Majestics and the privileged fow
danced. Kiog Alfonso waltzed with his usual
zeat in turn with Portoguese ladies and the
consorta of Diplomatists, King Luis seemed
to prufer the quadrille and quist ohats with
Scoor Sagusts, the Duke of Bexto or the
Marquis de La Vega Armijo. The immense
crowd of three thousand guests seemed
to amuse themselves, though but fow
danced. The supper tables were mag-
nificently adormed with plute and flowers
and cboice, tempting faces. They were be-
slegad all nlgbt ; dancing was kept up till af.
ter 4 o’clock this morving. The hospitality
of Dom Luis was generally praised. All call
attention to the marked allusion of both
Kings in their speechee, tous:ss and privats
couversation 106 Portuguese indepsndence and
Spain’s desire to respect it. Their Majostics
gut on very well, and in the entourage of Don
Alfonso it is stated that he and Queen Chris-

tina, s weoll as the DMinisters, are
v-ry well satisfied with the wel-
come given by official circles and
by the Dortugnese Roval family. The

peopie of all classes in Lisbon, however, are
tar less enthuslastic and demonsirative than
when the Prince of Wales visited the Portu-
guesa capital in 1876,

The Kings left early to go to the Portu-
guese bull fight, The ring wag spacious and
the spectators numerous. Many women at-
tended. Dircctly the signal to begin wgs
given a handsomely attired yonng horseman
stood with the usual number of gaily-
dregsed bull-fighters ready for the buall.
He rusbed in correcily, but with bis horps
covered at the points with roond balls that
entitle them to the nickname ¥ Toros Embo-
lados.” The Portuguese bulls charged well
the mounted Picadors, who, plauting the
iron-pronged speare or short darts behind the
shoulders of the infuriated animals, managed
their horges with shill and daring, The
other bull fighters dashed aboul, and the
swordsmen, with harmless dexterity, worried
the bulls with scarfs and mimicked the great
Toreros, getting now and thea a good toss or
tumble untll real daring was displayed by
strong, brililantly-dressed men, who seized
the bulls by the horns, stopped them
or knocked them down. These alone
ran gome rigk, and the fight ended
without & horse or bull being slaughtered.
The Portuguese clapped hands, cheered and
proudly told the forelgmers, with comic
gravity, that they sre too clvilizad to
encourage the savhge Castilian national game,
[n this, a8 in most things serious- or trivial
allke, the Portugese strike one as chosing to
stand balf way between the Castilians, to-
ward whom they feel like an insubordinate
younger brother towards his elders and' the
English, whom they mildly {mitate, though
they cordially detest them.

A shacking discovery was recently madeat
Constavt nople, which has during the past
three or four weeks been discussed by several
coirespondents of the London journals. A
compuny of perferming acrobats or tumblers,
very young persong, described by the rro-
prictary conductor ns Bedonin Arabs jrom
North Afrien, proved to counsist mainly of the
English boys who bad been kept in s condi~
tion of virtual alavery, while carried about to
many towns of Coblineutal Barope, 1or the
bonefit of their cruel taskmasters,

Tbe British Consul-General at Constanii-

nople, Mr Fawcett, was lately informe- of
this atroclous proceeding, which has been
golng on, nondetected, for some yenrs past;
and bis forther inquiries were assisted by Mr.
R. D. M. Littler, who bappened to be in that
city,and who sent an sccount of the matter
to the English press. It appeared that four-
teen Enghish boys, all born of London par-
ente, had been sold at ages varying from
three yeats and ten months to six years, for
terms varying from ten to fourteen years, to
a F'rench Arab, calling himself Hadj' All ben
Mohammed, for sums of from 208 to 508
owch, .
Tha method of the sale was a duly stamped
deed ot appreuntiosship, which recited that
cach ot these unhappy infants ¢ of his own
froo will and accord * * testify to hiz ex-
ccutlng these presents, doth put himself ap-
preutice.” On the back of the deed of inden-
ture was a receipt signed by the parents for
the money to be paid. In all cases Hadj' All
hound himself to find proper food and cloth-
ing, ard in some to find proper education.
These poor lads wero boused in a Turkish
house in the worst quarter of Staumboul, hud.
dled togethor in an room about tifteen feet
rquare, the sole furniture of which was a fow
b.xes containing their tumbling dresses.
They wers horribly dirty, bar- footed aund clad
merely in a pair of baggy Turkish trousers
and an old filthy man'’s shirt. There wus no
washipg place in or noar the room, and thero
was no bed.

