These Home
Rule Protestants have therefore cansed a
tommunication to be sent to I’rime
Minister Gladstone expressing confidence
10 Mr. Gladstone and his policy in regard
to Ireland. Mr. Gladstone has sent a re-
Ply to the communieation, in which he
states that he is pleased to observe the
cxistence of such an enlightened opinion
a8 that held by his correspondents

amid the sea of violence and intolerance
t Belfuat.”

For xeARLY a century the cry has
b'eun that the Irish Catholics are revolu-
.tlouiﬂt.a, insurrectionists, disloyal sub-
Jects, enemicy of the British Empire;
today there is & change on the scene and
not cries but facts speak and tell to the
world that the really disloyal, the truly
revolutionary people, are the Orange

Oxt wouLD imagine from the bluster
of the Ulster unionists that the northern
Province was exclusively Protestant.
The Republic gives us some statistics
from the official reports of the census
bureau which help considerably to dispel
any such illusion. We could not do bet-
ter than simply reproduce the article in
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full. Many people, who happen to have
but hazy ideaa on the subject, think that
the whole of filster is Protestant and
that the granting of Home Rule would
be a fearfu! injustice towards the noisy
opponents of that measure. Please read
the following :—

“The total population of Ireland is
4,714,750,  Of this numnber 3,547,307 are
Catholics, and 1,167,443 are Protestants
of the various hues and shades. The
total population of Ulster, comprising
the counties of Donegal, Antrim, Lon-
donderry, Armagl, Down, Tyrone, Fer-
managh, Cavan and Monaghan, agregates
1,619.813. Of this number 744859 are
Protestunts and 871955 are Catholics.
"There is an actual mujority of Catholics,
therefore, in Ulster of 130,098.

A further analysis of the figures will
disclose the fact that outside of the nine
Ulster counties there are 122,584 Protes
tants who are not orgenized into rifle
clubs to shoot down the responsible othi-
cers created by an Irish Parliament,
The wbole trouble has been started and
is kept up by a small band of bigots in
Antrim and Mounaghan, The centre of
activity is in Belfast. The antics and
the vaporings of this bruts! gang of
thugs is no more the expreasion of Pro-
testant septiment in Ireland than are the
ravings of the Muasic Hall aggregation of
frenks the viewa of decent Protestants in
Boston.

The census atatistica prove that Ulster
is a Catholic and not a Protestant pro-
vince. They also prove that the Catho-
lies in the entire island are ina clear
majority of 2,879,864, If Ireland is to be
governed under the principle of majority
rule it is ipevitable that the Catholics
shall hold sway. But as the Catholics
have always shown liberality and toler-
ance in politics to those who differ with
themn in religion, there is no reason to
fear that the rights of anybndy could be
infringed.”

A NOTABLE MANI(FESTO.

Eopclishmen In Connecticut Endorse
Ifome Rule.

One of the strongest Home Rule de-
clarations ever sent from this side of the
Atlantic has come from Meriden, Conn,
It comprises a maniflesto signea cxclusi-
vely of Englishmen, in which Mr, Glad-
gtone’s Irish policy is unqualifiedly en-
domed. The signers sre now all residents
of Meriden, but hail from different parts
of England, including Barnsley, Sheffield,
Birmingham, Wolverhampton and Der-
by. The manifesto is especially signifi-
cant a3 coming from Englishmen, and
goes to show the rapidly increasing con-
viction in this country, a8 well as_in
Great Britain, that Home Rule for Ire-
land should be no longer delayed. All the
signers are respected resideats of Meri-
den, most of them being owners of consi-
Jerable property. They are close ob-
gervers of events across the water, and
are gentlemen of broad-minded and pro-
gressive ideas. The manifesto s as fol-
fows :

