In October, 1942, he was elected

to the Central Legislative Assembly in by-election from

the Tan~ore Trichinopoly rural constituency and con-

tinued to be a central LQLA up to 1945 .

He was a member of the Indian Financial

Deleôation to London in 1946, which discussed terms for

the settlement of the Sterling balances .

Mr . Krishnamachari was elected member of the

Constituent Assembly of India in 1946 and was on its

Drafting Committee . He was also a member of t :ie

Provisional Parliament during 1950-52 .

14r . Krishnamachari was elected to the Lok

Sabha (Lovrer House of Parliament) from the Madras City

general constituency in the general elections of 1952 .

He was appointed iinister for Commerce and Industry in

the Union Cabinet on May 13, 1952 and ltinister for Iron

and Steel on June 15, 1955 .

cSr . Krishnamachari took over the Finance port-

folio on September 1, 1956 . Having been returned tc th e
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Lok Sabha again in 1957 , he continued as Finance

iginister up .to February 14, 1958 .

In the 1952 general elections, 1,11r . Krishnama-

chari was returned unopposed to the Lok Sabha from the

Tiruchendur constituency in I.Zadras State . Later,

towards the end of the year, he was invited to join the

Cabinet first as Minister without Portfolio and then as

Minister for Economic and Defence Co-ordination .
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
