HOW TO PRESS FLOWERS.

"Phe visitor to the country who
likes to press flowers can find no bet-
ter pressing agent than sheets of news—
papers, put under heavy books.

Cut the newspapers into sheets of
conveniently small size and make a
pad of half a dozen to put under the
flowers and another to put over them.

Change the newspaper pads two,
three or four times when the flowers
are first pressed, as the paper absorbs
the moisture from the flowers and
should be changed for dry paper.

As soon as the flowers are thoroly
dried, they can be mounted on sheets
of stiff paper or thin cardboard. The
best way to mount them is to cut nar-
row strips of courtplaster or passepar-
tqut binding and to fastén the flowers
securely to the cardboa.rtt or paper by
pasting the strips over the stems.

Yellow and green are the most per-
sistent colors in flowers, They do not
fade to any perceptible degree  for
many months. White does not fade,
of course, but it turns brown, and red
fades rapidly. Blue fades, too, and
lavender and purple combine the faults
of blue and red. -

Strawberry Jam,

Proportions: Four cupfuls of sugar,
Method: Add half of the sugar to fruit
and let stand several hours, then boil
gently for fifteen minutes. Add the rest
of sugar and boil unt#l fruit is thick
and clear. Place in small sterilized
glasses, cover with a clean cloth and let
stand one or two days. Then cover
with a thick layer of melted paraffin
and put on covers.

JUNIOR CLERKTO -
KING OF FINANCE

Remarkable Career of Sir
Ernest Cassel, for Whom
Peerage Has No Attraction.

e

When the Story of empires for the
latter half of the nineteenth century

Ernest Cassel, the famous financier
and owner of Hapsburg, who ran se-
cond in the sensational Derby of 1914,
will figure largely in its pages. S'nce
1910, when 8Sir Hrnest retired from
business, little has been heard of the
famous financier, but the astonishing
form of Hapsburg, who started at 33
to 1 against, recalls to mind the great
financier's wonderful achievemenis
and triumphs.

As a matter of fact the rise of Sir
Erhest Cassel to wealth and fame is
one of the most remarkable romances
of modern industry. Forty-six years
ago a young man of sixteen, whose
father, a small banker in Cologne, had
been unable to find room for him in
his office, came to England, and soon
tound himself seated on a tall stool In
a Liverpool grain merchant’s office a3

% Won Fame at Nineteen.
in addition to a thoro understand-
ing of French and German, he knew
Fnglish fairly well, and these advan-
tages and his rémarkable knowledge
of -bookkeeping and a close study of
financial transactions, ultimately
brought him under the notice of Mr.
Bischoffsheim, with the resuit that he
entered the house of Bischoffsheim &
Goldsmid in London. With that firm
he remained for thirty years.

It was in the offices of this firm that
he got his first insight into city fin-
ance, and his chance came when he
was called upon to disentangle the
complications of a certain business
which had got into difficulties. And,
altho at that time he was only nine-

sel's extraordinary aptitude for deal-
ing with financial difficulties that he
speedily accomplished what, even to
the head of his firm, appeared to be an
almost impossible task.

From that time he was a marked
man, and oné who knew him at this
period has said: “You knew you were
with a master mind before he had
spoken ten words. One did not know
to admire most—his wonderful
capacity for work’or the marvelous

clarity of his brain,”
= Some of His Triumphs..

To recount Sir Ernest Cassels's tri-
umphs since those days would be mo-
notonous. Launching out on his own
account, the first task he seét him-
self was the straightening out of the
finances of Argéntina. Then he made
the railways of Sweden And Mexico
prusperous and paying,, raised a huge
loan for China after it was defeated
by Japan, supplied the sinews of war
for the great Nile irrigation works,
effected the amnalgamation of the Vick-
ers-Maxim firm and the Barrow Ship-
building Works, and helped consider-
ably in starting the Central London
Railway, from which London's sys-
tem of tubes has grown, The resuit
of all this was that before he was fifty
he was credited with being a multi-
millionaire,

Friend of Kings.

