THE CURRENCY QUESTIOT .
It is humiliating to reflect, that at a

tume wien our republican neighbors, after
sufforing during a long period of years the
evils of an imconvertible paper currency,
have esumed specie paymients with the
greatest possible success, there should he
found in Canada people insane enough
to advocate a policy that vas forced by
circümstances on the United States. It
vould. ho unprofitable to discusa now,

hbetlier means for defraying th e abnormal
expenditure of tlie United States during
the civi war coulci have been fouhd by
îesortin g toans t bo floated in the
hoe or in foreign .arkets. Itmjay fairly
be assumed that those who had to provide
for tie .var expenditure believed lhat
sb hmeans couildnot h efouid, and thtt

tliey were reluctantly compelled ta imi-
tate th exaniple ètb by Great Britain
towards the close oî the ft century,
when itW >vs ldeNmedmc xpedient ta rest#ain
t nka Englan irom paying god

The statesmen in b countriei who,

nl pressure of circunistances of an
exceptianal h r assued the re-

sponsibility of recanmnd1ng the susp on:
sion of specie payments, iever pretended
that they did sa willingly, and they looked,
forwarc hopefully ta the time wivhen
resumptiori could take place successfully.
TIhe Canaclian inflatinists have not even
a shadow of excuse for their proposition
ta substitute an inconvertible paper cur-
rency for the precious mtetals as a men-
sure of value. They are simply taking
advantage of the prevailing ignorance on
the subject of the currency, te delude
the public into :the belief that it is possible
ta make money plenty. The complaint
of scarcity of money is certainly net a
new one. Adam Smith, in his " ealth
ai Nations," says :-" No complaint is
emore common than that Of a scarci ty of

money. Money, like wine, must ahvays
lbe scarce vith those who have neither
wherevithal ta buy it, nor credit ta
borrow it.'' * * Overtrading is the
"cmmon cause o it. Sober men, whobse

"projects have been disproportioned ta
thoir capitals, are as likely to have nei-
ther wherewithal ta buy money, nor

"credit ta borrov it, as prodigals whose
"expense bas been disproportioned ta
Itheir revenue. Before their projects
Ilcan be brought ta bear their stock is'
Cgotle, and their credit with it." The
extensive use ofi credit in modern times
has had a tendency ta mystiify the masses
of the people who have given compara-
tively littie attention ta the snbject, and
wlto raroly ever see the coins ivhici are
the real measure òf value in the inter-
change of the various products of labor.
The extensive use of papser money, both
in the United States and Canada, and the
knowledge that it can ho kopfi at par vith
gold, ias.led ta a belief by the unreflect-
ing, that a more extended issue an the
security of public et' private lands might
be resorted ta lithoutilss ta the commu-
nity Ve have hîad recent evidence in this
community of the effect oi on:converti-
bility. Hardly iad the day closed on
which tieMechanic' Bank suspended
payment, than its bills weroat a discount
ai 25 ier cent.; although the paymett of
tiese bills is a mere question of tine, in
all probability of a feiv manths at the
outside.

We atre ineri tho impression that th
mnasses of the people have a very vague
idea of the vorking of the paper currency.
The iden is preiaent that banks have a
large circulatida vhich they are not re-
quired to redeeui, evhreas there is not a
day passhes titt thevýlae iot ta redeem
apartian of thiat cirilation, antd if they,
were not constantly 'o issuing tiheir notes
it vauid tale anincredibly short time for
ti whobo issue ta be presented for re-

demption. It may be worthi liile ta nd-
Lice bere an error into whic1 a currency
writer, vho has adopted the nom deplane
of "Conimon Sense," bas fallen on the
subject of convertibility. Holding as ho
does, the sound opinion that there is
" nothing more pernicious, nothing more
destructive ta national prosperity or ta
national morality than a paper currency
that cannot be converted into gold at the
will of the lolder-," he as come ta the
very erroneous conclusion that unsound
financial legislation is the cause of the
present hard times, failures and depreci-
ation o property. He maintains that the
banks in Canada have made improvident
loans, owing ta their having been un-
wisely relieved from redeeming their
notes into gold. Now we venture ta assert
that there is not a bank in the Dominion
vhich bas increased its circulation one
single dollar in conseque.nce of the provi-
sion under which Dominion notes are
made a legal tender. Those notes are
redeenable in gbold on deniand, and are a
Most convenient mode of settling the
balances of banks with one another. Sa
far as the banks are con cerned, they hold
precisely tho amount of reserves in gold
and Dominion notes conjointly, that they
would hold in gold alone if there were no
Dominionnotes.

