London, April 18.—In the House of
Commons to-day, Right Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain, Colonial Secretary, stat-
ed that Sir Hercules Robinson, Gover-
nor of Cape Colony, had wired that he
was about to send 600 lar troops
to.Rhodesia from Natal, in addition to
the volunteers, and 260 Basutos, who
have already left for Rhodesia. The
War Office is making arrangements
to replace the troops that have been
ordered to the dnterior.

The Cattle ‘wxeciusion Bill.

‘Right Hon. Walter Long, President
of the Board of Agriculture, announc-
ed that the Government had received
a copy of the resolution passed by the
House of Commons of the Dominion
of Canada in reference to the Diseases
of Animals Bill before the British Par-
Hament. Mr. Long regretted, he sald,
that he was unable to accede to the
wishes of the Dominion Government
in the matter, as set forth in the reso-
lution. It would be dmpossible to do
80 -and still be consistent with the in-
terests of home agriculture.

The Case of Caba.

Mr. James O’Kelly, member for
North Roscommon, asked the Govern-
ment, in accordance with previous no-
tice, whether 4t was the intention or
Lord Salisbury to direct the British
Consul-General at Havana to report
upon the condition of Cuba, with re-
ference to the state of affairs which s
alleged to exist there. Mr.
Under Secretary of Foreign Afrarrs,
replied that the British consuls in Cuba
made regular reports to the Foreign
Office as to the situationon that island,
and consequently a special report was
not necessary.

Missienaries in Turkey.

Mr.Curzon said that the British vice-
consul at Euch has telegraphed unaer
date of March 27, that the local au-
thorities, by virtue of an irade, re-
quired all foreign missionaries to leave
Asia Minor immediately by way or
Alexandrette.

Ta. alfour, Chigg Secreta. for
Irland, introduced the Jrish LanrgBllL
In doing so he refe to its complex
and intricate chara . The Land
Act of 1881, he added, d initiated an
agrarian revolution, tgensforming the
system of land ten During the
past 16 years there had been a reduc-
tion of agricultural values that nobody
in 1881 expected. This had added to
the difficulty of the issues involved in
a settlement of the land question. The
keystone of the Unionist policy sigce
1881 had been to establish a peasdnt
proprietary in Ireland and a single in-
stead of dual ownership of land.

The Successive Land Acts.

Mr. Balfour reviewed the effects of
the successive land acts as tending to
-extend the holdings of farmers and
peasants., He held that the Ashbourne
Act of 1885 better assisted to the pur-
chase of land than the act of 1891. The
present measure would carry out the
best principles of the Ashbourne Akt,
would adopt several of the features of
Mr. Morley’s bill of 1895, and would
add a series of provisions amend
the procedure of previous acts, and
facilitate a working purchase system.
The clauses adopted from Mr. Morley’'s
bill included the provisions defining
the legal position of a tenant at the
end of the statutory term, which every-
one admitted was necessary in order
to remove doubts in refixing the judi-
cial rents. The next clause made valid
a tenancy holding, despite the fact
that it might have been sub-let with=
out the assent of the superior landlord,
if it appeared that the landlord had
passively acquiesced. The next clause
adopted Mr. Morley’s provision to pre-
vent a lessee, when a fair rent has
been fixed, from being charged rent
on his improvements.

Regarding Arreazs.

Regarding arrears, the bill proposed
that a tenant who was able could in
all cases redeem his holding by the
payment of two years’ arrears, leaving
the landlord to recover arrears beyond
this period by ordinary procedure. The
bill did not abolish the landlord’s
right of pre-emption.

Regarding compensation for improve-
ments, the bill provided that after an
allowance had been made to a tenant
for improvements, the court could
award a further compensation if it de-
cided that the tenant had not received
equitable compensation.

Fixing the Judicial Rents.

The scheme for fixing the judicial
rents proposed a term of 30 years’ du-
ration, but this would be variable ev~
ery five years on the application of
either landlord or tenant. The land
commission could also vary the rent

under a report of the commis-
sioners, according to the vari-
ous values of the products

of the land, and the effect of such
variation upon the fairness of the rent.
The landlord and tenant might them-
selves agree to vary the rent in ratio
to the variation in the prices of pre~
ducts.

In regard to the purchase of land,
Mr. Balfour said that where the pre-
sent time for the repayment of the sum
advanced for purchase extended over
40 years, in continuous payments, at 4
per cent, interest, the present bill pro-
posed to extend the period to 70 years.

Other Provisions.

Another important proposal aimed to
strengthen the Land Commission by
enabling an interchange of functions
between the officlals of the commission
and the Landed Estates Court.

Other provisions simplified the pro-
cedure enabling tenants to purchase
and landlords to sell without the con~
sent of a sub-commission.

In conclusion, Mr. Balfour said that
the bill might not be all that the Na-
tionalists wanted, but he held that it
would be fair and beneficial to both
landlord and tenant.

Mr, Morley is Pleased.

