The cslimate of its cost pre-
zented by Sir Wilfiid Lavrler and his
colleagues to paxliament was so ab-
s.rdly inadequate that it has become
a jest and bywoerd evem among their
own political suppurters.

“The eastern division, from Winni-
peg’ to Momctorn, including terminals
znd Qucbec bridge will cost three times
what the gcvernment éstimated. The
eostern division alone wili involve the
country to the  extent of $180,000,000,
and the contripution in money to the
western divicion will waount ic no
less than $13,000,000.

“And ‘time wenld not wait.! Listen
tc the comments of the predident of
the Grand Trunk Raiiway Company.
‘On the essential streteh belween Win-
nipég and, Sugerior Junction the con-
tractors under the government after
some four and a Lell years have pcre-
ly completed a more cr iess uufinish-
ed 120 miles out of 240 abies of their
con‘raet.’

SPOKANE,  Wash _ Oct. u.—imre

than 1,000,000 friit trees wiil Be planted
in the Yakima Valley, in Central
Washington, west of Spokane, this fall |
and next spring, according to estimates
made by expert’ horticulturiets. In-
cluding the trees planfed during the
season just closed this will give the
valley 5,399,400 irees, of which upwanrd
of 1,000,000 were set out this year. F.
A. Huntley, state commissioner of hor-
tdculture, shows in his report that Ya-
kima County had 1,955,692 apple trees,
776,660 peach trees, §71,882 pear trees,
167,960 cherry trees and 27,262 plum and
prune trees, or 3,399,402 of a total of
11,212,511 trees reported in the state at
the close of 1808.
