Ot 38 the house of commons tonight 
voted down the resolution of Sir Wil­
frid Laurier calling for a parliamen­
tary investigation into the 
lions of the shell committee. The op­
position leader in the course of his 
speech offered to waive his request for 
a parliamentary investigation if the 
government would guarantee a wide, 
open investigation by the royal com­
mission recently appointed. This offer 
was not accepted, and Sir Wilfrid, 
therefore, divided the house upon his 
resolution.

PETROGRAD, via London, April 4, 
6.10 p.m.—The new war minister, Gen. 
Chouvaieff, announces in an interview 
in the Russian press, that he intends 
to concentrate his efforts on provid­
ing the army with sufficient equipment 
to gain a victory over Germany. In 
order to do this, the minister said, the 
national defence committees and the 
All-Russian Zemstvo Union must be 
improved, reorganized and freed from 
bureaucratic influence.

’In our military administration,” 
said the general, “there must be more 
deeds and fewer words, and we must 
make quicker decisions. It must be 
seen to not only that our organiza­
tions >fbr carrying on the war fulfil 
the work assigned to them, but that 
they fulfil it in the appointed time.

“The organization of our factroies 
must be improved and they must be 
set to work to their fullest capacity.”

Foresees Long War.
The minister predicted a -tong war, 

but declared that Russia had suffi­
cient men and means to last to the end.

According to information received 
from Dvinsk serious food riots are 
taking place in Russian towns now 
occupied by the German army. It is 
reported from Vilkomir that a hungry 
mob, -having plundered the shops in 
vain for bread, marched to German 
military headquarters and besieged 
the commandant, clamoring for food. 
On being informed that nothing could 
be done to help them the population 
became furious and hurled cobble­
stones at the commandant and his 
staff. A street battle ensued betSveen 
_the mob and German patrols, in which 
a considerable number was killed or 
wounded.

IX1NDON, April 4.—Reuter's Petro- 
grad correspondent says that General 
Brusiloff,

Emperor Nicholas in a rescript re­
ferring to the actions fought by Gen.

“These long months of work,” says 
the emperor, in the rescript, have im­
paired your -health, and so I sadly ac­
cede to your request and relieve you 
of your functions. I appoint you to 
the council of the empire, and, wishing 
to have the benefit of your experience 
and science, I attach you to my per­
sonal staff.”

They had thought to take the vote of 
the soldiers at the front, but they had 
found that it would be impossible to 
get a genuine expression of opinion in that way.

"I think that the members of the 
house will agree that a referendum taken 
without the votes of the soldiers would 
not be a fair expression of the opinion

-This being a province-wide measure, a 
00-per cent, vote was preferable to the 60- 
per cent, vote that had proved its value 
in local option polls.

As soon after the end of the war as 
practicable the referendum would be 
taken. It might well be 12 months after 
the end of the war before a vote could be 
taken. It might depend on the time ot 
year. The lists of voters would have to 
be made up, and that would take time. 
At any rate, all these questions would be 
considered before the law had passed 
the committee stage.

The Opposition Lfcader.
N. W. Rowell, leader of the opposition, 

in reply, said he had hoped to have heard 
a little stronger pronouncement from the 
government as to the necessity of the 
present legislation at this crisis.

“I rise, Mr. Speaker," said the leader 
of the opposition, "to voice my hearty 
concurrence in the bill.”

Four years ago he had said that, 
should the government Introduce prohibi­
tive legislation, he would give it his 
hearty support. He was there today to 
fulfil that promise.

Four years ago his pronouncement had 
been taken as that of a visionary. To­
day the dream was becoming an actual 
fact. It must be an inspiring spectacle 
to the people at large to see- the two 
great parties in the country standing 
together on a measure to prohibit the 
retail sale of liquor, save for medicinal 
purposes.

The details of the measure could be 
discussed in the committee of the whole 
house. He would not go into them at 
that time.

Mr. Rowell agreed with the provincial 
secretary os to the desirability of modi­
fication for the clauses regarding the 
sale of liquor by druggists. Any sug­
gestions that the opposition might be 
able to make would be made entirely 
from a desire to make the act “the best 
possible and most workable.” said he.

