Many of the townspeople had 
scattered among friends in neighbor­
ing Villages, while others had gone 
to farms about Dublin, more than 
20 miles distant.

Victory for Dominions.
While J. R. Point (Bradford) favored 

„tlie resolution, R. S. Gourlay (Toronto), 
Mark Sheldon (‘Australia), Sir Thomas 
Mackenzie (New Zealand) and G. F. 
Huggins (Trinidad), spoke Warmly in 
favor Of Sir James "Woods’ point of 
View. The British delegates could not 
see the dominions’ point of view, and 
on a proposition that the second para­
graph of the resolution be struck out 
the voting became a battle between 
Britain and the dominions. By a large 
majority It was resolved to strike out 
the clause, and thus the dominions 
scored a big victory. •

Britain’s Cattle Embargo,
Le Chambre de Commerce der Dis­

trict de Montreal, wanted the congress 
to do something desperate to the Bri­
tish government for excluding Can­
adian cattje from the old country, on 
the plea that they suffered from a con. 
tagious disease. W. F. Cockshutt, M. 
P., of Brantford, in supporting the ré­
solu tloh, said he did not object to Bri­
tain putting any duty it pleased on 
cattle, bpt to say the Canadian beasts 
had disease was not true. Canada had 
as clean a bill of health as any country 
In the world.

An amehdment to the effect that the 
British authorities should be called to 
state reasons for file exclusion of any 
Canadian cattle was carried In place of 
the Montreal resolution.

Sfeàmshlp Service.

It has been claimed that in some 
cases trustees have run riot in. order 
to have the "best ever,” and that 
“model building” has soon required 
addition. In other cases, it is claimed, 
ratepayers have taken no interest 
until aroused by the possibility of an 
increased school tax, and then they 
appear* in protest after legal meet­
ings have been held.

In other cases also. The World has 
been informed, where charges of “real 
estate” deals have been made, meet­
ings in pest years were not open to 
the public and the press, 
also the objection taken 'by ratepayers 
not long in Canada and who 
moved from the city to escape city 
school taxes, These people refuse to 
vote for anything but portable schools, 
which, as every Canadian is supposed 
to know, cannot be equipped in a 
sufficiently sanitary condition to war­
rant the approval of the department 
of education.

The purpose of the county school 
board, as The World has learned by 
investigation, has not been to usurp 
the democratic rights of any commun­
ity, but to insist upon the provincial 
standard of education and, at the 
same time, apply a more equalized 
school tax.

A Near Further Outrage.
The manager of a British-owned 

hosiery factory, the inside of which 
was completely ruined, was preparing 
today to return to England. He said 
it would be Impossible to rebuild the 
plant. The manager suggested that 
the burning of this factory marked a 
new phase in alleged attempts to sup­
press the Sinn Fein, 
altho many creameries _which 
been community property had 
destroyed in Ireland, he believed the 
burning of the hosiery factory to be 
the first instance of a deliberate at­
tack on an Industrial works, “dn this 
factory about 400 employes, including 
many women, have been, thrown out 
of work. If thé other factory had
