£ GLOOMY PROSPECT.

A St. John man who is not a
merchant received yesterday a num-
ber of samples of linen from a firm
in Delfast, Ireland, and wondered

that a firm so far away should dis'l

play so much enterprise in pushing |
the sale of its goods. Possibly the
following Dublin cable of this week
offers a partial explanation:— ;

The city of Belfast has been for |
some years in a bad way commer- |
cially. ' Its staple industry, linen, ¢
hzs felt the efiect of Russian compet-
ition. The Russians canmot produce
linen equal in quality to the Trish
articic, but they have succeeded to @
great extent in sccuring in Western
Europe a market for tme coarse linen
they turn out so abundantly and s@
cheaply. This market is only among
the poorer classes; but has grown to
such dimensions as - to gariously af~
fect the linen manufacturers of Ire-
land. Even into Treland itself Rus-
gian liben has found its way, .wd al-
though the demand for it is very
limited, it is significant that it has
found a wmarket here at all. It is
not openly sold in Ireland,; or indeed
slsewhere, as Russian linen. As a
snatter of fact, the majority of the
consumers believe it to be Jrish lin-
. But this is little consolation
jor the workers in the north, who
are lolihg their  omployment 2as a
consequence.

DERY DIRTY.

Fore‘ignen Complain That it is
Impossible to Keep Clean There,
Because of Soot and Smoke.

A writer in the Manchester Guardian,
says that foreigners who vigit English
cities and towns have a real grievance
on the score of the dirty atmosphere. It
is smoky .and soot-laden; the streets ara
dirty and after a few hours sight seeing
the foreigners think they have found an
adeguaie explanation ot the national de~
votion to the tub. 'The writer proceeds
to apportion the blame for this state of
uncleanliness: |

“Kor long one has been content to be-|
wail the smoky atmosphere of English |
industrial towns and to attribute it |
mainly to the belching stacks of factor-!
and workshops. Yet recent years

worst offenders among the factories and |

their furnace appliances, so that in many
towns there is little ground for com-~
plaint.. ' ‘Nevertheless, the smoke nuis-
ance continues, and one has ‘only to
climb  to somé commanding position |
wheneo the town as a whole can be seen |

The domestic hearths on the continent |
are f{ree from .blame in this respéct. and,
the factory chimneys, although guilty of
belching the blackest smoke, are general-
lya‘g'a.t ered into one guarter. He thus ex-
plains the better behavior of continental |
domestic chimneys: |

“Two factories, J think, account for|
this—the ifirst is that there is a great,
deal of labor in regard to the prepara-
tion of food saved in continental towns.
Workmen, business and professicnal men,
all classes of society, use the restaurant
much more frd guently than we do in Eng-
land. It is for them more than an eat-
ing house, it has something of the func-
tion of- a club, and’ besides saving house
labor, it affords opportunities for social

| intercqourse which are highly valued.

“Of course, there is'a great deal to be
said for our English homelife with its
close knit!ties when that homelife is at
its best: but how often, from lack of the
stimulus of outside ideas, from the nar-
rowing especially cf the woman’s hori-
zon through her slavery to the family
needs, does our home life tend to run in
a narrow and  straight groove dead to
all that is outside the daily round.”

The writer omits Lo mention, though
he doubtless realizes the fact, that until
British  restaurant keepers are content
with something
cent profits which they now endeavor to
squeeze. out of their customers, they will
never ‘become popular. He attributes
the comparative cleanliness abroad to
the use of slow cowbustion stayes in
place of the mediaeval open fireplace:

It will keep boys off
the strects, young men out of saloons
and young women out of dance halls.

Even before the People’s Palace
was opened 400 men, women and
ghildren applied for membership.
More young women wanted to join
the darcipg classes than there was
room fer.

Ever since it was announced that
there would be dancing:at the Peo-
ple’s Palace, the pastor had been
recciving  letters daily which de~
nounce his countenancing this sort of
afpusenient. ¢ At last the letters
came so thick and fast that he re-
plied to: his critics from the pulpit,

«Y gpe no reason why Chnstxan
poeple should not dance, if ’they
dance in proper places with proper
tompany, at proper times, in a pro-
per manner. Dancing is the out-
ward expression of joyous life. When
the prodigal son returned they’ be-
gan to dance, and at the wedding of
Cana I have no doubt Christ looked
approvingly wpon the dancers. True
religion never objects to th? youpg
people having a good time.’

