StREET,—Ie was obliged 1o his honor the
Speaker, for the date had escaped him, but the
House of Commons at that time by a simple reso-
lution surrendered the initiatory right, and it was
only by that eimple reeolution that the Imperial
Government acquired and now exercised the right
to initiate grants of money. The same means must
be adopted in this country before the inherent right
1o orant money could be taken by the Executive
Government of this Province, On this poict he
was prepared to say, that although the Governmen:
could not come down and esk for the surrender of
the initiation of money grants, yet he and hie col-
leagues were perfectly prepared to take the respon-
sibility of exercising that right, if it were given to
them, although ihiere could be no doubt that this
additional responsibility would render the tenure of
office lesssecure than it was while the power re-
mained in the House itself. They were, howeves,
prepared to carry out the system of Responsible
Government, and in his (Mr. Street’s) opinion, that
systemn could not be properly worked out unless
the initiatory system was conceded to the Execu
tive. 'The uexi matter to which he wouid refer
was the subject of Educstion, und on this vitally
amportant subject hie had said to his constitnents :

“ In respect to Education, I think our present
eystem a bad one. I am of opinion that sume plan
snou'd be introduced by which all classes, both rich
and poor, shonld be identified in that great cause,
ahe education of the people being of vital imipor-
tance to the advancement of the country.”

He believed it would be genernlly conceded that
their present sy=lem of educetion was e bad one,—
Large grants of money were annually made for the

ublic schools in thie Province, and he {Mr. Street)

gelieved that this country did not get an adequate
retarn for the sums of money so expended. At-
tempts had from time to time been made to improve
the system. A Noimal and Training School had
been establiehed, which here, at any rate, had not
been found to do much good ; in fact, it had turned
~out almost a failure. For this he (Mr. Street) wus
mot accountable, and he was not prepared Lo say
~that the T'raining School in St. John had not done
good. He believed there it had worked pretty
well, but what he did mean to say was, that some-
thing more was necessary to be done than had yet
been done before the people of this country would
derive for their children all the advantages which
they had a right to expect from the large sums
given for educational purposes. There was one
po:nt upon which he (Mr. Street) had made vp his
mind. The people must be prepared to take a
greater interest in the Education of the rising gen-
eration than they had heretofore done, and he knew
of no better way to accomplieh this object than by
resorting to direct taxation for the support of
of schools. Ile was aware that this was unpala-
table with many, but he was bound to say that he
eaw no other way of attaining the end which all
-tnust desire—that is, o secure as far as possible a
-good school education to the youth of the country ;
and to this he would make the rich man, who had
o children, contribute to the education of the poor
mon's, who had. Who, let him ask, had the great-
est interest in the educational interests of the coun-
try >—certainly the man who hud the greatest
stake in it ; and if the children were permitted to
grow up in ignorance the country must suffer, and
the value of property diminish. e knew full well
that there was a dreud of this sort of taxation, but
let them look around and see what was doing in
other countries. In Maine and Massachusette the
principle of direct taxation for schools was found
to work admirably well, and when they coald find
a good example they should not hesitate to adopt
u*.wcl\lsa it happened to prevail in a republican
eountry. He would not, however, propose to go
the length which had been gone in the United
Btates, but would simply propose to raise by taxa

Mr. Gray’s Bill to protect the Licencees of
Mines and Timber wasnext committed, and
the debate was renewed with considerable
energy. Upon a division, in a thin House,
the bill was thrown out, 14 to 12;
tbe bill, Messrs. Gray, Needham, Porter, Fitz-
gerald, McPhelim, Barbarie, Read, Botsford,
Tilley, Robinson, Crane, and English—oppos-
ed, Hon. Messrs. Speaker. and Rankin, and
Messrs. Hayward, Pickard, Macpherson, Ry-
an, Porter, Earle, Ritchie, Steves. Gordon,
Scoullar, Williston, and Purdy.

