thians. The retirement of Russian sections in Bukowina is not regarded here 
as an indication of failure, but rather as a manoeuvre directed by a desire to 
occupy a more advantageous position—for instance to fall back to the r1**— in 
order to facilitate the deployment of thé Russians. During the operations in the 
mountain regions it often happens that positions adapted for artillery 
suitable for the assumption of an active movement."

“But,” said'he, “they are not proud of 
the violation of the neutrality of Bel­
gium, of the burning of Louvain c 
destruction of Rheims Cathedral.” 
Welchel declared that Prussian militar­
ism must be crushed, and the German- 
Can adî ans would do their duty shoulder 
to shoulder with their fellow citizens. 
The address was seconded by Mr. 
Aehim, who spoke in French, and heart­
ily endorsed Canada’s participation in 
this war. The speeches of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, Sir Robert Borden and Dr. 
Michael Clark were intensely patriotic. It 

\ was made perfectly dear, so far as par­
liament can give expression to the senti­
ments of fne people, that Canada Is pre­
pared mate whatever sacrifice may be 
necessary in the prosecution of this war 
to the bitter end. Every citizen of the 
country rejoices that its parliament is 
jpflvçd by this high sense of public duty, 
and of the fact that whçn the occasion 
demands it the people’s representatives 
can forget their political differences and 
unite heartily to promote the welfare of 
Canada and of the Empire.
.The seriousness of the situation Is not 

underestimated, 
pointed out that though the Germans 
had failed In their dash on Paris they 
were still on French and Belgian soil- 
It is worthy of note that in the British 
House of Commons yesterday the parlia­
mentary secretary of the war office de­
clared that more men are wanted. The 
statement was made during the discus­
sion of the largest military budget in 
Britain’s history. From Canada, as well 
as from Britain, more men must go. Sir 
Rtibert Borden pointed out yesterday 
that Canada has 81,000 men in Britain 
end France, 1,000 In Bermuda, 10,000 do­
ing garrison duty in Canada and 60,000 
more
Dominions,” said Sir Robert, ‘’have gone 
and will still go forth the free manhood 
of a great Empire, to fight for a 
which Involves not only our institutions, 
our freedom and our destiny, but those 
of the world.” In this sentence the prime 
minister gave eloquent expression to the 
spirit and the purpose of the Canadian 
people, as well as of those of the other 
portions of the British Empire.

Little Gray-Haired Mother.
There, right in the middle of the hotel

They had come from the 
trenches ten miles away to see her. And 
she had escaped from Brussels to come 
to them.

Later J learned how. She had walked 
on foot to Vilvorde, half-way to Mal- 
ines, and thence had ridden in a farmer’s 
cart to Antwerp. Another cart took her 
from Antwerp to Esschen on the Dutch 
frontier, and a handful of cigars (sub­
lime resource for a woman) got her past 
the German sentry on the frontier: “And 
once I was past and within reach of the 
Dutch sentry one hundred yards away I 
could not help it” (she says,) “I had to 
shout “Vive la Belgique! I was so 
pleased.” From Holland to England; 
from England to Dieppe, this sturdy lit­
tle mother travelled and thence on to 
the town near where her sons are fight­
ing.

“What prompted the journey?" I ask­
ed. “Were the Germans rough to you 
in Brussels?”

“Oh, no, nothing of that at all. They 
were on their best behavior. But I felt 
I had to come. You see, one of my sons 
is so liable to rheumatism!”
A Drama of the Trenches.

Thrilling experiences are related by 
Corporal Bain of the 2nd Scots Guards, 
who has returned with a shrapnel wound 
in his right leg and.a bayonet wound in 
his neck, which he received at Ypres.

Bain says the shelling their trench got 
before the Prussian Guards made their 
final effort was something damnable. It 
was then he got hit on the leg. A chum 
took out a bit of metal, cleaned the 
wound with a bandage, and then bound 
it up. The whole operation was com­
pleted in three or four minutes.

