Owing to the doubt whether the new
heating system could be installed in city
hall before cold weather arrives, the
council decided to reject all tenders for
new heating apparatus and chimney and
to repair the present apparatus.

The offer made by F. A. Dykeman to
sell a black of land in Alexandra street
to the city was rejected but the council
authorized preliminary steps towards the
laying of water and sewerage mains to

.| permit the development of the property.

Mayor Hayes presided and all mem-
bers of the council were present.

Recommendations Adopted.

The report of the whole was adopted.
It contained recommendations as fol-
lows:—

That the tender of The James Robert-

Plumb Plan Author Says Millions
in Stock Bonuses Given Away
—Demands Investigation en Be-
half of Employes

Washington, Aug. 13—Charges that
eighteen representative railroads oper-
ating in all parts of the United States
gave away stock bonuses aggregating
$450,414,000 from 1900 to 1910, and have
paid millions in dividends on these bo-
nuses, were made before the house inter-
state commerce committee by Glenn W.
leb of Chicago, author of the Plumb
plan for tri-partite control of the roads.

Mr. Plumb charged further that “these
railroads, which have so increased their
property investment accoumt at the ex-
pense of the public, are now controlled
in whole or in part by the Morgan in-
terests, the Rockefeller interests
Gould interests.” s

“On behalf of all of the employes of
these systems of transportation and the
public,” said Mr. Pluemb, “we demand
tha.t. congress shall make a thorough in-
vestigation of the charges herein set
forth, so that the American people mmay
l:mow to what extent it is sought to sub-
ject them to exploitation under the
plans proposed to this committee of
congress, 1._>Lans which would make law-
ful the fixing of rates based on the now
lawful aggregate property investment
accounts of the systems.”

Mr. Plumb alleged that the Pemnsyl-
vania, Baltimore & Ohio, New York,
New Haven & Hartford, New York
Central and Hudson River Railroad,
Boston & Maine and the ware &
Hudson _companies “issued new ctock for
$101,000,000 less than its market value
or gave away this enormous amount in
bonuses to stockholders, and that the
fhvxdend.s paid on these fictitious stock
issues in 1913 alome amounted to over|

FORMER TURKIH
OFRCALS G
00T OF COUNTR

Constantinople, Aug. 13—Halil Pasha,
former minister of marine, and uncle of
Enver Pasha, former minister of war,
has escaped to Asia Minor with Krit-
chalk Talaat, another leader of the com-
mittee of union and progress. It is be-
lieved he will join Mustapha Kiamil
Pasha in Erzerum.

Halil Pasha was made minister of the
Turkish navy in 1913, and held office
during most of the period of the great
war. A Constantinople despatch an-
nounced on January 138, 1918, that he
had died, but this news was never con-
firmed. Mustapha Kiamil Pasha, former

vigier foreign minister and presi-
dent of the council of state, was in com-
mand of Turkish troops in the Lake
Van region in 1916, and was defeated
by the Russians, retreating to Erzerum.
He was later arrested, being charged
with responsibility for massacres of
Greeks in Asia Minor. Early this year
his forces at Erzerum were reported to
be conecentrated for an attack on the
Allies.

It was always an edifying sight to see
him about his duties, because knowing
the power vested in him as God’s repre-
sentative, he did all well and carefully,
He was an ideal pastor, a model to all
priests of the diocese, who looked up to
him with love and respect. His friends
were legion, and not only was he loved in
St. John, but in Woodstock, his own peo-
ple and the non-Catholics as well rever-
ed him. He.died as he had lived, a life
of love and reverence for God.

BOLSHEVIKI LOSE
~ (Y OF VENNITZA

London, Aug. 13—The city of Vin-
nitza, in the Ukraine, 125 miles south-
west of Kiev, has been abandoned by
the Bolsheviki, according to a wireless
message from Moscow. In Volhynia
anti-Bolshevik forces have occupied the
railway centre of Lutsk, southeast of
Kovel. *

* The Bolshevik wireless message reads:

“In the direction of Zharinka we have
abandoned Vinnitza. The enemy has
occupied Lutsk.”

Withdrawal of the Bolsheviki from
Vionitza indicates that the Roumanians
and anti-Bolsheviki have forced the Bol-
sheviki to retire from the line of the
River Dneister in northern Bessarabia.

