Murray Shoots Woman and Police-

a near tragedy in Brantford about mid-
night, when Billy Murray, a colored man
fired a shot at Emma Jones at his home
in Brock’s Lane, wounding her in the

“}hand. When the police went to arrest

Murray, hé fled but not before he had
fired several shots at the contsables, one
lodged in Constable Cobden’s forehead.
The wound is serious, but is not expect-
ed to iprove fatal.

Murray also fired at several homes
where he sought refuge, and was refus-
ed admission, but finally he got into the
house of a widow and barricaded the
doors and cut the telephone wires, and
made ‘himself comfortable until about
7.80 o’clock. The police lost all trace of
him and searched all night without find-
ing a clue. They had just given up the
manhunt for the time_being, and had re-
turned to the station, when they receiv-
ged word that Murray, armed with a
shot gun, was hiding in the house of his
sister, Mrs. Gains, St. George street.

A squad under Chief Slemin, went to
the house and had no diliculty in ar-
resting the man, he offering no resist-
ance. Both the wounded constable and
the woman are in the hospital, but are
doing nicely. The trouble is said to have
started over money matters. Murray had
been drinking heavily.

Today the greatest Christmas carnival
on record comes to an end.

There have been 240,000 sales in one
of the department stores during the last
fortnight; 1,200,000 people visited one
large ‘shop in the same period; $50,000
was taken in one day in the Christmas
present department of one store, and
860,000 parcels passed through the puck-
ing rooms of one of the stores.

At the Vatican,

Rome, Dec. 24—The recent deaths in
the cardinalate’ have cast some gloom
over Christmas festivities at the Vatican
but the season will be generally observed
with the usual formalities. The Pope
will send his persohal greetings to all
the Catholic sovereigns of Europe' with
the exception of the King of Italy, with
whom he is supposed to hold no com-
munication.

The cardinals residing in Rome like-
wise have many greetings to send, while
those living abroad send to the Holy
Father letters which are read personally
by the Pontiff and answered by Cardinal
Merry Del Val, the papal secretary of
state. g

Today the Pope received the cardinals.
Christmas Day, itself, however, is to. be
a day of rest for the Pontiff as,. after
celebrating early mass, he simply re-
ceives his sisters and passes the re-
mainder of the time in the library with
his books.

At the Quirinal, Christmas will be
quietly observed. The sovereigns, after
presenting gifts to their household, will
retire to their private apartments, and
spend the day with their children.

President Gives Turkeys.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 24—Every
person stationed at the White House,
every messenger connected with the
White House office, every workman in
the White House grounds and every
house servant received a Christmas
turkey yesterday with President Wil-
son’s compliments. One hundred and
thirty turkeys were distributed. 'They
ranged in weight from nine to twelve
pounds, and the average was about ten
pounds.

'NEED OF SURVEY HERETD

*

The Experience of Toronto Will Be Found

l of More Than Passing Interest in St.

John Just Now

1If there are any who arein doubt com-
cerning the utility of a survey of at
least a portion of the city of St. John to
| set forth in exact detail the actual
! housing conditions, perhaps they will
be enlightened and influenced to change
their views by .a statement of the ex-
perience of the city or Toronto.

In that city two yars ago the depart-
| ment of health undertook a survey of
six different districts. The work was

}

! done under the direct supervision of the

medical health officer. In the six dis-
tricts visited 4,696 houses were inspected,
and as a result the medical health of-
ficer in a comprehensive report, which
was made and published in a book of
nearly forty pages, was compelled to

. SAy:

“These investigations have fully de-

| monstrated that we are confronted with

a great city. There are
few conditions found in European cities
or in the greater American cities, that
have not been revealed in Toronto, the
difference being only one of degree, and
the conditions-of the lesser degree today
will, if not corrected, become those of the
greater degree tomorrow. In fact condi-
tions have been revealed quite as bad
in character as any in either European
or American cities, though fortunately
these are thus far limited in extent.”

the problem of

Among the conditions revealed as set
forth in the.report were “Rear houses,
dark rooms, tenement houses, houses un-
fit for habitation, inadequate water sup-
ply, unpaved and filthy yards and lanes,
sanitary conveniences so-called which
because of their position and condition
or for various other reasons have become
a public nuisance, a menace to Qpublic
health, a danger to public morals, and in
fact an offence aguinst public decency.”

