MESSRS. ALWARD AND STOCKTOR.

The Sun this morning, in a long edi-
torial, entitled “Party and Principles,”
referring to the recent contest in St. John

says:—
It was pointed out that Messrs. Stock-
ton and Alward were the best and almost

the only strong platform campaigners in
the grit ranks at St. John. In the then
pending struggle these men could not
carry against the government more than
a fraction of their own party. All that
was necessary to do in order to crus!
them utterly and destroy their in-
fluence forever was for the conservatives
to support Mr. McLellan’s nominees
against them. Then would begin bright
days for the tories. Great numbers of
electors who had voted against them
would rush in a body to their side; the con-
stituency would passinto their control for-
ever, and the regime of Ellis and Weldon
would come to a sudden end. TItis cred-
itable to the liberal conservatives that
this brilliant offer was rejected—that is
to say the liberal conservative electors
could not be brought to entertain.the
proposal. ~ Without making or even
suggesting a condition the more active
party men declared that they believed the
revolters were right and ought to be
suppor he result of the contest
shows how well the course commended
itself tothe electors. Instead of crushing
Stockton and Alward, because in standing
up for good government they had come
into conflict with the ministry, the liber-
al conservative party supplied the great
majority of the votes that placed them in
a higher and more influential position
than they ever before occupied.

We have been particular to quote this
declaration of the Sun at length because,
if its substance had been merely stated it
might be thought that we had drawn an
unfair inference from the Sun’s language,

so remarkable is the position which this

Conservative paper occupies by its own’

confession. The Sun admits that its ob-
ject and the objects of those Conserva-
tives who sided with it was to place
Messrs. Alward and Stockton on “a
higher and more influental position than
they ever before occupied.” Now who
are Messrs. Alward and Stockton?
The Sun answers the  question
itself in the article we have quoted. They
are, says the Sun, “the best and only
itrong platform campaigners in the Grit
ranks at 8t. John.” Messrs. Alward and
Stockton therefore who now occupy by
the assistance of the Sun and of certain
Conservative voters “‘a higher and more
influential position than they ever before
occupied,” were Grits and violent Grits
who had said more bitter things
about the Conservatives than any
other ten men in St. John. One of
them, Dr. Alward, had written a pamphlet
in “the record of the Tory party,” and
both.of them had denounced the Sun and
.its proprietors in the strongest terms.
Now comes the question which we de-
sire to have answered either by the Sun
or by the persons themselves; have
Messrs. Alward and Stockton ceased to
be Grits ? If they have ceased to be
Grits, why have they ceased to be Grits?
A few months ago their leader in Domin-
ion politics was Mr. Laurier, a French
Roman Catholic ; has the appointment
of Mr. Ritchie, an Irish Catholic,
to the magistracy of Saint - John,
an appointment with which Mr. Laurier
had nothing to do, turned them against
their trusted leader and their party?

MR LEARY'S LAND PURCHASES.

While a lot of schemers with hardly
enough money to pay their fare from
New York have been coming to St. John
with brilliant plans for building dry
docks and wet docks with other people’s
money, Mr. Leary has purchased the
property necessary for the carrying out
of his plans of harbor improyement and
paid for it in cash. Nobody has as yet
seen the color of Van Slooten’s money,
nor do the promoters of the rival dock
scheme own a rood of land in Carlefon
or anywhere else. Mr. Leary on Decem-
ber 23rd last, purchased the following
properties at Sand Point.

The Mayes property, lots 17,18, 19 and
20 on Protection street, for $5,600. This
is leasehold and pays the Corporation an
annual rental of $108.

The Jewett property, lots 4,5,6,7,8
and 10 on Protection street, for $8,000,
This is leasehold algo and pays the city
#86 a year.

The Coram property, two lots on Pro-
tection street, for $2,750. These lots pay
to the Corporation an annual rental of
$26.

The O'Brien property, lots 15 and 16 on
Protection street, for $2,000. These lots
pay an annual rental to the Corporation
of $60.

It will be seen from the above state-
ment that Mr. Leary has given a proof
of his good faith by paying $18350 for
four leasehold properties in Carleton,and
that he is a tenant of the Corporation for
these properties, paying rent to the
amount of $280 a year therefor.

A HALIFAX GUN SPIKED-

The Sun this morning has not a word
to say in regard to the Leary scheme of
Harbor improvement, which is intended
to give St. John harbor facilities which
will enable us to handle upwards of two
million tons of freight every year. The
truth of the matter is that, thanks to
Tae GAzZETTE, the mission of the Sun has
been found out, and its connexion with
Halifax interests fully established. With
an editor, who is the nominee of Sir
Charles Tupper,with a business manager
imported from Halifax, with a president
who is looking for bridge dividends and
hardware sales,and who would be willing
to see the streets of St. John grass grown,
if it would put money in his pocket, the
Sun no more represents the honest Con-
servative feeling of the peouple of this city
than does the Acadian Recorder itself.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The reporter of the Sun, who publishes
his interviews with Mr. Paul, the Mili-
cete philosopher, this morning announces
his intention of going to Halifax.

