Serious Loss by Fire.
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE,
Graxp Havex, Mich, Oct. 1.—Fire this
morning destroyed the Cutler house and

Society’s grounds, Moosepath Park today.
The prospects were that this would prove
to be the most succeasful exhibition ever
held by the Society, as the number of en-

turn out unfavorable as it has been to-
day ; for to a great extent all the trouble
and time expended by both the society
and the _exhibitors .is thrown away,
there being only a fow spectators to wit-
ness the exhibitinn.

The exhibitors hewever are to be ¢on-
gratulated on their evidentdetermination
to make the show a suceess inspite of the
rain, and the display of roots, vegetables
and farm produce generally was spoken
of as one of the best ever made at any
of the society’s shows. A gentleman
who had seeri the exhibition at Moncton
stated that the roof and vegetable show
there was eclipsed by to days exhibit-
ion, and it was remarked by those comn-
petent to give an opinion that
the farm produce generally was
better than any that had éver been ex-
bibited here, even “from Manitoba and
the North West.

In stock exhibits there has more com-
petition than ever before, showing that
in this respect as well, our farmers are
coming to the front, and that there is a
growing interest in the raising of good
thoroughbred  stock., On accountof the
continual downpour of rain however very
little could be seen of the stock, and the
jndges labored under great difficulties
in making their awards.

The only exhibit of apples was made
by D. McBrine of Golden Grove. They
were. the “Great Alexanders” and mea-
sured nearly five inches in diameter.
Mrs. McBrine, also, showed two very fine
pieced quilts, one consisting of 26 large
diamond blocks, each made up of 112
pieces, worked in to form a fine star in
each block. She also showed a fine knit
quilt. William Mullin was the only other
competitor in this line. He displayed
some fine pieced guilts, hooked mats, etc.

the company, $226,526,159; total assets,
$275,304,723; total earnings for .the year
ending Dec. 31st, $17,149,170; total ex-
penses, $12,022,581; net earnings, $5,126,-
639. Of this there was paid to the
government $946,314, on 25 per cent of
the net earnings.

The total debt of the Central Pacific
June 30th, 1889, was $125;206,165; assets
$222,757,362; total earnings $9,178,268;
total expenses $7,633,915 ; net earnings,
$1,544,353. Of this amount $467,217 is
due the government.

In his report the commissioner severe-
1y criticises the repeated and numerous
rate wars, destruetive alike to the inter-
ests of the railroads and the shipping
public, which have prevailed to an alarm-
ingextent throughout the west in recent
years. These rate wars, he continues are
in many, if not in most cases, devoid of
palliation or excuse. They are inangu-
ed without reasonable cause and are
vindictively prosecuted with utter disre-

regard of their disastrous effects upon
the business public.

STARVING AMID PLENTY.

Suilering of the Poor Children of the
Locked-Out Mines in Ilinois, *

Cricaco, Sept. 28.—Mr. Henry D. Lloyd
of this city, who has just returned from
a visit to Spring Valley, Tll, where he
distributed among the destitute miners
medicines furnished by a charitable New
York lady, writes a long letter to the
Tribune, in which he describes the
wretched condition of the people there.
He says:—

“ Among other means of getting intel-
ligent and unbiassed information as to
the exact.state of things I visited the
Catholic and the pnblic school, in which
together there are over six hundred
children, and talked with the teachers
and many of the children. The Sisters
who teach in the Catholic school said
that their children gave ummnis-
takable evidence of not having suffi-
cient food. They were poorer than the
year before and they could not
stady as well. Children would fre-
quently fall asleep at their desks from
weakness. Butso sturdy was their pride
and self respect that it was almost im-
possible for their teacher to obtain from
them any acknowledgement that they
did not get enough to eat at home.
Children who were unmistakably suffer-
ing for want of nourishment would even
refuse food when offered them by their
teacher, and in some cases the Bister
Superior said when food was taken
by some such child it was immediately
rejected by the stomach, showing how
far the exhaustion of hunger had gone.
One of the teachers in the public_school
stated that on her way to the school in
the morning she would sometimes meet
as many as a dozen of her class out
with baskets goingto beg. As they saw
her the little things, ashamed, would try
to hide from sight uutil she had passed.

