FARMERS ABANDON
FIGHT AGAINST FLOOD

Efforts to Repair Levees on
the Kern River Unsuc-
cessful.

Bakersfield, Cal.,, May 13.—Hundreds
of farmers along the Kern river, who
have been working night and day to
prevent inroads of the water and the
inundation of their lands, to-day
gave up the fight and relinquished to
the triumphant flood waters
acres of wheat and barley lands.

A few in desperation are still fight-
ing the flood, but the breaks in the
river levees grow hourly wunder the
pressure of the water and the attempt
of work to rebuild the levees tempor-
airly has failed.

The principal loss so far sustained
has been from  dnundation although
some stock and machinery has been
destroyed.

Farmers here declare that the trouble
is traceable to the refusal of large cat-
tle owing firms to permit the farmers
to repair the levees, before the melting

mountain snow swelled the river,

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DIGGERS BUSY ON
“MURDER RANCH”

DISTRICT ATTORNEY
DIRECTING WORK

Neighbors Believe More Discov-
eries Will Be
Made.

—

Mariposa, Cal., May 13.—Workmen
.engaged in digging for bones on the
McCoy “murder ranch” to-day un-
earthed a plain solid gold band ring,
with a letter “W” engraved on the in-
side. It was found near the place
where a skeleton, believed to be that
of Samuel Wilson, who disappeared
after a quarrel with the late owner of
the ranch, was found.

This discovery convinced the auth-
orities that at last they have found
the explanation of the mystery of
Wilson’s death, which has been hid-
den for over 30 years:.

Men are engaged to-day in digging
up the whole place in-the vicinity in
search of more skeletons to add to the
four already unearthed.

The secret tunne} leading from the
cellar of the house to the well, about
which the bodies of several of the vic-
timg were buried, was explored and
was found to be a well constructed
passage lined with stones,

Under direction of the district at-
torney a careful search is being made
of the premises. The neighbors have
taken up the work and many of them
believe that more discoveries are cer-
tain to be made.

Many stories are being told of the
eccentricities and peculiarities of Me-
Coy. The older residents now say that
there always was an air of mystery
about him, and relate many instances
which at the time led them to think
that his mind was affected.

ROOSEVELT ON
TOLSTOI’'S BOOKS

4

Declares Weak Persons Are In-
fluenced Evilly by Rus-
sian Author.

New York, May 13.—Theodore Roose-
velt, in the current number of the Out-
look ' declares: ]

“There was but one point in the
platform of either party in 1908 which
contained any element of menace to
the peace of the world. This was the
plank in the Bryan platform which de-
manded the immendiate exclusion by
law of all Asiastic laborers and there-
fore the Japanese, Coupled with this
was an utterly meaningless plank
about the navy, which was, however,
intended to convey the impression
that we ought to have a navy only for
the defence of our coasts, that is,
merely a defensive navy or in other
words a ‘quite useless navy.” ”

Proceeding, Col, Roosevelt discussed
Count Tolstoi, saying that wherever
his influence has been felt, it has been
for evil. He explains that if the reader
is strong enough to discriminate, some-
thing good. can be got from Tolstoi's
writing’ but makes clear his opinion
that weak persons are influenced evilly
by the great Russian author,

JAPANESE: IN THE
STATE OF CALIFORNIA

Bureau of Labor Statistics Will
Gather Data From
Employers.

San Francisco, Cal.. May 13.—At-
taches of the state bureau of labor
statistics are making preparations to-
day to begin gathering data regarding
Japanese in California. The work will
be started Monday, and is expected
to occupy several months. It was
provided for by an act of the last
legislature, which appropriated $10,-
000 for this purpose.

Every employer of Japanese in Cali-
fornin will be given blanks upon which
he will be requested to furnish a com-
plete list of those in his employ. He
will also be asked for information con-
cerning the wages, with or without
board, the nature of work the Japan-
ese are doing, the season in which they
work and whether they are employed
under contract.

The blank is in four pages, the
gsecond and third being devoted exclu-
sively to eondition of employment, re-
lationg between white and Japanese
employees,  progress of Japanese and
the employer’s opinion of the relative
efficiency of the Japanese and whites.

