ANTHRACITE COAL

Deposits in Massachusetts Likely to 
be Developed.

NEW YORK, Oct. 4.—Deposits of an­
thracite coal In Massachusetts; which 
were once operated on a large scale, 
may lie again utilized If the present 
situation continues, says a Boston de­
spatch to the Times. In 1835 a bed of 
anthracite was discovered In Mansfield, 
which has since been explored and with 
others in that place proved to be of 
considerable importance, 
thought at the tim.> that they would 
develop Into extensive and valuable 
coal fields.

Three companies opened pits in dif­
ferent places, but times were hard and 
operations were suspended in 1838, in 
the hope of obtaining aid from the state 
to resume them on a larger scale.

gorgeous procos-NEW YORK, Oct. 4.—Coal dealers im 

this city were dismayed by the 
that President Roosevelt’s efforts to ef­
fect a settlement of the differences be­
tween the anthracite operators and the 
miners had come to naught. Coal re­
tailed in the tenement districts is 
selling at 30 cents a pail, which makes 
a ton cost 237.50. For a number of 
years the Salvation Army has bought 
large quantities of coal to sell to the 
poor at the rate of three cents a pail. 
One of the officers has announced, how­
ever, that the army is unable to obtain 
a supply for the coming winter. A firm 
of miners and dealers, which shipped a 
year ago, 2,500 tons of anthracite to 
Rouen, France, as an experlent. has 
found that the coal was not used, and 
has brought It back, and sold It here 
for delivery on its arrival. Although 
the cost of reshipment to this country 
is calculated at $4 a ton, even at this 
rate the deal will be a profitable one. 
A steamer will sail early next month 
for this port with 6.000 tons Scotch 
thracite. This will be the first Importa­
tion of Scotch coal. Thus far more than 
50,000 tons of foreign anthracite has 
been brought to this port since the 
strike reached an acute stage. The 
great bulk of th's was purchased by the 
Gas and Elevated Railroad'Companies.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 8.—The great 
coal conference between the president 
and representatives of the operators 
and miners came to am end at the 
temporary White House at 4.66 this 
afternoon with a failure to reach an 
agreement. Apparently the rock upon 
which the conference split was recog­
nition of the miners’ union. The presi­
dent had urged the contending parties 
to cease strife Im the Interests of pub­
lic welfare; the miners through thelf 
president had expressed a willingne 
to submit difference to arbitration of 
a tribunal to be named by the presi­
dent and to enter Into an agreement to 
abide by terms fixed by the arbitration 
for a period of from one to five years, 
and the employers through the presi­
dents of the railroad amd coal compan­
ies and a leading Independent mine 
operator had squarely refused arbitra­
tion, had denounced the miners’ organi­
sation as a lawless and anarchistic 
body, with which they could and would 
have no dealings, had demanded fed­
eral troops to ensure complete protec­
tion to workers and their families in 

.the mining region and court proceed­
ings against the miners’ 
had offered. If the men returned to 
work, to submit their grievances at the 
Individual collieries to the decision of 
the Judges of the court of 
pleas for the district of Pennsylvania 
In which the colliery was located.

About forgotten books. William S.
Walsh writes in the Era Magazine:

■ The world, we have been assured 
time and again, knows nothing of Its 
greatest men. Perhaps It is equally 
ignorant about its greatest books. Are 
we quite sure that the idols in our lit­
erary pantheon are arrayed In their 
due order of precedence? The rules of 
precedence change, and who shall as­
sert that those prevalent at any given 
time are the final ones? But, above 
all, are we quite certain that there may 
not be a notable work of genius lying 
unnoticed and unknown amid the 
xvrecks of the river of time—waiting 
only for some lucky accident that shall 
reveal it in all Its beauty to an aston­
ished world?

Such accidents with such results 
have been frequent In the history of 
the past. Indeed, such accidents have 
preserved or have revealed to the world 
no Insignificant proportion of its 
acknowledged master-pieces.

The books of the Bible themselves 
have experienced the 
capes from what might have resulted 
In their total loss. The most notable 
example is that of Deuteronomy, which 
disappeared from the Jewish 
for over a century. The story of its 
rediscovery by the high priest Hezekl- 
ah during the reign of good King Jo- 
siah is set forth In the Old Testament.

Shakespeare was practically forgot­
ten in the days when Addison wrote 
his Account of the Greatest English 
Poets, with never & mention of the 
name of the very greatest. Yet It was 
very shortly afterward that Shake­
speare was resuscitated.

Fitzgerald’s Omar Khayyam and 
Blackmore's Lorna Doone dropped still­
born from the press and later won a 
sudden popularity by accident,

are four mines In all. The most pecu­
liar feature In connection with this In­
dustry Is that the mineral is mined In 
three pf the principal mines by con­
victs condemned to life and lengthy 
sentences of penal servitude. The rea­
son for this Is that crime hi Roumanla 
Is practically unknown, and there Is 
no death penalty. Under these circum­
stanced the compulsory mining of the 
convicts is beneficial both to the gov­
ernment and the laborers. In the case 
of the mine where convict labor is not 
employed, the quarrying is performed 
by peasants, the work being assisted 
as far as possible by the most up-to- 
date mechanical time and labor-saving 
appliances for the employment of 
which skilled labor is essential. In all 
there are about one thousand convicts 
at work In the three mines.

The convicts are not provided with 
any mechanical apparatus whatever, 
the whole of the work being performed 
by hand, each convict having to quarry 
a specific quantity of salt daily. The 
mines are controlled by a state official, 
whose ^position is similar to that of 
governor of a prison. The mines are 
thoroughly well ventilated and Illum­
ined with electric light, so that the lot 
of the convicts is somewhat alleviated, 
though to those who are serving life 
sentences it represents a living grave. 
The mines are worked In galleries, and 
the pure white crystal presents a weird 
and peculiar aspect, especially In re­
flecting the fitful electric light. The 
main shaft terminates at the bottom 
in a huge apartment with a dome­
shaped roof, and from which all the 
working galleries radiate. The mine 
contains a chapel and numerous other 
apartments, all cut out of the salt by 
the prisoners.

The director keeps a record of the 
name of each convict who enters the 
mines, his conduct and the efficiency 
and quantity of his work. Periodical­
ly the King of Roumanla visits the 
mines and examines the official record, 
and In those Instances where the re­
sults warrant such action, he extends 
a free pardon to the prisoner, or at 
any rate reduces the length of his sent­
ence, so that good conduct and efficient 
work is an Incentive to a royal par­
don.—Golden Penny.
