thu latter class, the perjured, wo Im^o to 
say that our Authorities will nut be doing 
their duty if every тю of them does not 
suffer thu extreme penalty of the law— 
they are, if possible, xvoi-ье tlmn ihe mur 
doier—no man is eqfe with them—they 
would ewoar awuv a life the same as they 
have sworn for the homicide—society is 
not safe as long as these creatures are uu* 
punished, and no jury can decide “ ac- 
cot ding to the evidence,” where such mis­
creants exist.—Veiily they are “ the most 
virtuous—the finest plsiniry in the world.’*

Murder.—We regret having to reef, 
a most melancholy and afflicting circu 
stance, which hu resulted in the cr 
murder on Sumiay night last of a re*pe, 
able and inoffensive inhabitant of 
The circumstances a* far as we have bee 
able to collect them are these :—It n 
pears that on the evening above name., 
M G C. Yerxi, wire kept the Temiacour.. 
Hotel, in Ibis city, accompanied by tw . 
Other j>ersons, were returning home i- 
sleigh, and when about four miles frta:i 
town they fell iri company wifi» three pet 
sons on a sled, whom they passed, it WouU 
appear rather sgainst their wishes, and by 
whom they were closely followed 
they reached the house at the head of the 
marsh kept by Mr. Leitrh, into whose 
horse-shed btrth parties turned, lleie 
words ensued between some of the par 
ties, on which a wretch named Patrick 
Mullen seized a stake from his sleJ and 
struck Mr. Yerxa, without we believe the 
slightest provocation, several blows on bis 
head, which felled him to the ground and 
of which he died in a few hours afterward 
Thus lias another peaceable man fallen a 
victim to the hellish machinations of tlm* 
reckless gang who have lately infesre» 
this City and the Parish of Portland, ami 
whose crimes have too long been ailoweo 
to go unpunished. The other two met 
with MtiHin were William Lantiinharr 
and llichard Dinn. Having immediately 
decamped, they were on Monday pursue.; 
towards Black Hiver, where traces were 
found of them, but it was not until WW- 
fiend a y that the last two named were lenton 
and brought to town ; they were fotnU 
concealed ill the house of a man named 
liley. The principal agre.;sor, Mull'n, 
having left his companions, and approach­
ing near tlm cily on Wednesday night, 
struck off fur Kennebeckacis Island, where 
he was traced to the house of some of his 
relations and thete captured by the High 
Constable, Mr. Stock ford, 
itablu perseverance in pursuing and liunt- 
ing out these murderers is beyond all 
praise ; he was accompanied by his ble­
ther, George Stock fold.

On Monday a Coroner’s Inquest was 
held on the body of Mr. YttttiA, which 
continued its examinations until yestei 
day, when a Verdict was returned of 
Wilful Murder against Mullin. Such n 
lengthened examination on a Coroners 
Jury, probably never before took place in 
this city, and we learn it occurred not only 
from a determination on the part of tlm 
Jury to sift this truly cruel affair 
bottom, but because of several person» 
who were brought before lhorn, (not how­
ever directly concerned in the out»age ) 
having wantonly ami shamefully peljured 
themselves, in older to screen the delin­
quent flora justice.—Of the murderer wo 
have only to say that ho U now in thu 
hands of the law,—justice will no doubt 
be done, and fortunate will it bo fur him, 
if, аз he lias muted out to his fellotvyun 
the same is not meted out to him : bu* of 
thu latter class, the perjured, wu have to 
say that our Authorities will nut he doing 
their duty if every one of them does not 
suffer the extreme penalty of the law— 
they are, if possible, worse than the mui - 
deier—no man is safe with them—they 
would swear away a lifu the same as they 
have sworn for the homicide—society is 
not safe as long as these creatures are un­
punished, and no jury can decide 
cotding to the evidence,” where such mis­
creants exist.—Veiily they are “ the most 
virtuous—the finest pisinlry in the world.”

Thu Supremo Court being now sitting 
the trial of these parties will no doubt 
take place in u few days.
