Ottawa, Ont., June 13—The per­
turbation and uneasin 
frid Laurier is causing much Interest 
and some amusement in Ottawa. It 
appears that the Liberal leader has 
been dwelling upon the events of 
the last month of the parliamentary 
session. He ha» gone step by step 
over the defeat of the Naval Aid Bill 
by the Liberal majority in the Senate 
at his orders. It has dawned upon 
him that the activity of one or two 
of his French Canadian followers in 
the upper house were much too no­
ticeable ; that the game was badly 
played; that, while the plot was all 
right from the purely local point 
view in Quebec, it was likely to 
the Liberal party a great deal 
damage in other phrts of Canada.

Sir Wilfrid has been much agitat­
ed over the fact that the Nationalist 
influence in the Senate was so open­
ly exerted aa to have become a mat­
ter of public comment in those parts 
of the country where it could not be 
expected to do him or his party any 
political good.

Miss Cook told 
the story of the prisoner’s stay in the 
Home, of her giving birth to a child 
and of her leaving the Home with the 
intention of going to Sackville to give 
the baby into the keeping of her 
cousin, on April 16th. Miss Cook 
identified the clothing which the baby 
wore when found, as having been 
made iu the Home. She would 
swear, however, that it was the same 
clothing which wle worn by the 
prisoner's child, wheat it was taken 
from the Home.

The twig extended through the whole 
hand and it was necessary for the wit­
ness to unclasp the 'hand so tightly 
was it clenched. Witness did not 
think the mark on the child’s neck 
could have been made by a neck 
chain such as children wear. Even if 
a fleshy child wore such a chain and it 
was rather tight there would be_no 
permanent mark.

When found the child was clean and 
showed evidence of attention. The 
time elapsing since death could not 
be judged by rusty pins In the cloth­
ing of the infant. Reverting to the 
cord around the child’s necek Dr. 
tBailey said the discoloration could 
not be noticed until the cord was re­
moved. The cord was capable of be­
ing moved perhaps half an Inch. He 
did not think death was due to the 
cord alone.

Q—“Was the cloth drawn tightly 
over the baby’s head as if put there 
for smothering?"

Ans.—"When I first saw the child 
this cloth was drawn tightly over its 
bead.”

q.—“Did you notice earth in the 
child’s hand?"

Ans.—“Yes.”
To Mr. Gerow Dr. Bailey said it rain­

ed on the day the body was found. 
He thought decomposition in a body 
would set In more quickly in summer 
weather. He could not give an opin­

That which 
should be most sacred Is by Its per­
version made to w reak ven#eance, 
only on the individuals primarily re­
sponsible, but upon their children and 
their children's children after them.

‘ They, their children and their chil­
dren's children, are all members of 
the body politic, 
privileges and forwarding or retard­
ing its progress. That which those 
people do. which leaves Its mark for 
good or evil upon their offspring, does 
thus so clearly concern the common 
welfare that these acts cannot be 
termed private or personal—that they 
cannot be looked upon as so entirely 
the affair of the Individual, that they 
are not the affair of the nation. Since 
they effect that nation that is, and that 
Is to be, it becomes most essentially 
a nation’s duty to safeguard its highest 
interests and Its future health and in­
tegrity.

The advance of disintegrated condi­
tions has become so appallng that a 
comparison is now often made be­
tween the last days of the Roman Em­
pire, the days that immediately pre­
ceded the French Revolution, and the 
present. If one will recall the events 
which followed those eimtlar condi­
tions in Rome and in France, he will 
see why it is that some men are now 
earnestly striving to protect th 
lean marriage and the American home. 
Let these go unprotected, and the log­
ic of the situation certainly is that 
like results will follow like conditions.

The Rockefeller commission has 
just finished its Investigations into 
conditions in New York City. It was 
a coincidence worthy of notice that 
its findings were published 
same Issues of the daily newspapers 
which printed the statement that 
cleanness and fair health should be 
required of those desiring to marry. 
The details of that report could not 
be entered Into here. Those who read 
It, however, must have been struck 
with its hideous testimony to the want 
of just such a barrier to indiscrimin­
ate marriage as the proposed physical 
test would supply.

