| past week money lendets, inclusive of the
‘national banks and moneyed institations,

have endeavored to work the rate on call
up to 7 per cent. but without success. The
best done was to get it on weveral occasions
to 6 per cent, but ‘only for exceptional
transactions, the real business of the week
having been at ah average ot barely 5 per
cent. Perhaps the real average would be
most correctly stated at 43 per cent. At
the same time the banks have lost so much
of their reserve that they are only about
two and a quarter millions ahead of the
legal limit. In previous years the an-
nour t of so reduced a surplus would
have precipited stringency. But on Satar-
day we find money closing at 4 per cent.

A New Foundry for Portland.

A WORKINGMAN'S ‘LAUDABLE ENTERPRISE.

Among the many signs of business en-
terprise displayed by our people, we cannot
omit a special reference to _the new
Foundry in course of erection by Mr.
Hazelhurst, near the City Road, in the
very center of the manufactories clustered
in'that section ‘of-the Fown-of Portland.
The cstablishmeot, which is now nearly
completed; will consist of two large build-
ings.” The first of-trese, which lies nearest
the Rink, is 40 feet by 100 feet, with. a
short ell 46 feet in width, and will contain
a craneso constructed as to travel round
the entire structure, independent of posts,
and calculated to hoist any required
weight ; the root will be securely trussed,
and there will be two furnaces, one capable
of melting five tons, the other three tons
per diem,

THE SECOND STRUCTURE

will be a three-story building, 28 feet by

100 feet,26 feet high by the largest measure-

ment, and with a shed roof. The lower
story of this is intended for a temporary
store room and preparatory department.
where castings from the other building,
which is immecdiately contiguous, will be
cleaned and fitted before being sent to the
second flat. 1o the second story the
general finishing will be completed, and
this department will also contain the office
and exhibiting rooms. 1n the third story
will be stowed the stock, and. here also the
work of pattern making will be con-
ducted.
THE MOTIVE POWER
for the lathes and other machinery, will be
supplied by a 16 horse-power engine, cor-
tained in the foardry department, and the
whole will be lighted by gas and heated by
exhaust steam, whereby the workmen will
experience a degree of comfort never before
afforded in a similar institution. Both
buildings will be finished in the very best’
style and substartially clapboarded over
sheating paper, and the probable cost of
the whole plant, including machinery,will
be $10,000. The buildings are immediate-
lyin rear of Mr. Hazelburst's dwelling
house and the foundry presents a broad-
side front upon Victoria street, which runs
northerly from the City Road past the
westerly side Jine of the Rink enclosure.
There will be a siding 160 feet in length
along the railway track, and thus

- We may add that the sand
to be used will be imported from the Uni-
ted States and that no pains will be spared
to rendor the workmanship and material
thoroughly satisfactory.; : The enterprise
was originally projected’by Mr: Hazelburst
alone, but as his first scheme has been ex-
tended to much larger and more ‘extensive
ohjects, the conduct of which would be
considerably beyond the control of one
man, he has made arrangements by which
it is not unlikely that the work of ‘t The
Victoria Foundry” will be carried on by
Hazelburst & Co., to whom we wish all
sucoess.

The Season iu Fréderictom

The people of Fredericton grumbled at
the removal of tho troops who were a frait-
ful source of revenue ; then when it was
found after their. removal that they still
lived and breathed, the iron horse came to
their doors ; and strange to say,the class of
grumblers ageiost, this most brii,lliant of
modern means of travelling exceeded the
¢contented portion of the community. The
shopkéepers said it would carry their cus-
tomers away and spoil -their business, and
general rdination was prophesied for the
steamboat business on the St. John. But
this season has been a gala one for Freder-
icton. Her hotels, which are numerous and
good enough for all ordiary travel for 8
$own of the size of Fredericton, have all
the past summer been overcrowded, guests
being frequently compelled to sleep on
board the steamers at night. The flood of
yvisitors from the United States, who, in
the short ride from St. John to Fredericton
by rail, and return to St. John by steamer
can have all the varieties of scenery and
climate desirable, has been large and con-
tinuous. The beautiful private gardens
around Fredericton bloom with the rarest

“Howers, and the Government baildings as

works of antiquity will obviate any desire
to see the ruins of Pompeii. A drive to
that magical growth of handsome residen-
oes which dot -the domains of Alexander
Gibson, is well worth going twenty timeés
the distance to see. This cluster gives
evidence that at no distant period, when the
water powerof the Nashwaak shallbe ap-
plied to turning out manufactured wooden
wares, that Marysville is in the bands of a
‘man who would soon build a larger place
than Fredericton.

