Chicago, Sept. 26.—After four months 
spent in the investigations of labor 
unions and their effects on production 
in England, Professor John H. Gray, of 
Northwestern University, has returned 
to Evanston. While he refused to give 
out the specific results of his mission, 
until his complete report had been 
placed in the hands of the United 
States Commissioner of Labor, Carroll 
D. Wright, he admitted that

SURPRISING NEW LIGHT 
would be thrown on the subject by the 
statistics gathered abroad. "English 
labor organizations are much stronger 
than our own,” said Professor Gray 
last night.

“The members of a union in Eng­
land hang together much better, and 
there is less internal strife to defeat 
the alm of the union. At a result, 
these bodies are able to accomplish 
much more than their prototypes In 
this country.
"The laboring men in England, as 

distinct from his organization, on the 
other hand, is worse off than our 
American laborer. Tills is partly due 
to his own shortcomings, for he is not 
so capable as the American workman. 
Co-operative societies are doing a 
great work in England for the toilers. 
That they are a wonderful success is 
Indisputable.”
INTERNATIONAL LABOR CON­

GRESS.
London, Sept. 26.—The International 

Congress for legislative protection of 
workmen, In session at Colon, Rhonish, 
Prussia, decided today to establish an 
international labor bureau to be con­
ducted on non-political lines. The 
bureau will first endeavor to securo 
amelioration of the conditions of wo­
men workers and restriction of the use 
of white lead and white phosphorous 
in certain trades.

SARATOGA MOTORMEN.
Saratoga, N. Y., Sept. 25. — The 

striking motormen of the Saratoga 
division of the Hudson Valley Rail­
way voted at a midnight session to 
continue the strike, which has been 
in force four weeks. The resolution 
was adopted after assurance of sup­
port was received from a represent­
ative of the Amalgamated Association 
of Street Railway Employes of Amer­
ica. The railway company is op­
erating full passenger service, on 
schedule time, with non-union men 
today. National Guardsmen are still 
on duty in Washington, Warren and 
Saratoga counties.

1,500 PIANO MAKERS OUT.
New York, Sept. 25.—The executive 

committee of the Piano and Organ 
Makers’ Union, which is trying to en­
force a demand for a nine-hour work­
day and 10 per cent advance in wages, 
has decided that the foremen must go 
on strike in all factories where strikes 
have been ordered. Some of the men 
who returned to work on getting only 
the nine-hour work day were ordered 
on strike again. In all 1.500 men were 
on strike last night, and about the 
same number had gained their de­
mands.

A STRIKE ENDED.
Chicago, Sept. 25.—With a concession 

of 25 cents an hour in wages by the 
city, the strike of the Chicago sewer 
■laborers is ended, and the 306 strikers 
went to work this morning. The city 
retains the right to discharge any of 
the men without being called to ac­
count by the union.

home in Canada, whether he were a 
French-Canadian or a Scotch-Cana- 
dian. Canada was a free country, a 
splendid, free country, where any man 
could feel at home. He believed it 
to be the freest country in the world 

all who traveled much acknowledg­
ed It to be. (Applause.) It was a 
pleasure for him to be there, he said, 
for more than one reason. When at 
the Strathroy fair he was in the cen- 
ter of one of the finest agricultural 
districts in Canada, and in the com­
pany of some of the best farmers in 
Canada. Mr. Tarte said that in his 
early days he himself was a farmer. He 
farmed on a big scale. He could not 
say that he made a pile of money

to make the most of their great coun­
try. (Applause.) We were slow to be­
lieve in our country, he said, yet we 
had done here what the statesmen of 
Britain had not been able to do—we 
had reconciled two antagonistic races. 
He had said in England while there 
recently that with all its brains, their 
Government had never been able com­
pletely to reconcile Ireland, yet we in 
Canada had settled our troubles of 
exactly the same kind upon structly 
constitutional grounds.

“Canadians are not hard to settle 
with." someone in the stand cried.

"No, they’re not hard to settle with.” 
Mr. Ross answered, “not if you make 
them a sensible proposition. (Laugh­
ter.)

Canada. He declared that we are just 
on the innge of Canadian develop­
ment.

In the last year the Cana­
dian exports of cattle alone had in­
creased from $2,000.000 to $3.000,000, and 
it was the same with all other pro­
ducts. He illustrated the necessity of 
an improvement in the transporting 
facilities of the country by recounting 
an instance shown him recently by 
a friend in Toronto. This gentleman 
told him that it cost him $1 40 per bar-

The 
attempt at wholesale murder follow­
ed this morning. McKie, with a pis­
tol in his hand, was seen by an em­
ploye of a lunch room opposite the 
hotel just before the shots were fired.

