The meeting, which was largely at-
tended, was addressed by Gilbert Agar
of Toronto, general secretary of the
Provincial Social Service Council. He
outlined the work of the council
throughout the provinece for the coming
yvear.
He said that great stress was to be
laid upon child welfare work. Every
child had the right to be well reared as
{ well as to be well born. No matter into
what home a child was born, and under
lwhat clrcumstances, it was not respon-
i 8ible for its birth, and therefore had
the right to be given every aid and op-
i portunity to grow up to be a good
citizen, |
To Fight Venereal. !
He spoke also of the fight which is |
to be made against venereal isease
| throughout the province. The Domin-
i fon Government had promised a gift of
{ 357,000 to aid in the fight, proyvided .the
Provincial Government would give an
equal amount, This would bring the
total_amount of money to finance the
campalgn up to $114.000. -The council in
Ontario was considering means by
which it could bring home to the people
the vital value of this problem, and was
ready to back the work to its fullest
power. Community work was import-
ant. The speaker said that the local
councils should aim to take in the
whole community, and should avoid
leaving out any section of it. Social
matters should occupy their attention
rather than religious ones. !
Mr. Agar said that the provincial
council would carry on its work in chlld
welfare this year by holding two-day
conferences in all centres, small as well
as large, throughout the province. Lec-
tures on every phase of c;\ud life would
be given, and these lectures would be
illustrated by motion pictures. The aim
was (o conserve the human resources
of the nation.
F. N. Stapleford, president
Neighborhood Workers’ Association of
Torbnto, spoke on ‘‘Nelghborhood
Work.” He showed that while the as-
sociation was not in reality a part of
the Social Serviee Council, vet it work-
i ed hand in hand with it. He added: “In
jorder that the work mayv be a success,
i the condition of the comgmunity must he
{ kntown to those who fédrm the associa-
tion.. They should not theorize ang take
as examples the conditions prevailing in
other cities.”
Avoids Overlapping. - i
The Neighborhood Association, he
said, was valuable, in that it did away
with overlapping. He strongly advised
that a clearing house or centre be estab-
lished in every city, from which branch
depots might be operated. To illustrate
| the work of the association as a whole,
{ he took for example the activities of
i the one in Toronto. !
In that city there was a centre from '
| which nine depots were operated and
directed. Each of these had an execu-
tive. The citizens of Toronto had awak-
ened to the necessity of such an estah-
|lishnmnt, and had given it @ strong
backing. In eighteen months the or.
ganization had grown so that the
amount of expenditure shown by the
budget had increaséd from $5,000 to
| $33.000 within eighteen months.
The work of the association included
family problems, problems presented by
illegitimate births, which he claimed
were Increasing rapidly; the question of
| the family budget, housing problems,
| desertions, supplying aid during sick-
i ness in needy cases, supplying fresh air
j outings to the children of the poor, and

SAYS GITY SHOULD
HAVE GONTROL OVER
BUILDINGS EREGTED

Town Planner Condemns Mix-
* tures of Present.

WIDER STREETS NEEDED

And All Construction Ought To
Be Planned for City’'s
Benefit.,

The need of Canadian cities for a
town-planning scheme¢ was outlined by
Thomas Adams, town planning ad-
viser for the Dominion Government, at
a luncheon tendered by the members’ :
council of the local chamber. of com-l
merce, in the Tecumseh House at noon
today. He pointed out that the scheme
which the London ratepayers approvad
at the municipal elections meant much

in the development of the city. He
criticized the narrow ‘streeis in Lon-
don and every city in the country, and
{mpressed upon his hearers the im-
portance of studying the plan of the
city.

The cities of this province should go
to the Provincial Government and in-
sist_upon an act which would enable a
municipality to dictate the kind of
buiidings to be erected, and also to
state where they smbould be located,
Mr. Adams stated. This country, he
said, was a flee and democratic coun-
try, but it also was just. It was not
Justice to permit any man to do that
which imposed a hardship upon his
neighbor. The city should have the
power to prevent the erection of a fac-
tory in a purely residential district,
when its erection meant that the real
estate surrounding it was going to de-
crease in value.

