The Kompo lama was a stalwart old 
soul, with a strong and kindly face, 
with a red button of rank in the wel- 
low crown of his turban hat, and while 
he sat waiting for the photographer to 
make ready for him, he ladled snuff 
out from a little silver and turquoise 
stoppered bottle to the side of his 
thumb and sniffed it vigorously. He 
told me that he liked Pekin better 
than Lhassa, and he also told me that 
in 1900 a Buriat Mongol came to Lhassa 
and excited the lamas with the news 
that the Chinese Empire had fallen 
and the Emperor had fled. The lamas, 
had been told of a war at the time 
the boxers began operations, and had 
been asked to pray for the success of 
Chinese arms.

London, Jan. 8.—Pope Pius X., King 
George of Saxony, President Diaz, who 
has been elected to the chief magistracy 
of the Mexican Republic for the fifth 
time, and the new King of Servia, are 
the subjects of portraits in the new Al­
manach de Gotha for 1904. The King 
of Servia is set down as having been pro­
claimed as such after the “extinction” 
of the Obrenovitch dynasty. The word 
"extinction" is, of course, a polite way 
of intimating that King Alexander and 
Queen Draga were murdered in the most 
shocking manner.

The almanach, with the authority de­
rived from its existence of some 140 
years, likewise pronounces judgment in 
the controversy which has reigned until 
now on the subjects as to whether Ed­
ward VII. of England is the seventh sov. 
ereign of the so-called Hanoverian dynas­
ty of Great Britain, or whether he is 
the first English monarch of the house 
of Saxe-Coburg Gotha. The almanach 
decides in favor of the latter view, and 
those who claim King Edward as a ruler 
of the Hanoverian line may now take a 
back seat. In one word, the British Em­
pire is no longer subject to the scepter 
of the Guelphs, but to that of the Wet- 
tins, and it is Wettin that must now be 
regarded as the patronymic of King Ed­
ward, and of all the members of his 
family.

The only Guelphs remaining are the 
Duke of Cumberland and Brunswick and 
his two sons, the duke being the only son 
of the last King of Hanover, and the 
octogenarian Duke of Cambridge, whose 
father was the youngest son of King 
George III., and who has no legitimate 
issue, all his children being of morgan­
atic birth.

Prince Urosoff Wants Anti-Jew Law 
Abrogated.

London. Jan. 8. — So much has been 
attracted of late to Kishineff and to 
the possibility of another massacre of 
the Jews taking place there, that it 
may be just as well to mention that 
Prince Urussoff, the governor of Bes­
sarabia, the province in which Kishi­
neff is situated, is .probably the most 
liberally disposed of all the higher 
dignitaries of the Muscovite adminis­
tration with regard to the Hebrew 
race.

The prince, in fact, has achieved 
distinction by presenting a memoran­
dum to the Czar, strongly advocating 
the abrogation of all special laws 
aimed against the Jews. The prince 
attributes no little of the prevailing 
prosperity of the Province of Bessar­
abia to the industry of the Jews, not 
merely as traders, btu also as agricul­
turists on the land near the towns and 
cities. He states that they have been 
particularly successful in the cultiva­
tion of the tobacco plant; that they 
are also very useful in facilitating the 
export of Bassarabian produce, es­
pecially wines, ton foreign countries, 
and, acording to him, it is only because 
special laws of a Very oppressive char­
acter weigh upon the Jews too harsh- 
ly that some of them have been In­
duced to dabble in politics.

The prince's memorandum has creat­
ed a great impression upon Emperor 
Nicholas. He has organized an imper- 
ial commission for the purpose of deal­
ing with the matter, and with the ob­
ject of codifying and amending the 
existing statutes relating to the Jews. 
Prince Obolenski, formerly governor of 
Kharkoff, and who, so narrowly es­
caped death by assassination, has been 
appointed president of this commis­
sion.

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The city did suffer when aldermen 
were elected by wards, and made It 
their main business to grab expendi­
tures for their own sections. Com­
plaint is made that because the ma­
jority of the present aldermen live in 
two wards, the other wards will be 
neglected. An injustice might be done 
the latter if each alderman tried to 
favor the particular neighborhood oi 
district in which he resided. The fact 
that he must depend for votes equally 
on every ward of the city should 
check this propensity. The best guar­
antee against ward grabbing, would 
be the non-interference of aldermen 
with the engineer’s department. The 
aldermen may advise and suggest, but 
the engineer should be the one to de­
termine and should not be hampered 
and annoyed by aldermanic lobbying 
or bull-dozing. One of the defects of 
the present system of muniepial gov­
ernment is the meddling of municipal 
councils in executive matters, which 
should be intrusted to permanent offi­
cials. The duties of the aldermen 
should be legislative, rather than ex­
ecutive. They should lay down the 
policy and hold the paid servants of 
the municipality to strict account in 
carrying it out. If an alderman seeks 
to use his position to make votes foi 
himself, or his political party, he over­
rides the paid officials of the corpora­
tion, and the taxpayers’ money is not 
spent to the best advantage. The Ad­
vertiser promises to keep a sharp 
lookout for sectionalism or ward-grab­
bing on the council, and denounce it 
no matter who is hurt. The election 
of aldermen by general vote, instead 
of by wards is a distinct improvement 
and it is to be hoped the aldermen- 
elect will do nothing to provoke the 
feeling that any section of the city is 
being discriminated against it, or to 
revive the abuses of the old system.

