CANADA TEMPERANCE ACT
- WILL BE VOTED ON

Temperance forces and the liquor
interests are watching each other
through telescopes just now to see
which side is going to make -the first
move in the approaching campaign in
Welland county to apply the Canada
temperance act to Welland and Ni-
agara Falls. As the Canada temper-
ance act is a Federal statute, the Do-
minion election law is in effect. Un-
der this law in cities over 9,000 in-
habitants a registration of manhood
suffrage voters is good only for
twelve months after an election. In
the county it holds good until a new
jist is made.

Two campaigns are to be brought
on .in Welland—one to abolish all li-
censes in the county, another to abol-
ish all licenses in the city of Niagara
Falls. The petitions, which require
the signature of twenty-five per cent.
of the electors, will be'deposited with
the Sheriff early next month, and the
customary proceedings will follow, the
vote being held in the fall. As the
situation now stands, unless the Do-
minion Government intervenes by way
of crder in Council, the manhoed suf-
frage voters in Niagara Falls will not
be permitted to register their will for
or against the liquor licenses, while in
the county they may.. Only in the
cities is the manhood vote large, while
it is small or negligible in the coun-
ties. This fact has: seized the liquor
representatives, and it is understood
that an appeal will be made to thd
Federal Government to pass the nec-
essary order in Council and have an
enumeration at Niagara Falls.

Meanwhile 'other campaigns are’ go-
ing on in Huron county, and the dis-
trict comprised 4)‘}' Muskoka, Parry
Sound, Algoma‘and Sudbury Tn the
unorganized portion of ' this section
there is no voters’ list under the law,
and: the question+is whether there is
a2 greater claim for an enumeration
in Algoma or in Niagara Falls.

The following ‘is an extract from a
leading editorial’ in the Winnipeg
Free Press, acknowledged. as. the
most prominent Liberal sheet out
West:

\West ‘will have a fairly good har-
vest; and there will be no marked
diminution of the orders that go
Last yearly .to keep.the wheels of
industry turning and put money.in-
to the workingman’s pay envelope.”
“In ‘the ultimate interests of na-
tional . solidarity it might ib&¢ worth
while, however, to suffer two or
three ‘years of. real hard times to
khock into the- Eastern canscious-,
ness .an abiding realization. of the
dependence: of the East upen the
West.  Everyone knows that the
West cannot be indifferent to con-
ditions in the East; but ‘the still
greater fact that the East can only'
prosper with the prosperity of the
West is one that our friends- down
East are very slow to recognize.
They prefer to hug the delusion
that the people of the West sub-
sist . upon their bounty, repaying
their benevolence most ungratefully
by holding heterodox views upon
econgmic questions.”

As :ai'matter -of fact the East has

always appreciated the West, and On-
tario :hé.s put up most of the money
and the 'men who have caused the de-
\elopment of that great region.

Thé teal trouble has been that the
West Has not appreciated  the Egst
It is a{common mc1dent ‘there to heqr
the bégst that  the'‘timé ‘will ‘come.
when the voice! of the 'West will ‘bg
the :vpice of Canada, and many there.
waild:like to see the tariff wall torn
down jin order -to -purchase. agricul-
tural .implements from the States .at
the expense of the .workingmen of
Brantford and other industrial centres
of the Dominion. The Free Press. is
itself one of the-fost: ardent advo-
cates in this regard.

Neither event will take place. On-
tario is, and always will be the ban-
ner province, and the industrial centre
of the country will always be mainly
in:this province, just as the large
grain areas will always be'yonder.

Thls talk of the East versus the
W'est is" not only mischievous, but
sheer buncontbe. We are all one peo-
ple,-with the varying interests which
naturally result from divergent condi-
tions, léut should and will fit in with
each other as component elements in
the upbuilding of a great nation un-
der the grand old Union Jack.

. UNNECESSARY NOISE.

This paper has more than once call-
ed .attention to the quite tinnecessary,
screeching of whistles and ringing of
bells in connection with Brantford
factories, and also in train yards.

“I trust all enginemen will take
ehough interest in the welfare of
the company to work their engines
in a manner that will avoid further
complaints of this kind.”

