I uave the honour to submit to vour Excelleney, for the information of Her
" Majesty’s Government, my Annual Report on the Immigration to the Province
during the year 1860, accompanicd by the usual Statisticul Tables.

On a reference to Table No. 1, in the Appendix. which furnishes the retumn of
the scason’s immigration, it will be seen that the number of persons landed at this
port during the scason was 10,150 =ouls, 1,551 of whom were eabin, and 8,509
steerage passengers, showing an inerease, when compared with that of 1859, of
1,372 persons,

Many of the above stuted on their arrival here, that they had procecded from
their homes to Liverpool and Glasgow to avail themsclves of the steamers.

' his shows a growing preference of steamers over sailing vessely, which, in a
few veurs, may be expected to supersede the latter entirely with reference to the
arriage of passengers. In Il cases where circumstances will permit, persons
desirous of emigrating will find it their interest to sceurc a passage by steamer
in preference to sailing vessels; and, in fact, the former will be found the cheapest
in the end, if time, health, and comfort are tully considered.

The cmigration has been very healthy, the "mortality among the steerage
passengers being confined to sailing vessels, with the exception ot an clderly
person who died suddenly on board a steamer, on the day of Ler arrival from
Liverpool.

The increase appears to he chicfly on the Trish, which is equal to nearly 127 per
cent. ; on the German there is a fulliug off’ of more than 34 per cent.  All the
other natioralities show a small increase.

Of those from the United Kingdom, it is estimated that about three-fonrths of
the English and Scotch remaiued within the provinee, and about one-filth of
the Irish.

The inerease in the latter may, in a great measure, be attributed to the period
during which the mail steamers made Queenstown their port of call, which was
during the first six spring trips. when these vessels bronght out 1,992 passengers,
viz.,, 227 cabin, and 1,765 steerage, of which number. 1,052 were native Irish;
and Dy the returns received, it appears that of the whole number brought out by
these vessels, 1,319 were provided with through tickets, and procecded direet to
the United States, and 556 were similarly provided for different parts of Canada,
Jeaving 117 unaccounted for.

On the 23 remaining trips of this line, calling at Londonderry, they hrought
out 3,965 passengers. of which number 2,130 had their destination in Canada,
and 1,320 in the United States, and 515 were unaccounted for, being chiefly
cabin passengers, or persons who ey have remained a short time in this district
either for business or pleasure.

The steamers from Glasgow brought out 967 souls, equal to 8414 adults; of
this number, 177 4 adults procecded direct to the United States, and 661 remained
in the province.

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Of the emigration of Germans, including Prussians, the number this season shows
a considerable falling off, being but 725 against 1,100 reeeived in 1859, This is
to be attributed in a great measure to the diffienlty they have in getting vessels
direet; the parties engaged in the passenger traflie heing more deeply interested
in the New York route, which port, having the advantave o a line ot steamers
direev from Hamburg and Bremen, enables them to afford  the emigrants greater
facilities and despateh, to the discouragement of tiis ronte ; and it hax come to my
knowledge that numbers of emigrants who were desirous of comirg hy Quebee
were unahle to do so from the impos-ibility of procuring a passage.

The several German governments, it appears, are more dispoxed to impede than
favour the diffusion of intoreation upon emigration, and thus emigrants arriving
from the interior at Bremen or Hambuore, ivnorant and unadvized, are at the nerey
of the shipping agents. who forward themt by whichever route is most advantageous
to themselves.

It i, however, satisfactory to know, that of the German emigrant< who have
landed here, more than halt have settled within the provinee, and that the country
continues to receive additional numbers by the route of the United States.
Several parties are reported to have reached the Kingston and Ottawa agencies
during the past season, who were ecoming oat to join their friends, and were obliged
to take the New York route, not heing able to procure passage to Quebee.

At Paper No. 5 of the Appendin 1 have appended copy of the Report of Mr.
Sinn, the German agent attached to thix office, the result of his personal inspection
and inquiry among bis countrymen settled in the Ottawa country, which gives a
satisfactory account of their progress and present condition. It appears that 95
German familics have settled in that conntry within the past 18 months, and that
they are so well satisfied with their position that they have written to their friendss
from which circumstanee, a considerable addition to their number may be eapected
during the ensning scason.

The Norwegian emigrants, as in previous vears, have nearly all proceceded to the
Western States. The large settlements of these people in Dlinois and Wisconsin
natarady tend to deaw theiv countrymen around them @ every vessel whieh arrives
here has always a majority of hier passengers who are eoming out to join their
friends, awd who exereise an mportant inHuence upon the others. These just
arrived in a strange country, and unacquainted with our Langnage, natarally prefer
to accompany their countrymen to encountering difficulties of which they have no
proper knovledge, and which parties, trom interested motives, are more inclined
to exaguerate than otherwise.

Of the 1,781 Norwegians who arrived ar this port during the past season, about
60 have remained in the provinee : nine famities, numbering 50 sonls, have pro-
ceeded to settle in the distvict of Gaspés they were aceompanicd by Jr. Closter,
who rendered thom every assistance in sclecting their inds, which they have taken
up in the township of Mal Bay. A copy of Mr. Closter’s Report will be seen at
Paper No. 6 of the Appendix. and to which T would hey to refer.

The progress of this scttlement has so far been satisfactory, and it promises
favourable rexults. By a letter received from Mr. Eden, the Crown Land .\gent
at Gaspd, in November, he writes as follows :—

“You will be pleased to hear that the Norwegian settlers are making great
progress, and appear to be perfoctly satisfied with the lands they have taken for
their settlement; they have now six babitable houses of a good size; the road is
also fast progressing; one quarter of a mile is cleared and turnpiked, and nearly
one mile cleared, grubbed, and ready for turn piking. No further work can be done
during the winter, with the exception of cutting down and clearing the road,
agrecable to contract.”

1 shall watch with much interest the future progress of this setticment, as on
its results will in a great measure depend the suceess of our Norwegian settlements
within Canada.  The scleetion of Gaxpé as a nucleus around which to draw Nor-
wegian immigrants has many advantages. Its situation is such that vessels from
Europe may land their passengers without heing subjected to more than a few
hours’ detention ; and, when landed, the emigrant is within a few miles of the
Government lands, should he be disposed to settle on a farm of his own, or of the
large fishing establishments, where steady employment. with wages according to
capability, is offered to all inclined to work ; and an cmigrant family at Gaspé can
locate themselves on a lot of Jand for less money than they would Lave to pay at
Quebec for their inJand transport to the Western States.

The incomplete form in whick many of the ships' lists continue to be made in
repard to classification, will account for the appearnnee of solarge a number under
the head of Miscellaneous.

The number of persons who were ajded in their emigration during the past
season was 130, 120 of whom were trom freland, and 10 from England.