It is siated that they were fed {(rem o large
ronod tin pot with some stew or ekilly, the
+olid part of which they tore with their hande,
while the liguid part they drank from panai-
kins, They never tasted teu, coflee or other
drink than water, ond had no food othor than
thin disgnsting mixture and bread. They
were pever nllowed to dress decently oxcept
to perform, nor wore they ever usllowed ta
quit tbe house spve for the same purpoae.
TI'hey had no toys, games or amussments, pox
were thoy allowed any other pastime bot
practizing their acrobatic performances. Oaly
ono or two of tham could speak English, and
in communicating with them an intcrpreter
bad to be made use of.

a state of elavery as follows :—Prince, cleven
vears; Dopalason, e.ght years; Iroppett,
Price and Crouch, four years, and the three
Jopeses, threo years.

Gabriel Academy was crowded Thursday
evening on the occaslop of the lecture
dellvered by Mr. Purcell on the «Irish

Question,” and under the auspices of the Irish.

Natiozal Land League. The speaker, who
was warmly received, never failed to interest
his hearers and to excite their enthuslasm.
He sald :—

My. President, Ladiss and Gentlemen :
I. have always considered it to be the daty
of every Irishman, and ot the son of every
Irishmon, to assist any csuse which may,
elther directly or indirectly, reflect credit on
the tiwme-honored race -to which it is our
proud distinction to belong. Such being the
case, when kindly invited by the St. Gabriel
Branch of the Land League to lecture under
its auspices on behalf of the cause, 1t was
with pleasure that I responded to what 1 con-
sidered the call of duty, a call to which no
one pretending to have any sympathy with
Ireland’s wrongs could tura an unheeding
ear. (Applause.) For if ever there was a
time when every Irishman should raise his
voice, proudly declare his adherance to the
cause, and dosll in his power to promote a
successful iscue, it is now when the caunse is a
just one, when the time is propitious, when
the means are legitimsate and when the object
is such a noble ons ag that of the Jrish Na-
tional Land League. (Loud applanse) Ire-
land is admittedly one of the most fertile
countries in the woild, but notwithstanding
this fact, famine is, so to say, chronic in the
land. This bas .been accounted for in
various ways. Let us then consider
what &re the causes A which have re-
doced Ireland to this stats, for she
was not always thus. No, for penetrating
the mists-of antiquity, we find that at a time
when surrounding nations were plunged in
the darbness of ignorance and barbarism,
when edupation, refinement and civilization’
were to them emptiy namee, when the only
laws recognized were those of force, we find
that Ireland was the recognized centre of
civitization, specially distinguished as the
seat of cultured intellect and the. favored
home of learning, and famous as the reposi-
tory of all that was grand and beantifal in
tho arts and sciences. The speaker, nfter a
graphic description of Ireland's presperity in
those days, quoted from Montelambert.
Moghiem, Hallam and other well known
suthorities establishing Ireland’s supremacy
in those early times, The conntry was at
this time governed by the Brehon laws, which
contain all the elements and were probably
the sourcs whence our modern constitutional
law was derived. McGes, in his bistory of
Ireland, and Sir Henry Maine, in his ¢ His-
tory of Early Institutions,’ tell us that under
the Brebon laws the Irish farmer was the
owner of the soil which he tilled, and thos it
would seem that the Liand League, in their
affort 1o obiain o peasant proprietary, are
8imply endeavouring to restore the mncient
system of Laod tenure. (Oheers.) Such
was the recognized eystem of Land tenure
when, fn 1171, Henry II. invaded the coun-
try., Then began that long and dreadfanl
struggle, which eventually resulted in
eompletely depriving the people of the
1apd, without. granting any compensatlon,
The land was then disposed of in three ways.
It was given in large estates to the favorites
of the existing monarch ; it was sold to Eng-
Hsh and Scotch colonists, and the price went
into the Royal treasury, and it was offared
gratuitously to foreign emigraunts on condition
that they should not allow the Irish ever to
become owners of the land either by parchase
or in return for their services,and that they
should do their utmost to drive the Irish out
of the country, aud thus was finally estab.
lished the existing system of landlordism.
The people being deprived of their Iand, the
nation was next reduced to intellectual bond-
age and to commercial ruin by English acts
of Parliament. Six centuries of legislation
such as this produced thelrinevitable results,
and in 1780 Ireland was a nation of depend-
ents—a nation of paupers, four-fifths of the
population possessed of no rights which the
other fifth was bound to respect; their reli-
glon proscribed; without representation in
Parliament ; looked upen with ecorn and
‘contempt by those who lived in luxury on
the proceeds of their toil ; yet it wns matter
of gurprise that there was discontent, ignor-
ance and poverty in Ireland. The feudal
system bad resulted all over Iiurope in plac-
ing the people in the power of the upper
classes, but the success of the American and
Fronch revolutlons were the first sounds of the
death knell of feudulism and class ascendancy,
and Ireland hearing the joyful eound,
one supreme effort to rend asunder the
chaics of centurles was made undor Grattan
and the volunteers, ond the legislative
ndependence of Ireland was en eccomplish~
ed fact. (Cheers.) From the year 1800
dates the work of redemption; n herculean
work was to be done; an entire nation was
to be brougbt back to nationsl existence,
and a hercules presented himself to do that
work in the person of the illnstrious Danlel
O'Connell. He determined that the rights of
the people to representation in Parllament;
their right to worship thelr Creator accord.
ing to their consclence; thelr right to edu-
catlon ; their right to live and prosper in
their native land ; in fine, their rizhts as frse
men, living in a civilized conntry, should be
granted and respected ; and the curtaln fell
at the close of the firet act in the drama of
Jastice to Iroland, by the granting of Oatholic
Emancipstion In 182¢. (Loud spplause.)
Thia first instalment of juetice obtained, the
great work of educating the people began;
but the great impediment has ever been the