To all Englishmen residing in the
United States: Fellow countrymen—
You have doubtless followed with much
interest the great movement now in pro-
gress under the auspices of the Liberal
party of Great Britain. That movement,
fortunate in the able leadership of
William Ewart Gladstone, has for its
fundamental object the granting of Home
Rule to Ireland. No progressive English-
man, acquainted with the trend of eventa
throughout the world, and with the pro-
guess of all peoples toward self-govern-
ment can, it seems to us, consistently
withhold moral support for the policy
thus advocated by Gladstune, Morley,
Harcourt, and so many other distingnish-
ed men of our race at home and abroad.
The Irish policy of the great Liberal
party has received the warm approval of
the best thinkers in England and Amer-
ica, That Ireland shonld have her own
Parliament and be allowed to manage
her own affairs, as do the American
States, is generally conceded. Wishing,
therefore, to put ourselves on record, we,
the undersigned Englishmen, resident in
the city of Meriden, State of Connecticut,
hereby express ourselves as in hearty
accordance with Mr, Gladstone and wish
bim and his feliow workers for right,
justice and equity, an abundant measure
of success. We respectfully urge our
fellow countrymen throughout the
United States to take action similar to
this, to the end that the people of Eng-
land, Ireland and Scotland may have
real union instesd of discord, and live
together in the bonds of mutual confi-
dence and good will.

Loxpon, April HL—Me T, W, Russell,
MLP. tor outh Ty rone, in the course of
his speech un the second reading of the
Home Rule Bill, maid the Prime Minister
invited their attention to Canuda, which
he snid had been mnde contented and
prosperous by Home Kule. [t was true
that atter o rebellion Great Dritain sent
ot Lord Durlan, who otlected w antis-
factory settlement : bt Lord Durham’s
poliey bad no resemblance to the policy
of this hll; his was s policy of consoli-
dation and not of Jistuption; instead of
brenking np the conmtry he amalga-
mated the two provinees of Upper and
Lower Canadia, ‘There is this remark-
ahle fact, that the pravinee of Upper
Canada, which was Protestant. had a
smatler population than Lower Canada,

which  was  Roman  Catholie;  buat
when they wrere united care  was
tken that  the  =maller  provinee
should have the same nnmber of

zepresentatives as the lower province,
That was done to secure Biitish  as.
cendency, so that the British  minority
might nut be tyrannized over by the
Freneh majory,  If they wanted a real
analogy, they wonld hud it in Quebee
at  the present day.  (Hear. hear)
What was the situation there? ‘The
conditions were almost the aamr ax
in Irelnud. There were two races—a
large Freuch popuiation, Roman Catho-
lics, engaged 10 agriculture, and a smull
English population, Protestants, engnged
.n commerce. That was Ireland, They
had Home Rnle in (tuebee, and they
had the domination of the Roman Ca-
tholic Church as it existed in no other
part of the wide world. (Cheers.) What
was the result of this dunl system of the
Chureh and Home Rule? Corruption in
the Guvernment of the country. Nuboedy
could deny that, with aun ex-Prime Min-
ister put on his trial in the last 12
months.

A SPLENDID CELEBRATION.,

PRIESTS OF THECLASS OF 1877 MEET.

———

Proscutation of 0 Bronze Bust ot M,
Oller, Founder of the Sulpielans to
the Graad Seminary, Montreal.

On Wednesday last, the 2uth April,
took place at the Grand Seminary. Sher-
brooke St., a ceremony which we believe
to be 30 far uniyue in the history of that
venerable institntion.  The members of
the clagy who were ordained to the holy
priesthoodin 1377, assembled on that day
from various and remole parts ot the
great Republic and of Canads to offer to
their Alma Mater, and to the Sulpician
Fathers, their former professors, an ex-
pression of their esteem and gratitnde,
and to leave their yvounger brethren who
are being formed to the great work of
seeking soule, a token that will daily re-
mind them, and by more waysthan one,
of the sublime calling that awaits them,
and of the meaua neceasary to lit them
seives for it. This testimnnial took the
shape of & magniticent bronze bust of
the aaintly Olier, founder of the Sulpi-
cian Order, and the originator of semtn-
aries for the education of the clergy in
France. This buast is mounted upon an
artistic pedestal of precious marble, and
bears upon three of its fuces Latin in-
scriptions setting forth the date, purpose,
and other circumstances of the gift, the
names of the donors, and members of
the class, ns well as those of the facnlty
who then filled the various chairs. It s
placed beneath the arch, at the grand
chapel extremity of the great corridor, so
that the students defile past it every
time they visit the chapel and are thus
reminded both of the saintly founder it
represents, of the noble example and
wholexoulud sentiments of older brotherns
who return after fitteen years of faithful
labour and of contaet with the world to
proudly proelaint their inviolable attach-
ment to the principles of Father Oljer,

and their deep convietion that  only
tidelity to  them  muakes  the true
priest. It was  certiiniy A most

touching as well as edifying 2pectacle to
see thewe devoted men gather from
the  four  points  of  the compass,
leave busy parizhes where their presence
i3 daily necessary, and undertake, some
of them at least, long journeys to give
this spontaneous mark of grateful afl-
fection to the home where they received
their priestly education. The Reverend
Fathers mnst have been encouraged in
their arduous work by seeing their el-
forts wo nobly appreciated, their lessons
50 faithfully practised, and assuredly the
large number of thevlogians and phitoso-
ptiers who now 1ill the house, will nat
soon forget the touching scene where
they belield former students and profes-
sors nnited in atfection and mutnal es-
teem ad membery ot the same family,