As many readers are aware, Sir Er-
nest was a close personal friend of
the late King Edward, and he also
enjoys the friendship of the German
Emperor. It was thru his personal
friendship with the late King that Sir
Ernest became interested in the cam-
paign against consumption. In 19802
he placed the sum of £200,000 at King
Edward’s disposal for the purposs of
founding a fully equipped consumption
sanatorium,

This, however, is only part of many
benefactions on the part of Sir Er-
nest which have made him even more
famous as a philanthropist than as a
financier.

Then, again, he is an enthuslastic
art patron and sportsman. Since his
first appearance in the list of win-
ning owners, in 1$96, he has taken a
growing interest in the turf, and has
a fine establishment at N et
It is an open secret that a peeragé
has been his for the asking for the
last few years, but Sir Ernest is quite
content to remain a knight. Person-
ally, he is a man of quiet, retiring dis-
position, who seéks mno publicity or
honors.—Tit-Bits.

SOCIALISTS OPPOSED
'JAUNT OF POINCARE

PARIS, July 7~—The extreme social-
ists in the chamber of deputies today
voted in a solid body against an ap-
propriation of $8000 to cover the ex-
penses of President Poincare’s ap-
proaching visit to the Emperor of Rus-
sia.

MANY BLIND MEN
MADE GREAT NAMES
Inventor of Braille System of

Reading Was Blind From
Age of Three.

In connection witk: the appeal for
funds which was recently made in or-
der to provide books for the blind it
may be recalled that the inventor of
the Braille system was not himseif
bern blind. .

Louis Brailfe, who died in 1352, last
his sight at the age of three, as the
result of an accident, and, fortunately
for the sightless, was admitted to the
famous institution for ‘the blind found-
ed in 1784 at Paris by Valentine Hauy.

Here the boy's brilliant talents were
enicouraged in” every way. He began
t0 work on his system when in his
twentieth year, and, after much pa-
tient endeavor, perfected te method
now in gemeral use.

There is hardly any walk of human
¥fe in which blind persons have not
obtained distinction. James Holman,
the famous “blind traveler,” who died
a few years after Braille, visited every
place of note in the world. Viscount
Cranborne, who died in 1865, was the
author of many important historical
essays, In April, 1858, a blind clergy-
man, the Rev. J. Sparrow, was elected
chaplain of the Mercers’ company,
T.ondon, and read the service, etc.,
from embossed broks.

But perhaps the mosit remarkable
case of all is that of Henry Fawcett,
the blind professor cf political econ-
omy at _Camhridge, who was elected
M.P. for Brighton in 1865, for Hack-
ney in 1874 and 1880, in which year he
was apppinted: pastmioster-general.

'THREE HUNDRED

MILES AN HOUR

Flying Train of M. Bachelet is
Expected to Attain Most
Wonderful Speed.

From London to Liverpool in forty-five
minutes. A little jaunt from the metro-
polis to Glasgow in an hour and & quar-
ter! To Birmingham, 112 miles away, in
less than half an hour—not in a flying
machine, but in a flying train, which will
make our mile-a-minute expresses seem
veritable crawlers. Goods and passengers
will be hurled thru the air, and we shall
see ‘trains, monster gleaming projectiles,
flashing thru space at between three
hundred and four hundred miles an hour,

It sounds like an imaginary picture
drawn by J Verne or H, G. Wells. As
a matter of fact, however, there is every
possibility that in the near future our
present mode of rallway transmission
will be quite obsolete, and high speed
traction thruout the world revolutionized
owing to the discovery and invention of
M. Bachelet, who hae astounded the
world’s scientists,

Cars Suspended in Air. \

Briefly, M. Bachelet has invented a
railway which will enable a  rain to
travel at least three hundred miles an
hour. There are no locomotives, no en-
gines, no wheels and no motors, this won-
derful new railway system of cars being
o in the air during its entire

Sir David_ Salomons, the famous elec-
trician, has ‘expressed the opinion that
Bachelet is Hkely to be to electricity
what Stephenson was to steam, so im-
pressed was he with the wonders of the
flying train, which he and other eminent
men have inspected.