" Coimon Sense hias laid great stress
on the fact that a, small portion of the
government issues have been made paya-
ble in Halifax, and other distant places,
while they are legal tenders everywhere.
We own thatr we doubt the correctness of
the statement that any real inconve-
nience las been experienced on this score.
The amount of notes issued at Halifax is
conparatively smail, and we scarcely
think that any respectable bank in ion-
treal îwould insist on paying Dominion
notes redeenable in Hlalifax ta a person
really wanting gold If any real inconveni-
ence werefelt by the public, we can scarce-
ly doubt that the Government would, on a
proper representation, adopt means ta
remove it. But, as bearing on the question
ofa banik inflation, it must be obviou i tùat
the banks have no interest whatever in
preventing the holeer of Dominion notes
frorn obtaining god for them. ThIe Gov.
erninentlbas established redemption agen.
cies in the.various Provinces, and has done
all in its power ta facilitate the coiver-
sion of its notes into gold at' the wil
ofa the holder, and the chartered banks
have no interest whatever in extending
the circulatit, of Dominion iotes. Ôn
the contrary there are la circulàtion
bank notes of the denoninations f$4,

5, $, $8 and $10,so as ta limit as much
as possible the circula tion oi'the G:vern
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ment $1 and $2 bils. To assert, as "Comn-
mon Sense" has done, thatVe banks
have been in " a state of seni-legal sus-
pension, oving to their being able to put
olr bill holders vith Ialifax and Winnipeg
notes, and that they have tius been
enablied to issue a redundant curi•ency,
and ta encourage over-importation, over-
trading and speculation, is as complete a
utisi-epresentation: of the causes of the
existing depression as iL ivould be possi-
ble ta formulate. The panacea of I Cont-
mon Sense" leads us ta doubt very imucht
whether he understands the relations be-
tween the Government and the baiks.
He tiinks that if the Law required, as it
should, that the Government notes should
bo payable in the tovn or city in which
lie baik paying tenm is locatedl, the
banks rould be kept in check. vonw it
must:be obvious t-hat iV is a ntatter ofi
perfect ittdiffere'nce ta the banks wliere
the Governmnent notes are redeenable.
Tiey have nto contral over theirissue. To
then thiese notes are equivalent ta gold,
antd they aie the parties ilo, on the
assunption that there is any practical
intconvenience felt, must b the principal
sul'orers. The banks frequetly wvant
to convert Dominion notes into gold, and
if they are so loaded witi B1alitLx notes
as tComimoii Sense" seeis to believe,
they Nould necessarily suffert in conse-
quence.
1 I is desirable that it should bu cleai-ly

understood that the issue of Doiniîion
iotes by the Governînent cannttot lead ta
the inilation ai' the issues of' the clmarter-
cd baiks. No efforts are made by Gov-
ernment ta increase the circulation o
those notes wihici lave bee invarintbly
convertible into gold on demattd, and
which have econmized the use of gold,
and been niost convenient for the baniks
on the settletrient of their balances, but
'vhich have not in the slightest degree
enabled tlien.t inmcrease Lieir issues. It
is certainly extraordinary that in viewî of
the fact that the depression which pre-
vails in Canada exists througiout the
civilized warld, and that there lias been
an immense sirinkage in the value not
only of merchtandise but of property of
every description, any person gifted ivith
"Common Sense" should, attribute the

%vhole difficulty ta the umisond financial
legislation of the Dominion Parliament
in making Dominion notes convertible
into gold on demand, a legal tender, and
should believe tliat because those notes
are redeemable aV the place of issue, the
banks have been able to inflate their
circulation. It. niay be wiell ta point out
that more thain 75 par cent, a' the
Dominion noteg are redeempble in Toron-,

ta and Montreal, noue at Winnipeg,
rther less than $7,000 in British Colun-
bia, and not quite 25 par cont in. IIalifax
and St. John. Jt iust be obvious that
the incontventience, sliglt thouglhit is,
nust fall ablînost exclusively on the char
tered banks.