John Morley, Chief Secretary for Ire-
land in the last Liberal Government,
said he was pleased with parts of the
bill, chicfly those that had\been adopt-
ed from the Liberal bijl e was dis-
appointed with the other clauses, part
of which were quite unworkable. The
fair rent proposals were by far the
most important. He predicted that
these would be passed in an improved
form, and that the remaining clauses
would be postponed at the pleasure of
the House.

John Dillon Dissatisfied.

John Dillon, leader of ths anti-Par-
nellites, said that Mr. Balfour’s speech
proved that this Parllament was in~
capable of dealing with the question.

The Bank of Montreal Pays a Good Price
for the New Lean.

Montreal, April 13.—The Bank of
Montreal has bought the new $2,000,-
000 city loan at the best rate ever ob-
tained by Montreal or any other Cana-
dian city. The loan is in 40-years, =
per cent, stock, and the purchase price
is £106 1s sterling for every £100 of
stook net to the city. In other words,
the city #s relieved of all costs in con-
nection with the dispesition of the
bonds, and receives a premium of £5
1s on every £100 of stock. The $2,000,-
000 raised by this loan will be devoted
to the retirement of all outstanding
temporary loams, on some of which
high rates of interest were being paid.
All round, 1 per cent. of interest, or
$20,000 a year will be saved to the city
annually, while the original saving in
premium will be about $100,000. 3

INFANTS FOB SLAUGHTER.
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MANY BABIES’ BODIES FISHED UP
FROM THE MUDDY THAMES.

Baby ¥atmers Whe Think No More ef
Killing a Child Thau of Killing & Cat
~How a Professional in This Inhuman
Business Was Detected—Terrible State
of Affalrs. .

T.ondon, April 13.—Terrible revelations

of crime arising, it is confidently be-
lieved, from professional baby-farming
have occurred at Reading, on the
Thames. Five decomposed corpses cf
infants have been already dragged
from the miry bed of the river. It is
shocking to have to say that facts like
these seem to produce little or no im-
pression in England, save perhaps in
the immediate spot concerned. Occa-
sionally a courageous paper publishes
a violent indictment agalnst baby-
farming, but the police shrug their
shoulders and say, “Wkat can we do?”

The infantile mortality in many of
the large towns of Great Britain is too
awful to contemplate, People attri-
bute it to a lack of knowledge on the
part of mothers and municipalities,
and debate the question with advice
to parents. But those who know the
truth affirm that one out of every four
children is purposely done to death,
and not one crime in a hundred is ever
brought home,

Think Nothing of Killimg a Child.

Here in London many people think
less of killing a child than of killing
a cat. The papers to-day state that
the corpse of a two-months-old child
was found in the Thames near Lam-
beth Bridge yesterday morning, with
a weight fastened around its neck.
Another body of a new-born child was
found in Hamstead Heath. As far as
a hasty examination of statistics goes,
it can be shown that 40 bodles of mur-
dered children have been taken from
the River Thames during the last 12
months, while scores of undiscovered
bodies have been washed down to the
sea on the rapidly rolling clay-colored
river,

How the Olue Was Obtained.

A week or two ago a waterman,
while following his occupation, dug
up a brown paper parcel, embedded in
the mud at Caversham YLock. Inside
the parcel was the body of a child,
which had a plece of cord around its
neck, showing that the little dreature
had been strangled. No one identified
the corpse and the jury returned a
verdict of “Wilful murder against a
person or persons unknown.” A sub-
sequent examination of the paper,
however, disclosed an address thinly
written in ink of “Mrs. Annie Dyer,
Kensington-road.” The police ascer-
tained that this paper had been sup-
%Hed by a local tradesman to Mrs.

yer, who, when questioned, gave un-
satisfactory replies. She was arrest-
ed and her house was searched. Let-
ters, telegrams, pawn tickets and re-
ceipts for advertisements in many
London weekly papers—which, by the
way, accept a more shaay class of
advertisements than the aailies—were
discovered by the police.

Arthur Ernest Palmer, Dyer’s son-in-
law, was arrested on the eharge of be-
ing an accessory after the fact.

The police dragged the Thames, and
another body was discovered with tape
round its throat. Soon afterward two
more were fished up, one in a carpet-
bag, which appeared ‘to have been
strangled, and on Friday night a fifth
child was dragged out.

How the Businoss is Dome.

It is believed that this system of

murder has been going on for months.
It is stated that the modus operandi
was to advertise that a lady was
anxious to adopt a child in considera-
tion of a money payment, this being
the usual way in which a baby farmer
does business. All sorts of answers
would be received, from those in high
places down to the humblest shop-
keeper, and it is affirmed that many
of these people, when handing over
their offspring, knew the fate in store
for them.
. Seized documents prove that many
children passed through Mrs. Dyer’s
hands, and some disappeared at once.
The woman, who is married, but is
living apart from her husband, is al-
leged to be a well-known baby farmer.
She is a gaunt yet pleasant looking
wcman of about 650, and gets a fair
income out of her business. This busi-
ness seems, however, to have got her
in jail some years ago. She-denies all
knowledge of the affair, but the evi-
dence will, it is believed, be overwhelm-
ingly against her.