The date at which the act would go 
into effect was still one of the blanks 
in the bill. As it was a war measure, as 
the war was the Justification for put­
ting the act into effect without a vole, 
the sooner it was put into effect the 
better, said Mr. Rowell. He hoped that 
it would be not later than the first ot 
July.

Sir Robert Borden, Sir Wilfrid

Sir Wilfrid Laurier summed up 

his case with old-time vigor and great 
ability. He said he preferred a par­
liamentary investigation, but he was 
willing to waive his contention on that 
point if the government would em­
power the royal commission to hold 
a wide-open investigation. He dwelt 
perhaps overlong on the British pre­
cedents, entering eagerly the door 
which Sir Robert Borden had opened 
for him.

Sir Wilfrid cited case after case to 
prove that the British parliament for 
the last 200 years had arraigned, tried, 
and punished ; war grafters, in war 
time. Even the Duke of Marlboro at 
the height of his victorious career, 
had been brought to the bar of the 
house to answer a charge of pecula­
tion. He urgpd the government to 
follow the example of Russia and get 
lid of our Col. J. Wesley Allisons. He 
closed with aji eloquent denunciation 
of sinister adventurers who make un­
holy profit out] of our war-time neces­
sities, robbing the empire of her 
treasure and trafficking ln the blood 
of her soldiers.

Unnecessary Refutation.
Earlier in the day Sir Wilfrid had 

token occasion to deny the story that 
His Royal Highness the Duke of Con­
naught had sought to advise him as 
to his course on the proposed investi­
gation of the Shell cbmmittee. The de­
nial Sir.Wilfrid thought was unneces­
sary. as everyone knew that the Duke 
of Connaught, was a model consitu • 
tional sovereign.

Sir Thomas] White in resuming the 
debate first disputed the- statement that 
the Dominion Iron and Steel Co. had 
been discriminated against. He quoted 
from the speech of the president of 
lhat company at its last annual meet­
ing to prove that the company pre­
ferred to deliver steel for shells, and 
tii,d not desire any contracts for the 
manufacture of shells.

A peremptory demand that the city 

provide funds to cover the expendi­
tures made at the Toronto Infants’ 
Home and Infirmary was made before 
the board of control yesterday morn­
ings by Mrs. M. M. Boultbee, who head­
ed a deputation from the board of 
managers of the institution.

According to- the deputation the city 
had been in agreement with the In­
fants’ Home for the past 19 years to 
pay a maintenance charge of 25 cents 
per day for the care of needy children 
sent there by the city relief officer. 
Adherence had been made by the city 
to this agreement until May 31, 1915, 
but since that time no bills have been 
paid. Mrs. Boultbee pointed out that 
the city contributed nothing to the 
cost of maintenance except individual 
fees. She said that there were 108 
children and 39 mothers at present in 
the home, and of these the city is re­
sponsible for 32 children. After a 
spirited discussion Controller Thomp­
son managed to quiet matters by 
stating that the matter would be eon- 
sidered with the estimates.

A deputation from the County 
Orange Lodge, who asked that the 
city help to entertain the Supreme 
Grand Orange Lodge at the 
tlon in July next, was introduced by 
County Master A. A. Gray. They 
were assured that the city would 
make a grant, but only such items of 
entertainment as the civic entertain­
ment committee saw fit to 
mend would be paid for. ,

Will Not Grant Permission.
A number of applications have been 

received by Fire Chief Smith 
firemen who wish to enlist for over­
seas service, and to the board of con­
trol yesterday he recommended that

Starting with the estimates of Parks 
Commissioner Chambers, the board of 
control yesterday commenced the prun­
ing of the departmental expenditures for 
the current year. It speaks well for the 
care given to the preparing of the figures 
by the commissioner and tor the scrutiny 
given to them by the parks committee 
that the board only made a total cut of 
$5946 from an estimated expenditure for 
park mainteranc.e ' and permanent im­
provements of $349,417, thus leaving the 
total at $343,471.

In presenting the estimates for the 
board's consideration Commissioner 
Chambers drew attention to the reduction 
as compared with last year's figures, this 
being $12,787, and he asked that this be 
borne in mind.