\“This is as much your fault as the
other fellow’s If you had developed
your muscle he would have been
ofraid to touch you.’”’ Then, turning
to a member of his congregation who
had approached, he added:

“Kvery boy should know how to
defend himself. Wrestling and boxing
should be mastered for this end. A
bov who knows how to fight never
pets into trouble. Boxing teaches a
boy to be manly, and to have con-
fidence in Bimself, and for this reason
1 like to teach my boys how to box
and wrestle.”’

Dr. Scudder is a member of the
class of '74 Yale, and was a cham-
pion boxer at the time he was in
college.

The ‘les-
gor prepares his first bouguet - from
the freshest buds obtainable, and by
buds is meant the small roge that is
scveral days from ‘‘bursting.’”’

JAPS HAUE
FINE CORPS.

Medical Department of
Their Army and Navy
Deserves Great Praise.

Too much praise cannot be bestowed
upon the medical department of the Jap-
anese army and navy for their splendid
preparatory work in this war. The Jap-
anese are the first to recognize the true
value of an army medical corgs. Care of
theé sick and wounded consumes but a
small part of their time. The solution
of the greater problem, preserving the
health and fighting value of the army
in the field—by preventing disease, by
careful supervision of the smallest de-
tails of subpistling, clothing and shelter-
ing the unmits, is their first and most im-
portant duty.

The medical officer is omnipresent. You
will ind him in countless places where in
an American or British army he has no

lace. He  §s as much at the front as

the rear. . He is with the first screen
of scouts with'this microscope and chemi-
cals, testing and labeling wells so the
army to follow shall drink no contam-
inated water. When the scouts reach a
town, he immedinately institutes a thor-
ough examination of its sanitary condi-
tien , and if contagion or infection is
found he quarantines and places a guard
around - the dangerous district. = Notices
are posted so the approaching column is
warned and no soldiers are billeted where
danger exists. Microscopic blood tests
are made in all fever cases—and bacter-
iological experts, fully equipped, form
part of the staff of every divisional head
quarters. The medical officer also  ac-
companies foraging parties and with the
commissariat officers, samples the var-
ious food, fruits and vegetables sold by
the nat¥ves along the line of march, long
before the arrival of the army. If the
food is tainted or the fruit over ripe or
the water requires hoiling, notice is post-
ed to that effect, antl such is the respect
and discipline of every soldier from com-
manding officer to the file in ‘the ranks
that obedience to Its orden is absolute.
The medical officer is also found in camp
lécturing the men in sanitation and the
hundred and one details of personal hy-
giene.  Long before the outbreak of
ostilities he was with the advance
agents of the army, and as a consequence
of these precaytions he is not now found
treating. thousands of cases of intestinal
wliseases that hawe brought more cam-
paigns to disastrous termination than
the strategies ‘of opposing generals or
the bullets of their followers.

The
Japanese do %fh killing, but they do it
differently. @y, too, have their trage-
dies, but they are, legitimate tragedies
‘of grim wag,  not governmental maurder
through criminal neglect.

' Naturally one askg—were theése results
anticipatéd? As .an ,answer, the state-
ment of a distinguished Japanese officer,
when discussing with me’'the suhject of
Russia’s overwhelming numbers is pertin-
ent. ‘“Yes.”” he paid, ‘‘we are prepared
for that. Russia- may be able to place
2,000,000 men ' in the field. 'We can fur-
nish 500,000. You know in every war
four men die of disease for every ome
who falls from hullets. That will be
the position’ of Rugsia in this war. -We
propose to eliminate disease as a factor.
Every man who dies in our army must
fall on the field of battle. In this way
we shall neutralize, the superiority of
Russian numbers and stand on a com-
paratively ecuel fo'oting,’’

ROBBERY.

Captured Bandit Reveals
Method of New Schaol
of Painless, Peaceful
Hold-up

Sedalia. Mo., Oct. 13.—‘‘Robbing
a Pullman is a dead easy trick,”’ ac-
cording to James C. Ramsay, who
confessed today to the

Franklin Junction and this city.

The bandit’s confession revealed
the existence in Chicago of a gang of
train robbers — intelligent young
crooks who use chloroform instedd of
guns to put the traveling public at
their mercy. Rumsay talked readily
when told he was being interviewed.
He said that the gang had operated
with success this summer on Chicago
St. Louis trains.