The House then went into Committee on a
bill introduced by Mr. Crane, to makea sli{gt
alteration in the mode of granting Tavern Li-
cences. There were some objections started
to the bill, and it gave rise to Temperance
Lectures from Messrs. Needham, (who moved
as an amendment the abolition of all Licence
Laws, which was seconded by Mr. Tilley,)
Tilley, Steves, and English. After considera-
ble debate, several bulls, some jokes, and
some angry ebullitions, the amendment was
rejected by an overwhelming majority, only
some seven or eight rising. A motion was
then made to postpone the bill three months,
when the House divided, 17 to 17, and the
Chairman, Dr. Thomson, decided in the affir-
mative. The House then adjourned.—.Vews.

WAYS AND MEANS.

* Pursusnt to the order of the day, the House re-
solved iteelf into a Committee of \Ways and Means
for raising a Reveaue.

Mr. Wilinot said this question had become one
of the utmost importance ; they were now called
upon to decide what the policy of the country should
be—whether they should conunue to carry on a
ruinous trade, or whether they should impose such
a tariff as would cause wmanufactures to flourish,
and encourage homne industry.  If they decide to
protect home industry, by keeping out such foreign
articles as we could manufacture ourselves, it would
encourage agriculture by creating a home market
for produce, and visibly affct our finances, by de-
stroying the baneful results of a heavy balance of
trade against us. In J848 he (Mr. Wilinot) was
Chairmen of 8 Commitiee 2poointed by the House
to take into consideration the F'rovineial resources,
and to suggest some scheme for the beiser regtla-
tion of the Currency. That Commitiee in then

AMENDMENT OF THE ST.JUHN CITY CHARTER.

The House resolved itself into Commnttee of the
whole on a Bill to ameund the Charter of the City of
St. John ; Mr. Hayward in the Chair.

Mr. Neecham rose to explain the changes sought |
for by this Bill, and the motives that actunted the
Common Coureil in framing the Bill ‘und asking
fur these changes.  In 1he reign of George lil v
Charter was obtained, which erected the Mayor,
Aldermen and Cummonalty of St. John a body
politic and corporate, and empowered the citizens
to become freemen. After many years experieuce,
it-was found necessary to alter the Charter in
several of its provisions, and peutions to that effect
were laid before the Legisliture.  In 1850 the
Legiclature did pass an Act, m:king some of the
amendments required. The wppointment of the
Chiel Magistrate, under the old Charter, had been
vested in the Crown, but in the awended Charter,
in comnliance with the wishes of the people, a
change was made, but instead of vesting the people

In 1842 the
tariff was altered, protective duties were establish
ed, and the country immediately began to flourish.
and continued in a fourishing state np to 1846
when the taniff was ugain lowered, This could
easily be accounted for by the fact, thot during
these four years they were manufacturing for themn-
selves, During the five years ending with 1847
their imports exceeded their exports by only
2,401,851 dollars. =tle would read an extract from
an American Journal, showi: g the opinion of a dis-
tinguished individual upon tis part of American
lustory. - T'he hon. Member then read the follow-
ing extracts from the Report of the Secretary of the
Treasury, published in Decen.br, 1850.)

“ During the last fiscal year we imported of forcign mer-
chandise. nicluding specie; 8178, ‘Vi,&ilB ; and we exported,
of domestic produets, foreign goods, and specie, $151,898,-
720, ledving a balance against us of §26,217,598.

* A large proportion of this balance has doubtless been
paid by our domestic stocks which find a ready sale at this
time in European Markeis.  Thase last, however, as they
only posiponc a present paymeat in coin, cannot be ex-
pected to liquidate similar balances for coming years, even
if it were the wish of the Government to create a large fo-
rcigfn debt of this kind. The impolicy of such a measure
will not be questioned, and it is doubtless the true interest
of the country to avoid it.

John,
or if this petition expressed the general opinion of
the people, nine-tenths of the mhsbitants would
bave signed it, If they complied with the prayer
of the petition, aud inserted a property qualification
in the Bill, what would they be eaying to the coun-
try by that aci ? They would thereby admit the
principle that becuuse a man was poor he could
have no feelings of patriotisin in his breast—could
not derire the welfure of his country, that his heart
could not bleed for the sufferings of his country. It
husd been contended that a man with no property
should be disquahfied from voting for a Mayor or
Alderman of a City, or for a Representative of the
prople in this House.