There was need for haste. Hoarse 
shouts about three hundred yards ahead 
told them “the Kaiser’s last hope” were 
coming on again, and coming fast. They 
were met by a storm of bullets, but so 
numerous and determined were they 
that it was only at the trench itself the 
wave was broken. They roared and shot 
and stabbed like demons, our men roar­
ed and shot and stabbed in reply. In and 
out of the trench the bloody work went 
on. Men fell fast, and in‘the darkness it 
was difficult—in fact, almost impossible 
—to distinguish friend from foe.

Bain expected death, and wondered if 
it would be as painless as his leg, which 
did not hurt at all. It was then he 
found himself out of the trench and face 
to face with two of the enemy. Even

Ottawa, Feb. 8—Canada’s political truce stands, if the note given by Sir 

Wilfrid Laurier In the commons this afternoon is to be taken up by the gov­
ernment The war and its efficient and patriotic prosecution is the supreme is­
sue. None are for party and all for state. This was the dominant note in the 
great speech with which Sir Wilfrid Laurier opened the parliamentary session this 
afternoon. Differences as to prospective imperial questions stand over, as do 
domestic differences, till the conflict has been won by Britain and her allies.

With his patriotic undertaking the Liberal leader pressed for the keeping 
of Canada’s good name. He drew attention to the serious allega­

tions of fraud and mismanagement which had resulted In Canada’s young man­
hood being sent to serve In boots which had caused them discomfort, suffering 
and loss. He urged upon the government the necessity for prompt, thorough 
and public Investigation, in order that responsibility might be placed and future 
offences guarded against.

Sir Robert Borden met the Liberal leader on the high plane taken. He 
expressed appreciation of the patriotism of the opposition’s position, and had 
no exception to take to Sir Wilfrid’s comments concerning expenditures. He 
agreed that the country was entitled to all possible Information and suggested, 
in explantion of the boot scandal, that the goods were prepared on old speci­
fications, and bad to be turned out in a hurry. ,

Whether his followers will continue the same attitude, end agree to defer­
ring a general election until next year, is not yet known.

In concluding his speech, the premier read an important communication 
just received from Right Honorable Louis Harcourt, dealing with the efficiency 
of the Canadian troops, and stating that their training was now completed, 
and they were ready to join the Patricias at the front.

At the evening sitting, Dr. Michael Clark, of Red Deer, followed the prem­
ier to a spirited speech, to which he emphasized the oneness of purpose to the 
minds of all Canadians, and their united determination, free from party con­
siderations, to give their best to service and sacrifice to the empire. "Our 
task,” declared the eloquent Britisher, "is to get behind the men to the trenches 
and stay behind them till their task Is accomplished.”

Mr. MacDonald called the attention of the premier to the fact that reduc­
tions of wages had been made to certain industries to Cjnada engaged to the 
manufacture of shells and other munitions of war. He pointed out that not 
only did the law passed to 1900 provide for a fair wage schedule to all Canadian 
government contracts, but that to 1891 a British statute required that a fair 
wage schedule should be Inserted to all Imperial contracts.

The total amount of public aid thus re­

Ottawa, Feb. 8—The annual report of 
the postmaster-general, brought down 
today, shows a considerable expansion 
in the service. Mail routes increased by 
4,278,*7 miles; 673,146,000 letters were 
carried; 64,493,000 post cards, and 15,- 
600,000 registered letters.

Despite the closing of many post of­
fices, caused by opening rural mail 
routes, the number of offices increased 
by 357. The gross revenue of the de­
partment amounted to $16,865,451, and 
the expenditure $12,822,058. Allowing 
for salaries, discounts, etc., there was a 
net surplus of $134,157.

Rural mail routes numbered 940, a 
fifty per cent Increase ; postage stamps 
were issued to a total of $14,623,142, an 
increase of half a million; there were 
8,881 annuities in force, amounting to 
$702,184; dead letters, etc., during the 
year numbered 8,457,721.