Vienna, Aug. 13—The fortress of Dub-
no in Southwestern Volhynia has been
captured from the Bolshevik forces by
the Ukrainian army, according to Uk-
rainian official reports received here to-

Itinerary of Prince of Wales From
Quebec to Pacific Coast |

Train His Headquarters—C.P.R.
Train Will Comgrise Coaches of
New Type Shortly te be Adopt-
ed Throughout System

(Montreal Gazette) {

The Prince of Wales during his forth-
coming visit to Canada will live on a
train more or less for two months. There
whll, of course, be frequent socia. events,

hen His Royal Highness will be absent
rrom that train, but because his visit will
be principally an educational one, under-
taken that he may acquire a first-hand
knowledge of ail parts of the dominion,
most of his time will be spent in travel-
ing, so that for practical purposes a train
will be his permanent headquarters.

This special train is now being as-
sembled at the Angus Shops by the
Canadian Pacific Railway, to whom has
fallen the honor of providing the rolling
stock to carry His Royal Highness from
the Atlantic ocean to the Pacific: and
back again. In deference to the implied
wish of the king that there should be no,
undue elaborateness or ostentation dur-,
ing any‘part of the trip, this rolling |
stock, with the. exception of two cars,|
will consist of ordinary Canadian Paci-|
fic cars. Some of them will be brand
new types which will shortly be adopted |
throughout the system. But outside of
a few minor interior changes, they will
be without any frills whatever, and afteri
the completion of the journey will be.
drafted into regular service, so that some |
time soon somebody is going to travel in |
what was till then part of a Royal train.

The exceptions mentioned consist of-
two private cars. The “Killarney,” be-
longing to Lord Shaughnessy, and the
“Cromarty,” belonging to Commander J.
K. L. Ross. Each of these has been
lbaned by its owner. His Royal High-
ness will personally occupy  the “Kil-
larney.” All the cars are of steel ‘con-
struction, equipped with all the most
recent devices to  secure comfortable
travel. The train consists of the “Kil-

POETS AND SINGING  BIRDS.

There are prosaic people who: would
measure poetry by the yard, like calico,
or by the bushel, like oats, and such folk
should have nothing to do, officially or
unofficially, with the poets. Their’s is
the spirit which stifles imagination and
suppresses the poetic instinct. Because
it is so, many will be inclined to resent
some of the criticism recently launched
against Robert Bridges, Poet Laureate
of England, on the ground that he has
not been earning his “salary” or; to put
it in another wayy not living up to his
opportunities and justifying the judg-
ment of those who gave him the post
once filled by Tennyson.

The Laureate receives annually a
hundred pounds in these days instead of

so many casks of Canary wine, as was.

thg custom in former times. Recently
in the House of Commons a member
rose in his place and asked what the
Poet Laureate was doing to earn his
salary, why he had not written a peace
ode, or a poem worthily commemorating
Britain’s heroic part in the war. Some-
one else suggested that perhaps if they
would send him the wine instead of the
hundred pounds the results would be
happier.

To talk in that fashion about poets
is, of course, an outrage; but neverthe-
less it is impossible to still the doubts
existing now, and for some years past,
as to whether or not Robert Bridges
was the right man to wear Tennyson’s
mantle. Had there been a vote on the
subject, the honor would have gone to
Kipling, but it was said at the time
that Rudyard was unpopular in certain
influential circles—too ontspoken, too
blunt, not sufficiently docile. Be that as
it may, something should be done to
suppress members of Parliament, or less-
er persons, who hold the view that a
bird can be made to sing to order, and
that a laureate should ever be ready to
raise his voice in song whether the in-
spiration is present or not. Perhaps the
moral of the circumstences related is that
the official bard should be chosen
through some expression of the popular
will. Something, surely, is to be said
for that view.

On the other hand, mere silence on

]

occasion is no proof of lack of genius.
The present Poet Laureate may do some-
thing great - before long. Attempts to
hurry him will only make the situation
worse, Meantime there will be many to
sympathize with his somewhat unpoetic
expression when an interviewer found
him in his rose garden and told him cer-
tain people were complaining because he
did not produce great verses to order.
“I don’t give o damn,” said 'the Poet
Laureate, which mild profanity under
the circumstances seems justifiable
enough, Perhaps if the nightingale be
left undisturbed he will sing presently.

Expenditures by governments during
the war had of necessity to be lavish.