The inspectors in the course of their
work discovered one three room shack in
which a father, mother and nine chil-
dren lived, and in the fllthy little yard
were three dogs, a horse, hens and chick-
ens, and all except the horse had access
to the living rooms. In one district 11,-
645 persons were found living in an area
of 142 acres, or 82 persons to the acre.
Here they found 108 houses unfit for
hahbitation. They also found one family
living in a cellar; sixty-one families liv-
ing in basements, 139 families living in
one  room each, 227 families in  two
rooms leach, and 348 families in three
rooms each. There were forty-two over-
crowded rooms, twenty-six dark rooms
and 100 houses that were filthy inside.
They found that the most wretched
quarters brought high rents and that the
persons renting them in some cases not
¢nly gotithe rent back, but made a con-
siderable profit by taking in lodgers, and
over-crowding the rooms. (Altogether in
the six districts the. inspectors found
447 persons living in basements, and

twenty-two. in cellars. The basements’

were damp and many cellars were found
with water in them. It was also found
that in some cases hens, ducks and dogs

! were kept-in cellars and- back kitchens.

No less than 390 houses were found to
be unfit for habitation, and in them
188 people lived. There ' were forty-

eight houses found which .contained
dark rooms, practicslly all used as sleep-
ing rooms. In one of these it was found
that seven people slept. Usually the
more delapidated and ruinous the house, .
the larger the landlord’s profit. The in-
spectors found 109 over-crowded, rooms. |
In one place nineteen men slept in three:
rooms. In another thirteen people lived |
in five rooms, eleven being lodgers pay-|
ing $8.00 a month. Six of these men'
slept in a room 9 x 12. Four slept in a
room 9 'x 10. One who did shoemaking, |
ate and slept in a room 7 x 10. {

Many other illustrations of this sort
might be given, but we may gquote one!
or two paragraphs in full:—

«Next to the tenement house for con-'
demnation’ is the one-roomed dwelling,
The people of Toronto, or foreigners
coming into Toronto, ghould not be per-
mitted to be forced into such habita-
ticns. As Sydney Webb expresses it,
4he soul-destroying conditions of the
one-roomed dwelling, which makes de-
cent lifé impossible, involves the ab-
sence of proper light, dir and privacy,
leading to physical and mental suffering'
and inefficiency,’ must not be permitted
in Toronto. i

“One of the most lamentable disclos-
ures is the fact that 198 Toronto famil-
ies live in one room. There are in these
families 472 persons, and 447 persans liv-
ing in cellars or basements, totalling for
these® uninhabitable habitations, 919. It
must be apparent thercfore, that an or-
ganized effort should be made at once to'
deal with these conditions. A city like
Toronto, with all its churches, with all
its philgnthropic = societies, with all its
charitable benevolent institutions, should
certainly save its citizens from belng
submerged in the one-roomed dwelling,
and under conditions which tend to de-
stroy both body and soul.”

The report concluded by pointing out
that Toronto needs a good housing by-
law, with provisions for its adequate en-
forcement; that it requirew also subur-
ban redidential districts, with rapid
transportation facilities at single fare,!
such as they have in Germany and
England, and also a proper scheme of
city planning, to secure control of the
area surrounding the city for about five
miles.

Since this report was submitted a
great deal has been done in the direction
of improving the housing conditions - in
Toronto, but much remains yet to be
done: So far as St. John is concerned,
the lesson to be learned from Toronto’s
experience is that a survey is practical-
ly certain to find the housing conditions |
worse than the citizens generally be-
lieve. On this point Mr. Lawrence Vil-|
ler, a New York authority on this sub-
Jject, says:—

“The fals¢' security that many muni-
cipalities are laboring under. as regards
their housing conditions is due to neglect
and ignorance;—neglect and ignorance
‘or the part of the community, and fail-
ure of its citizens to recognize evil tend-
encies ‘as they develop; ignorance on the
part of the citizens and public officials
of what is, going on within their gates;
a feeling that everything within one’s
own city is all”right, which is a danger-
ous kind of apathy.”

INCITING REBELLION

The following are two extracts from
the Dublin speech of Mr. Bonar Law,
leader of the Unionist party, showing to
what lengths that party has gone to en-
courage Northeast Ulster to rebel against
Home Rule for Ireland:—

“If the government persist then our
duty as a party, both in England and
in Ireland, is plain, and es a party we
shall do our duty. I have said on behalf
of the party, and only a week ago it
was repeated in language as plain as my
own by Lord Lansdowne, and the party
has endorsed it—we have said that if
the government attempt to coerce Uls-
ter before they have received the sanction
of the electors Ulster will do well to
resist them, and we will support her in
her resistance to the end.