According to
this view of the case an enemy could
land on Long Island, lay New York un-
der tribute, destroy the principal arsenals
and magazines of the republic and over-
run no ineonsiderable portion of New
York State. The fortifications of the
United States would be of no use
to check such an  invasion,
Our big neighbor has neither soldiers
nor guns according to his own showing,
and is utterly unprepared to go to war
with a first class power. We are glad
that the boastful people on the other side
of tbe line have become aware of their
own defici It is isfactory to
know that they are in no position for a
great war, and that they cannot get
ready for such a conflict without an

clause in the Northwest Territories Act,
after it had passed the House of Com-
mons without such a provision. And yet
in the face of such repeated interference
with provincial rights they resist the
slightest interference with their so called
‘t‘gmvincinl autonomy” in Quebec, and

reaten all sorts of dreadful conse-
quences if anything of the kind
is hinted at. They must

be forced to do one thing or the other.
If they are for provincial rights then they
must keep their hands off other provinces
and territories. If they are not for pro-
vincial rights but for the omnipotence of
Parliament, then they must be prepared
to have Parliament deal with Quebec as
well as with other parts of the Dominion.
They can no longer be permitted, while
entrenching themselves in the fortress of
“provincial ’%hta of other parts of the
Dominion. If they do they must acccpt
the consequences.

He said the
government should take the matter into
their own hands, because it seriously af-
fected the character of a member of the
house, and of more than one cabinet
minister. Upon the disposition of the
watters.depended the possibility of par-
liamentary government. Was this house
to be made a happy hunting ground for
needy and unscrupulous adventarers ? It
had been charged, and never denied, that
over 70 members of the house had re-
ceived favors from the government in the
form of timber limits, railway subsidies
and otherwise. The case under considera-
tion was an exceptionally bad case, but
Mr. Rykert was notthe only culprit. The
defence put forward in this case was that
the people of Lincoln knew of this tran-
saction before they elected Mr. Rykert.
The latter sought toshift the disgrace
from himself to his constituents. If a
member took $100 for his vote in parlia-
ment he would be expelled, but the con-
duct of Mr. Rykert involved a greater
subversion of the constitution and public
crime than such an offence. It was true
that it was difficult to trace such matters
except when the thieves fell out It was
not a question of precedent but of prin-
ciple. The house had to censure the
offender or become accomplices before
or after the fact.. Even in the interest
of their own party, the Conservatives
should sustain his motion. If they
shielded Mr. Rykert they would adver-
tise to the world that the Canadian house
of commons was but a place for distribu-
tion of spoils. The charges against Mr.
Rykert were adwitted and boasted of.
It was probable that the member for
Lincoln was only a specimen. There
might be any number of such in the
house. Mr. Rykert had been a little
bolder than the others, and probably
that was why the government selected
him as chairman of important committees
and proposed to make him a senator.
The inheritance of the people was being
squandered to keep the Tory party in
power. When asked to explain his con-
duct in the house Mr. Rykert had re-
sorted to deliberate falsehood. A par-
allel to such proceedings could only be
looked forin Tammany Hall proceedings.
If such conduct was condoned parliament-
tary, government had become a farce and
a fraud.

Mr. Rykert denied that there was any-
thing inthe transaction under discussion
to justify the houss in interfering, and
he quoted the opinion to this effect he
had secured from Hon. Mr. McDougall
after soliciting the counsel of that emin-
ent constitutional authority. He held
himself justified in receiving profession-
al fees for any services which he, as a
golicitor, rendered to any of his consti-
tuents. He claimed that he could pro-
duce evidence which would show that

out, and he asked that the case shouid be
referred to the committee on privileges
and elections, so that he might be given
an opportunity to set himself right.

Sir John Thompson administered a re-
buke toSir Richard Cartwright for the
foreign issues he had dragged into this
matter and for his abuse of parliament
and the country generally, instead of
confining himself to the charges he had
formally brought. In view of the re-
quest made by Mr. Rykert for a refer-
ence to the committee on privileges and
elections, and -his assertion that he
bhad important evidence which he
could lay before the committee, he
thought the house.should take the mat-
ter into their serious consideration, and
in order that they should have an oppor-
tunity so to do and to consider the long
statements made by Mr. Rykert, he mov-
ed the adjournment of the debate.