“In both schoofs numbers of the child-
ren were insufficiently clothed, little
boys and girls of the tenderest age hav-
inf on only some light sack or jacket,
with no underclothing. It was a cold,
bleak day, but many were ‘barefooted.
How the people have lived' at all is a
mystery.

RARITY OF CHRISTIAN CHARITY.

“There have been during the last four
weeks, ending September 25, five distri-
butions by the relief committee—all in
goods, no money has been given out—
and the extent of this “charity” is suffi-
ciently indicated by the statement taken
from the account of the committee that
each family ofseven and others 1n pro-
portion had received for the entire period
of four weeks flour, meat, &c., to the value
of $5 88, or eighty-four cents’ worth for
each person for the whole four weeks.
The® Mayor of the city, the editor of
the S{)ring Valley Gazette, the congrega-
tional clergyman, Mr. Stringer; all the
physicians of the place, everyone in fact,
stated without qualification that were it
not for the relief from without the people
would have starved and would be starv-

ing.”

Lloyd declares that the death rate
is high there, and that it will be greatl
increased as the weather grows cold.
He declares, of his own knowledge, that
the sick and poor have been refused me-
dicines and medical advice by the poor
authorities there. He urges that contri-
butions be sont to these people.

FIGHT RETWEEN CRIPPLES,

A Blind Man aund a Paralytie Engage in
a Deadly Encounter.

A terriable fight, almost to death, took
place between a blind man and a com-
panion of his, who was paralyzed, at
Marseilles the other day, says a Paris
despatch to the London News.

The two individuals lived together in a
garret in the Rue des Seriuriers, and had
been associates for a long time. On Sun-
day evening, however, they fell out in
their cups.

They had ordered in a_large quantity
of wine and victuals, and after they had
eat and drank to excess, the blind man—
Augier by name—who is seyenty years
old, insisted on singing some of his com-
ic songs.

The vocalization was found disagree-
able by the paralytic person—Barriera—
who wanted to go to bed, and according-
1y used bad language.

Augier retorted in equally choice ver-
nacular,and flung a bottle injthe direction
of his companion. Barriera next endea-
vored to seize Augier, whom he bit on
the face and hands, and the blind man
took up a knife from the table and stab-
bed the paralytic in five places.

Strange to say, Augier was able to es-
cape down the stairs, and before the
neighbors arrived, attracted to the room
by the mcans of the wounded man, the
would-be wmurderer had succeeded in
reachieg some hiding-place, from which
he has not yet been unearthed by the
police.

In obedierce
to the demand of the Lord Chamberlain
the Gaiety manager has withdrawn the
objectionable feature but he expressed
his disgust of Mr. Irving’s mode of
procedure in an interview, saying
that Mr. Irving’s proper course was to
have written to him and not to Leslie,
who was only an actor and subject to his

orders. Your correspondent saw actor
Leslie after the performance to-night.
He said:—

“I have cut out the travesly and now
imitate myself, and if my opinion is
worth anything Leslie went better than
Irving, I wonderif the Lord Chamber-
lain will object to that?” The crowning
absurdity of the whole affair is that Mr.

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COMMERCIAL UNION.

The Toronto Mail was until recently
the great Canadian advocate of Commer-
cial Union, but two or three months ago
it abandoned the advocacy of that
scheme on the ground that there seemed
to be no prospect of its success, owing to
the opposition of the United States. The
Mail of Saturday last contained another
article on the same subject in which it
went fully into the trade question, and
gave some good advice to Mr. Laurier as
to his attitude with regard to this ques-
tion. The Mailsaid for itself that it had
given up believing in the immediate
practicability of commercial union
without in the slightest degree,
ceasing to helieve in its economic and
political soniidness. It therefore advises
Mr. Laurier, not to go on the assumption