Washington, May 13.—Tuberculosis
in New York has increased 33 per cent.
in two years, according to an assertion
made by Nathan Strauss, of New York,
in a letter read at the fifth annual
meeting of the National Association for
the prevention of tuberculosis, which
convened at the New Willard hotel
here to-day.

Straus declared that his assertion
was borne out by the official statistics
of New York. The reascn for this in-
crease, he said, was tha* Aeirr cows
are neglected., He said tuat the aboli-
tion of tuberculosis would  begin
only when it was made a crime
to sell milk from tubercular cows, un-
less it had been properly pasteurized.

NOT A BELIEVER
IN PROHIBITION

KANSAS CITY MINISTER
EXPRESSES HIS VIEWS,

Rev. Dr. Brady Declares Spir-
ituous Liquor Has a Right.
Use.

Kansas City, Mo., May 13.—“When a
man is personally attacked for a pub-
lic utterance mpon a question of pub-
lic policy, it is time for those who
think as he does to declare themselves
and stand up and be counted,” de-
clared Rev, Cyrus Townsend Brady to-
day in commenting on the action of
Rev. Wallace Short, in denouncing pro-
hibition legislation.

In an open letter to the public yes-
terday afternoon, Dr. Brady said in
part:

“In view of the outrageous comments
upon the entirely sane, reasonable and
temperate sermon “of Rev. W‘allzgﬁce
Short, of the. Congregationaj chureh,
L dggire wo say thdv Lénderse hisWosi-
stign; that I do not belleve in so-called
legislative prohibition, that" T am’ op~
posed to it as a theory and in prae-
tice. The decalogue is made up of
prohibitions, but the prohibitions of
things which are so - .absolutely in-
trinsically wrong that there cannot be
the faintest question as to their im-
propriety.

“In ethical content the command-
ments prohibit crime. I am nog one of
those who are prepared to say that it
is a -erime to drink a glass of yine, or
a glass of beer, or that there are not
circumstances .and conditions when a
drink .of whisky is proper. Spirituous
liquor has a right use. It is the abuse
that it to be condemned, 1ot the uses.
In saying this I am quite aware that
the ‘'earnest but misguided so-called
temperance advocate wil] immediately
class me with the drunkard and de-
fenders of the Jow, immoral and ille-
gal saloons as already has been the
case; itds possible that some even will
2o so far as to say to me, as they have
said to Mr. Short, that we take our
position for what we can get out of
it directly or indirectly. I shall not
dignify any such charges by' any .dis-
claimer nor shall I in turn revert to
the - policy or practice’ of personal
abuse. .

CRISIS IS OVER

STOLYPIN TRIUMPHS
OVER ‘HIS ENEMIES

Instructed by the Emperor to
Prepare New Navy  °

St. Petersburg, May 11.—With the o_f-
ficial approval of the Czar upon his
policy as president of the council of
ministers, Premier Stolypin began to-
day, under Nicholas’ instructions, to
draw up new regulations for the em-
bodiment of a navy staff bill, and to
submit the bill to the Emperor aftgr
it had been discussged by the council.

The sanction of the Czar to the acts
and attitude of Stolypin is regar_ded
here as proof positive that the cablqet
crisis has passed and that Stolypin,
triumphing over hig enemies, wil] re-
main premier.

BISHOP GALLOWAY DEAD.
Distinguished Churchman Passes
Away at Jackson, Miss.

Jackson, Miss.,, May 12.—Charles
Betts Galloway, bishop of the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church, south, since 1886
died here to-day,

Bishop Galloway was president of
the board of education of the Methodist
Episcopal church, south, and was one
of the most distinguished churchmen
in America, In 1901 he was chosen to
preach the opening sermon at the
Ecumenical conference in Londen. In
the capacity of *“friendly messenger”
he represented his branch of the
church at the general conference of the
Methodist Church of Canada in 1886.
He served in a similar capacity at the
Wesleyan conference in England in
1892 and was a member of the Ecumen-
ical Methodist conference in Washing-
ton in 1891. He made two official trips
to Japan, China and Korea to visit the
missions and three times was sent to
Brazil on similar work.

While working among the yellow
fever victims in Vicksburg in 1878, he
contracted the fever and it was report+
ed that he had died of the scourge.
His obituary was written and he was
widely mourned. Bishop Galloway was
sixty years of age. He was born in
Kosciusko, Miss.