In forming a judgment aa to the 
Increase of crime regard must be had 
not only to statistical records -as to 
the number of convictions, but also to 
the number of punishable offences and 
the nature of the enforcement of the 
law. A careful scrutiny of the facts 
indicates that the principalx causes 
contributory to the Increase of crime 
are derived from foreign Immigration 
and city expansion. The large city 
provides the most attractive sphere 
for tile criminal class, while the sharp 
contrast which It presents between 
wealth and poverty, the Intensification 
of the struggle for existence and the 
disorganization of family life due in 
lafge measure to inadequate housing 
are influences that promote the viola­
tion of the law. In Canada, as else­
where throughout the world, the con­
ditions of the city constitute the men­
ace of modern civilization.

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of our Canadian cities will decide the 
temper of the Dominion. In 1901 ap­
proximately one-third of the popula­
tion of Canada lived in the cities, 
and in the subsequent ten years this 
proportion had increased to almost 
one half. Can our modern civlliza 
tion sustain the enormous weight and 
strain of these abnormal and porten­
tous congestions oh population that 
have appeared within recent years? 
The city has always been a menace, 
and js now the chief problem and dans­
er of democracy, and the key to its 
solution, as well as the protection 
asbinst its perils, centre around the 
matter of adequate housing facilities.

THE HOUSING PROBLEM.

The housing problem is no 
difficulty. It is as old as the cities 
of the world, and has forced itself 
upon the consideration of legislators 
in every age of city expansion. In 
ancient Rome, when Emperor Otho 
was marching against Vitellius in the 
first century, Ira found his way blocked 
for several miles by the ruins of 
houses that had collapsed owing to 
their faulty construction, and a writer 
of that period describes the occupants 
of such poorly constructed tenements 
as living In constant dread of being 
hurried alive by their downfall. In 
ancient Rome high and overcrowded 
tenement houses, with narrow streets, 
supplied many of the sanitary prob­
lems such as still jeopardize the mod- 

city. Owing to the vast industrial 
development of Canada and the con­
sequent congestion of population 
within its larger cities, the housing 
problem presents itself in an acute and interesting view of criminality, as

Benedict Arnold, whose checkered 
career came to an end 112 years ago 
today, when he died in London, occu­
pies a prominent place in Canadian 
history. He commanded the American 
expedition against Quebec in 1776. 
Leaving Augusta, Me., at the head of 
1.100 men. on September 11, he reach­
ed Quebec two months later, after a 
fearful march. Scaling the heights to 
the Plains of Abraham, he dared the 
garrison to come out and fight. De­
nouncing Arnold and his 
"rebels,” unworthy of any considera­
tion, Sir Guy Carleton disdainfully re. 
fused the challenge. British reinforce­
ments compelled Arnold to 
Cfn the arrival of Gen. Montgomery 
the two undertook an assault, in which- 
Montgomery was killed and Arnold's 
leg shattered. Arnold continued to 
blockade the position until April, and 
In the meantime was commissioned 
brigadier-general and was given com­
mand of Montreal. After the expul­
sion of the American troops from Ca­
nada, Arnold continued to act a con­
spicuous part for some time, but his 
wild extravagances led to actions 
that resulted in a severe reprimand 
from the commander-ln-ehief. 
turned him against 
which he ad fought so bravely. After 
the* discovery of his treason and his 
escape. Arnold fought against his for­
mer comrades. At the close of the war 
he went to England, but was shunned 
and despised, and it was said he had 
but one friend. In 1786 and again in 
1790 he lived in St. John. N. B.. where 
he engaged in trade and navigation. 
He was very unpopular with tre peo 
rle of New Brunswick, and In 1792 
was hung in effigy, and the mayor 
found it necessary to read the riot 
act. and troops were called to quell 
the mob.

The ratio of crime in Canadd has 
increased from 8.2 per 10.000 inhabi­
tants in 1891 to 17.5 in 1911, or more 
than doubling in 20 years. Compar­
ing criminality and population, the 
provinces showing higher figures for 
the percentage of population than for 
criminality in 1911 are Prince Edward 
Island. Nova Scotia, New Brunswick 
ami Quebec. The number of delin­
quents. under 16 years of age for the 
> ear 1911. as compared with 1910, 
shows a decrease in every province, 
except Ontario, Saskatchewan, Bri­
tish Columbia and Yukon. Juvenile 
courts have been established in Mont­
real, Toronto, Winnipeg, Vancouver, 
Ottawa, Halifax, Victoria and Char­
lottetown.