Crossing over'the ferry opposite the city,
the operations of thrat huge monepoly, the
River Du Loup Railway, can be viewed,
and the work ;appears to be progressing
well, thongh the guage is such that it is
not inclined %o give one the idea that it
will ever be an fmportant trunk line. The
greatest width of any cutting as yet is
twelve feet, and the cost of grading the
first ten miles; as given by an experienced
railroad man, will not be more than $600
per mile. ' As the company get 10,000
acres a mile from the ‘Government, it will
be seen thatthere will be a big profit some
where.

Coming back to the Fredericton side of
the river again, away from the railway
works, which, however small, are inter-
esting to look at as -evidences of progress,
we take a look in the new bank premises
of the Bank of British North America,who
have opened this week for business in the
building . formerly ~used ' by ‘the Central
Bank. The mew offices look well. The
Manager’s room fronts on the street, and
is just to the right of the entrance. The
teller’s counter extends actoss the centre,
and is in nicely grained walnut. The
fitting up has been done in bandsome
style, and when the additions contemplated
are made to the building it will present a
good looking house. The merchants are
highly elated- at the advent of the new
institution. .Mr. Roberts, of the St. John
Safe Factory, attended personally to
ebanging the locks of the old vault.

And now the absorbing topic is more
hotels. The stock of the Queen Hotel
building was nota good investment, but
the building was finished ata period of
temporary depression and opencd under
inferior management, which is all per-
fectly understood by capitalists. The
parrack ground in front of the Barker
House is talked of. as a good place, and
it undoubtedly is the best that could be
selected.

A Vigilarice Committee is talking
strongly of taking in charge the City
Council, for their letting the sidewalks go
to destructiop, which the citizens don’t
like, as they consider it a reflection on their
fair fame, name and credit. - Théy consider
their sidewalks quite good enough for
Assemblymen, but not exactly the right
thing for the pleasure-seeking commu-
nity.

Lords of the Isles.

_ A notable personage has just died—Mr.
Augustus Smith, King of the Scilly Islands
of which there are 140, although only six
are inhabited. Mr. Smith was a wealthy
and crochety Englishman, who in regard
to} govérnment had notions of his own
which he wished to carry into practice,and
so he became lessee of * the Scilly Islands,
under the County of Cornwall. He thus
became king of about two thousand sub-
jects, most of whom were a wretehed lot of
peasants, for the islands are poor and un-
froitfal. With a court of twelve men he
ruled the land and people, and attended
generally to their moral, social, and reli-
gious status, although in the latter item he
was not very strict. ‘He made the children
go to school, and in every particular the
inbabitants had tn obey him almost as if
they were slaves. Once he packed off all
the residents of one of the islands, and
turned it into a deer-park, but in recom-
pense he gave the poor people better ac-
commodation than they had ever bad be-
fore. At first he was greatly disliked, but

when the islanders came to see that his
rule was wise and beneficent, and that they
greatly improved under it, they learned to
like and respect him, and at his death he
was much regrefted. This is probably the
first king who has borne the name of
Smith, at least 10 modern times, and it is
not likely that he will have a successor to
his title.—[N. Y. World.

Jerusalem as it 1s.

Jerusalem cannot be truthfully described
as an enterprising city at the present time.
Its chief native industries are the manufac-

number of 6,000 or 8,000. Italso exports
olive oil and gram. The population of
Jernsalem is estimated at 18,000, of whom
about 8,000 are Mahometans, 8,000 to 9,000
Jews, and the rest Christians of various
denominations. The employment of the
people is almost wholly agricultural and
pastoral, but the vast and fertile plains
around the ecity are only partially tilled,
owing to the want of protection against
the predatory excursions of the Bedowmin
tribes inhabiting the outekirts of the dis-
trict. A little cotton of an inferior quality,
raised from mnative seed, is grown and ex-

;porsed:to Marseilles. The American colony
-which ‘was established at Joppa bas bcen_

starved out and replaced by a band of Ger
man {anatics numbering about 200 souls,
The road to Jordan has been repaired at