The letters 
found in the various matrimonial 
offices were all so similar as to suggest 
a common author, and the same photo­
graphs of handsome women and pros­
perous appearing men were found in 
use in the several agencies.

A memorandum found in one of the 
“turf offices" showed the receipt ‘of 
from $65 to $193 daily.

Today President Roosevelt has 
Undoubtedly the support of the great 
majority of the American people on 
at least two questions—Cuban reci­
procity and Congressional control of 
the truste—but he has no constitu­
tional means of imposing his will on 
the legislative branch, even though he 
should win the next Presidential elec­
tion on these issues.

The Cabinet principle, by which the 
legislative and executive functions are 
so happily combined in the British 
system, is, like other elements of the 
British constitution, a growth, not an 
inspiration. Originally Cabinet min­
isters were arbitrarily chosen by the 
sovereign, but they were not neces­
sarily members of the House of Lords 
or House of Commons, and were of all 
shades of opinion. In the words of 
Macaulay: “Under the Plantagenets, 
the Tudors and the Stuarts there had 
been ministers; but there had been no 
ministry. The servants of the crown 
were not, as now, bound in frank 
pledge for each other. They were not 
expected to be of the same opinion, 
even on questions of the gravest im­
portance. Often they were politically 
and personally hostile to each other, 
and made no secret of their hostility.” 
it was not until the reign of King 
William the Third that the present 
conception of the Cabinet took shape. 
The King saw that a ministry consti­
tuted of rival factions could not com­
mand the respect of parliament or 
exercise an adequate control over its 
deliberations. He gradually came to 
the conclusion that it was necessary 
that the ministry should be accept­
able to the majority in the House of 
Commons, as the popular chamber was 
becoming more and more the seat of 
power.

“Money once covered into the 
treasury (and this, of course, includes 
the sub-treasuries), cannot thereafter 
be deposited in banks. All custom 
receipts are by law payable to the 
treasury and the sub-treasuries. The 
only fund therefore available for de­
posit in banks is international re­
venue and miscellaneous receipts be­
fore they have been actually covered 
into the treasury. These amount to 
about half a million per day. and since 
the stringency arose to its fullest ex­
tent, have been steadfastly returned 
to circulation. This policy will be 
continued for thirty or sixty days, 
if needed, and longer, if necessary.

“In the meantime national bank cir­
culation has been increased about 
$7.000,000, largely induced by the dis­
tribution of deposits, and the further 
increase to the amount of eight mil­
lions is assured. All rumors of ex­
periments have been unauthorized by 
the treasury department. It is to be 
hoped that the public will place no 
credence in vagaries reported by irre­
sponsible and untrusted men of the 
street. It is also hoped that the coun­
try will understand that the treasury

— Word has 
just been received that Mont Chulla- 
pata 18 miles from Celendin, has been 
erupting volcanic dust and smoke for 
the last fortnight.

There is no record that Mont Chulla-.

cano. Loud noises are now heard 30 
miles away as the result of the vol­
cano’s action.

There have been several earthquakes 
around the mountain, and great 
chasms have been opened in the sides 
of the volcano.

That this report of affairs 'vastly un­
derstates the truth would be indicated 
from another report which, it is to be 
hoped, equally overstates it—namely, 
that from 300 to 1,000 converts have 
been killed by Boxers in the province, 
and that the disturbers have warned 
the Chinese Government of their in­
tention to kill all the foreigners and 
to exterminate all the Christian 
churches in China. The crisis has 
been accentuated by the fact that 
there has been famine in the province. 
The imperial treasury has had to do­
nate large sums to alleviate the suffer­
ing. Coincidentally with this informa­
tion comes the news of the murder of 
two English missionaries in the Prov­
ince of Hunan. Messrs. Lewis and 
Bruce, belonging to the China Inland 
Mission. This event is believed to be 
not so much due to an organized Box­
er campaign as to a sudden outburst 
of fanaticism. The missionaries had 
been warned, however, of impending 
injury. Though the local governor of­
fered refuge to them in his yamen, or 
fortified inclosure, they decided to re­
main in their mission. The news of 
this double murder is the more shock­
ing because so unexpected; although 
uneasiness has been felt since last May 
concerning Szechuan, little has been 
felt about Hunan. The British Gov­
ernment has ordered one of its gun- 
boats on the Yangtse to be sent in 
the direction of Chenchau, where the 
murder occurred.