Look Afield. -

He considered it impossible to simply
plan an industrial city, but an indus-
tria district was proper. London, he
said, shoud be interested in the sur-
rounding country, for with the deve.op-
ment of power it was no longer abso-
lutely necessary for the manufacturer
to locate in the city, where his growth
was hampered, This city should de-
velop the district between here and
Port Stanley, Mr. Adams thought, and
in the advancement of London it was
essential that the lake port should be
developed.

One of the chief reasons labor is
agitating for shorter hours in the larg-
er. cities is that in some instances two
and three hours are lost in the laborei
getting to and from his work. A man
who had to hang on a strap to get to
his home, for half an hour or more,
was deserving of shorter hours, In
riany cases the hardest work of the
day is getting to and from the fac-

ory.

Under the town planning scheme 1.1.10
railroads would not be permitted o
enter the city anywhere the officials
liked. The city would be able to go
to the federal government and state
where it wanted the railroad to enter.

Dangerous Topic.

Ih the past the transportation coin-
pranies of the country. Mr. Adams said.
have thought only of their own profits,
without regard for the benefits the
¢ity might derive from the roads. e
referied briefly to the local transporia-
tion question, but some of those about
the tahle commenced laughing, and
with the remark, “I guess I have said
enough apout that,” Mr. Adams swung
to another subject.

High buildings were not the hest-pay-
ing, the speaker stated. This had been
proven in the larger cities, where they
are absolutely necessary in many in-
stances. Real estate owners in the
United States, he said, have learned
that the smaller building pays best.

The mixing of industrial plants with
residences was condemned by the
speaker. He did not believe that even a
grocery store should be erected on a
street corner if it was going to affect
the beauty of the street or make the
land less valuable.

THe streets of a city should be erect-
ed on the same basis as a hotel, in Mr.
Adams’ opinion. No architect would
the same size as
a bedroom, vet this was just what han-
pened in the planning of streets, He
did not think it proper in the interests
of the city to have a uniform width for
streets.

Lack of Houses Great Detri-
ment to City.

OUTLINES PLANS MADE

And Expresses His Idea of the
Commission’s Duties and
Powers.

“The prime basic essentials for '
human existence are food, clothing and
shelter. The man of moderate means,
with family responsibilities, experi- :
ences many difficulties in these times
of providing adequately these essentials
of living,” declared E. R. Dennis, chair-
man of the local housing commission,
in his inaugural address at a meeting
of“that body on Thursday night.
‘Owing to the period of deferred
building during the war, the shortage
of houses is serious and worldwide.

AUTOMOBILES GIVE A
REVENUE OF NEARLY
FOURTEEN MILLIONS

Large Amount of Receipts Set |
Aside For Road Building. |

OTTAWA, Jan. 22.—(Canadiaa Press.) !
—A statement from the department of !
customs showing the value of automo- !
biles and parts imported and entered ;
for consumption in Canada during the
calendar yvear, 1919, also the duty, cus-
toms, war tax, and excise war tax col-
lected thereon, reveals the fact that
automobiles and parts thereof Juring
that period vyielded the surprising
revenue of $13,886,097.25.

In view of the arguments advanced
in many quarters that revenue from
automobiles together with the license
fees for the operation of cars in the
various provnces schould be used for
the improvement of highways it is in- |
teresting to note that in one year the
revenue from automobiles is more than
half the amount set aside by the
Dominion Government to be alloted fur
highway improvements and develop-
ments over a five-year period. The |
federal aid to highways’' plan calls for
the expenditure by the Dominion Gov- |
ernment of §20,000,000 within the next |
five years.

Under the heading of passenger
automobiles the customs figures give |
a total of 9,637 machines valued at $9,-
304,235. The duty on these was §3,-
255,465.50, customs war tax $697,614.27, |
and the excise tax $4.649,450, making '
a total duty of $8,602,529.77. i

Commercial automobiles to the num- |
ber of 2,113 were valued at $3,437,464. |
The duty on these was §1,200,207.90, |
customs war tax $257,228.90. There was
no excise war tax on this class of
vehicle or on automobile parts. The
total for commercial vehicles was $1,- |
457,436.80.