The whole of her Chinese 
indemnity has been devoted to military 
and naval expenditure. She has con­
stantly intrigued in Korea, and by her 
diplomatic persistence, secured from 
Russia a treaty, signed in 1898, in which 
both countries acknowledged the sove­
reignty and entire independence of 
Korea, and pledged themselves to ab­
stain from all direct interference with 
the internal affairs of that country. 
Moreover, the Russian Government 
pledged itself, “in view of the wide de­
velopment taken by the commercial 
and industrial enterprises of Japan in 
Korea, and the large number of Jap­
anese subjects residing in that coun­
try," not to hinder in any way the 
commercial relations between Japan 
and Korea.

The Boxer troubles gave Russia a 
pretext for the military seizure of Man­
churia, so that the Russians are en­
trenched right along the whole land 
frontier of Korea, on the banks of 
the Yalu and Tumen Rivers, consti­
tuting a permanent and formidable 
danger to the preservation of Korea 
from Russian preponderance.

ANOTHER FIRE VICTIM Queer Kaffir Superstition.
One of the strangest cases ever investi­

gated in South Africa is that now being 
inquired into by the Johannesburg crimi­
nal investigation department. Some time 
ago two Kaffirs stole a sum of £800 in 
money. They were brought before the 
court and sentenced to eighteen months’ 
imprisonment with hard labor, but the 
money was not recovered. After serv­
ing some months of their sentence one 
of the prisoners died in the jail. The 
other underwent his full term, and on 
leaving the jail proceeded to the spot 
where the money was buried, in order 
to take his half. He dug up the ground, 
got his share out and went off to his 
kraal.

Later on he thought, presumably, that, 
seeing his confederate was dead, he would 
also get the other half. He traveled again 
to the place, and was proceeding to un­
earth the concealed gold when he sud­
denly fell forward, struck with paraly­
sis, and when discovered was in a critical 
condition, his whole body being para­
lyzed.

He was taken to the hospital, where 
he lay for a long time seriously ill. On 
recovering Sufficiently he told a remark­
able tale. While in the jail undergoing 
his punishment, he said, his friend was 
taken dangerously ill, and, it being 
thought that the man might die, he (the 
narrator) was sent for.

His friend then said to him: "I am go­
ing to die. When you get out of prison 
go to the place where we hid the stolen 
money and take your half, leaving my 
halt for my brothers, whom you must 
tell of my death. But don't take my 
half."

This interesting story-teller secured his 
half, but did not tell the deceased’s 
brothers of the other half, and after­
ward resolved he would get it or him­
self, with the result that in tie very 
act of taking it he was seized with a 
stroke of paralysis.

The remainder of the money is still 
concealed, but the criminal investigation 
department cannot discover where, owing 
to the superstition of the surviving 
Kaffir. Though now quite well, he will 
not take the detectives to the spot, on 
the grounds that his illness was due to 
the vengeance of his dead friend’s spirit, 
and that if he went to the spot again the 
spirit would kill him. The criminal in­
vestigation department has the man well 
in hand, and hope to get the concealed 
money shortly. This remarkable story 
is, perhaps, unique. It illustrates not only 
a strange coincidence, but the acc ntu- 
ated superstition of Kaffirs.

1 him, easier to awake some contrition 
in him when we can put him squarely 
into a certain class than when we are 
uncertain about him and are guessing.

"Listen to a lot of detectives talk­
ing. If they are talking about crimi­
nals it won’t be long before you’ll 
hear one of them say: ‘That man is a 
regular Fagin.’

"Now, there’s your Dickens for you. 
Everybody who has read Dickens, and 
everybody else who has heard the ex­
pression, knows that Fagin was a bad 
man, who lived in London and who 
taught boys to become pickpockets. 
And, by the way, they called pickpock­
ets ‘dips’ back in those days, just as 
we do now.

"The Artful Dodger, Charlie Bates, 
and the rest of Fagin’s pupils exist 
today just as they have always ex­
isted. I tell you it helps us a lot when 
we can catch their prototypes and 
classify them simply by saying that 
they go to Fagin’s school.