OUR FOOD IMPORTS.

More Wheat, Flour, _Mutton, and
' Beef, Barley and Fewer Cattle.
The extent to which the United

Kcmgdom relies upon foreign coun-

trles for its food supply is strikingly

evidenced in a return published on

Wednesday of the imports for 1912.

Into this country thete came during

the year: Wheat and flour, 123,724,589

t.Wt barley 20,126,204; oats, 18,300,-

400; maize, 43,877.358; beans 2,063,536;

pdas, 2,574,707; rye 768.310; and buck-

wheat 71,010. The figures for wheat

‘aid flour, oats and peas were the

highest since 1904; but those for bar-

ley, rye, and buckwheat were below
the dverage.

‘There was a huge drop in imports
of oxen, balls, cows and calves, the
figure for 1912 being 48,012 animals,
against 200,398 in 1911, and 549,532 in
1904. On the other hand, the steady
fficrease- in fresh . and refrigerated
beef was_ continued, the. 1912 figure

elng 8.005.819 cwt.; as against 4,350,-
031 in 1904, while mutton represented
5,021,529 cwt, against 3,404,782 in
1904.

" 'Fresh and salt pork and salt beef

were ‘below the average, while pre-

sérved' meat (including tinned and
canned), stood at about the same
f:gures as before. 'Of bacon and ham
there were 4,634,000 and 897,876 cwt.

In matters of grace the same rule
to some extent, prevails. The rich
have more on which to set their
hearts, more to occupy their time,
more to cultivate self-will, more op-
portunity for self-gratification, more
riches for, which to be responsible,
more education by which, under pres-
ent conditions, errors are more like-
ly to be gained than truth. The. rich
have more to divert
them and to cultivate their pride.
The naturally noble, contrasting
themselves with their inferior neigh-
bors, are inclined to resent the idea
that they are sinners, and as much
dependent upon the Lord’s grace as
the meanest® of their fellows.

We are not to understand that
God is partial to the poor, the mean,
the illiterate, the ignoble. The
Scriptures assure us that God is im-
‘partial.. All other conditions being
equal, .riches, honor, nobility “of
character, would make the possessors
more esteemed in God’s sight. But
other conditions are not equal. Dur-
ing this Age God is choosing 'a special
class. He puts  faith first, then
meekness, gentleness, patience, broth-
‘erly ' kindness and love, in ' their
order. £

Apparently the life expériences of
the poor and ignoble areas- favor-
able, or more so, than the conditions
of ‘the rich and the talented, All of
their experiences tend to develop
faith, while those of the.xich tend
rather .to develop self-relignce; seli-
assurance. The experiences of the
poor and ignorant tend to. develop
meekness, teachableness, whereag the
experiences -of the learned ‘tend na-
turally toward self-conceit. The ex-
periences of the great in dealing with
subordinates tend to beget arrogance
and self-assurance; whereas if they
become disciples- of Christ, those
qualities are serious handicaps and
interferences. Thus we see why mot
many rich, wise, great and noble are
amongst those upon whom the Gospel
Message takes serious effect.  Not
only have the poor many advantages
in respect to hearing and obtaining
the Gospel ‘Message; but their being
more numerous- than the rich would
be another reason..why. they would
predominate among the Lord’s -elect
class. ;

: Qur- text, however, does not refer
to poor people in general, but- a
special class of poor. ‘“‘Blessed be ye
poor; for yours is the Kingdom- of
God.” Some poor, instead of: being
drawn to God by their poverty;. cul-
tivate -8 spirit. of  anger, malice,

atred, strife, ‘dnd’ 4re’ thus not enly
embittered in 'spirit, but have their
faces turned in the opposite direction
from the one in which God’s bless-
ings ‘come, Alas, how true this is
to-day !

The class - described by Jesus as
“ye poor’” is composed of those who
are ' hungering after righteousness,
and who have approached the Foun-
tain of Blessing, the Almighty, and
have been received as children of
God. The poor include all of God’s
people, whether or not poor as re-
spects earthly goods, earthly honor,
fame,  ete. atever earthly, bless-
ings they may have had, they gave
up, sacrificed, that they might there-
by become heirs of God, joint-heirs
with- Jesus Christ.
it is written, “He was rich, yet for
our sakes He became poor.” As the
Mastersmade a full surrender of His
will and talents, and all, so "also
must all who, hearing the Mast#r’s
voice, become His disciples, or foot-
step followers.—2 Corinthians 8:9;
Matthew 16:24.