Of those from Ircland, 76 received 14 sterling cach on ]uu.m«r and consisted
of 44 female and 18 male adults, and 14 children sent out by the New Ross
Union, and 4 children 110111 the Clonel Union, who were proceeding to join their
parents in Western Canada, Of the fomales 1rom the New Ross Union, 7 were
acconpanicd by children, and 57 were single females from 18 to 30 years of age:
the latter all readily found employment.  Of the male adults. some of them were
old and ivfirm, and two were ervipples ; and it has been found necessary to send
three of this party back to their native place, owing to their il health and infirmity
rendering them uvable to support themselves in this country, and dependent on
casual public charity. Steps have heen taken to obtin rcpayment from the
guardians of the union for the expense of their pussage back to Jreland.

The other party consisted of 22 females and 18 young men from the estates of
Lord Palmerston, in the connty of Sligo.  They appear to have been provided
with a free passage, and, being all able young men and woner, found immediate
employment in the rural districts,

Tlie 10 youths from England were from the Wandsworth and Leeds Reforma-
tories.  They received 30s. sterling cach on lunding, and were dirceted up the
Ottawa, where they were all immediately emploved, and are reported as doing wedl.

Table No. 4 presents a comparative stalement of the number of emigrants
landed at this pmt from the year 1529 to the present time, w period of 32 vears,
nunibering in the aggresate 932,689 souls,

The "Cll(,r(xl treatment expericnced by the emigrants during the passage to this
port during the past scason has been most s sutish: wtory ; and 10 u»mp]amt\ have

been made which required the intervention of this office.

The condition of the emigrants has also on the whole been satisfactory, and no
cases of extreme wunt have come under my notice.  The large proportion of our
immigration from the United Kingdom, having come out by steamiers, were, with
very fow exceptions, provided with through tickets, and u«mmllv proceeded by
the Grand Trunk Railway to their destinations within a very few bours of their
arrival.

A large portion of the Inglish and Scoteh were farmers and mechanies. The
former appeared generally in comfertable circumstances, and have mostly settled
within the province. There is no means of wscertaining the amount of capital
they Lrought out, but it was probably considerable, as a number of cases came
within my kuowledge where the individuals brought out from 3004 to 1,000/
sterling.

The Irish were chiefly of the labouring class, who, with the mechanies ubove
referred to, mostly procceded to the U nited States.

But few of the emigrants have come out without a destination in view; and,.

consequently, in the wrly part of the scason, when there was a demand in this
district for both male and female labour, it was found impossible to induce them

At Torontn, Mr. Ilawke reports that the number of persons who received
assistance was 970, at an average cost of 93 cents each.  'They were forwarded
to the nearest point to their <Ic<tin.1tion on the ling of railroad and stecamboat
travel within the Provinee. A large number were procccduw to their friends.
Tu addition to the above, a number reccived assistance in bread and temporary
shelter in the emigrant sheds.

At Ottawa, Mr. Clemow afforded assistance to 113 persons, equal to 88 adults,
at an average cost for transport of §.2.5%. They were chiefly forwarded to the
Upper Ottawa to friends. .

Mr. Dixon, the agent at Hawmilton, reports the arrivals at that agency during
the scason at 7.622, 419 of whom came by the way of Quebee, and 7,263 by the
routc of the United States and Suspension Bridge; 5,447 procecded to the
Western States, and 2,175 settled in Canada; 871 persons were assisted to reach
their friends in different seetions of the Provinee, of which number 839 came into
the Province by the United States, and 32 by the way of Quebee.

With referenee to the prospects for 1861, they are on the whole more satisfac-
tory than any we have had for scveral vears past.  Flaving within the present
mouth had occasion to address a letier to the Sceretary of the Bureau of Agricul-
ture cspecially on this subject, I cannot do better than vepeat tlie opinions therein
stated ; — )

“As to the demand for labour, and the prospects which Canada offers as a
Lome for the industrial classes of Greut Britain in the approaching scason of
1861, I have to state that the circunstances which called forth my remarks at the
close of last scason continue without much change. The country still holds out
no encouragenient to persons sceking \1tuat1nna as clerks; nor do I think the
amount of cmplo_\m(,nt or the remuneration gencerally offered to mechanices likely,
for some time, to benefit that class of our emigrauts, unless they should desire
to establish themselves in our rising towns and villages, many good openings for
which oceur throughout our rural distriets.

“The general pwqpccts of the Province have, however, greatly improved during
the past year; and our farmers, who are now realising the benefit of the most
abundant harvest they have had for vears, will be able to afford increased employ-
ment to agricultural labourers—men who can plough, mow, and reap, and who
understand draining—to which class chiefly does this country at present offer the
certainty of steady employ ment.

“The class of people whom we want, and who cannot fail to do well, are those
who, having a small amount of capital, are prepared to purchase and scttle on
our lmds, and make homes for themselves in the forest, as the inhabitants of
this free and fertile fand have done before them. The hardships to be encountered
now are less than they were 25 years ago, when o few thousand people were
seattered over a lonn fronticr of country.

“ Mr. Hawke. the chief agent in Western Canada, wrote me on the 28th
November. that the prospects there “are greatly improved; and it is known that
there are large quantities of farm pxoducu vet to be brought to market, all of
whicl is in demand as fair prices.  Business is expanding, and, conscquently, the
demand for skilled and unskilled labour is much greater than it has been since
1857. Real estate, which has been almost unsaleable for years past at almost
any price, hegins to be inquired for, and sales are cfected at fair prices.

“ e The qn.mtxt\ of fall-wheat sown is large: the sowing was early, and the
tillage excellent; and the young wheat looks strong aud hcﬂth} Dut our far-
mers no longer rely, as in “forner times. almost exclusively on their fall-wheat
crop. Unusually extensive preparations have been made for spring sowing, and
for these preparations farmers have been mueh favoured by the miidness of the
weather.

“ ¢ I am, however, opposed to holding out encouragement to any class of settlers,
except farmers with means sufficient to enable them to buy or stock rented farms.

There are pleaty of such to be-had on favourable terms, and the parties arc sure
of
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of doing well, if they and their families have a reasonable amount of prudence and
industry.” ”

Mr. Hawke, from his position and long and intimate acquaintance with the
western section of the Provinze, may be presumed to afford, in the cxtrast from
his letter just quoted, the most reliable evidence in regard to that portion of
Canada.

From the information which has reached me, I am of opinion that we may
look for a considerable increase of our immigration during the ensuing season,
Inquiries are now being made, and particular information sought., by parties in
the United Kingdom, contemplating emigration, several of which have heen
addressed to this office from persons possessing excellent qualifications as settlers.

The reports from Norway and Germany also speak of numerous inquiries
respecting Canada, and that we may look for a considerable inerease in the
arrivals from those cowntries next spring.

The visit ot His Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, so gratifying in every
respect to the inhabitants of this Provinee, eannot hut excreise an important
influence, and be the means of more fully direeting the attention of the peopic of
the mother country to our yet undeveloped resources.

We may nlso antieipate that the present exeited state of the publie mind in the
United States (which all must deplore) will donbtless exercise a considerable
influence on the European immigration of the next season, and lead w larger
proportion of scttlers to the public lTands of Canada rather than to those of the
North Western States.

A large edition of the Government pamphlet, corrected and brought down to
the present period, and accompanicd by an excellent map, ix in course of publi-
cation, under the authority of the Houwourable the Commissioner of Crown
Lands, chicfly for distribution throughout the United Kingdom, whieh will place
much valuable and useful information at the disposal of ull parties desirous of
emigrating to Canada.