Itis claimed
that the Land Bill grants fixity of tenure for
15 years ; now this is a good provision, but the
venefit is & very limited one, for it provides
that all tenants in arrears cannot receive the
benefit of the Act until all arrears of rent are
pald. Now, owiog to the depression of the
last few years, those in arrears form a very
large proportion of the tenants, and, cobnse-
quently, those moat in need of protection,
are in ne [way benefilted by the Act.
Neither does the tenant under the Actreceive
compensatior for his improvements, owing
to the House of Lords rejecting the Land
League amendment. 1t slso excludes from
the benefit of the Act all agricultaral
labourers—a class numkering 400,000 and
their familes,—ond it further excludes all
tenants holding under existing leases, no
matter how stringent the provisions of those
leuses may be. ‘The Land Bill is practically
en enactment for the extension of monopoly
in land, for though it provides that if the
landlord is willing to sell, and that three-
fourths of the tepants on his estate are will.
ing to tuy, that Government will furnish &
portion of the purchase money. These con-
ditions are very unlikely to happen. Ior it
is not tho interest of the laadlord to seil, and
he cannot ba compelled to do so; and as the
tenants in the past hav- been unable to do
morae than keep body and soul together, the
tennnts on the majority of estates wiil be
unnble to purchase their holdings. The
speaker, after referrlng to the Am-rican com-
petition, touched on tho decisions go far ren-
dered by the land courts in Ireland, claiming
that notwithstanding the reductions obtained
the tepants would be in no better position,
owing to the fact that they have to pay their
own costs, which in many instances are
are greater than thereduction in rentobtain.

ONTARIO LEGISLATURE.

OPENING OF THE ONTARIO LEGIS-
LATURE—SPEECH FROM THE
THROXE.

TaonoyTo, Jan. 12.—At three o'clock this
afternoon, His Honor Lieut.-Gov. Robinson
opened the Ontario Legislature with the fol-

lowing
SPEECH YROM THE THRONBE :

AMr, Speaker and Qentlemen of the Legisiative
Assembly.

It is with much pleasure that I once more
bid you welcome to the metropolis of the
Province,and thatI can coogratolate you
upon the encouraging circumstances under
which you assemble for the performance of
the responsible duties witk which, a8 the re-
prosentative ot the people, you have been pat
in charge, :

THE FPUBLIC REVENDE, &0,

The publio revenus for the year has con-
siderably exceeded the amount estimated.
The year bas been one of general prosperity,
the result of the late abundsut harvest, the
revival of trade in other countries, and the
congequent demand for the products of our
flelds, forests and mines ; and the recent cen-
sus has shown that the population ot the
Province has, in the last decade, increased by
nearly 300,000, and amounts now to nearly
two millions, notwithstanding the number of
our people who, from varlous causes, have,
during several years past, left the Provizce,