The day’s programme began, as whs
most thoughtful and proper, by asvlemn
mass of Herpuiem for the departed men
bery of the clasy, already nine in num-
ber, Hies Grace. the Archhishop ol
Montreai, Mgr. Edwurd Charles Fubre,
asgisted at the throne in cope and mitp-

His Lordship, Bishop Gravel of Nieo-
let, graced the ceremony with his pres-
ence.

Shortly after dMass took place, in the
grand corridor, and in presence of the
asgembled professors and stndents, the
presentition of the monmnent.

Father Golin, was contined to his room
through w severe wttack of rheumatism,
the reply wus given in hiy name by Rev.

Father lecocq, Director of the Grand
Saminary.  He expressed nis vegreet nt
the SuperioP’s iuabiuy to be presen'

and said he wos delegated by the latter
ta ssy how much pleasure it would have
aflorded him to be amongst them to-lay.
But hie wus with them in wpirit. if not in
body, and fully appreciated and thanked
them tor the beantiful gift they were
ullering to-dny.  Father Lecoeq, enntinys
ing, vhserved that this action on the part
ol the cluss of 1877 was entirely spontane-
ous on their part, that it was not the ont-
come of any suggestion on the partof the
Sulpicians, Some months ago an humble
request was addressed to the Superior,
soliciting periission to otfer s monument
of Father Olicr to the Grand Seminary,
In general, people solicit favors for them-
selves ; 1t is seldom that generosity rises
to the height of azking leave to confer a
beuetit on others. For a moment there
wad some hesitation on the part of the
Seminary authorities. The only ground.
of this hesitation was the remembrance
of the Scriptural injunetion: *“ Nee enim
debent  filli parentibus thesanrizare, suo
purentes giliis.”  This hesitation, however,.
could not jong subwist in presence of the
nobleness uf sentiment, which conceived
such a project and the delicacy of feeling
which asked leave to execute it. The
authorities of the Seminary felt thal
they were sharing, if only in a small de-

gree, the honor and credit which
these nien  were reflacting  on
themselves by their nuble act.

Shakespeare had said that men’s good
actions were generally wrilten in water
and the bad ones cast in bronze. But
here at lenst the adage was reversed ;
they had expressed in beantiful wnd last-
ing bronze an act which would be, and
Jdeserved long to be, remembered. Al}
this they had done very quietly and un-
pretentiously, just as good men ever per-
form their actions, for good is never
noisy, just a3 noise never does goml. It
was not & bust even of the Angelic Doc-
tor they Lnd selected as  tit expreszion
of what they desired thisday to proclaim;
no, but a tigure ot the veneruted Quer,
whom some present might live to see
proclaimed venerable oy the Holy See,
since his cause was s0on to be examined
by Rome. Even in the tull Llaze of this
nineteenth century, after having passed
fifteen long vears face to fuce with the
workl and ity maxums, they were proud
to come here today and boldly atfirm
that if they had aceomplished any gouod,
if they had escaped the contagion of a
corrupting world, they owed it to tidelity
to the principles and teaching of this
wanderful mun whom God had raised up
for the sanctification ol the wecular
clergy. Yes, in spite of all to the con-
trary, it wag the spirit of Fathier Olier
that made the trae priest, the one who
was renlly & Savionr of souls and » mode!
tor the people. 1t was con<ling to the
faculty Lo hear these principles o em-
phatically atlirmed 5y men who knew
trom experieace the trath ot what they
said,  In conelusion, he thanked them
once more in the name of the Snperir,
aud of his contreres, for their beautiful
aft, for the uoble seniments they had
su well expressed, and for the bright ex-
ample they had set {or thezeminarinns.