The model shows a steel car, with
aluminum plates resting on a track, forty
feet long, bepéath which are magnetio
coils, while at regular intervals the ralls
are spanned by solenoids or electro-pull-
ing magnets. The secret of the invention
les in the ‘coils and the solenoids. M.
Bachelet turns the current into the coils,
and the train, repelled by it, rises into the
air. Once there, the current is switched
into the solenoids, or pulling magnets,
which at once suck, as it were, the train
along. As it travels it switches on and
off automatically the current to keep it
going, while it can be started, checked or
stopped by merely touching an electrical
switch which controls the current.

Origin of the Iinvention,

During the course of an interview with
the writer, M. Bachelet gave some inter-
esting details as to the manner in which
he came to invent his flying train. Years
ago, when he was experimenting with
certain electrical currents, he discovered
that they possessed a pecullar quality
which prevented their absorption by
aluminum.

Lobelia Cardiﬁalis
The Cardinal - Fijwer,

like the papaver orie&alﬁ spoken
of some days ago, and the scarlet light-
nihg mentioned yesterday. the card-
inal flower is one of our staftlingly
brilliant mid-summer flowers, and

while it cannot-rival these two -in many
points, yet in point of color intensity
cardinal flower takes no second place.

You will remember that the ori-
ental poppy sends up immense flame-
colored cups of silken tissue, purple
hearted, whose life is but a few days;
scarlet lightning sends up great
round scarlet pompoms composed of
many petaled florets, the life season
stretching inte weeks, but lobelia card-
inalis gives tall four-foot spikes of
gorgeous crimson velvet blossoms, the
buds on the lower part of each spike
opering first, the top ones finally com-
pleting the burning torch, which flames
away for two or more long weeks.

Lobelia cardinalis is a perennial that
may be easily grown from seéd. Seed
sown one year in early spring should
to be
transplanted in early September, to
their permanent situations. The
clumps, if allowed to remain undis-
turbed for some year or two, will form
one of the most striking garden orna-
ments that our amateurs can possibly
wish for.

These clumps, however, should not
be allowed to thicken too much else
the size of the blossoms will deterior-
ate, altho not the coloring which un-
dér all circumstances is dazzling.

Root division or propagation from
root shoots may be easily managed.
But the very best way to obtain stock,
as I always advise my amateurs, is to
depend upon seedlings,

This lobelia cardinalis, by the way,
is-one of our native wildlings of the
northern thickete. Often found in bogs,
lowlands and even swamps, the range
extends from the gulf states into New
Brunswick, and westward towards the
centre of the continent.

From July to late September the
cardinal flower brightens up wild
places as well as gardens, and, indeed,
the native wild plants may be dug up,
transplanted to fairly like situations
in gardens, and do well. Such plants
have a sure tendency to attain greater
height than in the wilds, and the flow-
er spikes lengthen out also.

And while we are deallng with this
splendid scarlet lobelia a glance at
another memMer of the family may not
be amiss. I am thinking of L. fulgens,
a smaller variety, and one blooming
early in June and until the end of
August.

FOR THE DRESSING TABLE.

1t is not always necessary to .spend
‘a great deal of money toﬁ obtain a rich
effect. These. covered boxes for the
dressing table may be made at small
expense and little trouble, considering
the' restilts. A set of glove, handker-
chief, trinket, etc., bexes, all to match,
may be made, to harmonize with the
color scheme of one's room and ém-
broidered with one's initial or mono-
gram.

vThi light wooden boxes which are
made for burnt woodwork may be
purchased for the purpose. They are
nicely made, have brass hinges and
clasps and may be had in various
shapes and sizes.

If the wooden boxes are used, the
inside of the boxes should be stained
and afterward may receive a coat of
shellac, if desired; then satin pads
fllled with sachet powder should be
made to fit the bottom of the box. The
outside covering may be of moire or
striped or, flowered silk, or any desired
material. The pieces should be cut to
fit the sides and top, turning in the
material all round and using it double
to ensure better wear. The pieces are
then glued to the bex, putting on the
top last. which may be padded if one
wishes to do so.

The nose, as hilly an eruption as it is
amid the valleys of the face, is a much
neglected part of the human make-up.

Commonly supposed to be ornamental,
for smelling and for ‘“‘catching oold,” the
nose is really an important structure.
Like many other valuable, but undigni-
fled, articles in this world, as much re-
spect must e paid to the nose as to
other more popular organs.

Why Care Is Needed.