COMMERCIAL LEG ISLATION

WVe have not failed to give our' hest
consideration. o ithe retuarls of the Cviir-
vier de Motîiréal on Our late article on
Commercial Legislation. We must awi
tliat, n our opinion, our contentporary is a
little unreasonable. We tttust act eitie
in concert with ori ndependentof Eiiglaid
in Commercial Legislation. Wc ]lave no
rigit to expect that, vhile we claim to
ignore tiglishi public opinion, taid to act
in accordance wvith our own judgmtent,
England should include Canada in her
commercial treaties. Our position is tiat
our:Parliaient must be independent and

italt it is in Our power to protect Our'
selves. Unfortutnately Eiropeani nations
only concede ta iviat are teried " the
mnost favoredi nations '" admission to tieir
tmatkets.-all others nre exclided. 'he
Courrier argues that, because Canada lias
a uniform taril, it caniot ask l privilege
f'rom Ftance. Prcisely te samte argu-
ment miglt be used as to England. AI-
thougI England ias a commercial treaty
with i rance it docs ot admit French im.
ports on mare favorable teris than those
or other nations. We contend that, as va
have no genertalhostile tarilf' vith excep-
tions ta the most favared nations, wve have
i rigit ta claim froin France the sane
treattnent as. that extendced ta Engiland
and other favored nations. If wve are
refused, the remedy is in our onit hands,
viz., ta tient France and ail othter nations
acting in a similar spirit in the same
spirit as that in, which ive are treated.
The r'efrence ta reciprocity vith the
United States is unfortunate. England
imposes noduties iatever on Catnadian
im1ports, and surely it would ba nost un-
reasonable, puttin)g the relations O
Mother Country and Colony out af vin',
ta extend to a foreign power like the
United States privileges refused ta a
nation ihicht lias volunta'ily giranted us
everything. Ve protest against the in-
traduction into this discussionof the ab-
stract question of Free Trade anId Protec-
tion. W Me have miade no objection, and
shtall male none o France or Ger'nany,
protecting thair industries. They have
the sa rigltt ta do so that ve ourselves
have. VWe protest, and shall continue ta
do soagainst France or anyotier con Vry
putting canad, u a los e faotin tJ m ,q

te most faored nation, sa long as n'e
ad utilL ta poiducts of such; countries on
the sane footing as nve cothose of our
ona Motier Country and of the 'hole
wvorld.

work, and the great object at present is
to ascèrtain the terms on which the
inoney can be obtained.

''lie original scheme of the present
Governmnent was to procure the construc-
tion oi the work by a company to which a
subsidy in land and money was to be
given. Tlat scliente lias been abandoned,
and the itresent plan differs front that of
the lite Governnent only in so fia as the
proposition to give as a security foi' lie
nmioney to be raised 100,000,000 acres O
land adjoining tic railway. The 50,000,000
wliclh was to have been given to thte
Railway Company ias to have been in
alternate blocks, so that the increased
grant is merely a concession oi the pre-
vious reservation.

The New York Tiîmes declares, that the
new Canadian tariff loperates moro m'
jurionsly upon British thIan upon Aneri-
cau industry and trade," but lie wi11
scarcely succeed in persuading any one
who ls acquainted with the subject that
there is any trutlh in suc a statement.

attacking the board in general, and, like the
lyre-famed spider, luring his enemy into confi-
dence w iith an invitation not to " comte into my
parlor" but to join liéi cu p thait both cheers
and inebriates, lie brought forward with lie
wine the theme of tilir late contention, nanely,
the reduction of his stock by forty per cent.