Indeed, remarkable developments are
anticipated, and it is generally hoped
that the police will be able to proceed
against those who knowingly did their
ofispring to death. Three little chil~-
dren were found at Mrs. Dyer’s house
when the police arrested the woman—
a boy of 7 years, a girl of 8 years and
a boy of 3 months. The Treasury will
undertake the prosecution when the
evidence is complete. Everyone with
a grain of feeling hopes that these new
revelations will waken up the magis-
tracy and British Legislature against
baby farming, which ;s a crying scan-
dal in England.

Canada is more favorable to the small~
er banks, inasmuch that returns on
imvestments are much less than in

er years.

tO:&T thz.annual meeting, to be held
on June 16, the shareholders will be
asked to pass a by-law for this pro-
posed reduction in capital, as outlined
fu an article in another column. For
every three shares of the existing
.stock held by any shareholder, he
shall be entitled to two shares of $100
each. Under the proposed rearrange-
ment the rest account will be increased
o $50,000. The officers of this bank,
along with the leading shareholders,
are to be commended for the bold
stand they take in thus putting the
oldest pank in Ontario once more on
a sound and paying basis. They have
cut to the bone, and we have every
confidence in the future of the ‘bank.

A POSTOIFILL PARADOX.

In Canada we have an annual defi-
cit in postoffice revenue amounting to
over half a million of dollars. In the
United States the deficit is about ten
millions per annum. But the accounts
in the neighboring republic are kept
in a manner that shows tne mere car-
hriage of letters to be remunerative,
whereas there is a yearly Yoss of nine-
teen millions of dollars in the handling
of newspapers and periodicals. No
doubt exactly the same anomalies are
at ‘work in Canada. The outery
against the ridiculous exemption of
daily, weekly and monthly publications
from postage is now so loud that some-
thing will have to be done, It seems
fo be unreasonable the writers of let-
ters should be compelled to pay much
higher rates than are charged on
heavy books and packets,mere carriage
and deliwery being the services charg-
ed for. The anomaly has existed for
many yesTs; but even if the principle
be a correst one, it has been grossly
abused, And surely a readjustment is
demanded. "®he less the weight of an
article carried, the more the charge
on it! Such a tariff could only prevail
in a Government institutio::.

Ottawa, April 13.—(Special)—Wonrd
was received in the city to-day of the
death at Monetery, Mexico,of Sir John
Schultz, ex-Lieutenant-Governor of
Manitooa. Sir John had gone
south for the benefif of his health. Mr.
Daly, on behalf of himself and 1i-e
Manitoba delegation, telegraphed con-
dolences to Lady Schultz this after-
noon.

Deceased was born in Amherstburg,
Essex County, Ontario, in the yeax
1841. His father was of Scandinavian
descent; his mother, Elizabéth Rellly,
of Irish extraction. After a few years
spent behind the counter of a country
store, kept by his half-brother, Henry
McKenney, afterwards sheriff of Red
River, young Schultz set out to qualify
himself for the medical profession.
Having no wealthy relatives to assist
him, he chose to ship as a common
sailor on a vessel plying between Chi-
cago and Buffalp or Kingston; saved
his wages, and attended, first, Oberlinh
College in Ohio,and afterwards Queen’s
College, Kingston, graduating from the
latter as a full-fledged@ medico in 18632.
Without delay, save that of a single
night, devoted to visiting his favorite
aunt, Mrs, Captain Hackett, at Am-
herstburg, the .yotung doctor, resolute,
tall, and rendered athletic by his sail-
or’s life, started for the Red River Set-
tlement, which was then a sort of
Wonderland. He perceived the value:
of this region for grain-growing ana
cattle-grazing, and lost no opportunity
of sounding its praises in the ears or
listeners, then none too willing, in
Canadian cities. Having purchased
the press and types of The Nor'-Wes-
ter, the Red River doctor varied his
operations by writing items and arti-

At their instance he
was on one occasion, in 1868, bouna
hand and foot, and consigned to pri-
‘'son as a “‘dangerous person,” only. to
be released by an excited crowd of the
inhabjtants, who battered in the jaii
walls and broke open its doors.

When, in 1869, Hon. William McDou-
gall went to Manitoba in the capacity
of provincial governor, he was stopped
at the threshold by order of the ‘“Pro-
visional Government,”” of which Lous
Riel was the head and front. At this
time, according to Archbishop
Tache’s evidence, “there was
no - British flag hoisted in the
‘territory for two years pre-
‘vious to the movement,” except’ the
flag of Dr.Schultz; a Union Jack,which
had the word Canada upon it. 5

On Dec. 7, Schultz,with some 48 other
Canadians, was treacherously made
‘prisoner, and ° placed in £oli-
‘tary confinement. One night the guard
was induced to watch outside insteac
of inside the door, when the doughty
prisoner, whose only tools were a pen-
knife and a’gimlet, made an opening