ON BRUNSWICK AVENUE

Ratepayers Protest, Claiming That 
the Work Was Not Put Thru 

Properly.
Joseph Montgomery headed a depu­

tation of ratepayers from Brunswick 
avenue, who appeared again yesterday 
before the court of revision, to protest 
against the assessment in connection 
with the extension of Brunswick ave­
nue northerly from Wells street.

Chairman P. H. Drayton, K.C., at the 
outset told the deputation that since 
they last appeared the assessment had 
been readjusted and the ratepayers 
were to pay 38 per cent, of the cost and 
the city 62 per cent.

VALUATION TOO HIGH
ON GLEN ROAD LAND Overcrowding of Trains Carry­

ing Soldiers Must Be Stopped 
Declares His Worship.

More Evidence Given Before Ar­
bitrator Drayton at Yester­
day’s Court of Revision.

More evidence was given yesterday 
morning before Official Arbitrator P. 
H. Drayton, K.C., by J. A. McLellan, 
solicitor, in connection with the claim 
of P. White against the city for the 
expropriation of his apartment house 
and land on Glen road. The expro­
priation was rendered necessary by 
the building of the Bloor street via­
duct.

The evidence of experts employed 
by the claimant was said by Mr. Mc­
Lennan to be quite sufficient to enable 
the arbitrator to give his judgment 
round about the figures which had 
been stated. F. J. Smith, for the 
claimant, had valued the property at 
$55,000, and H. H. Suydam, also for 
the plaintiff, had valued it at $56,000.

C. M. Colquhoun, for the city, de­
clared that value of the land and of 
the apartment house had been over­
stated. He also pointed out that at 
the time of the expropriation a drop 
in market values had started, but Mr. 
Drayton took exception to this, main­
taining that prices were almost at 
their highest at that time, altho he 
admitted that activity had commenced 
to decline.

Mr. Colquhoun's valuation of the 
land was $12,600, and Architect Gor­
don's valuation of the house. $22.000. 
The city’s solicitor thought the total 
valuation of $34,600 was a fair one.

Another rating of the way the mili­

City Solicitor Simms in the name of 
the city council of Berlin refused 
such a vote on the ground that it 
would raise race conflict, very unde­
sirable at this time. The committee, 
under the chairmanship of Hon. I. B.

Mr. Simms said the petition asking 
a change of name had included 1170 
names, among them 116 of the 128 
manufacturers and merchants in the 
city.

Denied Use of “Shoddy” 
Material.

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■^4 OTTAWA, April 4.—A discussion 
which almost developed into a debate 
concerning the difference between 
shoddy and wool stock, featured this 
morning’s hearing of the Davidson 
War Contracts Commission enquiry 
into charges against the Auburn Wool­
en Mills Co., Limited, of Peterboro, of 
employing “shoddy” In the manufac­
ture of khaki cloth for the militia de­
partment. What some witnesses called 
"shoddy" others termed “wool stock.”-

'The president of the company, James 
McKendry, denied the use of what is 
commonly known as “shoddy," but ad­
mitted that at least 40 per cent, “wool 
slock" had entered into the manufac­
ture of khaki cloth, which his com­
pany had supplied to the militia de­
partment since the war commenced.

Two representatives of the militia 
department, Charles Burns, assistant 
director of contracts, and Charles Fer­
rell, an inspector of cloth, both stated 
they had been aware of the presence 
ot a certain percentage of waste or 
“shoddy" in the cloth supplied the de­
partment by the Auburn mills. But the 
cloth had always proved satisfactory.

The case was adjourned till Thurs­
day morning, when the commission will 
sit in Peterboro.

The matter has been agitated for 

quite long enough and the request of

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il Hamilton-Toronto Highway
Some progress at least has 

made and more was in prospect on 
the Hamilton-Toronto highway, but 
at present a rather too substantial 
enag has been struck, and all hands 
must turn to and endeavor to 
it. A great deal of misunderstanding 
exists about the new concrete road, 
and there is no need to add anything 
which might further complicate the 
situation. The bad features of the 
work and the methods of work arc 
sufficiently well known, and an amend 
ment has been assured 
The real point now before the public 
is whether 'there is to be a future.

The trouble at present exists at 
Toronto has • been restive 

under the suggestion that the city pay 
another large sum beyond the amount 
first levied against us. Some compro­
mise on this point has been attained, 
and we believe the city is not unwilling 
To do anything in reason to carry out 
the project as at first designed. No 
doubt miscalculations occurred. They 
are always vexatious and in this in­
stance particularly so on account of 
their magnitude.