“The way I operated on the ‘Katy’
Pullman will make it clear how a
man with nerve can make a haul
with perfect safety to himself,”” he
said. ‘It is easier than holding up
a train and taking tHe chance of get-
ting shot or 'climbing a  porch and
getting nabbed with the stuff on you
when you climb down and run up
against a policeman. I will explain
exactly how I robbed the Pullman
passengers. ;

‘“When. the train stopped at the
Sedalia depot I found a Pullman in
change of a porter. I took a putty
knife and used it to raise the screen
window of the toilet-room and craw-
led into the car quickly, fastening
the door so no one could get in. Af-
ter the train started I waited a few
minutes till all was quiet in the Pull-
man. Then I saturated a handker-
chief with chloroform and went cau-
tiously down the aisle of the coach
to where the negro porter was sit-
ting. He was dozing away peaceful-
ly, but I held the handkerchief near
his nose until he was fast asleep.

“Being assured that he was help-
less, I sprang the locks on the front
and rear doors of the Pullman to
prevent the train or Pullman conduc-
tor from interfering with my plans.
/Then I took plenty of time in search-
ing each berth.

“When necessary. I put a restless
passenger to. sleep with my chloro-
form handkerchief, but I only had to
use the drug two or three times af-
ter I put the porter to sleep. After
going through the pockets of the
male passengers I carried the fattest
grips and dressing-cases into the toi-

«Much of the misery and distress
with which the Associated Charities
have to deal is due to _'bad
management rather than lack of

quite a number of men have already
secured employment in the mills, and
now that fall house cleaning is in
progress, women as well as men have
comparatively little trouble in find-
ing work: :

‘f’I\here is & good deal of building
going on at present, and, between
this and the cotton mills, the larger
portion of the laboring .classes will
be kept busy during the winter .sea~
son.*’ 68

Mrs. Hall reports that toc date
there has' been comparatively little
sickness, and but few cases of a ser-
ious nature. Out of sixty families
visited only one case of sickness was
found, and this is considered a very
small percentage. Only a few cases
of contagious or infectious disease
were reported and the outlook in
this direction is most encouraging.

During the past months Mrs. Hall
has found employment in the way of
sewing' and laundry work for about
twenty-ive women. She has also
put a number of men in the way of
earning good wages by taking care
of furnaces during the winter months.

Altogether, the Association has
been an active and prominent factor
in charitable work among St.John's
poor.

Sn Inaian Legend That Proved |
to be True History. :

E. L. Furlong of the University
California was commissioned by his uni-
versity several years ago to search the
Quaternary caves along the MeCloud
Biver in"” Shasta County. He has dis-

"eovered a number of limestone caverns.

comtaining animal remains of sclentific
interest. The most interesting of these
is called the Samwel or ‘‘spirit water”
cave, from the fact that the Wintun In-
dlans Have thus named a pool which it
ccntains. They have a legend to the ef-
fect that a Wintun maiden while search-
ing for . water in the cave fell into a
fathomless well and was never again
£een. This story led to some interest-
ing discoveries. The Samwel cave is
situated on the east hank of the McCloud
River, about sixteen miles above the
mouth. It is 855 feet above the river
. bed and about 1,500 above sea level.The
entrance is a low arch, which leads to a
series of galleries and large chambers.On
the sides of the main chambers are sev-
eral small openings which lead to a low-
er series of galleries, one of which cou-
tains the ‘‘spirit water’’ pool.

High up on the south wall, gnd very
difficult of access, is the opening of a
smell tunnel, running to a second and
still larger cavern. At the farthest end
of one of several grotto,like exteusions
of this chamber Mr. Furlong found the
“well”” down which the mididen fell.Steel
pins were set in the floori'and by means
of a rope ladder he descended to another
vast cavern seventy-five feet below.

He found the skeleton of the Indian
maiden immediately beneath the opening
o the legend proved to be true bistory.
The floor of this chamber was covered
with the bones of nnimqls—chieﬂy the
lerger carnivora and cavé inhabiting ro-

Neither his fa-
ther, a reputable merchant i Staf-
ford, nor his mother, the,@#tghter
of a respectable landholder, \was ap-
parently dedtined to giv u.}"ﬁo the
world so great a son. LN

Wagner’s father was the t:l&t of a
police court, although he paséionate-
1y loved the theatre, and hisimother
possessed ' no especlal gifts. Beeth-
oven’s father was ‘an ordinary musi-
cian, and his mother was the daugh-
ter of a cook: This list might be in-
definitély extended, _including great
Jeaders of men like Mahomet and Na-
poleon; or poets, {rom Homer to
Temnyson; or painters, from Ra-

Jg'all of these men the mystery of
genius was present, Its presemce ex-
cited, curiosity, as well of ~admira-
tion, and.yet its cause, remained a
sealed book: All that is said and
written is mere suspicion and guess-
work.