Evidence of Spartacan Plot to Fur-
ther World Revolutien is Dis-

cevered

Berlin, Monday, Aug. 11—(By the
Ass’d Press)—A complete and carefully
drawn plan to overthrow the present
government and further world revolution
is contained in a secret Sparatacan cir-
cular to its agents and district chiefs.

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Falkenhayn Acé.epts Responsibility
for Some Acts of War But Does
Not Mean to Give Himself Up

Berlin, Aug. 12—While assuming re-
sponsibility for the decision and com-
mands of former Emperor William from
September, 1914, to August, 1916, Gen-
eral Von Falkenshay, former German
chief of staff, declares he has no inten-
tion whatever of voluntarily placing
himself at the disposal of the Allies.
The general’s statement says that if he
surrendered himself to the Allies he
would recognize a procedure which, he
considers, “mocks all sense of justice.”

Paris newspapers on Aug, 7 announced
that the German delegation at Versailles
had transmitted to the supreme council
of the peace conference a letter from
General Falkenhayn. The letter said
the former German chief of staff as-
sumed responsibility for all military acts
of Germany while he was in power. It
was added that the general was pre-
pared to offer himself to the Allies for
\trial in place of the former emperor.

Montreal, Aug. 18—The Canadian
Railway Board. adjustment No. 1- has

handed down awaras in cases between
companies and employes. An arrange-
ment that was arrived at between the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company and
their sleeping car condctors was con-
firmed. This provided for salary c¢n the
basis of a flat rate, and the award was
$150 a month for the first year service
and $160 a month thereafter. These
monthly rates are to include mileage, and
v:iork conditions as at present establish-
ears

‘Another case is that of the Canadian
Express Company and its employes.
There was a question as to the interpre-
tation of the word “position” in regard
to the rule which provided that “to the
monthly rate of pay of position as of
January 1, 1918, add $25 a month.”

The decision of the board was that it
assumes that the rates shown in sched-
ule’ of ‘December 1, 1917, weére in effect
on January 1, 1918, and therefore, de-
cided that $25 a month be added to the
rates of such schedule.

WHY THE BIRD’S-EYE MAPLE? ‘

Not Birds, but Buds That Never Ma-
ture, Give the Grain Cusrls.

(New York Times.)

What makes the bird’s-eye maple?
That is a question which is often asked
when a beautiful piece of furniture made
of this wood is displayed. There have
been a number of theories, but the real
reason is’ simple.

The ‘favorite theory has heen that sap-
suckers, by pecking holes through the
bark of young maples, make scars which
produce the bird’s-eye figure in the
wood during successive years. Bird-
pecked hickory is often cited as an anal-
agous case ,yet who ever saw bird’s-eye
figures in hickory, though the bark may
have been perforated like a collender by
the bills of energetic sapsuckers? The
effect in the case of hickory is the oppo-
site of bird’s-eye in maple; the wood is
discolored and unsightly. Some attrib-
ute it to the action of frost, but no such
connection between cause.and effect has
been shown to exist.

The explanation of the phenomenon is
simple, and a person with a good magni-
fying glass can work it ont for himself.
The bird’s-eye figure is produced by
casual or abnormal buds which have
their origin under the bark of the trunk.
The first buds of that kind may develop
when the tree is quite small. They are
rarely able to force their way through
the bark and become branches, but they
may live many years just under the
bark, growing in length as the trunk in-
creaseg in size, but seldom appearing on

CANADIAN RECORD

George Vernot of the Montreal
Establishes New Mark

Montreal, Aug. 12—By winning the
bridge-to-bridge swim, the feature of the
annual championships of the Ste. Rose
Swimming Club, on Saturday afternoon,
George Vernot, represen the Mont-
real Swimming Club, earted the title of
long-distance outdoor swimming cham-
pion, and at the same time established
a new Canadian record for the distance
of a mile and a quarter.

The feat accomplished by Vernot in
winning this event for the third succes-
sive year, according to swimming auth-
orities, has never been equalled in Cana-
dian waters. Vernot, previous to win-
ning the bridge-to-bridge event, won the
440 yards open Canadian championship,
and repeated in the longer event.

The race was one of the most spec-
tacular ever witnessed in Canadian wat-
ers. Vernot was the first to take the
water when the word to start was given,
and he hurried into a lead that he main-
tained to the finish. The races were
given international importance by the
entry of Leo Giebel of the New York
Athletic Club, long distance outdoor
champion of the United States. In both
the mile and a quarter and the 440
yards race Giebel finished second to
Vernot.