“Rightly or wrongly we have said—
and our party has ratified all we have
said—that if the question be submitted
to the people, and if the verdict is given
against us, so far as we, the electors of
the Unionist party, are concerned we
shall bow to that decision. But let there
be no mistake. We cannot in honor go
back—and we never shall go back from
the pledge that we have given to the
people of Ulster.

McGill has now taken it up, and we
shall soon have thorough supervisors of
play trained in Canada. Looking back
ten years, and remembering the utter
lack of public sentiment in relation to
supervised play, those who advocated
the movement and were termed “fad-
dists” have reason to rejoice in the
change that has taken place in a decade.

THE POTATO PUZZLE,

The “Powdery Scab” Takes the Place of
“.the Tariff as a Support for High
Prices. J

(Providence Journal.)

Potatoes return to vex us, not waiting
for the issue of eggs to be settled to our
satisfaction by the perplexed economists
in default of the hens. The last potato
crisis related to the payment of the
Payne tariff of twenty-five cents a bushel
on shiploads rushed from abroad to re-
lieve a shortage. It seems tough to be
compelled to pay the government for the
protection of American potatoes after
the supply had run out. They are now
on the free list, subject only to a retalia-
tory clause where a country lays a duty
on our product.
In this situation the innocent consumer
might jump to the conclusion that all we
need do is to draw freely on the plethoric
store of foreign potatoes, unvexed by the
requirement that we pay twenty-five
cents a bushel in addition to the price
the foreigner is willing to sell them for.
But, stay! The matter is not so sim-
ple. Foreign potatoes are said to be af-
fected by “powdery scab.” Few of us
know what powdery scab is, to be sure,
and we might consume them with no
loss of relish on that account. JIgnorance
is bliss. But American growers fear
that a powdery invasion will do perman-
ent injury to their hills. The future of
the American potato is threatened by it.
The Department of Agriculture has a
swarin of inpectors on the firing line,
and potatoes will be subjected to the
same rigorous scrutiny as aigrettes. We
must face the consequences of a short
cro pat home with small hope of relief.
The most important consequence to the
consumer, of course, will be high prices.
The growers are not worrying about
that. They are patriotically willing to
see the price of potatoes go up so long
as the powdery scab is kept down.
Is the fear of the American potato
hills justified? It should be pretty well
Jjustified if the government is going to
turn back free potatoes from oversea
on account of it, with the prospect of a
domestic shortage at present estimated
to be ninety million bushels. The. dis-
ease is prevalent in Ireland and Scotland,
so Washington hears, while something
just as bad might be discovered in the
Dutch or Belgian crop. Before establish-
ing a quarantine that will effectually
check the helpful inflow of spuds the
secretary of agriculture is going to give
8 hearing to “all parties in interest.” Will
'the consumer be represented? If he is
| he may be unable to qualify as an ex-
pert, and so not be listened to.
| _ Meanwhile “the secretary of the Irish
Board of Agriculture has turned uwp in
Washington, and his fighting blood is
heated by the powdery scab talk. Ire-
land has plenty oft potatoes and her ag-
ricultural representative sees no reason
Iwhy the American consumer should be
made to suffer from an embargo on
them. He can show the Washington
authorities that this “blemish,” as he
calls it, is found on American potatoes
that never came in contact with Irish
ones. What is more reassuring, he says
that the blemish is regarded by foreign
| epicures as a sign of an excellent potato.
| He warns the Department of Agricul-
ture that bullish speculators are the only
persons who profess fear of it. Secretary
Houston should ponder seriously the
possibility of shutting off our potato
supplies on a false alarm.

The Bank of Montreal

The appoiritment' of a successor to Sir
Frederick Williamé-Taylor as London
manager of the Bank of Montreal was
awaited with consillerable interest in
financial circles having associations with
the dominion, and much curiosity was
expressed whether’ the: bank would go
cutside its own staff.

In this capacity he has
been associated with financiers such as
William F. Fisher and Lord Fairfax
and considered from this point alone the
appointment is an extremely shrewd one.
Mr. Cassels will bring to his new duties
Loth business and social capacities and
a wide association with financial circles
here, and as he was formerly chief as-
sistant to Sir Frederick Williams-Tay-
lor, harmonious co-operation between
Montreal and London will be assured.

New Banking Centre

By the way, a new banking centre
seems to be forming in the west end of
the city.