After recess Mr. Mills continued the
debate refuting the statemcnts of Mr.
Rykert with respect to the Mackenzie
government’s timber limit policy. He
opposed the proposal to adjourn the de-
bate or refer the matter to a committee
as there was nothingto be investigated—
all the facts were before the house.

CANADA’S COASTING TRADE.

Our Water-b: Trade—I
Tounage and Business.
Since 1876, when under the regime of
Hon. Isaac Burpee, minister of customs,
steps were first taken to collect and
publish statistizs relating tothe coasting
trade, there has been a great develop-
ment in the tonnage of shipping employ-
ed in the three branches of our water-
borne transport trade. In 1876 the ton-
nage of vessels engaged in the three
branches amounted to 20,212,128 tons. In
1489 it amounted to 35,888,800, showing
an increose of over 77 per cent. Taking
the per head basis, the result of thirteen
yearsgrowth is that the tonnage engaged
in our coasting, our sea-going and our
lake and river international transport
business is now 7 11-64 tons’ per head,

rgainst 5 4-64 tons in 1876.

It will be sufficient of an infliction upon
you, Mr. Editor and your readers, if to-
day I only give afew facts relating to
the coasting transport business of the
country. That business is a valuable in-
dicator of the internal trade of this Can-
ada of ours. The business done by water
from port to port along the thousands of
miles of our sea and lake littoral, is, in
its increase or decrease, a good barome-
ter of the activity or sluggishness of the
interchange of commodities within the
bounds of the dominion. This is especi-
ally the case in Canada, where railway
competition has been grtiat]y on the in-
crease during the past twelve or fifteen
years. 1f our fleets of coasters have held
their own against railways as carriers of
goods and commodities, as agents in the
work of distributing the wares and pro-
ducts of the different parts of the country,
then indeed must we conclude that the
trade of the country is in a vigorous
state pressing upon the distribution
machinery of the country in its effort to
grasp the internal trade. If they have
advanced with equal step with the rail-
ways, then it is plain that the railways
and the coasters together tell a gratifying
tale of industrial conditions approaching
more and more to the ideal state when
only those things are exported which
cannot be used by the people themselves,
and only those imported which cannot
be supplied from the resources of the
Dominion.

1. In 1876 the registered tonnage em-
ployed in the coasting trade amounted
to 10,300,940 tons. In the next year it
fell to 8,968,000 tons. It more than re-
covered itself in 1878. and in 1879 itrose
to a higher plane, which it has not only
maintained but has year by year improv-
ed upon, till last year it showed an in-
crease close upon double what it wasin
1876.

2. This increase has been very gener-
ally distributed among the provinces.
Ontario shows an increase of 106 per
cent, Nova Scotia one of 212 per cent.,
Quebec of 28 per cent, Prince Edward
Island of 35 per cent. while British Col-
umbia has sprung up from 128,000 tons
of shipping engaged in the coasting trade
in 1876 to 2,196,000 tons in 1889. New
Brunswick alone remains stationary in
this respect.

3. Of the total tonnage of 19,834,577
tons of shipping employed in 1889 in do-
ing the carrying trade along the coasts of
our country no less than 15,635,506 tons
were driven by steam, applied by screw,
paddle and sternwheel; 4,199,062 tons
were sailing vessels of various rigs, as
ships, barques, barquentines, brigs,
schooners, etc. ¢

4. The number of trips between port
and port along the rugged Atlantic washed
coasts of Nova Scotia, the Bay of Fundy’s
boiling tides, the bay broken water line
of the gulf, the fertile shores of the great
lakes and the canyon-pierced littoral of
British,Columbia, amounted in 1888 to
104,047, Thus every day of the year
54,000 tons of shipping was afloat moving
from port to port laden with produce for
sale and exchange. {

5. The 19 8 10 million tons of shipping
required for their management a man-
power equal to 937,451 sailors, captains,
mates, cooks and cabin boys.

6. Taking a ten year period, the total

ernment teaching and the gover
policy. Mr. Rykert was a graduate of a
political school, at the head of which
were the ministers of the day. He
showed from records of the interior de-
partment that 17 members of parliament
had obtained timber limits from the
present government for speculative pur-
poses without competition.

Mr. Tisdale admitted having applied
for limits in the Northwest but found
after being granted them that they were
of no value.