" that Commercial Union can be obtained,
as it is little short of obtaining votes un-
der false_pretences to ignore the facts
and lead people to suppose that they can
obtain something which the other essen-
tial party to the covenant is not in the
mood or does not see his way to grant.
The Mail’s entire article is as completea
refutation of the arguments of those who
have been asking for Commercial Union
as any one could desire to see. It states
the objecfions of Mr. Josiah Quincy,
president of the Tariff Reform League of
Massachusetts, some of which we quote
here in the Mail’'s own language:—

Besides making the customs tariffs
identical it would be necessary, he said,
to asssimilate the internal revenue taxes,
whieh of itself would be a very serious
undertaking. The next difficulty would
arise in connection with the division of
the proceeds of the common system of
internal and customs taxation. “No

“ principle would seem to be possible
“ except the principle of division accord-
“inz to population as was done in the
“ (German Zollverein; yet with the great-
“ er wealth and greater consumption per
“ capita of the United States any division
“ of the receipts on that basis would be
“ unjust to us, and we should be taxing
“ ourselves for the benefit of the Cana-
“dians.” Then whenever the United
States wished to change its tariff, the
Washington Government, as a prelimin-
ary step, would have to secure the con-
sent of Canada to make a similar change

_in the Canadian tariff; or as Mr, Quincy
puts it, “the United States would be
“required ' practically to surrender to
“another country of one-tenth its popula-
“tion one of the 'most vitally important
“attributes of its sovereignty.” “Suppose’
he asked, “we should become involved
“in some dispute with England, would
*Canada be likely to consent to a change
“in the common tariff to enable us to
“strengthen our defences?” For these
and other reasons Mr. Quincy, whilst
realizing the benefits that would accrue
to both countries from unrestricted trade,
is convinced that the scheme is impossi-
ble. Senator Hoar, Senator Sherman,
Mr. Butterworth, and other leading Re-
publicans have reached the game conclu-
sion.

What we desire four readers to note
Lereis the fact that the objections to
Commercial Union, which Mr. Quincy
has stated so strongly and which the
Mail admits to be sound, sre not dif-
ficulties that are capable of being
removéed, but must always continue to
exist. Therefore although the Mail still
professes to believe in the economic and
political soundness of Commercial Union
it must, by its own showing, vontinue to
deny its practicability.

There is another point in this con-
nexion which is worthy of remark. The
men who have been advocating
Commercial Union with  the United
States are the same men who have
been loudest in denouncing imperial
federation. These men could see innum-
erable difficulties in a closer union be-
tween Canada and the mother country,
but they could see no difficulties what-
ever in a close union witha foreign coun-
try.: The argument is irresistable that
commercial union is a devic hostile to
the unity of the British Empire and that
its ulterior object is to bring about po-
litical union with the United States.
The Mail has done well to abandon the
advocacy of a measure so equivocal in its

tendencies and so hostile to British in-
terests.

THE LIBERAL LEADERSHIP.

Mr. Laurier spoke in Torontolasteven-
ing on the political issues of the day toa
large audience. The Liberal leader was
eloquent as usual, but did not electrify
his hearers by anything that was start-
ling ornew. This is what might have
been expected, for there is nothing par-
ticularly new inthe present political situ-
ation, nor is there any good reason for
believing that the next general election
will be held on issues different from those
that decided the contest in February, 1887,

Mr. Laurier’s motive in visiting On-
tario is to place bimself in line with the
Liberals of that Province, and obtain re-
cognition as their leader, yet it may be
doubted whether the time of his visit is
well chosen. Mr. Laurier is a French-
man and a Roman Catholic, and these
are points of difference between him and
the most extreme of the Ontario Grits
which are not to be ignored. The anti-
Jesuit agitation, which excited so
much  interest in Ontario, is a
matter  too recent to admit
of the Liberals who took partin it heart-
ily accepting as their leader a man who
is a son of the church first and a Cana-
dian afterwards. It might have been
well at the present juncture for the Grit
wire pullers to have kept their man in
the background, and thus avoided those
embarrassing issues which are sure to