Paris, May 12.—The strike of the
government postal, telegraph and tele-
phone employees will .not reach an
acute stage until parliament finishes its
debate upon the demands of the strik-
ers. The debate will probably end to-
morrow and trouble may ensue, as
there appears little prospect of the
government surrendering without 2
struggle,

Leaders of the strikers declare that
by to-night the entire mail and tele-
graph service will be. tied up. This will
leave the wireless between France and
England as the only means of com-
munication with the outside world.

The government announced this af-
ternoon that it would probably quit
attempting to run a railway mail ser-
vice, and rely entirely upon automo-
biles to transport letters. :

Big machines with guards of soliders
and experienced chauffeurs are pre-
pared for the new service.

The order 'for a genera]l strike was
issued by the federal committee of the
employees following the adjournment
yesterday afternoon of the Chamber of
Deputies, - After a stormy session the
deputies decided to postpone the de-
bate on the interpellations on the pos-
tal situation until to-morrow. This ac-
tion precipitated the strike, and the
railway mail clerks walked out. Soon
after a meeting of 6,000 postal em-
ployees took up the battle and unani-
mously voted to strike.

It is feared that there will be a
serious outbreak to-night and the au-
thorities ‘are taking every precaution
against such an event., Cavalry and
police reserves are stationed about the
city where they can do the most to-
ward suppressing any roits.

No printed matter was delivered to-
day and few letters were moved. Car-
riers outside the city are threatening
to join the strike and the situation is
growing worse hourly.

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A WORD WITH A WORKINGMAN.

A workingman is good enough to hint
that the Times might with advantage
to itself, and possibly to the advantage
of the community, devote more space
to the discussion of questions of spe-
cial interest to workingmen, The wetk-
ingman, using the term in its restricted
gense (in this country there are few
drones in the hive), we take it, is prim-
arily interested in the improvement of
his material condition and prospects.
That proposition being accepted, will
he believe us when we claim that.there
are matters of more vital importance
to him than the length of the Work-
ing day, the rate of pay per hour, or
the nature of the general relations be-
tween employer and employee. These
things may be regulated to a limited
extent by co-operation and concerted
action through the instrumentality of
unions. - But there are surely matters
more vital than these, such as educa-
tion, 'taxation, and pure, honest admin-
istration . of -the public estate (the na-
tural inheritance of all the people), in
which we fear the workingman does
not display as discriminating intelli-
gence as he ought:to do.

For example, is our mentor awars2,
are his fellow workingmen alive to the
fact, that there is a powerful element
in the population of Canada constantly
bringing strong pressure to bear upon
the federal ‘government looking to a
considerable increase of taxation? The
intelligent workingman yeads the news-
papers. He therefore knows what Is
mow going on'at Washington, There he
sees the results of permitting the po-
litical machinery of .the country. to
pass under control of so-called protec-
tionists. He ouvght to know what the
objects of these barnacles upon the in-
dustrial life of the country are. Within
the last twenty years the United States
‘has produced hundreéds of millionaires
‘and Some. few billionaires. These men
‘have ‘made ‘their piles\out of pickings
&rom the pockets of the&;}mmon peo-
iple,” that is from the pocke&ts principal-
1y of:the agricultural classes, the arti-
san ¢lasses, and the classes which live
upon . salaries; The baldnce has beéfy
made’ ‘from the “deVélopment. oOf the
wonderful wealth of the republic. But’
for the high tariff the elements- which
are the blood of evéry coZmunity
would have been ablé to ‘prqcu;‘e_the
necessafi’é*s-of their daily life at rea-
sonable . prices, because the competi-
tion from outside sources: would have
forced prices’ dewn to a4 normal eco-
nomic¢ level. Does ‘the workingman see
the result? Monopoly flourished under
the McKinley tariff law, it waxed more
opulent under the.succeeding. Dingley
tariff law. Yet it is not satisfied, al=»
though each act was progressively
higher than the other. It is' more glurt-
tonous now than ever, notwithstand-
ing that it has had “both feet in the
trough” for several years. It has cap-
tured the House of Representatives
and the Senate—the Payne or the Alc}-
rich tariff bill is going to be higher
than any measure that preceded gi.
The vast natural resources of. the
United States under a débased political
system are being exploited for the
benefit of an infinitesimal proportion
of the population, All this is going on
under the subterfuge that it is for th~
benefit of the workingman. The fat
plutocrat and the cori'upt political
Leeler laugh in their sleeves, and the
condition of the masses is in such sharp
contrast to the condition of the classes
in this great :free republic, intended
by its founders to be an object lesson
in equality to the whole, world, as to
éxcite -expressions of astonishment
from visitors who are familiar with the
circumstances of the slum dwellers of
some of the great cities if Europe.