The number of female offenders in­
creased from 560 in 1910 to 619 in 1911, 
or 10.54 per cent, during the year. All 
of the provinces, except Nova Scotia, 
New Brunswick, Alberta and the 
Yukon, showed an increase. In these 
provinces the statistics mark a de­
crease.

Of indictable offences, 61.79 per 
cent, of the convictions were for of­
fences against property without vio­
lence, including larceny and theft, an 
increase of 3.84 per cent, over the pre­
vious year; 12,627 persons were con­
victed of indictable offences of which 
out of every hundred 89 received their 
first sentence, 6 were sentenced the 
second time and 5 were habitual crim­
inals; 21 murderers were sentenced 
to death.

The total number of summary con­
victions for 1911 was 10,633, an In­
crease of 9,430, or 10.34 per cent, 
during the year, the principal Increase 
being found in drunkenness, violations 
of liquor laws, assaults, vagrancy, 
loose, idle and disorderly conduct and 
trespassing. Convictions for drunken­
ness led, with 41,379 cases, or 41.11 
per cent of the total summary convic­
tions for the Dominion, while convic­
tions for vagrancy, loose, idle and 
disorderly conduct and for keeping 
and frequenting bawdy houses amount­
ed to 15,672.

In 1901 the proportion of population 
dwelling In cities and towns was 37.6 
per cent., 62.4 per cent, living in rural 
communities, while in 1911 there was 
45.6 per cent, of the population urban 
and 54.5 per cent, rural, or, in other 
words, the drift of population from 
rural to city life had Increased from 
approximately one-third to one-half In 
ten years. The tendency of city life 
to produce crime 1» evidenced by the 
fact that In 1911 87 per cent, of the 
criminal class was returned as living 
in cities.

It is well that these danger­
ous conditions should receive the at­
tention of the official representatives 
of the city and province. Meanwhile 
in St. John, as in several other (’ana, 
dian cities, the greatest difficulty 
arises from the lack of an adequatej 
number of comfortable houses that i 
may be rented at a reasonable figure 
by the laboring classes.

In commenting on this situation in 
the city of Toronto, "Saturday Night" 
declares: "The great handicap in 
respect to the ejection of workmen's 
homes in sufficient quantities to keep 
up with the demand is that dwellings 
of this character are not considered 
good security by those who handle 
the money bags, and in consequence, 
while individuals or corporations have 
little or no difficulty Dorrowing funds 
for the erection of factories, ware­
houses, stores or high class private 
dwellings, the very people who would 
furnish this capital (a trust company 
for 'instance) refuse the application 
of the man who wishes to put up a 
12,000 or a $2,500 dwelling. The con­
sequence of this is that builders of 
small houses are dependent almost 
entirely upon private sources, and 
this means outrageous rates of inter­
est, as compared with what the large 
borrower would pa/y. In place of 6 
per cent, on first mortgage, or possibly 
6 1-2 per cent, the small man would 
pay 8 to 12 per cent., together with 
all the expenses, legal and others, 
including the agent’s commission. So 
it will be seen that the poor man 
starts out with a handicap from the 
very first, one that his rich neighbor 
never encounters."

That the man earning from $1.75 
to $2.50 per day must live in unsani­
tary conditions is a severe arraign­
ment of our modern civilization. In­
adequate housing means uncleanliness, 
sickness, lack of privacy and often 
contact with criminals and other de­
generates, and breeds in the young 
lack of self-respect, intemperance and 
low morality. In New York city It 
was estimated not many years ago 
that of 255,033 persons only 306 had 
access to a bath.

High rent for the poor means a low- 
vitality Induced by the lack of nourish­
ing food, while overcrowding opens 
wide the door to crime, vice and epi­
demics. necessitating Increased' tax 
ation for the maintenance of hospitals, 
almhouses and prisons. In England 
bad housing Is responsible for the loss 
of twenty million weeks in a year 
among the working population between 
the ages of fifteen and sixty-five. 
Efforts by cities an* private individu­
als, directed towards the Improvement 
of housing conditions have met with 
singular success in dreat Britain 
and Europe, as well as In several of 
the larger cities of Amerlc* and the 
results indicate that such modern 
methods of grappling with this situa­
tion. upon which not only the vigor 
of the people, but also the stability of 
the* nation is dependent, hâve passed