The popula- 
tion of the circle about Ak-Su is 
given as 180,000. There are 4,000 houses 
in the town itself.

Allahabad, India, Sept. 25. — A

A Man Clubbed to Death—Mitchell 
Says Reports Are Exaggerated. Ex-Employes of Toronto Street 

Railway on Trial.
Philadelphia, Pa., Sept. 25.—While 

there was considerable disorder and 
many acts of violence in parts of the 
hard coal regions today, the iwless- 
ness was not so general as it was 
earlier in the week. The presence of 
additional troops and a drenching 
rainstorm assisted greatly in the 
preservation of peace. Near Wilkes- 
barre a coal and iron policeman was 
almost clubbed to death. Reports 
from other parts of the region show 
that petty cases of violence continue 
to occur. The lower anthracite re- 
gion is comparatively quiet, most of 
the lawlessness occurring in the vi- 
cinity of Scranton and Wilkesbarre.

KILLED BY HUNGARIANS.
Scranton, Pa., Sept. 25. — James 

Winston, aged 48 years, was killed, 
and his son-in-law, I. J. Lewis, was 
severely injured by a gang of Hun- 
garians who waylaid them on 
their way to work at Grassy Island 
colliery of the Delaware and Hudson 
Company today. The affair took 
place half a mile from and almost 
within sight of the camp of the Thir- 
teenth Regiment at Oliphant. Lewis 
got away, but Winston had his skull 
crushed with a club and fell uncon- 
scious. While he lay prostrate and 
dying the crowd jumped on him, kick- 
ed him in the face and beat him with 
clubs.

A WOMAN WITH A GUN.
Mrs. George Marshall (colored), wife 

of the proprietor of a hotel at Jes- 
sup, armed with a shotgun, safely 
escorted a hunted non-union man 
through a crowd of a hundred from 
the hotel to the Terrick Creek col- 
liery stockade, late last night. When 
the crowd began to avenge itself by 
bombarding the hotel, Mrs. Marshall 
fired on the nearest group and pepper- 
ed a dozen men with birdshot. This 
scattered the mob.

LAWN TENNIS.
AMERICAN VS. BRITISH PLAYERS 

London, Sept. 25.—The official report 
of W. H. Collins. president of the Lawn 
Tennis Association, on the tour of the 
British lawn tennis players in the 
United States, frankly admits that the 
“recent contests demonstrated that the 
Americans possess two single players 
as good at least as our best; but in 
doubles we have a pair better than 
anything they can for the moment pro­
duce.” Mr. Collins refers to the dif­
ferences in the games as played in 
America and England, and suggests 
that the United States and Great 
Britain adopt a uniform pattern of 
nets, center straps, cords and post sup­
ports. He considers the American 
courts to be "above the average tour­
nament courts in the United Kingdom,” 
and acknowledges the excellence of 
American balls, but says they are 
deader than the English, and thinks 
the elasticity of balls should be stand­
ardized as well as their size and 
weight Mr. Collins also criticises the 
laxation of American officials in penal­
izing "foot faults." and recommends 
that future international tournaments 
should include one day’s rest, "so that 
this country might play the same men 
in singles and doubles."

States, cables as follows to the Daily 
News outlining the objects of his trip;

“Generous appreciation of my life’s 
labors by the most prominent men 
and women in the realm of philan­
thropy, statesmanship and religion 
dwelling in your great nation made my 
previous visits an irresistible attrac­
tion for my present trip.

“I go to America in full faith that 
it is a land of splendid possibilities. 
It is basking in a present prosperity, 
but a future of darkness threatens 
thousands. To be in some degree a 
helper in the peace, usefulness and 
joy of the American nation is my 
earnest prayer.

"I go with malice toward none and 
charity for all. Dissensions and deser­
tions have cast a shadow across the 
Salvation Army's horizon, but deter­
mination on the old lines is still em­
blazoned on our banner. I shall 
neither attack nor defend my wayward 
children. Like the prodigal of old, they 
must come to me; I cannot go to them. 
I am not yet ready to abdicate the 
leadership of our cause. I hope and 
believe that the American people will 
not turn a deaf ear to the appeals of 
an old man to listen to the counter- 
pleadings of ambitious but misguided 
sons and daughters.

“Ten thousand Salvationists at my 
farewell meeting authorize me to take 
messages of love and sympathy to the 
American people. These typical repre­
sentatives of the masses, the real 
foundation of all governments, will 
tell me that they fervently pray that 
the two great empires of Britain and 
the United States shall stand before 
the world, hand in hand and shoulder 
to shoulder, as friends of humanity.

“They ask me to express the hope