Automobile parts valued at $9,979,-
041 brought $3,077,988.39 in duty, and
$748,142.29 in customs war tax, a total
of $3.526.130.68. The grand total of
$13,886,097.25  includes excise tax levied

on imperted automobiles, and also on
those of domestic manufacture.

grown 80 rapidly that they are ‘“under-
churched,” not only in the cvercrowded down-
town areas, but even in the residential dis-
tricts. The problem of rural depopulation and
the readjustment of the country church to
serve as a community centre is one that presses
for solution. The depreclation of tha dollar
and the coincident rise in the cost of living
make it necessary immediately to raise the
salary scale for missionaries and the superan-
nuation allowances for retired clergy. A larger
income for the theological colleges is impera-
tive. The eppropriations for'overseas missions
are inadequate even to maintain the work al-
ready begun, and the opportunities for extend-
ing the work are more inviting ever
before.

In the past, the Canadfan churches have not
lacked members, but they have been short of
active members. The Forward Movement is
planned to strengthen the hands that hang
down and to confirm the feeble knees. Instead
of depending upon ten per cent of the member-
ship to do mninety per cent of the work, and
meet eighty per cent.of the necessary expendi-
ture, the minister of each congregation has
hopes of sceing his church ardent, zealous and
efficient. It is a fine ideal, worthy of the
church and worthy of Canada.

SAYS DEFENCE AIMS

TELLS NATIONAL “Y”

Advises Optimistic Outlook
Despite Pessimism.

MEET AT WINNIPEG

Western City Chosen For Next
Convention of Dominion
Body.

TORONTO, Jan. 22.—Dr. John R.
Mott, general secretary of the interna-

tional committee of the Young Men's
Christian Association, gave a stirring
address tonight at a banquet which put
the finishing touch to the national con-
vention of Young Men’s Christian As-
sociations here.

Dr. Mott declared that a call came
from a world in distress, a call to
world-wide service, and he appealed to
the Canadian Young Men's Associa-
tions to stand with the Kkindred or-
ganization throughout the English-
speaking world in meeting the need of
the hour. He urged the need of an
optimistic outlook. Although admitting
that pessimism was widespread in the
world, Dr. Mott claimed that the pros-
pect was truly bright.

Advantageous Position.

The advantageous position of the
Young Men’s Christian Association was
emphasized by Dr. Mott. Through the
Y. M. C. A.s in universities the ideas
of the future world leaders were being
influenced, he said. Referring to condi-
tions in foreign lands, where opportunity
was offered to the Young Men’'s Chris-
tian Association, Dr. Mott said that
even Russia offered opportunity to the
association. :

“Thank God,”” he said. ‘“ever since
the revolution broke out there the
Young Men's Christian Association !ms
never forfeited faith in our old ally.”

President Abner Kingman read a
telegram from Gen. Sir Arthur Currie
expressing regret at not being able
to be present and stating that
throughout the war he had regarded
the Young Men's Christian Association
as an integral part of the Canadian
force, and that it had done incalcul-
able service in maintaining the high
morale of the troops.

A sympathetic message was also re-
ceived from Premier Druwy.

G Appeal for Help.

An appeal to the Young Men's Chris-
tian Association for assistance in the
inter-church forward movement was
made by J. H. Gundy this afternoon
at the concluding business session of
the national convention of the Young
Men's Christian Association. Mr. Gundy
characterized the forward movement
campaign as an investment that should
appeal to businessmen,

“Christianity is the best investment
a nation can_make,” he said. Presi-
dent Abner Kingman of the Canadian
Young Men's Christian Association
gave assurance of support from the
Y. M. C. A in the movement.

Winnipeg was chosen as the next
place of n eeting, a hearty invitation
from President Carter of the Win-
nipeg Board of Trade having been
conveyed to the convention by General
Secretary C. W. Bishop.

One of the outstanding resolutions
adopted respectfully urged that the
Allied Governments aid in the estab-
lishment of a stable government in
Armenia, and assist in protecting the
Armenians from persecutions until
such was effected.