"About Stevenson? Well, he gave 
us Dr. Jekyl and Mr. Hyde. A won 
derful conception. Those two na­
tures in one man. When we find a 
man who is living a good life and at 
the same time living a bad one, you 
can see for yourself how much it helps 
us to be able to say oirnand ‘a regular 
Jekyll and Hyde.’

"Yes, sir, those are the detectives' 
authors—Dickens and Stevenson. 
They’ve done us more good than Poe 
or Dr. Conan Doyle, or Anna Kath­
erine Green, or any of those others 
who have written detective stories that 
are fine for after dinner, but that 
make poor guides for detectives .who

The treaty between Great Britain and 
Japan, signed in 1902, provides for 
armed co-operation in the event of one 
of the contracting parties being in­
volved in war with more than one for­
eign power. It is improbable that Rus­
sia would call upon her ally, France, 
in any event; and it is even more im­
probable that France would respond, 
knowing that she would have to fight 
Great Britain as well as Japan. The 
disparity between the military strength 
of Russia and Japan is very great on 
paper, but a better test will be the 
morale of the troops. The Japanese 
army is stiffened by tens of thousands 
of veterans, seasoned in the Chinese 
war, and will be animated by an al­
most fanatical patriotism. It will be 
led by officers who have seen active 
service, and who know the fighting- 
ground. It will be near the base of 
supplies, while the Russian army is 
thousands of miles from its base, and 
dependent for its commissariat and 
transport on a single-track railroad of 
low standard, and still in an experi­
mental stage. In undertaking to 
crush Japan Russia will have a big­
ger contract on her hands than the 
Turkish war; and that was no promen- 
ade for the soldiers of the Czar.

A sympathetic and hearty message 
was also received from Mr. John Mal- 
ion, chief engineer of the Strathroy fire 
department, who was a personal friend 
of Chief Roe 40 years ago.

The fire and light committee of 
last year’s Toronto council met Thurs­
day and passed a resolution of regret 
for the death of Chief Roe, of this city. 
They directed also that a wreath be 
sent, and that Chief Thompson and 
Chairman Bell attend the funeral at 
London.

Today the three fire stations were 
draped in mourning, and an air of sor­
row pervaded each place. All the morn­
ing the men were busy preparing for 
the funeral, for fourteen men from the 
three brigades were to absent them 
selves to attend the funeral of the 
chief, arid in consequence special ar­
rangements were necessary in the dif­
ferent stations.

At the Central station the veteran

firemen met about 1:30, and in com- 
pany with the guard of honor of the 
present firemen, marched in a body to 
the city hall.

Here they joined the civic officials, 
police and other bodies, and at 2:15 all 
marched to the residence of the late 
chief on Horton stret.

ALLFLORIDALondon, Jan. 8. — There has been 

many denials of the rumored engage­
ment of the reigning grand Duke of 
Mecklenburg-Schwerin and Princess 
Alexandra of Brunswick, and of Great 
Britain, that I have refrained from 
making any mention thereof until it 
was officially announced. Inasmuch as 
Princess Alexandra, who is not only 
the godchild, but also the niece of the 
Queen of England, and is an English 
princess, it is probable that King Ed­
ward will be called upon to give his 
sanction to the match under the great 
seal of England, though the fact that 
she is also the daughter of a de jure 
sovereign, namely, of the rightful 
Duke of Brunswick, may obviate the 
necessity of this.

I describe her as an English princess, 
as she is still styled thus in the vari­
ous standard works of reference. But 
strictly speaking, she is from an Eng­
lish point of view no longer royal, and, 
therefore, exempt from the provisions 
of the royal marriage act. For after 
the fourth generation of descent from 
the crown the legitimate descendants 
In the male line from the sovereign 
lose their royal character and preroga­
tives. Thus the present Duke of Cum­
berland, being a great grandson of 
King George III. of England, is no 
longer de jure an English royalty, and 
his children have still less right to be 
considered as such. In the same way 
when Prince Arthur of Connaught, a 
grandson of Queen Victoria, marries 
and has children, the latter will no 
longer be royal, but mere nobles. The 
same rule exists in Russia, and thus 
prevents an undue multiplication of 
royal princes and princesses.

The Grand Duke of Mecklenburg- 
Schwerin is one of the wealthiest and 
most promising independent rulers of 
Germany, and is on the most intimate 
terms, not merely with the Kaiser, but 
also with the Czar, and with the reign­
ing house of Denmark. He is very tall, 
rather good looking and well behaved, 
and has inherited apparently nothing 
of the eccentricity which caused his 
father to declare himself publicly the 
foe of the German Emperor, and to 
eventually commit suicide in the spring 
of 1897 by throwing himself over the 
parapet of a bridge in the park of his 
villa near Cannes, and which has like­
wise led to the circulation of all kinds 
of strange stories about the widowed 
grand duchess, one of the most bril­
liant and charming women of the Rus­
sian imperial house of Romanoff.