This does not mean that the Lord’s
people must of necessity throw away
or give away their property- and be-
come penniless. It does mean, how-
ever, that whatever property they
once called their own, by the terms
of their consecration became the
Lord’s property, and they merely His
stewards in the administration of
that property and the use of it in
harmony with the Lord’s will.

Neither does this mean that, if
they had riches ,of learning, they
must ignore their knowledge, and
spealy and act ignorantly. It means,
however, that their learning is no
longer theirs, but the Lord’s. ¥t is
no longer to be used for self-gratifica-
tion, self-honor, self-praise, but to be
used in the service of their Redeem-
er, to show forth His praises, no
matter how unpopular His cause’'in
the sight of men—no matter how
foolish it may cause them to appear
in the eyes of those who are blinded
to the Lord’s arrangements.

“This poverty and sacrifice does not
mean the giving up of noble senti-
ments and high ideals; but it means
the bringing of these ideals; ete.,
into the Lord’s service, for the 'sup-
port and advancement of His Mes-
sage of Truth for the blessing of
mankind along the lines which His
Word indicates.

This sacrifice, or surrender, does
not mean that honor of men will be
disesteemed thereafter; for it will

always be true that *“a' good name
is rat}lfsr‘to be chosen tghan great
richés.” Tt means -that. worldly Te-
putation. will .be held secondary to
the Lord‘._-; e Truth, and service for
the Lord’s cause, so that 'whatever
‘honor of nfen they may possess will

e turned as wisely and as prudent-
Iy as poss sible into the channels
which will - glorjfy the Lord and
honor His Message, regapdless of
the fact that so using it gra'«"!’ual-
ly consume it; for the world knows
not the followers of Jesus, even as it
knew Him nof, and appreciates not
the true honor which cometh from
‘Above, but merely the honor ‘which
is ofumen. S

Strange Lake
In Nigeria

LONDON, July 26—A remarkable
discovery has been made in Nigern
by P. Amaury Talbot, a district
commissioner, of what is known as
the “Sacred ILake of l.ife.” Somie
months -ago, when Talbot returned
to ‘England after an extensive jour-
ney of exploration through the un
known parts of Nigeria, he announc-
cd that he had discovered a myster
tous lake, which was held in a great
awe By Tall The fati¥alfribes through'
out the adjoining con@try. The scenc
about the lake, he said, was full of
mystery. The surface of the water
was absolutely still, and round about
were ten feet high bushes bearinz
what looked like great tufts of
creamy plants; these, however, prov-
cd to be nests of frogs. The place
was a sanctuary for all- wild life, as
no hunter cver dared to penctrate
within = many - miles of the sacred
waters. The natives had many belieis
and were held by many superstitious
in regard to the lake. Nothing wes
ever allowed to trouble the water, or
cven to touch its outer edge, an'l
here dwelt forever the shades of the
departed ko,

Talbot’s  latest discovery is in
happy contrast to this description
ITe describes it as the “Sacred Lake
of Life.” The knowledge of the ex-
istence of the lake, hg tells, had heen
wept a jealously guarded secret from
all Europeans and not even natives,
with the one exception of the high
pricst, had ever been allowed to ap-
proach the sacred water, the sup-
posed dwelling place of the greatest
deity of the race. Accession to the lake
was through a grove of trees so
cunningly planted that any one noi
knowing of its existence might pass
within a few yards of the holy poo!
without suspecting its existence.

Talbot, when guided to the spot,
found that the water was full of great
fish, on the welfare of which depend-
e the prosperity of the Ihibio. The
fish were so tame that they fad from
the hand of the reigning high priest.
the only native human being allowed
to look upon the water.

From this total Mr. Sartiaux esti-
mated that the patrons of the tunnel
would number 1,100,000 if it be opened
for traffic by 1915, without taking ac-
count of the fillip caused by the open-
ing of the tunnel, which would very
probably increase the movement of
passengers during the first yedr by at
least twenty per cent, and would carry
the total movement from the start to at
least 1,300,000 passengers.