It is understood to be the intention of the Provineial Government to authorise
the establishment at Liverpool of a reference office for the emigrants resorting to
that port for embarkation to this continent. This measure, properly carried T:ut,
cannot fail to result bencfivially to the interests of Canada.  Of the farge nnm-
bers of families who annually leave the mother country, it is true that a consider-
able proportion have already fixed on their destination, and cannot he diverted
from it.  But there are still many who have not yet finally decided on their place
of settlement. These sail for New York or Quebee, and, without speeial intention
to do so, flow with the stream that sets from those two poris always westward,
If the influcnce of the American Emigration Agents and Colonizers. and that
excreised equally from interested motives by the torwarders, hoth by rail aud by
water, s not counteracted by information of Canada previeusly furnished, they
cannot be induced to break from the great line of travel. They are bhurried ::lnnr;,
and find themselves in the Far-West without the means of returning to ahftt‘]'t:lal
whether the elimate, lands, and Government of Canada would not have suited
their circumstances very much better than the prairies,

With proper activity in the diffusion of correct knowledge respecting this
country, aud all its advantages for settlement, by means of the books and maps
which have been carefully eompiled and prepared for the purpose, and throngh a
due attention to the individual applications for advice and information which
will be addressed to the recognised agent of the Government of Canada, Le cannot
fail to bring the advantages whicli this Provinee offers to the British emizrant
under the consideration of many valuable settlers, who would otherwise know
little of the country heyond its mame.  Time will be required to show the full
result of the measurc; but I confidently anticipate the carly appearance of
advantage from it.

I beg to furnish copics of the Reports that have reached me from the roveral
inland agencies, comprehending reviews of the business that has heen carried
through in the season just passed, and referring to the prospects offering them-
sclves for the immigration of the next vear. )

- Government Emigration Office,
Sir, Quebee, 20 October 1360.

AccorDING to your letter, with instructions, of the 11th ultimo, “to furnish the Govern-
ment with some reliable information respecting the Prussian immigrants who have settled
within the past few years on the Upper Ottawa,” I procecded at once to that district, and
have now the honour to submit the following Report :—

The statement annexed herewith shows, that 95 Prussian or German families have
actually settled on the Upper Ottawa within the last cighteen months.

They are scattered through the townships of Alice, Wilberforee, Bromley, Admaston,
North and South Algona, and along the free grants of the Opeongo-road, busides svme 30

amilies have made payments on land in Wilberforce and Alice, who have not been able to
take possession, chicfly for want of roads to reach their respective lots.  About a dozen
families have settled in Petawawa and Westineathy, aud a great number now in service will
enter on land by next spring.

There is also a further mcrease of some 60 families expected, who have advised their
friends that they will emigrate from Germany during next spring.

Those scttled along the north west <hore of Indian river in Alice, and along the townline
between Wilberforee and North Algona, have great trouble in getting to the mills at Pem-
broke and Egansville, because some old scttlers have closed the shanty-roads, which at
present are the only means of access, as no regular roadis made as yet through that locality.
They have therefore to carry the produce upon their backs to market, and as they are not
able to plead these grievances in the English language, the townships” couneils scem slow in
granting and having the necessary conveniences constructed.

At the commencement of the Opeongo-road the land is generally poor, and the road,
owing to the late heavy rains, was very much cut up; but on reaching the branch road to
the Madawaska, which leaves the Opeongo at a place called the Corners, it begins to
improve, and if the scttler will proceed as far as lot No. 17, beyond Brudenell, he will meet
with a tract of excellent land stretching towards Lake Opeongo (a few of the Germans
have alrcady penctrated into this part, and settled within eight miles of that lake), and, as
the general report goes, continues to the head-waters of the River Trent, and towards Lake
Nipissing ; but of any of the free grants roads, which lead into this good tract, I fuund the
Bobeaygeon by far the shortest, as by that road the land-carriage 13 only some 30 miles,
However, for parties without means, depending upon employment, there is no part of
Canada which offers them greater facilities for acquiring at once a homestead than the
Ottawa district. They may secure, if they tuke the trouble and time to scarch, some
scattered good lots of Crown lands among or convenient to the old sestlements in the town-
ships of Horton, Admaston, Bromley, Stafford, &e.

There is also in the vicinity of the Ottawa river picked land for sale by private owners
or speculators, at from 4 to 25 dollars per acre, especially in the townships of Pembroke
and Westmeath, or any other township down to Ottawa city.

The quantity of land cleared by the German settlers in Alice and Wilberforce. as appears
in the statement, has not been all under erop; about one-third was cleured only during last
summer, and s now sown with fall-wheat and rye, which presented an early appearance of
three or four inches in close and luxuriant growth; and the present mild weather will
forward the same, and insure its living through the winter, and, it Providence favours,
further towards another bountiful harvest.

These people have already advanced so far as that it would be a loss to them to give their
labour to others; they have nearly all more than sufficient provisions until another harvest,
and can therefore spend their energy and strength altogether upon the improvement of their
own farms; they have reached the first step where the man feels the sweetness of inde
pendence! What a contrast! two years ouly, when they were yet the servants or nearly
slaves of hard and exacting landlords in the old country.

The Prussian Poles scttled on the Opeongo-road are not progressing so well.  They have
gonce too far from employment, upon which they are yet dependent.  They have no cattle
themsclves, so necessary for logaing and preparing the land properly.  The land is also of
the worst description ; they live ina tract of green pines, generally called # Norway Plain.”
Some crops grown there, on the nortl: side of a high mountain where the sun hardly reaches,
were so poor that they were not worth harvesting. It were better that those situated so
would be allowed to change to a better tract, when the road is constructed further. Still, in
the face of all the present hardships, they will push on also.  They told me that the Roman
Catholic bishop at Ottawa city had promised to build them « church, and request a priest
for them from Poland.

The general expression throughout the Ottawa district is, that their harvest had been
larger than usual, and the average yield of wheat might be considered at more than 30
bushels per acre. I coliccted a number of samples of spring and fall wheat from the
settlers in different parts, which I deliver herewith to your disposal.

T have also to hand you herewith a statement signed by a number of Prussian scttlers,
expressing their gratitude for having been directed to a district, where they find the means
of advancing themselves, in so very short a time, to the posscssion of a homestead and the
certainty of a comparatively independent position, and which may be an assurance also of a
similar prospect to those who «re now intimidated from emigrating to Canada, and cspecially
to the Ottawa district.

We, the undersigned German immigrants now settled in the county Renfrew, Canada
West, by the advice of Mr. Sinn, who accompanied us into the wilid forest, have settled
here some eighteen months ago.  We are now in possession of « homestead, which sceures to
us and our families the means of a comparatively independent livelibood.  We are all
satisficd with the laund bought from Government: it produces abundant erops: and as
we possess but little means, we find also gcxnnnqr:mivc employment among the old setilers,
which cnables us to precure the necessaries which we may require, until we have muade a
sufficient clearanee on our own lots.