THR BOUXDARY DISPUTR,

I regret that since your last session no pro-
gress kas been made towards a recognition of
the right of the Province to that extensive
portion of its territory, our title to which,
notwithstanding the award ot the distin-
guished nrbitrators appointed by the two
Governments, the federal authorities have
continued to dispute. The grave, practical
ovils resulting from the dispute have, since
you last met, been greatly increased by an Act
of the Federal Parllament transferring to
the Province of Maniteba, so far as relates
to Provincial jurisdiction, the claim of
the Dominion to the most valuable part of
the disputed territory,including our organized
muaicipelities south end east of the height
of land. While the Bill was before the
House of Commons I adddressed to the
Federal Government a despatch protesting on
bebalf of Ontario against this part of the in-
tended Act. A copy of my despatch, with
otber papers relating to the territory, will be
laid before you.

PROTEOTION OF RIVERB AND STRBAMY.

I regret that I have to refer also to the dis-
allowance of the Act of last session for pro-
tecting the public interest in rivers, streams
and cresks, The competency of the Legisla-
ture to paas the Act was not questioned, and
the Act was disallowed mainly upon the
ground that the Minister of Justice did not
approve of the mode or the extent of
the compensation which the Aot gave. to
owners of property affected by the Act.
The correspondence on the subject will be
1aid before you. The object of the Act is of
such importance, a3 well to those engaged in
the lumber trade as to the Province in general,
and the duty of asserting the right of the
Legislature to desl accordingly to its own
judgment with all matfers within Provincial
jurisdiction is so urgent that a bill for the
sume purpose a8 the disallowed Act will
without delay bs submitted for your renewed
consideration.

THR LAW OF IKBURLNOD.

I congratulate yon that recent decisions of
tho Judicial Committee of the Privy Council
have set at ress nll qresiion as to the righto!:
the Provincial Legtelature to legislate !nat:
our interests may from time to time mquire.

MIRCELLANEOUS.

Other measures which will probably be
lnid before you and to which I invite your
attention, are a bill for amending and con-
solidating laws respecting line fences, ditches
and water courses. A bill to provide by a
general law for the coustraction of water
works in cities, towns and villages; a bill
providing for the crossing of railway tracks
by streets and roads ; a bill for the inspection
of boilers with a view to sffording some
additional security against explosions. A
bill to make provision for maintajining and
promoting the .public health. A ©bill for
simplifying the laws concerning real property
and conveyancing. A bill to remove some
defects In the law of evidemnce. A bill to
place on a more satisfactory tooting the law
of certain libel cases, and a bill to facilitate
the establishment of free libraries.

TIMBER LICENEES.

It having become necessary in the inter-
eats of settlement and revenue to place under
timber license a few Townships lying to the
south of French Biver and Lake Nipisaing, in
Parry Bound and Nipissing districts, the tim.
ber trade last year afforded a favorable oppor-
tanity of selling st public a auction right to

cut flne timber in  these Townw
sbips, covering the limited area of 1,321
equare miles, and it is gratifying

o know that the result was most satisfactory,
the sale having, amoag other advantages, in-
creased the available menns of the Province
by nearly three-quarters of a million of
dollars busides adding to revenne the annual
tent to which purchsasers are liable, and the
dues on the timber which they may cut.

THE COMMON SCHOOL FGND.

In consequence of circumstances not with-
in ¢ utrol of either Government, the acoounts
between the Province and the Dominion are
still unsettled. The money coming from
the common 8chool fund for local improve-
ments in counties in which the land that pro-
duced the fund are situated has not yet been
received by the Province. In view ofthepro-
longed deley I recommend the payment of
the principal of about $125,000 to the counties
Interested out of the consolidated revenue of
the Province in anticipation of the receipt of
money from the Dominion.

THR NEW PROVINGIAL BUILDINGS.

The subject of constructinz new Provin-
cial Bulldings adequate to the growing re-
quirements of the Provioce and ths neces-
sities of the public service has contioned to
receive my attention durlng the past year.
Much more time tkan had been expected had
been consumed in procurring the mnecessary
modifications to be made in the plans re.
ceived previonsly to your laat session and in
preparations of the specifications. This pre-
liminary work has now been completed.
Tenders have bean called for, and the result
will be communicated to you.

THE PURLIC AQOOUNTS.

‘The pub'ic accounts shuwing the receipts
and expenditure of the past year, and the
estimatee of moneys required for the secvices
of the current year will be laid before
von. The estimates have been prepared with
uvery regard for ecouomy consistent with the
public interests.