A grand banguet wax prepared by the
untiring Father Bray ; needless tossy
that due honor was done to it, and old
friends, many of wnom had not met for
tifteen venrs, couversed ngreeably fur the
better part ol an hour.

Towards the close of the dinner the
windows of the refectory were thrown
open wnd the band of the College plaved
some beautiful airs.

A GRAND CELEBRATION.

The Religlous Ceremony at the Cathe-
dral—An Address Presentod.

On Monday the twentieth anniversary
of the episzopal appointment of His
Grace Mgr. Fabre was celebrated. Pon-
tifical High Mass was sung at the Cathe-
dral, the Archbishop himself officiating,
asnisted by Grand Vicar Bourgeanlt, with
the Rev. Canons Leblanc and Archam-
bault as honorary deacons ; Rev. Father
Hebert, Notre Dame Church, and Rev,
Father O. Lachappelle, Point St. Charles.

There were about one hundred and
fifty nrieats in the sanctuary, including
Rev. Father Nantel, Superior of the Sem-
inary of St. Therese de Blainville; Rev.
Father Lesage, Chambly; Rev. Father
Piche, Lachine; Very Rev. Vicar-Gen-
eral Bantoire, administrator of the dioc-
cese of Valleyfield; Rev. Father Cho-
quette, St. Hyacinthe; Rev. Abbe
Proulx, vicerector, Laval University;
Rev. Father Lussier, Beruharnois,; Rev.
Father Savariat, Chaplain of ILa Maison
St. Isidore, Longue Pointe; Rev. Father
Beaudry, Superior of the College of
Joliette, and the Rev. Futher Geotlrion,
assistant provincial of the League of the
Holy Cross. Mgr. Gravel, of Nicolet,
was in the choir, attended by his vicar-
general, the Very Rev. Mr. Thibaudier,

At the conclusion of the service the
T'e Dewm was sung by the choir, after
which the Rev. Father Godin, O. M. I,
presented Mgr. Fabre, on behalf of the
clergy of the ecclesiastical province of
Montreai, an nddresa of congratulation,
The address referred to the works accom-
plished under his Grace’srule and to the
general progress in the province. His
Girace having replied. the proceedings in
the church terminated. The visiting
eleryy were entertained to dinner at the
Palnce subsequently. On Mouday morn-
ing addresses were presented to the
Archbishop in St. Peter's Cathedral and
gpeeches delivered. (n Sunday in all
the churches of the city Catholics were
invited Lo be present.

AT XOTRE DAME CHUKCH
the announcement was meade by Hev.
Abbe Marre, who said that the object
would be to protest against the attemipt
that wau being made to anuoy Hig Grace
the Archbishop. Speeches would be de-
livered in both languages, and the citi.
zens were warmly invited to attend.
They should remember that the priests
and bishops were ns shepherds wutching
over their flocks. The mission of the
shepherd was to conduct the sheep to
the best pastures, and distingnish the
goad from the bad: to keep his flock
from feeding on venonious or poisoned
grasges.  Shonld the wolf appear, the
shepherd's duty is to defend hix charge.
Those present knew the application.
The Bighop, like the shepherd, should
watch Jest those confided to his cure
stray into the poisoned fields of hereay
and infidelity. If a theatrical perform-
ance wag bad, he should condemn it; if
a book or a journal was pernicious, it
wea his duty to point it out
that his children wmight be pro-
tected from the contagion. There was
no question of free opinion. The flag
had been insulted, and they should
rally round it. The standsrd of their
shepherd had been attacked: his most
sacred rights had been assailed, and now
was the turn of his flock to rhow their
devotion. The existewce of the Church
was menaced and they shonld rige to at-
tack it. The sermon was subsequently
preached by the Rev. Mr. Bedard, from
the text, “ 'pon this rock I will build
my Church, and the gntes of hell ghal)
not prevail against it.” The reverend
gentleman pointed ont how the Church
had resisted successfully attacks in the
past; how glorious a8 bad been her days
of prosperity, she had sbone &lili more
brilliantly 1n times of adversity.

LORD ROBERTS ON ST. FRANCIS XAVIER.

General Lord Roberts, the retiring
Commander-in-Chief of India, recently
presided at the distribution of prizes at
St. Francis Xaviers College, Bombay.