Defective ailments, in their assault
upon the nose, usually attack the red,
membranous interior. The inside of the
nose is like a rumpled carpet, namely,
full of folds. Thus nature presents a
surface as lar, as Dido's cowhide for
the foundatjorf of Carthage. Frigid winds
are thus forced to blow over a large
' area of warmed nasal lining before they
' dare leave this scarlet maze to purify
the lungs. Ere this, the Arctic air has
Jbecome as balmy as a June zephyr: The
interminable meshes of ‘‘mucous’ mem-
brane in the nose have heated it.

When you consult a nose specialist
about obstructed nostrils—this may be
due to chronic' colds, cysts, a broken
partition or other irritation—do not call
him a “nosologist.’”’ Nosology is an
ancient medical term. It means classifi-
cation of diseases as you would animals
into varieties, species and genera. There-
fore, all nosologists are not nasal ex-
Pperts.

Strange as it seems, the teeth are
cleaned several times a day, yet the
nose. which takes in more dirt and dust
and is exposed all the time, is rarely
washed,

Oils and oily sprays, whether harm-
lessly mild or saturated with antiseptics,
should not be used in the nostrils and
nasal caverns. The habit of using an
oil atomiger, advised by doctors until a
vear or so ago, has been discovered to
coddle the membranes too much. Dis-
infecting nasal sprays are now taboo.

Method Prescribed.

The nose should be rinsed out and
cleaned at least once or twice a week.
It is true that even this is overdune at
times. When a sound nose—one that
warms the incoming air, allows you to
recognize odors and is open for good
breathing—is irrigated or washed out
every dayv, even with salt water, the
lining becomes flabby and soggy. Injury,
of course, follows.

Any interference in the nose or the “pharynx”--the
nostril cavity—creates the same tonal troubles which a loose

FINDING THEIR FEET.

The Republicans are undoubtedly
finding their feet and it would not be
surprising to see the party reorganized
on progressive Mnes and become again
a formidable factor in American poli-
tics. They scarcely hope to carry the
congressional elections this fall, but
they will probably gain some seats
and be able to give the president some
trouble in the next house,
When a party is turned out of power
in the United States it relegates to the
scrap heap the unfortunate president
whose administration failed to retain
the confidence of the people. Hence
My, Taft has no place or authority in
the Republican party, which has no of-
ficial leader and will have none until’
the national convention two Yyears
hence. But Mr, Roosevelt has a big
personal following and his deliverances
carry more weight than those coming
from Republicans senators and con-
gressmen,
A great deal may happen within the
next two years to change the present
outlook, but the réturn of Roosevelt
to the !;cpubhcun party would make
the president's re-élection anything
but a walkover.

SOME SLEEPY SENTINELS,

A good many issues are presented
to the Manitoba electors, who on Fri-
day next will determine the fate of the
Roblin government. The Liberals, for
example, are pledged to submit the
question of provincial-wide prohibition
to a plebiscite; they also promise votes
for women and direct legislation. But
they are also pledged to radically
change the educational system of the
province, and it is upon the school
question that the election will turn.

The Orangemen are severely con-
demning the amendments made to the
School Act by the Roblin government
in 1912, and the Liberals have prom-
ised to repeal them. These amend-
ments facilitate the incorporation of
denominational schools in the public
school system, and to a certain extent
the law, as it has stood upon the sta-
tute book ever since the present gov-
ernment came into power, leans in
that direction. It sanctions race and
religious distinctions in the schools,
and it is difficult to see how anything
like the public school system of the
United States can be evolved in Mani-
toba under the School Act as it stands
and as it will remain under the Roblin
government. ‘' The parents or guardians
of twenty-fiyve school children in a
rural district and of forty school chil-
dren in any city may require the em-
ployment of a qualified teacher of
their own religious belief, and where
there are ten or more pupils whose
native tongue is not English their pa-
rents may require employment of a
teacher speaking the same language.