The estimates which were guessed 
at have proved to be so wide of the 
mark that confidence has been shaken 
in the original promoters, it is neces­
sary to re-establish confidence and get 
all the parties interested together once 
more in order that the work may pro­
ceed. We do not think anyone has 
changed his mind on the desirability 
of the plan. Two such cities as Ham­
ilton and Toronto should in these days 
of civilization be united toy the best, 
highway that can be constructed.

The intention of the commission ap­
pointed to carry out the work was to 
construct a road betweèn the two 
cities of four per cent, grade. It was 
generally understood that the road was 
to be of this character and people were 
led to take an interest in it on this 
ground. It was not merely to be a 
convenience for motorists out for plea- 
cure but to oblige and accommodate 
farmers, tradesmen and others who re­
quired under modern conditions the 
advantages of a first-eJasS highway.

It turns out now that the commig- 
elon, whether with a mental reserva­
tion, or never having committed itself 
to the point, refuses to accept the re­
sponsibility ot taking the road into 
Hamilton on a four per cent, grade. 
There is a hill near Hamilton which 
would have to be cut down from ten 
per cent, or else a bridge must be built 
across the bay.

We see no use in disputing the case 
one way or another. The road is need­
ed and ought to be built as everybody 
understood it would be at first. It will 
be Wise, therefore, to put aside recri­
minations and contentions and the sad­
dling of blame. None of this will help 
to build the road. Toronto-has had 
to shoulder some additional liability on 
account of extra or miscalculated cost. 
Hamilton has been misled in regard to 
the adoption of a grade. We hope that 
Hamilton will be able to face the mai­
ler fairly and recognize the necessity 
of some kind-of compromise.

There is never anything to- be gain­
ed from cutting one’s nose off to spite 
one's face. -To refuse to have the road 
completed would do no good to Hamil­
ton. Toronto people arc interested in 
having the road finished, 
they cannot be expected to pay Ham­
ilton's share of the cost, they may per­
haps help to adjust it. It the commis­
sion had told Toronto that when the 
road arrived at the Humber the city 
must complete it at its own cost the 
attitude of Toronto would not have 
been one of quiescence. Hamilton has 
a perfect right to complain if 
thing is not done to assist In 
coming the natural 
thru no fault of Hamilton's, prevents 
the completion of the roadT on a four 
per cent, grade as originally Intended.

: Toronto has her own complaint 
against the private bills committee and 
we believe will be justified in protest­
ing against the refusal to do anything 
in the matter of the Toronto Suburban 
Railway franchise. The technical is­
sue is probably insurmountable if there 
be no will to surmount it, and it must 
be considered that the government has 
no desire to make the extinction of 
franchises easy in Toronto.

Another cause for dissatisfaction 
was the refusal to allow the city's bill 
to contain the clause dealing with the 
cemetery trust. The government has 
absolutely no excuse for refusing this 
unless it has in view some legislation 
of its own dealing with the matter. 
The cemetery trust is an unpardonable 
anachronism and indefensible from 
every point of view as it is at present 
conducted. Why the government, with 
its power to institute such a reform, 
should refuse to do so is one of those 
mysteries ot politics by which a gov­
ernment fritters away its influence and 
its strength.

The refusal to exclude the city’s 
local improvement liability from the 
general liability of the city confirms 
the view taken by the late Aid.

SOLD SICK BULLDOG
COURT CASE FOLLOWS

The Toronto Suburban Railway Co. 
claims $150,000 damages from Beard- 
more & Co. of Acton, if an agreement 
allotting the railway a right of way- 
thru the Acton property at $10,562 is 
not held valid.

In Its statement of claim the com­
pany says that in 1911 and 1912 they 
surveyed a line from Toronto to Guelph 
which would pass some distance from 
the property of Beardmore & Co. in 
Acton. The defendants agreed, the 
company claims, to give a right of way 
lor a limited compensation if the rail­
way would pass thru their property.

This agreement, it is asserted, was 
made before the death of W. D. Beard­
more.