While it is true, as Carlyle said,
that genius i8 capacity for taking in-
finite pains, it is also true that no
amount of.labor can supply the mis-
sing element of genius. A man who
Jacks .the vital spark at his birth
might. as. well accept the place which
nature has assigned him., It is not
for him to be’ great. Perhaps the
time wili come when the researches
of the scientists will reveal to us how

 geniuses are made, discoverimg the

. conditions which eréate the wonder-
ful gifts which make the whole world
pow in admiration.

Until then, however, the mystery of
genius must be ignorantly worshiped.
It is even poor comsolation to agree
with Schopenhauer that there is a
touch of genjus in every man. He
argues that unless this were the case
jt would be impessible to explain
the love of humanity for art and
music and all the concrete manifesta-
tions of beauty. At the same, time
this is merely the statement of a

fact, .not the discovery.of a cause.

With the birth of every genius the
eternal riddle presents itself unsolv-
ed. Some of these days, when ‘the
world is not 8o wholly given over in
materialism as it is- today, some
rare, ecthereal, spiritual mind may
grasp the secret. Meanwhile we of
the grosser flesh, can simply wonder
and adore.

WINTER WINDOW GARDEN.

Simple Hints For This Method of

Beautifying the Home.

There is nothing prettier or cheerier
than a windowful -of thrifty growing
plants. To have an attractive plant
window, follow these four simiple rules-

1. Choose plants adapted to room cul-
ture and to the amount of sunshine they
will receive.

2. Feed them well.

3. Keep them clean.

‘4. Keep all insects from them.

An ideal window garden contains both
foliage and flowering plants, writes Lora
S. La Mange in the Housekeeper. There
should be the most of the latter. In
fact, there need not tp abbve one or two
foliage plants, if they are large and hand-
some ones, in a small collection. They
should always be what
specimen plants, i. e., handsome enough
and luxuriant enough to stand in a jar-
dinier or on a pedestal by themselves if
one wanted to have them thus. These
ﬁgxely developed bold-outlined specimens

ive hreadth and tome to any collection.

i one can afford a fine palm or rubber
plant, these are excellent. But a really
ffood Boston fern, or a luxuriant aspara-
gus sprengerii or plumosa makes a good
substitute, or even a bushy rose geran-
ium or thrifty cauna may be used with
far less drain on the pocketbook. Give
foliage plants roomy pots, rich soil and
generous treatment. In particular keep
the dust off their leaves by frequent
washings. Never crowd this class of
plants. They need plenty of space to
show off well. A bracket or stand is a

good place for them for this. reasan.

The majorfty of window plants should
be flowering ones. See that they really
are floweripg ones. A flowerless flower

window is common enough, but it is a

fraud. There is no need of such acon-
dition. For instance, abutilon and the
begonia are always in bloom; oranges
and lemons are perpetually in fruit or
flower. Many other kinds of begonias,
oxalis, double petunias, primulas, nico-
tiana, carnations and geraniums, if they
are:of flowering size and have not blen
allowed to exhaust themselves by sum-
mer blooming, will flower steadily all
winter and spring.

GINSENG MADE
. THIS MAN RICH.

Now he Owns What is Prob-
ably the Most Daluable

Quarter of Farm Land in
the World.

Perhaps the most_valuable quarter
acre of ground in the world is situat-
ed in one cormer of the private garden
of a country merchant living in Hous~
ton, Texas county, Mo. The income
from this little patch of ground in
1900 is enough to pay a 10 per cent.
dividend on a quarter of a million
dollars. A rejected offer made for its
product in 1900 was for a sum suffi-
cient to pay a 10 per cent. dividend
on $540,000. An offer of $100,000
cash made for the ground was refused
as quickly as made.

This patch of Missouri is planted in
ginseng. 3

The country merchant who owns it
is G. F. Millgrd, who has lived in
Texas county’ all his life, who hds
made a modest fortume in the mer-
cantile pusiness, and tried stock rais-
ing as a ‘‘side line’’ and suffered a
heavy loss, and who then, although
still continuing in the mercantile bjus-
iness, took up the study and culture
of ginseng. He was prompted to.try
to raise ginseng because the United
States Department of Agriculture
stated officially that it could not be
successfully grown. in the United
States. Mr. Millard has unlimited
faith in Missouri, he thinks it has the
finest soil and the best climate in the
temperate -zane.  When he saw that
the Department of Agriculture said
ginseng could be  raised elsewhere,
but not in this country, he pondered
awhile and then decided to see if he
could = not . prove the depammgnt
didn’t know _ what it was taking
about.