The races were held on the river at
Ste. Rose, which was crowded with
small craft, making it difficult for the
swimmers in the long race to get
through, as many of those in the canoes
and boats were ahead of the competitors
in their effort to get to the finish line
first, and in this way the swimmers had
to work their way in and out among the
boats on the course. There was no in-
terference to any of the competitors,
which is shown by the record of 29 min-
utes and 38 2-5 seconds made by Vernot.
The previous mark of 32 minutes and
45 seconds was also held by Vernot.

BRITISH “WHITE PAPER”

ON THE PAPAL PEACE
* BROPOSPL OF 1917

London, Aug. 13—(By the Ass’d
Press)—A *“white paper” issued by the
government last night deals with the
Papal peace proposal to the belligerents
in August, 1917. The Pope in his note
said that before everything, the funda~
mentel point must be that the 1aoral
force of right should ie supstituied for
the material force of arms and pointed
out that this would entail a gencral
agreement for the simultaneous and re-
ciprocal reduction of armaments and the
institution of the principle of arbitra-
tion. i

The Pontiff stiplated for comrlete
evacuation of Belgium and French terri-
tory, with the compizie political, mili-
tary and economic independence of Bel-
gium, restitution of the German colonies
and complete freedom of the seas.

Foreign Secretary Balfour, the “white
paper” continues, in acknowledging the
Pope’s note intimated that until the
Central Empires and their Allies stated
officially how far they were willing to
go in the matter of reparation ~nd re-
storation, and announced their war aims
and offered effective guarantees against a
a repetition of the horrors of war, the
British government considered it most
unlikely any progress toward peace eould
be made. T.e French government inti-
mate® that its views coincided with
those expressed by Mr. Balfour.

Dr. George Michaelis, then German
chancellor, replying for Germany, sub-
scribed to the ideas of enforced arbit-

freedom of the seas, but said no werd
on the subject of evacuation of Belgium
and France or Belgian independen-e.

Decorum of U.S. Senate Upset
Over League of Nations

Washington, Aug. 18—The ‘traditional
decorum of senate procedure was upset
yesterday by an unusual demonstration
of approval from the galleries following
the address by Senator Lodge of Mas-
sachusetts, chairman of the foreign re-
lations committee, assailing provisions of
the League of Nations covenant.

For more than a minute the gallery
spectators applauded and cheered in vio-
lation: of senate rules and then, when
order had been restored ,they interrupt-
ed with howls and hisses ‘a speech by
Senator Williams (Democrat), Mississ-
ippi, in reply to Mr. Lodge.

In-spite of tor Sharp’s admonition
from the chair there were more hisses
mingled with applause when Senator
Hitchcock (Democrat), Nebraska, sec-
onded Senator Williams’ speech,

Vice-President Marshall made no at-
tempt to check the first demonstration
until it had begun to die out, but later
he twice threatened to clear the galleries
unless order was preserved,

Christian and Missionary Alliance
Convention E nds — Session's

Biggest Crowd

Old Orchard, Me., Aug. 10—The an-
nual offering was taken and the mis-
sionary sermon preached at the mission-
ary meeting of the Christian and Mis-
sionary Alliance held in the Amphi-
theatre at the camp ground this fore-
noon, with 5,000 in attendance.

The sermon was delivered by Dr- R. P.
Glover, intsead of Dr. A. B. Simpson
of New York, who suffered a shock some
months ago. The total offering for the
day was $28,600 against $21,000 in 1918.

The morning’s collection was $22,000.
This was pledged in twenty-three

cents and the largest $4,000. In the first
three minutes $8,000 was given. Rev.
Paul Rader of the Moody church, Chi-
cago, had charge of the taking of the
collection. There were a greater num-
ber of $1 contribtuions than ever before.
At the afternoon meeting enough
pledges were received to swell the
amount to $28,600. The weather was
ideal for the outdoor meetings and the
attendance was larger than for several
years.
. Dr. Simpson sent a telegram saying
he was improving. The sermon at 11
was preached by Dr. Glover, who for
18 years has been either in service in
foreign lands or secretary of the foreign
mission department. Dr. Rader preach-
ed the last sermon of the conference
tonight in the grove before 38,000 people.
The crowd was the biggest of the
year. It is estimated that fully 30,000
were at the beach, in spite of the fact
that train service on the steam roads
was hampered by the labor trouble.