Mr. Davies said that when a serious
charge had been made against a member
of the house some reason should be given
why the investigation should be post-
poned. The ministerof justice had offer-
ed no reason for delay. It was not charg-
ed that Mr. Rykert’s conduct came with-
in the independ of i act,
but the house was asked to declare that
such conduct was disgraceful and corrupt.
The house had nothing to do with the
allegation that Mr. Rykert defrauded
lands. What it had to inquire about
was his conduct as a member of
parliament.  The motion to = ad-
journ the debate was merely an attempt
to prevent the house coming to a decision.
The whole evidence against Mr. Rykert
was contained in letters signed by him-
self. These letters had been before the
house for a month so that there was no
excuse for delaying the decision. If the
Tory members thought Mr. Rykert’s con-
duct correct let them say so. The
accused party had practically admitted
that the charges were true. They were
not before the electors -at the last
election. It was no matter how the doc-
uments came before the house, the only
question was as to their genuineness.
Objection was made to private Tetters,
but the whole charges against Parnellite
members of British parliament were
based, not only on private letters,
but forged letters. Mr. Rykert
had boasted that he alone had suffic-
ient influence to get from the govern-
ment a timber limit worth $200,000
for $300. He admitted having acted cor-
ruft!y, and why should not the house
take him at his word. Notonly Rykert,
but the parliament of Canada wason
trial. If parliament refused to condemn
conduct such as Rykert’s it would place
a premium upon corruption and jobbery
by members.

After speeches by Messrs. Bergin and
McMullen, Mr. Weldon, %of Albert, said
he had been pained by the conduct of
Mr. Rykert but denied that the member
was but a specimen government support-
er. He was unable to support thed
motion for delay, as he had read the
ex})l&nations of Mr, Rykert and was un-
able to believe that he was sincere in
saying that he had further evidence to
submit. He did not think fir Richard
Cartwright had overstated the case. It
was an atrocious thing for a man to go
before a constituency and seek for a seat
in parliament that he might make
money for himself. By voting for Sir
Richard Cartwright’s motion the house
would do what it could to preserve the
honor and dignity of parliament.

The house then divided on Sir John
Thompson’s motion, which was carried
by 94 to 72. Three Conservatives, Mc-
Neill, O’Brien and Weldon (Albert) voted
with the opposition.

Sir Richard Cartwrightsaid that as the
government had practically taken charge
of the matter they ought to state what
course they intended adopting.

Sir John Macdonald sid the object of
adjournment was to enable meimbers to
study the speeches of Sir Richard Cart-
wright and Mr. Rykert. He thought the
matter should be disposed of as soon as
possible. After some discussion it was
agreed that the debate will be resumed
Monday.

showed an increase over 1879 of 7810
million tons; that of the Atlantic division
showed an increase of 5 6-10 million tons;
that of Ontario an increase of 760,000
tons, and that of the Pacific coastdivision
an increase of nearly two million tons.

7. The steam tonnage employed in the
coasting trade shows an increase in 1889
over 1879 of 6,000,000 tons, and the sail-
ing tonnage an increase of 1 8-10 millions.

8. The foreign tonnage engaged shows
an increase of 195,000 tons. Its propor-
tion to total tonnage was in 18761 3-10
tons to every 100 tons engaged, and in
1889 1 6-10 tonms. Thus itis seen that
foreign vessels form but a very small
percentage of our cousters.

9. The number of trips made increas-
ed by 44,000—equal to 73 per cent. The
man-power employed increased 55 per
cent. For every 100 men who found
employment in this line of life in 1879,
150 found means to procure the ‘where-

withal’ in 1889. At the same
time  the proportion  of the
hands required somewhat changed

during the ten years, one man being re-
quired for every 20 tons of shipping in
1879 and one man for every 21 tons in
1889. [Either the efficiency of the
mem or the effiiciency of the
machinery has increased ; possibly both
show improvement.

10. Taking the larger ports, we find
that the port of Quebec in 1879 did 41.8
per cent. of the coasting trade of that
province, and Montreal 55.2 per cent;
while in 1889 Quebec did 20.2 per cent.,
and Montreal 40.6 per cent; that Halifax
in 1879 did 44.2 per cent. of coasting trade

that St. John did 47.7 per cent. of New
Brunswick’s coasting trade in 1879, and
47.4 per cent. in 18¢9; that Charlotte-
town did 85 per cent. in 1879 and 81 per
cent. 1889 of Prince Edward Island’s
coasting trade, that Toronto did 4 per
cent. of Ontario’s coasting trade in 1879
and I1.5 per cent. in 1889.

11. While alithese ports have made
marked relative increases in comparison
with their coasting trade in 1879, the
figures given show that during the past
ten years the increase has, on the whole,
been widely diffused and not centred in
the great ports. All the ports of the
dominion have participated in the in-
crease, ;

12. If we take the cargo taken at 1}
tons freight for each ton of registered
shipping, then we have for 1889 an in-
crease of 113 million tons of freight to
represent the development of the internal
distribution of goods by means of water
carriage. This is equal to an interest of
65 per cent.

13. Steam tonnage has increased dur-
ing the ten years of 62 per cent., and
sailing tonnage by 82 per cent.

14. In every direction the coasting