. arige where questions of religion and
. politieal lines cross each other.
Mr. Laur‘er's leadership has never

| |
{ been heartily accepted in Ontario, where

| it has indeed been usually regarded as a
{sham. No one would ever have thought
| of making a_Quebec Frenchmen leader
| of the Grits, but for the hope that such
an arrangement might enable the Grits
to hold those French votes which were
lost to Sir John A. Macdonald when Riel
was hanged. Laurier therefore, if he re-
| presents anything in Canadian politics,
represenis Rielism and rebellion, and
while there- are some Grits who
probably would use these cries to
forward their political aspirations there
are others who will resent the leadership
of suclt g man, and abandon their party
rather thian their principles. It will
probably b&Tound that the importation
of Mr. Laurier, at the present time, into
Ontarig.is o mistike, and that the Grits
would hiave 'done better to let sleeping
dogs rest.

AMATEUR ATHLETES IN CANADA-

The success attending the annual
championship games of Canada and the
Maritime provinces, held at Toronto and
St. John respectively, on Saturday, last,
will tend greatly to heighten the interest
felt in athletics generally. At Toronto
thete were géthered togethier. many of
the' greatest atlilétes the world has ever
seen, ant in this fa¢t is the reason why,
‘few of Yhe ‘champion¥hips remained in
Canada. j i

St. John can boast of the ﬁn'e”sli meet
ever held in the Matitime provinces, that
of Baturday Nova Seolia‘and New Bruns-,
swick were both largely fepresenied and
the performances of the ‘various com-
petitors on that day were creditable in
the extreme and compared most” favor-
ably with' the records of their tipper
Canadian brethern.

Both St."John and Halifax have as
swift runners and as good jumpers as
Montreal and Toronto, and"it needs only
a little inducement to 'tdevélop' these
tendencies. Those who would indalge
in out-door sport here have not had'ther
opportunities in *imes past that they
have now, but every year sees anincrease
in the number of athletes and a lowering
of their records.

Unfortunately the same day was
chosen for the meets of the two Canadian
associations, or undoubtedly the Province
of Quebec would have been represented
at Toronto, as well as the United States
and England. But next year another
opportuaity will be afforded, and not
only should representatives be sent to
contest the claims of the Maritime
Provinces to a place among the
champions, but they should bear back
the laurels as a tribute of victory.

THE CARNIVAL DEFICIT.

The committee of the Common Council
before which the deficits arising from
the Carnival and electric light exhibition
were placed has audited the accounts,
but has as yet taken no step towards
recommending their payment. The sum
is understood to be in the vicinity of
$2,000, which is not a large sum for a
city to pay fcr a week’s amusement. We
think that this inatter should be dealt
with by the committee and by the Com-
mon Council at once. If the city is not to
pay these bills this decision cannot be
known too soon ; if they are to be paid
let them be paid at once. If the city does
not pay the bills the burden of liquidat-
ing them will fall on private individuals,
many of whom have already contributed
largely to the carnival funds. In our
opinion the city should pay these bills,
but if this is not to be done then let the
decision be known at once.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

A combination of Mowat and Mercier
as leaders in the next Dominion elections
is talked of in Quebec. As both Mr,
Mowat and Mr. Mercier have about all
they can attend to while managing the
affairs of their own Provinces, this com-
bination will probably not materializ>.
Mr. Mowat is too good a man to be
associated with Mr. Mercier in any
political movement.

There seems to be no doubt that the
Liverpool cotton ring, which was engin-
eered by Mr. Steenstrand with a view to
raise the price of cotton, has been
smashed. - The spinners simply closed
their mills and refused to purchase cot-
ton while the price was high and, as
large quantities of cotton were coming in,
the result was a collapse. The St. John
and other white cotton mills of Canada
were closed for a week,owing to the high
price of cotton and the low price of man-
ufactured goods, but they will resume
operations on Thursday.