‘We submit, therefore, that one of the
matters which should excite the con-
cern of the workingman of Canada is
the government of the country. He
should ask himself and his neighbor
whether it is being well governed or
#1 gfoverned; whether its affairs are
being administered in what appear to
be the true interests of all the people
or in the interests of merely a section
of the people. He might ask himself. as
a trustee#Bf one of the most splen-
did estates that ever came into the
possession of man whether British Co-
lumbia is being.governed in the inter-
ests of all the ‘people or wehther a few
of the people are being endowed with
most of that which belongs to all the
people, He has read much in the news-
papers of late. of the enormous value
of our timber, of the alienation of mil-
lions of acres of it (for the most part
to aliens), and of great fortunes having
‘been made by the mere act of transfer-
rence. Does that appeal to the mind of
the workingman as something worthy
of his commendation and support?
Does he realise his responsibility? Or
does he regard himself as a mere pei-
sonal or political abstraction, who
should not concern himself about such

things because they do not touch his:

madteria] life? v

INTERNATIONAL SPORTS.

A further illustration of the “Ameri-
canization of Canada” was seen in To-
ronto, one of the super-loyal cities of
Canada, a week ago. The occasion was
the opening of the baseball season.
The Lieutenant-Governor of the prov-
ince pitched the first ball of the game,
a Minister of the Crown in .the provin-
cfal government, dressed in _all the
panoply: of the man behind the bat,
caught "it, and a controller of the
municipal government ‘‘swatted at it.”
But there may be consolation for those
jealous for the fair fame of the Domin-
ion in the fact that none of these per
formers did his work well, Hon. J. M.
Gibson, we~-are told, ‘‘did not coms
within a mile of the plate” with his
delivery, Controller Geary did not act
as if he could have seen the ball even
if it had been within reach of his
mighty club, while Hon, Hon. W. J.
Hzln;le\ seemed so uncomfortable in his
accoutrdments of chest protector, mask
and glove that it. was a positive relixf
to the seven or eight thousand people
assembled in honor of the great Ameri-
can game when the official part of the
ceremony was over and he proceeded
to disrobe, Stii]l there remains the fact
that the thousands of people
there, that the game they came out for
to see is distinctively American, and
that the playeers were all hired on the
other side of the line to make a holi-
day for the Canadian people. Further-
more it seems to be true that the Can-
adian national game, the joy and pride
and the means of relaxation for Can-
adian boys who are not yet .all old
boys, besides the delight .of Canadian
girls who never will be old girls, is
suffering an eclipse. The blight of pro-
fessionalism . has fallen upon it and
threatens to uproot it from the hearts
of the people. A cure may be effected
in course of time, Yet it is true in this
matfer of sports that‘we cannot sep-
arate ourselves from our environment.
Baseball flourishes in the United States
because it seems to ‘be  specially adapt-
ed to the temperament and the ‘genius
of the people of this Ameritan conti-
nent. It is taking root in Canada be-
cause the soil on the northern side of
the imaginary line which ‘“marks” the
boundary*is net essentially different
from the soil on the southern side of
the boundary. The professional ath-
letes of Canada and the United States
can play baseball every day and there-
fore amuse their patrons every day
during such limited space of time as
in this country c¢an be set a,side for
amusement. Lacrosse players . cannot
play the game every day. There must
be intervals for rest and recuperation.