June la the month for weddings, 
and no more delightful season could 
be selected for these happy occasions. 
In the majority of cases the contract­
ing parties are known by the officiat­
ing clergy, and all is well. But it oc­
casionally happens "that they are call­
ed upon to marry people of whom they 
know nothing. The sole authority Is 
the Licence which is produced. And 
Just here lies trouble which should be 
remedied. The Licence merely gives 
the names of the persons desiring to 
be married. Nothing is said about 
their ages, or whether they have been 
married before, whether divorced or 
whether the man haa a wife living, or 
the woman a husband. It would seem 
that there is not sufficient inquiry 
made by the Insurer of Marriage Lic­
ences. Before a Licence can be ob­
tained there should be a most thor­
ough Inquiry from competent wit­
nesses. Almost anyone who has the 
money can get a Licence today, with­
out hardly any question being asked. 
The safest way to provide against 
hasty and irregular marriages ,1s to 
follow the good old custom of having 
the Banna published for three consec­
utive Sundays in the parishes where 
the man and the woman live. This 
gives publicity to the affair, and any 
irregularity is sure to be detected 
where the people to be married are 
known. Failing that it seems that 
only a few persona in the city should 
Issue Licence, men whose duty would 
be to make very careful inquiry con­
cerning the persons to whom they give 
permission to tiiarry. It is a seri 
thing to send a couple to a clergyman 
armed with the mandate of marriage 
when the issuer knows absolutely 
nothing about the people whom he is 
sending.

Eugenics” the Science of GoodaJl The Swedish Baptists of New Eng­
land held their association at Quincy* 
Mass., last week and considered re­
ports from 24 churches and 24 Sunday 
schools, and told of houses of worship 
to the value of $266,000.

He 
is a" member of the Acadia Senate, and 
in 1912 was made president of the 
Maritime Baptist convention.

The Baptists of the 7th district of 
N. B. meet this year at Fair Haven, 
Deer Island. The first session was 
held yesterday (Friday) and continue 
■until Sunday night. Thé president 
is Rev. A. J. Archibald, of 
and D. D. (’lark Is secretary. Some 
of those who will speak are Mrs. D. 
Hutchinson, Rev. H. T. DeWolf, Dr. 
Goucher and Rev., M. E. Fletcher. The 
annual sermon is to be delivered by 
the president.

Brown University, one of the influ­
ential Baptist Institutions in the 
United States, is about to celebrate 
the 160th anniversary. Its history Is 
Interesting. Its Influence has been 
large and ever on the side of religious 
freedom:

Rev. J. W. Bancroft, one of the old­
er graduates of Acadia, has Just pass­
ed away at Weymouth, N. S. He has 
been pastor at Windsor, N. 8., Wey­
mouth, North Sydney, Springhill, St. 
Mary's Bay, Pleasant Valley, and had 
just begun a second pastorate at Wey­
mouth when he fell a victim to pneu­
monia. He was a member of the 
Acadia Senate and acted as grand 
marshall in the commencement pro­
cession.

The Baptists of Jamacla are prepar­
ing to celebrate the centenary of their 
work on the island. The first mission­
ary arrived 22 years ere slavery 
been abolished, but in spite of bonds 
m&ny humble folk listened to the 
story at once, and after the slaves 
were freed in 1838, the work went on 
rapidly Now there are 200 organiz­
ed churches, and the 1911 census 
shows 196,000 Baptists. About one 
quarter of the population.

The ' Southern Baptist convention 
of the United •States met this year 
at St. Louis, Mo. They are a very 
strong body. At least 2,500,000 of this 
denomination live in the Southern 
States alone. They have 24,000 org 
nized churches, and property valued 
at $58,(100,000, and last year raised 
$11,000,000 for home and foreign work. 
They have 15 foreign missionaries in 
Argentina, 43 in Brazil, 6 in Italy, and 
a seminary for training Italian min­
isters with 13 students; 30 in Mexico, 
11 in Africa, 144 In China, aided by 
287 native workers, and 18 in Japan. 
Last year 4,532 converts were baptised 
on the foreign field.