DIFFICULTIES EASILY OVERCOME.

Mr. John Leyland, well known as an
authority on naval matters, in an inter-
view with your correspondent did not dis-
cuss the points {n favor of the tunnel
which have been discussed by others as
muoch ag the difficulties which have to be
overcome.

“The conclusion of the entente cor-
diale with France,” he sald, “has cer-
tainly placed the mgtter in a new light.
Possibly a fresh inquiry into the ques-
tion would show that British naval and
military authorities not only now see
no objection to the tunnel but a posi-
tive advantage.’ In -the past thare has
been practically a consensus of opinion
contrary to the proposal.

“No practical difficulties exist that en-
gineers could not surmount, and since Mr.
De Gamond began investigations, in 1888,
and Sir John Hackshaw and Mr. Brunel
made their soundings and borings, from
1865 to 1868, sclence and practice have ad-
vanced enormously. Nor does anybody
question that very great advantages would
result in closer relations between the Brit-
ish Isles and the Continént, especially per-
haps in the possibility of supplying the
kingdom in war time with food, of which
it 1s destitute. Year in and year out sip-
plies pour in day and night to the value
of $2,500 a minute, end the country ha3
seldom in stock more than six weeks’ sup-
plies of wheat.

“But even with such facts before them
the naval and military authorities set their
faces against the projected tunnel. The
naval objection has been that the tunnel
would be a means of approach and com-
munication which. would evade naval at-
tack. Sir A, Cooper-Key, First Sea Lord,

MO DANGER OF SEIZURE,

Mr. Russell Rea, M. P., safd he was one
of those who had been in favor of the
project since'it was first'suggested.

“The arguments raised against such a
tunnel from the military sfandriolm al-
ways seemed absurd to me,” he said,
‘‘and they are still more so to-day in view
of the progres of electrical sclence. It has
been sald that a hostile fleet might cap-
ture the English terminus of the tunnel
and then bring troops across into Britiga
domain with no one't- stop. them. But
control of the tunnel can extend farther
than the English terminal. There s noth-
ing to prevent electric cornection with
London itself. . I am not an engineer, but
I know enough of electrical possibilities
to realize that it would be simple to pro-
vide equipment whereby the tunne] might
be ‘clogéd, or part of it flooded or bipwn
up, if necéssary, by metély pressing a but-
ton at the War Office.”

Mr. Rea was asked 1f he belleved, with
Lord Rotherham, that Great Britain's in-
sularity was no longer &n issue becauke
it had alregdy been destroyed by the aero-
plane.

“That may or may not be 80,” he an-
sweéred. ‘“Any one who wants to believe
it is welcome to do so. I don’t care by
what mental processes othérs convince
themselves of the wisdom of a Channe)
tunnel, just so they favor {t.”

Mr. Rea sald that engineéers did mot
think that a Channel tunnel presented any
particular difficulties from the standpoint
of construction. . The tubes would pads all

-Mr. Rea #ald that the provisional com-
mittee, wh!eh 18’ now considering the
project in theé House of Commons, repre-
sented all shades of political beller and it
was the purpose to make the issue a nor-
party question. Owing-to presgure of busj-
ness, It wdh not likely that, the matter
could be brgumht up at the présent sessioh
of Parliament, but it was the hops of
triends of the project to plédge efiough
members to its support 80 as to insure AUD-
sequent passage of a law permitting the
construction of a tunnel,

The Hon. Walter Guinness, M. P., sald
that he was still of an open mind in regard
ito the proposed tunnel. There could be
no doubt of its advantages commercially

when the question was raised about 1800,
protested very strongly. Admiral Sir John
Hay said nothing was lmpossible in war
and that 60,000 men might be landed to
seize tha tunnel, atter which the rein-
forcement and supply of an army could
g0 on unimpeded.

“Lord Wolgéley stated that the tunnel
would be the mogt indestructible line of
communication in the world. To say Its
seizure was impossible was to impute to
the general charged wiih the operation
complete ignorance of the basiness of war.