We can therefore, upon our own experience, recommend Cuanada to our friends and
acquaintances in the old country who are desirous to emigrate,

Ix accordance with the approval of the Ionourable the Commissioner of Crown Lands,
as also from your communication of August the 14th. £ procecded to accompany the party
of Norwegian emigrants, who arrived here by the brig ¢ Bridrene,” from Drontlieim, to make
the first Norwegian settlement in Guapé, and herewith respectfully beg to report my
success.

On the 6th of August Tleft in the steamer ** Laly ead ” with seven fumilies, or 34
persons, and on our arrival at Gaspé Basin we were met by those Norwegians, whom I had
sent down some three weeks previous with the same object, awaiting my arrival to ussist
them in the selection of a locality to commence to settle on.

They expressud much satisfaction with the appearance of the country, and also had every
confidence with respect to future success forany industrious family to work ont a respectable
living. THaving thus expressed themselves, an inercased encouragement was fult by those
whom I accompanied.

An arrangement was consequently at once entered into by all the Novwegians, that from
amongst them four of their number should accompany me into the interior to examine the
Crown lands, with a view of sclecting a desirable locality for settlement.

The remainder I secured houses and obtained emplovment for, until a final conclusion
could be arrived at for the future.

Having thus arrangd, T proceeded to accompany the four Norwegians inte the country,
viz., through the townships of York, Douglas, and Hial Bay.  In all the unsestled part of
these townships 1 found a great deal of zeod land fit for agricultural purposes, bur the
absence of any kind of passabile road caused some dizconragement, and particutarly so when
it was found that not u single lot of land could be obtained from the Crown having a frontage
on the sex const; and after having thus spent some 12 or 14 days in various parts of the
country, we returned to the township of Mal Bay (for reconsideration), and finally concluded
to file their applications in the office of the Crown land agent {which I did on their behalf)
for all the unscttled and unsold Jand in the township of Mal Bay, to which applications the
agent, Mr. Eden, acknowledged the =ame having been filed in his office.

And having so far succeeded, an arrangement was again entered into, by which all the
male adults, 17 in number, should at once proceed to Mal Bay, to commence the necessary
ercction-of log-houses-on their respective lots: after which, then to remove the remainder of
their families {for permanent occupation.

I trust that the Government will be pleased to take that intervest in this first settlement
in Gaspé of Norwegian cmigrants as hown to other new settlements; tor it must he
ohserved that these people have gone there solely at their own expense, and some of them
were oblired to remain in Quebee a week Lefore they could ubtain passage down, and alsoa
great deal of time and money has necessarily heen spent betore they could locate themselves.
and befire the long winter is over, and during which time it is impossible to expect to
obtain employment by which to make any money for the support of their fumilies.  The
necessity of a passable road frem the main roadd into where the Norwegians have made a
connuencement to seitle s indispensable s and 1171t be desived to sccore a sueccessful settle-
ment of a class of emigrants who by their former habits are so peeuliarly adapted to the
character of that part ot Canada, which has hitherto been almost rejecied by all other
Luropean emigrants. however much I may feel confident of its practicability tor Norwe-
giaus to mahe @ snecesstul scttlement, whether as agriculturists or fishermen, it must be
remembered that the unsuceessful settlament of Norwegians in Bury (1% 1) has been made
known in Norway, and has been made use of to show that the cause of the wunsuecessful
scttlement there is beeause of the unequal character of Canada to that of the Western
States, and which will be, il" not properly checked, Iong considered as such by the Norwe-
gian population. )

Referring again to the actual position of the Norwegians now at Gaspé, T am happy to be
able to state, that I lett them perfectly reconciled to their new home; and although the most
of thew are possessed of some means, I fear that before the long winter is In:{st some ot
them may beconie short, and, without some indivect assistance from the Government, they
may have to encounter a great deal of hardships, which may cause discouragement amongst
thew, and particularly when subjected to the very high charges made on ull kinds of the
necessaries of life, such as groceries and provisions, on which they will have to pay at least
50 per cent. on Quebee prices. I was also informed that it was a zeneral thing, after the
Lst of Junuary, to charge the flour as much as from 12 to 15 dollars per barrel, and all
other articles in proportion.

In conclusion, permit me respectfully to solicit vour favourable co-operation in recom-
mending to the Lonourable the Commissioner ot Crown Lands the utilitv of opering @
communication {rom the main road into the new Norwegian settlement, and :ilong the (7§x1~
cession on which they have scttled, as also the assistance of the Government for the erection
of w school-house, which would also be oecupied as a mecting-house, and which would be of
great encouragements to them for the first few years.

The estimated expenditure in carrying out the above, I took pains to inform myself of
the cost whilst [ was there; and I feel confident, it carried out, it will be met with the
most favourable results; and I venture to say that if these, the first, could he thus assisted,
they would then feel perfeetly at home in their choice of locality, and by their influence
during the winter will, in all probability, induce a large number of’ their countrvmen to
come and join them next scason. ‘

The Norwegians at present in Craspé are 17 male and 11 female adults, 8 male and 14
female children ; making a total number of 50 souls.

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To these must be added the number returzed by Mr. Macpherson, Kingston, and Mr.
Dixon, Iamilton, in their reports to your offiee, in order to ascertain the total nuinber of
settlers added to the population of Uppor Canada during the year 1860 to this date.

Of those who remained in Canada, there were assisted with transport and provisions 917,
at an average cost of 93 cents cach.  They were forwarded to the nearest point to their
destination on the line of railroad and stemnboat travel within the Province. A large
number were proceeding to their friends.  In addition to the above, a number received
assistance in bread, and temporary shelter inthe emigrant shed.

The condition of the emigrants who visited Toronto Agency was decidedly good; with
scarcely an exception they appearcd healthy, able-bodied persons. I am not aware of a
single death among them during the past season.

Our prospeets have greatly improved ; and as it is known that there are large qrantities
of grain, pork, beef, hutter, &e., yet to be brought to market. and in demand at {air prices,
business is expanding, and consequently the demand for skilled as well as unskilled labour
is much greater than it has becen since 1857.

Real estate, which has been almost unsaleable for years past, at almost any price, begins
to be inquired after, and sales are effected at what [ consider fiair prices. L hope the expan-
sion of our Bank issues may not lead to speculation, as many anticipate; so far there is no
disposition in that direction.

Although the cloud that has so long overshadowed this seetion of the Province has not
entirely passed, it is evidently disappearing, and another such havvest as the last will sct all
to rights.  The quantity of fall-wheat sown is very large.  The sowing was early, and the
secd, I am told, sclected with unusual care; the tillage evcellent, und the young wheat
looks strong and healthy ; but our farmers no longer rely. a~ in former times, almost exclu-
sively on their fall-wheat evop.  Unusually extensive preparations have been made for our
usual spring crops; and for these preparations our farmers have heen much favoured by the
mildness of the weather.

I am, however, opposed to giving any ¢ invitation” toany class of scttlers. except farmers,
with means sufficient to enable them to buy or stock rented fiarns. There are plenty of such
to be had on favourable 1erms; and the parties ave sure of doing weil, if they and their
families have a reasunable amount of pradence and industry.