Bergh ; the ubiquitous Stephen Masset
stood against the wall, while Archibald
Forbes, the celebrated war correspon—
dent, occupicd & fromt seat; Theodore
Moss, sirayed in immacuinte evening cos.
tume, loomed up in the balcony, and near by
was Mies Kate Field. One wxquisite young
gentleman was conspicuous by reason of bis
wearing & large sunflower. Several ladies
carsied small-sized conservatories on their
dresres. White opera hats were plentital and
the “cart-wheel” style slightly represented.
The audience, however, was not ultra.fashion-
able, por was it all asthetic.

At 8.26 Manager Morse stepped to ibe
platform, and the next moment the spostle
of wstheticism stood before the audience. At
his appeara- ce there was a general laugh,
which quickly changed to a look ot disap-
pointment, for Oscar did not wear pink
stockings, and even his admirers were
shocked.

Whatever may be Mr. Wilde’s usual cos.
tums, the one he wore last evening wss a
novelty to a New York audience. The lec-
tacer i8 six feet, one inch high, with a per-
captible stoop in the shoulders, and was
arrayed in a dresscoat, white Marseilles vest,
biack knee-breeches, black silk stockings,
pumps aud 8 White necktie. On the broad
bosom of his ehirt were two large studs, each

pearls. The costume was completed by a
roMing Byronic collar.
MR. WILDE'S APPEARANCE.

Mr. Wilde has a Jong and somewhat heavy
face, which he keeps smoothly shaven, and
wears his hair partedin the centre and falling
back over his ears, If frowsy light brown
hair were substituted for his own dark brown,
Mr. Wilde might easily be mistaken for that
other msthetic apostls, I'heodore Tilton. The
one advantags possessed by Mr. Wilde's lec-
ture costume is that it is calculated to show
off limbs ot which no man need be aghamed.
The thought, as he walked slowly acioss the
stage, stole over the spectator that « Bun.
thorne” was a reslity. Mauvsger Morse intro-
duced the lecturer, who advanced to the read-
ing desk, and, opening his printed notes,
began to read. Like a majurity of Eaog-
tish lectuvers, Mr., Wilde speaks from the
tbroat and with the rising infl:ction only.
This soon becomes monotonous, and, although
he is an easy and somewhat graceful reader,
the audicnce soon became weatied. All ten-
dency to ridicule, however, immediataly
passed away, for it was soon perceived that
the lecturer was not at all ¢ la-de.dab,” but a
man thoroughly in earnest.

For the first hour the audience were very
attentive, and frequently laughed ut some of
the lecturers hits, but after that time they
began to weary, and one after anotber re-
tired. When an hour and s balf bad passed
the entire audience were testloss, and when,
after the lepse of an hour and three-quarters,
Mr. Wilde completed his lecture, there was a
universal sigh of relief. Very often during
the address a smile flitted across the lecturer’s
face, which spoke of unusoal good nature.
‘The audience were quick to respond to the
points made by Mr. Wilde, and when he
eaid :

HE REFERS TO ¢ PATIENCE,”

« Yon have listened to my friesd Arthur
Sullivan’s opura of « Patiencu” for throe hun-
dred pights, surely you can listen to ms for
one night;® there was a hearty laugh, in
which Mr. Wilde joined, The sentiment
that «childrev should be traiued in o simpler
school,” evoked loud applause.

elsments of the English education. (Laugh-
ter. .
")The pre-Raphaelites were a number of
young poets and painters who banded to-
gother in London about thirty years since to
revolutionize English poetry and psinting.
They had three things which the Eaglish
publio never forgive—youth, power and en-
thusiasm. BSatire paid them the homuge
which mediocrity pays to genius. Their de-
tractors blinded the public, but simply con-
firmed the artists in their convictions. To
disagree with tores-fourths of all England on
all points is one of the first elements of Banity.
(Applause.)
PRE-RAPHAELISM A RETURN TO NATURB,