When 1 was 1n corvmend of
the Madras Army I bad the opportunity
of travelling along the Malabae Const,
and nothing struck me more than the
evidences of St. Xavier's great workin the
many churches we saw nestling in the
groves of cocoanut palms, and the gen-
eral feeling of devotion to the Christian
Frith introduced by him into that part of
India. The life of St. Xavier affords sn
example of self-denial, devotion to duty,
and regard for the welfare of his fellow-
creatures which we should all do weil to
try and follow. The lasting effects of his
work are a proof of what can be produced
with inadequate meansand under adverse
eircumstances, provided the object be a

ITALIAN LIBERTY,

We hiave written column upon column
on the question of Itelizn liberty, the
secret societies in that unfortunately
misgoverned country, and the false
glitter that is imparted to all reports
about “ Redeemed Italy”; tiut we know
that very little of the true history of
affairs in the peninsula is known in
England or America. The Catholic press
is po curtailed in its privileges that it
cannot furnish exact arcounts of the
deplorable state of aflairs in the country.
A Silician, writing to the tloman corres
pondint of the London Tablet, tells a
strange story that will serve to give more
insight into the abominuble tyranny and
the erving injustice of the governing
powers in that land of anti-Catholic
principies, of false liberty, of fratricidal
fraternity. and of Masonic rulers. Let
ns quote some of the details, and leave

the remainder to the readers im-
agination.
“The political election 1 the con-

stitiieney of Serradidifileo forms a page
of contemporary histary which must
forever shame and disgrace tie govern-
ment. Not even in Rusaia ennld the
ralers of the pecple have siiown them-
relver mare tyraunous aml  despotic.
There were two candidates v this
divizion, Baglio and Riolo: bhut the gov.
ernment sympathies were ali for Riclo,
and the Frefect of Caltanisetti took to
acting the despot tn secure the victory
for him." After detailing ~ome of the
ahominable cruelties and inmastice prac-
tised npon ail the friends and =upporters
of the opposittan candidute, the writer
continues thus - ' At Monteldore, a friend
of Baglio, Trigona by name, Town Couu-
cillor of Canicattl, had undertaken to
canvass for him. He had just arnved
from Cancatti at Montedorn, when he
suddenly received a notice to appear
beture Lthe Superintendent. € enterng
the otfice, or rooms, of this otheial, he
took off hik hat and sainted him with due
courtesy, and, as usual in ltaly, the
latter at once said © e comado, i . opra
¢ si <deda, (Pray, keep on your hat, sir,
and take a geat.] A few rjuestiong from
the Superintendent us to where he canme
from, hi~ purpose In coming, and in a
moment the astonished Trigona found
himeelf ronfronted by the infuriated
officer, who exclaimed: ‘You ill-man.
nered boor; how dare you keep on your
hat and sit in my presence.’ Withont
more ado he was put under arrest, in
epite of all remonstrances, end notwith-
standing demonstrations made by the
people Lo Drocure bis release, he has been
m gaol now a full forinight.”

We find that when the day of the
electicnny came matlers were worse than
ever. At Vallelonge the municipal

officers reluaed to vive clectaral ecertili-

cates to electors who were known to be
fricnds of Baglio. Any one who pro-
texted was arrested.

“Thus” says the writer, “ Cavaliers
Vizzini and the advocate De Luco were
confined and prevented from voting. At
Acquavipa the troops drove off the
electors at the point of the bayonet.
The officiala refused to record any pro-
tests, and expelled the votems friendly to
Baglio. At Campofranco the counter
(fo serututore) protested and was quickly
lodged in prison.” The correspondent
then relates how at San Cataldo, his
native place, Bagliohad a gregt majority.
As soon as this was made known, the
Prefect sent aiders to ali the other Com-
munes to disallow every single vote given
for Baglio, and the order was obeyed
The people protested against being pre-
vented from voticg, and Captain Litta,
of the 30th Infantry, ordered the soldiems
to fire on the unarmed crowd. Two fell
dead and two wounded. To cumplete
this farce ; when the time came many o}
the residents of districta refused to report
to the central office, and con<equently
the President-in-Chief refused to declare
Riolo elected.  Then the sub-Presidents
met ina private room, and there, with
closed doors, declared that their parlia-
mentary member was Riolo, elected upon
their responsibility.  The correspondent
then furnishes the following strong par-
agraph: * And the Miuisters of Italy,
with all this, what do they do? They
are satistied with hollow promises from
their platforms that it will be al
remedied. But remedies never reach s,
Many innocent persons are imprisoned,
several have been killed, othem wounded,
and their families are in dexolation. Ouy
people driven to desperation, longingly
glance at the past, and anxiously await
the future—a future of lews misery, we
trust, For thirty-threc years we have had
in [aly a succession of legal assauaina-
tions mingled with contliets, foreed wnr.
vice, abuse of power in all forms, bar-
barous applications of the law of sus-
picion and of terror: so that the dearest
of ail that man possessen-—hix liberty —
1s ruthlessly eacrificed, and with Lig
hberty, ton often his life, oftener <till, his
goods and property, alwsys his personal
pence and tranquility.”