Meanwhile Sir Rodmond bids fair
to get the bulk of the foreign vote,
and he is said to have the French
Catholic vote, headed by Archbishop
Langevin of St. Boniface. His only
danger lies in the open opposition of
the Orangemen, who will vote against
him on the school question. But what
aid are the supporters of the national
school system receiving from the
newspapers of Ontario? The World
has stated what the issue is, apd so
we believe has The Glebe. But we
have seen no mention of the Manitoba
school question in The News or The
Telegram. These papers, and others
we might name, are valiant in de-
nouncing bilingualism in Ontarjo. Can
it bé that they want Sir Rodmond to win
even tho his victory means separate
schools for Manitoba and a half dozen
different languages dominant in various
parts of the province? For it is a
curious situation presented in Mani-
toba, where the Liberals carry banners
demanding that “every child must re-
ceive an English education.”

ST. LOUI®’ ADVANCED CHARTER.
8t. Louis, Missouri, with a popula-
tion approximating three-quarters of
a milliod, is the latest addition to the
list of commission-governed cities. Its'
mew charter, introducing a.merit sys-
tem, a legislative assembly -of one
house and the initiative, referendum
and recall, was adopted on Wednesday
last and will go into general effect
within sixty days. In addition it cen<
tralizes executive powers in the mayor
and ‘controller and confers broad pow-
ers of municipal ownership.
are the changes which the revised
qh&rter entails that nearly three years
will elapse before the offices are com-
pletely reorganized to conform with
its provisions. '
Next April the new board of twenty-
eight aldermen will succeed the mu-
nicipal assembly as it has hitherto
existed. These aldermen will be nom-
inated at large and elected at large,
and, as indicated, their duties will be
purely legislative. Responsibiity for
the executive part of the city govern—
ment will rest after 1917, when the
terms of the present mayor and con-
troller. expire, with thelr elected suc-
cessors. All other officials wiil here-
after be appointed by the executive
and all applications for city positions
not elective or appointive will be
pass<d upon by an efficiency board of
three members appointed by the
mayor, only two of whom can belong
10 the same political party.
The controller will, under the new
charter provisions, be the head of the
department of finanee, but the eity
budget itself, the allotments to the
various deparimentis and the tax rate
will be attended 1o by a board of esti~
mates composed of the mayor, the
controller and the president of the
board of aldermen, Jn this the new
charter for 8t, Louis follows the later
developments of city government in
the United States. The whole tendency
is to concentrate executive power in
a few hands, who cannot refuse 1o ac~
cept responsibility 'and who, in the
event of fallure, can easily be traced.
8t. Louis has gone a little further
than other municipalities in the con-
centration of executive power, subject
to revision by popular vote, Its eiti-
zens, gan vevise ecffectually thru the
right of'initidtive, referendum and re-
call, and the operation of the new
¢harter in a city of metropolitan size
cannot but pe watched with keen.in-
terest.

TO PROBE FIRE BRIGADE

Therefore,
this year, when the religious authori-
ties asked Col. Ostell, as usual, fo
 ynarch, he drew their attention to the
law and declined to disobey it, ' Col.
Ostell further, in an interview in The
Montreal Gazette, contradicted the
rumor that the officers and non-com-
missioned officers were rebellious over
the order, and he reiterated the asser-
tion that, to a man, officers, non-com-
missioned officers and men would loy-
ally observe the law. L

Government Rifles Prohibited.

«1 was then appealed to, not by the
¢5th, not by Roman Catholics alone,
but by Protestant citizens of Mont-
real—as good and as true are in
Canada, and by several testant
newspapers—to suspend the law and
allow government rifles to be carried.
As every honest Orangeman knows, I
refused point blank to allow any
change. It was then brought out by a
Protestant officer in Montreal .that
rifles, other than those issued by the
government, could be carried without
violating the law. This interpretation
was confirmed by the judge advocate-
general, and no better Protestant or
Orangeman than he exists. The pro-

ment has no authority to interfere
against private rifles. That _would
come under municipal, provincial or
justice department control.

Will Follow Regulations.

«permit me to say, however, that I
am convinced that, on “reflection, the
religious authorities, on learning that
their custom has been in violation of
the regulations enforced since Wel-
lington’s time, will be the first to de-
sist from the carrying of rifles in re-
ligious parades. I am further con-
vinced that the militia and cadets of
the country, all high-spirited and
proud of their organizations, will-not
agree for the future to even a techni-
cal observance of the law by carrying
private rifles. They will, I am fully
convinced, see the propriety of march-
ing in the usual way—side arms only.