HOPE TO SALVAGE ZEPP.
ORDERED TO DO WORK 

ON EARTH AND MASONRY
LONDON, April 4.—The British 

Aeronautical Institute has asked the 
government's permission to undertake, 
at Its own expense, the salvage of the 
Zeppelin L-15, which is lying in shal­
low water off the mouth of the Thames. 
The institute_believes that If the sal­
vage is undertaken by aircraft ex- 
perts, "the Zeppelin can be saved, re­
built and launched against the enemy 
within three months."

OTTAWA, April 4.—An addition of 

4787 miles was made to the operating 
mileage for the statistical year ended 
June 30 last, according to the annual 
report presented to the house today.

Ontario has still a railway mileage 
more than double, that of any other 
province, with 10,703 miles in opera­
tion.

Generous Margin Allowed.
By the present scale of taxation, 

continued the chancellor, the govern­
ment was making ample provision for 
the services of the war and when 
peace came the country would have a 
considerable margin for the reduction 
of taxation. The figures proved Great 
Britain’s ability to continue the war 
with unabated vigor.

Mr. McKenna announced that the 
government had resolved to deal with 
the importation of luxuries by stopping 
importation altogether, rather than by 
tariffs. The government had come to 
the conclusion that the shortage of 
labor and the Inadequacy of machinery 
rendered the extension of tariffs im­
practicable.

At the end of 1916-17 the net debt, 
excluding £800,000,000 advanced to the 
allies and dominions, would be £2,- 
640,000,000, and the debt’charge, with 
sinking fund, £146,000,000. The ordin­
ary expenditure would be £173,000,000, 
and the total, with the pension charge 
of £ 20,000,000, would thus be £338,- 
000,000.

The total true revenue was £509,- 
000,000, but of this £ 86,000,000 was 
due to the temporary excess profits tax, 
and the actual permanent revenue was 
therefore £ 423,000,000. The govern­
ment, therefore, had a surplus of £ 86,- 
000,000.

The chancellor declared that Great 
Britain was raising over £300,000,006 
a year by the taxation imposed since 
the beginning of tho war, while Dr. 
Helfferich, secretary of the German 
imperial treasury, was announcing a 
"doubtful Increase” of £24,000,000. 
Great Britain could justly claim that 
it had not been found wanting In either 
civil or military courage.

Can Effect Economies.
The chancellor said he was sure the 

house would face the figures with con­
fidence. Apart from the advances to 
the allips and dominions the expen­
diture would toe £8,750,000 daily. He 
would be disappointed if serious eco­
nomies could not be effected in the mili­
tary administration and their influence 
would be felêfln the course of the pres­
ent year.

On the. other hand, it must not be 
forgotten that there had been a rise 
in prices, which would counterbalance 
the economies. -He expressed grati­
tude for the King’s gift of £100,000 and 
said the government was awaiting the 
return of Premier Asquith before de­
ciding on what disposal to make of it.

New Income Tax.
He proposed an addition to the in­

come tax, which, in the lower level 
would be small, but which would rise 
to five shillings. Earned incomes up 
to £500, according to this plan, will 
pay two shillings, three 
of two shillings, one 
pence; earned incomes from £500 to

Match Tax Unpopular.
On the whole, the budget was well 

received both in the house and by the 
public. The debate following the 
chancellor’s speech was confined to 
minor members. The criticisms main­
ly concerned objections to the tax on 
matches and railway tickets, the lat­
ter on the ground that it would drive 
the traveling public abroad.

Wm. O’Brien, Nationalist, for the 
City of Cork, strongly protested that 
the new proposals were piling burdens 
on Ireland which she could never 
stand.

The most unpopular of the taxes is 
that on matches, which will about 
double their cost. It is recalled that 
the last attempt to place a tax on 
matches, in 1874, by the Liberal chan­
cellor, Robert Lowe, led to such seri­
ous riots in London that the attempt 
was abandoned.

The difference between 
the estimate anfl jjie actual expendi­
ture for assistance 'to the allies 
largely flue to delays, and would ulti­
mately approximate the estimate. He 
emphasized the power of British trade 
as shown in the revenue returns.