S0 he got a few ginseng roots from
Kentucky and planted them in rich
bottom soil. They came up, but a
flood washed them away. He tr_xcd
another planting, this time selecting
& spot of ground about ten feet by
four feet, in a corner of his garden
in town. This crop failed. He tried
again at the same place. The third
crop was glmost a total failure, but
not quite. By this time, however, he
had learned much about ginseng, and
his fourth crop, small as it was, was
a success.

This was ehcouragement at last,
and Mt. Millard went at the cultiva-
tion of his fifth crop with some de-
gree of certainty. ‘ He enlarged his
patch to about an eight of an -acre.
i Since then he has been succeeding ad-
{mirably. Each year he added more
'ground until he had. a quarter of an
acre planted in ginseng. Each suc-

ceeding’ crop has been several times
better than its neighbor and the
i sclentists who. for nine years have
| been doubting him are forced to ad-
!mit that he has solved the question
of ginseng eculture in ' the United
| States.

Not until this year has Mr. Millard
consented to dispose of a single root
or seed of his ginseng stock. Every
secd was carefully preserved and
planted by him the following
spring. He was determined that his

stock should mnot run low. But this
year he feels that he has enough
stock for himself, and that he can
spare some to others who wish to
embark ‘' in ‘ginseng culture. He has
closed one . contract for $16,000
worth of roots and seeds, to be de-

CHEAP FEED
FOR HORSES.

Molasses Mixed In Rations
Greatly Reduces Cost of
Feeding -- Practical Horse-

men Talk.

A Brooklyn dealer im superior truck
horses advertised in the Eagle a few
weeks ‘ago, his possession of the largest
horse in the world, stating its weight to
be 2,500 pounds. Arbuckle Brothers of
Bronklyn use in thelr trucking horses of
the Norman. and English draught breeds
of high average weight, and the adver-

their stock. Curiosity to mvenigute’
the condition of the horses and to learn
the cost of feeding such great animals,
inspired a mewmber of the Kagle stafl to
visit the Arbuckle stablles. He was court-
eously met and shown the stock and
could but admire the beautifully rounded
outlines and sléeek coats of all horges
which were in the stables or working
about the Jay street terminal, thowgh 1y
far the breater mumber were on duty else
where. As to cofidition, it would be
impossible to find a’ better appearing or
evidently more health possessing lo{ of
animals.

Asked to what their feed consists, the
guide, who preferred that his name
should not be printed, gave the follow-
ing formula of rations, which is of his
own devising. i

The morning feed, given at 6 o’clock,
consists of a quart and a pint of Indian
cofn meal; one quart of wheat bran; sev-
en pounds of hay cut fine and a quart
and a pint of sugar house syrup, which
remains after all poseible crystallization
of sugar ha% been effected therefrom.

 Outshines Marconi’s
Discovery - How the
Mirror is Used-sExperi-

ments in Germany.

Telephoning along a ray of light!
It seems incredible, but it has been
accomplished.

Science has harmassed. to this old
world many helping stceds, but none
more wonderful than this, delightful-
ly simple though it appearg to be.

You can stand ‘beside a telephonic
transmitter, ‘‘ring up”’ a neighbour
or o distant friend with an electric
flash, and swiftly come to you along
a similar streak of light his reply.

Messages ' can be sent more
rapidly than at presemt; replies to
iessages received can be gent instant-
aneously; and. perfgct seeregy is as-
sured. The disadvantage of the sys-
tem is that the distance to which
messages can be tran ted is limit-
ed. Sanguine investigators assert,
however, that it will be eflective for
a distance of a hundred and fifty
miles. ;

The installation af wireless tele-
phones on the shipg of the navy
would, one would think, be of the
greatest value, especially at night.
Absolute secrecy would be insured,
and that, in conjunction with the ra-
pidity with which messages can be
gent, ought to render them especially
useful.

The admiral could give his orders

quickly to the ships of hjs fleet and
without fear of their being read by
any hostile or passing vessel.
- And on land the cost of a wireless
telephone is small enough to warrant
its introduction and papular use for
short distances. '

Undoubtedly this gift of science is a
valuable one, and before the world is
much older we may see
across our cities, and over the sea
shafts of light bearing qur messages
and enguiries.