Angeles. Since 1887 the declines in val-
ues have been enormous. Property
which then in the aggregate sold for
$403,980 would not now bring, it is said
$90, 000. Sixty town gites, comprising
79,350 town lots, has but a total of less
than 2,500 inhabitants.
¢ Chicago Park, with 2,286 lots. has one
inhabitant, a watchman who guards the
leading hotel. Border City, with 1,920
lots platted, has not even got a watch-
man. About six towns are in a similar
condition. A number of these are regu-
larly laid out with streets, ce-
ment sidewalks and sewers that empty
into nothing. The present taxes, which
were assessed at the highest point of the
boom, are causing great hardship among
the poorer proper ty holders.

The two documents
in question are the original manuscript
of Geerge Washington’s farewell

and the letter of Christopher Columbus
announcing the discovery of America.

Tne magnitude of the foreign trade of
London’s docks is not readily grasped.
Last year 79,000 sea going vessels entered
and cleared from the port, an average of
216 for every day in the year, these ves-
sels having a tonnage of 20,609,000 tons
and carrying cargoes of the value of 226
millions  sterling. Liverpool alone ap-
proaches London in the extent of its for-
eign commerce, with an annualshipping
tonnage of 16,135,000 tons, and a trade of
nearly 209 millions. The great bulk of
the cocoa, coffee, tea, wool and materials
entering into the manufacture of che-
mical products are imported thronfh
London, but breadstaffsienter principally
at Liverpool. The great prop of the Mer-
sey port is the Atlantictrade, which con-
stitutes more than one-half its commerce,
while the Australian trade is practically
wholly centered in London, as well as
the continental trade.

CHAPTER 1V,

BARON'S
QUESTIONED.

At noon on the foHowing day, the
third of the strange appearance of the
alleged Baron Porzig, of New Dresden,
Idaho, in New York, the syndicate
operating the New Dresden cattle inter-
ests assembled at the palatial residence
of John de Land, Esq.

styles, by a ¢ ﬂd'of some
thirty money kings, who, as Miss de
Land has explained, control the wealth
of New York. The Trust: hey' assjdunous-
1y selected the people to whom these
residences have been sold, declining to
allow any structures within the sacred
and resiricted area to. be leased of rent-
ed. It has declined absolutely all offers
however munificent, from any of the
suddenly made rich and any, to them un-
desirable people who are outside the pale
of the “Four Hundred.” The Trust also
purchased or ‘leased indefinitely the
lands bordering the area that it might
prevent the erection in the vicinity of
tenement houses and manufactories and
any near approach of tradespeople’
Fromall the streets and by-ways leading
from the area where any memberof the
“ Four Hundred” might by any poss-
ibility desire to walk or drive those
peculiar structures known as shanties
which once composed the homes of that
great populous and wonderful vot-
ing and laboring section termed Shanty-
town, have been totally obliterated.
Where single squares contained 300
families of Shantytownites, so essential
in elections, the ground has been swept
clean of them and of goats, horses, sheep,
cattle, dogs, cats, and hogs which dwelt
withymén, children and women under
single roofs.  Of all the vast expanse cov-
ered by the municipality of New York,
the West End alone has high-water
pressure, and no pumps are required to
get the desirable Croton liquid (which
has cost the inhabitants about $100,000
000 to date, to pacify contraetors at a
violation of common law and constitu-
tions which forbid competition by
municipal and governmnental enterprises
wit’ citizens), into upper stories, and
consequently tanks are not needed on
roofs. The sacred area is also under
the dominion of the Park Commissioners
with park police who appear within
its sacred precinets in full dress of costly
gray texture, to distinguish them from
the vulgar blue suits'and big brass but-
tons of ordinary policemen, Mellifluent,
incandescent, tr t and tr
dent lights are housed in elaborate,
chandeliers at the street corners to
illuminate the fashionable pedestrian all

Cape Breton Railway.

The whole line of railway, comprising
ninety-eight miles of main line and two
miles of siding will be opened by the first
of July next.