The Victoria City Council has de-
cided to formally offer the Esquimalt
Water Works Company the handsome
sum of mine hundred-thousand dollars
for all its works from Parson’s Bridge
to Goldstream. The probability is that
the company will not consider the
tender in the same light as the ma-
jority of the people of Victoria. The
latter will certainly be of the opinion
that the council has gone to the limit
of liberality.s It is, to say the least,
doubtful if the ratepayers could be in-
duced to endorse a by-law calling for
the expenditure of a larger sum for
There is a very
of public

any such purpose.
strong and active current.
opinion that, when the supply of water
procurable from Elk Lake has been
demonstrated by actual experience to
be inade€équate for municipal purposes,
the necessary increase of supply should
be sought at Sooke Lake. It appears
to us—and we express this opinion
v with becoming deference—that the
publie mind is not as well informed
upon the matter as it ought to be con-
sidering the importance of the propo-
sition. A prolonged agitation by con-
flicting interests hag tended to create
confusion.

In the first place, the city has grown
so rapidly of late that it is just a ques-
tion whether authorities have not
over-estimated the limits of the time
that Elk Lake can safely be relied up-
on as a source of water supply. This
notwithstanding the fact that many
observant persons hold that ‘the wa-
ters of the lake are steadily fed. from
subterranean channels or “springs.”
There is something more definite than
a suspicion that the experience of the
coming summer will convince the most
skeptical or the most optimistic of the
necessity of immediately securing a
new source of domestic water supply. !

In the second place, there is some
misapprehension respecting the cost of
making mnecessary improvements at
Sooke Lake and piping water to the
city. The lake has a capacity of
twenty million gallons or mére ‘per day,
but any .estimates that have been:fur-
nished of the cest of laying a conduit
have been based upon a pipe.of a
capacity of five millions ofgalions per
day.: . .Consequently . theiéstimdted . ex-
penditures—and:let thefact be remem-
bered that they are:only:“estimates’-—
would ‘not place the full i capacity of
Sooke Lake at our:dispésition.

In the third place, the experlences ol
the tramway company with the waters

of Goldstream during. the past two
years have created an_altogether er-

roneous impression in respect of the
capagity of that systetm ag & possible
solirce of “doemstic water supply. The
street railway company drew from res-
ervoirs of the Esquiaml Water Works
Company during the greater part of
the years mentioned sufficient water to
supply a city of possibly two hundred
thousand of a population. So that,
putting aside altogether the contention
of the engineers of the Esquimalt com-
pany that they have added measurably
to the capacity of Goldstream lakes by
recent improvements, if the existing
supply were properly conserved and
used as required by the city, there is
plenty of water there for a greater
Population than anyone need contem-
plate at the present time. Taken in
conjunction with Elk Lake, which :is
a valuable property and will always
bel usefu] for'certain purpeses, the com-
bined systems would prove all that
could be desired.

In the fourth place, the acquirement
of the Goldstream property would place
the entire water system ° of = the
city in the hands of the municipality.
That is a.consummation very much to
be desired. 1t is a matter which has
been under discussion for years, and
which must be settled sooner or later,
and apparently can only be effectively
disposed of in the manner -we have in-
dicated.

We hope, therefore, that in the in-
terests of all concern&i the sharehold-
ers of the Esquin'_xalt company will ac-
cept the offer which has been made by
the city. According to competent auth-
orities who have made indepernident :in-
vestigation, such a sum would amply
recoup them for all their ouflay and
return a reasonable rate of interest
upon their investment. s

Moreton Frewen, Addresses Members
of Canadian club at Vancouver,

Vancouver, May 13.—At the 'Cana-
dian. Club luncheon yesterday after-
noon, ‘when Moreton:Frewen, financier,
was the guest and prinefpal speaker,
W. H. Malkin presided in the absence
of President Ellis.

Mr. Frewen's . subject --was. “Cur-
rency.” He dwelt upon the effect which
last year's fall in silver had on the
export trade between Vancouver and
other Pacific coast ports and the Orient
and. strongly advocated .the need of
doubling. the .present . gold price of sil-
ver, )

“The plan I shall outline,” he told
hig audience; ‘“‘is at least a safe and
conservative one. It was invented by
the Royal Currency Commission, which
reported in 1888, and is the same policy
as was advocated by Mr. Gosehen,
when he was chancellor of the exché-
quer _in 1891, With, such foster parents
there is no element of orthodoxy want-
ing. I have spent a great deal of time
in the Orient watching this question,