The Northern Baptist convention 
met at Detroit at about the same 
time, and it is interesting to view 
their foreign mission report. They 
bave 194 missionaries in Burma. 64 in 
Assam, 189 in India, 164 in China, 61. 
in Japan, 45 in Congo and 30 in the 
Phllllpines. This means that the 
Northern convention alone sends out 

foreign missionaries. Canadian 
Baptists have missionaries in Bolivia 
and in India, so that Baptists of North 
America are no small factor in the 
evangelization of thet world.

Northern Baptists of the United 
States have been doing foreign work 
for 99 years. The receipts for 1912 
were the largest in the history of the 
work. One of the encouraging fea­
tures of the year was the tenor of the 
reports from China. Christianity is 
going to have freedom to assert itself 
in the great republic. Confuclanists 
have demanded that their religion be 
taught in the public schools, but the 
government has replied that the 
church and state sail be separate, and 
if Confuclanists desire to use the 
schools for reliions purposes they 
may fpund and support such schools 
themselves, as the Christians do.

There is much need for protection 

Of the innocent and the ignorant. It 
would be crude to cite instances to 
substantiate this point. I regret to 
eay it le not necessary. The cases of 
duped, wrecked, heartbroken men and 
women, are so prevalent as to be com­
monly known. Many of these cases 
become known through divorce pro­
ceedings. Many, many more are nev­
er made public, but the consequences 
are borne in silence and sorrow and 
suffering. Every Ideal of marriage 
Is shattered. All hopes and dreams 
are lost, never to be regained. Lite 
becomes a crude, coarse, cruel round 
of tasks, unlightened by respect for 
life’s companion and often rendered 

l more difficult by lessened strength 
and increased anxiety.

I say again, some protection may be 
afforded the innocent and ignorant 
by requiring certification to the rea­
sonable health and cleanness of both 
parties before marriage. f 

There has long been agitait 
the question of divorce. If you have 
not studied the matter, begin and 
study it for yourself. It is worthy 
your most serious consideration. The 
Inevitable conclusion ..will be found 
to be that a large proportion of divor­
ces result from marriages which would 
better not have been performed. Hence 
one of the main cures of the divorce 
evil it found in thq cure of the marri- 
age evil. Set straight the marriage 
evil and a large part of the divorce 
evil will have been settled beforehand. 
Physicians and ministers are here 
again together at Ihe fountain head 
of another of the devastating and trag­
ic forces for evil in American life. 
Divorce Is now more prevalent than it 
has been since the last worst days of 
the Roman Empire.

Firemen had Hard Task Fight­
ing Blaze — Damage of 
$1,500 is Covered by In­
surance.

NEW MANAGER INOwners Refuse Request for 
Increased Wage and Practic­
ally Declare Deadlock—Situ­
ation Looks Serious.

CITY YESTERDAY

About eight o’clock last evening fire 
was discovered In the building con­
nected with J. S. Gibbon & Co’s wood 
yard oh Ike wharf at the front of 
Union street.

An alarm was sent in from Box 7 
and when the firemen arrived on the 
scene,the entire building was a mass 
of flames. Th 
with cut dry 
the machinery for sawing and chop­
ping the wood. The dry food fed the 
flamed and the firemen found their 
task in fighting the fire a hard one. 
owing to the heat, the dense smoke 
and the small space on the wharf 
about the building.

In a very short space of time Chief 
Blake had a number of good streams 
of water playing on the flames, and 
he also had the steam tug Neptune 
put to work on the harbor front sec­
tion of the building, and the streams 
from the tug were effective.

After about two hours’ fighting a 
line was placed about a section of the 
gutted building and the tug hauled 
It into the harbor so the firemen 
could get a better channel to quench 
the flames in the piles of wood and 
sawdust.

Messrs. Gibbon & Co. are at a loss 
to account for the origin of the fire 
and say their loss will probably be 
over $1500, and is covered by lnsur-

wages.

the I. C. R. has been very small and 
should not interfere with business In 
any way,” said F. P. Guteliue, manag­
er of the I. C. R., who was in the city 
yesterday in company with, the Minis­
ter of Railways.

“But there are always people who 
take advantage of an Increase in 
freight rates to raise prices, and blame 
it on the railways,” he added.

"The road," he said, "is in excellent 
condition, and traffic is good. At all 
points we visited business seemed to 
be good, and I don’t think the money 
stringency has had any effect on busi­
ness in the Maritime Provinces as 
yet."