Sir, .

I 1avE the honour to lay before you the following facts relative to the emigr;ltmn of the
past season at the port of Montreal, together with such observations and suggestions as have
occurred to me as iikely to be useful to the emigrant himself] us well as to those whose duty
it is to advise and assist him, cither on his first great journcy across the Atlantic, or, subse-
quently, on his ofientimes long and expensive inland transportation to the place of hissclec-
tion on this continent.

My experience as emigration agent at this port, as you are aware, extends only over the
last two years. I have therefore only the advantage of comparing the observations of the
year now closing with my personal experience of the one immediately preceding.
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T have, however, with a view toa proper preparation for the important duties w ith-which- .- .

I have been intrusted, carefully considercd the mass of valuable information contained in.
‘your
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vour past reports, as well as that which is embodiced in the able report of the Seleet Com-
mittee of the Llouse of Assembly in its last session.

The few facts § have to record are as follows :—Though the namber of emigrants apply-
ing at thix office for advice execeded in number thoxe of the previous year by 300, the pro= piminished de-
portion of indigent and helpless families was largely diminished; and the reliet afforded has mand for rolict,
been almost entirely confined to the transportation of widiws, with families. joining their
relations.

I am happy to be able to report that & greater disposition upon the part of the compa-
ratively well-to-do emigrant has been evinced this yeur to vely upon the ageney for gnidancee
as to cligible localities for settlement, prices of lands, and for cheap and dircet routes of
travel 1 and that but few (and those apparently accidental) instances of thoxe painful nis-
directions, so ruinous to the purse of the emizrant of small eans, noticed particularly inny
last report, have oceurred this vear.

The comfortable, healthy appearance, and self-reliant manuer of the applicants, indicated Improved oy
also not only the possession of means to purchase, but that correet emigration information of emigan...

s spreading abroad; and that, in gencral, the emigrating class are nore on their guard
gainst the gross und heartless impositions of their old caemy, the *“ Ruaner.”!

The great demand for labour at home. and the increased attention of’ the employcr to the
interests and comfort of the cmployved, is evidently stilt cheeking that large supply of the
sturdy agricultural servane, with which, in former years, this Provinee was so abundantly
blessed.

So great was the demand for this class during the height of our Iate abundant harvest, Great demand for
that applications reached me from farmers in Canada West, oflering as high as two dollars servants of both
per day for their services; but the actual sapply was unequal to the demand of this city and sexes.
its vicinity alone,

Of servant girls no less than 189 were engaged immediately on their avrival by families
here; hut these fell fur short of the demand, wnd, in soine instances, women, with the incum-
brance of one and even two childven, were readily engaged on the larger dairy farms of this
ncighbourhood.

In spite of the reiterated wernings furnished from the different emigration agencies in Increase of emi~
this Province, the skilled mechanic and clerk class etill present themselves in great nunmibers. gration among

They throw themselves, inconsiderately, into a field already overstocked, injuring them- meehanies and
selves, and, to some extent, the class with whomt they compete ; they become idle and dissi- clerks.
pated, till at length, compelled to succumb, they apply fur assistance from their relations at
home to enable them to return.

Upon this subject, notwithstanding that so much has been said, I feel it my duty to add
such testimony as my long experience of the rocial condition of this my native conntry
enables me to do, in the hope that it may reach those persons in Great Britain for whose
benefit it is more especially intended.

The great error that these people commit is in supposing that society here s still in a
normal state.  They cannot comprehend the fuct, that society progresses infinitely iuster
in this young and vigorous quasi-democracy than in an old country; that we have
now, at least. three generations aised on the soil 1 that thousands and tens of thousands of
wealthy farmers ave ralsing large familics, and that the sons of those farmers have the wame
aspirations as the sons of farmers of other countries: some secking the bar, some medicine,
some engineering, and some wercantile pursuits; and these in far greater numbers thai can
succeed, without the addition of foreign competition.

It should be remembered, also, that the British Canadian has now, for many years, enjoyed
the advantages of’ ax adireble system of education; thut he has been tramed to a know-
ledge of the economy of his country and the habits of its people; that he has local habits .
and connexions often extending from one extremity of the Province to the other.

With all these advantages, is it to be wondered at that they are preferred to new comers,
and that, in short, for the purpose in question they are infinitely superior to them.

Whatever may have been our necessities in past times for labour to clear our wild lands, General decrease
there can be no question that the extraordinary competition of vur agricultural socicties in of cmigration.
producing improsed implements, seed, and stock, as also the thousands of acres which now
present u surface unbroken by a single stump, and capable of veceiving the highest ovder of
agricultural skill, render our nccessity for the best English and Scotch ploughmen quite as
great in the present oay as formerly.

The unaniiity of the opinions expressed in the correspondence elicited by your circular of
the Tth of Fchirnary 1860, from shipowners. agents, and others in Great Britain, scans to
leave no doubt that the great stream of emigration which has flowed ~o interruptedly to
this contineat, and for so many years, is at length dammed up, it not permanently, perhaps
for many years to come.

This fact alone should be sufficient to direct the attention of one in my position to tahe
every opportunity afforded by my intercourse with the newly arrived, and especially with
the intelligent agricultural emigrant, to stand as much as possible in his position, to look at
the question as he views it, and as those of his class view itat home; and, more particu-
iarly, to note the cause of preference evineed by those who do come to this colony.

It is, perhaps, natural that the majority should be attracted by connexion: but the short-
ness of the passage, the fertility of the soil, und especially the extreme healthiness of the
c¢limate, are commonly cited; and certain I am, that however capricious the tide of emigra-
~tion may be at present, the advantages cnumerated will, in the long run, assert. for this.
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In corroboration ef this view, i need scareely remind you of the niaher off prrsons now

settled in Western Canada, who had previously tried Australin and New Zenland: and

though the farm labourer of England may, as your gm’rcspondcuts generally assert, (,n‘]o'\l at
home full employment and good wages, 1 {ecl a confidence that the day will yet come when
the fee-simple of Canada will hecome the favourite investment for his savings,

In your reply 1o question 106 (see page 35 of the Seleet Committee’s Report), I observe
the following puassage i—

“ But a premium of 100 acves of fand in fec-simple as it is now offered, whatever the
reaulations conneeted with it, should always be a consideration with industrious men of
the labourig classes at home, and deserves to be snade more generally known as the
engagement of the Canadian Government towards every actual settler.”

In this recommendation my information enabies me entirely {o concur.

I have found the better educated mechunic as well as many other emigrants of various
occupation, who have determined upon a life in the bush, reading everything, and eagerly
inquiring all about the Government free grante though with little apprchension of the
task they arce about to undertake, but relying principally upon their powers of endurance
to overcome all obstacles; and iv is certain that perseverance carrics many of thesc men
through,

The agricultural Inbourer and small farmer, on the other hand, though not less alive to
the charms of the fee-simple, approach the matter more warily.  Their intimate ac-
quaintance with  farwing and the lnbour necessary to improve wild 1and induces the
resolution to prepare themselves, by some previous earnings and exherience, to grapple with
the prize.