uPre~-Raphselism, above all things, was a
return to nature—to draw and paint nothing
but what was seen, With the joining ot
Willlam Morrie and Edward Burne Jones to
the original band came changes. The latter
brought to painting a more exquisite choice ;
a more faultless devotion to beauty, 3 mors
intense seexing after perfection. He felt that
the cloge imitation of nature was a disturbing
e¢loment in iwaginative srt. To Morris we
owe poetry, whose perfect precision and
clearness of word and vision have not
reen excelled in the literature of our
country. _ This revolution was not only
one of ideas, but of creations. The
poetry of Morris, Swinburpe and Bosette
shows a etyle flawless and fearleis, a
susiaining consciousness of the musical valne
of each word, a distinct advance in technique,
which is the characteristic of all great eras.
While, then, the material for workmanship is
being elaborated, what people call the poet's
inspiration has not escaped the controlling
influence of the artistic spirit; not that the
imagination has lost its wings, but we bave
accustomed ourgelves to count tbeir innumer-
able pulsations, to estimate their limitless
strength, to govern their nogovernable free-
dom. ln chosing his subjnct, the artiss is
the spectator of all time. Past and present
are alike real to him. For him no form is
obsolete, mo subjoct out of date; but all
things sre not fit subject for poetry. Iuto
the sacred house of Besauty the true artist
will admit nothing which is hareh or disturb-
ing—nothing about which men argue. If he
writes on these eubjects, he does 80, as
Milton expresses it, with his lett band.

« Whatever spiritual message ap artist
brings to his age is a matter for his owa sonl.
It is tor us to do naught but accept bis teach-
ing. But our restiess raodern intellectual
spirit is not receptive emough. Only alew
have learned the sccret of those high hours
when thought is not, The secret of the in-
flaence of Japanese art bere in the Westis
that it has kept true to its primary and
poetical conditions, and has not bad laid on
it the burden of its own intellectual doubts—
the spiritnal tragedy of jts owu sorrows. ln
its primary aspect s painting hLas no more
spiritual message than an exquisite fragment
of Venetian glass. It is a certain inventive
and creative handling of line and colon which
touches the soul—svmething enti-ely inde-
pendent of anytbing poeticsl in the subject—
gomethiog satisfying in itself. And in poetry
the pleasure comes from what Keats calls the
sensual lite of verss—an inventive handling
,of rthythmical language.

ART CRITICB MUST KEEP SILENT,

u And criticlsm—what place is that to have
in our culture? I think the first duty of an
art critic is to hold his tongue at ull times
and upon all subjects. The true critic ad-
dresses the public, not the artist ever, the
public only. It is the critic’s place to teach
the public to fiud in the calm of art the
highest expression of their own most stirriny
passions. ¢I have no reverence,’ said Keats,
¢ for the public or anything in existence but
Eternal Being, the memory of great men and
the Principle of Beanty.' (Applauss.)

uSuch, then, is tte spirit which I believa
to be guiding and underlying an English Ee-
naissance; but it is incomplste. There can
be no great sculpture without a beautiful
national life, and no drama without a noble
pational life. The cominercial spirit of Eng.
tand hns killed both beauty and mnobility.
The drama is the meeting place of art and
lite ; it is the product of a period of grest,
united energy. It is impossible witbout a
noble public. Shelley folt how incomplete
the movement was in this direction, and has
shown in one great tragedy by what terror
and pity he would have purified our age. He
has had no worthy imitators,

« It ig rather to you that we turn to perfect
what we have begun. There i8 something
Hellenlc in your new world. You are young:
no hungry generations tread you down, and
the paat does not mock you with the ruina ot
a beauty, the secret of whose creation you
bave lost. It is not an increased moral sense
which your literature needs. Indeed, we

‘gshould never talk of a moral or an immoral

poem. Posms are either well written or
badly written; that is all. All good work
aims at a purely artistic effect, Love art for
its own sake, and then ail things that you
need will be added to you. This devotien to
beauty 18 the test of all great clvilizations;
it is what makes the life of each citizena
sacrament and not & specuation.

THE NOBILITY OF INDIVIDUALS,

« Lastly, the English renaissance is az im.
mense attempt to reassert the nobility of the
individual, I remember William Morris ; ¢ I
have tried to make each of my workers an
artlet; and when I say an artist I mean o
man.’ :

THE GREAT.

The Hon. J. A. Chaplean, Prime Minister
of Quebec, has just been made the recipient
of one ¢f the highest honora In the glft of
His Holloees the Pope ; he has been named
Commander of the order of B5t. Gregory
the Great. The Premier during his
sojourn in France last summer, took occasion
to visit the Eternal City end to pay his
homage to the Roman Pontiff, At the
time Leo XIII. was guffering from an indis~
position and was unable to grant an audi.
ence to the Capnadian statesman. His Holi-
ness, however, found means to intimats to
the Premier his appreciation of this act of
deference and respect.