Here is a sample of that once glongy
conntry and happy people, hending to-day
under the yoke of tyranny and sutiering
the consequences of a withdrawal from
God. Yes: this ia an evidence of what
consequences ever rnd always follow the
abandonment of principles and the dis-
respect for the sacred Contrast such 2
gosemment with that of the mild, just
and paternal Vicar of Christ.  Even from
a htman standpoint. it wonld be to the
advantage of all Ttaly, and to the greater
peace and prosperity of the peaple were
the infidel tyranny of the present rulers
to be replaced by the paternal sway of
the only legitimate sovereign of that
atany land—the immorts] statesman,
Leo XIIi.

ITALY'S DISGRACE

WHAT THE RULE OF FREEMASONRY
HAS DONE FOR THE COUNTRY.
Lottars nf Leo X111, Agalnst the Order—

Two Laws tor Which Froemasons Are
Responaible—~The Present State of
Corraption In Itallan Polltics—Irre-

gularities In National Bapks.

The fact that the government machines
of republican France, and nominally
monarchical Italy,. are, in transatlantic
phrase,* run " Ly Masonic lodges, is self-
evident Lo all save the most superficial
observer of the course of puolitics
in  those countriss. In the Iatter
indeed, the authorship of some of
the most anti-religions  mensures
has been openly gloritied in  at
the public celebrations of the sect, having
uo further excuse to the most obtuse
optimism for donbt ay to its dir-cting in-
fluence on the current of official legisla-
tion, says the Lomlon Tablet, That Free
masonry in this country i compelled to
veil ita essentially non-Christian character
in deference to public opinion, thus hood-
winking many well intentioned neopleas
to its rexl tendency, ix & compliment to
the oo feelirg of Eaglishmen atthe ex-
pense ol their pempicacity, but is no
Argument ae to ite action in continental
countrier, where it has attsined to a
sutteiently commandivg position tu en-
able it to throw ofl' the mask with safety.
To the dungems threatening society from
its insidioun attacks, the present Pope, in
his apustolic writings, has never censed to
call attention, and in his encyclical to the
[talian bishrns, and letter to the [talian
people of Dec. 8, he pointa out the
neceawity once more of eombating, by all
possible means, the working of A sect
adhesion lo which he emphalically de-
clares Lo be incompatible with Ciirist-
ianity. On its mode of action in Italy he
dwells in a striking passage, and after
puinting out its illusory self-glorification
as the bonefuctor o that country and
denunciation of all whao follow the
precept of religion as its enemies, goes on
to say : “ Let the tacta speak for them-
selves, We repeat once more, ay the
deserts of the iniquitous sect in regard
to our peninsula. They tell us that
Mascnic patriotism is bnt a sectarian
egntiam, craving for universal denomi-
nation, aad lording jt over modern states
which collest and concentrate all
authority in their hands. Facts teach us
that, in the Masanic sense, the names of
political independence, of equality,
civilization and propress, cover onr
country the aseertion of man's

the licensing of error and vice, theleague
of a single faction to the detriment of the
rest of the community, the aim of the
fortunate of this world to enjoy life with
grenter ease and luxury, the return of a
people redeemed by the divine blned to
the divisions, thecorruptiona, thescandals
of Paganism."”