FOR UNION STATION

Montreal Company Will Build
Three Million Dollar

Structure.

TWO YEARS TO FINISH

Passenger Section Will Be
Constructed First and
. Track Next,

The Peter Lyall Construction Com-
pany of Montreal were awarded the
contract to bufld the new Union Sta-
tion yesterday, The cost of the
station will be about $3,000000, and
within a few days one hundred men
will begin work grading the Front
#treet portion of thé land, on which
part the passenger and office section
will be placed.

Managing Director J. W. Leonard of
the Toronto Terminal Company, which
is composed of the Grand Trunk and
the Canadian Pacific Rallway interests,
announced the award officlally yester-
day by telegramn as follows:

“Contract for Toronto Unlon Station
has been let today to Peter Lyall Con-
struction Company.

Leonard.” /

It is understood that only the pas-
senger portion of the structure is in-
cluded in this contract, and that the
Toronto Terminal Company itself will
undertake the remainder, which will
consist of the track division. This lat-
ter will not be commenced for one
year, while the foundations of the
passenger building, it is anticipated,
will be complete by January, 1915
when the remainder of the building
will be at once, started. Two years

will be required for finishing the shole
structure. .

Saved Colombia Many Hun-

dreds of Thousands of Dol-

lars in Commerge.

It has recently come to light thru the
war department that’a little act of kind-
riless upon the part of the United States
hag saved one of the South American re-
publics perhaps hundreds of thousands of
dollars in foreign commerce, and its citi-
zens a great deal of mental anxiety,

Early in-May word came from Bogota
that bubonic plague had broken out in
one of the seaports of Colombia, and im-

mediately the sanitary machinery of the
world was put into motion to close all
‘sates against that republjc. The Panama
@agal Zone, being so clbse by, at once
placed into effect additional quarantine re-
strictions against Colombian ports, com-
pelling ships from these ports to observe
plague regulations.

The authorities of Colombia were not
quite sure as to the disease that had
Broken out, and appealed to the war de-
partment of the United States to send
one of its experts. The department at
once instructed Dr, 8, T. Darling, chief
0f the Canal Zone laboratory, to proceed
8 o Cartagena, Colombia, where there were

number of suspicious cases. Dr. Dar-
ng left the Canal Zone May 28, and May

81 a wireless message was recelved from
the medical expert to the effect that he
had inspected the cases of the suspected
disease at three different seaports,and had
found no evidence of the dread plague,
b‘ut that pneumonia had been found to
be the cause of sickness in the cases he
had examined.

In accordance with this information,
the quarantine restrictions were removed
at the Canal Zone, and word was sent to
other countries that had taken action. At
the request of President Restrepo of Co-
dombia, Dr. Darling was permitted to re-
main in. Colombia a few days longer in
order that the members of the board of

RESTORED OLDFLAGS
WITH GREAT SKILL

Mrs. Amelia Fowler’s Method
Demanded Many Hours of
Patient Labor.

The work of repairing the civil war
flags. in ‘the state house at Boston
some 'years ago was so successful that
when it was decided to restore the
nation’s trophies the person who- had
done the work. Mrs. Amelia Fowler,
was selected for the task. The method

which she has followed, is entirely of
her own invention, tho she acknow-
ledges her indebtedness to some of the
tapestries made a thousand years ago
by the Duchess of Normandy and her
ladies.

The dyeing of the silks and linens
used was the work calling for a con-
summate knowledge of colors.. The
brilliant reds and blues and greens and
yellows of the -old flags have softened
and faded until in many instances they
demanded hours of patient labor to
match even a few square feet of a

ingle flag.

sr';‘she ressxlt of Mrs. Fowler's method
of preservation is that where the rem-
nants of the flags were in good condi-
tion or comparatively so, like the flag
which Admiral Perry flew in Japan
when he made the first compact of
friendship between the United States
and the Mikado’s empire, the stitches
are invisible from a distance of a few
feet.

Where the flag was almost all gone
the stitches appear as a ghost of the
past across the background of the gray
linen. The restoration in every case
is as remarkable as that of\a per-
fectly restored oil painting.