Debts’ Huge Expansion.
The actual deficit on the year, con­

tinued the chancellor, was £1,222,000,- 
000, while the debt on March 31 was 
£ 2,140,000,000, as compared with a debt 
of £ 651,000,000 before the war, but that 
was not a dead weight debt, he added, 
as £ 368,000,000 had been lent to allies. 
That was on the debit side.

On the credit side was an increased 
yield by new taxation which gave the 
nation's creditors full assurance that 
they were properly secured. Not a 
pound was borrowed without making 
provision for interest and a liberal 
sinking fund.

Revenue Exceeds Estimates.
The figures published March 31 

show revenue to exceed the estimates 
by £ 31,000,000, while the expenditure 
was under the estimate by almost the 
same figure.

Mr. McKenna said the maximum in­
come tax would be five shillings in the 
pound.

The chancellor estimated the revenue 
at £609,000,000, and the deficit at 
£ 1,323,000,000, He said the deficit 
would be made good by borrowing.

"England is now Beaching the full 
measure of military expansion, and for 
this reason may effect certain 
mies impossible early in the war,” he 
said. “These, however, are offset by 
higher prices tor many materials.”

Huge Outlay in Sight.
During the coming year England will 

spend about $9,125,000,000, McKenna, 
said. Of this about $6,875,000,000 will 
represent her own expenditures; the 
balance, funds she contributes to the 
allies.

Mr. McKenna said a generous allow­
ance would have to be made for the 
difficulty of framing exact estimates 
in view of such questions as shortage 
of tonnage and restriction upon foreign 
trade.

The actual expenditure during the 
past year was £1,559,000,000 or £31, 
000,000 below the estimate, said the 
chancellor. Great Britain's allies had 
been assisted to the amount of £ 264,- 
000,000 and lier dominions to the 
amount of £52,000,000.

Other Taxes.
Other taxes announced were an ad­

ditional duty imposed on cocoa of from 
3%d to 6d a pound, and upon coffee 
and chicory from 3d to 6d a pound, 
these taxes to yield £2,000,000; a 
match tax of 4d per 1000, yielding 
£2,000,000; mineral waters, 4d per gal­
lon when prepared with sugar, and 8d 
per gallon on other sorts, producing 
£2,000,000. The chancellor also an­
nounced Increased duties on motor li­
censes, which are trebled on high- 
powered cars and doubled on those be­
low 16 horsepower, these taxes to pro­
duce £800,000,

Higher War Profits.
The total addition of customs and 

excise would thus amount to £21,450,- 
000, which, added to the irtcome tax of 
£43,500,000, made a total new taxation 
of practically £65,000,000.’ The tax on 
war profits would be increased from 
50 to 60 per cent., and tho effect of 
this increase in the case of rich men 
subject to the super-tax would be that 
they would pay to taxation no less 
than 75 per cent, out of their excess 
profits.

V The revised rules of boxinfc, as pre­

pared by a special committee of the 
Amateur Athletic Union of Canada, have 
been submitted to the governors of the 
union and approved of by a mall vote. 
The code is a compact revision and re­
arrangement of the old regulations. The 
108-lb. class replaces the 105-lb. division 
and there is established a 176-lb. class, 
above which is the heavyweight section. 
Section 14 of the regulations is interest­
ing in that it makes dear what action 
is allowed in xvhat is commonly and 
erroneously called a clinch. If a con­
testant has both hands free he is still 
entitled to hit an opponent who is hang­
ing on to him. Simply laying hold of a 
contestant does not constitute a clinch. 
This is the first time the rules have de­
fined the situation on this point. The 
rules will be in effect for the first time 
at the coming Canadian championships, 
and will then govern all amateur con­
tests in the Dominion. The rules com­
plete are as follows:

1. In all open competition the ring 
shall be not less than 16 feet nor more 
than 24 feet square and shall be formed 
of eight stakes and ropes, the latter ex­
tending in triple lines from the floor ot 
the ring. The posts must be properly 
padded and padding on floor shall be not 
less than half-inch in thickness. The 
floor of the ring shall extend beyond the 
lower rope a distance of not less than 
one foot.

IN MINING ISSUES
Bar Silver Advanced Still Fur­

ther—Some Good Invest­
ment Buying.

A broad market with fairly active 
trading and a very firm feeling thruout 
the list characterized trading in mine 
stocks at the Standard Stock Exchange 
yesterday.