Asked if the Grand Trunk Pacific 
had taken up the matter of securing 
running rights over the I. C. R. from 
Moncton to St. John, he said: "Not 
yet. The Grand Trunk Pacific baa un­
der a previous agreement running 
rights from Moncton to Halifax, but 
not from Moncton to St John. Of 
course, they can easily get running 
rights from Moncton to St. John If 
they will give ub a share of the pro­
fits."

Mr. Gutelius expects to make a visit 
to St. John nearly every fortnight, and 
says that if any business men have 
complainte to make about the I. C. R. 
service he hopes they will come to 
him and tell him about them as he 
does not want anybody to have a 
grievance which can be rembved with, 
out detriment to the public’s Interest.

Outlook Is Serious.

It is said that unless a speedy effort 
is made to settle the trouble, a rather 
serious situation may be developed, 
as the trouble may spread to other 
mills up the river and throughout 
the province generally.

FIRE PREVENTION.Commission Man Blames Reg- 
ulations for Scarcity of Pro­
visions—Producers Sell to 
Stores instead of Market.

One of our local fire insurance 
agents, in an effort to bring before 
the public the numerous small faults 
which cause fires, has had printed 
the following fire prevent'on pledge. 
If the little matters referred to In this 
pledge were all carried out the num­
ber of fires would be greatly reduced. 
The pledge Is as follows:

I will keep the supply of matches 
in metal boxes and r.h-oughouv the 
house they shall be confined in a pr< p- 
er receptacle and out of reacn of 
children.

I will use only safety matches so 
far as practicable.

I will not permit a child under ten 
years of age to use matches.

I will see that lamps are not filled 
by artificial light, or aftyr dark.

That no coal oil rags are left round 
the premises over night outside of a 
good metal receptacle.

That coal oil is kept in metal cans 
and In a safe place.

That gas brackets have wire globes 
them where there Is dangiv of 

window curtains being blown into the 
flame.

That the furnace or neating apparat­
us is seen to before retiring, by a 
competent person.

That all scraps, litter, excelsior, 
and paper are removed or placed in 
a metal receptacle before nightfall.

That ashes are kept in metal recept­
acles.

That gasoline is not kept for use in 
the house, except in absolutely, air­
tight metal receptacles, and is not 
used by artificial light except incan­
descent electric light.

That cotton batting and other fr.ra- 
sy decorations are not used on Uhrist- 

trees or for other ornamentation.
I will Inforce neatness and will al­

ways have a scrupulous care for fire 
prevention.

I will remedy or cause to be reported 
any defect in connection with the 
heating, lighting, cooking, or power 
plants within my control, within 
twenty-four hours after discovery.

That during the past year there has 

been a marked decrease in amount 
of produce brought into the country 
market by the farmers was the re­
mark made last evening by a com­
mission merchant, for years doing 
business in the market, when in con­
versation with a Standard reporter.

••I, myself,” he said, "and other 
commission men are doing as great 
a trade and even better than in for­
mer years, but the farmers who come 
In are apparently fewer than in past 
years and those who come in seem 
to have a limited supply of produce.

"As far as doing business with the 
farmers is concerned this is one of 
the dullest weeks so far this year, 
as very few have found their way in­
to the city. A small market Is, of 
course, expected at this time of the 
year, when the farmers are busy at 
work In the fields, but according to 
the dealers the supply from the coun­
trymen this week was 
ally small, and produce was scarcer 
than It has been for some time.

"The supply right through the win­
ter,” said the commission man, “was 
smaller than in other years.”

When asked to what he attributed 
the scarcity of provisions or the ap­
parent inactivity of the farmers to 
bring in supplies, he gave it as his 
opinion that what had prevented a 
number of them from coming in was 
the law that had existed prohibiting 
the countrymen from disposing of 
their meat until after it had been ex­
posed for three hours in the market.

Mr. Rhodes said the money strin­
gency In the west was causing a set 
back there, and that he knew of quite 
a number of young men who had gone 
west were now coming back to their 
old home In the east.

Robert S. Ganley, Manager of Fredericton Team, 
Arrested for Assaulting Umpire McCann 
Ungentlemanly Conduct of frederjcton Players 

Gross Violation of Baseball Rules and Um­
pire Awards Game to Marathons in 11th Inning

Never in the history of baseball in 
this city was there so much excite­
ment and never so many dis­
graceful actions on the part 
of baseball players as on the 
Marathon grounds yesterday after­
noon. Rowdyism reigned supreme with 
some of the Fredericton players, and 
what should have been a good game 
of ball was turned into a rough-house 
game by Fredericton.