In this city we have hundreds of men employed as carmen, warchouse porters, police. and
hotel servants, saving their earnings with precisely the same object.

With onc or two hundred dollars they know they can readily purchase the right of these
who make it o business to chop aud clear a fow acres, erect a log-house, and remuncrate
themselves by selling out to new comers.

The past history of emigration shows that hesides those whose nccessities left them nw
alternative, there were many others who, though possessed of pecuniary resources. pre-
ferred inferior vessels, where a passage was attainable at from 20 s. to 30 s, por head, re-
gardless of the risk of long passages, in ships crowded like slave vessels, and often overtaken
with pestilence and famine, till at length the Passenger Act of 1852 became an imperative
necessity to prevent the practice of a course sv suicidal to the emigrant, and so fatal to the
country upon which they landed.

Upon this subjeet the leiter of Mr. Wileox, of Plymouth (England), and the evidence of
TTugh Allan, Lisc., of the Canadian Ocean Mail Line, both of which are to be found in the
Parliamentary Report, are worthy the notice of emigrants.

Mr. Wileox states, that it iz quite a mystery how stecerage passengers are even now
conveyed by Canadian ships, as low as from 4/ 105 to 54, and by Amcrican vessels as
low us 3 /. 5 5., without serious evasions of the Passeuger Act.

With regard to the New York ships sailing from Liverpool, emigrants by that route have
explained the mystery to me in this way: IFrom 20 to 30 passengers have been known to
be taken on board after the ship had been inspeeted, and had been drawn from the wharf
and anchored in the stream of the Merseyv.

My, Allan states that his charge for adults is 77 7s. sterling. When we consider the
shortness of the passage, the generous dietary, the unlimited supply of water, the protection
afforded by the better deseription of these ships from sickness, from ill-usage, and from
the want of cooking accommodation, it 1s almost impossible to conceive how there can
he any room for competition.

I wm happy, however, to observe that these advantages arc telling, and that the pas-
sengers by steam are inereasing.  The comfortable condition and respectability of the
emigrants landed here during the last scason from the Anchor Line, clicited much com-
mendation from those who witnessed it.  Still I eannot but think, that should the cycle
of events ever cause emigration to assume its former dimensions, a large class of steamers,
inexpensively fitted up, and devoting themselves to the conveyance of steerage passengers
and cargo, the former at 5/ per head, would not only he a paying speculation, but would
so familiarize the emigrating class of Europe with Canada, as to cause them to lovk upon
it as more accessible than many parts of their own country.

I should be guilty of a great omission were I to close this report without some allusion
to the extraordinary commercial and industrial prosperity manifested not only in this city,
but in Lower Canada generally, during the past year. There is no merchant or manu-
facturer with whom I am acquainted who does not express himsclf satisfied with the
results of the business scason just past, and the benefits it has eonferred upon all classes
of our population.

It is, perhaps, only natural that they should feel morc than ordinarily encouraged by
the extraordinary mineral discoveries which are daily developing themsclves both in the
Eastern townships and in the neighbourhood of Quebec; und certainly, if the success of
the ““ Acton” mines, which, though commencing late in the season, are reported already to
have produced copper to the value of 200,000 dollars, is any indicatien of the product of

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I am this day advised that ship building at Quebee, a_branch of industry long dormant,
i reviving, and that there is o prospect of cmployment t]u:nu;:h the winter for 5,000 men,
on 18 vessels, and that preparations are also in progress for a vigoreus proseeution of the
fisheries.  Of these two latter branches of industry, vou, who are residing on the spot,
can form amore exact estimate than myself. ] .

The copper discoveries are matters of public notoricty, the real value of which to the
labour murket time ulone can test: and I shall be happy if, lu my next report, T am
enabled to say thet the arear hopes formed of” them have been realised.

The very large majority of the emigrants included in the above statement arrived in this
city, vid the Ottawaand Prescott Railway, from Prescott, which place they had reached from
Quebee, Montreal, Portland, Boston and New York. A sensible increase from the latter
two points was perceptible during the season of 1860, as compared with former scasons.
Such increase is to be accounted for from the circumstance that passaze by sailing vessel to
Quebee was not procurable during the greater portion of the year, and from this sole cause
emigrants were obliged to patronise foreign sailing vessels, and hence it is why increased
numbers were landed at American ports during 1860,

As advised you, at various periods during the vear, repeated complaints were made
by many of the above respecting the treatment they lad experienced after landing at the port
of disembarkation, by being forced or induced by fulse representations to adopt a circuitous
and expensive inland route, involving serious outlay of money and loss of thne.  ITa numerous
cases the expense attendant upon reaching this place from the sea-coast cquailed the cost of
Atlantic passage.  The extent to which this unzencrons trewmen: has been carried ought
to warrant some cffectual remedy being applied, as will prevent (if possible) any similar
recurrenes for the future.

The emigrants of this season were of a mixed character, apparentiy respectable, but gzenc-
rally of the pourer classes; they were healthy, aud required but very tritling aid from our
hospital establishments.

During the season, relief has heen afforded at this ageacy to the undermentioned, to
enable them either to reach their friends located in distant parss of the district, or to aid them
‘to reach points where suitable employment was procured for them.

Scveral of the arrivals to this district during the stason of 1860 had been aided to emigrate
to this country. ‘

A few male Inbourers reached this district that had been sent ont by Lord Palmerston ;
on theirarrival here, places were immediately provided for them with our firmers, who were
glad toseenre their services, Although they had not Leen aceustomed to agrizultural pursuits,
yet the majority were found willing hands, and soon acquired a knowledge of the work of
this country. ‘

Nine lads sent out by the Wandsworth Industrial School also reached this district during
this scason, and on arrival were supplied with suitable places: they were healthy and robust
lads, and from what I can learn, they have acquitted themselves in a creditable manner in
their respective situations.

Ameng the arrivals of the present season, many had likewise received aid (to rcach this
country) from their friends already located in the Province: a largze number of families
arriving here, being en ronte to join their friends, showed that more had been aided in this
respect during the present season than in former years; in fact, the number who so came out
in 1860 largely exceeded that of any previous year in my experience.

The anncxed statement of arrivals of emigrants in this loeality during the scason of 1860,
shows a small increase over that of the preceding year.

It is consolatory to he enabled to state that the entire number who reached the Ottawa
Valley this season may now be numbered as permanent scttlers thercof; such portion as
required emplovment were a4 once provided with suitable places, and the residue cither
located lands for their own account, or clse proceeded to join their relations or friends
previously located in various parts of the country.

Asstated in my last Annual Report, this section of the province, in an agricultural point
of view, is rapidly increasing and extending in its proportions ; and when the bountiful and
greatly increased naturc of the return of the crops of 1860 is wken into consideration, it
will be casily understood that increased demand for labour must necessarily have followed.
Applications were daily madeat this office during the present season, from almost every town-
ship in the numerous adjoining counties, for labourers, averaging from 20 to 50 each, but I
am sorry to add that a very small proportion indeed of the required help could be supplied
by means or through the instrumentality of imported labour.