The order of 8t. Gregory the Great is the
first of the three orders of Roman chivalry
atill in existence, the two others being the
Order of Pius 1X. and that of 8t. Sylvestre.
Under the late Pontificate the membera of
tha Order of Plus 1X, had precedence. Since
the advent of Leo X[II, the Order of
St, Gregory the Great tskes the frst
rank. Two other Canadians have  been
made Commanders of this Order belore
the Hon. Mr, Chapleau by Piur1X; they
were the late Jacques Vigerand the late
Ohas. Wilson. At present Sir Hector Lan-
gevip, Mesgra, G. Drolet, G. Desilets and A.
‘Preudergast ure Chevaliers of the same Order.
Thia Order was created in 1831 by FPope
Gregory XVI,, and its object s to reward
civil and military services rendered to the
Church.

DEATH RATE IN 1881,

. The desth record for the year 1881 for

- Montres) bas been completed by 1'r. Larccque,
ot the Health Deprrtmont. It shows that
duriog the last year there had been 3,840
deatbs. The number from the various
disenses was smalipox 5, dyphtberia 164,
typhoid fever 95, dvsentery 34, diarrkws 285,
cholerain children 161, teething 85, consump-
tion 386, bronebitis 137, pneumonia 154, and
other maladies ofthe respiratory orguns 119.
Thus it will be secn that more than half of
the deaths bave been due to maladies of the
respiratory organe, but it is gratifying to find
that there bave bean so fsw deaths from small-
pox. Of the whole number of deaths 1,391
were in infants under one year, a rather alarm-
ing statement; 760 under 5 years, 135 irom &

. 10 10 years. On the other hand the healthy
climate is shown by the fact that tbere were
197 desths of persons between 60 and 70
years, 189 between 70 and 80, 13% batween 80
aud 90, sud 17 between 90 and 100 years.

THE ICE BRIDGE.
WHAT PEQOPLE SAY —THB SCHEME LIKELY TO BE
REPEATED THIS YEAR.

Last voar the citizans of Alontresl saw an
experiment which created in Caaada sand
throughout the world considerable curiosity.

They add that all the permanent experditure
made last year, and tbat the interested parties
bkave ready on hand all the Iumber, hion and
woodwork which was used last vear, and that
the only expense now required will bs the
labor for levelling the roadway and putting
down the track when the Ic: will havetaken.
It is probable, therefore, that the scheme will
be put into operation again this year.

PROF, ' MEAY ON THEORIES CONOERNING THE
S BARTH: .. . . - L
At the Catholje Club last,night after routine

business, Prof. McKay delivered his promised

lecture upon the-different theories ot anolent
and modarn times conderning the origin ot

:the earth. After an amusing dekcription of

those tanght P philosophers of the great

Empires in Asla, and of Greece, Egypt and

Roms, the lecturer gave a detailed accounot of

Ouaviers ideas on the sutjuct. He especislly

dwelt upon the action of water in fo.miog

and shaping the suriace of the globe, showing
its effoct during the time of violent action,
such as floods and the deluge, and also during
perlods of the slow and continuous {riction
of the waters upon the rocke, sands acd clays
compoging the outer crust of the earth. This
led to o detailed account of the effect pro-
duced upon mountain ranges, whereon the
rain and frost disintegrate the. hard sub-
stances of the rocks, aud the waters rushing
cdown in torrents deposit on thsir way down
tho smatler particies{n every depression over
which they pussuntil they arrive at the foot
of the mountain, and there fill up the bede of
rivers forming valleys through which the
waters flow in a spaco which Decomes
gradually more confined aund which
despens in the course of time whop the
current is slow. He further described
the action of the sea and tides in carrying up
the sands on the coast forming dunes and
sand baonks in places, and in others under-
mining in clifix and rocks, eating away the
land on one side of a continent almost in
proportion as they increase the land on the
other. A short tummary like the above can
only touch on a few points of lsngthy des-
cription which necessarily bad to go in to
numberless details us illustrations as grounds

for argument. o

The police officisls are
vory guarded in their utterances, being care-
ful nob to let ono word slip, anent the sub-

In regard to the inquest there s no record
in the papersof the dute. Coroner Jones de-
livered the documents relative to the affair to
the Police Magistrate this morsing and re-
fuses, it is said, to be interviewed on the sub-
ject.