The Holy Father goes on to indicate
the dangerto Christian families of admit-
ing tu lheir intimacy members of the
sect, whether as physicians, tutors or
friends, and thus giving them the
opportunity of dirseminating their per-
nicious duoctrines, end gaining influence,
eapecially over the unsuspecting minds
of the young. The importance attached
by the Pope to this solemn warming
war indicated by his recurrence to it in
his address to the cardinala and prelates
received by him on Dec. 28, in which he
dwelt on the political aapects of the
subject inthe following significant words :
' Unquestionably it (Freamasonry} would
be less fatal in its effects had it another
argument than its own strength to trust
to ; but it finds, nofortunately, favor and
support in those who rule us.” Two
menaures now sbont about to be pushed
forward in the Chamber bearing the
special imprint of Masonic suthorship
have donbtless tended to call forth thie
renewed protest from the venerable
Pont:ff. Theee are the law of divorce,
especinlly dear to the leaders of the sect
s & blow to the inatitution of Christian
marriage, and its corollary, penalizing the
solemnization of the relizious marrisge
by a priest before the parties have enter-
ed into the civil contract.

The history of the present
scundals goes back to the great financial
crisia of the year 1589, when Signor
Giolitti, now prime minister, was head of
the treasnry department in Signor Cris-
pi's cabinet. The Banca Tiberina, deeply
1nvolved in the building speculation in.
Rome, being the un the verge of bank
ruptcy, invoked the nasistance of the gov-
ernment, and Signora Crispil and Giofitu
put pressure on the Banca Nugionale to
advance it HO.000,000 francs (2,000,000
sterling}, which has never been refunded,
and on which no interest has been paid.
‘The intended proposal of the present
Ituliun government for / six years' ex
tension of the banking law now in foroe,
wending to stereotype an unsound state
of aflairs, has not only encountered suci
oppositiun that a prolongation of the
present powers for three months has had
to be substituted for the longer term, but
has also given occasion

FOR THE DISCLOSURES
which have excited so much public in-
dignation. There are based on the inquiry
made in 1880 with a view to reorganizing
the credit syrtemn of the country, as to
the result of which the Italia del Papolo
writes as follows: “ Crispi discovered,
from the partial inqniry made, that other
banks of emirsicrn were in criminal con-
ditions, but through very mistaken
patriotism set to work tostifle everything,
leaving the thieves to triumph.”’

These con-
sisted, among otber things, of keeping a
dnplicate series of notes (each set beering
the same numbers) in ciroulation, thus
frandulently excecding its legal issue,
and of holding a large number of bills
signed by political personages, a proceed-
ng with which many other banks are
charged as well. These were termed
patriotic bills, and were renewed at the
lapse of twenty years, without either
signataries or backers being called upon
to pay them.

He ulsu referrad tu the
other Sunday attractions provided for
the public and srid that the mjssion of
those who led away Lhe psople from the
churches is & very unenviable vne. He
expressed the hnpe that increased devo-
tion to the Holy Family would hiing on
n renowul of the primitive Sunday ob-
servance, which had been the source of
the prosperity and happiness of G wnadian
farnilies in the past. Speaking of the
spirit that should dominate in ali Ciris-
tian families, he condemned children's
balls, warned husbands and fathers
aguinet the dangers of club life, and call-
ed the serions attention of par ntsto the
sad influence of impure literature upon
their children, especially when such ap-
pears in the columns of a cewspaper ro-
ceived in the family circle.

A Francisean Father of the monastery
of St. Lawrence at Naples tells the
following story @

Tn a peaceful little eoitage by the
senside thers lived & vouny fisherman and
his mothi r. One stormy night. while they
were performing their night prayers,
thevy were startled by adesperate outery
ar that of a man in terrible agony. The
yanng man rushed tn the door &nd to his
horeer found & man who had been waylaid
by rebhers and was now in a dying con-
dition. The rohbers fled ; for besides fear-
ing the presence of a witness, they had to
ereape the hands of the policemen who
were on their trail. The fisherman stoop
ed down o sssiat the dying man, but in
a few m-ments more all was over. The
policemen now entering upon the scene.
and geping the voung man Rtnnping over
the lifeless bods, eaptured him as the
murderer. congratulating themselves that
they had finaily succeeded in tracing
one of the hand of mbhers for whom they
haid lang been genrehing. All nrotests on
the part of san and mother were in vain,
and he was taken to prison.

The eirenmnstantial evidence was 1no
sirong against the young fisherman ; the
trial was sonn ended. He was condemned
ta denth. Th' police had heard the ery.
the body was slill warm. no one was
near bhut he: the testimony of the
mother was of no value in this case, and
thas the declamtions of the young man’s
innncenes were eonpidersd only as those
of a stnhb rn eriminal.