Umpire McCann was assaulted by 
Bob Cianley, the manager of the Fred­
ericton team, and had to go to the 
hospital for repairs; the game went 
eleven innings hnd on the failure of 
Fredericton to resume play was for­
feited to the Marathons. To clap the 
climax Umpire McCann swore out a 
warrant charging Ganley with assault 
and the latter was arrested last night 
and allowed out on a deposit of one 
hundred dollars to appear in the police 
court this morning.

There were about five hundred peo­
ple at the game with Umpire McCann 
as umpire-in-chief and Umpire Hanley 
on the bases. Nearly every person 
present showed great displeasure at 
Ganley*s actions, when he so far for­
got himself as to assault the umpire, 
and also for the manner in which oth­
er Fredertscton players acted during, 
the disputes.

Will Stop Rowdyism.

The management of the Marathon 
baseball team and grounds last, night 
said that they were very sorry that 
the game turned out as it did yester­
day, but that there was no excus 
for Manager Qanley acting as he 
in assaulting t>e umpire.

Power to Enforce Decisions.
Rule 60.—The umpires are the repre.

ed to enforce 

each section of this code. They shall 
have the power to order a player, cap­
tain or manager to do or omit to do

penalties for violations of the rules 
as hereinafter prescribed.

Asked If the route of the Valley

While on the trip down the North

What we need is 
prohibition, which will protect our 
whole province, one law for every 
one, one law for all Canada, prohibi­
tion for the world Is the world’s sal­
vation. This is the object which this 
order has in view, and in the end It 
must win."

The recommendations made by the 
Grand Worthy Patriarch were:

let. “Increased .efforts as to prop­
agation work an*--the education of 
children along temperance lines.

2nd. “A petition for prohibition, to 
be signed by every one in our prov­
ince who approves of prohibition and 
presented to our legislature at its 
next session.

3rd. “That, a fight be brought on 
in every portion Of the province 
(that can be opened), at once, to in­
clude alt wet wards in the City of 
St. John. We are informed that the 
liquor dealers intend to try to open 
a number of the St. John dry wards. 
I^et us meet them and defeat them 
with their own weapons.”

Contagious abortion Is also 
prevalent In most of the dairy dis­
tricts‘of this country, consequently 
the cows that are infected or have 
been exposed to the disease should 
tie avoided. There is no practical 
teat for this trouble, so one Is largely 
at the mercy of the seller as to 
whether he gets cattle dean or not. 
One way to avoid it is to find’ out 
how many heifers thp seller has in 
his herd; demand to see them. U 
thers are but few bn hand In propor­
tion! to the number of cows In the 
herd, It is wise to draw the conclu­
sion that he has not been ^ble to 
raise any because of contagious abor­
tion. Few good breeders of dairy 
cattle sell their heifers before they 
test them out for production.

My advice to farmers, under pres­
ent conditions, is not to buy any more 
cows than necessary to make a legi­
timate start,,but make the best use 
of the cows they have on hand. Keep

WAXING A FLOOR SO THAT

POLISH WILL LAST WELL

L.

The waxing of a floqr Is always 
more or less tedious, but, If carefully 
done, and not overwaxed, the polish 
will last for months with only an oc­
casional rubbing over with the weight­
ed brush after dusting. A mixture of 
wax and turpentine can be rather rap­
idly rubbed all over the floor with a 
woolen cloth, and left over night to 
dry before polishing with the bnnh. 
Floors cared for In this way are beaut­
iful to look at, stand good service, and 
are a fitting reward for the amount of 
time and labor spent on them, says 
Mothers Magazine. The care of the 
kitchen floor Is always a perplexing 
question. Water, grease and soot fa'l- 
lng on it, necessitate continual scrubb­
ing. The only good floor for any kit­
chen is one of plain, uncovered boards 
which can always be reached with soap 
and: water. Floors of this kind are 
usually of pine, which, if waxed, would

turn white and dull with water con­
stantly dripping on ’them. A 
thing to do with such floors is 
to treat them with turpentine and oil, 
allowing that to dry, and then satur­
ate them with paraffin by melting it 
with hot irons. Cakes of paraffin may 
be purchased at the large grocery 
stores, scraped off onto the floor with 
a knife and then melted

used to remove'them, but it should 
be allowed to get into the 
nail holes, as this causes mold a 
decay of the cells of the wood. Special 
care is necessary if the varnish is not 
of a good quality, for In time, if cloths 
that are too damp are used, white and 
yellow spots will appear, caused by 
the disintegration of the varnish wbiéfc 
finally leaves, the wood bare, 
cloth should be wrung very dry befofe