Female servants were likewise in great request; the number that reached this place this
season was only 17.  Great distress prevailed in every locality in this district for want of
capable female servants.  Only 26 mechanics reached this district during 18603 these were
chisfly employed at the Government works in this city; a larger number would have found
employment through the same source had they arrived here the present year.

The Germans and Poles of this year, as a general thing, followed the footsteps of their
predecessors, and proceeded to the Upper Ottawa. They have now formed the nucleus of
a settlement in different parts of the county of Renfrew, and doubtless will yearly augment
in numbers; from all I can learn, they are progressing favourably, and in time will compose

~ an important and Lighly desirable addition to the population of that section of the Province.

A respects thié future; at no period were the prospects, as regards the future, of this
section of the Province more propitious: the abundant harvest of the present season, with
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the consequent revival in every branch of trade, has caused an activity to prevall in the
entire Ottawa valley, heretofore unprecedented.

The farmers arc in a prosperous condition, and feel inclined to extend to their fullest
extent their future operations; and to enable them to carry this intention into practical
exceution, they will require a large increase of labour during the next season ; consequently,
agricultural labourers may rest satisfied of being enabled to procure employment in this
locality during 1861.

The services of farm labourers from the agricultural districts of the United Kingdom
would be highly prized in this district ; this class of emigrants, if they could be induced hither,
would materially aid in developing the resources of the country, and at the same time their
own future interests would be served by such a step. In this country, after a few years’
servitude, every working man may hecome a landowner; that such is the case, the experi-
ence of almost every farmer at present in comfortable or affluent circumstances in the
country can readily substantiate as no fiction. The future offers precisely the same encou-
ragement to the willing and competent hard-working man as the past; and now, as then, it
only nceds determined cnergy and perseverance to become a happy and prosperous
scttler.

With reference to mechanics, as before repeatedly stated, it is always difficult to offer
any advice to this class of intending settlers. The country already possesses a large amount
of mechanical skill, but yet the new settled rural parts of the country would absorb a con-
siderable number of artisans; they must, though, be content toabide their time, and to grow
and progress with the growth and progression of the locality whither they may settle. In
various country places, mechanical services can be advantageously combined with agricultural
pursuits, and in this way, in the space of a few years an independence and comfortable home
will most inevitably he the result. Ilere it may be that mechanics may find temporary
employment, but such class of persons will generally find it to their ultimate advantage to
scck a permanent settlement as quickly as possible after becoming acquainted with the
localities, more particularly requiring their special trade, or in other respects suitable to
their views with reference to the future.

It is indispensably requisite that some decided course of action shounld be taken to induce
a sufficient number of female servants to emigrate to this country to meet its requirements.
The subject has been so often brought under your consideration that I doubt not already
you have taken the initiation in the matter; suffice it therefore to say at this time that the
inhabitants of the Ottawa country generally will hail with unspeakable delight any steps
that may be taken by you to supply them next year with a suitable class and sufficient
number of female servants.

The judicious extension of the scttlement of the country is always an important subject
for consideration, and it especially hehoves every ome interested in its welfare to aid in
developing and increasing its resources and capabilities: herctofore, a number of emigrants
have located the waste lands of the Crewn in various parts of the Ottawa country ; of
coursc it takes some considerable time before any decided opinion can be formed as to the
result of such scttlement.

At this period I consider that the experience of the past justifies my reporting that, under
all the circumstances, the result of the settlement by emigrants during the three past years
must be considered as imminently successful.  Although in many mstances the various
persons locating the lands in question were not exactly the class of men who are best caleu-
lated to succeed in the like undertaking, and as it must be admitted that they were not
agriculturists, and in many instances had never been accustomed even to undeitake (much
less endure) manual Jabour : still, under all these disadvantageous circumstances, they are
now in a prosperous condition : their crops of this year will enable them fo become ex-
porters to a considerable extent, after providing a sufficiency for the maintenance of them-
selves and families for the entire year.  All this being accomplished within the short space
of three years, under all the afore-mentioned disadvantageous circumstances, 1 consider the
proof sclf-convincing that the Ottawa valley does offer inducements to parties desirous of
engaging in the cultivation of land for settlement purposes.

[t may be said that the great proportion of the past three years' settlers had but very
trilling means at their disposal, after reaching this district, on an average not more certainly
than cqual to sustain their familics for the space of one year, and in some jnstances, doubt-
lcss, they fell short of such neceseary capital; in some few cases, the reverse was the excep-
tion: a trifling number did possess a considerable amount of capital, and which has
been expended in the crection of mills and other substantial improvements, all tending to
promorte the prosperity of the locality.  With such evidence as the foregoing in my posscs-
sion, it occurs to me that any rccommendation that could be made in fuvour of inducing
intending scttlers to Jocate the waste lands of the Crown in the Ottawa country would nut
be unwarranted. :

In my preceding Annual Keports it has been iy custom to allude to the advantages that
would be likely 1o ensue to a =uitable class of setlers locating land helonging to the Go-
vernment in various sections of this distriet; but at this time 1 consider my previous argu-
ments greatly fortified, judging {rom the experience of those who have been the emigrant
ploncer settlers of that section of the country. ’

It would be conferring an wet of the greatest benefit on numbers of the agricultural
classes of the United Kingdom if’ they could be made aware that sucha field exists for the
employment of their labour and eucrgices as presents itself by the tillage of the soil of the

Outawa valley.  Itis with this desive that I now allude so” pressingly to the subjeet, and -
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trust that in your hands it may receive that attention which its importance in a variety of
ways so urgently calls forth. : .

It is of course highly necessary that nonc but competent and a working class of people
should be encouraged to scttle upon lands of this Provinee; they should also possess some
capital, for without adequate means it would be worse than folly to undertale the cultiva-
tion of land, even though the soil should be granted them as a free gitt.  Great diseri-
mination is necessary in the sclection of persons who should be urged or even advised to
emigrate with the view of scttling upon lands at the outset. . -

Among the agricultural tenants and small freeholders of the United Kingdom there are
many who would be greatly benefited by taking up lands of this country for farming pur-
poses, and to such class the foregoing remarks are peculiarly applicable.  The foregoing
must be viewed as merely applicable to parties desirous of locating the waste lands of the
Crown to other classes desirous of embarking a larger amount of capital, and undertaking
at once extensive agricultural pursuits; there are suitable sites in numerous luealities in
this district always procurable for such purpose at reasonable prices.

The markets, as you are aware, throughout the entire Ottawa country generally rule the
highest of any in the Provinee, caused by the great local demand which invariably exists
for all farm products required for consumption in the lumber trade.  In every puint of view
I can strongly recommend intending settlers to this section of the Province when they con-
template and are desirous of becoming permancnt residents of Canada.