The smooth, dull finish of mission 
furniture may be kept in good condi­
tion by wiping with a cloth dampen^ 
with a few drops of kerosene or tur­
pentine, both being solvents of greasie. 
Turpentine cleans and polishes more 
rapidly because it evaporates, 
kerosene sinks down into the wood

AS TO BECOMING COLORS
It is plain uncontradictable fact 

that one of the little sec re .a of the 
well-dressed woman is that her com­
plexion Is largely dependent upon her 
frock.

An unlucky choice of color will total­
ly spoil the appearance of a skin which, 
in other circumstances, might appear 
the softest of milk and roses or the 
most delicate gipsy-brown.

Hard and fast rules cannot be laid 
down with the ever-changing variety 
of fashionable tints and shades which 
bewilder the eye—but some element­
ary principles are easy to keep and in 
an excellent book, by a Mr. Q. A. Auds- 
ley, which I was reading the other day 
on this subject, the following hints ap-

"The true type of the fair woman 
has,” he writes, “a pale skin, closely 
resembling in its purity the petal of 
a white rose, locally tinted with an 
agreeable and delicate pink; eyes of 
clear and soft blue, and hair of a flax­
en or light golden hue.

“Accordingly, there are in this, type 
three tints to be preserved : That of 
the skin, which if effective at all 
should be warmed; that of the eyes, 
which may be deepened with advant- 

and that of the hair, which can 
be enriched s6 as to contrast more ef­
fectively both with pale tint of the 
brow and the color of the eyes.

“There is only one color which 
by simultaneous contrast furnish the 
improving hue, and that is green, 
which has the invariable effect of op 
tlcally imparting a reddish hue to any 
surface placed in Juxtaposition with

“Green is accordingly most favorable 
to the fair women, because it imparts 
to the delicate coloring of the skin 
a richer glow of red; to the eyes a 
singular Increase of force, both by 
slmutaneous contrast and positive re­
flection ; and to the hair an agreeable 
richness and warmth.

"Of course a refined tone of green 
should always, be selected, Inclining 
to olive or sage green.

“Dark greens are not so favorable 
as the lighter tones, being so great a

contrast to the fairness of the complex­
ion that they neutralize to a great d« 
gree their Influence for good.

“A green hat is suitable, and if the 
rest of the costume is green great care 
must be taken to select a tone belong­
ing to the same scale.

"When there is no green in the dress 
taste may be freely exercised In the 
selection of the hue of green for the 
headdress.

“It may have a small proportion of 
rose-color for the trimmings, associ­
ated with white, and a white feather.

Too much white, however, with 
green produces a cold and poor effect. 
Blue is highly favorable to the blond 
woman, as, it imparts that delicate 
tint of orange which combines with 
the natural white and rose of the com­
plexion. The bine must be light and 
not too positive.

"Perhaps of all colora the most diffi­
cult to introduce in ordinary dress is

"Blue approaching anything like a 
vivid or pronounced hue must be stud 
iously avoided on account of its una­
voidable tendency to impart an orange 
hue and Increase the sallow appear­
ance of a pale skin.

"If blue 1b desired let it be dark, 
and1 broken in hue, and let it be treat­
ed as recommended for black. A pale 
brunette will wisely avoid the lighter 
tones of blue."

BEAUTY HINTS FOR MIDSUMMER
During the season of cool, low neck­

ed dresses, the care of the neck is 
most important. After a hot windy 
day there may be dark rings around 
the neck. To keep this dark ring from 
becoming permanent, rub a good 
cleansing cream on a cloth that has 
been dipped into hot water, and rub 
the cream thoroughly into the skin 
wiping off with a dry cloth, and fol­
lowing by a wash in good soap and 
water.