I nave the honour to submit, for your information, the following Report for the year
1860, and in doing so I cannot but ¢xpress my regret, that out of the many thousands of
emigrants who have left Turope for the purpose of improving their material condition in the
blessings of life, so few have fixed their attention upon Canada ax a field for their future
enterprise.  That there is some renson for this apparent meglect of a fine country must be
evident to all those who think seriously upon the subject, and the necessity for a constant
stream of emigration to build up the permanent prosperity of the country. What that
rcason is may he a matier of difference with those whose business it is to control the springs
of action in the business of emigration, and to cnlighten the public mind of Europe with
respeet to the substantial bles<ings which Canada offers to the capital and industry of the
amigration classes.  After the pamphlets which have been written, and the information
which has been given in them, it would appear that they arc either not properly circulated,
or that no attention is paid to such means for imparting that judicious information about
Canada which in Europe is so much required. ~The emigration to Canada docs not
increase, but, on the contrary, it has been deercasing in an inverse ratio to thosc cilorts
which have been made to increase it.

The number of emigrants arriving here and settling in Canada has for the year just
closed shown u great falling off in the number, as compared with 1859, and still more
when compared with 1857 aud 1858, Yet it will be scen that the proportion of those who
have settled in the Provinee to those who have arrived for the four years past has been
nearly the same.

In 1857 the number arriving were 35,069; scttled in Canada, 9,630, or over onc-fourth.
In 1858 the numbers were 27,325 5 settled in Canada, 4,895, or over one-fifth. In 1859
the numbers were 13,8885 scttled in Canada, 3,141, or nearly one-fourth. In 1860 the
numbers were 7,622 5 settled in Canada 2,175, or over one-fourth; and which proportion,
again, shows the motives that operate upon the masses in £urope befure they leave their
fatherland.

A striking feature also of that emigration which has flowed into the Provinee by way of
the Suspension Bridge for the year 1860 is, that it has been of a straggling character, con-
sisting almost chiefly of fragments of families repairing to their friends, and principally in
very neceszitous clrcumstances, on reaching Hamilton. Nevertheless, the emigrants who
have arrived in 1860 have, so far as I know, found their friends gencrally prosperous, and
in a position to offer to thems a comfortable home, besides a much Trger field for individual
enterprise than they could enjoy in the older countries they have left.

Their appearance and health have been good, with very few exceptions, and these have
had all the care and assistance it was in my power to bestow.

The number of emigrants who have arrived here and settled in Canada during 1860 have
heen landed almost altogether at New York, and their route has censequently been by way of
the Suspension Bridge to Canada; the exceptions by the St. Lawrence, as shiown in Schedule
No. 1, amount only to 32.  This fuct is, as far as the poor cmigrants’ are concerned, truly
lamentable, for it seldom occurs that the simple and uninformed amongst them are sllowed
to-enter the Provinee with any means in their possession, and very often have to leave
their luggaae, in order to proceed on their journcy. For this state of things the cure has to

o The
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The expenses for the year will be scen in the General Statement of Disbursements and
Receipts, No. 3, amounting in the gross to ,§.2,789. 80 c.

The amount of relief afforded to the indigent cmigrants in transport is detailed in
Schedule No. 2, and the amount expended in provisions is shown in the Statement fo General
Disbursements, amounting together to 8. 682. 49 ¢.  The average cost for the relief of the
necessitous will, therefore, be alittle over 76 cents cach. In the awarding of such assist-
ance, I have exercised the strictest economy consistent with the distress of the recipients.

The present prospect for the agricultural class of emigrants is highly encouraging,
and especially those who have means sufficient to purchase farms and stock them. And
while there 18 no apparent distress among the class of general labourers, there does not
appear to be any particular demand. The present political aspect of the United States will
probably produce a more particular inquiry in Europe respecting the capabilitics and
advantages to be secured in Canada by the industrious emigrant.  Such a result, I gladly
hope, may be extensively realised by the well-wishers of Canada.

I mave yours of the 30th ultimo, requesting me to furnish you with a statement of the
robable number of emigrants who have reached this district {rom or by the route of the
IETnited States during the past season, with their probable destination.

It will be impossible for me to give you a correet statement of the number of emigrants
from or by the United States, or their destination, as most of the boats arriving here from
the United States reached this port at night, and unless the parties were in actual want, or
desired information as to how they would reach their destination, 1 had no means of
knowing how many arrived to remain as actual scttlers.

I, however, will give you a statcment irom my journal of all that reported themselves

at my office.

January 28.—One Englishman and family by way of the United States; directed him
to the township of Loborough; he purchased and scttled on lot No. 17 in 12 Concession
of that township.

May 4.—aA. M‘Gill and family from Greenock, Scotland. »id New York; directed
him to the township of Olden, where he has taken up 500 acres of land, and las written
to several of his friends and relatives at home to come out and join him.

May 6.—Two English emigrants arrived by way of United States; dirccted them to
the free grant lands en the Ifrontenac road, hut cannotv say whether they scttled there
or not.

May 15.—An English emigrant came by way of United States; gave him a list of Jands
in the rear of Iingston ; he did not return to purchase, but may have squatted on some of
the lots or free grants. .

May 26.—An English emigrant, who came by wuy of New York, destined for Montreal ;
was sent by way of Hamilton instead of being sent direct to Montreal, and when he
reached here he was entirely destitute, and no employment cculd be found for him at his
trade (engine-driver) ; gave him a ticket by Great Trunk Railway to Montreal, where he
expected to get employment.

June 23.—Twenty German emigrants and families arrived #i@ New York and Oswego,
and remained over Sunday and Monday, and proceeded on Tuesday to Eganville, in county
of Renfrew, vi¢ Ottawa, by Rideau Canal steamer.

June 25.—R. Bui.kct, an Lnglish emigrant, and by way of New York proceeded to
frec grant lands on Frontenac road.

July 16;—'l‘wo cemigrants by way of New York arrived, and proceeded at once to Peter-
borough, Canada West.

July 30.—Godfrey Fatch, wife, and five children, Germans, arrived by way of New
York, where they had been swindled out of all their money. I gave them a ticket per
Grand Trunk to Naponce, from whence they were to proceed on the Addington road to the
township of Barrie, where they had friends, and where they intended to settle.

November 1.—R. Galloway, a bricklayer from London, arrived by way of New York ;
was sent to Buffalo to reach Belleville; was robbed in the States of all the money he had;
when le arrived at Belleville he found his friends had gone to Montreal, and as I could get
‘no employment for him here, I gave him a passage on Grand Trunk to Montreal. o
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These are all that I am personally aware of arriving and remaining in the country ; but
I find, on applying at the Custom-house, that there have been 138 entries made under the
head of * Settlers’ Entries,” but cannot say where the parties were from, or wherc they

-proceeded to, but would suppose that the greater part of them were Americans; and I

BUpPpose on an average each cntry might be accompanied with at least two individuals of a
family, but of this I can get no reliable information.

I BEG to enclose, for the information of his Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, a return
of the passengers by the ship ¢ Hiawatha,” from Galway, Ircland. The number allowed by
law has been exceeded by the master of the ship, and he explains this by stating, that four or
five had secrcted themselves on board, previous to the ship’s leaving port. The ship, how-
ever, was clean, and all the emigrants landed in good health.

By the brig < Joseph Ilinsley,” likewise from Galway, there were 12 or 14 passen-

gers. 'This ship, however, does not come under the provisions of the Imperial Passen~

gers Act. )
All who had embarked for New Brunswick, arec now in the province, and have already
found employment at the different kinds of labour suited to their capacities.
